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I was greatly impressed with the quote given me by the staff of the Peninsu-
lan which reads as follows: "When mellowed by experience these men and 
women (seniors) will be a traditionally fine representation of Northern Mich-
igan College. Education, truly, is a continuous process." 

The wisdom of these words has been recognized by our two great thinkers 
of antiquity, Plato and Aristotle. 

The Republic of Plato outlines the ideal education of the best men to govern 
the ideal state. The course of study is as follows. Listen to its time schedule. 
From the beginning until the student is twenty, the curriculum is confined to 
music and gymnastics. Between the ages of twenty and thirty there occurs the 
training in the liberal arts, particularly the arts of mathematics and music, and 
in the basic arts of grammar, rhetoric, and logic. Then, at the age of thirty, 
the young person goes out into the world. He returns to the academy at 
thirty-five, for the study of philosophy, or the contemplation of ideas. This 
continues to the age of fifty, when his formal education is completed. 

This is a time schedule which recognizes how slowly the process of educa-
tion takes place. 

Yes, the theme of this yearbook is most appropriate. Education is a con-
tinuing process.
