Brave Janitor Irwin Sacrifices His Life to 
Save Others. 

PrrTsBURGH, Pa., Dee. 4.—It was 

nearly 3 o'clock this morning before the 

firemen succeeded in subduing the fire 

in the Dickson flat on Park avenue, and 

it was several hours more before they 

gave up the search for bodies. No 

more were found, and it is pretty cer- 

tain that Mr. and Mrs. Irwin, the jani- 
tor and his wife, were the only victims. 
When the fire broke out there were 
forty persons sleeping in the flat.

Governor Tillman Says Whites Have 

Control of South Caroline and 

Will Keep It. 

MOST NEGROES NOT FITTED TO EXER- 
CISE RIGHT OF SUFFRAGE. 

He Flatly Denies That All Men Are Created 
Equal—Calls For Suppression of 

Lynching of Negroes.

COLUMBIA, S. C., Dec. 4.—B. C. Tiil 

man, who was elected on the reform 

ticket composed of the Farmers’ Al- 

liance and other democrats who wanted 

a change of government, was inaugu- 

rated at 10 o’clock today in front of the 

state housegin the presence of a large 

crowd. This is the second time in the 
history of the state that a governor has 
been in augurated in the open air. Gov 
ernor Tillman said in his speech: 
“We whites have absolute control of 

| the state goyernment and we intend to 
retain it. The intelligent exercise of 

the right of suffrage, at once the highest 

privilege and most sacred duty of the 

citizen, is as yet beyond the capacity of 

the vast majority of the colored men. 

WE DENY THAT ‘ALL MEN 
are created vquai.’ Itis not true now 

{and it was not when Jefferson wrote it 
But we cannot deny that it is our duty 
as the governing power in South Care- 
lina to insure to every individual, black 
and white, the rights of ‘life, liberty, 
and the pursuit of happiness.” With all 
the machinery of the law in our hands, 
with every department of the govern- 
ment—exectutive, legislative and judi- 
cial—held by white men; with white 
notaries, white solicitors, white sheriffs 
it is simply infamous that resort should 
be had to lynch Jaw and that prisoners 
should be murdered because the people 
have grown weary of the law's delay 
and of its inefficient administration. 
Negroes have nearly always been the 
victims and the confession is a blot on 
our civilization. Let us see to it that 

THE FINGER OF SCORN 
be no more pointed at our state by 
reason of this deplorable condition of 
affairs. Let punishment for crime, by 
whomever committed, be prompt and 
impartial and with the removal of the 
cause the effect will disappear. And 
as a last desperate remedy to be used 
only when others fail, grant to the ex- 
ezutive the power of absolute removal 
of avy sheriff who fails to prevent any 
such act of violence in his county after 
the law has taken control of a prisoner. 
I have thought it wise to speak in em- 
phatic terms on this subject, because 
every Carolinian worthy the name 
must long to see the time when the law 
shall assert its sway; when our people 
shall not be divided into hostile politi 
cal camps.”

SEED POTATOES FOR IRELAND. 

Five Thousand Pounds Appropriated by 

Parliament Yesterday. 

LoxpoN, Dec. 4.—In the house of 

commons to-day Mr. Balfour made a 

motion that parliament vote £5,000 for 

the purpose of providing seed potatoes 

for the distressed land cultivators in 

Ireland. The seed potatoes, Mr. Bal- 

four said, were not to be given to the 

people gratis, but as a loan and any one 

paying ready money would obtain 20 

per cent discount. This was only a 
small part of the measures to be taken 
by the government to meet the impend- 
ing distress in Ireland. It was now 
clear as the winter progressed 
that a great pressure would be brought 

to bear on the poor law authorities whe 
were unable alone to meet the troubles.

IN A MAHOGANY CAMP. 

SGENES IN THE DEEP FORESTS OF 

BRITISH HONDURAS. 

How the Hard Wood Is Prepared for 

Market—The Big Trees Are Scattered 

Through Forests of Underbrush and 

Vines—Something About the Men. 

An interesting story about mahogany 
cutting and rafting has reached the state 
department; from Consul Burchard. Be- 
lize, the capital of the British possessions 
in Central America, now a city of consid- 
erable commercial importance, owes its 
origin and wealth to the mahogany 
cutters. During the first half of the pres- 
ent century princely fortunes were quickly 
accumulated in the business, especially by 
those who had the good fortune to secure 
contracts from the English government 
for the mahogany, which was formerly 
largely employed in naval architecture. 
Since iron and steel have taken the place 
of wood in the construction of public ves- 

sels the mahogany trade has decreased to 
a notable extent, although it is still large 
and profitable. 

