Of course it is net te be expected thet direct results in the way of
land sales are to be shewn during the first few years ef the life of an erganmization
ef this sert. Our first duty has been te expleit the reseurces ef the Upper Peninsula
and te effset threugheut the country at large the fallacy thet the Upper Peninsula

is a land ef snew and ici, net suitable fer agriculture. We believe that we have

The following report of the Speeial Committee appointed te attend the State Tax
Conference was read and ordered filed.

Marquette, Mich. Oet. 9th, 1912.
To the Bo érd of Supcrvisors o Marquette County, Miehigan.

Gentlemen:- Your ecommittee appointed at last session of the Board to attend and
represent this ecounty at the State Tax Conference, held at the City of Detroit,
Sopt. 18 and 19, respeetively report:

That the meeting was called to erder on Wednesday, the 18th, at 10 A.M., by
George Lord of Detroit and after and address of weleome by Mayor Thompson and
responses to same, the meeting organizéd by eleeting & chairman and seeretary and then

settled down to business at onee. There were two sessions on Wednesday and two on
Thursday, at whieh veryable speeches were made, by men whe seemed to be well pested

in all phases of taxation matters. The objeet of the eonference was to afford an
opportunity to those in attendanee, representing different property interest through-
out the ecountry, to jointly eonsider and disecuss the problems of taxation and exist-
ing assessment diffieulties, and to promite co—operation in an effort to bring about
a more equitable distribution of the tax burden. Following each address there was a
general discussion on the subject of each speeaker on all sides of the question of
taxation. It was the sense of the conference that the State Tax Rommission should
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should continue their work of bringing valuations in every county in the State

up to ectual cash value, and that those counties already up to cash value should-

not be eaualized as such at the next state equalization unless all the .counties at
that time had been gone over and put upon the same basis. It was also thought that
state supervision of assessments was a good plan to follow and the advalorem System
of taxation was the best and proper plan to adopt, and could be carried out so as to
secure Just taxation to all kinds of property. The meeting was a very harmonious one
and conducted in a spirit of fairness to all concerned, and was very edifying to
those in attendance. A resolution was offered and passed by the conference to form a
permanent organization of a State Tax Conference and a committee was appointed for
that purpose, who now has it in hand to pérfect such an organization, the purpose of °
which is to meet representatives from every county in the state at least once a year to
talk over and discuss the viorlous problems of taxation, out of which to gather and
formulate the best 1deas, and to recommend such measures to the legislature to be

enacted into law as may be deemed wise and for the best interests of all-classescof
property, out of which there is no doubt much good will come and your committee
recommends that -Marquette County be reprecented at all of its sessions.

Tp the Honorable Board of Supervisors of Marquette County, Michigan.
Gentlemen:- Your committee in eharges of the Morgan Heights Tuberculosis Sanitarium
respectively report: .

First: We call your attention to the report of Mr. Farrell showing receipts and
disbursements which includes all improvements etec.,

Also the réport of Dr. Bottum, the physieian in charge, from whieh you will
notice there has been 6 inecipient cases cured, %O advanced cases have died, 4 after
receiving considerable benefit have left of their own accord and returned to their
own home expecting they would get well bu usually proves fatal, besides exposing
those of their own fanilies and others, largely through ignorance of the right way of
living to successfully combat this dread disease. In the erection of this institution
Marquette County has undertaken a great work for the benefit of suffering humanity,
and we must not sit idly by and watch the progress unconcerned, as the responsibilities
and success of the institution lie, to'a large extent, with the Board of Supervisors
as well as to its management. We have the hearty support and best wishes of the tax
payers of the county and they look to us for the best results obtainable, and your
committee believes that a more aggressive and intelligent effort should be put forth
in the line of educating the people as to the danger of pulmonary tuberculosis, and
as to the means and manner of living now well known that ought to be adopted for its
prevention, and.we believe that our Superint.endent of Publie Schools should be in-
structed and requested to talk to the children on his visits to the different schools.

