Demonstrations at Syracuse and Roch- 
ester Wind Up His Great Tour of 

New York State—Text 

of His Addresses. 

  

ANOTHER DAY OF OVATIONS. 

ERIE, Pa.,, Aug. 26.—William J. 
Bryan made speeches today at three 
cities of two states—Syracuse and 
Rochester in New York and Erie in 
Pepnsylvania—and incidentally trav- 

eled several hundred miles to meet the 

thousands who had gathered from the 
surrounding couatry to hear him at 
each plfice. The day’s demonstration 

culminated in Erie, where the meeting 
of 350 delegates, of Democratic societies 

of Pennsylvania made the presence of 
the candidate particularly opportune. 

Here Mr. Bryan made three stirring 

speeches to as many different audiences 

in the evening, being driven quickly 

from one hall to another. At the Audi- 
torium, where an audience of 4,500 per- 

sons had crowded into the hall, he 

made his principal speech. Mr. Bryan 
said in part: 

I esteem it a great privilege to be per- 

mitted to meet tonight with the members 

of the clubs assembled here from all over 
the state of Pennsylvania, because I know 

what these meetings mean.

LOSS IN THE MILLIONS. 
  

Fire Fiend Spared Only a Few Houses 
in Ontonagon Suberbs. 

HoueHTON, Mich., Aug. 26.—The fire 
which destroyed Ontonagon originated 
in neighboring swamps. A forty mile 

gale from the west sent the flames into 
the planing mills, box factory and dry 

kilns of the Diamond Match company. 
From them they descended on the busi- 
ness and residenée quarters of the ¢it™ va 
and finally lodged in sixty-five million 
feet of the Diamond Match company’s 
sawed lumber. Barely a dozen houses 
in the outskirts of the city remain 
standing. Hardly one person in twenty 
saved any of their effects.

The loss to the Diamond 
Match company in mills and other 
buildings is nearly two millions and in 
lumber nearly one million, The loss 
on the balance of the village is two mil- 
lions; insurance light.

Mich, 
  

PINGREE'S PLATFORM. 

Mayor Pingree of Detroit has arrived 

home from the east and the Detroit 

Tribune of Tuesday contained this in- 

terview with him, which we invite the 

Menominee Herald to masticate and 
digest as best it may : 

Mayor Pingree got back from the east 
yesterday morning. He was seen at his 
home last evening, when he spoke out more 

plainly, if such a thing be possible, than he 

has at any time heretofore regarding his 
views on the financial question. 

He is a bimetallist. He believes in the 
use of both silver and gold as money. He 

does not believe in the use of either one 
singly.

‘‘Here is my platform,” and he handed 

out the financial plank which was made to 
carry Harrison into the presidential chair. 
It is as follows: 

The Republican party is in favor of the 
use of both gold and silver as money and 
condemns the policy of the Democratic ad- 
ministration in its efforts to demonetize 
silver. 

‘Here is another part of the same plat- 

form, which I believe in,” continued the 
mayor: 

We declare in opposition to all combina- 
tions of capital organized in trusts or 
otherwise, to control arbitrarily the condi- 
tion of trade among our citizens; and we 
recommend to congress and the state legis- 
latures in their respective jurisdictions 
such legislation as will prevent the execu- 
tion of all schemes to oppress the people 
by undue charges on their supplies or by 
unjust rates for the transportation of their 
produce to market. We approve the legis- 
lation by congress to prevent alike unjust 
burdens and unfair discriminations be- 
tween the states. 

But the mayor adheres strongly to the 

statement he made while on his eastern 
trip to the effect that the question of 
finance has no business in the state cam- 
paign. 

“I have my views on these matters,” 

said he, ‘‘just the same as any citizen ought 
to have, but the financial question is one 

which will have to be settled by congress, 
and belongs exclusively to the campaigns 

of the congressional and electoral candi- 
dates. 

“I have heard it remarked that the silver 

sentiment is on the wane,” continued the 

mayor. “Do you see anything of that 
kind? Bo far as I was able to ascertain 

this silver sentiment is growing far beyond 

the anticipations of everybody in New 

York state. There seems to be a pro- 

nounced silver sentiment throughout the 
east.” 

