Manifestos are 

being circulated inviting the co-opera- 

tion of the Spanish residents and mer- 
chants to this end, and pointing out that 
either annexation or an American pro- 

tectorate would mean death to all trade 

with Spain in a couple of years. 

NEW TUNE BY GOMEZ. 

General Gomez, who only a fortnight 

ago gave expression to extremely moder- 

ate views, counseling harmony and pa- 

tience, now expresses himself as strong- 

ly in favor of “absolute independence or 

nothing.” He says the Spanish element 

cannot afford to delay in uniting with 

the Cubans, as a “necessary basis for the 

establishment of conditions that will for- 

bid and prevent the United States from 

grabbing and taking easy advantage of 

the treasure both the Spaniards and Cu- 

bans have fought for at the expense of 

blood on each side.” 

How far the influence 

itating for Cuban independence may ex- 

tend it, is at present difficult to estimate, 
but the fact is that its agents are work- 

ing like beavers. Some former sympa- 

thizers with the annexation movement 
are to be found today in the ranks of the 
independence movement, 

PORTER'S VISIT A STIMULUS 

This violent impetus given to the agi- 

tation for independence is the result, ap- 

parently, of the arrival of Commissioner 

Porter and the examination he is making 

into the tariffs, municipal taxation and 

other matters of internal government 

which the Cubans had expected to 
handle and administer themselves. Mr. 

Porter's operations are viewed with sus- 
picion by an important section of the Cu- 
bans, who keep on calling meetings and 

protesting against the ‘‘usurpation of 

privileges purchased at such a sacrifice.”

They insist upon absolute freedom and 

unrestrained liberty or a fight to the 
death. 

One reason why many of the Spaniards 

who at first favored annexation are now 

changed in opinion, is that they fear the 

competition of American rivals as store 

keepers, hotel managers and restaurant 

owners. Exactly the same spirit pre- 

vails among the planters, especially the 

smaller ones, who had hoped to sell at 

good prices the old French and Belgian 

machinery for which they paid dear and 

imported under excessive duties. 

SEE BANKRUPTCY AHEAD. 

These planters realize that American 
syndicates will bring American machin- 

ery, much cheaper and paying practical- 

ly no duties, and establisn a large central 

market, closing theirs and push them to 

the wall. The awakening of all such 

dreams to a reality of future American 

competition causes them now to shout 

loudly for Cuban independence, under 

which they would expect to enjoy bless- 
ings and lenient laws without fear of ac- 

tice competition. All this amounts prac- 

tically to the silent admission of Cuba's 

inability to offer, if left to herself, guar- 

antees of stability that would induce for- 

eign capital to come here to develop the 

island’s resources. 

The deduction seems to be this: With 

Cuba independent, all foreign capital and 

no competition; with Cuba under Amer- 

ican rule, competition against which the 

Cubans would not have the energy or 

power to succeed. These questions, up- 

permost in every mind, are making for 

general uneasiness and discontent, pre- 

venting the resumption of the normal 

tone of the market an@ blocking trade 
and traffic.

ROUGH RIDER O'NEILL. 

  

“Any one who wants to go back to the 
United States when this cruel war is over 
can go; for my part, I intend to stay.” 

Captain W. O. O’Neill of Troop A, First 

volunteer cavalry, leaned back against a 

roll of blankets beneath a stretched square 

of canvas after the fight at Guasimas, 
and, blowing a thin stream of cigarette 
smoke from his lips, made this declara- 
tion. From where he reclined he could 

see a wide stretch of open ground covered 
with waist high grass blown into far 

reaching ripples by a rare breeze; a bhor- 

der of dark green manigua, from which 

arose broad and leafy mango trees: 

gracefully drooping crowns of palms; 

cedrelas, with trunks like polished bronze, 

and here and there the well named flam- 

boyants, bearing their masses of blossoms 

of flaming scarlet. Beyond were the hills, 

meeting the intense blue of a cloudless 

sky, and within hearing, when the first 

sergeant ceased pounding coffee with an 

ax handle in his tin cup, was the musical 

plash and ripple of a brook clear as one 

of his own Arizona streams. Like many 

another man, Captain O'Neill was well 

pleased with Cuba. The possibilities of 

the fertile soil and the hidden wealth of 

the mountains appealed to the practical 

side of his nature as the picturesque 

beauty of the landscape did to his well 

developed artistic sense. 

“I'm going to stay;’” he repeated. 

