Waghington, Oct. 11.—According to a
report received at the state department
India had 22,491 miles of railroad in op-
eration March 31 and 3, 568 miles under
construction. The net earnings for 1888
showed an increase of $4,210,804 over the
previous year. There was an increase

of 1,320,506 passengers and 2,652,283 tons
of freight in a country where England
took up the white man’s burden only .a
generation or two ago.
