"Tae Cleveland has shipped by 

lake so far this year 168,333 tons, 

which is 10,000 tons more than ever 

before shipped by the company in 

any one year. 

The Winthrop shows a bette ees than twenty-five per cent. 
vear's work than ever before, her 

lake shipments up to the 3d aggrega- 

ting very nearly 40,000 tons, against 

a total output of 26,595 tons last 

year. 

Tue Republic has shipped 226,890 

gross tons this year, an increase of 

01,659 tons over her whole output in 

1879—which increase is likely to be 

enlarged several thousand tons more 

before the close of the season. 

It will be observed by a glance at 

our tables that of the 1,746,309 tons 

of ore shipped by lake up to the 3d 

inst., 1,217,010 tons were contributed 

by the Marquette mines, and 529,289 

tons by the Menominee range mines 

—an increase of 217,874 tons from 

the former, and 340,409 tons from 

the latter district. 

The Champion has achieved her 

first 100,000 tons in a single year, 

though for some time past she has 

been stocking as much ore as the 

management has been able to ship. 

She will close the season with be- 

tween fifteen and twenty thousand 

tons on hand, and which will have 

to be carried over till next season. 

Tur large friction wheels and 

some other parts of the machinery 
for the elaborate hoisting plant at 

the New Barnum arrived on the pro- 

peller Winslow, and the engines are 

likewise on the way and will be 

landed here before the close of navi- 
gation. It will be oneZof the best 

plants in the district, and will in- 

clude two large air compressors of 

the Rand pattern. 

Axorner week will bring an end 

to ore shipments from this port for 

the present season. But for the 

early closing of the canal, nearly all 

the vessels could have made another 

trip. It is to be hoped that the open- 

ing of the new canal next season will 

forever put an end to such vexatious 
restrictions on transportation to and 
from Lake Superior ports. 

The Lake Superior reports lake 
shipments amounting to 176,786 
gross tons up to and including the 

3d—an amonnt never before exceed- 

ed by that mine, except in the year 
1872, when her entire output reached 

185,070 tons. The amount forward- 

ed by rail and yet to be shipped, will 
undoubtedly increase the above fig- 
ures to a sum total considerably lar- 

ger than those of 1872. 

Work at the “B” shaft at the New 

Barnum, which has been suspended 

for a number of weeks, owing to de- 
lay in the shipment of tubing neces- 

sary in the work, was resumed last 
week and is being prosecuted with 

vigor. The company has met with 
no end of trouble in the work of 
sinking their shaft through the 40 
feet of quicksand to the ledge, but

Tue Rano Air Conpressor.—The 
Engineering and Mining Journal 

gives the following description of the 
Calumet & Iecla air-compressing 
plant, which is, probably, the largest 
in the world ; 
The air-compressing cylinder is com- 

posed of three concentrie shells, which 
form two annular spaces around the 
working cylinder; the “outer space 
affords a passage for the air after com-   pression, and also a vessel for collecting

| The outer double cylinder is cast in 

| one piece ; the inner one, in which the 
piston works, is cast and turned separ- 

ately, and fitted to bearings in the 
outer; it is merely a thin metallic lin- 

| ing, resting upon bearings which are 

| continous throughout the whole length 
| at top and bottom, but are placed at in- 
tervals on the sides. These continuous 
bearings divide the adjacent annular 

|

| spaces nto two parts, for the purpose 
of making the circulation of water 

| more complete. The headsof the eylin- 
| der are hollow, for the reception of the 

cooling water, and to afford passages 

for the air. The piston and piston-rod 

are also hollow, with passages to permit 

the flow of water through them, The 

piston-rod passes through both heads 
of the cylinder, and the part which ex- 

tends beyond the outer end is inclosed 

in a water-tight casing. A tube some- 
what smaller than the bore of the piston- 

rod is fixed at the extreme end of the 

casing, and extends in the bore of the 

piston-rod through the entire length of 
the cylinder. This affords water pass- 
ages through the piston and piston-rod. 

A gland or diaphragm, preferably of 
some slightly elastic substance, is fixed 

in the bore of the piston-rod near the 

center of the piston. This gland is fit- 

ted to and slides over the tube during 

the movement of the engine and com- 
pels the flowigpg water to pass through 

suitable pipes into, around, and out of 

the piston into the bore of the rod be- 

the whole length of the piston-rod. 

