receipts and other statistics 

are considered low, and it 

are but few places in the country which 
have lower rates. 

Superintendent Teonard believes the 

only way to sell or buy electric current 

is on the meter plan. Then a person 
pays for what he gets and no more, and 
it depends on him just what his bill is 
to be. Referring to the present rates 
paid by consumers, Mr. Leonard said 

vesterday that the meter rate bills in 
the course of a year figure up about the 
same as “flat” rate bills during that 
period. This is because consumers do 
not burn as much light in the summer 
as they do in the winter, and under the 
meter rate plan do not now pay as much 
for light during the months when the 
days are long as they did previously on 
the flat rate basis. Naturally the light 
bills are higher in winter, but the con- 
sumer makes up for it during the sum- 
mer. Mr. Leonard says no complaints 
are heard about bills during the sum- 
mer, and that everyone seems to be well 
satisfied with the meter plan then. 

One Hancock business man re- 

cently complained to Mr. Leonard that 
his bill for November was excessive. 

more than he had ever paid for the same 
length of time. Mr. Leonard looked up 
the gentleman’s account for the corres- 

ponding month in 1901 and found that 
the November, 1902, bill was consider- 

ably less. In November, 1901, the con- 
sumer in question was paying for his 
lights on the flat rate basis, while now 
he is on the meter basis. After being 
shown, he admittea he was in the wrong. 

Mr. Leonard says there are no consumers 
taking out their lights in Hancock with 
the exception of a few saloonkeepers who 
are in the arrears several months on 
their payments and who had to either 
pay up or be cut off. 

Mr. Leonard denies that he stated in a 
recent interview that consumers would 
have to be “educated” up to the meter 

rate basis. What he did say was that 
consumers should be more economical in 
burning their lamps, and in that way the 
bills would decrease. Many Hancock 
consumers were in the habit when the 
flat rate basis was in vogue of burning 
their lamps both day and night. Some 
of these consumers, it is alleged, have 
not vet abandoned their extravagant 

ways, and much light is burned need- 
lessly. If the consumers hurn just what 
light is needed, as is done when gas is 
used, they would have no cause for com- 
plaint, according to Mr. Leonard. Many 
consumers burn thirty-two candlepower 
lamps, it is said, when sixteens will do, 
and all this waste of light costs money. 
The flat rate basis, Mr. Leonard says, 1s 
neither fair to the company nor to the 
consumers. One consumer may then 
burn much more light than another, and 
still not pay any more for it than the 
other person. 

Mr. Leonard, who has had much ex- 
perience with electric lighting plants, 
both private and municipal declares that 
he knows positively that municipal 
plants are not a “howling success.” He 
says in some cases they may be a good 
thing for the consumer, but that they 
are not profitable from the standpoint 
of the taxpayer. Mr. Leonard says the 
Marquette plant is one of the very few 
that are making a fair success of the 
business, and that is because the plant 
there is operated by water power. Han- 
cock, however, is minus a water power, 
and should the town put in a municipal 
plant it will have a big item of expense 
in coal bills, which water power plants 
escape. A water power plant is more 
costly to install but cheaper to maintain, 
and of course 1s better in the long run. 
‘then, there is generally too much red 
tape in the management of a municipal 
plant, and too much politics, and this is

{ cents higher than that charged by the 
Houghton County Electric Light com- 
pany. The higher rates makes the in- 
come higher, and as it is the plant is 

just about clearing expenses. It is neith- 
er a good thing for the consumer nor the 

taxpayer. Wear and tear on the ma- 
chinery and interest and depreciation on 
lost taxes are not figured into the op- 
erating expenses, otherwise the figures 
would read different than they do. 

The investment in the plant at Mar- 
quette, which is operated by water pow- 
er and hence cheaper to maintain, is 
$168,769.38. The operating expenses 
amount to $18,824.94, while the income 
is $32,735.98. The rate is low because 

the plant is operated cheaply by means 
of its water power. Marquette does not 
have big coal bills to pay. The invest- 
ment in Gladstone is $22,029. The oper- 
ating expenses are $8,488, while the in- 
come in cash is $6,288. The town gets 

its own light free, and consequently it 
falls behind just that much. Some of 
the business is on the meter basis while 
the rest is on the flat rate basis, so it 
is impossible to figure just what the rate 
is.

CITY IS A STOCK COMPANY. 

Ottumwa, Iowa, Dec. 17.—Every tax- 

payer in Ottumwa is to be made in a 
waterworks company if the plans now 
on foot are carried out. If so this will 
be the second time in the history of the 
United States that such a scheme has 
ever been developed. 
Ottumwa is beyond its debt limitation 

and the city desires to build a plant that 
will give adequate fire protection. A 
test case was made in the supreme court 
as to whether or not a levy for a wa- 

terworks plant could be included in the 
constitutional debt limitation, the plea 
being made that it was an urgent public 
necessity. 

The courts held that such a levy was 
not a part of the state debt. Thus the 
city found itself checkmated and now 
has determined to organize the whole 
municipality of 30,000 people into a cor- 
poration, making every taxpayer a 
stockholder.

Mr. Sothern calls the attention of the 
pastor to the fact that when he offers 
his “opinion in a public newspaper on 
the virtue of certain ladies of the stage 
who have mot honored you with your 
acquaintance nor sought your opinion” 
he is “an impertinent busybody.”

GREAT YEAR AHEAD, 

Prospects Faver Most Extensive Mining 
Operations Ever Known Here, 

Unless all indications are at fault 
the coming season will be the most 
prosperous one that Negaunee has ever 
known. This will be owing to a great 
impetus to be given the town’s great 
single industry, mining. Every mine is 

to be worked to its greatest capacity, 

and several new and reopened properties 
will come to the front. The remark- 
able prosperity that extends all over 
the county is the main factor in this 
expected stimulation in the iron trade, 
for the demand for the numberless prod- 
ucts of the: metal Keeps increasing 
faster than it can be supplied, and its 
influence extends to the Minnesota 
ranges, as well as to the older mines of 
this peninsula. The concentration of 
the industry in the hands of a few 
great corporations also has had a 
mighty effect on the whole iron region, 
eliminating the uncertainties of opera- 
tion that always threatened when the 
independent. producers tried to work 
the mines with scanty means.
