STRONG PROTEST IS
SENT T0 COMMITTEE

00 MEETING TO CONSIDER PROPOSED

LIQUOR PROVISION FOR CON-
STITUTION TO BE HELD.

TWO TELEGRAMS ARE SENT

Resolution Opposing Radical Measui®|
Adopted at Special Meeting of Com-
mercial Club Last Night.

At the December meeting of the board
supervisors, held yvesterday at the
the “tuberculosis sanitarium
which is to be addressed to
the constitutional convention at Lan-
sing, was formally adopted, This reso
lution asks that the constitutional con-
vention include in the new constitution a
provision which will permit counties to
tax themselves for the erection of hos-
pitals for the treatment of contagious
and infections diseases. The resolution
is as follows:

The Resolution.

“Be it resolved by the board of super-
visors of Marquette county now in session
that the constitutional convention be
requested to embody in the mew con-
stitution to be submitted to the people
for approval, authority for the state, a
county, or association of connties to ap-
‘rn‘]-nalv money for the construction and
maintenance of public and charitable
hospitals, sanitoria or other institutions
for the treatment of persons suffering
with contagious or infeetious diseases,”

The necessity of asking that such a
provision be ineluded in the mew con-
stitution was made apparent at the re-
cent meeting here of the body composed
of supervisors and physicians, and now
known as the Upper Peninsula Associa-
tion for the Cure and Prevention of Con-
tagious and Infectious Diseases. When
the qur*:-l,:un of obtaining funds to build
a sanitarium was discussed, a number of
supervisors stated that the boards which
they represented were in favor of the
project. It was suggested that the coun-
ties levy a tax to build a hospital and
it was then discovered that no law ex-
ists by which this ecould be legally done.

Did Not Want to Wait.

When the projeet of having such a law
enacted was advanced, the objeetion was
that it could not be done until 1909 at
least, because the legislature does mot
meet again until 1909 and the members
of the body are eager to have something
accomplished before that time. It was
then that the suggestion to appeal to the
constitutional convention was made,

An effort is being made to have a sim
ilar resolution from each board of
supervisors in the upper peninsula to the
constitutional eonvention and besides, the
same resolution will go to the conven-
tion from the state board of health and
from the association itself,

The remainder of the session consisted
of routine business. Heports were re
ceived from the county treasurer, the
superintendents of the poor, county
school commissioner, and the county
game warden. In a communication John
T. Quine, superintendent of mines,
thanked the board for the appreciation
it. had shown of his services by increas-
ing his salary at the preceding meecting.

We may safely charge about
88,000 a year of our police expenses to
the ned guard we have to keep
upon these licensed places. That leaves
only £17,000,

2. Then there are the

county to over $40,000. Marquette with
its population may be justly charged
with about one-fourth of this. There is
210,000, of which almost every cent is
due to the excessive use of liquor. In-
temperate men do not support their fam-
ilies, lose their own health, can not save
against old age. Take this $10000
therefore from the net revenue of the
liquor tax.

3. Then there is the board of prison-
ers in the county jail, most of whom will
trace their presence there to liquor, and
the keep of prisoners in the eity lock-up.
We have to pay part of the first and all
of the last. I do not know how much
it is, but it can hardly be less than
$1,000 a year, and we may guess the
cost of trials growing out of liquor
cases and erimes traceable to liquor at a
thousand more. So we have cut down
the apparent net revenue from the liquor
tax to $5,000.

This $5,000 has to pay the public back
for all the public and private loss that
comes through this business,

We must charge up the depreciation
of real estate values, the lack of eur-
rency, (for the saloon always buys out
of town), all days of lost time spent in
saloons, all lost skill and health, all
deaths by violence in saloons.

We have taken no account of the im-
mense amount of private relief made
necessary by the Hallnnn. Nor have we
tabulated the violence, lust, cold, hunger
and nakedness, ignorance, imbecility,
filth, moral and physical contagion.
Drunken men set disastrous fires, in
which prope rty and lives are .ln\trn\u]
There is an appalling catalogue of lost
sons chargeable to the saloon, and so of
broken hearts. We eannot assign money
values, but if we eould it would be too
much to count. And of the liquor tax,
the poor man pays the most.

So this 225000 is a. delusion. It
a humbug. It is nothing and worse
tnan nothing. It is not only a bhad busi-
ought to go out of, but it is
the destruction of liberty.

There is a good store at the cache,
where supplies’ can be obtained at the
| fnlin\nng prices:  Flour, 35 cents a

pound; bacon, 50 cents a pound; sugar,
'tht sage price as bacon; salt, 35 cents
a pound; tea, $1 a pound; coffee, 75
cents & pound; canned milk, 75 cents a
tin; tobacco, #3.50 a pound, and other
goods at proportionate prices. Even at
these famine prices the storekeeper
complains that it is hard to make a liv-
ing, owing to the small trade, which
consists of chance hunters’ and trappers,
and recently survey parties for the
Grand Trunk Pacific and Canadian
Northern railways, both of which com-
panies will traverse the Rockies into
British Columbia.

In addition te the small trade, all the
goods have to be freighted into the camp
by pack horses for practically 400 miles.
All trappers and prospectors coming in
from the north country predict an open
winter, and the Indians have been saying
this all summer. One of the surest
signs, they say, is the large quantity of
spiders which is in evidence all over the
Canadian northwest this yvear, and, add-
ed to that, the muskrats are not hother-
ing to build their houses as yet, whereas
at this time last year they all had large
and high houses snugly made for the
very severe winter which followed.
