DR. CRIPPEN 

WORLDWIDE 
Police of Every Land to Which 

the Alleged Murderer May 

Have Fled from London Are on 

the Lookout for Him—All In- 

coming Steamships Watched. 

  

  

Medical Experts Fail to Make 

Satisfactory Identification of 

the Victim as the Missing Wife, 

but Scotland Yard Is Confident 

—Body a Mass of Pulp. 
  

New York, July 17.—The search for 
Dr. Hawley H. Crippen, American phy- 
jcian, accused of the murder in London 
last February of his wife, Belle Elmore, 

American concert hall singer, is now lit- 
erally world-wide. The police of every 

country to which Crippen and Ethel 
Clara Leneve, the young typist, may 
have fled were put on the lookout for 
the pair. Every port for which British 
steamships or French ships sailed on 
July 9 or thereafter began to search in 
coming vessels armed with accurate 
deseriptions of the man and the woman. 

A large force in the port of New 

York, accompanied by Mrs. Robert H. 
Mills, step-sister of Belle Elmore 
combed over the passenger of La Lor- 
raine and the St. Paul, which arrived 
vesterday. Ships that sailed for the 

Mediterranean ports, for the Azores and 
for the nearer West Indian islands were 
likewise gone over. Word was received 
by wireless from Commander Cannon of 
the steamship Minnetonka, bound to- 
ward New York, that no one on board 
answered the deseription of the fugi- 

tives. 
Suspect Is Questioned. 

One passenger on the Meride closely 
resembled the doctor and when he or- 

dered his baggage sent to an address in 
Thirty-eighth street, which the deteec- 
tives say was onee occupied by Dr. Crip- 
pen, he was led aside and closely ques- 

tioned. But this man convineed 
the authorities of his identity and was 
allowed to depart, 

Cable dispatches from London tonight 
stated the belief that Crippen and the 
young woman are still in England, hid- 
ing somewhere in London. The chief of 

Scotland Yard hazarded the prophecy 
that they would be apprehended with- 
in forty eight hours. 

Ethel Clara Leneve, it has developed, 
is not a French woman, but an English 
girl of the name of Neave, She adopted 

the French name at the request of the 

physician, whose most trusted employe 
she was. The father of the young 
woman today in London expressed the 
belief that his daughter had also been 
murdered. He said that she had been 
in constant fear of her employer and

The police 
are satisfied that the body is that of 
Mrs, Crippen, but the medical men say 
the identity of the vietim has not yet 
been established sufficiently to satisfy 
the law, 

Although the detectives firmly believe 
that the body is that of Belle Elmore, 
Crippen’s wife, it is doubtful if this can 
be established legally, The dismem- 
bered body is a mass of blackened pulp, 
the quicklime with which it was covered 
having done its work so thoroughly 
that practically every elew to identifi 
cation was destroyed. 

The inquest will be held Monday, but 
there is little hope that the physicians 
who examined the body will be found 
to have determined the manner of the 
woman's death. Meantime, the friends 
of the Leneve woman, who believe that 
she supposed Mrs. Crippen to have met 
a natural death, are cherishing the hope 
that the typist will learn of the eharge 
against her companion and surrender 
herself, 

Tonight the authorities will issue il- 
lustrated poster pictures and deserip- 
ions of Crippen and the Lemeve woman 
with facsimile of their handwriting.

New York, July 17.—The first sched 
uled trip of the new monorail ear ply- 

between Barlow on the Sound and 
City island eame to a disastrous end 
vesterday afternoon. Twenty or more 
persons were injured, some seriously, 
when the superstructure at the top and 
bottom which forms a track for the car 
gave way on a sharp curve near Glover's 
Rock, midway between Barlow and City, 
island. 

I'he car was whizzing along at the 
rate of forty-five miles an hour and was 
apparently working smoothly as it ap- 
proached Glover's Rock. Suddenly thera 
was a terrible jolt, then a sound of 
tearing and splintering overhead. The 
car stopped, toppled for an instant and 
then fell over on its side. The forty 
seven passengers were flung among the 

debris at the bottom of the car and 
some of them were pinioned in the 
cigar shaped ends of the car. There 

were more than ten women in the ear. 
That some of them were not killed is 
nothing short of a miracle. The escape 
from death of the passengers is the 
more surprising when it is explained 
that the heavy seals on the upper side 
of the car were wrenched loose and 
thrashed around among the prostrate 
passengers like flails, 

Stampede for the Exits, 

Men and women, bruised and bleeding 
and utterly bewildered, uttered shrieks 
of anguish and sought to trample their 
way out into the open. The passengers 
had been laughing and joking a few min- 
utes hefore at the prospect of real rapid 
transit between their homes and the 
Pelham station of the New Haven rail- 
road in place of the antequated horse 
car line, which had been iw operaiion. A 
dozen men and women lay unconseious 
upon the floor and the other passengers 
trampled these underfoot in a mad dash 
for the door. 

Howard I. Tunis, the inventor of the 
monorail and the chief engineer of the 
company which manufactured the ear, 
and D. R. Brown, an electrical engineer, 
were in charge of the car. Beyond a 
few scratches they were uninjured and 
they soon succeeded in quieting most of 
the passengers. In the meantime sev. 
eral persons who had witnessed the ac- 
cident had rushed up, and they lent 
their assistance to calming the passens 
gers and succoring the wounded. 

A nearby hotel was turned into an 
impromptu hospital. Telephone calls had 
been hurriedly sent out for ambulances 
and Dr. Carey, from Fordham hospital, 
and ambulances from Westchester soon 

arrived. The physicians ‘finally an- 
nounced that none of the passengers had 
been killed and that only three or foun 
were in a serious condition.

