STEEL TRUST MENWILL
TESTIFY VOLUNTARLY

Subpoenas Not Necessary to Pro-
cure Their Presence Before
Congressional Probers,

New York, May 25—In commenting
today upon the statement of John W.
Gates before the Stanley committee in
the house of representatives at Wash-
ington vesterday, in which he character-
ized the acquisition of the Tegnessee
Coal & Iron ecompany by the -'}('nilml
States Steel corporation as a forced sale,
George W. Perkiug, one of the directors
of the Steel eorporation, said today that
his company’s version of the affair would
be preseinted to the Stanley committee
within a few days.

It will not be necessary for the Stan-
ley committee fo izsue subpoenas for
any of the direetors and officers of the
Steel corporation, Mr. Perking said, be-
canse they were willing to appear and
testify, and the Stanley committee had
been so T|llnﬁl.‘ll.

Mr. Perkins did not care to make fur-
ther comment upon Mr, Gates’ testi-
mony. He only declared there were a
lot of things he counld tell.

Turin, Italy, 1,300 Miles Dis-
tant, Is the Destination and
More Than $100,000 Is Offered
in Prizes—S8tart Is Made With
Record Speed and Precision,

Of the Twenty-One Competitors,
Twelve Constitute the Advance
Group and Are Sent Away
Without Mishap—Others Will
Depart Today or Tomorrow.

Paris, May 28 —Profiting by the les
son of last week's catastrophe, when ab
the start of the Paris-to-Madrid race
M. Berteaux, the minister of war, was
killed and Premier Monis was seriously
injured, the orgavizers of the =econd
great air contest from Paris to Turin,
sent the competitors away with recond
speed and pradsion today. Not the
slightest mislmp marred the occasion.
Twelve out of the twenty-one contest-
ants were sent away. The remaining
nine entrants will start tomorrow or
Faesday.

Two Leaders Make Long Flights.

The first to cross the line today was
Roland Garros, who after making plucky
ciforts to finish in  the Paris-Madrid
flight was foreed by a series of mishaps
to abandon the race. UGarros drove a
monoplane. He was followed by Andre
Beaumont, who rapidly overtook Garros
and arrived first at Dijon, the initial re-
cording station of the long journey.

The two ¢ontinued in the same order,
reporting at Lyons and finally landing
at Avignon, They covered the 645 kilo-
metres (401 miles) from the aerodrome
at Buo, a short distance outside the
French capital, to Avignon in 12 hours
and 45 mintites and I3 hours and 35 min-
utes, respeetively, and decided to spend
the night there,

AN ENLIGHTENED POLICY,

An article on the steps that have been
taken by the Oliver Iron Mining com-
pany to place safeguards for the lives
and limbs of its employes about the
machinery connected with its surface
workings and plants, printed in Satur-
day’s issue of The Mining Journal, was
worthy of a general reading as furnish-
ing an index to the spirit that actuates
the officers of this company.

The range superintendent, in accord-
ance with instructions received from his
superiors, appointed a commitiee of
competent and trustworthy employes to
make & thorough survey of the surface
workings of the various properties, The
only instructions given the committee
appear to have beon to note and report

every place where 1t d safeguards
were needed and to v vhiat
measures had Dbest be 100on event
acvidents, A t’(nn]lrl-h'-l 1 has
been made, and alread) ’ the

recommendations have been corcicd out.

A similar committee is to report on
the underground conditions at the vari-
ous mines, and its recommendations will
~be complied with in the same thorough
manner as in the case of the surface
plants and equipment, The net result of
this policy will be to make the Oliver
Tron Mining company’s properties as safe
to work in and about as they well can
be, and muchk safer than they have ever
been before,

Other companies have done work re-
sembling that of the Oliver company,
and doubtless the example of this con-
cern in going into the matter so thor-
oughly will inspire emulation on the
part of those which have not yet, of
their . own initiative, undertaken to
serutinize their plants and  workings
with the idea of making them as safe

for the men as precautionary measures
can do it. The result will be a large
decrease in the number of aceidents and
the loss of life, and an improved feeling
between employers and employed, for
nothing can more effectively nurture
among employes a cordial feeling to-
ward the employing interests than to see
the latter solicitous about their wel-

fare,

There are comparatively few factories
where the owners voluntarily search out
for dangerous places about the machin-
ery, that they may be properly safe-
guarded, as the Oliver Iron Mining com-
pany is doing. The newspapers abound
with accounts of deaths and aceidents
due to criminal neglect by employers
in not safeguarding machinery. The
mines of the Lake Superior region bid
fair to set an example to the general
industrial world in this matter. Their
pew attitude doubtless refleets a gen-
erally dawning realization that we have
“hbeen too prodigal of human life in our
industries in this country, just as we
have been too prodigal of all our other

resources.

