Gentlemen:--Pursuant to the order of the Chairman of the Executive Committee, the 
members of the Poor Contact Cormn.ittee met with Supervisor Patient the Chairman and 
special I~vestigator of the Poor Commission, at the County Poor Office in the City 
of I sh~ming on ~~ay l '7, l'J34, to consider certain e harge s made by the Wells Township 
Supervisor relative to t he supposed duties of the Poor Commission, and its staff of 
employe~ s. 

If the complaints, as voiced, were confined to the disposition of 
County money in straight indigent cases, it would appear that considerable effort has 
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' been made to care for Wells ·1•ownship in much the same manner as other Tj wnships in the 
County are handled. 

It is generally understood that, in Marquette, "like other Counties of th~ 
upper Peninsula, n it would be impossible to provide work, and other relief, essential 
to the needs of the people , to the extent that has been carried on unless State or 
.l"ederal aid was secure~, h¥nce certain set-ups, indicated by alphabetical letters, and 
officered by men selecled~ith the approval of Lansing, and Washington are, and have 
beeni..-charge of the monies; c:ompodi ties, indigent relief, and la.boring jobs. 

" However, the Poor Commission of !-larquette County had a very efficient 
organization, equipped with a broad knowledge of the County needs and a spirit of 
helpfulness that undoubtedly proved attractive to both State and Federal Officials, 
and we believe has been the means of rendering material assistance, but, in all cases, 
certain definite rules governing Federal expenditures has had to be recognized by the 
Poor Commission, and the warrants for relief of all kinds has been issued by State 
and Federal officers according to the various instructions accompanying each individual 
set-up. 

If the a ove statements are understood, and admitted, various of the 
complaints, presented to the Poor Comm.ission, would at least, be modified or with-
drawn. 

Whilst some of the complaints charge a lack of certain commodities 
forwarded to Wells Township later than was previously expected, still, it is freely 
admitted that a considerable excess of other commodities have been received. 

Some of the complaints embody strictly personal transactions between 
business men and individuals, and if handled by the Poor Commission, extreme care 
must be used in such handling. 

In behalf of the Poor Commission, the Chairman allowed the possibility of 
• errors in distribution sometimes materializing, but in every case the Commission is 

ready and willing to consider such charges and to make any essential alterations with-
in their power, as quickly as is consistent with their best judgment. 

Your Contact Comm.ittee believes that under the terrific stress and 
strain of recent months, made possible by a period of unparalleled unemployment and 
public needs, the Poor Commission and its staff have given their best efforts to serve t e 
whole people of Marquette County to the full extent of the authority vested in them by 
the Board of Supervisors.

~ells Township is s parsely settled and with farms uhich do not a ppear to 
have the ec onomic justification existing in other parts of the County. Iuch of the 
Townsh ip a ppears to be what has been fre quently termed as 11Harg inal Lands 11 in the 
press and othe r wise, and of the character which it is recently reccmmended be with-
drawn from use. Also. an improveTient in this Township is not of substantial benefit 
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to the cities or other portion of the County as the Township has little economic inter-
course in this County. 

The funds of the County have been carefully budgeted after thorough study of 
the needs of all Townships and departments. The appropriation for the general fund did 
not contemplate an expenditure such as is requested. The funds of the Road Commission 
are carefully apportioned and used in connection with work relief operations, in relief 
of present depression conditions and because of the fact that on all work relief opera-
tions for depression relief it is necessary for the Road commission to pay equipment, 
materials and certain other charges on work on which the labor is paid from State or 
Federal funds it is essential that work be confined to work where a minimum of expenses 
for such equipment and material items are to be encoutjtered. The job requested in Wells 
Township is principally a machinery operation with crushers, trucks and scrapers. 

It is the opinion of your Committee that: 
The budget of this Board should not be disturbed by granting this or any 

similar request. 
That to grant a request of this nature would be unfair to every other Town-

ship and City of the County •

On account of the changes in the statutes governing the adoption of 
roads into the County Road Systems and the additional and changed rethods of financing 
the same, the following policies to govern procedure with reference to such roads are 
adopted: 

1--All roads adopted into the County Road System shall be classified 
as _rimary County Roads, or as Secondary County Roads. 

2--Pri .. ary County Roads shall be the County Roads which are in the 
County Road System on July 1, 1931, plus such additional highways as the Board of 
County Road Commissioners shall determine from time to time as part of the T'riTiary 
County Road System. 

3--Primary County Roads shall be designated by numbers assigned to them 
by the Board of County Road Commissioners, in accordance with the uniform system of 
marking heretofore adopted. 

