We find that the work re quested in this petition is included in the Vl .P.A. 

program, that it is now in progress e.nd that it will be kept in progress as long as the 
truck situation in the welfare relief program per mi ts the same. This job is in the W .P .A 
program which is now being completed and is al so in the program which will supersede the 
sane. 

That the roads in Wells Township are really in surprisingly good condition 
considering Jthe short time since the Comnission took them over and that very material 
progress has been made in their improvement and at the present time there are more trucks 
on this job in proportion to relief load than the average condition in the County. 

In the matt er of petition fran Clarence Peterson and others relative to the 
Bengston Road. 

We find that this road is also included in the W.P.A. program and that the 
County bas made some negotiations concerning rights of way with the owner of the land; 
that the existing road is on a very narrow right of way and that the carrying out of this 
project will depend on securing additional rights of way, and that this road will be con-
structed if this right of way is secured. The Comnission is proceeding in accordance wit 

• the code heretofore adopted in the right of way matter. 

In the natter of ccmmunication from the Board of County Road Commissioners 
relative to - certain phases of McNitt Road improvements under the McNitt Law, very lengthy 
discussion was had. 

Your Conmittee feel that this is so important that we request further time to 
report on this matter.

Your Committee _recommends that thi 
request be denied, and fm-ther, that the attorneys using the County Law Library observe 
the regular Court House hours, and only in special instances where it is absolutely nec-
essary for an attorney who has to m.ke use of the library in the evening or on holidays, 
that he first secure :per miss ion from the custodian of the building. Your Com:ni ttee is 
reconmending the denial of the request for $300.00 far library stacks because of the fact 
that the County is going to furnish heat, light and janitor services, and further, be-
cause the County Bar Association will be allowed the me of the room formerly occupies by 
the Prosecuting Attorney rend free. 
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We understand that the ammmt asked for stacks represents the yearly rental formerly paid by the Bar Association for the quarters occupied in the Ma.sonic Building.

In making such hearings testimony was heard from all citizens who appeared at each of them and desired to make representa-tions. 
A tentative zoning ordinance and map was considered at each of these hearings and record kept of all statements nade in such hearings relative to same • 
In addition. your Committee met with representatives of the Federal Government and State Departments having to do with land use natters. 
Subsequent to all these hearings your Committee has prepared a revised ordin-ance and caused a revised map showing the zoning of the county for land use to be pre-pared. 
All preliminary work is now can.plete and the matter is in such shape that the in coming Planning Conmittee may start forthwith to take the statutory steps remaining to make this plan effective. 
There remains to be done: 
Giving statutory notice of and holding one hearing in the county as is pro-vided by statute. 
Submission of the ordinance with ace anpanying zoning nap to the Board of Su-pervisors for enactroont. 
Approval of the ordinance and zoning mp by the State Planning Committee afte it has been passed by the Board of Supervisors.

Supervisor Perring addressed the Board and asked Supervisor Nightingale about the great relief costs as shown by the Auiiting report. Supervisor Nightingale said the costs were authorized by the Judge of Probate and agreed with Super-visor Perring that the relief' load was ma.int ing every DDn th and that the Judge of Probate was anxious to cooperate. 

At this point Supervisor Stakel addressed the Board and state that while the County was in a heal thy condition at the present time, he felt fearful for the future unless some action was taken to reduce the load. He stated that somewhat sim-ilar conditions existed in 1931 and 1932 and that cooperative· action by all agencies con-cerned at that time reduced the costs appreciably. Supervisor Stakel thereupon moved that the Budget and Executive Coillllittee be empowered to meet with the Judge of Probate, the County Welfare Agent, the Poor Coillllission, the Emergency Relief Administration and other gencies to work out a solution to the problem. Motion was supported by Supervisor Nigh-ingale and unanimously carried. 

The appointment of Mr. R. s. Archibald to the Marquette Coun oad Comnission, laid on the table for a month at the last meeting, was brought to the 
attention of the Board by Supervisor Nightingale. He moved that Mr. Archibald be elected to succeed himself for the ensuing three years • . Supported by Supervisor Danielson and carried. 

Supervisor Jernstad addressed the Board and suggested that th Board do something to replace the markers honoring departed service men that are now alon our highways. He stated they were in poor condition and needed replace~lfmt. At meetings to be held jointly with the Conn:nittee, or sep-arately by the various departments and officials themselves, it was hoped that efforts would be made to eliminate as much County expense as possible. 
Your Cormnittee is nC111 prepared to report that they and the various departments and officials have discussed the various phases of the welfare and relief problems jointly with the Old Ase Assistance Bureau, the County Emergency Relief Adminis-tration Co:r.::n:nission, the County Poor Con:mission, ·tne Probate Judge and the County Welfare Agent, on two different occasions. The Poor Co:ranission, the Probate Judge and the County Welfare Agent have also held separate meetings, resulting in plans having already been put into effect that should decrease County expenditures. 
The Probate Judge contacted the Alger-Marquette County Medical Society with reference to the Adult Afflicted and the Juvenile Afflicted cases, and as a result, a Medical Filter Board composed of eight physicians and surgeons, with Dr. c. N. Bottum as Chairman, is now functioning in this County. The purpose or this group is to have indigent hospital operative cases cared for locally whenever possible hy turning them over to the County Poor Commission to be hospitalized at rates agreed upon by the Medical Society and the County Poor Commission. .~ 
The County Welfare Agent and .the Poor Comnission have also agreed on a procedure that is mutually satisfactory, for the purchase of clothing for the wards of the Probate Court. Your Committee has not as yet worked out all the details in connect ion with the neglected children cases, but the plans for the first step, the purchase of suitable clothing have been mutually agreed upon by the County Welfare Agent, the Judge of Probate and the County Poor Com:iission. 
Your Committee also met with the Old Age Assistance Bureau regard-

ing the transfer from E.R.A. rolls of relief clients eligible to Old Age Assistance, re-sulting in bringing this natter to the attention of officials in charge of the Central Bureau at Lansing, and a letter from the Bureau will be read at this meeting of the Board of Supervisors. 
Your Co:mmi ttee has not gone into all the phases that we hoped to cover in our investigation of the relief problem, and we request permission to continue to 

meet officials and departments as long as the eioorgency exists, in an effort to promote a

co-operative spirit between all of the officials and departments to the end that the fund 
available will be used for the best interests of all concerned. 

