Gentlemen: 

The annual inspection of the 
Parks and Airport Con-tact 
Committee was m ade on Sep-
tember 10, 1957. 

The Marquette County Air-
port is almost completed and is 
cerainly a credit to our com-
munity•. Arrangemen' s are un-
derway, for the necessary clear-
ing and erection of obstruction 
lights that will meet the re-
quirements for night flight 
operations and the required 
glide anglei:. This will com-
plete the airp0!'t for full opera-
tion. Last ye:u, mention was 
made of acquiring a truck and 
plow for snow removal work at 
the airport. Since that time, our 
airport managemem has se-
cured equipment on an experi-
mental basis from the federal 
government which will be ade-
quate for this purpose. The 
epuipmeni has been loaned for 
the 1957-1958 season but there 
is a possibility that future use 
of the equipment may be ex-
tended for further experimen-
tation. Marquette Couniy will 
be relieved of the additional 
expense for snow removal 

equipment ,at the airport. for as 
long as the f.ederal government 
makes the loaned equipment 
available to the ,airport. All civ-
il airport operations in ihe 
county ,are now conducted from 
the new Marquette County Air-
port. 

During the 1957 season there 
were 12,965 visitors, 6,581 ba-
•thers and 372 camp parties at 
Per k ins Park and at the Gwinn 
P ark there werre 2,028 visitors, 
2,435 ba thers and 11 camping 
parties. An inspection of Per-
kins P ark shows it to be very 
well managed. During this sea-
son, a 6 inch w:ater main has 
been installed to connect with 
the water system of B ig Bay, to 
bring water <to the park area. 
It is planned that during the 
1958 season the water distribu-
ion system throughout the park 
will .be completed. As funds are 
available for improvement of 
ithis area, the P,ark Committee 
plans to improve this park in, 
line wiith the committee's 1956 
report. This will eventually 
mean the completion of the wa-
ter disiribution sys tem, con-
struction of a sewage disposal 
system and wash house, ithe de-
velopment of a new bathing 
area just south of the present 
bathing area which is constant-
ly being subjected to eros10n, 
and providing more trailer 
parking facilities and picnic 
area tables. The lasrt uncom-
pleted portion of highway be-
itween Marquette and Big Bay 
was completed on September 
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10, 1957 and yiour committee 
reels certain that this now 
completed roadway will bring 
ever increasing numt>ers of 
guests to Perkins Park during 
the coming years.

The Highways and Bridges 
Committee had its annual high-
way tour on September 17, 1957' 
and wishes lo report the pro-
gress made to county roads dur-
ing the 1957 season. 

The paving of County Road 
550 has now been completed 
from Marquet'e to Big Bay. 
This has been accomplished 
with Federal participa~ion and 
is undoubtedly the bigges~ 
single improvement to our 
county road system in recen~ 
y,e.ars. 

During this season on the pri-
mary road system, paving op-
erations have been comple' ed 
on County Roads 478, 480, 488, 
496, 555, 611 and 601 amounting 
to a total of 14.25 miles. On 1he 
Local Road System, with town-
ship participation in costs, pav-
ing operations have been com-
pleted on 3.57 miles of road in 
Champion Township, 3.86 miles 
lin Ely Township, 2.80 miles in 
Hu.m.boldlt Township, 2.93 mile's 
in Michigamme Township, 1.9 
miles in Negaunee Township, 
and 2.8 miles in Republic Town-
ship, making a total of 17.86 
miles of Local Roads paved. 
Adding the 14.25 miles of pav-
ing complelled on the primary 
road system indicates: total pav-
ing for the season of 32.11 miles 
In addition to the pavinJr oper-
ations. extensive road grade 
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improvements were carried out 
in prepara'.ion for paving. Our 
bituminous aggregate plant also 
produced 9,000 tons of aggreg-
ate fo.r the Citiyi of Ishpeming 
and 150 tons of aggregate for 
the Ci'. ,y of Negaunee in their 
street improvement programs. 
It is expected that the bi'cumin-
ous aggregate plant will be lo-
cated in the Forsyth Township 
,area for the 1958 season and 
pl.ans are under way to improve 
a number of roads in '. hat vi-
cinity. 

In addition to the road paving 
projects the depar'1ment carri-
ed out its normal summer and 
winter maintenance programs. 
During this season, too, a new 

bridge has been built over Jthe 
Carp River on County Road No. 
553 and the narrow bridge on 
County Road 480 near the inler-
section of U.S. 41, has been re-< 
placed with a large culvert 
eliminating the former narrow 
bridge hazard there. A new 
garage has been built in the 
Republic district. The building 
project was brought about by, 
the necessity to abandon the ex-
is' li.ng g,arage due :to mining op-
erations in !that area. 

It was pointed outi to your 
comfittee that 1he County Road 
Commission cannot possibly 
complete all of the improve-
ments that have been requested 
on local roads wii hin 1he coun-
ty. State law requires that 75 
per cent of the funds received 
by the Road Commission from 
the State be used on the pri-
mary road system and th.at only 
25 per cent ,be used on the loca] 
road system. The primary road 
system includes 275 mil.es, while 
the local road sys~m on which 
only 25 per cent of State funds 
may be used, includes 990 mil-
es of roadwayi. Your committee 
is confident that our Road Com-
mission is endeavoring to use 
those funds appropriated for 
local roads to the best advan-
tage but of necessity, some of 
the requests fo.r improvements 
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will have to be by-passed.
