The Highways and Bridges 
CommWiee had its annual high-
way tour on September 14, 1959, 
and wishes to report the pro-
gress made i.o oounrty :roads dur-
ing the 1959 season. 

The construction of the grade 
and the blacktop pavemen' s on 
Roads 492 and 553 were complet-
ed under the Federal Aid Pro-
gram. In addition, the b1acki.op 
surliace construction on Road 510 
was also completed under this 
program. Construction of the 
black'op surfaces on Roads 480 
and 551 was completed in co-op-
era,tion with the Michigan State 
Highway Department. 

During the season on the Pri-
mary Road System, paving opera-
tions have been completed Ol' wilili 
be cocmplelte.d on Roads 478, 480, 
492, 510, 551, 561, and 601. These 

paving qpera'ions will aeoount 
for the construction of 15.38 mil-
es of blacktop sua-faces. On ,th.el 
Local Road System, with i.own-
ships participating in the cost, 
paving operations have been com-
pleted on 10.91 miles in Choco-
lay, Ishpeming, Negaun,ee and 
Tilden Townships and 4.0 mil-es 
will be comple' ied in Re.public 
T-0wnship by the end of the con-
struction season. This represents 
a tota.il of 14.91 miles on ithe Lo-
cal Road Syirtem and a total of 
30.29 miles on the entire County 
Road System that has been black-
fopped during ,the season. In ad-
dition to the paving operations, 
extensive J.'Oad surface and base 
correotions were necessary in 
preparation for paving construc-
tion. It is expected that. the 
blacktop pliant will again be loc-
ated in 'the cen"1ral part of the 
county during the 1960 consJtn1c-
iiion season. 

EX'tensive repairs were carried 
out on the bridge in the Village 
of Republic which carries Road 
601 over the Michigamme River. 
This bridge wiJil carry ithe new 
business rowte over the Michi-
gamme River from M-95 to the 
Village of Republic. 

In addition to the above pro-
jects 'the Road Commission car-

ried out its normal su.mmeT and 
winter maintenance programs. 

Your Committee made an in-
spection of the system of ditches 
in the New Republic Plait. At ihe 
time of inspection, ithe County 
Road Coonmissi.on members and 
interested residents of the plall: 
were in attendance. It was agxeed 
between all concerned that the 
County Road Commission woul!d 
cause the ditches to be filled and 
graded and it is believed thait this 
correcis the problem there. 

It was again pointed out i.o 
your commi-ttee thait the Road 
Commission cannot possibly c.om-
p1ete aIJ. of the improvements 
tha:', have been requested on the 
Local Road System. The state law 
requires that 75% of .the funds 
l'eceived from the State be ex-
pended on the primary sys-
tem, which includes 275 miles, 
and 1he remaining 25 % -0f Sta~ 
funds be ex;pended on the t!Jcal 
road system ithat includes 990 mi-
les. Y.our oommitrllee is confident 
that the Road C.ommission is us-
ing the funds a!il.ocaited for local 
roads to the adviantage poss-
ible but of necessity, soone of the 
requests for improvement of local 
roads will have to be put off.
