January 23, 1974

The Marquette County Board of Commissioners met,
pursuant to a call duly made, on January 23, 1974, in the
Commissioners’ Room of the Court House.
Salute to the flag was given and roll call was held by the
Clerk, finding all members present.
In regard to the approval of the minutes of previous
meetings, it was held by Commissioner May, supported by
Commissioner Russo and carried, thatthe minutes of the
November 21st and 27th meetings be deferred until they are
re-published in their right text in The Mining Journal.
It was moved by Commissioner May, supported by
Commissioner Trapp and carried, that the County Board
appoint a 5-member citizens’ committee on animal control to
study existing ordinances, facilities and agencies within the
county, and recommend to the Board some solution to the
problem by August 1, 1974, and further move that the com-
mittee members be appomted by the Board at the next
regular meeting.”
It was moved by Commissioner May, supported by
Commissioner Russo and carried, that the January 4th
minutes (the re-organization meeting) be accepted as read.
A communication from UPCAP regarding their ap- \
pearance at the last regular meeting of the Marquette County \\
Board of Commissioners be read and ordered placed on file.
A communication from the Department of Public Health
regarding selection of the County Regional Coordinating
Agency for Substances Abuse Services was read and ordered
. placed on file.
A communication from Mr. Donald A. Snitgen, of
Marquette, Michigan, was read regarding supporting House
Bill 4926, the use of glass bottle containers, was read. It was
moved by Commissioner Sodergren, supported by Com-
missioner Doucette and carried, that this matter be referred
to the Environmental Quality Control Committee for report
at the next meeting.
A communication regarding amending the budget for an
additional $1500 to pay for books for the law library main-
tained by the county was read. It was moved by Com-
missioner Sodergren, supported by Commissioner Coombs
and carried, that the matter be referred to the Budget and
Executive Committee for recommendation and report back
at the next regular meeting.
A communication was received from the Department of
Natural Resources regarding the approval of a 6-county plan
for solid waste management. This communication was read
and ordered placed on file. ;
Letters were received from Mrs. Helen Buswell, Gordon
Petersen, Phyllis Pelissier, County of Ottowa and Theodore
Kangas regarding the seuing‘of Daylight Savings Time. It
was moved by Commissioner Trapp, supported by Com-
missioner Sodergren and carried, that the Marquette County
Board of Commissioners petition the State of Michigan to
exempt that portion of Michigan presently in the Eastern
Time Zone from the Federal law imposing year round
Daylight Savings Time. It was moved by Commissioner May,
supported by Commissioner Trapp and carried, that letters
be sent Lo all persons expressing their concern about the time
issue, informing them of the position of the Marquette County
‘Board of Commissioners has taken.
. A communication was read regarding the acceptance of a
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resolution frem CUPPADD regarding the adoption of a
resolution naming it as the organization to work out a con-
sortium of the three regions in Eastern Upper Peninsula,
Western Upper Peninsula. and Central Upper Peninsula
planning and Development Regions as the organization that
would control Title III funds for programs for the aging. It
was moved by Commissioner May, supported by Com-
missioner Trapp and carried, that the organization known as
CUPPADD be accepted as the agency considered by
Marquette County to be the most competent to handle this
sort of program. A vote on the resolution was taken, showing
all Commissioners voting aye with the exception of Com-
missioner Goldsworthy voting nay.

A report from the Budget and Executive Committee
regarding the improper printing of certain paragraphs of
proceedings in the Marquette County Board of Com-
missioners meeting for the past three months was read. It
was moved by Commissioner Goldsworthy, supported by
Commissioner Doucette and carried, that the County Clerk
be instructed to ask the Mining Journal to send copies of all-
materials sent them regarding the Board of Commissioners
meetings so that they may be proof-read before they are
published. The County Clerk at this time advised the Board
that it was an impossibility due to the fact that the Mining
Journal does not have the necessary machinery to send
proof-reading copies of any material before it is printed.

it was moved by Commissioner Trapp, supported by
Commissioner May and carried, that, because of the factor
mentiened in the foregoing paragragh, the Clerk distribute
copies of the Board of Commissioner minutes to each
Commissioner for their approval berore printing.

