This Phase of Seaman's Law Will
Be Enforced Here—Edict of
District Supervisor.

The small boats along the Great Lakes
will be hard hit by the seaman’s bill, par-
ticularly in the ruling that requires ev-
ery boat operating outside of rivers, bays
and sounds, to be equipped with double
erews and triple watches in the hold.

H. Westeott, of Detroit, supervisor
of the esighth district, declared that he
interprets the law as it is written, and
that he would take measures to enforee
it even in the case of sandsuckers, which
work in rivers, and have occagion to en-
ter the lake only for a few hours at a
thme.

Krie and her tributaries, it necessarily
follows that hiz decision would affect
the boats on Lake Superior.

In
the Twentieth, the “Ghetto” of the city,
social welfare work was found to be \u-il
advanced. Hull House, over which Jane
Addams presides, was only one of a

settlements, besides
which there found numerous play-
grounds shelters, nurseries and the like.
Social workers for years have been at-
tracted by the picturesque appeal of this
