We fully realize the technical problems related to 

putting together a newspaper and, in spite of the best 

laid plans, sometimes a time squeeze .can It be avqided. 

Whatever problems arise regarding time, personnel, 

overtime, etc., one thing which can't be slighced is 

proofreading of the c ame ra-ready flats . Just a couple 

of extra minutes are all that is needed to give a 

flat the once-over for typos. They can't be taken 

to camera without a proofing. Catching typographical 

errors would seem to be a responsibility shared by 

both the students and the Mining Journal crew .
