American Cavalry frenr English Stand- 
ro ln t

English army officers jiro  just now 
advocating the establishment of a corps 
of mounted riflem en.. An offlcar 
writing to the London Times takes ex­
ception to a statemcut made by Sir 
Henry Havelock that General Sheri- 
dnu’e cavalry doting tho lato war were 
mounted riflem en.. In  doing so, he 
prefaces his remarks by saying th a t he 
served with General Sheridan during 
the last year of oar war, aud then pro­
ceeds as follows: “  I f  being armed’aa 
faros possible with Spencer carbines 
made tnem mounted riflemen, well and 
good; but in every respect they were 
essentially cavalry, and if not the'best 
to. look at, wore perhaps tho 
most effective the world ever 
saw. This cavalry eould line a 
‘stone w all’ dismounted as well 
as annoy the flanks of an army, as at 
the battle of W inchester; or, when the 
tim e cams, capture artillery, as at Ce­
dar Creek, in the Shenandoah Valley, 
a month afterwards. The divisions of 
about 10,000 strong, were commanded 
by young men of great dash. Merritt, 
Custer, etc., were boys of 24 years of 
age, but West Point graduates aud 
giants in tho theory if  not tho practice 
of tho art of war.

French Ore*#! Cakw—Is a delicious 
supper table dilicaoy, made thus: Bout 
tbo yolks of six eggs; add two, caps of 
sugar and stir but ten mtoutee: then stir in 
■riiree caps of sifted flour and four table* 
spoonfuls of muk or water; add the beav- 
en'whitea of toe eggs, and a little nutmeg, 
and, lastly, two and a half teaspoonfuls of 
baking powder. Stir briskly, and pour out 
into fonr pie p*ns. Bake half an hour. 
When you begin to make the cake, put 
ono pint of milk in an earthen venael, on 
the hack part of the stove to simmer, and 
while tho cake is baking, make the follow^ 
iug oreum (don’t hurry for there is plenty 
of time): To two beaten eggs, yolk* and 
whites together, add a scant teacup of 
sugar and etir; and then tako two scant 
tableipoonfoH of prepared starch or 
waizana thinned with cold milk, stir into 
the sugar and eggs, and add this mixture 
to tho' milk on the elovo, whiob mqy row 
besot forward.
