At each of these 
mills is a post offlee and quit*a little village, at 
the Angelica mill they put in the past winter 
between fight and nine tulllion feet of tog*, the 
log yard cover* from three to tour'acres and the 
logs are piled in tier* from tan to twenty fret 
high. They cut from fifty to »isty thoatend feet 
of logs per day Into lumber and shiagla*. cut­
ting about ono hundred Ihounand of shingles a 
driy.
