As, when upon the sale of o
horse the vendor knew him to be un-
sound in a certain respect and by arti-
fice concealed the defect, or in answer
to Inquiries gave evasive and artful re-
plies, with intent to defraud the vendes,
and did thereby deceive him to his
injury, it was such a fraud on thevendes
as wonld justify him in rescinding the
contract.—Crowle vs, Moses, Supreme
Court, Pa.
