M. A llen S ta rr, th e  nerv e  specia- 

l is t  o f N ew  Y ork, a ttr ib u te d  hia 
b reak d o w n  to  em otion  cau sed  by th e  
in v ea tig a tio n  of th e  P u jo  co m m ittee  of 

th e  "m o n ey  t ru s t .”
S in ce  th a t  tim e  Mr. M organ h as  

b een  on a  jo u rn ey  th ro u g h  E gyp t in 
hopes o f reg a in in g  h is h ea lth , when 
h e  su ffe red  a n o th e r  b reakdow n. How­
ev er, h ia  co n d itio n  im proved som e 
w h a t an d  th e  v is it  w as c u t sh o rt and 
th e  fin an c ie r w en t to Rom e. H ere 
h is  con d itio n  becam e c ritic a l on 
E a s te r  Sunday  and  sin ce  th a t  tim e he 
h as  b een  g row ing  w orse, un til h e  su c ­

cum bed  today.

G radually  W eakened 

T h e  d e a th  o f M r. .Morgan w as ex­
p ec ted  m o m en tarily , and hia condition  
h a s  been  g rad u a lly  w eakening. T he 
o n ly  sig n  of h is  in te rn a l suffering  
cou ld  be recogn ized  by th e  m ovem ent 
o f h is  r ig h t  hand . O therw ise  no sign 
o f v ita lity , e x cep t by th e  heavy  b re a th ­
ing. A t e leven  o 'c lock  th e  doctors 
g av e  up hope a s  he  w as unab le  to tak e  
th e  p ro p e r  n o u rish m en t. T h e  h e a r t 
to n ic s  In jec ted  h a d  bu t l i ttle  effect, 
and  he  w as in  a  co m a s ta te  sev era l 
hou rs  befo re  b is dea th .

T h e  only  n o u rish m en t w hich Mor 
g an  h as  ta k e n  fo r th e  p a s t  few days 
h as  b e e n  th ro u g h  in jec tions, to  w hich 
th e  p h y sic ia n s h ad  to  re so r t to.

M any re la tiv e s  w ere  p re se n t a t  h is 
bedside. T h e  re la tiv e s  th o u g h t th a t  
a  m is ta k e  hud been  m ade in b rin g ­
ing  h im  to  R om e in stead  of London 
fo r  th e y  believed  th a t  th e  th o u g h t of 
b e ing  in  h is  ow n house  and  th e  b risk  
a i r  w ould h av e  helped  him .

H is to ry  o f Life 
J .  P ie rp o n t M organ w as b o m  in 

H artfo rd , Conn., A pril 17th., 1837. Ho 
g ra d u a te d  from  th e  E ng lish  high 
school a t  B oston and  la te r  a tten d ed  
th e  u n iv e rs ity  a t  G ottingen , G erm any. 
M r. M organ w as tw ice m arried , tho  
second  tim e  to  F ra n c e s  T racey  in 1802. 
In  1857 h e  e n te re d  th e  bank  of D un­
can , S h e rm a n  & Com pany, w here  he 
b eg an  h is  c a re e r  and finally clim bed 
th e  la d d e r  u n til h e  becam e know n as 
th e  w izard  o f  finance. T h ree  y ea rs  
l a te r  h e  b ecam e ag e n t and a tto rn e y  
in th e  U n ited  S ta te s  for Geo. Peabody 
& Co., d ea lin g  in in v es tm en ts  and se 
c u r itle s , w hich ended  in th e  fo rm ation  
o f th e  J . P. M organ & com pany, w ith  ; 
th e  J .  P. M organ as m e  Head. T h is 
co m p an y  is th e  la rg est p r iv a te  b an k ­
in g  h o u se  in  th e  U nited  S ta te s  w ith  
a  b ra n c h  In London. T h e  com pany 
w as la rg e ly  occupied  in th e  re-o rgan i­
z a tio n  o f  ra ilro a d s  and  th e  consolida 
t lo n  o f  in d u s tr ia l p ro p e rtie s . D uring 
th e  C leve land  ad m in is tra tio n  he lo r  
g an ized  and  floated th e  U. S. S teel 
co rp o ra tio n  fo r  11,100,000.

