From th e  tim e the parade formed on 

Wells avenue and m arched to Norris, 
and thence eas t on Ludington street, 
until the exercises a t  the Ludington 
park  were completed in the forenoon, 
the wheel w as kept turning. A fter the 
noon hour, the wheel s ta rted  turning 
once more and didn 't stop un til about 
10 o'clock a t  night.

The parade was a good one, but 
many floats th a t It had been planned 
to form In line, failed to  get in readi­
ness in time. Particularly  true  was 
this o f .th e  Birdseye V eneer company 
float, one of the p re ttiest to be a rran g ­
ed for the parade.

Field Marshal Is Late 

German to A sk War 

Horrors Blame.

London, July  5.—Field Mar­
shal von Hindenburg, former 
chief of the German staff, de­
clares that he is responsible for 
the acts of the German main 
headquarters since August, 
1916, and also the proclama­
tions of Emperor William con­
cerning the waging of warfare.

He asks President Ebert of 
Germany to inform the allies to 
this effect, according to  a  Co­
penhagen dispatch to the-Ex­
change Telegraph company.

W ould M ake R epara tions .
Paris, Ju ly  5.—Germ any h as indi­

cated h e r desire to  begin imm ediately 
her compliance w tih  te rm s of the 
peace trea ty  regarding reparations. 
H er request fo r oral conferences of 
German economic experta w ith allied 
experts has been granted by th e  allies.

The conferences will be begun early 
next week, according to p resen t indi­
cations.

A perm anent reparations commis 
sion has not yet been appointed by 
the allies. Until it is constituted the 
commission which had been created 
to name various conference commis­
sions will a c t in  the German negotia­
tions. The American m em ber of this 
commission is  John  F oster Dulls. The 
fact th a t these negotiations will be 
personal m arks a  new sta tus of rela­
tions between Germany and th e  allies.

If You Take It:

THE PEOPLE O F  THE STATE OE MICHIGAN ENACT:

(15361) Section 1. Every person who wilfully or fraudulently in­
jure, or suffers to be injured, any meter, wire, line, pipe or appliance 
belonging to any water, steam, electric or gas company, or prevents 
any water, steam, electric or gas meter belonging to such company 
from duly registering the quantity' of water, steam, electric current or 
gas measured through the same, or in any way hinders or interferes 
with its proper action or ju st registration, or attaches any line, wire 
or pipe to any line, wire, pipe or main belonging to such water, steam, 
electric or gas company, or otherwise uses or burns or causes to be 
burned or used any water, steam, electric current or gas supplied by 
such company, without the written consent of such company or its 
duly authorized agent or officer, unless the same passes through a meter 
or is measured by a meter set by said company, or fraudulently uses its 
water, steam, electric current or gas, or water, or w’astes the same, shall 
for every such offense, if the value of such water, steam, electric current, 
gas or damage so caused shall not exceed in value the sum of twenty- 
hve dollars, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not exceed­
ing one hundred dollars or by imprisonment of not more than ninety 
days, or by both such fine and imprisonment in the state prison for a 
term of not less than three months nor more than three years, or by 
both such fine and imprisonment in the discretion of the court and if 
the value of such water, steam, electric current, gas or damage so caused 
shall exceed in value the sum of twenty-five dollars, shall upon convic­
tion thereof be punished by a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars 
or by imprisonment in the state prison for a  term of not less than  three 
months nor more than three years, or by both such fine and imprison­
ment in  the discretion of the court; Provided, T hat such criminal pros­
ecution shall not in any way impair the righ t of such company to a  full 
compensation in damages by civil suit.

(]|5362) Section 2. The provisions of this act shall extend to and 
apply to alT offenses against all water, steam, electric or gas oompanies 
and boards or municipalities owning or operating plants for producing, 
manufacturing, furnishing, transm itting or conducting water, steam,

Japanese, Germ ans and BrUislv Col­
onel Reilly said, a re  busy with propa­
ganda which teaches the Mexicans and 
Latln-Americans to fear that there 
may come a day when the United 
S ta tes will sweep down upon them and 
take their wealth.

" I t  is foolish to delude ourselves 
about having a friend In the world." 
said Colonel Reilly. There is no real 
friendship betw een nations; except 
fo r themselves. W e have Ideals of 
democracy and fa ir  dealing which do 
not appeal to o ther world powers.

"The Mexican frontier, our second 
largest land fron tier, will be a con­
s tan t source of trouble until It Is 
cleaned up. I t  also offers a ‘base for 
hostile operations against us. T he 
way to  stop trouble is to go to the 
h eart of it. and stop It."

Colonel Reilly completed his testi­
mony on direct examination with the 
statem ent th a t during all bis fighting 
in Europe his a rtillery  never had one 
piece of American artillery  and never 
fired a round of American ammuni­
tion.

Colonel Reilly gave It as his belief 
th a t a division of 28,000 men would be 
sufficient to Invade and quell disturb­
ances In Mexico. T he country could 
be overrun w ith 150,000 men, he said.

T okio, Ju n e  5—Japan occupied a t 
the Peace Conference a  special posi­
tion—she was d isin terested  in the 
question bound up with the F ar E ast 
T askashi H ara. the Prim e Minister, 
has told the editor of a French pub­
lished a t Tokio The Prem ier said:

"Japan went to the Peace Confer 
enco with the  desire to take an active 
p a rt In Its work and to participate  in 
all quesions th a t m ight arise. Why? 
Because Japan  is sincerely attached 
to th e  cause of right and Justice. She 
has proved it by closely cooperating 
with the Allies and by subscribing 
w ithout reserve to the fourteen pro­
positions of P residen t W ilson; she 
never hesitated  to join with the pro­
m oters of the  League of Nations.

"Like the French. English and Am­
erican peoples, wo wish a  perm anent 
peace, b e tte r and more open relations 
between nations, a happier humanity 
And we believe we are In a good posi­
tion to judge things from the point of 
view of justice and right because we 
had fewer in te rests under discussion 
than  Europe and the United States. 
Our a ttitude is impartial and our de­
legates a t Paris show ed’ the good 
faith , sincerity  and openness of our 
politics.

"However, violent criticism s have 
been addressed to us. Japan has been 
represented a s  an ambitious, war- 
loving. aggressive nation. T he pro­
ceeding cabinet sufffered the  same 
accusations which wore not merited.

can assure you my governm ent is 
doing Its best not to cause discontent; 
to disregard proceedings which might 
bethought to bear a representive 
character. The Peace Conference has 
given us an occasion to show we were 
not guilty of w hat had been reproach­
ed to  us."
