At tho end of the semes-
ter the professors and instructors
send to the oflice where the credits
are kept lists of the students who
Tave been in their classes, and the
result of the cxnminntions. The
items on these lists are compared
with those on the “election blunks"
and from the two the entry for the
permanent eredit card Is obtained.

Fhe cards are posted at the end of
every semester, They ean be con-
sulted by the student who s in doubt
as to how his account stands. . It fie
drops out of the wniversity for the
few yenrs his card s filed away, to
e brought out wheh he returns to
complete hls ccurse.
