Reducing Our Exports and Injuring
the Carrying Trade.

“Should the United States vefuso to
grant a reduction of duty on the fm-
ports of the two great staples of Cubn
(sugar and tobacco) we believe tho
vesult will bo vuin to tho planter, bank.
rupley to the merchant and great dis-
tress to the laboring classos of Cubn,
followed by serious Industrinl disturh:
ances and disovder. Financial and
cconomle disaster to Cuba will cor
spondingly Injure our trade and mate-
rinlly reduco our oxports of flour, corn,
lrd, bacon, pork, beans, peas, canned
goods aud other commoditics.

“Tho material roduction of oxports
and imports to and from Cuba, fol-
lowed by a corresponding decrense in
tho carrylng trado, will result fn a loss
of frelght to ship owners.

“This committee should urgo such
reduetion fn the duties now levied on
Cuban tobacco and sugar as would
therchy avert Jmpending dlsaster and
safeguard the interests we represent

" Trying to Prejudice the Cause.

Ropresentative McClellan (N, Y.)
called attention to clreulars vecelved
by himself and other members of tho
commilttee attacking the current sugar
quotations and claiming they were in-
flnenced by the sugar trust, Business
men present gave thelr impression
that the quotations were fairly correct
and impartial.

Mr. McClellan remarked, in this con-
nection, that there was an evident
purpose. In some quarters of preju-
dicing the cause of Cuban reciprocity
by creating a public impression that
the trust was behind it, whereas all
the witnesses thus far had shown that
the Cuban cause stood on lls merlh!