The expense and difficulty of getting out 
the wood are much greater. Few trees can 
now be found near a river of sufficient 
water to float the logs. Having selected 
and secured a suitable locality and ar- 
ranged with one of the exporting houses 
of Belize to advance the means in provi- 
sions and cash to carry on the work, the 
mahogany cutter hires his gang of laborers 
for the season, Nearly all labor contracts 
are made during the Christmas holidays, 
as the gangs from the mahogany works all 
congregate in Belize at that time. The 
men are hired for a year at wages ranging 
from $12 to $20 per month. 

IN THE WOODS. 

All work in mahogany cutting is done 
by tasks. The best laborers are out at 
daybreak and generally finish their task 
before 11 o'clock. The rest of the day can 
be spent in fishing, hunting, collecting In- 
dia rubber and sarsaparilla, or in working 
up mahogany into dories, paddles and 
bowls, for all of which they find a ready 
market. Game and fish are abundant. 
The regular ration for a laborer in this 

country consists of four pounds of salt 
pork and seven quarts of flour per week, 
which is delivered to him every Sunday 
morning. The abundance of game and 
wild fruits enable the mahogany laborer 
to save a large part of his rations, which 
he either sells to his employer or sends 
home to his family. 

The owner or overseer of mahogany 
works is a distinguished personage within 
the district of his operations. He lives 
well, often luxuriously, and has many and 
varied sources of enjoyment. His rustic 
dwelling in the forest is supplied with 
every comfort and many luxuries. He 
travels up and down the river in a bateau 
made of mahogany and fitted up regard- 
less of expense for enjoyment and con- 
venience. 

'he mahogany tree hunter is the most 
important and best paid laborer in the 
service. Upon his skill and activity largely 
depends the success of the season. Ma- 
hogany trees do not grow in clumps or 
clusters, but are scattered promiscuously 
through the forests and hidden in a dense 
growth of underbrush, vines and creepers. 
It requires a skillful and experienced 
woodsman to find them. 

HUNTING THE TREES. 

No one can make any progress in a trop- 
ical forest without the aid of a machete or 
heavy brush knife. He has to cut his way 
step by step. 

The mahogany is one of the largest and 
tallest of trees. The hunter seeks the 
highest ground, climbs to the top of the 
highest tree, and surveys the surrounding 
country. His practiced eyes detect the 
mahogany by its peculiar foliage; he counts 
the trees within the scope of his vision, 
notes directions and distances, then de- 
scends and cuts a narrow trail to each 
tree, which he carefully blazes and marks, 
especially if there is a rival hunter in that 
vicinity. The axmen follow the hunter, 
and after them go the sawyers and hewers, 

To fell a large mahogany tree is one 
day’s task for two men. On account of 
the wide spurs which project from the 
trunk at its base, scaffolds have to be erect- 
ed and the tree cut off above the spurs, 
which leaves a stump from ten to fifteen 
feet high, a waste of the very best wood. 
While the work of felling and hewing is 

in progress other gangs are employed in 
making roads and bridges over which the 
logs are to be hauled to the river. 
The trucks employed are clumsy and 

antiquated contrivances which no Aneri- 
can would think of using. The axles and 
boxes are imported from England, and the 
other parts of the truck made on the 
ground. The wheels are of solid wood, 
made by sawing off the end of a log and 
fitting iron boxes in the center. 
No tire or spokes are needed. New wheels 

are in constant requisition, and repairs 
cause frequent and expensive delays. 
Most of the trucking is done at night by 
torchlights made of pitch pine. The oxen 
are fed on the leaves and twigs of the 
breadnut tree, which gives them more 
strength and power of endurance than any 
otherobtainable food. 

GETTING LOGS TO MARKET. 
The trucking is done in the dry season, 

and the logs collected on the bank of the 
river and made ready for the floods which 
occur on the longest rivers in June and 
July, and on all in October and November. 
The logs are turned adrift loose and caught 
below near tidewater by booms. Indians 
and Caribs follow the logs down the river 
in jutpans to release those which are 
caught by fallen trees or other obstacles in 
the river. No little judgment and experi 
ence is required to determine at what ex- 
act stage of the flood the logs should be let 
loose. Should the water rise at what they 
call “topgallant flood” before the logs 
reach the boom manv of them would be 
carried over the banks and left high and 
dry in canebrakes and thickets or covered 
up by sand and rubbish. From the boom 
the logs are rafted to the embarcadero and 
“manufactured” for shipping. 
The manufacturing process consists in 

sawing off the log ends which have been 
bruised and splintered by rocks in the 
transit down the river and in relining and 
rehewing the logs by skillful workmen, 
who give them a smooth and even surface. 