" Also to make it a part of his duty to enter into correspcndence and obtain literature

on the subject from the best institutions throughout the country as well as from pro-
fessional men, and distribute them through all the schools both in cities and town-
ships, and in this way enlist the help of all good citizens throughout the county
in trying to prevent and stamp out the white plague. '

And we further suggest the organization of anti-tuberculosis soeieties in

this county with branches in the larger cities for the purposes of distributing lit-
erature and in other ways carry on the work of education along this line.

We recommend the eppointment of a committee from this board to investigste the
present plan of societies of this character which are now carrying on this work and
to report st the next meeting of this board.

Gentlemen:- Your sPecigl comnittee, appointed to investigate the administration of

and secounting for poor relief funds in Marquette County, with a view of effecting:
improvements and _economies, if possible, beg to submit the following report.

We have obtained from the office of the Se~retary of State at Lensing sueh pub-
lished stetistics as they had giving compilation of reports made by the various
Counties of the State for the six fiscal years previous to June 20,1911. (Nothing
more recont Weing yet available.)

We find the figures as shown in such reports from the fifferent Counties so
widely &t variance and misleading as a basis of comparison.

The figures given as to the total number of cases receiving aid in each County
should however, be correct and we have compiled for the information of the Board
the following statistics, covering the mining Counties of the Upper Peninsula.

The figures for Iron County are so low as to indicate that some other system
of handling poor relief must be in use there, and the showing Zor that County should

be eliminated in meking comparisons. The conclusion to be drawn from these figures
is that the giving of tQmPQ:ary relief is more general in Marquette County than in
the others.

The Cheirman of this Committee visited Iron Mountain and saw Mr. W.A. Prater, S c-
retary of the Board of Superintendents of Poor of Dickinson County to obtain infor=
mation as to the changes which he has introduced in their system since he was placed
in full charge of the Pocor relief work for the entire County in March, 1G12.

Their present plan of organization entirely relieves the Supefintendents of
the Poor of the active wofk of administering poor relief, their duties now being
limited to that of an auditing committee or board which meets monthly to audit bills
and draw the necessary orders on the County Treasurer for their payment. The salaries
of the Superintendents have been reduced from $500.00 each to $100.00 each per annum.

Mr. Prater has been able to bring about about a marked saving in that County,
which has been accomplished principally through™a personal effort on his part to assist
“dependents to become self supporting and by enforcing the provisions of the oxisting
“laws relative to the support of poor persons by their relativese.

Such ehunges as he has introduced in their accounting system, while desirable
and v;luable from an accournting standpoint are not in themselves features of actual
economy - |

Figures which were obtained from him show that he has from March 1912 to Feb-
ruary 1913 inclusive made & reduction in expenditures of $5,924.82, an average of
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$493.73 per month as compared with the same month for a year previous.

In February 1912 they were giving relief to 134 families with a tot al of 386

dependents, which has been reduced at the present time to 76 families with a total
of 201 dependents.

One of the foremos£ citizens of TIron Mountain a man who is in close touch with
public matters, makes the statement that as far as he has been able to learn, Mr.

Prater has accomplished these results without causing hc?dship to the worthy and
needy poor.

Mr. Prater came to Dickinson County originally on a contract to remain six
months, thinking that would be sufficienmt time to complete the work of establishing
their poor relief work on the new bcsis, but at the expiration of that time he found
that the work was not sufficiently advanced so that he felt that he could leave it.

He therefore remained and continued the work.

He states that he only comtemplates staying there until auch‘time as the work has

reached a point where 1t can be turned over to some other man to continue.

He has.nad long experience and has given speciak attention to poor relief matters
and it is doudbtful if another man, lacking such experience, would be able to show
results as he has done. -

The situation in Dickinson County is such that this plan of putting the emtire

_work in charge of one man works out admirably for them, liine tenths or more of

their tomporamy relief cases being concentrated in the cities of Iron Momntain and
Norway .

-

Whether or not it would be practicable or desirable for Marquette County which has
considerably over twice the area and population and whose poor relief work is
Scattered over the entire County is an open question.

The census of 1910 shows a population in Marquette County of 46,733. Estimating
the increase at the rate shown between the census of 1904 and that of 1910 fcr two
additional years would give us a population in 1912 of 48,981. !