“Were you correctly quoted in the New 
York Sun when it said you said ‘Pingree 
and the people were synonymous terms in 
Michigan’ ?’ the mayor was asked. 

“That was not 80,” he replied. ‘I made 

no such statement. But I do want to do 
what will be for the best interests of the 
people.” 

Mr. Pingree was told that a committee 
of the Populists ‘was to wait on him and 
ascertain his finapcial views. 

“They have not been around to see me,” 
the mayor said, ‘‘and I have not heard 
anything from them.” 

In speaking of his eastern trip the mayor 

was not over enthusiastic concerning the 
business outlook. 

HOW IT LOOKS. 

Looking over the field on the eve of 

the contest, THE MINING JOURNAL re- 
gards the likely candidates for the 
nomination as Stephenson and Shelden, 

with their chances in the order they are 
named. 

This paper is not hostile to Osborn, 

but can see no possibility of his getting 
the vote required to make him the can- 

didate. Shelden could not throw his 
vote to Osborn if he tried, for there is a 
portion of the Houghton county dele- 
gation that will go to Stephenson when 
it is relieved of the duty of voting for 
the Houghton candidate. Osborn can 
throw his strength to Shelden, for the 

Osborn delegates have no love for Ste- 
phenson, and would prefer Shelden to 
him as between these two. 

The Marquette delegation is under- 
stood to be ready to swing to Stephen- 
son whenever its vote will nominate 
him, but will stick to Young for several 
ballots to save appearances, even if not 
in the expectation that something may 
develop to give him the nomination. 
But Marquette's dozen votes will not 
suffice to pull Sam through while the 
Shelden and Osborn men stick to their 
candidates. It is when the break comes 
that the Menominee man will get there, 
if he does at all, and the longer the 
balloting lasts the better his show 
will be. 

Osborn can nominate Shelden if he 
will, but if he does it he will have to do 
it quickly. After the third or fourth 
ballot is reached there is liable to some- 
thing happen that will land Sam in the 
congressional seat for a fifth term. 

BADLY DEFUDDLED. 

A Canadian paper, the Toronto 
Globe, in discussing the monetary issue 
of the present campaign in this coun- 
try makes this statement: ‘The silver 
at present in circulation in the United 
States holds its nominal value, which is 
nearly twice its real value, because of 
the public's confidence in the govern- 
ment’s ability to redeem it in gold at 
its full face value if called upon to do 
80.” The Globe then proceeds to argue 
that free silver coinage would work 
repuciation because if silver should be 

-   coined on private account so much sil- 

  

the government would not be able to 
maintain the coined silver at a parity 
with gold by redeeming it in gold, con- 
sequently the silver dollar would de- 
preciate in value, while it wonld yet 
have equal debt-paying power with the 
gold dollar. 

The Canadian paper is misinformed 
regarding the obligation of this govern- 
ment to redeem silver in gold. It is 
not bound to do this, and does not do 
it, as a matter of fact. The silver 

dollar is maintained at a parity with 

gold by its investment with the legal 

tender quality, and because it is re- 
ceivable for government revenue and 

customs dues. It is not redeemable, 
ocr in practice redeemed, in gold. 

And if this country were to adopt 
free coinage of silver there would be 

no repudiation of debts, in whole or in 

part, effected if, as the advocates of 

that policy contend and believe, the 
remonetization of silver would bring 

the relative commercial value of the 

two metals to the coinage ratio, for 

then the silver dollar would be worth 

as much intrinsically as the gold 
dollar, and it would make no differ- 

ence to the creditor which he might be 
paid in. 

There is no desire on the part of the 

people of this country to repudiate any 

just obligation which they may have 

incurred, but they are beginning to see 
that paying debts in 200-cent dollars is 

working a gradual confiscation®f their 

property, and they are just as much 

opposed to conflscation as to repudia- 
tion. 

SHORT ON ENTHUSIASM. 

For some reason the annual conven- 
tion of the Republican state league 

clubs at Milwaukee, which opened Tues- 

day and closed yesterday, fell far short 

of realizing the expectations entertained 
of it, either in numbers or enthusiasm. 