Cuban ground holds the dust of many 
high souled and brave men, patriots and 

warriors, who, counting honor and free- 
dom above all things earthly, lightly 
risked and heroically lost all else, that 

their country might be redemed from ty- 

ranny and oppression, but it holds the 
dust of none braver, kinder, more gener- 

ous than Captain O’Neill. 
I like to think of him now as I saw him 

then—a picture of robust manhood and 

perfect rest. He had thrown off his blouse 
for greater comfort, and his blue flannel 

shirt was unbuitoned at the throat; his 

hands were clasped behind his head and 
the brown cigarette between his lips was 

burning evenly and well. He was at peace 

with all the world and was inclined to be 

charitable even toward the Spaniards con- 

cerning whom one of his brother officers 
had spoken unkindly. 

“They can’t help being Spaniards any 

more than a skunk can help being a 
skunk,’ he said. “God made them that 

way. Did you ever get close to a skunk 

and watch him—when nothing has oe- 

curred to irritate him—going to get his 

evening drink, for instance, gliding over 

rocks and logs with a beautifully easy, 

undulating movement and dipping his 

sharp little black nose daintily in the wa- 
ter? There's the true poetry of motion 

for you. Their pelts are worth some- 

| thing, too, and so is their fat. Skunks 

have their good points, and so have Span- 

iards. They made it interesting for us 

vesterday.” Then, after a pause: “Fd 

hate to have to die in Cuba for fear of Lwe- 

ing reincarnated as a Spaniard.” 

There was some desultory talk, and 

then O’Neill began half in jest, half in 

earnest, to tell of the enterprises he was 

going to start in Cuba—after the war. 
“I'm lucky,” he said. “I can make 

money anywhere. Anyone could make 

money here. I tell you, boys, we are go- 

ing to have a new set of millionaires—Cu- 

ban millionaires—and I am going.,to be 

one of them. The Klondike fellows won't 
be in it.” 

But if he had made millions he would 
have given them away. He was abso- 

lutely unselfish, caring for everybody but 

himself. He looked after the well being 
of his troops with almost fatherly soliei- 
tude; there was no comfort he could eb- 
tain for them that they did not have, and 
he had the rare faculty of treating them 
as equals without losing their respect in 

the smallest degree. When occasion de- 
manded, he would rate them in a good 

humored, hectoring sort of way that was 

very efficacious, but he had a dread of 
seeming to take advantage of his rank, 

and it was always as one comrade to an- 
other. It rather vexed him to have them 
present arms or rise to salute him as he 
passed. “They're just as good as I am,” 
he would say. That was not true, but he 
was modest enough to believe it was. 

When he jumped from the dock at Bai- 

quiri among grinding and tossing boats, 

to save the two drowning troopers of the 

Ninth, it was in obedience to a perfectly 
natural impulse. And he could not un- 

derstand why anyone should make a fuss 

about it. 

O'Neill and I were “bunkies.” Our 
hammocks were hung together at San 

Antonio; we had a stateroom together on 

board the transport when we sailed from 

Tampa and after the landing I shared his 

blankets in the field. I have wakened in 
the night more than once to find him 

spreading the whole of the scanty cover 

over me, When we arrived at Siboney on 
the night of the 24th, after the fatiguing 
afternoon march and camped down on the 
hard coral road, O'Neill was the most 

cheerful man in the regiment. He was 

not going to bother about supper, because 

the man who usually cooked his ration for 

him was dead beat; but a sergeant who 

adored him brought him some coffee, which 

he insisted I should share. 

I honestly didn’t want the coffee or 

anything else but just to rest, for I was 
utterly exhausted, and I think there were 

few men in the regiment who were not. 
Ten or twelve dropped out by the wayside 

and came staggering in at intervals 
through the night. Then it began to rain, 

and O'Neill must needs drag out a can- 
vas wagon cover—‘‘to keep the bedding 

fram getting wet,” he said. ‘Don’t im- 

agine it's on your account, you irritable 
brute, and stop swearing or I'll put you 

under arrest.” Then he crawled in beside 

me and thrust something deliciously soft 

under my head—a real pillow! “I've got 

another here,” he said. Knowing him, I 

had my suspicions, and, groping through 

the darkness, I found that his head was 
resting on a canteen carefully adjusted on 

a colled cartridge belt. 