The air-valves are of the class usually 
called bonnet or conical valves. 

They aie operated both ways, principally 

by air pressure produced by the action 

of the machine, but are held to place 
by slight spiral springs. The inletorin- 

duction valves open directly from the 

external air to the interior of the com- 

pressing cylinder, through casings 

which pass through both shells of the 

cylinder-head, and are mounted inmov- 

able housings. The outlet or delivery 
valves arelhollow cases, which canread- 
ily be drawn out by removing a cap. 

Their automatic action is perfectly 

simple. As the piston moves away from 

either head of the compressing cylinder, 

the inlet valves open and admit the 

outer air to fill the space swept through 

by the piston. As soou as the end of 
the stroke is reached, the pressure on 

both sides being equalized, the valves 

are closed by theslight spiral springs. As 
the piston returns, it conpresses the air 

which has been drawn into the eylinder 

until jits density somewhat exceeds 
that of the receiving tank or reservoir, 

when the outlet valves open, and the 

compressed volume is forced through 

them, the valves closing by the action 

of the springs when the end of the 

stroke is reached. 

The great obstacles to the more gen- 

eral use of compressed air as a motor, 
or vehicle for the transmission of pow- 

er, have been the great losses incurred 

through the friction of the additional 

machinery, and through the heat gen- 

erated by the compression; this last 

portant source of these losses. This 

compressor is so constructed as to re- 

move this excessive heat, by providing 

for its absorption and conduction 

through all inclosing surfaces, which 

surfaces are kept cool by a free circula- 

tion of water behind them. Ampie ex- 

periment has proved that it is capable 
of absorbing all objectionable heat with 

sufficient rapidity to allow any desira- 

ble speed in the movement of the com- 

pressing piston, the heat being carried 

away by a flowing current of water 

surrounding the compressing vessels, 

but out of contact with the air itself. 

A piston of twelve inches diameter, 
compressing to four atmospheres, has 

been moved for several consecutive 

hours at the rate of more than 450 feet 

per minute, producing only a very 

slight and altogether unobjectionable 

warming of the machinery. 

The parts of the machine devoted to 
cooling are sueh as to give perfect con- 

trol of the supplyiof water, the amount 

of which, under all ordinary circum- 

stances, has been determined by calcu- 
lations verified by experiment. Means 

are provided for regulating the supply 
to suit any difference of compression, 

climate, or temperature of the outer 
air. The water may be introduced in- 

to the cylinder by a pump, either at- 

tached or independent, or it may be 
supplied through a simple pipe, from 

a head affording suitable pressure. 

It enters the extreme end of the 

cylinder and passes along the an- 

nular space through the whole length 

to the head at the opposite 
end; thence, passing around the valve- 

ehambers and the piston-rod, it enters 

the opposite side of the annular space 
around the cylinder, and returning the 
whole length of the cylinder, passes 

into the hollow head near which it 

first entered the machine. From this 
head it enters the casing beyond the 
extreme end of the cylinder above men- 

tioned, which casing contains the pro- 
longed piston-rod and, small tube; 

thence it passes into the bore of the 

piston-rod, and flows forward to the 

gland at the piston. This gland cuts 
off the direct passage of the water out- 

side of the tube, and forges it through 
suitable pipes on opposite sides of 
the gland into, around, and out of the 

piston, whenee it continues its course 

along the bore of the rod beyond to the 
open end of the tube, and entering 

there, passes back through the tube 

out of the machine. This system of 

circulation places a current of flowing   

yond ; the tube takesthe water back | 

out of the machine after it has passed 

has hitherto been much the most im- | 

water behind every part of the com- 
pressing machinery with which the 
air comes in contact during compres- 
sion, while cold water is continually 
supplied as fast as it is required. 

The lubrication of the working cylin- 
der by water is effected through a 
space in the piston between the two 

sets of packing-rings, eommunicating 

with the water in the hollow chamber, 

which is forced outward by the press- 
ure which causes the circulation. 