New York, July 17.—Many thousands 
of New Yorkers yesterday afternoon 
witnessed the most spectacular pier fire 
since the Hoboken disaster tem years 
ago, in which 150 lives were lost.

expenditures proper, but the expenses 
of the civil service, everything except the 

army and navy, were to be paid. Under 
this system the king could use the rev- 
enues as he liked and if he saved any- 
thing it went to swell his private purse, 
while 11 "he ran in debt or created a de- 
ficit parliament pai¢ it. The accumu- 
lated debt at the end of a reign some- 
times amounted to wany millions of doi- 
lars. 

The present system of making what 
might be called specific appropriations 
for the erown dates from the reign of 

George [lI, when tise national debt was 
80 enormously increased by the Ameri- 
can war that the people demanded re- 
form, especially in the abuses of the 
civil list, and in the practice of confer- 
ring life pensions on royal favorites, In 
1782 parliament passed a civil list act 
abolishing many uscless offices, reducing 
the pension list, and providing for clos- 
er supervision of the royal expenditure. 
During the reign of George 1II parlia- 
ment paid debts of © his contracting 
amounting to $16,990,000, and from that 
time forward parliament made specific 
appropriations for the crown. 

At the beginning of Queen Victoria's 
reign the annual grants for the crown 
were fixed and sums voted as follows: 
Privy purse, $300,000; salaries of houses 
hold, $656.300: exvenses of household, 

$862,500: roval bounty, $66,000; contin- 
gent, $40,000; total, $1,925,000. In ad- 

dition the queen might grant life pen- 
sions not to exceed 26.000 a year in any 

case, to persons whom she might con- 
sider worthy, provided that all pen- 

sions granted should be reported to par- 
liament by the 20th of July each year. 

On the accession of King Edward VII 
1901) it became necessary to readjust 

the civil list and a committee was ap- 

pointed to investigate and report on the 

subject, The committee reported a bill 

which was passed increasing the annual 
appropriation for the eivil list from 

31.025.000¢ to $2,350 000, distributed as 
follows ma jesties’ privy purse, 

B550,000 ; class salaries of royal 
household, $629,000; third class expenses 

of roval household $965,000; repair and 

decoration of royal palaces, $100,000; 

roval bounty and alms, $66,000; contin- 

gent, $40,000. In addition parliament 
granted an annual allowance of $100,000 
to the prince of Wales, $50,000 to his 

wife and $10.000 each to the King's three 

daughters, and other special grants. By 
the death of King Edward Queen Alex- 
andra comes into a life pension of $350, 
000 a vear and ail of the surviving chil+ 
dren of Queen Victoria continue to draw 
life pensions, 

It is not likely there will be any ma- 
terial reduction in the civil list granted 
George V from that of King Edward, 
which totaled $2,350,000 a year. Com- 
pared with this the president's salary of 
$75,000 a year with $25000 for trav- 

cling expenses dons not seem excessive.

articles. Mr. Sundstrom’s loss, includ- 
ing the damage to his stock and fixtures 

caused by the explosion, is estimated 
at $1,300. 

The burglars forced an entrance into 

the store through a rear window, which 

they pried open. People living in the 
neighborhood heard two distinct shocks, 
one of them much louder than the other. 

There were ne signs of giant powder in 

or near the safe and Mr. Sundstrom be- 

fieves that nitro glyeerine was used. 

The explosion aroused several of those 
living within a block of the store, and 

nearly all of them got up to see what 

had happened. One man living near the 

South Shore track, a little over a block 

from Sundstrom’s place, saw two men 

disappear on a handear, going in the di- 

rection of Cliampion. The man reported 

what he had seen and within a short 

time Deputy Frank Brown started in 

men. He found the handear, which be- 

jonged to the Duluth, South Shore & 

Atlantic Railway company, on the track, 

about a mile west of Champion, where 

the burglars had left it. They had had 

sufficient time to reach the Champion 

station to take the South Shore Duluth 

train going west. Mr. Brown continued 

on to Champion, but the train had pulled 

out before he got there. Deputy Sheriff 

Fd. Stensrud went in an opposite direc- 

tion, but he could find no one who looked 

like the robbers when the train reached 

Nestoria. It was the impression of the 

officers that the burglars went into the 

woods after they left the handear. The 
officers in Ishpeming and at points west 
of Michigamme, also Sheriff Lehman, 
were notified as soon as possible and a 
search is now being made for the thieves. 

Explosion Does Much Damage. 
Before setting off the explosions the 

burglars tried to open the safe by fore- 
ing the lock and they broke the dial. 
The first explosion was not nearly as 
loud as the second, and it is assumed 
that the safe was opened by the second 
charge. A suflicient quantity of the ex- 
plosive was used to blow the door of 

the safe through a large show case, in 
which silverware was displayed. A con- 
siderable quantity of the crockery in 
the store was knocked from the shelves. 
Practically all of the fixtures near the 
safe were damaged, but the windows in 

the building were not shattered, 
Mr. Sundstrom believes that profes- 

sionals did the job, as the robbers took 

nothing that would be likely to cause 

their arrest. There were a number of 

checks in the safe which Mr. Sundstrom 

had cashed the previous day, but all of 

these were left. The burglars evidently 

examined them, as they had been re- 

moved from®the drawers and thrown 

underneath the sate. 
The workmen at the Imperial mine 

were paid on Friday and the burglars 

were evidently aware of this fact, so 

they doubtless expected to make a good 

haul. A few strangers were seen 1n 

town Friday, but no one paid any par- 

ticular attention to them. Every effort 

possible is being made to run down the 

thieves and it is thought that they will 

have a hard time getting out of the 

peninsula. 
Mr. Sundstrom’s safe was of the Mos- 

lor make and was thirty inches wide by 

forty-two inches deep and forty-two 

inches high.