There is just one way to make
your cakes rise higha and keep an
even surface, Have your oven
moderate at first, until the cakeis
fully rizen; then increase the heat,
S0 as to brown it over quickly.
Extreme heat stiffens the dough,
If you stiffen the outside of the
cake before the rising is complete,
you stop the rising process. Then
the leavening gas, forming inside,
will bulge up the center, where
the dough is still soft, and spoil
the shape of the cake. 38

NoTE—Biscuits or other pastries
made from stiff dough, that are eut into
shapes for the oven, bake in a hot Oven,
This is because the cut surfaces of the
dough do not sear over, but rather
leave the pores open, allowing the
leavening gas to escape and the heat to
penetrate readily. Small ovens cool
quickly; therefore they should be made
several degrees hotter than a larger
oven, and the less the door is opened
the better. Do not attempt to bake
bread and pastry together, Bread ree

GAME IN THE FAR NORTH.

Iudian Deer Traps; Alaskan Streams
Abounding in Graylings.

“Interesting relies and reminders of
the original people of Newfoundland,
the now extinet Boethie nation,” said
a New York sportsman who has ven-
tured into many wild regions of the
continent, “are still fo be found in
the far northwestern portion of that
province in the form of remnants of
the devices used to capture deer and
earibou and other big game which seem
to have formed their chief subsistenece.

Y¥Acqording to tradition these deer
fences, as they are called, were made
by felling the trees along the ridge
of the river banks without cutting the
trunks quite in two and causing them
to fall so that they lay parallel with
the river, each tree lying with its un-
severed butt of ome preeeding it in its
fall. The branches of the trees were
woven and twisted together where there
were gaps of openings large enough for
a deer to get through, thus forming an
impassable barrier to the passage of tue
animals save at peints where openings
were designedly lett by the contsructors
of the fences i

“Coming to these obstructions deer,
caribon and moose would follow them
along, seeking a place to get through,
which would not be until they came to
one of the openings left for that pur-
pose. At such openings the Indian hunt-
ers lay in wait for them, armed with
spears, and killed them as they sought
to pass. The fences were built on both
sides of the stream, 8o as to entrap the
game coming from either direction,

“Some of these deer traps must have
been at least thirty wiles long. The
race that constructed and maintained
these great game pounds and reguired
for sustenance the enormons quantity of
food they must have provided must have

GENERATOR OUT
OF COMMISSION

8ix of Fourteen Coils in Dynamo
at Electric Light Plant Burned
Out at 7:30 Saturday Night,
Leaving the City in Total
Darkness for Some Time.

Light and Power Will Be Fur-
nished as Usunal Today, as Small-
er Machine Is Able to Carry
the Load—Repairs Will Not Be
Made Before Middle of Week.

With the exception of snch stores and
residences as have gas lights installed,
Marquette was in darkness after 7:80
Saturday night, as the result of an acci-
dent to the larger of the two electrie
generatars at the light and power sta-
tion. For reasons that ean only be con-
jeetured, one of the fourteen coils of the
generator caught fire and before the ma-
chinery could be stopped, six of the coils
had melted down, The accident was the
most serious of its kind that has ever oc-
curred at the generating plant.

The cause of the secident is not def-
initely known, bat it is believed to have
been due to the insulation in one of the
coils wearing through. There were sev-
eral sharp flashes of lightning near the
plant about 6 o'clock and it is possible
that one of these flashes weakened the
coil, 8o that when the Joad on the gen-
erator increaed later in the evening, it
gave way, The first the engineer no-
ticed that anythimg was wrong, he heard
several sowtds like explosions oceurring
in quick succession, and upon looking to-
ward the generator it appeared to be
a big ball of fire. e at onee shut down
the machinery but before it could be
stopped. it of the coils had been ruined,

Superintendent Retallie had left on the
5:15 train for New York, to attend the
National Electrieal conyention, but he
was informed by wire ‘of the secident
when between Escanaba and Menominee
and he returneda to Marquette yvesterday
morning. He stated last evening that
the necessary new coils had been or-
dered by telegraph and would probably
arrive here Wednesday or Tharsday,
Meantime, light and power will be fur-
nithed from the small generator, which
was unharmed. It is possible that the
street lights eannot be burned mntil late
in the evening until the large generatm
is again in working order, but the small-
er machine is large enough to earry the
residence and business light and power
loand at this season of the vear.

Six Coils on Hand.

Six coils were kept  on hamd at the
generating station to meet such emer-
gencies as this, three of each pole, but
as I:I\v eotls of one |.n11- ;un] e of an
other were burned out. two new coils
Lad to be ordered from the factory
These have to be manufactured to order
end it will take two or three days to
get them here.  Meantime, the coils al-
ready on hand will be installed, so that
it will not be long after the new coils

arrive before the generator is in shape
to run again,

ning of the Saturday night rush, the ac-
cident cansed groat inconvenience to the
merchants, and to many of them it
meant  financinl loss, However, the
breankdown ocewrred at a time when the
load was heavier than usual-—at  just

Superintendent Retallie  stated  last
evening that the accident shows the need
of an emergeney equipment at the plant
A generator or any other machine that
is worked constantly will give way som
time and provision shonld be made to
guard against such a contingeney, Al
kinds of manufacturing plants are in-
stalling or have installed emergency
power agencies, and AMr. Retallic be-
hieves that this city should do likewise
at the earliest possible momenut.