4--All work on Primary Roads sha~l be financed in the same manner and 
from the same sources of revenue as work on County Roads has heretofore been financed 
and, in addition , from such other sources of revenue as are provided by statute. 

5--All Township Roads adopted into the County Road System under the 
terms of Act ro. 130, P .. of l'ichigan 1931, and which are not at that or some later 
time determined as Primary County Roads by the Board of County Road Commissioners 
shall be k~own as Secondary County Hoads. 

6--All Secondary County Roads shall be designated by not less than two 
letters, the first letter indicating the Township in which the road is situated, and 
the second letter the road witnin the Township. 

7--."a.intenance work on Secondary Highways shall be financed from funds 
paid to the County in accordance with the terms of said Act.No. 130, heretofore men-
tioned. If these funds are insufficient the Board of County 4oad Commissioners shall 
make reccrn::1endations according to the Board of Supervisors. 

8--Funds ~aid to the County under terms of said Act ro. 130, before 
mentioned, and hich are not required for maintenance, shall be used for improvement 
of roads adopted into the County Road System after January 1, 1931. 

9--If improvements are desired on any highway adopted after January 1, 
1931, more than can be paid for as specified in paragraph 8, the cost of such improve-
ment may be borne jointly by the Towns:1ip in which the improvement lies, and the 
County; arrangements therefore are to be made between the County and the Township in 
accordance with said Act ITo. 130. In every instance of such improvement the Township 
shall pay the percentage of the cost thereof as shall be determined by the Board of 
County Road Commissioners, provided that on Secondary !:ighways and Trails the Township 
shall not be required to pay less than 10 per cent nor more than 50 per cent of the 
cost of such improve~ent . 

10--All Township ~oads are presumed under the statute to have not less 
than 66 ft. width of right of way. ·7henever any Township adopted into the County Road 
System shall have a rifht of -way of less than 66 ft. between fences by reason of fence 
buildings or other encroachments on the statutory width of 66 ft., the Board of County 
Road Commissioners may deny the making of any improvement or the furnishing of snow 
~lowing on such highways until the owners of property along such road shall have re-
moved all fences or other encroachments off such 66 ft. right of way, or have given to 
said Board of County Road Comm.issioners sue~ deeds and other papers as rill empower 
them to the use of said 66 ft. right of way.

REPORT OF AUDITING C0l:.'.1~ITTEE Or THE 
ST TE AUDITOR'S REFORT 

The State uditor's report for 1933 brought out a number of suggestions 
in our accounting system which will require considerable labor in setting up the 
proper entries on the books of the different departments and to bring all into line. 
The State Auditor suggested a cormnittee of the Boa.rd of Supervisors be created to 
handle the matter. This has been carefully considered by your ~uditing Committee and 
it is our recommendation that an accountant be engaged to help the several depart-
ments in coordinating their books and accounts in the proper manner. 

Our accounting system has been made quite complicated for all depart-
ments due to the matter of the various funds which have been contributed for aid re-
lief and other measures coming up in relation to unemployment relief, etc. This has 
so increased the work that the present force is unable to take up the extra work of 
coordinating the accounts in the various departments in addition to keeping up their 
regular current work, and your committee therefore further recommends the employment 
of the r:orrison udi t Company to undertake this work as soon as possible . 

The monthly reports of the County Treasurer, 1·organ Heights Sanatorium 
and Superintendents of the ?oor were read and ordered filed. 

The following resolution was presented by the Prcsecuting Attorney. 
Supervisor Nicholas moved for the adoption of the resolution, supported by Supervisor 
r:uck, and unanimously adopt ed . It was moved by Supervisor Stakel that the Legislative 
Committee be empowered to forward this resolution to ea.ch county in the State. Motion 
was seconded by Supervisor i~ongra.in. Supervisor Nicholas suggested that he believed 
the Clerk would be willing to undertake this duty of sending out these resolutions 
and asked that he be authorized to do this instead of the Legislative Committee. By 
consent of the maker of the motion and his second, the Clerk was so instructed. 

WHEREAS, petitions have been circulated and filed with the Secretary of 
State initiating amendments to the State Constitution to reduce the State Gasoline Tax 
to two cents per gallon and establish the weight tax at 35 cents per uwt., and 

WHEREAS, the proposed reduction in the gasoline tax would cause a seriou 
deficiency in funds available for highway purposes and would diminish the amount avail 
able for the construction and maintenance of county and township roads in the future;

Gentlemen:--Your Committee on County Parks, together with P. B. Spear, Sr., s. R. 
Elliott, R. s. Archibald--the Board of County Road Commissioners, with K. I. Sawyer, 
Superintendent--inspected the county parks on Monday, August 13, 1934, and beg to sub-
mit herewith the following report: 

CHAMPION BEACH: 
This park is becoming more popular each year, both for camping and bathing. The 

regular attendance so far this season is a little below 1933; this is due to the cooler 
weather the early part of the season. The number of camping parties reached a higher 
peak this season when on Thursday, August 9th, there were 63 parties in tents, and a 
few with trailers. It is suggested that the registration should show the address of 
the campers;' this will be an interesting record. 