Your Committee wishes to comnend the various 'intereated partie 
contacted for their open mindedness and willingness to give up their statutory rights in 
an effort to co-operate with the Comnittee and mke appreciable savings for the County.

Dear Mr. Wiseman:-- At the last meeting of the Board of Supervisors the complaint of Henry Lewke, of Chocolay Township, regarding a log jam in the Chocolay River, was referre to your Committee, to the County Road Coil'Dil.ission, and to me for consideration. I have looked into the legal aspects of the si mation and beg to advise you as follows: 
There are several penal statutes which provide for the criminal prosecution of known persons who cause obstructicns in the streams. Inasmuch as it is my understanding that the present log jam is of long standing, and it is not known what per-son or persons are responsible for it, apparently these penal statutes will not solve the problem. 
Secticn 1143 of the Compiled Laws of 1929 provides as follows: 
"Every such Board of Supervisors shall have power ,within their re-spective com.ties, to permit or prohibit the construction of any dam or bridge over or across any navigable stream. They shall also have power to provide for the rec.oval of any obstructicn arising from the erection of booms, or collecting of logs or rafts in such streams by any individwl, and to direct the time in which, and places where, persons having logs, rafts and boats in such streams shall be allowed to remain, and when the same shall be remo1ved, and may impose such penal ties as they deem necessary to enforce such reg ations, and authorize the sheriffs, or other deputies, to carry into effect the regula-ions made under the provisions of this act." 
A practically similar provision is found at Section 4525 of the ompiled Laws of 1929. Section 1143 was passed in 1851, and Section 4525, in 1925, which a_s, in turn, a re-enactment of Act 283 of the Public Acts of 1909. 
In Gainer vs. Nelson {1907) 147 Mich. 113 the Supreme Court had ccasion to interpret Section 1143. It was held in that case that the law did not confer n the Board of Supervisors au1hority to renove obstructions, such as logs, which had exis ed for a long time. They also questioned that it gave the Board au1hority to renove logs hich had casually accumulated, pointing out that the statute read:''***collecting of logs • r rafts in such streaim by any indi vidwl ***'' 
On Page 116 the Supreme Court stated as fallows: 
"It was not contemplated that the Board should engage in removing bstacles to free navigation which had existed for half a century. On the contrary, the egulation of the use of the stream by removing obstructions concurrently created was con-emplated." 
Both statutes refer to navigable streams. There may also be con iderable questicn whether the Chocolay River at that point \\Ould be deemed to be a navig-ble stream. I do not pass on that question, however, because I am not familiar with the conditions at that point. 
It is my unders·tanding that these logs have accumulated over a long period of yea.rs, and that no one individual is known to have been responsible for th accumulatiai. If this is a fact, it is my opinion that the Board of Supervisors has no power or authority or jurisdiction over the question whatever. 
While I was studying this question, I endeavored to find some oth r govern.mental agency under whose jurisdiction this questicn might fall, but I beg to report that I was unable to detemine just whose responsibility this problem would be. 
I am forwarding a copy of this opinion to Mr. J. I. Sawyer, of the County Road Conmission.

Our big problem, of course, is State Aid. Up to August 31st (11 Months) this had 
amounted to $37,087.50 which on the basis of average would be $40,451.82 for the year.

On the other hand, prior to the 
recent special session of the Legislature the question ot changing the a.mount ·of State 
was being considered. Representative Sundstrom has reported that ·nothing was finally 
done about it, but naturally, we are fearful, that the 1939 Legislature may take some 
action. However, that is a bridge we must cross when we reach it. 

The item of' permanent improvements and contingencies has been analyzed very care-
fully and we believe that all of the money placed in that category is going to be need-
ed.

Your Committee also wishes it clearly 
understood that the amount of $4500.00 allowed the Prosecuting Attorney's office 
covers the Attorney's salary for a year, clerk hire, -and all office expences. 

The amount of i850.00 set up in the budget for the County Welfare Agent's 
department, be i ntended as a donation for maintaining and taking care of clerk 
hire in this particular office, and v~ have been informed by the Prosecuting Attor-
ney that we are under no obligation legally to assume any clerk hire or office, ex-
pense for the Welfare Departments office. Because of that fact, we recommend that 
the County Officers payroll does not include the name of the clerk that is or may 
be employed in t his particular office.

/The following report by Supervisor Stakel, Chairman of the Finance and Taxation Committee apprising the Board of the present County financial posi-tion was read by Supervisor Stakel. 

To the Honorable Board of Supervisors, 
Marquette, Mich., Feb. 16, 1939. 

Marquette County, Michigan. 
Gentlemen:-- The chairman of the Finance Committee wishes to call the Board's attention to the fact that the general fund expenditures made so far for the present county fiscal year ~re exceeding the budget. On October 10, 1938, the county board adopted a budget which contemplated a general fund expenditure of $23600 monthly. The actual expenditures approved of -by the Board for the five months period beginning September 1938 actually av-eraged $26243 per month. An itemized statement, a copy of which accompanies this report shows th~t the_expenditures for the general county government, with the exception of the' extraordinary item of $1631 .22 for the Juvenile Detention Home, exceeds the budget by o~ly $1?0 , which is a very good record for the first four months of the present county 
fiscal year. The Welfare and Relief funds, however, have been overdrawn by the amount of 
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$18538.99 for the five month period. The Poor fund is over by the amount of $4530.96. Th 
ERA contribution exceeds the budget by $8422.46, and the Neglected Children's fund is ove 
$1643 .04. The State Institutions' and Public Charges' Fund exceeds the budget by 
$3865 .52. 

Because of the fact that the general fund of the county shows 
a debit balance of $18? .92 as of January 15, 1939, it makes it necessary for the county to economize, particularly in the Welfare and Relief expenditures, in order to prevent the 
county fund, after the 1938 taxes are credited tD it, from being entirely depleted by Oct-
ober 1, 1939. 