A communication from Budget and Executive Com-
mittee was read regarding Blue Cross-Blue Shield Hospital
Insurance as concerned with County Commissioners who
may request this service. It was moved by Commissioner
Doucette, supported by Commissioner Gaboury and carried
by aroll call vote, that the Board accept the recommendation
and allow the County Commissioners to participate in the
Blue Cross-Blue Shield Insurance as is used in the county at
the present time. All Commisgioners voted aye with the
exception of Commissioners Casper and Leadbetter who
voted nay. It was moved by Commissioner Coombs, sup-
ported by Commissioner May and carried, that the
Prosecuting Attorney’s office be asked to investigate
whether or not all elected and part-time employees can be
included in the Blue Cross-Blue Shield Plan, and that the
matter be referred to the Budget and Executive Committee
for study and report back at the next regular meeting
provided they receive the nexessary material from the
Prosecuting Attorney’s office. ¥

A report from the Budget and Executive Committee
regarding paying the Central Upper Peninsula Planning &
Development District -dues in the amount of $6,000 for the
year 1974 was read. It was moved by Commissioner Racine,
supported by Commissioner Leadbetter and unanimously
carried by a roll call vote, that the 1974 budget be amended to
allot $6,000 for dues as a member of CUPPADD.

A communication from the Budget and Executive Com-
mittee regarding the possibility of not receiving construction
materials needed for the new jailhouse complex in time to go
ahead with construction in 1974 was read. It was moved that
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the Board of Commissioners authorize the County Controller
to make payment from the jailhouse complex fund for in-
voices certified by the building architect as being proper and
meeting all the conditions up to the amount of $60,000.

A report from the Welfare Contact Committee was read
and ordered placed on file.

Areport from the Transportation Committee was read and
ordered placed on file.:

It was moved by Commissioner Sodergren, supported by
"Commissioner Doucette and carried, that a letter be sent to
our legislation in Lansing regarding the distribution and
designation of Welfare funds that are being paid in
Marquette County. Commissioner Sodergren felt that a study
should be made due to the fact that we have found several
cases of welfare fraud in Marquette County.
.- A communication from the County Lands .and Buildings
Committee regarding the use of county jail inmate labor for
maintenance purposes in the courthouse and the use of social
service department work training program workers for
maintenance of the court house as opposed to hiring a full
time maintenance worker at a yearly salary of $6,000 to do
the maintenance work in the court house, was read. It was
moved by Commissioner May, supported by Commissioner
Doucette and unamimously carried by a roll call vote, that
the Board concur with the recommendation of the County
Lands and Buildings Committee and employ a person at
$6,000 per year to act as a full time maintenance man in the
court house-jail complex.

A communication from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee :egarding payment of $350.00 to Daverman

. Associates for testing of backfill soil and compaction to be
used in the jailhouse construction program was read. It was
moved by Commissioner Leadbetter, supported by Com-
missioner Racine and unanimously carried by a roll call
vote, that they eoncur with the recommendations of the
County Lands and Buildings Committee and authorize this
service for the information necessary on back filling.

A communication from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding recovery of a parcel of land which had
been deeded to tc5 Intermediate School District in years
previous for a headquarters building was read. It was moved
by Commissioner Doucette, supported by Commissioner
Leadbetter and unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that
the Intermediate School District Board be offered the sum of
$6,500 to cover the cost involved in the purchase of a parcel of
land that had been purchased from the Clark Estate, and a
small parcel of land acquired by deed from the Marqugtte
County Road Commission along with the return of the parcel
of land which was originally deeded to the Intermediate
School District in past years. The total of this offer would be
$6,500.

A communciation from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding bidders risk insurance on the new jail
complex building was read. It was moved by Commissioner
Racine, supported by Commissioner. Russo and unanimously
carried by a roll call vote, that the Board concur with the
recommendation of the County Lands and Buildings Com-
mittee and purchase this builders risk insurance at an annual
cost of $2,558 per year from the Marquette County
Association of Insurance Agents. .

A communciation from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding the payment of bills already owed on
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the jail complex building through their construction fund was
read. It was moved by Commissioner May, supported by
Commissioner Racine and unanimously carried by a roll call
vote, that the following bills be paid:

1. Miller, Canfield, Paddock & Stone, for their services as
bonding attorneys. $3,781.16

2. Kenower, McArthur Division for their services as
bonding advertising specialists, the sum of $3,914.02.

3. Litho-Art, Inc. for the bonding of the jail complex bonds
759.00 7

4. Panax Corp. for publishing county notices of the county
jail bond sale 68.00.

5. Bond Buyer for the publishing of the county jail building
bond sale 468.51.

A communication from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding the ear-making of $300,000 of Federal
Revenue Sharing funds for the construction of the jailhouse
complex was read. It was moved by Commissioner Gold-
sworthy, supported by Commissioner Gaboury and
unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the Board
concur with the recommendation of the County Lands and
Buildings Committee and that $300,000 be transferred at this
time from the Federal Revenue Sharing fund to the jail
building complex construction fund.