H is  fa th e r  w as a  g en iu s and  le f t  Llm 
te n  m illio n s o f do llars. M organ b e­
c a m e  a  g re a t  b a n k e r  and  w as called  
th e  "sp h in x  of W all s tre e t ."  H e is 
th e  o n ly  m an  th a t  ev er b ea t out Ja y  
Qould.

M r. M organ  proved  to  b e  q u ite  o 
p h ila n th ro p is t in  th e  la s t  q u a r te r  of 
a  century, a n d  h a s  given m uch m onev 
fo r  pu b lic  in te rp ris e s  in  th e  w ay of 
s ite s , b u ild in g s  a n d  fine g ifts .

T h e  Jaw  seem s 
to  Indicate, how ever, th a t  th e re  was 
no  pow er o f speech. T h e re  a re  m ere­
ly two w ell w orn m o lar te e th  In place, 
b u t  o th e r  th in g s show  th a t  in  life 
th e re  w ere g re a t can in es  and  large 
fro n t tee th . In th is  it  differs from  the 
fam ous H eidelberg  skull, w hich Is also 
apelike  in form  bu t hm an  a s  to tee th .

D utch app le  pudding—O ne p in t of 
Hour, one teaspoon  c ream  ta r ta r ,  one- 
h a lf teapsoon  soda, one-half teaspoon  
sa lt, one egg and a gen ero u s two- 
th ird s  cup of sw eet m ilk. Mix the 
flour, c ream  ta r ta r ,  soda  an d  s a l t  to­
g e th e r  and p u t th ro u g h  th e  sieve. 
B eat the egg ligh t and  mix w ith  the 
milk. Rub tw o tab lespoons of b u tts r  
Into th e  flour and  mix w ell w ith  the 
m ilk and egg. Do no t mold, b u t pour 
th e  m ix ture in to  a  w ell-bu tte red  pan, 
hav ing  th e  dough one inch  d eep  in the 
pan. B are four app les, c u t th e m  in 
eigh ths, stick  th e  pieces in row s into 
th e  dtiugh and s if t on tw o tab lespoons 
of g ran u la ted  sugar. B ake in a  mod­
e ra te  oven tw enty-five m inu tes. Serve 
w ith su g a r ahd  c ream  o r  any sw eet 
sauce.

Apple and  R ice P udding— One and 
one-half cups uncooked rice, tw o  dozen 
sm all apples. W ash th e  rice  and  soak 
tw o hours in cold w ater. P a re  and 
q u a rte r  the app les, w et th e  pudding 
clo th , sp read  it  in th e  co lander, 
sp rin k le  ligh tly  w ith  flour, sp read  on 
tw o-th irds of th e  rice, lay in th e  ap ­
ples as c losely  a s  possib le, th en  the 
rem a in d e r of th e  rice.

Apple C h a rlo tte— B u tte r  a  deep 
e a rth en  d ish and place around  the 
s id es slices o f b read  cu t ab o u t one 
Inch th ick , b u tte re d  and soaked  In 
cold w ater. F ill th e  lined  d ish  with 
sliced  so u r app les, pu t over th em  one 
cup of sugar, one-half cup of cold wa­
te r , a  sp rin k le  of s a l t  and nutm eg 
g ra ted  o r  cass ia  to su it th e  ta s te . Cov­
e r  the app les w ith  th e  slice s o f soaked 
and  bu tte red  b read , then  cover w ith  a 
p la te  and  bake slow ly tw o hours.

S p rin k le  over 
a little  su g a r, nu tm eg  o r  cassia , sm all 
b its of b u tte r , then  a  lay er o f crum bs 
and a l te rn a te  w ith th e  ap p le s  until 
th e  d ish is full, seaso n in g  each  layer 
of app les w ith  sugar, b u tte r  a n d  spice, 
having th e  la s t  la y e r  c ru m b s w hen  the 
dish is filled.