The logs are then measured, rolled back 
into the water at the mouth of the .river, 
and made into rafts to be taken to the ves- 
sel, which is anchored outside of the bar. 
This is a laborious and ri ky operation, 
often resulting in serious losses to the ship- 
per or the owners of the vessel, according 
to the conditions of the bill of lading. Ir-|

FIGHTING GCVER PENSIONS. 

WASHINGTON, Dec.4.—The unfinished 

business in the house this morning was 

the bill for the puni-hmert of «very 

guardian, conservator, curator, com- 

mittee or other judiciary agent for the 

embezzlement of the pension of award, 

The previous question was ordered— 

yeas, 113; nays, 82—and the bili was 

passed. On motion of Mr. Morrow 

{Cal.) the house went into committee 

of the whole, Mr. Burrows (Mich.) in 

the chair, on the pension appropriation 

bill. Mr. Morrow explained that the 

bill appropriated for the payment of 

pensions the sam of $133,173.000. It 

was estimated this sum of money would 

be distributed among 656,715 pension- 

ers. This was the largest number 
of beneficiaries eyer provided 

for in any single item in 

the statutes of the United 

States. It was estimated that the 

gross cost to the United States of 

these pensions for the year 1892 would 

average $203.20 each. He believed that 

there would be no deficency next year 

but on the contrary that there would 

prove to be a slight excess of appropri- 

ation. Mr. Sayers (Tex.) argued that 

the estimates of the commissioner of 

pensions were totally unreliable and 

shat the amount of money required to 

pay the pensions would be largely in 

excess of the amount appropriated by 

the pending bill. He ventured to say 

that the fifty-third congress would be 

rompelled to meet a deficiency of not 

s thn $35,000,000. 

ROASTING COMMISSIONER RAUM 

Mr. Cooper (Ind.) referred to the 

large force of employes in the pension 

les       

bureau aud total waste of expenditure 

of money for pensions. He proposed to 

show why that force of men should be 

presided over by a man of high charac- 

ter, and why this vast sum of money 

should be disbursed by a man above 
eritivism and above reproach. It was 
his purpose to call the attention of the 

country to the fact that the present 
commissioner of pensions was not such 
a person. He then reviewed the charg- 
es made inst Commissioner Raum 
which formed the basis of the investi- 
gation last session and asserted that 
they had all been proved. Before the 
last election the commissioner had made 
a pilgrimage to Indiana and bad in- 
vaded his (Cooper's) district. He bad 
not gone to Indiana as one of its citi- 

idiana had produced some 
characters that did not stand high in | 
public esteem he was sorry to say, but 
it had not produced the present com- | 
missioner. Indiana was not the com- 
missioner’s home and the only excuse 
that officer had for going to the Fifth 
district was that he might defeat his 
(Cooper's) election.

VOORHEES THANKS NEWSPAPER MEN.

MATTERS AT ISHPEMING. 

A Query in Swedish Answered in Plain Eng-

of Business Location— New Chief to be 
Chosen—A Case for Liberality. 

No Flace for Politics. 

MiNiNG JOURNAL yrkar ifrigt, att polis- 
chefens och gatuuppsoningsmannens 
sysslor skola skiljas at.

The above excerpt from yesterday's 
Superior Fostea will be read with deep 
interest by the thousands to whom the 
DArLy MINING JOURNAL is a regular 
visitor. In answer to the query, this 
paper would state that it stands on the 
sawe platform regarding municipal 
affairs that it has always stood on. In 
a small city like this there is no good 
reason for introducing politics It is 
of little concern to the taxpayers 
whether an official is a republican or a 
democrat, but h is of a very deep con- 
cer to them whether he is a competent 
official or not. The officers of the city 
of Ishp ming are elected to keep the 
peace, collect ‘t the taxes, admin ister jus- 
tice and push the city ahead, not to 
pass tariff laws. The MINING JOURNAL 
bas po special candidate to offer for the 
office of either marshal or street com- 
missioner. All that it desires is that 
the offices be separated, as they prop- 

erly should be, and as this paper has 
urged they should be for the past tive 
years, and not that the incumbents be 
either Irish or English, red-headed, 
black-headed or bald-headed, or mem: 
bers of any party. What the city wants 
is good men to do the work, not good 
politicians or partisans to draw the sal- 
aries. That a republican mayor and 
council has repeatedly elected demo- 
crats to responsible city offices shows 
that the executive and aldermen are 
broad-gauged and liberal-minded men, 
and they are deserving of no small 
amount of credit for so completely 
sinking party politics in cases where it 
vas fou the best interests of the city 
that party lines should not be drawn. 
Flere is no occasion for dragging pol - 
tics into municipal affairs, aud if the 
democrats know when they are well off 
they will not attempt it. Republicans 
have had control for many years, and 
they have not found it necessary. 