Using this estimate on population, we show the following comparison relativc
to population and total poor expenditures in the County between the years 1905 and 1912

For fiscel year ending September 30,1905. Population, 40,010: Total of all

expenditures for poor purposes,$44,112.70: Rate per unit of population $1,102.
ror fiscael year ending September 30,1912. Population,48981: Total of all ex-
penditures for poor purposes, $54,157.12: Rate per unit of population $1,105.

Increase in population in seven years, 8,971.

Increase in total of all expenditures for poor purposes in seven years,$10,
044.42.

Increase in rate per unit of populetion in seven years, $0.003.
This comparison shows that the ratio of cost to population is for all practical

purposes the same as it was several years ago.
Your committee is of the opinion that the results that Mr. Prater heas accomplished

in Dickinson County can to a considerabke extent be brought about in Marquette County

but the work will have to be taken up on lines similar to those he has adopted, and

will necessitate a much closer investigation of the merits of each individual cease
by our Superintendents of Poor than hes in many instances been heretofore.

We also believe, that inasmuch as Mr.Prater is not permanently to remain in

Dickinson County that it would well repay the County for the necessary expenditure, to
- secure if possible, his services for a resonable length of time to assist our

Superintendents of Poor and direct the reorganization of poor relief business in this
County. The Committee makes the following recommendation, viz:

1st. That all persons now receiving County aid and all fubture applicants be required
to make a written statement, under oath, which shall give full particulars as to
applicants and also show all property which they may own amd what relatives they

may have who are liable under the laws 6 the State for their support.

2bd. That the Superintendents of Poor be instructed to enforce the provisions of

Chapter 110 of the Compiled Laws of 1897 relative to thoVSupport of poor persons
by their relatives.
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Zrd. That card indexes of all persons receiving temporary relief be made and kept up

for each of the three poor districts of the County, to be kept either in the office
of the Secretary of the Board at Marguette or in the offices of the Superintendents for

each district as may be decided is most desirable. Such eards should be in a form that
will give full and complete information as to each'beneficiary.

4th. Thaet all orders issued by the Superintendents of Poor for supplies of any kind
shall be given in writing and no order shall cover more thathi one month. Such orders

should be attached to the bills remdered to the Superintendents of Poor by the ‘person
or firm who furnishes the supplies.

There are some matters pending that may make my stay here somtwhat permanent. My
agreement with the Boerd here holds me to a three month notice of resignation so that

would prevent me accepting an immediaste position in your county.
As I understand the situation there the board do not wish or, under the present

econdition can they, adopt the system we have here entirely. You wish to retein your
Board of Superintendents of Poor, but wish through them to adopt as much of our system
es can be used with them. If I am right in this, I think I can meke you a proposition
that will suit you and also will not cost as much as it would for me to give up my

position here and take up the work there, before you are in a position to make full
use of the systenm.

My -proposition is this to come te Marquette County for two or three days each week,
as I can arrange and work each district with the ‘Superintendent of that district. Make
a thopough investigation of each of the permenent charges, and meke a card index in each
district with all the information I can gether of each case. Work out a duplicate
systcm whereby all the cards will also be in the office of the Secretary at the Court
House, and be kept revised to date. To use in this investigation the affidavit, and
contract, in regard to property qualifications, and also with regard to residence
and relatives. .

In this way each Superintendent would go over his entire district with me, and this

would help to understand my method and also shorten the time it would be necessary for

me to take in the work as in the main he would know where the parties lived and we
would cever the ground quicker. -

I am not at all unwilling to work with any or all the officlals connected with
this matter and as far as possible assist you to get matters on the best possible
business basis. This plan would involve extra expense for me as I will have to pay my
stenographer for her extra work and it will be necessary for me tc board at the hotels

probably as the work will be scattered all over the country. There will be my railroed
fare back and forth from Iron Mountain. I mention all these things so that you can
understand my position and situation. I em sure I can so arrange it with our board
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to take up the extra work with youfso thag,it will not stand in the way.