It opened with about 500 delegates pres- 

ent in the great Exposition hall where 
it was held, and the paucity of the at- 

tendance operated as a damper on the 

enthusiasm of both delegates and the 

few hundred spectators who were 
atiracted to the place by interest in the 
proceedings. 

Speaking of the attendance, the Mil- 
waukee Sentinel of yesterday said: 

The elaborate decorations that have re- 
quired a busy week in their formulation 

for the edification of a promised multitude, 

looked sadly down upon an empty hall. 
Strains of music designed for the delight 

of 20,000 persons fell in pleasant cadences 
on the ears of about 800. The conveution 

began auspiciously under conditions most 
favorable and promising, so far as previous 
provisions could be made. The only regret 
was that the expected crowd of delegates 
and visitors was not there to gain the 
benefit. 

In previous years these conventions 
have brought out an immense attend- 
ance both of delegates and spectators, 

and the natural conclusion would be 
that the small attendance of both this 

year argues want of interest in their 
candidates by the Republicans. That 
would be a misleading conclusion, how- 

ever. The explanation is to be found 

in the fact that the convention busi- 

ness has been vastly overdone. In 

addition to the regular party conven- 

tions, there have been of late years a 
number of organizations within the 

party which have been holding conven- 
tions and reunions until the workers 

have grown weary of the never-ending 

demands on them, and of wasting time 

and spending money *‘for the good of 

the party.” It is expensive business 

sending large delegations from all the 

states to one of these gatherings, and it 
is very donbtful if any real good is ac- 

complished by it. It is noticeable that 

latterly conventions of the kind con- 

sidered have excited a diminishing in- 

terest, which foreshadows that the day 
of their abandonment is at hand. 

IT is pot the purpose of this paper to 

mix much in local politics, but it feels 

that it may be forgiven for alluding to 
the action of the Republican county 
convention at Negaunee Saturday in 
endorsing Hoo. John Jones for the posi- 
tion of state senator from this district. 
It had been announced by Hon. George 
Wagner of this city that he would be a 
candidate for the senatorship, and that 
he had assurances of support from the 
very leaders of his party in Ishpeming 
who in the Negaunee convention en- 
dorsed the candidacy of his opponent. It 
is probable that Mr. Wagner will now 
drop out of the contest, the men who 
promised him help having gone on 
record as favoring Mr. Jones, and that 
the Ishpeming candidate will receive 
the nomination. The scheme to shelve 
Mr. Jones had something behind it that 
may as well not be divulged now, but 
Mr. Wagner has a right to feel that he 
allowed himself to be ‘‘ worked” to very 
little purpose by politicians in whom 
he had little reason to place any con- 
fidence. Mr. Jones will be quite satis- 
factory to the people of Marquette, 
who have a warm place in their hearts 
for him, in spite of his connection with 
the endeavor to take the county seat 
away from this city some years ago.

In support of its assertion that ‘‘the 
federal government puts forty-seven 

cents of gold behind it to make up the 
commercial deficit in thé silver dollar,” 
the accuracy of which assertion was 

challenged by THE MINING JOURNAL, 

the State Republican of Lansing makes 
the statement that ‘‘the government 
freely exchanges gold coins for silver 

dollars, without discount, whenever de- 

manded at any of its agencies.” The 
government is not under any obligation 

to do anything of the kind, and it is 
not necessary to say that it is in no po- 

sition to do anything of the kind while 
it 1s compelled to sell bonds at intervals 
to maintain the gold reserve in order 
that the parity with gold of its paper 

notes which areredeemable in gold may 
be maintained. There is no law on 

the statute books making silver dollars 

redeemable in or in any way exchange- 
able for gold, or authorizing the secre- 

tary of the treasury or any sub-treasurer 
to exchange gold coin for silver dollars 

on demand. If silver dollars were ex- 

changeable for gold on demand so 
would the paper notes which represent 
silver doilars be, and if that were the 
case even the big eastern bankers who 
are temporarily protecting the govern- 

ment’s gold reserve would find the task 

beyond their powers. Thelegal tender 
quality of the silver dollar keeps it at a 

parity with gold, and nothing else, and 
the government will not even make 

good the loss of the forty-seven cents 
of fiat in the silver dollar if by an acci- 
dent by no means uncommon it should 

be reduced to bullion by melting while 

in the possession of a person who was 

obliged to accept it in payment of a debt 
by the law which clothes it with the 
legal tender quality.