As a popular men he had, of course, to 

have a nickname. The Arizonans called 

him “Buckie” on account of his having in 

hig unregenerate days ‘bucked the tiger” 
in a very royal and audacious style, leav- 

ing the beast scarcely enough sinew to 

wriggle out of town with. On the muster 

roll after that fatal fight I read his name 
among the Killed—** ‘Buckie’ O'Neill, cap- 
tain.” 

His belief in his luck was invincible, 
and he looked on the bright side of ev- 
erything. One thing he said impressed 
me at the time. “I have never had a 
friend go back on me.” I am sure that 
he spoke the truth. He was a man to in- 
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spire loyal friendship. He firmly believed, 
too, that he would ‘come safely through 
the campaign. He felt it, he said. This 
feeling, I think, may be accounted for by 
the fact that he had so often escaped a 
violent death at the hands of border out- 
laws, Indians or Mexicans. Captain 
Capron was another who had encountered 
innumerable perils of the same descrip- 

tion, yet he was nearly the first to meet 

Jus death. Custom had made both reck- 
ess, 

I saw O'Neill last an hour before he fell. 
From Grimes’ battery I was going to the 
left as Troop A moved up to the right. 
Once in a while a Spanish shell would 
drop uncomfortably close and two or 
three of the rough riddrs were already 
down, wounded by the flying fragments. 

O'Neill was directing his men to march 
at intervals of twelve feet. ‘‘There will 
be fewer of you hurt,” he said. We talked 
a minute or two and then parted, to meet 
no more. His first sergeant, himself 
wounded in the foot, told me the next day 
how he fell, and twice as he told me he 
bent his head and hid his face in his 
arms. “After we left you,” he said, “we 
went north and then went down a sunken 
road. It was pretty bad there, but noth- 
ing like it was when we got out of it, 

Then there was an open field and the bul- 
lets from the blockhouse and the trenches 
in front swept it from end to end. There 

was a barb wire fence there, but we beat 
it down with the butts of our carbines 

and scrambled through. Then we lay 
down and fired, but Captain O’Neill stood 
up as straight as he could be and told us 
not to get rattled, but to fire steady. 
Then we made a rush and Troop K came 
up behind us, and then we lay down 
again, but Captain O’Neill walked along 
the line. Lieutenant Kane called to him 
and says: “Get down, O'Neill; there's 

no use of your exposing yourself that 

way.” Captain O'Neill turns around and 

looks at him and laughs. You know how 

he laughed. ‘Ah,’ he says ‘the Spanish 
bullet isn’t molded that can kill me.” Two 

minutes afterward one struck him in the 

mouth and he fell dead.”—Kennett F.

When I joined the Rough Riders in the 

field I had nothing but my oldest suit of 
clothes and a good six-shooter.

asked Colonel Roosevelt, after a pitying 

glance at my bieycle slippers and straw 

hat. 

“I have some extra eyeglasses, sir,” I 

said. 

“Well, you'll have to ‘rustle’ for a uni- 

form and equipments,” remarked the col- 

onel, “but you'd better be careful how 

you do it.” 

At the next inspection 1 was arrayed 

in a First Regular cavalry hat, a shirt 

from the New York Seventy-first, Span- 

ish trousers, a navy revolver in a Ger- 

man cavalry holster from the Prussian 

military attache, a Cubap machete, a Red 

Cross blanket and a mule driver's poneho. 
“Where did you get the clothes?” asked 

Colonel Roosevelt, adding quickly, “I 
won't ask. As long as you have a uni- 

form you'll do.” 

With this encomragement from a high 
quarter, I was duly started on my mili- 

tary career, and it was not my fault if I 

lacked for aught henceforward. Yet I 
learned that the thing could be overdone. 
That same night there was a terrific row 
because some Napoleonic genius succeed- 

ed in filching the only package of sugar 
in the outfit, just after the captain's or- 

derly had formally donated it to the troop. 

Every man’s hand was lifted against the 
other, and the quarrels and recriminations 

became so fierce that several of the for- 
mer cattlemen fondled the six-shosoters 
dangling at their hips. 

Next day I was ordered to report to di- 
vision headquarters across the hill. While 
I was standing at attention I heard the 
following dialogue between General 
Wheeler and his adjutant: 

“I have found your saddle horse, sir?” 
“Where was it?” 
“In the Rough Riders’ camp.” 
“How did it get there?” 
“They stole it, sir.” 