This wets the whole interior periph- 
ery of the cylinder with a thin film of 

water as the piston moves through it. 
A very simple attachment has been 

made, by which all the water may be 
driven out of the machine in a few 

moments’ time, to prevent freezing 

when not in ase, or for any other pur- 

pose. This is done by simply shutting 
off the water-cock and turning on the 

compressed air into the water pass- 
ages. 
Water or wind, as well as steam, can 

be utilized in furnishing the compress- 
or with its driving power, which is a 

great advantage in may localities, 

especially where fuel is scarce and 
costly.

FroM Mr. Owen Curley, who recent- 
ly arrived here, we learn the atrocious 

circumstances of the exposure and mal- 

treatment of a child by a Swede, on the 

line of the C. P. R. R., resulting in the 

death of the child. Mr. Curley had 

been working for the oontractors on 

the line of the road at Eagle Lake, sit- 
uated about 300 miles from Prince Ar- 

| thur’s landing. He started to return, 
baving become disgusted with the 

hardships and misery of that region, 

and overtook a large Swede on the trail 
about 20 miles this side of Eagle Lake, 
aceompanied by two boys, one about 12 

and the other about 14 years of age. 

The man had control of the boys, and 

used his authority to load them with 

burdens and drove them before him 
like dogs, ocoasionally beating and curs- 
ing them. After traveling with them 
some distance, Mr. Curley told the man 
that if he saw him strike the little boy 
again he would punch him, and exert- 
ed himself to protect the child—the 
younger one—from the brutality of the 

man who seemed especially malignant 
in his treatment of that one. He con- 
tinued for about four days with the 

party, and gave what aid he could to 

the suffering child, whose limbs were 

swollen and aching and his little form 

crippled with the exactions of the ty- 

rant who drove him, and then in the 

night he parted with them having put 
the boyin bed in a camp kept by a 

Frenchman, and hurried on to the 

Landing. He could not forget the 

poor child, and made inquiries imme- 

diately and learned that the engineer 

of a train passing a day or two subse- 
| quently, picked up the dead body of 
  
| thg unhappy little fellow about 20 miles 

| from the camp where he had left the 
{ party, evidently worked and driven to 
death. 

The Swede and the other boy soon 
made sheir appearance at the Landing, 

and the man was arrested. The man 

does not speak enough English to 

make an intelligible statement in re- 

gard to the matter, but it is to be 
hoped the case will be vigorously ex- 

amined and the inhuman Swede made 

to suffer for his torture to the murder- 

ed child. So anxious are the contract- 

ors to prevent any workman from 
leaving the work, that the railroad 
agents threaten to shoot any man who 

gets on the train to ride toward ecivili- 

zation, so that the only escape for one 

unfortunate enough to be on that work 

is by dint of walking 300 miles, part of 
the way through swamps waist deep. 

SOME time sinee it was announced 
that Mr. Jacob Reese of Pittsburgh, Pa., 

had suceeeded in cutting iron and steel 

by simply revolving near it, at high 

speed, athindisk of steel. We are now in 
position to give some additional details 

of his *‘fusing disk.” The disk is 42 in. 

in diameter, scant 3-16 of an inch thick, 

and smooth on its periphery. 1t is made 

either of wrought iron or of soft steel, 
is nicely balanced and runs at a velocity 

of 25,000 ft. a minute at its periphery. 

Mr. Reese holds that it is the impact 

of the particles of air hurled with great 
velocity against objects held near the 

periphery of the disk that effects the 
fusion of steel. A groove is instantly 

melted into a round bar of steel held 
before the fusing disk, and the steel 

drops down in a fused metallic state. 
When the motion of the disk is stopped, 
it may be noted that the disk does not 
touch the bar of steel, there being a 
space in each side and in front of it. 
This is proven by the fact that while 

the disk is only 3-16ths of an ineh in 

thickness, the groove made into the 

steel is 5-16ths wide, thus showing an 

air space of 1-16th of an inch on each 

side and %in front of it. When the 
digk is in proper order, so that it has 

no lateral movement the ends of the bar 

melted through are smooth. It is stated 
by Mr. Reese that the operation of the 

fusing disk differs from the *‘cold saw” 
so widely used for rails, ect., inone im- 
portant particular. The dust from the 
cold saw is thrown away from the lat- 

ter as an oxide, while the fusing disk 

melts the metal. 
In practice, the round bar to be cut   is placed in the chuck and caused to   

revolve at a rate of 200 revolutions per 
minute in the same direction as the 

disk.