The large number using the bathing beach, especially the children, is evidence of 
the popularity of the place. It is greatly enjoyed by the people of Marquette County 
and the tourists who come North for relief from the heat during the summer months. 

The park to the North of the railroad is not used for camping this season. The 
only work done has been the necessary brushing and cleaning for protection from forest 
fire$. 

The Committee brought up the question of fire protection for the bath-house, 
cottage and other buildings in this location as well as the protection of the pine 
trees in the grove and for the safety of the campers. It is expected that this in-

• stallation will not cost very much and the Board of Trustees will prepare a survey 
and estimated cost for such fire protection and submit same to the Board of Super-
visors. 

Nothing was done this year on the proposed wildflower and rock garden but the 
Committee is giving the matter careful consideration for next year, 

The Champion Beach and park system now comprises 370 acres; part of this is owned 
by Marquette County and part is under lease. 

There is now provided for campers and picnickers 250 tables with benches and 35 
stoves of the outdoor pattern. 

GW11\TN PARK: 
The Gwinn Park on the day of our visit presented the appearance of a perfect wood-

land scene. 
To the tourist seeking a restful contented and healthgiving holiday among the pines, 

in close proximity to a flowing, tree-fringed,winding river, exposing in spots along 
bank and stream the district rocks, this rich gift of nature is ideal. 

For those who lead strenuous lives in torrid industrial centers, there is no better 
rustic spot where restfulness "so valuable to such peoplert •can be found, and so sat-
isfactorily enjoyed. 

Considering the small amount of money expended for the upkeep of Gwinn Park, the 
attendance at, and the use of, this recreational spot justifies in full measure all 
that the County has done by way of improvements. 

Several tourists have camped there this season, and the families living in the 
Gwinn district use the part on days of favorable weather. 

The swimming hole (large in size) is a continual source of attraction and use for 
the park frequenters. 

The park presented a neat, clean appearance, and the changing rooms of the bath-
house were spic and span.

Good Will Farm never says No to any child needing its protection and care, and 
that it is a real home and not an institution, is vouched for by the State Welfare 
Commission of Lansing, who, when completing an inspection of our home, our imthods and 
out family, left with these words, "this is the ideal children's home of Michigan," 
and they had just finished making a tour of inspection of all institutions in the 
state. We know we are far from being ideal, but we are trying to do a good job of 
caring for the children entrusted to our care and when we tell of some of the happen-
ings in our life, it is not to boast but to give those who are not acquainted with us, 
some idea of the horniness of Good Will Farm. One youngster, Illene, when writing to 
her mother said in her first letter, "just think, mother, we get three full meals a 
day here." And in a letter received last week from Claude, a young man who has been 
away from the home for ·a number of years, after inquiring about the children and adult 
here, asks "Is Good Will Farm still a real home for children? I am ready now to 
come back." 

In a recent comparative statement of expenses of some half dozen Michigan and 
Illinois children's homes, Good Will Farm's per capita costs was the lowest of all, 
and the excellent physical condition of our children, as their teachers and others 
knowtng them can testify, proves that this showing is not due to any unwise economies, 
but to careful management. The littlest ones are weighed every week, the older ones 
every month, and those not making proper gains are reported to our physician. We 
have a dietician on our Board who directs our menus. 
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These are anxious days here. Contributions have dropped so low we are in despair, 
and at a loss to know how to meet the demands being made on us. Any appropriation you 
may, in your wisdom, deem fit to make, will be received with thanksgiving.

(a) 22 children were in approved boarding homes with board, clothing and medical 
attention provided. 

(b) 3 children were under supervision in foster homes. 
(o) 4 children were in their own homes under the supervision of a representative 

• of the Society. 
(d} 2 investigations were made of new foster homes. 7 new boarding homes were 

investigated. 
(e) The home conditions of 44 children in 29 different families were investigated 

and plans made for their protection and care. 

The gross cost of service during the year was . 3,209.53. Reimbursements received 
from the County, relatives or other sources amounted to $746.10, leaving a net cost of 
$2,463.43.

August 16, 1934. 
To the Honorable Board of Supervisors, Marquette County, Michigan. 