The administrator of the county ERA has already sensed the sit-
uation, and beginning with February 1 the Budget and Executive committee has agreed with 
the administrator that the county can no longer contribute money on the 60-40 basis. It is con~emplated that beginning February 1 the county assume only approximately one-third of all ·the ERA expenditures. If we had been able to make contributions on that basis be-ginning September 1938, we would have made a saving or would have cut dovm. the deficit by approximately $800 per month in the ERA expenditures. Further, because the county was assuming 40% of all the ERA expenditures, which includes general relief, the ADC cases, the AB ~ases, and 40% of all the administrative costs, it didn't matter that the adminis-trative, costs were allocated under the three subdivisions just mentioned. If, however, the administrative costs, which run around $1800 per month, were allocated by the general relief, ADC, and the AB cases, then the county could reduce the contribution to the ERA by approximately another $300 per month. If the ERA expenditures for the next seven months average as high as the ~ast five months, under the new plan of allocating expendi-tures on the 2/3-1/3 basis, the county under the present fiscal year would reduce its ERA contribution by approximately $12000 . If some plan could be devised for reducing the ex-
penditures made by the Poor Comm.ission, the County Welfare Agent, and the Judge of Probate we might save enough money to keep the county solvent up until the time the 1939 taxes come in~ With this thought in mind the Budget and Executive Committee would plan to have the heads of all the various relief agencies meet with the committee the latter part of this month in order to put the problem squarely be~ore each department. Some of these departm~nts have cooperated with the county board 100%, but other departments unfortunatel have not, and it would be the aim of the committee to bring every department in line with the economy program. · · 

The Budget and Executive Committee, after considering the ques-ion raised by the County Welfare Agent vvith reference to the feeble-minded wards of the robate Court that would have to be sent to an accredited private institution because the state institutions are filled to capacity, recommend that in view of the fact that the 
demands of all of our welfare funds are exceeding the budget and because this extra expens , hich at the outset would amount to $300 per month, might be increased in the near future, hat the deficit for all welfare and relief departments be calculated as closely as possi le or the ·balance of the fiscal year. Furthermore, in view of the large deficits, your Bud-et and Executive Conn:nittee believe that we cannot take on other relief and welfare expen-itures which would increase an already large deficit. The chairman of the Finance CoIIllllit ee urther pointed out that because of the extraordinary expenses made by the board of super-isors within the past year, as for instance the transferring of $41683 .42 to the Road Com ission for the purchase of much needed equipment, and because of the extraordinary expen-es assumed by the building of the new Juvenile Detentio~ ~ome, the county is not able to eep enough funds intact for a ·1ong enough period of time to receive interest on certifica es f deposit. These · certificates run for a minimum of six months. 

With reference to the resolutions from other county boards re-arding the distribution of the proposed $15 ,000,000 by the state to the various counties or relief on a population basis, Marquette County for the last state fiscal year running rom July 1, 193? to June 30, 1938, would have received $135 ,000 as a contribution to the RA. For the information of the board we wish to point out that Marquette County only re-eived $65592 .29. With the county putting out $56880 it is evident that if the relief oney were distributed on the population basis we would have received twice as much as we 
ctually did receive from the state. If, however, the $15 ,0PQ,OOO is distributed on the 0-40-20 basis, .which means 40% or $6 ,000,000 to be allocated on the population basis, other 40% or $6 ,000,000 to be distributed on an average three year case load basis with he last 20% going into an equalization fund to be distributed somewhat as the equalizatio und under the Thatcher-Saur act for school distriets, then Marquette County would receive 100,248.20, based on the data for July 1, 1937 to June 30, 1938, which is approximately 34650 in excess of the actual state grant received. It should be clear to the board that Marquette County would get more relief money on a population basis, but further, it shoul also be clear to the board that it is not a fair method for distributing relief funds, 
because it does not take into account the resources of the county, it does not take into account the case load nor the ' needs of the county. It might also be pointed out that there are only three counties in northern Michigan that have apparently played ball with 
the state ERA, those counties being Chippewa., Menominee, and Marquette .

Gentlemen: --At a meeting of the Board of County Road Commissioners held on April 11th, 
1939 the writer was instructed to write you on the following matter: 

There has been a bill introduced in the Legislature known as House Bill 463 
which will repeal Act 1 of the Extra Session of 1937. This Act 1, being the Act, which 
appropriates $200 ,000 from the General Fund for snow removal. 

The terms of this Act 1, which it is now proposed to repeal, provides this 
sum of money to be divided among those Counties having more than 60 inches of snow in any 
one year , and proportionally to the snow fall and mileage of roads in such Counties. Unde 
this bill Marquette County received $12,085.37 in 1937 and $10 ,438.13 in 1938. 

The money available to the Commission is now so limited that any curtailment 
in the revenues received by the Commission must be offset by decrease in services given by 
the Commission, and in round numbers, if this House Bill 463 is passed and the snow plow-
ing revenue cut, it may be anticipated that the County Road Commission will have to reduce 
heir snow plow schedule by about 100 miles of road, or secure equal funds for thi"s pur-
ose from a source which is not known. 

The Road Commission feel that this should be brought to the attention of your 
oard and your Board requested to take such action as you may see fit, and with the furthe 
.ecommendation that passage of this House Bill 463 be opposed.

"Relative to appropriations which may legally be made by the 

board of supervisors we call your attention to a r.ecent ruling by the Attorney General ' s 
department which states: 

' Money may not be raised by taxes to aid a private 
enterprise . Under Section 11 , Article 8 of the Constitution , the power 
granted to counties to appropriate money for the construction and main-
tenance or assistance of public and charitable hospitals is limited to 
those institutions only where persons suffering from contagious or in-
fectious diseases are treated . The Starr CornP1.onwealth is not a charitable 
hospital for the treatment of persons suffeFing from contagious or 
infectious diseases ; hence, public funds cannot be appropriated to such 
~nstitutions . It follows that Act No . 46 , P . A. of 1925 , insofar as it 
attempts to authorize such appropriations, is unconstitutional .' 

Appro~riations made by your county to the Goodwill Farm of $300 . 00, Holy Family Orphans Hone $500. 00 and Hichigan Children ' s Aid Society $300 . 00 are, in our opinion , covered by 
the above ruling . "

Gentlemen:--Your Connnittee on Buildings, Grounds and Insurance met at the office of the 
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County Clerk on Saturday, June 10, 1939, at 2:00 o'clock p.m. to discuss certain matters 
referred to this Committee, and beg leave to submit the following report: 

In the matter of the Court House grounds, it is our 
opinion that the grounds are now in splendid shape and we believe they should be kept up 
in the same manner according to the recommendation of Mr. L. R. Walker, the County Agri-
cultural Agent. Some fertilizer should be applied and also a certain amount of work mus 
be done this fall. We recommend an expertditure of not to exceed $40.00 to keep up the 
Court House grounds in their present beautiful condition. 