A communication from the County Lands & Buildings
Committee regarding payment of $1,000 architect fee to
Walter J. Myers for his services on the proposed Youth
Shelter building was read. It was moved by Commissioner
Leadbetter, supported by Commissioner Doucette and
unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the Board
concur with the recommendation of the County Lands and
Buildings Committee and pay Mr. Walter J. Myers $1,000 for
a portion of his services for the Youth Shelter project.

A communication from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding the recent letter to the editor of the
Mining Journal under the signature of E. Nicholas Bridges
regarding maintenance operation of the heating system and
lack of interest on the part of the members of the Board of
Commissioners in the maintenance of the courthouse was
read. It was moved by Commissioner Sodergren, supported
by Commissioner Russo and carried, that a copy of the ex-
planation of what is or is not being done in the courthouse be
sent to the Mining Journal and a copy to Mr. E. Nicholas
Bridges.

A communication from the County Lands and Buildings
Committee regarding the re-decorating of the interior of the
courthouse, including repair, cleaning, application of coats of
paint and varnish was read. It was moved by Commissioner
Leadbetter, supported by Commissioner Racine and carried,
that the Board concur with the recommendation of the
County Lands and Buildings Committee and, during the year
1974, bids be taken covering the cleaning, repairing, var-
nishing and painting of the walls, ceilings and floors of the
courthouse.

The Audit Committee met on January 21, 1974. They
audited claims and accounts in the amount of $88,367.23 and
recommended that the claims and accounts be allowed and
paid. It was moved by Commissioner Russo, supported by
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Commissioner Casper and unanimously carried by a roll call
vete, that the audit report be accepted and that the accounts
be allowed and paid.

A report from Chairman Clayton J. Anderson regarding
the make-up of the standing committees of the Board for the
year 1974 was read. It was moved by Commissioner Lead-
better, supported by Commissioner Russo and carried, that
the members of these various standing committees be ac-
cepted and a list of the names printed and kept on file in the
County Clerk’s office.

A communication from the committee as a whole regar-
ding changes in the Procedure Manual and the setting up of a
new committee to be known as the Personnel Committee was
read. It was moved by Commissiéner Leadbetter, supported
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by Commissioner Sodergren and carried, that the amend-
ment$ to the Procedure Manual be made, and that fold-out
inserts be printed by the county to be inserted in the
Procedure Manuals that have already been printed.

At this point a public hearing was opened by Chairman
Anderson regarding proposed amendments to the Marquette
County Junk Yard and Junk Car Ordinances. The proposed
amendment would read as follows: .

Sec. VIII — Penalty. There shall be inserted in place of
Paragraph 1 in the followmg

‘‘Any person, firm or corporation found to be in violation of
any of the provisions of this ordinance, shall be notified in
writing to remove or eliminate such v101at10n within ten (10)
days after the service of notice upon him. Such notice may be
served personally or by mailing the same by registered mail,
return receipt requested, to the premises or to the last known
address of the owner. Additional time may be granted by the
enforcement officer where bona fide efforts to remove or
eliminate the violation is in progress.”

“Failure to comply with such notice within the time
allowed shall constitute a violation of this ordinance.”

‘“Violation of this ordinance shall be a misdemeanor which
shall be punishable upon conviction thereof by a fine of not
more than $100.00 or by imprisonment in the County Jail not
to exceed 90 days or both fine, and imprisonment.”

Approval of the Junk Car and Junk Yard Ordinances for
Marquette County was receiyed from 'Acting Governor
James Brinkley and also from the Attorney General’s office
under the signature of Frank J. Kelley.' It was moved by
Commissioner Coombs, supported by Commissioner May,
that the amendment be adopted, and this was unanimously .
carried by a roll call vote.

It was. moved by Commissioner May, supported by
Commissioner Russo and carried, that the Chairman of the
Board, Clayton 3. Anderson, be instructed to appoint a 7-man
committee rather than a 5-man ¢ommittee to study existing
ordinances, facilities and agencies within . the county
regarding animal control.