Bring Proofs or Keep Silent. 

Elsewhere in this department appears 
a communication from Mr. Chas. Burt, 
chairman of the executive committee 
of the recent strike. There are stories 
being told, on the streets and through 
the press, to the effect that this com- 
mittee, or certain members of it, were 
guilty of bribery and double-dealing. 
All of the men whose good name is 
affected are auvxious to meet their ac- 
cusers face to face, avd present proof 
of the falsity of the charges, bat they 
are unable to place their hands on the 
men making and spreading the inju- 
rious reports. It is unjust and cow- 
ardly for such charges to be spread 
abroad by men who will not avow re- 
sponsibility for them. Let the proof be 
brought, or the charges dropped. If 
there was treachery it should be an 
easy matter to bring proof of it. 

New Business Stand. 

On the first of the new year Mr. Chris. 

Olsen will occupy his new shop, now in 

process of construction, at the corner 

of North First and Arch streets. The 
building, which is 20x40, with two 

stories and basement, will be occupied 
as a store and paint shoo, and will give 
more room for the work than the pres- 
ent location affords. 

Mr. Olsen's aecision to remove to a 
location so far out of the present busi- 
ness center of the town is something in 
the nature of an experiment, but that 
it will prove a success is almost certain.

E lison’s Epstusntel Concentrating 

Plant at Humboldt Totally 

Destioyed by Fire. 

JJEN F. MACK EEGINS EXTENSIVE IM- 

PROVEMENTS IN HIS BLOCK 

Cold Wave Warnings—Circnit Court Proceed- 

ings— Elections of Officers—Number 

Your House—Other Notes. 

Totally Destroyed. 

The experimental plant of the Edison 

Iron Concentrating company at Hum- 

boldt was completely destroyed 

by fire at a little after 6 
o'clock Wednesday evening The works 

were operated until 10 o'clock every 

night and the force had just laid off for 

supper. The engineer was improving 

the time by cleaning out the flues of 

the boiler when he detected the smell 

of smoke and throwing open the door 

to the engine room found it all aflame. 
Be ran out and gave the alarm but 

though the men were on hand promptly 

it was found impossible to do anything 

to save the mill as the flames cut off all 

access to the pump. The fire was a 
hot one and in forty minutes had com- 
plete ly destroyed the works, the board- 
ing house about twenty feet distant, 
once the store for the old Argyle mine, 
and a South Shore box car which was 
standing by the works loaded with 
concentrates. 

The mill was built about two years 
ago to test the Edison machinery for 
saving the iron in lean ores by separ- 
ating by electricity the ore from the 
rock. It stood idle for nearly a year 
because it was at once found that the 
separators which worked successfully 
with the New Jersey ores were of no 
use in treating Lake Superior ores. 

past ten years there have been 621 in- 
stances in which temperature falls of 
20 degrees in 24 hours have occurred | 
over areas exceeding 50.000 square 
miles in extent, and 150 cases in which 
the area was between 50,000 and 100,- 
000 square miles. The areas of tem- 
perature falls of 20 degrees or over are 
often of very great extent, sometimes 
exceeding 1,000,000 square miles.

In determining the justification of 
cold-wave signals, the following rules 
will apply: 
Justilications must occur at two or 

more adjacent stations, 100 miles apart, 
and the maximum and minimum tem- 
peratures during the periods mentioned 
will be considered. In aadition to the 
specific falls required in the separate 
districts, as hereinafter set forth, a fall 
of twenty-two degrees (after eliminat- 
ing the diurnal range) in thirty-six 
hours, or twenty-eight degrees in forty- 
eight hours, and to the required tem- 
perature, will justify.

At the time of the fire the mill con- 
tained two separators in working order, 
a 7-ton crusher, a 9-ton set of rolls and 
other machinery besides four similar 
separators and a fifth of newer and 
more expensive pattern, not set up. 
Everything is a total loss. The build- 
ing was built of heavy timbers as the 
crusher and rolls were 40 feet up from 
the ground. It was lighted by elec- 
tricity and no possible danger from fire 
was dreamed of. The origin is now, 
after a most careful examination, a 
perfect mystery. The loss is in the 
neighborhood of $20,000; insurance, 
with White & Hall, small. One of the 
nen in the boarding house lost all his 
savirgs, $200, which he had in his mat- 
tress and which he expected to send 
away that very night. Mr. Swarts 
states that no steps will be taken to- 
ward rebuilding this season and that 
as the process has been carried through 
to complete success the new works, 
whether situated at Humboldt or else- 
where, will undoubtedly be of a per- 
ment character and on a far different 
scale.