My proposition then would be this, if the above statement of the situstion is
correct and meets with the approval of your board.I will tikc‘ubﬂthc work as out-
lined giving two or three days per week as the situstion warrants for $7.50 per day
and my expenses. I would suggeést that if this is accepted that the Superintendent
of the district where I'work furnish the livery, or auto, as may seem best, so that

'we can cover the ground in the guickest possible time. I will guarantee that I will
put in as good time as I can get out of your Superintendent.

If there are suggestions or changes that you would make to this plan or

if it would not meet with the approval of’your‘Board and could be changed without
materially affecting ggyo-iiosition please let me know.

The undersigned special committee of the common eouneil of the eity of
Marquette, whieh is the board of health, respectfully present for your consideration
the matter of the erection and maintenance of a contagious diseasesihospital upon

the county house grounds in this eity.
Under the provisions of Loeal Aet 469 of 1913, your board is given general

supervision over all contagious diseases arising or existing in the county, and is
given authority to establish and maintain one or more pest nouses tTor the reception

end treatment of persons navimg any walignant and infeetuous disease dangerous
to the public health and for the care of all persons who may have been exposed to

any such disease.

Under sald act your board is vested with all the powers vested in local boards
of health and under Howell's Statutes, Section 3121, it is made the duty of the

boards of health to provide nurses and other assistance and neecessaries for persons

unable to pay for their eare and treatment. It is only for the ecare and treatment
of such persons as must be provided for at the ch rge of the county that a contagious

disease hospital is necessary.
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Fpor several years the county has leased a parcel of land in a remote portion of
this city and maintained and ocecasionally used a building thereon for the isolation
of smallpox patients. This building however, is not deemed adequate or suiteble for the
purpose, being old and dilapidated and in no way a credit to the county. The location is
such thaet if a suitable building were erected thereon, it eould not without the expense
of a watchman be under observation and protection from vandalism during the long period
when not in ume. Smallpox, for which such a hospital is mostly needed, is most prevalent
in the winter, and the present pest house site is difficult of access in the winter and
the expanse of heating is considerable. Should any outbreak of dangerous eommunicable
disease occur hereafter the board of health of the city may find it necessary to provide

for the ecare of sick or infected persons in a more accessible and suitable place than the
one referred to. : ;

It seems to me that it would be a wise and proper thing and satisfactory to all

econcerned should the county provide and maintain & suitable hospital at a place easily
accessible at all times, where it would be safe from injury and destruetion and where it
could be heated and eared for with the least expense. The county house grounds seem to us

to be an admirable location where such a hospital could be erected and maintained at a . -

safe distance from the county house and could be heated from the county house plant.

Dr.E.H.Flynn, health offieer of the city has procured plams of such ‘a hospital as he

end we recommend, which it is estimated eoculd be erected complete, including plumbing
for about $2500.

We earnestly hope your board will give serious econsideration in this proposition
and take action thereon at this session, as there is reason to believe that there will
be need of such a hospital the coming winter. Smallpox, in a light form, is and has been
somewhat provajont in this part of the Upper Peninsula the present summer and fall, with
the possibility of its becoming more virulent and widespread when cold weather sets in.

Committee on County Officers Accounts.
The following report was reed and referred to special committee (H.S.Thompson,
Chairman). In addition the committee on Legislation were instructed to econfer with
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the Prosecuting Attorney, regarding the drafting of some law regarding elaims against
the estates of indigent poor.

To the Honorable Board of Supervisors of Marquette County:

I herewith submit my report of the investigetion conducted by me at your request
of the system in use by your Superintendents of Poor and plan of administering public
chatity. s

I wish at this time to repeat what I said in my previous report as to the courtesy
end assistance given me by your board of Superintendents of Poor and their willingness
to adopt sucn measures of reform and betterment of system, as will care for the deserving
poor better mnd with greater economy. I believe g$hey have each administered the affairs
of their several districts conscientiously. The system in use has not put the Superin-
tendents in as close personal touch with those that are receiving public aid, as would
allow them to do the best and most economical work.