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TO ONTONAGON'S RESCUE. 

Houghton OQOounty Citizens Already 
Responding in a Ctenerous Manner. 

Houghton county was thrown into a 
state of excitement Tuesday evening 

by the receipt of information that the 
city of Ontonagon had been wiped out 

by fire. No news of a definite nature 
could be received owing to the wires 
being down. A party consisting of 

Tom Coughlin, EA Emmons and Burt 

Carmichael left immediately for the 

scene of the disaster. Mr. Coughlin’s 

two children are at Ontonagon, visit- 
ing with Mrs. Coughlin’s parents. Yes- 
terday morning R. M. Hoar of Hough- 
ton received a message from Ontona- 
gon, stating the town was 1n ashes and 
that nearly two thousand people were 
homeless and without shelter and to 
send aid at once. Mr. Hoar had to 
leave for the Ironwood convention a 
few minutes later, however, and the 
work of securing aid for the unfortun- 
ate victims was quickly taken hold of 
by T. L.. Chadbourne and Graham Pope 
of Houghton and President Baer of 
Hancock. In less than two hours a 
carload of provisions and clothing was 
ready for shipment at Pope’s dock. In 
the meantime the National bank 
of Houghton sent a telegram 
to Mueller & Stannard at Rock- 
land, requesting that they deliver 
$250 worth of supplies to the 
relief committee at its expense. Mr. 
Pope, who is agent of the National 
mine, wired the Ontonagon village pres- 
ident to use the twenty-five vacant 
houses at the National location for the 
homeless and also arranged for a coi- 
lection to be taken up at the Franklin, 
The houses at the National will give 
temporary shelter to about four hun- 
ay people. Over $300 had been col- 
lected at Houghton for the sufferers be- 
fore the noon hour yesterday. At Calu- 
met and Laurium the same prompt 
action was taken and betore noon yes- 
terday a car of goods was loadéd and 
ready for shipment from these places.

AT SOUTH LAKE LINDEN 

Two Residences Are Destroyved—Need 
of Better Fire Protection Shown. 

South Lake Linden was visited by a 
fire Tuesday afternoon which totally 
destroyed the residences of Antoine 
Lenzini and Mat Fountain. Shortly 
before 3 o'clock fire was discovered cn 

the roof of Lenzini’s house, and it was 
at once evident that the house, as well 

as Fountain’s house, adjoining, were 
doomed to destruction. The Lake Lin- 

den fire department was promptly no- 
tified and responded quickly to the call. 

On unreeling the hose, however, it was 

found that it would not reach from the 
lake to the scene of the fire. And by 
the time additional hose had been se- 
cured from Lake Linden there was 
nothing to save but the lot. During 
the fire a violent windstorm prevailed, 
and had the fire broke out in a more 
thickly settled portion of the town 
nothing could have saved it from ruin. 
South Lake Linden has no fire protec- 
tion whatever except what is secured 
from the Calumet & Hecla Smelting 
company, and this protection extends 
only within a radius of 1,200 feet from 
the smelting works. It is understood 
that the smelting company is agreeable 
to a proposition to furnish water and 
the use of its hose if the village of 
Torch Lake will lay the necessary 
water mains.

TORPEDO LOST BY THE INDIANA. 
Disarrangement of Mechanism During 

Practice the Cause. 

“Lost—From the battleship Indiana, 

in the lower bay, one automobile White- 
head torpedo. Liberal thanks to any- 
one who will give information lead- 
ing to its recovery.” 