“Where is it now?” 
“It is still over there. They claim it is 

their own and refuse to give it up. They

The old general arose in his wrath, ex- 
claiming: “Is there anything those devils 

won't steal? Report the facts to Colonel 

Roosevelt, with my compliments, and 

tell him that I must insist on having my 
horse returned to me.” 

The adjutant departed, and General 

Wheeler turned to me. As he recognized 
the cross sabres and No. 1 on my army 
hat his face clouded and he said: 

“So you are one of the Rough Riders. 
Well, you may be a good fighter—in fact, 

you have shown yourselves to be good 

fighters—but for downright thievery you 
are the worst I ever have known. Why, 
your camp is known all over the army 
as a den of thieves. It is a wonder to me 
how some of you ever managed to get out 

here unhanged.” 

“We have the sheriff of Cripple Creek 
to keep us straight, sir,” said I, saluting, 

and was promptly sent away on detail. 

When I got back to our camp I found 
the general's horse still grazing at its 

place, while the general's adjutant was 
making excited expostulations in front of

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PRECEDENT WAS SET ASIDE. 

INSIDE HISTORY OF THE SOME 
RECENT ISHPEMING CONVEN- 
TION SHOWING THE SHABBY 
TREATMENT ACCORDED THE 
SHELDEN MEN BY THE CON- 
GRESSIONAL COMMITTEE. 

The delegates who attended the Repub- 
lican congressional convention at Ish- 

peming from this county are heartily sick 

of the efforts of the Stephenson papers 
to show that the Shelden forces resorted 
to unfair means or other methods than 
those for which past meetings of the kind 

have furnished precedent. There is yet 

some unwritten history of the convention, 

and, as it is due the Republican voters 
to know all that transacted, a statement 
is given below which was made yester- 

day to the reporter by one of the gentle- 

men who consulted Editor Newett in the 
committee room at the Nelson House the 
morning of the day the convention was 

held. It shows clearly Shelden’s case 

was prejudged by the congressional 

committee and that his delegates had to 
assert their rights, and if they had not 
they might as well have stayed away 

from the meeting. Here is the state- 

ment: 

“As soon 

Keweenaw 

learned that 

as the Houghton, Baraga, 

and Chippewa delegations 
the congressional committee 

was likely to attempt to control 

the convention by arbitrarily deciding 
who should vote, they decided to send 

for George Newett, chairman of tha 
committee, and endeavor to dissuade him 
from any attempt to depart from the 

general rule that had governed every 

convention held within the memory of 

the oldest Republican present, viz: That 

the convention, after being called to order, 

should allow the temporary chairman to 

appoint a committ COMPOSED OF a ee, 

UNCONTESTED DELEGATES on 
credentials, and the decision of this com- 

mittee should be final as to who should 

be entitled to vote in the convention. 

“Pursuant to this decision, Hon. T. B. 
Dunstan, John Duncan, W. E. Parnall, 

Fred Smith, Charles Smith, Graham 
Pope, Major Avelin and James R. Dee 

were selected to wait upon Mr. Newett 

at the Nelson House. Upon their ar- 

rival the object of the meeting was ex- 

plained to Newett. He was told that the 

Shelden forces, who represented a major- 

y of the uncontested delegates, desired, 

for the sake of harmony in the party, to 

avoid any possible wrangling in the con- 

vention; and the chairman was asked to 

unite with them m preventing 

the congressional committee from 

deciding who should be entitled to seats 

and to allow this matter to be deter- 

mined in a manner in accordance with 

every precedent. The dangers in depart- 

ing from this old-time rule were pointed 

out by Messrs. Dunstan, Pope, Parnall 

and others who have never been accused 

of plotting to thwart the will of the ma- 

jority. All they asked was that the 

question of candidates be set aside, and 

for the sake of decency and right the un- 

contested delegates be allowed to settle 
any matter arising in the convention, as 

they had done in all former conventions of 

like character even before Mr. Newett 

was born. 

“It is true that Mr. Newett did not 
assure the committee before leaving the 

room that he would comply with the re- 

quest made, but it is equally true, how- 

ever, that he told Mr. Pope he wished he 

was two thousand miles away, from 

which it can be very falrly implied that 

if he had not been welded to a self consti- 
tuted czar, whom many thought a trifle 

too “Young” to wag the entire Republi- 
can party for a while, he would have 

been guided to the path of justice and 

right, which was all that was asked of 

him, 
“In the face of this situation, when the 

congressional committee met only Messrs. 
Hoar and Orborn voted to leave the dis- 
puted questions to the uncontested dele- 

gates, a rule established by a long line 

of precedents. Messrs. Trebilcock and 

Phillips voted nay on this point, and 

Chairman Newett voted with them. This, 

as they knew and as they intended, 

meant that the congressional committee, 

all of whose members except Mr. Hoar 

were delegates to the convention, should 

decide who were entitled to seats and the 

large body of uncontested delegates 

ghould have mothing wnatever t{o, say 
about it.” 