Gentlemen: Your Committee on County Parks, together with P. B. Spear, sr., s. R. 
Elliott, R. s. Archibald--The Board of County Road Commissioners, with K. I. sawyer, 
Superintendent--inspected the County parks on Monday, August 13, 1934, and beg to submit 
herewith the following report: 

CHAMPION BEACH: 

This park is becoming more popular each year, both for camping and bathing. The 
regular attendance so far this season is a little below 1933; this is due to the cooler 
weather the early part of the season. The number of camping parties reached a higher 
peak this season when on Thursday, August 9th, there were 63 parties in tents, and a 
few with trailers. It is suggested that the registration should show the address of the 
campers; this will be an interesting record. · 

The large number using the bathing beach, especially the children, is evidence of 
the popularity of the place. It is greatly enjoyed by the people of Marquette County 
and the tourists who come North for relief from the heat during the summer months. 

The park to the North of the railroad is not used for camping this season. The 
only work done has been the necessary brushing andcleaning for protection from forest 
ires. 

The Committee brought up the question of fire protection for the bathhouse, cottage 
d other buildings in this location as well as the protection of the pine trees in the 

rove and for the safety of the campers. It is expected that this installation will not 
ost very much and the Board of Trustees will prepare a survey and estimated cost for 
uch fire protection and submit same to the Board of Supervisors. 

Nothing was done t h is year on the proposed wildflower and rock garden careful 
onsideration for next year.

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The Champion Beach and park system now comprises 370 acres; part of this is 
owned by Marquette County and part is under lease. 

There is now provided for campers and picnickers 250 tables with benches and 
35 stoves of the outdoor pattern. 

GWINN PARK: 

The Gwinn Park on the day of our visit presented the appearance of a perfect 
woodland scene. 

To the tourist seeking a restful contented and healthgiving holiday among the 
pines, in close proximity to a flowing, tree-fringed, winding river, exposing in 
spots along bank and stream the district rocks, this rich gift of nature is ideal. 

) For those who lead strenuous lives in torrid industrial centers, there is no 
better rustic spot where restfulness "so valuable to such people" oan be found and so 
satisfactorily enjoyed. 

Considering the small amount of money expended for the upkeep of Gwinn Park, the 
attendance at, and the use of, this recreational spot justifies in full measure all 
that the County has done by way of improvements. 

Several tourists have camped there this season, and the families living in the 
Gwinn district use the park on days of favorable weather • 

The swinnning hole (large in size) is a continual source of attraction and use 
for the park frequenters. 

The park presented a neat, clean appearance, and the changing rooms of the 
bathhouse were spic and span.

Mr. Patient introduced N.r. John Peer. His complaint was that he was charged 
with orders that he never received, as follows: August, 1933-$5.00; Se~tember,1933

1933-$5.00. Investigation showed that three of these orders had been cashed by him 

• at the Watson store, and the others were canceled because he was working.

It appears that to grant the request will seriously embarrass the Road Com-
mission in that it will again largely increase the requirements placed on the Board, 
and in the face of decreased sources of money to carry on their work, and that if so 
required it must be anticipated that some of these roads .will not be rebuilt to standard 
condition suitable for maintenance until finances therefor are available, and that the 
equipment and funds available to the Commission are such that the more unimportant of 
these roads may have to wait at times for maintenance service, and that for the time 
being it will not be possible to include all of these roads in the snow plow schedule. 

It appears that to deny this request will put all but one of the Townships 
to very serious embarrassment. That all but one Township will have a deficit in its 
financial condition for this year. That if the Townships can be relieved of all road 
expense it may be anticipated that the Tovmships may be operated from anticipated 
revenues. That notwithstanding the fact that the County Road Commission will be over-
loaded in proportion to their plant and finances, it may be anticipated that equal or 
better service will be given in most instances on the roads by the County Road Com-

Gentlemen:--At a joint meeting of the County Tax Commission, the Budget Committee, and 
the Road and Bridge Committee, of the Board of supervisors, and the County Road Com-
mission, all of Marquette County, Michigan, held with reference to adoption of County 
Roads on January 14th, 1935, discussion was had of many phases of this matter. 

Suggestions tending to economic public administration with limitation on 
possible gross costs of public service were advanced, and on motion, the Road Com-
mission was directed to address this communication to the Board • 

There are now in the County a considerable number of persons living on 
outlying or isolated tracts of land. To provide roads, schools, and other public 
services for these people, in many instances, requires expenditure of public funds out 
of proportion to the economic return to the County accruing from the production, and 
the residency of these people on these lands. Many of them are on lands acquired by 
homestead, or at nominal cost, and are of sub marginal character. Many of the res-
idents are consequently receiving relief at public expense, and it is deemed improbabl 
that many of these will ever be on a self supporting basis if they remain on these 
lands. 