We have also authorized the Clerk to purchase a new 
flag for the staff in the Court yard to replace the one now in use. The present flag is 
in a deplorable condition and much comment and complaint has been heard about its condi-
tion. 

In the matter of the renovation of the walls and 
ceilings in the Jail which are in a very bad condition. After a survey of the Jail we 
find that ~he estimate for the proposed work would be $105.00 for plastering with Medusa 
cement. The present plaster will be torn off by prison labor. This is the only solu-
tion for the problem in our opinion and we recommend that same be done. 

The Clerk has apprised us of the fact that complaints 
ave been received about the present matting which is possibly one inch thick on the ins de 

steps of the Court HousP,. A few people have fallen on these mats and to check the possi 
bility of . any law suits we recommend replacing the present mats with a low flat rubber 
mat cemented to the step. We have had not prices on this item but the cost should be 
negligible, keeping in mind the immediate need for forestalling any embarrassing liti-
gation • 

In the matter of the heating plan.t in the Court House. 
After a survey we find that the air line valves are in a bad condition which ultimately 
results in loss of efficiency to the plant. Mr. E. C. Anderson, local plumber, has 
surveyed the plant and his recommendations are contained in the attached letter. The 
bid, submitted by M. E. C. Anderson for renewing the present 93 radiators with all new 
air line metal sylphon valves is #320.00.

We recommend the installation of the aforesaid valves 
and we feel sure such an expenditure will ultimately save the County the initial cost 
plus a continued saving in fuel cost.

"It is my considered opinion that there is no legal duty on the part 
of Marquette County to furnish the County Welfare Agent with a clerk, 
or to provide telephone service, stationery, etc., for this particular 
office. There are several different statutes touching on the appoint-
ment, compensation and duties of the Welfare Agent, but in none of them 
am I able to find any expressed or implied requirement that the counties 
shall make provision for the above mentioned expenses.''

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In vi w of the fore going., and Vlhereas the funds al-
located to the County Uelfare Agent's office at the last Annual Meeting of the Board 
of Supervisors has been exhausted, and 

WHEREAS the County Welfare Agent is not a County Of-
ficer in the sense of the other county fficers elected by the people of the County, or 
appointed by the Board, an ~ 

WIIB:REAS we have no jurisdiction over this office, and 
WHEREAS the Prosecutor has rendered an opinion that 

the County Board is in no way required to assume any expense in connection with this 
office, we recommend that the petition of the Welfare Agent be denied, but we suggest 
that with the co-operation of the County Commissioner of Schools and the Agricultural 
Agent, that the spare trime of the two stenographers ·n these departments be orfered 
to the 'felfare Agent, to be used in his office when the School Commissioner and the 
Agricultural Agent are able to release them for certain temporary periods during the 
month. 

i SECOND: '!Ii th reference to the communication from the 
Daily Mining Journal regarding the purchasing of a full-page advertisement for the 
Ishpeming Home Coming edition to be published on June 20th, the Committee wishes to 
report that in view of the fact that we were given power to act, we wish to report to 
the Board that we did not authorize the printing of t :1 is advertisement because of the 
following reasons. The Attorney General's opinion regard~ng appropriations to private 
enterprises such as the Good Will Farm, Holy Family Orphanage and Michigan Children's 
Aid Society, may be construed to apply to the Marquette ,fining Journal, and we believe 
it inconsistent to appropriate money to the above mentioned publication, particularly 
after denying the request of the Spanish-American War veterans for an appropriation. 
Further, the Prosecutor advised the Committee that the Board may not run an advertisement 
solely for the benefit of the Ishpeming Home-Coming, and further, because we had not 
made or provided for such an appropriation at the Annual leeting o the Board of Super-
visors, there is a question that it may legally be done at this particular time, and 
your Committee therefore did not authorize the printing of this advertisement. 

TIDRD: After considering all angles with reference 
to the subject matter in the letter from the Marquette County Agricultural Society asking 
for an appropriation of $2 ,468.00 to equip the Fair Grounds as outlined in their letter 
we recommend to the ·Board that this appropriation be approved of. If, tiowever, a serio~s 
situation develops in the Fall with reference to Relief needs in the County, and if the 
General Fund of the County should be seriously impaired, although, we believe at the mo-
ment, that th~ improvements recommended by the Agricultural Society should be approved 
of, we would also ask the Board to seriously consider the matter of closing the Fair 
Project for a year, or in other words, it might not be possible or advisable to hold a 
Fair in the County in 1940. In order for the Fair to function properly this year, how-
ever, it must be ade uately equipped, and your Budget and Executive Committee believe it 
better to have a good Fair in a year for which an appropriation has be en provided, rather 
than to continue to expect the Fair to function every year with inadequate facilities.

August 11th, 1939 . 

Your Budget and Executive Committee concur in the reco:rnriendation made by the Michigan 
Crippled Children's Commission, and recommend that the County Prosecuting Attorney pre-
pare, and the County Board should pass a suitable resolution for presentation to the 
Legislature, urging that the State appropriation for Afflicted and Crippled Children be 
re- considered, and that sufficient funds be available to carry on the work properly . 

The Budget and Executive Committee also recommend that the Board of Supervisors for 
an experimental period of two months, viz ., August and September, 1939, match funds 
with the State dollar for dollar for Afflicted and Crippled Children . The specific 
amounts to be matched are $361 . 91 each month for the two- month period for Afflicted 
Children , and $217 . 17 each month for the two- month period for Crippled Children . It is 
understood that these are maxim.um. amounts that the County \'.rill be called upon to pay , 
and furthermore , that the State funds be exhausted first, and then, if the need arises , 
that the County funds be drawn upon . 

We further recolllCTend that the Judge of Probate , if he sees fit to act upon our recom-
mendation , that the Administrator of the old E. R. A. Commission , Mr . Fountain , and that 
the Chief Investigator , Mr. E . R. Nelson of the Poor Commission , be contacted in each 
individual case to determine the indigency of the patients . 

We also recommend, if the Judge of Probate sees fit to concur in the recommendation , 
to ask the Marquette Alger County Medical Society to appoint not less than three medi cal 
coordinates living in different parts of the County , whose duty it would be to pass on 
all afflicted and crippled children cases before they are admitted to a hospital at 
State and County expense . 