It was requested that letters be sefit to members of this
committee instructing them as to the fact that the Board
would expect a report from them on the animal control
problem on or before’ August 1, 1974.

b. The terms of seven members shall be for one year; the
terms of six members shall be for two years and the terms of
six members shall be for three years; the term of the County
Commissioner shall be appointed yearly and the term of the
Director of the County health Department shall be unlimited.

c. After the first year, appointments shall be made for
three year terms, excepting the appointment of the County
Commissioner and Health Department Director whose terms

. are specified in paragraph b. avove.

d. Vancancies in the membership of the Commission on
Aging shall be filled by the Board of Commissioners, based
upon recommendation of the Commission on Aging.

3. That the Commission on Aging draft by-laws for its
operation, consistent with this recommendation, and subject
to the approval of the Board of Commissioners. .

4. That the General Fund provide the sum of $800.00 to the
Commission on Aging for its initial internal operations.

5. That the Ad Hoc Committee on Commission on Aging be
authorized to serve as a nominating committee to present a
slate of candidates for membership on the County Com-
mission on Aging to the Board of Commissioners for its
consideration at the May 22, 1974 meeting of the Board of
Commissioners.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

Your Budget and Executive Committee has had under consideration the various salaries on the
County payroll. We, therefore, make the following recommendations for salaries of the sev-
eral County Elective and Appointive Officers, Deputies, Clerks, Secretaries, etc., to the
various departments, effective as of January 1, 1975, for the period up to and including
December 31, 1975.

The salary schedule for employees listed herein is intended to apply to fully-trained per-
sonnel employed by the County of Marquette for a period of one year or more. New employees
are to be employed at a starting salary of 90% of the salary fixed for the employee's posi-
tion in this schedule and a one-year probationary training period shall follow employment.
During the probationary training period, the department head may make such adjustments to
the employee's salary as the degree of training and competency of the employee warrants,
but not to exceed the salary fixed for the position involved.

It is to be understocd thut 511 fees received by the County Clerk, County Treasurer, Sheriff,

Time
absent from work by an employee when on sick leave shall
not be considered time worked.

In case of an occupational injury, payment for the first six
days lost will be made by the County of Marquette, provided
that said first six days lost time are not paid by the Com-
pensation Insurance Company. Payment for this first six
days by the County of Marquette shall be made with no loss of
sick leave time to the injured employee.

Sick leave will be granted to an employee when he is ac-
tually sick or when there is illness or death in his immediate
family. Employees shall be granted sick leave time from
their accumulated sick leave when serving as pallbearers
when death of friends or anyone outside of the family occurs,
in an amount not to exceed five days per calendar year and
subject to the approval of the department head involved. It is
understood and agreed that sick leave time cannot be taken
for anything other than the reasons stated above and cannot
be used as additional vacation time. It is further understood
and agreed that an employee shall not be entitled to sick
leave during the first two work days following vacation time
taken by an employee.

Sick leave credits accumulated by employees prior to
November, 20, 1974, shall be carried over as credits and to this
will be added one day each calendar work month thereafter.
Appropriate records reflecting each employees sick leave
credit shall be maintained by the County Controller.

All employees shall be paid . of their accumulated sick
leave time upon termination of employment or death but
such payment shall be limited to 2 of a maximum of 150
days.

Whenever an employee does not report to work because of
illness, the County of Marquette reserves the right to have
the department head, or some other designated employee, or
physician, call at the home of the employee to check the case
and make a complete report.

In case an employee is unable to report for work, his
department head shall be so notified as far in advance as
possible.

AND WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners now desires
to provide for the issuance and security of said bonds as
authorized by the qualified electors;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
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1. Bonds of the County of Marquette be issued in the
aggregate principal sum of One Million Seven Hundred Ten
Thousand ($1,710,000.00) Dollars to pay part of the cost of the
aforesaid facility, said bonds to be designated as GENERAL
OBLIGATION BONDS (COURTHOUSE ANNEX), to consist
of three hundred forty-two (342) bonds of the denomination of
$5,000.00 each, dated as of April 1, 1975, and maturing serially
as follows:

$135,000.00 April 1, 1976;

$175,000.00 April 1st of each year from 1977 to 1985, in-

clusive.
Said bonds shall be coupon bonds and shall bear interest at a
rate or rates to be determined upon the pbulic sale thereof,
but, in any event, not exceeding six per cent (6 per cent) per
annum, payable on October 1, 1975, and semi-annually
thereafter on the first day of April and October of each year,
both principal and interest to be payable at a bank or trust
company qualified to act as paying agent, to be designated by
the manager of the account purchasing the bonds.