I have visited 251 cases in the county and report as follows:

Conditions are particularly bad in some parts of the county on account of the
mines in those localities being shut down and leaving a number, that would be cared for by
easy work at the mine, where they had before been employed: but who could not secure a
place p a new place of employment. Several of these cases are cripples, who could and

should be practically pensioned by the mine, if in operation.

I find in District No.2 a larger proportion of foreign peoples and those of a more
migratory class, and necessarily more poverty. The class of people and their employment

make the peoples of District No. 1, less liable to pecome publie charges than in the
other distriets. I would make the following recommendations and will also give my
reasons for making them, based on my investigation of the conditions in your country.

I would recommend the card system of keeping a record of individual cases. It is much
simpler than an index book, and is more sure to be revised and kept up to date and shows
a very full femily history and the expenditures for that case.

I would recommend that an affidavit be required as to property and other means of
support by each ;pplicant for publie aid. This would be a matter of record. If these
affidavits were kept on file and in cagse of fraud, a good case would be made for the

recovery of such amounts as had been received by them thus fraudently.
I would recommend that a comtract be required from eech person who at the time of
receiving ald was possessed of property and who by reason of age or infirmity, was unable

to support himself and who, if the said property was sold would be forced to rent. If
‘in the discretion of the Superintendents of Poor, it would seem best to allow them to
retain the entire title and use of the.property during their naturel life ana to reeiwve
public assistance-to be taken from their estate at their death. Such contract is‘legal,
in that it is not contrary to any law and is as binding as any contract.

I would recommend that every case receiving public aid spould be investigatéd
personally by the Superintendent of that District and that such applicant should be re-

quired to notify the said Superintendent of any change and on such change of residence,
the said Superintendent should visit such applicant at the new residence to enable him

to know personally of the conditions and surroundings of such public charge.
I would recommend that all orders for publie aid should be in writing and should
not extend for a longer period than one month. This recommendation is for the purpose

of keeping the Superintendent in close personal touch with the recipient of public aid
and to keep the eard system up to date and effective.

I would recommend the discontinuance of the publication of the names of those

receiving public aid, as it is a stigma standing against mapy innocent children that will
tend to destroy their self-respect and thus breed a pauper class for the future. It is

for these reasons that the demand for the Mothers' Pension Law has been asked. The
present saving will be doubled by future expenditures If the Superintendent is in as close

personal touch as he should be with the cases under control it will be unnecessary for
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the publication of the names to secure information as to their ability to support
themselves.

I submit the above report with the wish to better the condition of the needy and
also to economize for the county. It is only by the close personal interest and
sympathy with the needy poor, that the Superintendent can do the best for the county
and the people that come under his care, and a personal knowledge and interest Ep'the
individual cases and familiarity with their 1living conditions is the only true and
lesting reform in the administration of publie charity.

I wish also to thank the Board of Supervisors of Marquette Oounty, many of
whom have accompanied me on the investigation in their several wards, for their
uniform courtesy and assistance and trust that the investigation will prove of
material assistance in the future administration of publie charity in Marquette County.

Marquette, County Michigan, I hereby submit to you a report of the medical work
of the Morgan Heights Tuberculosis Sanitarium, for the year ending Oct.1,1913.

During the past year, there have bben fifty cases treated in the Institution.
Of these 11 have been in the incipient or early stages of the disease: 14 have, been

moderately advanced cases, and twenty-five have been advanced cases. Classified
according to sex, thi%ty—four have been males and sixteen females.

17 cases were residents of Marquette City. 11 of Negaunee City. 7 of Ishpeming
City. 4 of Champion Township. 3 of Powell Township. 1 of Wells Township. 1 of
Humboldt Township. 1 of Republic Township, and one of Forsyth Township, Four cases
were from other counties. .

Seventeen occupations were represented. The miners furnish the largest mumber,
eleven having received treatment at the Saniicrium during the yeer, eonstituting
32ﬂ/‘ of the male inmates. Other leading occupations are'=

At the present time there are thirteen patients receiving treatment at the
Saniterium, eight males and five females. Classified aceording to the stages of
the disease, there are, Four incipient cases: Four moderstely advanced cases:

During the year five cases have been discharged es cured, and three cases
discherged greastly improved in health, Twenty patients left the Sanitarium during
year, of their own accord. Of these seventesn were advanced cases.