Such is an advertisement that might 
Lave been inserted in the newspapers 
were the rules governing the pub- 
lication of such losses less stringent 
than they are. The torpedo was lost 
from the battleship one day recently. 
The power division on that day was 
called for torpedo practice, and, under 
supervision of Lieut. John C. Fremont, 
a new Whitehead torpedo, invoiced to 
the ship at $2,500, was launched from 
the port forward torpedo tube. A dum- 
my head was fitted in place of the serv- 
ice head, which is armed with detona~ 
tors, and an impulse charge of four 
ounces of powder sent the missile 
plunging overboard. 
Down the bay and some 500 yards dis- 

tant, the torpedo was expected to rum. 
But it did not. Through some disar- 
rangement of the mechanism the prop- 
elling machinery was not set in mo- 
tion when the torpedo struck the water, 
and instead of darting forward after 
submersion, rose to the surface once, 
and then slowly sank. The torpe 
was charged to a pressure of 1,100 
pounds with compressed air. 
When questioned about the loss offi- 

cers of the battleship said that a dil- 
igent search had been made for the tor- 
pedo, but without success. It was 
sighted off the bell buoy one night 
the pilot of a Staten Island ferry 
A steam launch was hurried to that lo- 
cality, and the search lights of the bat- 
tleship were used, but without suc- 
cess.

HOMING PIGEONS FORTHE NAVY 

Large Number of Birds Being Trained 

by Lieut. Harlow. 

A cote of homing pigeons has been 
recently established at the New York 
navy yard. The birds will be sent 
abroad vessels going to sea, and will be 
used to carry messages from the ships 
to the naval stations. Lieut. C. Ii. Har- 
low has been detailed to train the birds. 
About three weeks ago a large coop was 
erected on the cob deck, and about 60 
birds, mostly young, were placed in it. 
They came from all parts of the coun: 
try, and were confined to the coop for a 
week after their arrival. The trap 

doors of the coop, through which the 
birds must enter, are connected by 

means of electrical arrangements with 

the receiving ship Vermont. When a 

pigeon alights on the door a connec- 

tion is made with the ship and a bell 

is rung, giving notice of the bird's ar- 

rival. Every day during the last two 

weeks Lieut. Harlow has taken some 

of the birds and given them a short 

flight. They were first taken to the 

bridge and liberated. They all re- 

turned. Last Tuesday seven birds 

were taken to the New York pier of 

the bridge and set free. They all re-   turned within am hour. So far the 

trials have shown that the birds have 

learned to find their way back to their 

home. Lieut. Harlow has had charge 

of the cotes at Key West, Fla., New- 

port, R. I, Norfolk, Va., and Mare 

Island, Cal.

them all. His error cost his boat the | 
race, for he lost fully two minutes | 
hunting for the right boat. 
The friends of the American boat 

felt the unfortunate accident keenly 
and not a few asked pertinent ques- 
tions &s to how the two small boats 
with flags came to be so near the stake 
boat. The Vencedor proved hersel 
just what her friends always claimed 
she was—a fast boat in a good breeze 
and heavy sea. Today's race was in 
high winds and seas, and the Vencedor 
outsailed her rival on each of the four 
legs. 

What makes the loss more keenly 
felt is the fact that the judges' boat 
was not near the stake boat when the 
Vencedor was ready to round. Had the 
judges’ boat been near the stake boat 
it would have been a guide to the Ven- 
cedor and she would have turned prop- 
erly. The Canada was about three- 
quarters of a mile astern and to the 
leeward and bad no difficulty in mak- 
ing out the boat, but before she was 
ready to come off her course and make 
for the turn the judges’ boat had come 
up and the Vencedor was making the 
turp. It was only necessary for her to 
shoot across the triangle. The Vence- 
dor might have made up this loss of 
half a mile had not the wind and sea 
gone Gown while sailing the last half 
of the last leg. 

The start was delayed half an hour 
by the Canada carrying away her mast 
halyards.

CHINA MUST SETTLE. 

Indemnity for Outrages on Mise 
sionaries to Be Demanded. 

    

Will Also Insist on the Punishment of 
Those Concerned in the Riots—Re- 

port of Licuc. Walter Mc- 
Lean Received. 

  

The New York Herald's special from 
Washington says: Not only must China 
pay an indemnity for outrages commit- 
ted upon American missionaries In 
China, but tha United States will in- 
sist that adequate punishment be 
meted out to those concerned in the 
riots. This is th. position Secretary 
Olney has assumed in connection with 
the case of the outrage committed on 
the American missionaries at Kiang 
Yin in May last, when the missions 
were sacked and the missionaries as- 
saulted. 