Newett knows, as well as any man on 

earth, that every word of.this statement 

is true. It is due to the Republicans in 

general, and especially to the uncontest- 

ed delegates who strove by every honest 

method to have a clean and praiseworthy 

convention, to explain what took place. 

To many of the uncontested delegates it 
will long be a source of regret that the 

Shelden opposition should have stooped 
so low as to besmirch their political 
fingers with political mud, as in the case 

of the honorable gentleman who so vig- 

orously howled from the first minute he 

entered the hall about as follows: “Saw 
log Sam; we don’t care a d——n; will 
have Saw Log Sam.” This fact of this 
“howl!” can be sworn to if necessary, and 
should cause Griffey, the long life Repub- 
lican (office holder), to blush when he 
says the Shelden delegation and other 

uncontested delegates were an organized 
mob as the culminating feature of a 

Democratic conspiracy. 
And yet Newett states “it is to he re- 

gretted that the Shelden men did not re- 
main in the convention and conduct their 
case temperately and respectfully,” and 

that “practices were indulged in which 
were of a most disgraceful kind.” No- 
body is better qualified to speak on this 
point than Newett, and@ with any con- 
science he may well be ex- 
cused for wishing to have been 
“two thousand miles away.” Mr. 
Newett should remember that at the 
Ironwood convention held two years ago, 
the Shelden-Osborn men were in a ma- 
jority on the committee on credentials, 
and yet every contesting Stephenson del- 
egate was seated.

PREPARATIONS BEING MADE TO 
EXTEND THE SOUTH SHORE 
TRACKS TO THE PROPERTY. 

Surveyors were at the aBrasa mine

UNCLE SAM'S BIG HAYSTACK. 

  

It Weighs 9,000,000 Pounds and Fills 506 
Railroad Cars. 

  

A St Louis firm is getting ready to ship 
the largest amount of hay ever furnished 
on a single order in the United States. 
Uncle Sam is the buyer and the St. 

Louis Hay and Grain company is the 
lucky holder of the mammoth contract. 
Fred Deibel, the firm's contracting 

agent who engineered the deal, has re- 
turned to St. Louis to superintend the fill- 
ing of the order. Under the terms of the 
contract the firm must furnish 9,000,000 
pounds of hay and deliver it at Battlefield 
station, Chickamauga park. 

It will require 500 cars to carry the hay. 
The length of cars used for this purpose 

is forty feet. If all of the cars to be used 
were coupled together they would make a 

train 21,500 feet long, or more than four 

miles, making the regulation allowance of 

three feet between cars. 
Each car will carry 225 bales or nine 

tons. 
There will be 112,500 bales in all. 
There are twenty-five bales in a ton of 

hay, and the average stack contains seven 
tons, or 175 bales. 

The shipment will comprise the contents 

of 643 haystacks. The average haystack 

is sixteen feet high and fifteen feet in dia~ 
meter at the base. The 9,000,000 pounds 
of hay would make a stack 10,288 feet, or 
nearly two miles high, This monster 
stack would be forty-one times as high 
as the Union Trust building. 

Six seconds are required to slide down 
an ordinary haystack in which no pitch- 
forks lurk. Estimating that he would go 
at the same rate of speed, a person es- 
saying to slide down the monster stack 
would have to slide continually for one 
hour and four minutes. 
Two tons of hay are usually loaded on 

a two-horse wagon. It would take 4,500 
horses to transport the hay, two horses 
to a team. 

It would take these horses nine months 
to eat the hay. 
The government calculates that the hay 

will last the 12,000 horses at Chickamau- 
ga a little more than three months. Fig- 

ured strictly cn this official basis, the hay 
in the big shipment would feed one horse 

333 years and four months.

country.

Relief Bill Hon. Peter White Got 
Through Congress for Iron 

Money Men. 