At the present time the Road Commission is supplying snow plow service on 
591 miles of road, or approximately a twenty-five per cent overload for the available 
equipment, and necessitating delayed service to a portion of the county at all times. 
Data in the road office indicates that this plow service would need to be extended 114 
additional miles, to give service to the known residents in the various parts of the 
county, on side or lateral roads who may now properly request this service. Most of 
this additional mileage of road will have to be rebuilt before maintenance service can 
be supplied at reasonable cost. A considerable percentage of the territory traversed 
by such roads is not properly agricultural and it is probable that such public service 
are not economically justified. 

The tendency for persons to move onto these 
which may be acquired at slight expense, continues, and 
public funds to accommodate those moving on these lands 
usually ultimately result in costs for roads, increased 
transportation, and costs for relief. 
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Marquette County has a large land area which may be acquired at small ex-
pense, and which constitutes a potential source for large uneconomic expenditure of 
public funds for public services, which may under existing laws and conditions be 
equitably requested by persons moving onto these lands. There are also very consider-
able areas of good lands where settlement might profitably be encouraged, and where 
public services can be supplied with economic justification. _ 

It would appear that Marquette County might properly be divided into areas 
or zones, in 'Which the County would supply all the public services expected at public 
expense, other areas or zones where certain, or limited services would be supplied, and 
still others where no public moneys would be expended, and that determination of such 
areas could be official, published, and settlement of improper areas stopped at the 
present point, and thereby limit the potential demand on public funds to projects which 
are economically justifiable. 

It is recommended that a corm:nittee be formed to study all matters pertain-
ing to these suggestions, to investigate existing legislation pertaining to the same, 
to recommend needed legislation to make some such plan effective, and to make specific 
recommendations to the Marquette County Board of Supervisors in the matter.

a zoning law which has been adopted by several counties. All reports from Wisconsin 
show the desirability of this move. 

~he report from the Attorney General indicates that enabling legislation 
is required before successful progress can be made in such a program • 

There are two bills before the Legislature at the present time. No copie3 
of these have yet been received. 

We recommend, that your committee be authorized to send communication to 
the members of the State Legislature urging passage of legislation permitting the 
limitation of land and building use, similar in character to the system now practiced 
in Wisconsin, and to send communication to the counties of the Upper Peninsula of 
Michigan and of the Northern part of the Southern Peninsula, explaining the move being 
taken by this county and urging their earnest comsideration.

Gentlemen:-- Your Committee on Buildings, Grounds and Insurance made their final inspec-
tion for the year on August 15th and 16th, 1934. They were accompanied on this inspec-
tion by K. I. Sawyer, Superintendent of the County Road Commission, Frank L. Derm.y, 
Deputy County Treasurer and Bernard York of the North Michigan Insurance Agency. Messrs. 
Denny and York were invited to attend this inspection so that they might gather info:ma-
tion relative to the situation and construction of the County buildings for the purpose 
of formulating reports in compliance with recommendations made by your Insurance Com-
mittee. We first visited the County Road properties at Ishpeming and then motored to 
Champion Beach. After lunch we motored to Morgan Heights. The following day we visited 
the Fair Grounds, Court House and Jail and finally the Infirmary where the party was 
served dinner by Mr. And Mrs. Leonard Morrison, caretakers. We found all of the build-
ings and grounds in first-class shape, with the exception of the Morgan Heights grounds, 
which were undergoing improvements . We were assured by the Trustees that these grounds 
would also be put in first-class condition, in keeping with the rest of the County pro-
perties.

Sirs : l\!arquette County has large areas not suited for agriculture, and other areas 
which may properly be utilized for agriculture . 

The present economic condition has created a tendency for persons to move onto 
lands unsuited for use and may of them isolated and remote from existing settlement 
hich may be had at very little first cost . This is creating a need for roads and 

schools at public expense and in many instances an early demand for relief . 

To pay for such services is uneconomic and under the present statutes impossible , 
and to pay for the same is not in the interest of the public v:elfare . 

There are two bills , namely, House Bill 302, introduced by Representative O' Dell 
and Nichols and Senate Bill Number 248 , introduced by Sena tor Luecke , v1hi ch apparently 
will give the needed control and ultimate relief in the public interest . 

The problem is so acute in this county that the Board of Supervisors has appointed 
this special committee to help in any way possible to accomplish the needed c ontrol and 
the resultant relief from uneconomic expenditure of public funds .

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Children's Unit at Morgan Heights, a sum of 26,138.52. 