With reference to the communication from the Michigan Children ' s Aid Society , the 
subject matter of which suggested a possible legal method to enable the Board to author-
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ize the $300.00 appropriation voted to the Michigan Children's Aid Society a 
1938 Annual Meeting , we again refer the Board to the resolution adopted at a regular meet-
ing of the Board of Supervisors held on May l?th, this year, to-wit: "Your Auditing Boar 
recommend that the Board of Supervisors follow the ruling of the Attorney General in re-
gard to appropriations." The appropriations referred to are specifically earmarked by th 
Attorney General, and include the appropriation of the Michigan Children's Aid Society fo 
$300.00. Because of the implications in the Attorney General's ruling, and because of 
the resolution passed by the Board of Supervisors at the May meeting of this year , we 
recommend that the communication be filed.

To the Honorable Chairman and 
County Board of Supervisors: 

Your Special Committee appointed to study and make recommend -
tions in connection with the new so-called Welfare Bills under Senate Enrolled Act No . 13? 
Senate Enrolled Act No . 142 and Senate Enrolled Act No . 162 , respectfully make the follow 
ing recommendations: 

We recornnend that Marq_uette County adopt the dual , rather th 
the integrated system. That means that we believe , because of the size of the County , an 
the magnitude of the work involved, that there should be two executive heads instead of 
one , to guide and to plan and to look after the welfare of the people of the County . ~le 
recommend therefore , that the County Department of Social ~elfare after its organization , 
choose a Director who shall be in charge of all of the Welfare and Relief work in the 
County , other than that which falls under the scope of the Social Security Act, under the 
supervision of the Bureau of Social Aid . The State Social Welfare Commission will appoin 
a Supervisor of the Bureau of Social Aid , because a portion of the funds that he will hav 
charge of are allocated to the County by the State and Federal Government , and the Super-
visor of the Bureau of Social Aid must of necessity be able to ~ualify under the rules an 
regulations established by the Federal Government . 

Since the State Department of Social Uelfare will appoint th 
Supervisor of the Bureau of Social Aid , and having further recommended that the County De-
partrient of Social ~'lelfare appoint a Director to look after the general relief program , 
hospitalization , etc ., we advise that the County Board of Supervisors choose a Policy Mak 
ing Board to be known as the County Department of Social 1'felfare . 

Because of the magnitude of the problems involved , we believe 
and we understand that there are many other counties sharing the same view , that the en-
tire relief program in this County can most ably and properly be looked after by a Com-
mittee of three outstanding citizens of the County . ·re believe that this Board of three 
members , that we choose to call our Policy 1iaking Board , should not include the Director 
of Relief , and the Supervisor of Social Aid , because we feel that this group of three out 
standing citizens should act in an advisory capacity and as directors over the welfare 
work . 

The County Board of Supervisors should clearly understand tha 
once they have chosen their two representatives for the County Department of Social Wel -
fare, one for a period of three year.s , and one for a period of two years , that these two 
individuals together with the person chosen by the State, have the right under the 1Nelf ar 
Act to take charge of all forms of relief , that they can ado~t their ovm rules and regula 
tions providing that they do not conflict vii th the rules ana. regulations r.1ade by ~the Stat 
Department of Social Welfare , and provided again , that no rules or regulations conflict 
with the provisions of the Social Security Act covering that portion of the relief progr 
that will be handled by the Bureau of Social Aid . 

Because of the fact that this new County Department is given 
broad general powers, we believe that the County Board of Social Vlelfare will co-operate 
fully with the County Board of Supervisors if vre choose a Policy Making Board . 

Further , despite the fact that the St ate Welfare Bill does not 
make it mandatory to choose a non- partisan Board , nevertheless , your Committee feels that 
because the State Department of Social Welfare is non- partisan , that the County Board of 
Supervisors should fall in line and also create a non- partisan County Board. 

After the County Departnent of Social 1. /elfare has been organ-
ized, we recor:unend that the Board of Supervisors suggest to them that every effort be made 
in the choosing of the personnel, to avoid duplication of expense . Having recommended the 
adoption of the dual system, we believe, however, that m.axinUI!l economy can be effected if 
the Case ~·fork Departnent, for instance , is so chosen that a case ,,;orker making investiga-
tions for the Director, has the necessary qualifications to make investigations for the 
Supervisor of the Bureau of Social Aid . In other words, we recommend as far as possible , 
that the two departn ents overlap their 9.Ctivities so as to eliminate as much duplic ation 
of field vmrk as possible . 

' le also recomnend that after November 1st, when the nevv setup 
becomes operative, that the Budget and Executive Committee continue to function as they 
have in the past, by having monthly meetings ,ri th the new County Department of Social '.'fel-
fare , and that at these meetings complete statement be presented to the Committee coverin 
exp en di tures for the previous month, and that the Comr1i ttee be em.powered by the Board to 
appropriate monies from the General Fund for relief . This is merely follovli.ng the pro-
cedure that the Budget and Executive Cor:unittee nqw utilizes each month in making appropria 
tions to the Er.1ergency Relief Commission . 

We recommend further , that under Section 46 of the Act, that 
the members of the County Department or County Board of Social Welfare , be re- imbursed for 
necessary traveling expenses, and a rate of $5 . 00 per diem , similar to the rate now paid t 
the Board of Supervisors . In other words , ~5 . 00 per diem , and five cents per mile . 

We recommend further, that in order to get all forms of relie 
and hospitalization under the control of the new County Department of Social Wel'fare, that 
a request be made to the Probate Court to follow the provisions of sub-Sections H. I and 
J of Sections 55 of Senate Act No . 13? . Compliance with this request would make it 
possible to have all investigations pertaining to dependent, neglected and delinquent 
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/-pprthermore . a reguest from the Probate Court to the new Department of Social Welfare 

children and wayward minors now made by the County Welfare Agent t~ come 1;1nder the j~is-
diction of the new County Department of Social Welfare/would make it possible to assist 
other departments , agencies and institutions of the Federal ! State and County governments 
in performing services in connection with the purpose of this Act . 

Furthermore under sub- Section J . the new County Departmen 
if so requested could assist in the - devel~pment of sound programs and standards of child 
welfare . They ~ould promote programs and policies looking toward the betterment of de-
pendent children . To put it in other words , your Committee believes that inasmuch as the 
Judge of Probate has expressed a desire frequently to have all of these ext:aneou~ matter 
not pertaining to the regular functions of the_Probat~ Court removed f:om hi~ of!ice , we 
now believe that under the new 1.'lelfare Act it is possible to have t he investigations and 
the placing of dependent , neglected and delinquent children as v1e ll as wayward minors and 
other duties performed by the r:lelfare Agent , cone vJithin the scope of t h e new Department 
of Social 1'/elfare service, subject to approval of the Judge of Probate . 