It was moved by Commissioner Russo,
supported by Commissioner Leadbetter and carried by a roll
call vote that the per diem rate for County Commissioners be
increased from $35.00 to $40.00 per diem effective January 1,
1975, and that the Chairperson of the County Board of
Commissioners be given in addition to the per diem raise a
salary of $50.00 per month. The following ayes and nays were
recorded. All Commissioners voting aye, except Com-
missioner Coombs, who voted nay.

It was moved by Commissioner Trapp, supported by
Commissioner May that a resolution be adopted changing the
County Road Commission from a three member Commission
to a five member Commission. It was then moved by Com-
missioner Coombs, supported by Commissioner Leadbetter
and carried that this resolution be tabled until the Budget and
Executive Committee has had time to study and report on the
matter.

Nominations were declared open for one seat on the
Marquette County Road Commission to fill the term expiring
December 31, 1974. It was moved by Commissioner Doucette,
that Mr. Robert DeGabriele be appointed to succeed himself.
There being no further nominations it was moved by Com-
missioner Racine, supported by Commissioner Doucette that
nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Mr.

~ Robert DeGabriele to succeed himself for a six year term on
the Marquette County Road Commission, term to expire
December 31, 1980.

Nominations were declared open for a seat on the
Marquette County Airport Commission expiring December
31, 1974 and now held by Mr. Robert DeGabriele. Com-
missioner Trapp moved for the nomination of Mr. James
Collins of Negaunee, Michigan. Commissioner Goldsworthy
moved for nomination of Mr. Jack Veiht of Marquette. It was
moved that nominations be closed and a roll call vote taken
finding Mr. James Collins elected to fill the position on the
Airport Commission for a six year term, expiring December
31, 1980. The following vote was recorded:

For Mr. Collins: Commissioners Cheatham, Gaboury,
May, Racine, Russo, Trapp, Alderton and Anderson.

For Mr. Veiht: Commissioners Coombs, Doucette, Gold-
sworthy and Leadbetter.

Concensus: Mr. Collins 8 votes, Mr. Veiht 4 votes.

Nominations were declared open for a seat on the Parks
Commission expiring December 31, 1974, now held by Mr.
Robert DeGabriele. It was moved by Commissioner Racine
that Mr. John Vidlund be nominated. It was moved by
Commissioner Coombs, supported by Commissioner Russo
and carried that nominations be closed and a unanimous
ballot be cast for Mr. John Vidlund for the position on the
Marquette County Parks Commission for a six year term,
expiring December 31, 1980.

It was moved by Commissioner Leadbetter, supported by
Commissioner Goldsworthy and unanimously carried that
the Prosecuting Attorney be asked for an opinion as to
whether the Board of Commissioners acted legally in
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separating membership on the three Commissions, County
Road, Parks, and Airport, without a proper resolution. The
Prosecutor will study the matter and give the Board his
opinion.

Nominations were declared open for a seat on the Acocks
Medical Facility Board, the seat is now held by Dr. J.P.
Bertucci and expires on December 31, 1974. It was moved by
Commissioner Goldsworthy that Dr. J.P. Bertucci be
nominated to succeed himself. Commissioner Racine moved,
supported by Commissioner Goldsworthy and carried that
nominations be closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Dr.
J.P. Bertucci for the 4 year term.

A communication from Acocks Medical Facility Board, in
regard to their recommendation that the Acocks Board be
increased from three members to five members, was read. It
was moved by Commissioner Trapp, supported by Com-
missioner Alderton and unanimously carried by a roll call
vote that the County Board of Commissioners adopt a
resolution at their January meeting creating a five man
Board for Acocks Medical Facility and that one of the five
members be a member of the current County Board of
Commissioners. .

Monthly reports of the Acocks Medical Facility, Marquette
County Health Department, Marquette County Road Com-
mission, Controller and Treasurer, were read and placed on
file and the Treasurer’s report published.

WHEREAS, they also find it difficult and sometimes im-
possible to afford needed medicare care, even with the help
of the present medicare system; and,

WHEREAS, President Ford has proposed amendments to
the medicare program that would greatly increase the cost to
senior citizens for medical care and,

WHEREAS, President Ford has also directed the
Department of Agriculture to change the food stamp
program, thereby making most now eligible seniors,
ineligible for this needed assistance;

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Marquette County
Board of Commissioners do hereby urge President Ford to
reconsider his proposed amendments to medicare and his
directive to alter the food stamp program, so that the burden
of inflation fighting will not be placed on that segment of our
population who are least able to bear it; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this
resolution be sent to Senators Griffin and Hart and
Congressman Ruppe and to the President of the United
States, Gerald Ford.