There have been thirteen deaths, all of which were advanced cases when ad-
mitted.

The average lenght. of time spent in the Institution by those discharged as
cured, was Twenty-three and one half weeks. Fifty pereent of the cases treated

during the year at the Morgan Heights Sanitarium have been in the advanced silages
of the disease. These cases have been in the main, county charges that have been

removed from the general hospitals, and homes where the ddnger of contagion was

great . 2
Utmost care 1s exoercised to prevent infection of Inmates or help. Disinfect-

ing rooms are maintained, where all clothes, blankets, and so forth, are thoroughly

fumigated.
The completion of the cottage at present under construction will give to the

petients the use of the entire main building. It is our intention bo convert the
rooms now being used by the help, into wards for advanced cases. This addition

of room will give us atcapacity of about twenty-five beds.

It is in such
bad shape, that in the opinion of this committee 1t

would be a waste of money to
attempt to repair it.
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We would recommend that steps be taken at once to rent a house that can be

properly warmed and made comfortable as present conditions as to small pox in

Marquette are such as call for immediate attention.
We are of the opinion that one pest house located in Merquette would not

properly serve the entire County. One other pest hquse would have to be built to
serve Negeunee and Ishpeming and possibly others to take care of other parts of the
County.

It would in our opinion be impossible under the most favorable conditions at
this season of the year to build houses and have them ready for occupancy till after

January lst, 1914.
As we have nothing but preliminary sketches without any detasiled plans and
estimates available at this time, we are unable to report any definite figures as to

cost.
We would recommend that on account of the leteness of the season that the matter

of building pest houses be deferred until next spring.

Gentlemen:~ Your cormmittee appointea to attend the Third Conference on Texation, held

under the auspices of the Michigan State Tax Association, at Kalamazoo, Michigan, on
January 15th and 16th, respectfully presents this report:

Your committee attended the three sessions of the State Tax Association. The ine-

teresting pepers and discussions at these sessions related prinecipally to general taxation
metters. A considerable portion of the discussion relsted to the taxation of reilroacds and

the comperative taxes paid by the railroads of Michigen and the general property of the

State. " /An instructive paper upon the recent Federal Income Tax Law, By Mr.George

01appertdn, United States Colleetor of Internel Revenue, of Grand Raplds, Michigan, was
read at the first session.

Mr.Thomas D.Kearney, & member of the State Tax Commission, addressed the conference
at the third session upon the work &f the State Tax Commission. Mr.Ksarney reviewed the
work of the commission, and his paper, taken in connection with the general discussion of
the work of the Board of State Tax Ooﬁmissioners, which followed the reading of his paper,
suggested that some important changes may be made in the poliey of the Board, especially
in the menner of reviewing the assessments in the counties of this State. The suggestion
was that instead of sending its pepresentatives into the counties not already reviewed,

the Board of State Tax Commissioners should work in conjunction with the local assessing
officers, and in the event that they were satisfied that the local assessing officers

were assessing property at its cash value, it would be unnecessary for the Board of State
Tax Pommissioners to sent their field representatives into such counties to inspect all
the property and to review the assessments of such counties in the manner in which
counties already assessed have been reviewed.

Your comnmittee believes that it would probably be impossible for the Board of State
Tax Commissioners to determine that local a-ssessing orficers in counties not already re-
viewed have done their full duty and have assessed property in such counties at its cash

value, unless they investigate assessments with the same degree of thoroughness used in

this and other counties already reviewad, and that if there is some relaxation in the
work of State Tax Commission, 1t may possibly result in counties already reviewed paying

an unjust proportion of the State tax. Your committee is of the opinion that in this re-
spect all counties of the State should be treated alike and that the work of the State

Tex Commission should be equally thorough in all counties and .be conducted in the same
manner throughout the state.

Except for the suggestions embodied in this report, nothing of special interest
transpired at the Tax Conference in relation to taxation matters of interest to this gounty