The report of Lieut. Walter McLean, 
of the steamer Boston, who was de- 
tailed at the request of the state depart- 
ment to make a special investigation, 
has been received by Secretary Olney. 
The report does not bear out some sen- 
sational statements originally made 
about the Kiang Yin riots, nor does it 
substantiate all the claims made by the 
missionaries for pecuniary losses. It 
shows, however, that they were rough- 

ly treated, being compelled to flee for 
their lives, Their buildings were 
sacked, some of them destroyed and 

their personal effects stolen or in- 
jured. No one, however, suffered any 
severe personal injury. Lieut. McLean 
estimates the total loss of property at 
about $10,000, which is considerably 
less than the losses at first reported. 
He fixes the responsibility upon the 
officials in charge of the province in 
which the riots occurred. The Chinese 
government made an investigation of 
the investigation, and as a result will 
pay all damages. It has not, however, 

according to the report, punished the 
principal offenders amd the officials 
who neglected to give proper protection 
to the missionaries. The state depart- 
ment will insist that this be done. 

QUEER FREAKS OF INSANITY. 

An Atchison Woman Believes She Will 
Be an Empress. 

Mrs. Emma L. Rowley, prominent in 
church and social circles of Atchison, 
Kan., a model wife and mother, and 
highly accomplished, is the victim of 
a strange hallucination, and has been 
committed to the insane asylum. Mrs. 
Rowley imagines she is to be empress 
of the United States vpon the retire- 
ment of Grover Cleveland as president, 
and has selected her cabinet. Bishop 
Abiel Leonard, of the Episcopal dio- 
cese of Utah, is to be created Pope 
Abiel I, ard Rev. John Henry Hop- 
kins, of Missouri, Prince John. H. C. 

Soloman, a prominent, lawyer of Atchi- 
son, is to be appointed chief justice, 
and other Kansans are slated for other 
important positions. Mrs. Rowley is 
37 years old and is in excellent health. 
Upon all other subjects than her future 
as empress of the United States she con- 
verses intelligently and is apparently 
entirely rational. 

Mrs. Frank Barnes, a. young, good- 
lcoking and vivacious woman, who is 
the wife of a prosperous farmer, was 
examined twice within one week on the 
charge of insanity and was twice ac- 
quitted. It coming io Mrs. Barnes’ un- 
derstanding that her neighbors believed 
she was not “right in her mind,” she 

demanded an inquiry before the judge. 
She conducted her own case, examined 
the witnesses and made her own pres- 
entation of the case to the jury. The 
verdict of the jury was in her favor. 
A few days after this examination a 
neighbor instituted another case 
against her, and another trial was held. 
A second jury being impauneled Mrs. 
Barnes appeared before it and pleaded 
her own cause with such effectiveness 
that the verdict was again in her favor. 

    

TO STUDY MARS. 
Astronomer Lowell Going to Arizona to 

Find Out If Planet Is Inhabited. 

Percival Lowell, Boston's famous 
astronomer, who is now on his way to 
Flagstaff, Ariz, is at the head of the 
most important scientific expedition 
planned for more than half a century. 
The object of the expedition is to make 
observations on Mars and to procure, 
if possible, evidence to support the 
theory held by Mr. Lowell and other 
astronomers that the “Red Star of 
War” is inhabited by human beings. 

For several years Mr. Lowell has de- 
voted all his time to the study of the 
planet Mars. Ia 1894 he made the most 
complete map of the planet ever drawn. 
His statement that the canals of Mars 
were made by human beings and are 
not glacial or surface fissures created a 
stir among the astrononiers of Europe. 

Since then his researches have rve- 
ceived great consideration from astron- 
omers the world over, and his coming 
observations under such good circuni- 
stances are awaited with the deepest 
interest. 

Cactus as a Soporific. 

A new soporific, to which the name 
pellotin has been given, has been dis- 
covered in a Mexican cactus called an- 
halonium. The native Mexicans eat 
slices of the plant, which they call “pel- 
lote.” Its hypnotic alkaloid has been 
separated by Dr. Hefter, of Leipsic. One 
grain of pellotin is equal in its offects 
to 15%, grains of trional and to 31 grains 
of hydrate of chloral. In large doses 
pellotin is found to be effective in qui- 
eting victims of delirium tremens.