  

SGRAVETT'S WORK IN THE PENINSULA 

WENT FOR NAUGHT, 

  

‘How the Jackson Iron Money Counterfeit 

Was Discovered—Crucial Failed to 

Cancel Revenue Stamp in Cor- 

rect Manner. 

  

IRON MONEY WAS A GOOD THING THEN. 

Iron money has been a curiosity around 

here for years, but there are thousands 

of people through the upper peninsula 

who remember when it was almost the 
sole medium of circulation. 

All these and a great many more 

whose memories do not go back that far 
read with interest the articles printed in 

the Ishpeming and Negaunee depart- 
ments of the paper this week in which 
an account was given of the attempted 

collection of a ten per cent. tax on the 
issue, and of the counterfeiting of the 
Jackson Iron company’s currency. 

Hon. Peter White was one of those 
who was affected by the attempted col- 

lection of the tax. The assessment 

against him was $1,200,000, which he 
says was enough to keep his memory on 

the subject perpetually refreshed. 

“Just about ninety per cent. of that 
article of Colonel Gavett's is fiction. I 
persume his memory is at fault,” he said. 

Mr. White says that the issue of iron 
money had been practically stopped two 
years previous, and was not, as is stated 

by Colonel Gavett, in constant issue and 

wide use at the time he made his visit 

to the peninsula. 
The purpose of his visit, as was set 

forth in the article first published, was 

to find the quantity of this money, or 

1athsr the quantity of circulation it had 
¢ 1 7d, and assess a tax on it of ten 

] ut. 

1.53 was in accordance with an act 

passed by congress during the war for 
the purpose of forcing private and state 

banks to give up the issue of their own 

currency, turn national banks and issue 

national bank notes backed by govern- 

ment bonds. The primary purpose of the 

act was to force the sale of bonds and 
give the government money to carry on 

the war. 

Mr. White denies that Robert Nelson, 
the “father of Ishpeming,” was the first 
man to call the attention of the govern- 

ment to the iron money with a view to 

finding if its issue and use were legal. He 

says that to his knowledge bills of larger 
denomination had been sent on before 
and that no objection was made to them. 

“The iron money worked harm to al- 

most nobody and was for years a great 

benefit to everybody in this part of the 
country. The money that was issued by 

the Cleveland Iron Mining company, the 
Cleveland Cliffs company, the Jackson 
Iron company, the Calumet & Hecla and 

others was as good as gold and was paid 
every dollar of it. Only two of the com- 
panies, I think, the Collins and the Cas- 
cade, ever failed to redeem all that they 

issued;” said Mr. White, 
“Iron money came into use from 1855 

to 1857 on account of the great difficulty 

in getting currency up here. You see 

there was no express at all in the winter 

and only two months in the summer 
when boats could run. The charge- on 
getting it up by boat was about one per 

cent., almost prohibitive. 

“So the companies got to issuing this 
iron money. The bills were really drafts 
signed by the agents of the companies 
here and payable in Cleveland or New 
York on demand. The only way they 
differ from drafts issued today is that 
the amount was not written in but was 
printed in larger type than the context 
in the center of the bill. There were al- 
so figures representing the amount on 
the corners. The bills bore a general as- 
semblance to money. : 

“The issue was a great convenience to 

the companies, the merchants and the 
workingmen., Most of the year the com- 

anies could not get money up here with 
which to pay their labor, so they had to 
give paper of some sort. The advantage 

of the iron money was that a man who 
had, say, $100 coming to him got his pay 
in twenty five dollar drafts, and he was 
enabled to go to one store to buy his 
sugar, another his dry goods and another 
his whisky, just is he could with money. 
If he had been given it all in 
one draft there was nobody here 
who would have been able to 
cash it, and all he could have done 
would have been to deposit it with some 
merchant and traded against it, and let 
the merchant cash it next summer for 
the credit he had extended.” 

Colonel Gavett, who in 1874 was a spe- 

cial agent of the treasury department, 

was sent up here, as told in the previous 

article to find the volume of circulation 

the iron money had enjoyed the assess 

the government tax on it. 
Mr. White says the tax was ten per 

cent., not on each bill issued, but on each 

time the bill was paid out. He was do- 

ing a private banking business at the 

time, had handled a great deal of the 

currency and was heaviest hit. 