For your information I will remind you that a bond issue of $130,000.0) for the construction of this building was authorized at the April election in 1929 and bonds were issued to that amount, and by resolution of this Board ordered sold, as money was needed in order to save accrued interest. This County sold 100,000.00 worth of bonds. During the planning and construction of this building bills were paid for architect's fees and other expenses, to the amount of 26,138.52 from the General Fund of the County. 

The remaining $30,000.00 worth of bonds is still in the hands of the County. These are long term bonds running to January 1942 and if they had been sold when the bond issue was put on sale would have cost the County $18 ,585.13 in interest to maturity, which the Board of Supervisors and County Officers considered worth saving. This - 26,138.52 is standing as a charge against the Children's Unit and shoul be cancelled by resolution of the Board, and I respectfully request that you refer this matter to the proper committee in order to have this matter taken care of before the next audit is made.

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To the Honorable Board of Supervisors: 

The agricultural committee met in the county agricultural agent's office 
on Monday, May 6, to discuss the problem of grasshopper eradication. 

The federal government has promised to give the county 124 tons of bran 

28.o 

and e nough calcium arsenate to make up 248 tons of poison bait providing the county 
buys the molasses, banana oil and salt. This is five times as much poison as used 
in 1934. The federal government claims this is the last year for free bran and 
poison and hopes the county will make a clean-up this year. 

The committee believes $1,000, which has been appropriated, will take care 
of the cost of molasses, banana oil and salt, but will not allow for unloading, 
storage, nor distribution of poison material, nor will it pay for supervision or 
distribution of poison bait on State and company cut over land. 

We would like to ask the County Road Commission to distribute the material 
for making bait, as they have done in previous years. We are asking each supervisor 
to supervise the work in his township. ,e will undoubtedly need added money to pay 
for mixing bait and spreading on cut over land not owned by farmers. We may need 
an additional $500 , but will not spend it unless absolutely needed. Therefore, we 
ask for an additional $500 from the General Fund to be used if needed in grasshopper 
eradication work .

Your Budget and Executive Committee to whom was referred the question of studying 
the necessity and desirability of appointing an Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, beg to 
advise that the Committee spent considerable time with the Prosecuting Attorney on July 
15th, at which meeting he submitted a ve-ry complete report outlining the situation. After 
considerable discussion, however, the committee decided that this question was of such 
importance that they beg to ask the Board for an extension of time before making a def-
inite decision. 

The Committee also took up the matter of the unsold Morgan Heights Children's Unit 
bonds referred to it for consideration, and we respectfully offer the following resol-
ution and move its adoption. 

"WHEREAS, the Board ot Supervisors of this County at a meeting held on the 22nd day 
of May, 1929, duly authorized and directed the execution and sale of its negotiable 
bonds to the amount of $130,000.00, the proceeds thereof to be used in the construction 
of the Children's Unit at Morgan Heights in this County, and 

WHERJUS, the total amount of bonds so authorized was duly executed, but bonds to 
the amount of only 100,000 were sold end delivered, the balance of $30,000 still being 
in the hands of the Treasurer of this County, and 

WHEREAS, there was required for the completion of said Unit, over and above th 
amount realized from the bonds so sold, the sum of $26,138.52, which sum was paid out 
of the General Funds of this County, and

WHEREAS, the purpose for which all of said bonds were so authorized to be sold has 
been fully met and it is now deemed advisable that the bonds on hand as aforesaid, an4 
which are negotiable, by delivery, be cancelled: 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED that the payment of said sum o:f' $26,138.52 
out of the General Funds of this County be and the same is hereby in all respects ratifie 
and approved and that the charge of that amount against the said Children's l:fni~ as the 
same appears on the books and records of . the Treasurer of this County be cancelled by 
appropriate bookkeeping entries. And BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED that the bonds 
in the amount or 30,000.00 in the hands of the Treasurer as aforesaid, be cancelled by 
said Treasurer in the presence of the Chairman of this Board and of the County Clerk by 
mutilation or otherwise and in such manner as to render subsequent negotiation thereof 
impossible."

nevertheless that all such matters that require an expenditure of money, particularly 
those pertaining to county officers' expenses to attend meetings or conventions, that all 
these communications be referred to the entire Board for consideration. 

Your Committee also recommends to the Board that the County purchase the necessary 
paint for re-paint1ng the walls and floors of the County ;Tail. where that particular work · 
was deemed necessary after an inspection by the Sheriff and the Chairman of this Committee 
It is understood that all of the labor will be provided by the E.R.A. without cost to 
the County.

REPORT OF CONT ACT COMMIT.TEE. 

llr. Chairman:--Upon the invitation of' the Board of Trustees of Morgan Heights 
Sanatorium, your contact committee attended a special meeting of the board at the 
Sanatorium at five P.M., July 17th. 