We further recomnend t hat because of the lo:rg service ren-
dered the County by the members of the County Poor ComIJission and t he County Emergency 
"lelfare Rel~ef Co:rrrnission , that the presiding Chairnan of the Board of Supervisors at thi 
meeting , choose a Cornr.:ii ttee of three, including himself, to dr avr up suit able resolutions 
thanking the various members of these comnissions for their untiring and unselfish effort 
during their terras of office , the same to be spread on the minutes of the Board of Super-
visors , and copies of the resolutions be sent to these members . 

In keeping 1."ith the spirit of the subject matter of this 
report, and keeping in mind that it has been the general practice to have nembers of the 
various County Com.raissions chosen from the three cities in the County, and also keeping 
in mind the fact that v-e believe a non- partisan Board vrill best serve the interests of th 
'elfare and relief clients, as r 'ell as the taxpayers , V'e recomr.iend that this Board nomin-

ate and elect rthur F. Jac'l_ues, of !rarquette , ~.fichie;an , for the term of three years, and 
• K. I . Sawyer, of Ishpeming , for the term of tvro years . 

:Saving in mind that the State Commission of Soc i al ~telfare 
have frequently expressed a desire to have the various Boards of Supervisors inQicate who 
might become a desirable third member of the County Commission, but realizing that the 
appointnent of the third member is the privilege and duty of the State Col'!Jill.is sion , and as 
we further understand that the State Commission u ish to appoint a member satisfactory to 
the Uarquette County Board of Supervisors , therefore, vre propose that the appointment of 
August Raatikainen, of Negaunee, !!ichigan , would be pleasing to the Marquette County Boar 
of Supervisors, if the State Cornnission concur that he would make a suitable member . 

Further, fully realizing that the appointment of the Super 
visor of the Bureau of Social Aid is the privilege and duty of the State Commission, and 
further realizing that the County Comnission are directed under the law to choose the 
supervisor and Director of the General Relief Program , we vmuld again respectfully pro-
pose to the State Commission, and also the County Commission , after its formation , that 
the appointment of William J . Fountain as Director and Supervisor of the Department of 
Socia l Aid, and that the appointment of E . R. Nelson as Supervising Director of the Gen-
eral Relief Program ,would be pleasing to the Board , because it would put at the head of 
these two departments under the Dual System , the two most qualified and experienced men 
in Harquette County .

volume of tourists.

The Tourist Dollar in Michigan, Michigan's Second Industry. The follo ing figures are from a survey made by the United States Government and from reports of Michigan State College as supplied us by a member of the faculty. 
A sum in excess of Three Hundred Fifteen Million Dollars is spent annu ally in Michigan by out-state automobile tourists. 
Traffic by railroad, bus, boat and airplane raise this total to Three Hundred Seventy Million Dollars. New money brought into and spent within the state. Out-state motor vehicles pay directly to· the state over Three Million One Hundred Thirty-five Thousand Dollars in gas tax and each county gets a share. Out-state anglers pay the state Two Hundred Forty-Two Thousand Seven Hundred Ten Dollars and fifty cents. 
Out-state hunters pay the state Twenty Thousand Three Hundred Fifty-Five Dollars for licenses. 
The tourist spends One Hundred Thirty-Three Million Two Hundred Thou-sand Dollars in hotel, resort and over-night cabin accommodations. 
Out-state tourists owning their own summer homes in Michigan spent One Hundred Thirty-Three Million Five Hundred and Seventy Thousand Dollars. 
The balance of the tourists stay with friends, camp, travel through Michigan, etc. 

The Michigan farmer is vitally interested in this tourist industry out-state tourists pay him over One Million Six Hundred Thousand Dollars for milk alone. They consume seven and one-third million dozen eggs and pay the Mich-igan farmer One Million Seven Hundred and Sixty Thousand Dollars. 
Michigan farmers furnish nine million seven hundred and ninety-two pounds of beef, and one million three hundred and twenty-two thousand pounds of veal for the tourist. 
Bacon, ham sandwiches, roast pork and other pork products amounting to thirteen million five hundred ninety-eight thousand pounds are consumed by the visitors to Michigan . 
For mutton and lamb the out-state tourist pays the farmer for one illion three hundred and five thousand pounds. 
The Michigan farmer's cow _has another job -- she must produce for the out-state visitor each year in excess of three and a half million pounds of butter. 
The out-state tourist calls upon the Michigan farmer for four million seven hundred and seventeen pounds of chickens, ducks, geese, turkeys. 
From the farmer's fields the out-state tourist demands: 23,000 bushels f tomatoes; 593,436 bushels of ·potatoes; 25,900 crate~ of celery; ?45 tons of cabbage, and other thousands of bushels of carrots, beets, beans, squash, sweet corn, crates of lettuce etc. 
From the fruit farmer the out-state visitor buys: 233,000 bushels of applies, 40,800 bushels of peaches, 21,?46 bushels of pears, 12,400 bushels of plums, 233,?90 pounds of sweet cherries, 21?,?90 pounds of sour cherries, 20,0?3 crates of straw 

berries, 442 tons of grapes. Plus the blueberries, raspberries, blackberries and other small fruits. 
Along every highway in Michigan the farmer can, and does, contact the out-state tourist direct -- selling him fruits and vegetables, poultry and dairy products, canned goods and other farm products.

Gentlemen: We are submitting herevdth a report of the work done in your County by the 
Michigan Children's Aid Society during the year ending October 1, 1939. 

(a) 30 Marquette County children were in licensed boarding homes with board 
clothing, medical and dental care provided. 

· (b) The home conditions of 38 children in 21 different families were in-
vestigated and plans made for their protection and care. 

(c) 15 foster homes were investigated and approved for adoption and board-
ing care. 

(d) One child was supervised in an adoption home and one child was super-
vised in his own home. 

The gross cost of this service amounted to $7,091.83. Board money re-
funded by the County, relatives or interested persons amounted to $2,053.35, leaving a 
net cost to the Society of $5,038.48. 

In the light of service rendered to children in your County and in be-
half of those children we mar, be called upon to assist in the caning year, we are asking 
you for an appropriation of i800. Our request is in accord with Sec. 8292-8293 of the 
compiled laws of 1929 which are a compilation of Sections 1 & 2 of Act 46, Public Acts 
of 1926.