GOLD MINE IN ILLINOIS. 

Paying Dirt Found Along Sugar 
Creek in Logan County. 

  

A Sample of the Clay Tested by an Expe- 
rienced Assayer Shows $26.93 of Gold 

and Thirty-One Cents of Sil- 
ver to the Ton. 

  

With the name of “a gold mine” there 
is usually the association of hills and 
mountains, and for that reason it is not 
to be expected that a gold deposit will 
be uncovered in the great prairie state 
of Illinois. However, some such de- 
posits have been discovered. 
Logan county is a county whose roll- 

ing prainies are as fertile as any in the 
whole rich Mississippi valley, and waste 
land is almost unknown there. A drive 
along the country roads takes the trav- 
eler across few hills, and even where 
the timber-fringed creeks are crossed 
there is but little inequality in the lay 
of the ground. Ten miles north of Lin- 
coln, the county seat, there is an excep- 

tion to this rule. Where Sugar creek 
cuts its way through the northwest 
corner of the county there is a succes- 
sion of hills and vales which remind 
one of scenes much farther west, as 
here and there huge bowlders show 
above the surface. However, it is not 
from the rocks that the gold is taken, 
for the Logan county gold mine is a 
placer “digging,” and not a quartz mine, 
and the gold is washed from the yellow 
clay in the gulch above'the Quisenberry 
springs. These springs are on the side 
of the hill which overshadows the Gold 
Mine lake. 

The lake is fed by the cold, clear 
water of the springs, and there is an 
abundant supply for carrying on any 
mining that can be done in the gulch, 
while the creek beyond receives the sur- 
plus water, which works its way over 
the dam at the foot of the litjle lake! 
These springs were so popular as a re- 
sort at one time that a hotel was erect- 
ed there for the accommodation of sum- 
mer guests, but this is now used only as 
a farm residence, and but for picnic 

parties the lake and springs would be 
visited but little. 
Long before the place was fitted up 

for the accommodation of parties of 
gay picnickers it had been known that 
shining grains of gold could be washed 
from the sandy clay which formed the 
bed of the little streams at the bottom 
of the gulch. Little attention was paid 
to this fact by the staid old Scotch ¢om- 
munity which lived thereabouts, and 

when it was found that a stranger who 
was ostensibly working the mine was 
in reality using that as a cloak for coun- 
terfeiting it made the neighboring peo- 
ple doubt as to the authenticity of the 
gold which had been shown. 

For years little was done with it, but 
finally Tom Quisenberry, the old man 
who owned the land, made some experi- 

ments in panning out the dirt which 
convinced him that it was rich with 
precious grains of gold. His age and   “No, it doesn’t. We never get 4 posi-

Yesterday morning Mayor Jacobs 

received a dispatch from B. H. Haight, 

president of the village. It said that 

the town was totally destroyed, and 

from 1,500 to 2,000 people were left des- 

titute. Mr. Haight appealed to the cit- 

izens of Marquette for aid for the vil- 

lagers in their extremity. 

As soon as this was received Mayor 

Jacobs started out with a subscription 

list. He soon enlisted the services of 

T. D. Meads and Louis Grabower, and 

a canvass was made of the business 

part of the city. This canvass resulted 
in raising $226.25 cash and some pro- 
visions and clothing. The latter were 

taken to a car which the South Shore 

set on a track back of Pickands’' coal 

office. The provisions donated, with 

others purchased with the cash sub- 

scriptions, were sent out on the 11:30 

train last night. Arrangements had 

also been made by the railroad to take 

on part of a car of relief supplies at 

Ishpeming and Negaunee. Besides 

these Superintendent Lytle had word 

from the copper country yesterday that 

there would be two cars sent from 
therc, one filled by the people of 
Houghton and Hancock, and the other 
filled through the generosity of Calu- 
met and Red Jacket citizens. : 

For the accommodation of those who 
did not realize the imperative haste 
necessary in getting together the 
relief supplies, and so did not have 
their provisions at the car in time to go 
last night, the South Shore will send 
another consignment by freight today. 
This time packages should be taken to 
the depot. Louis Grabower will still 
continue to receive cash subscriptions. 
That the Marquette committee did