Colonel QGavett collected evidence 

against all the Issuers and chief users of 
the iron money, being assisted in the 

work by a man named Finney, who was 

then agent of the railroad here. Mr. 
Finney had to sell tickets for about half 

an hour each day, but the rest of the 

time was his own. 
Colonel Gavett put Mr. White down 

for having handled $12,000,000. The tax 
against him was $1,200,00. The Ishpem- 
ing companies had taxed againt them 
something like $200,000 or $250,000 each. 
The Calumet & Hecla assessment was 
$180,000. Incidentally Mr. White says 
that the copper country mines did not go 
as heavily into the issue of this money 
as the iron country concerns did. 

The issue of the money: had been 
stopped about two years previous to Col- 
onel Gavett’s visit, and the companies 
were getting in their money as fast as 
they could. This was done because there 
was no more need for the iron money. 

The railroad had then penetrated this far 

and actual currency could be easily se- 
cured at dll seasons of the year. The

The request was acceded to, and both 

branches of the legislature passed reso- 

lutions approving of his proposed bill and 

urging its passage through congress. 

More than that he had a memorial signed 

by every member of the Michigan sen- 

ate, and by eighty out of about 120 rep- 

resentatives. 

Governor Bagley gave him a letter, as 

did the governors of New York, Illinois, 

Towa and half a dozen other states. The 

majority of the Michigan legislators 

wrote personal letters in his behalf to 

their friends in congress. Hogs

committee and gave his evideree, was 

vigorously opposed there by J, J. Knox, 

controller of the currency, erroneously 

mentioned before as president of the 

treasury. Mr. Knox's efforts, amounted 

to nothing, however, for the bill passed 

both houses with practically a unani- 

mous vote, and received the signature of 

President Grant. 
Mr. White says it is true that this re- 

lief bill benefitted Samuel Tilden and was 

used against Tilden in the campaign of 

1876, but Mr. White says Tilden had 

nothing to do in the matter. 

The total amount of the tax saved the 

mining companies and other circulators 

of the iron money by this relief bill was 

$10,000,000. Mr. White says Gavett 

was working on salary, but that he had 

the extra inducement that he was prom- 

ised one-half of all the taxes he succeed- 

ed in collecting. But for the relief bill 

which Mr. White was successful in lob- 

bying through, Gavett would have made 

himself rich for the end of his days. 

According to Mr. White the story of 
the counterfeiting of the Jackson Iron 

company’s bills also contained mis-state- 

ments, 
Mr. White says that the bills were not 

signed by Captain Merry, but were 

signed by Samuel Beck. Captain Merry 

was in charge of the actual mining opera- 

tions, but had nothing to do with the 

financial part of the business. 

The counterfeiting that was done by 

Dr. Crucial and his associates was a 

splendid piece of work. The signature of 

Samuel Peck, agent, was so correctly 
counterfeited that it deceived even Mr. 

Peck himself. 

Mr. White says one day he received a 

large number of new Jackson Iron com- 

any bills. They were sent down by the 

Negaunee bank. For some reason he de- 

termined, before crediting them to the 

bank, to turn them into the company 

and get other paper for them. 

Mr. Peck then had his office in Mar- 

quette. Mr. White took the bills down 

and presented them. Mr. Peck looked at 

them and said that of course he would 

redeem them, at the same time giving 

the banker his option of several kinds 

of paper he might have in their place. 

With the remark, 

“Give Mr. White what he wants for 
these;’” he turned them over to his son- 
in-law and Clerk S. N. Bronson. 

“These are forgeries;” said Bronson, 
giving them a glance. “My initials 
aren't right on the stamps.” 

At that time as now every draft had 

to bear a war revenue stamp, and it was 

Bronson who cancelled every stamp on 

the Jackson company’s issue. 

Bronson wrote his initials in such a 
way that the middle N was made in the 
formation of the two end letters. At a 
casual glance the initials appeared as S. 
B., but the N was there plainly enough 
to anybody who knew his method of 

writing them. 
Crucial overlooked the N and cancelled 

every stamp on his bogus issue with 

simply the letters S, B. # 

This is the way, Mr. White says, in 

which the counterfeit was detected. It 

was not through any poor work on the 
issue or through numbering several bills 
alike. 

Crucial was not tried before a justice 

of the peace, Mr. White says, but before 

Judge O'Grady, who was then sitting on 

the bench of the district court at Mar- 

quette, and things would have gone hard 

with the counterfeiting doctor, but for 

O’'Grady’s charge to the jury that it 

must find him guiltiess, as the iron mon- 
ey was not money and consequently 

Crucial’s act was not counterfeiting.