Mr. Collins, chairman of the board, said that the object of the meeting was to 
inform the Board of Supervisors through your contact committee as to the progress tha 
has been made within the last year in improvements within the several buildings and 
about the grounds. 

) 
The main floor of the adu,lt building has been covered with a very find grade of 

linoleum of a plain brown color. This was done with the idea of making a more sanit-
ary floor condition. The original floor being of hardwood it was ·in a more or less 
worn condition. 

A number of the rooms and halls which were in need of paint have been taken care 
of in this respect with a very pleasing combination of colors. 

Another improvement made within the last year was the widening of the doorways in 
three of the patient rooms in the adult building • 

It was discovered sometime ago that the . three doorways mentioned were more narrow 
than the others and would not perm.it of the moving of cots or beds through them. Ill 
order to move the cots or beds they would have to be taken ape.rt. This change means 
much in the matter of moving patients into or out of the rooms. 

The trustees said that one of the outstanding problems that confronted thElll upon 
their taking over the trusteeship was the matter of fire protection. As most of the 
members of your board know, several of the buildings are of non-fireproof' construction 

Your contact committee feels that this matter has been taken care of in a most 
commendable way. At about the center of the grounds is e. hydrant which takes a two 
inch hose. There are four hundred feet of the 2" hose which will reach to the farth-
est corner of any of the buildings. The power for the pump which is located in an 
underground room is furnished by a gasoline engine, which is tested daily. Water is 
pumped from a well which will furnish e.n adequate supply. We were given a demonstra-
tion to show that the apparatus will throw a stream over any of the buildings and this 
can be done in a very few minutes. 

In addition to this so called auxilia17 there is a standard size hydrant within 
a few feet of the 2 inch one. Thia hydrant is supplied with water from Morgan creek, 
which runs close to highway M 28, in front of the sanatorium property. Within a few 
feet of the creek, which carries a very substantial flow of water, is a sump which :la 
a box-like structure built of logs and covered with planking. There is a door in the 
covering to allow the hose to be put into the water. 

The sump is seven feet square with a depth of seven feet of water and is directly 
connected with the creek, assuring a continuous supply or water. 

A standard size pipe runs from the sump underground at an average depth of four 
feet, connecting with the hydrant on the grounds. 

The arrangement has been made whereby in case of fire, the Negaunee or Ishpeming 
fire department would be called and their pumping engine brought to the sump and 
connected up with the pipe leading to the hydrant on the grounds. The trustees are 
assured that within twenty minutes of the time that the department would be called the 
would have water playing on the fire with this apparatus. In the meantime, while 
getting this main service working, the auxiliary two inch hose would be giving ·servi • 

A one and one-half inch fire hose has been installed in the nurses' quarters, als 
in the doctor's home. 

· The roof of the boiler house is 1n need of repair, it being in• l$a,ky condition. 
The outside of the building has a shabby appearance and does not harmonize with the 
surrounding property. The trustees have given this consideration and hope to have so 
much needed changed made as soon as same can be taken care of. 

To the South of the main buildings the underbrush has been removed back for a 
distance of probably two hundred feet. This has improved the appearance of the tree 
growth in that vicinity. The grounds on the North side have been cleared ot several 
coops and sheds and look much better than before this was done. 

In the basement where the steel ceiling was exposed, this bas been plastered to 
conform with the fire underwriters' recruirements. 

A room in the basement has beam equipped for the purpose of a mortuary and for 
conducting post mortem examinations. The trustees informed your committee that this 
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is one of the requirements in being on the accredited list or sanatoriums. 

The labor cost connected with the work that has been done, with the 
exception of supervision, was taken care of through F.E.R.A. 

There are other items of work in connection with the improvement or 
the grounds which the trustees are desirous of accomplishing. One is further removal 
or underbrush, and also the construction of a suitable archway at the entrace to the 
grounds from highway M 28. 

At the conclusion of the meeting your committee and the trustees 
were served a very delightful supper. 

It is the opinion of your committee that much has been accomplished 
1n the way of improvements within the sanatorium and about the grounds.

We recommend that the natter of regulating land use, or zoning, be again 
considered to the end that persons buying property will then have an official source of 
information as to services which may be expected and control may be had on the prospec-
tive demands for services at public expense.

The road probably referred to is County Road 553, extending from the County

air line which will give Marquette City connection, seventeen miles in length, to 
ittle Lake and thence via M-35 to Escanaba, as well as serving Sands Township with a 
ain highway. This road in no way conflicts with or replaces County Road EL, which runs 
etween Gwinn and County Road 553 in the vicinity of Plains crossing, and which is the 
ine of traffic between Sands and Gwinn. These two roads are for entirely different flows 
f traffic and not in conflict, so far as we can see, and the only possible question 

·nvolved is as to priority of improvement. 