After the reading of the above request, Miss Sarah Lewis, Ex-
ecutive Secretary of the Children's Aid Society, addressed the Board, made a renewed 
verbal request for an appropriation of $800.00 and gave a detached analysis of the work 
and program of the Society and also stated that last year most counties paid their 
appropriation despite the Attorney General's recent ruling on appropriations of this

-Proposed Budget for 1940-

With Comparision Actual for Years 1938 and 1939 • 
Our report for the - last year contained the statement that we had given care 

ful attention to our experience in the preceding year and had made an effort to hold the 
appropriation requested down to the minimum and called your attention to the fact that th 
suggested appropriation indicated a reduction of $?,000.00 from the precedihg year. We 
asked you to appropriate the sum of $3?,000.00 . In your judgment, you decided that it 
might be possible for us to operate the institution on an appropriation of $35,000 and it 
was fixed at that sum. 

This year we repeat that the amount we are asking you to set aside for the 
ensuing fiscal year is the result of our experience in the previous years and that we hav 
taken into account all of the factors which we are able to estimate. Before you proceed 
to the examination of the detailed figures which will follow, we will say in a general wa , 
that in the operation of the Sanatorium for the year ending October 1, 1939, the figures, 
as applicable to the various departments, vary only a few hundred dollars from the amount 
which we asked you to appropriate . That indicates that our estimates last year were very 
exact, and we particularly call your attention to the totals shown in the various depart-
ments . Consequently, we think you will agree with us that looking at the matter from this 
angle, the reduction of $2,000 was not justified. In this, we are speaking of the genera, 
regular operation of the Sanatorium. 

We now come to the discussion or the budget denominated "Permanent Improve-
ments and Contingencies" . For this we requested the sum of $3,650 . At your May meeting, 
when we presented the need of reconstruction of the doctor's residence, you very kindly 
authorized us to proceed with this work vvi th the understanding that $5,000 would be pro-
vided for in this budget and with the understanding that we would be able to finance any 
amount over that sum. The cost of the reconstruction was a~proximately $6,200 and, as 
agreed, we have been able to take care of the difference, amounting to around $1.200 . The 
total expenditures chargeable to the permanent improvements about the institution are 
approximately $13,000 and, as stated, our budget contained the sum of $3,650 . In other 
words, we financed $9,350 more than we asked for, less, of course, the $5,000 which was 
agreed to at the May meeting . ' 

Included in this sum of approximately $13,000 is about $1 , 300 which we felt 
necessary to expend on the grounds of a major emergency . Within the past two years it 
has happened that both electrical systems which are connected with the institution (City 
of Marquette and Michigan Gas and Electric Company) were down, due to severe storms . The 
institution was accordingly without heat, light and cooking facilities, in one instance, 
for about 22 hours . We deemed it most unwise to take the chance of a further occurrence 
and, hence, have installed an auxiliary unit, powered by a gasoline engine which we be-
lieved to be of ample size to take care of the institution's needs until repairs are made 
to the regular circuits . This purchase was made after consultation with the leading 
electrical authorities of the county . The other items which are taken care of in this 
category, in the main consist of insulation, major changes in the operating room, in-
cluding a new anesthesia machine, additional beds, etc . , for the post- operative rooms and· 
some additional furniture for the doctor's residence . 

This year we are asking for a sum of $9,500 for permanent improvements and 
contingencies . You can break this figure do~m in this way: reconstruction of doctor's 

' residence per May agreement, $5,000; miscellaneous, $1 , 500; fund for new X-ray machine, 
$3,000 . 00. . 

It is our firm belief that a new X- ray machine will be required within the 
next !ew mo~ths . As you know, the use of an X-ray machine is of the utmost importance in 
the diagnosis and treatment of tuberculosis . The machine which we have has been in use 
ever since the Sanatorium was built and has developed several dangerous tendencies. We 
have had i~ in~pected by fil: expert who gives it very definitely a short lease of life . We 
hope that it might be possible to purchase the machine within the next few months and i n 
i~cluding ?nly this sm.~11 sum of $3,000 for this purpose, we do so with the full realiza-
tion that it probably is less than 40 per cent of the cost of a new machine . We have 
thought, howev~r, that we mu~t provide for a start in this year's budget with the hope tha 
arrangements might be made with the manufacturer to pay the remainder of the cost out of 
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next year's budget. The cost of the machine, to a certain extent, depends upon the course 
of the European war, the outcome of which is a contingency that cannot ~e f?r?told. At 
any rate, we feel that this purchase must be faced now and that we are Justified in in-
cluding the sum mentioned to be appropriated at this time.

Dear Sir: The time is not far distant when, as provided in Section 1120 of the Compiled 
Laws of Michigan, 1929, the Boards of Supervisor~ of the various co~nties will ~eet in 
their annual October session, for the consideration of the budgets in the counties for 
the ensuing year. 

We are hereby notifying the Board of Supervisors in each county of the pro-
visions under the new social welfare legislation regarding their relief expenditures in 
order that these items may be included in their annual county budget. 

Section 45 of Act 280 of the Public Acts of M:ichigan, 1939, provides that the 
Board of Supervisors in each county shall provide suitable office accommodations, equip-
ment and supplies. Section 70 of Act 280 of the Public Acts of Michigan, 1939, provides 
as follows: ) "The County Board of Supervisors shall, within its discretion, make such 
appropriations as are necessary to maintain the various welfare services within the 
county as provided in this Act, and to defray the cost of administration of these ser-
vices.'~ Act .304 of the Public Acts of 1939, provides that hospitalization of afflicted 
adults shall be ordered by the county department of social welfare at the expense of the 
county. 

Section 18 of Act 280 of the Public Acts of Michigan, 1939, provides, that 
expenditures of local funds for general public relief shall be supplemented with state 
funds, exclusive of administrative expenses and hospitalization of afflicted. adults . A 
copy of the opinion from the Attorney General's office is attached. 

We request that the county clerk acknowledge receipt of this notice by return 
mail and convey this information to the Board of Supervisors at their annual meeting . It 
is also requested that you send to this Commission a copy of your county's annual budget 
immediately after the October meeting, in order that we may know how much money is being 
appropriated locally in each county for welfare purposes .