The traffic involved on the questioned route now flows Little Lake via 
arlshend to Marquette and traffic via Gwinn now flows over M-35, a hard surfaced road.

These appear to be the conditions. 

That the resolutions as tendered by N..r. Sparks cannot be signed for the 
reason that they pledge the gasoline and weight tax monies which are already allocated 
to certain definite purposes, including the payment of principal and interest on bonds. 

That the resources of the County Road Commission would not permit the 
purchase of these rights of way from County Road Funds because of the large obligation 
now placed on the County Road Commission through the handling of the McNitt Roads, the 
adoption of which has been consummated in advance of the State requirements at the re-
quest of your Board, and because of the fact that the County Road Commission is anti-
cipating co-operation with the Works Progress Administration on behalf of County Roads. 

It appears that there is a vital question in the interest of the County 
involved, there is the matter of policy as to whether the assistance requested should 
be granted the State Highway Department, and if so granted, there is the matter of 
procedure by which it should be granted . 

It is the feeling of the Board of County Road Commissioners that these are 
matters entirely within the jurisdiction of the Board of Supervisors, and this commun-
ication is addressed to you to call the matter to your attention, and to emphasize the 
importance of early action thereon.

Gentlemen:- In the matter of various petitions and communications referred to the 
Committee on County Roads and Bridges and the Board of County Road Commissioners. 

Your Committee, with the County Road Commission, met on July 25, 1935 and 
viewed the sites of various roads in Humboldt Township and also met in business 
session and heard Mr. B.B. Balkema, Project Engineer, for the Works Progress Adminis-
tration in this territory, and considered at length a proposition of applying to the 
Works Progress Administration for a large project for improvement to, farm to market, 
or secondary roads now in the County Road System. 

The County Road Commission at this meeting decided to apply for this pro-
ject and the Committee concurred in the action taken. 

The Committee again met on August 21, 1935 and viewed the sites referred 
to in petitions in Forsyth, Chocolay and Sands Townships and then met in business 
session. 

We report that the application to the Works Progress Administration as 
made by the Board of County Road Commissioners above mentioned, includes a large number 
of projects scattered in all parts of the County and contemplates the improvement of 
these roads with labor to be furnished by the Federal Government under the Works Pro-
gress Administration, with the Board of County Road Commissioners acting as sponsor of 
the project, contributing their own services, and equipment, and with the Federal 
Government contributing some materials, and supplies, and equipment. The project is 
well planned to meet the relief labor needs of the County and to furnish much needed 
road improvements scattered throughout the County which would not be otherwise avail-
able or possible of construction from present County finances. 

Relative to petition from James Torreano and others pertaining to con-
struction of the Big and Little Shag Lake Roads. 

The improvement mentioned in this petition is included in the application 
to the Works Progress Administration and this appears to be the only way to handle the 
job at this time. It is hoped and expected that these roads will be improved under the 
project. 

Relative to petition from Matt Mackey and others relative to work in 
Humboldt Township. 

We find that the Hinsula and Luoma Roads are included for reconstruction 
and that the bridge at Mustamaa's is also included in the above mentioned application, 
and it is also hoped and expected that this work will be undertaken under the Works 
Progress dministration program.

Gentlemen:--Your Committee on County Parks and the Board of County Park Trustees met on 
August 14, 1935 and viewed the Gwinn Park, the Champion Beach Park, and the Marquette Couity 
Airport, between Negaunee and Marquette, and the Ishpeming Intermediate Landing Field, in 
the vicinity of Dexter. 

We found the Parks in good condition and being utilized very generally by the 
publie. The attendance at Champion Beach Park shows a considerable increase in both day 
visitors and campers over the preceding year. Both Parks are properly manned and are 
kept in good condition and the customary facilities are all being provided. 

The camping attendance at Champion Beach Park has been running over 50 tents 
or upwards of 150 to 200 people per night. Day attendance reached 6500 one day and large 
attendance days are occurring frequently. The life guard service has had more than the 
usual requirements placed on it during the summer and has made three rescues which would 
probably have beern fatal had they not been in attendance. 

We found well constructed landing areas in both the County and the Dexter 
airports and while they were not mowed at the date of attendance we found that mowing 
had beern arranged for and would be attended to. There was one airship at the County port 
when we were in attendance. Je learned that ships were calling quite frequently at this 
airport and that the calling ships are very much discommoded by the inability to secure 
gasoline and oil service, and storage on either fiel~. 

We wish to commend the service and recommend continuing the anriual appropria-
tion for the conduct of these Parks and airports.