Dear Sir: This will acknowledge receipt of your memorandum of August 8th, together with 
your recent letter of August 21st . You ask whether or not the Act, in providing that 
the State Commission shall send to each county an amount of money not less than the 
amount the county spends out of its own funds for general public relief, does this mean 
medical and hospital expense, or does it mean for food, shelter, etc . ? 

. In answer to your inquiry it is necessary to take into consideration Section 
18 of said Act, and for a positive interpretation thereof, it is requisite that the thre 
items be read together in order to have a clear understanding of the intent of the leg-
islature . This section says that the commission shall provide for the distribution of 
such moneys as appropriated by the Legislature with reference to the following facts: 

1. Need for relief as demonstrated by experience of the respective counties 
during the preceding 1 year . 

2 . The financial resources of the respective counties . 
3 . The amount expended by the respective county departments exclusive of 

state and federal funds during the preceding 1 year: Provided, however, That 
the state funds distributed to any county, city or district department of 
social .welfare for any month shall not be less than the amount expended by 
such department for general public relief, exclusive of state and federal funds 
during .the preceding month . 

It is not conceivable that the commission would be able to make any sound de-
termination of the amount to be distributed to each county unless the facts coming under 
each one of these sections is fully presented and then all read and studied as a unit. 

The distribution of moneys under this act does not include hospitalization, 
fqr that service is covered expressly by a recent enactment of the Legislature, namely, 
Act No. 142 of the Public Acts of 1939 . 

. As to whether or not it v1ill be necessary for the commission to appropriate 
necessary funds for medical attention it is well not only to read Section 18 but also 
Section 55a and 55k of said Welfare Act. It is said in Section 18 that the ~ommission 
shal~ provide for the distribution of moneys appropriated by the Legislature and general 
public welfare, heretofore known as the unemployment .relief or poor relief including 
medical care other than hospitalization . ' . 

And in subsection (a) of Section 55, we find that one of the duties of the 
county departm~nt is to administer general public relief, etc., again repeating the 
phrase "including medical care other than hospitalization. n The wording "including 
medical care" is also used in subsection ( b) of the same section. 

Then in subsection (k) of section 55, we find medical care defined as: "Med-
ical care as used in this section and subsection (a) and (b) of this section shall be 
deemed to inc~ude hom~ an~ office attendance by physicians, dental service, optometric, 
bed-side nursing service in the home, and pharmaceutical service." 

An opinion was recently rendered by this department, a copy of which is en-
closed, stating that administrative costs for general relief and public welfare must be 
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paid by the individual counties . In giving this interpretation, it was necessary to read 
Section 18, together with Section ?O. The latter states: 

"The board of supervisors shall within its discretion make such approp-
riations as are necessary to maintain the various welfare services within the countyi as 
provided in this act, and to defray the cost of administration of these ser~ces. * * 
Provided, that the cost of administration and services financed in whole or in part by fed 
eral funds shall be paid from such funds." 

From the very wording of the language of the act, it therefore must be 
determined that the county, district or city, whichever the case may be, shall be respon-
sible solely for the administrative costs necessary to maintain the various welfare ser-
vices, except those services financed in whole or in part by federal funds, in which case 
they shall be paid from such funds . 

In the matter of matching funds, the amount the county spends for gen-
eral welfare relief (such as food, shelter, etc . ) and the amount the county spends for 
medical care other than hospitalization, shall be considered by the State Social Welfare 
Commission. 

i Therefore, it is necessary in the interpretation of the act, in order to 
obtain a proper meaning, that Section 18 be read as a whole in determining the distributio 
of the appropriation for public relief and welfare, and that the administrative costs for 
such services must be paid oy the individual county, district or city rendering the ser-
vices in that area as provided by the act .

Dear Mr . Levasseur: The State Social Welfare Commission again wishes to call to the atten 
tion of your Board of Supervisors certain county obligations resulting from Act 280 of the 

blic Acts of 1939 (the new welfare law) . It is necessary for the County Board of Super-
visors (1) to set up in its budget funds sufficient to meet the entire administrative cost 
of the County Social Yelfare Board . (2) To appropriate the funds which the Board of Super-
visors in its judgment estimates are needed for direct relief purposes of the county forte 
ensuing fiscal year. 

The State CoillI'l.ission, in making allocations of state relief funds to 
he county welfare board, must under Section 18 of the Act consider the financial resource 

of the county. As a result the State Commission will study the amount appropriated for re 
lief to the County Social Welfare Board as compared to the financial situation of the ooun y 
men it makes state welfare allocations . 

Under Section 68 of the Act , the State Commission requires the Clerk 
of the Board of Supervisors to send to the Commission a copy of the county's annual budget 
·mmediately after the October meeting . 

Beginning with October 1, it will be necessary, as a routine procedur, 
or every county to submit to the State Commission the monthly trial balance and other per 
inent financial data to guide the State Commission in making its monthly distribution of 
unds . If county budgets and other necessary monthly data are not promptly received it 
ay delay the release of relief funds to the counties .

entlemen: The attention of your Board is respectfully called to certain changes in the 
eneral Tax Law requiring additional services from the county treasurers of the respective 
aunties of ]1ichigan . Also, your attention is respectfully called to the provisions of th 
o- called State Land Office Board Act, as well as to certain requirements which will follo 
he establishment of county welfare units throughout the State . 

The.A~ditor Ge~eral is anxious that county treasurers and county clerks be pro 
ided with sufficient clerical help to enable them to perform the duties required of them 
n a manner satisfactory and in conformity with the General Uniform Accounting Law. 

While the acts in question give the Auditor General broad power and authority 
in insisting upon certain standards, yet it is not his desire to be at all autocratic in 
this respect . It is confidently believed that every county official and every board of 
supervisors will recognize that all of these changes e.re in the interest of general effic-
iency and economy and that every county will provide itself vdth the actual and necessary 
ssistance to meet the requirements of the statutes .

Recent changes made by the Mich-igan Legislature covering procedure under the General Tax Laws require added duties from county officials, especially the county treasurer. Your attention is respectfully called to a few of these added duties and increased responsibilities: 1 . Hereafter the county treasurer will prepare from his own records the list of properties to be offered for sale at the annual liay tax sale . Some extra clerical help ay be required to assure completion of the work within the time specified by law. The statutes provide for reimbursement by the State for actual and necessary expense . 2 . Provisions of the State Land Office Board Act place other added duties and responsibilities upon the county treasurer . Again , the State will reimburse the county fo such added and necessary expense .
