MESSAGE IS GIVEN
COOL RECEPTION
IN ITALY, TOO

Berlin, April 15 (P}—In terms
which left no doubt Adolf Hitler
Intends to reject Presldent Roose-
velt's appeal for a world confer-
ence, the controlled German press
tonlght attacked the American
peace message which asked for an
[tallan-German 10-year non-ag-

esalon pledge.

The same view was expressad in
gemi-officlal elreles in Munich
where Hitler welghed hls possible
answer and consulted by tele-
phone with his Rome ally, Prem-
fer Mussolinl

The ofticially inspired commen-
tary Deutsche Dienst sald Mr.
Roosevelt had directed his mes-
sage “to the wrong address.”™

In Munieh, the foehrer and
Forelgn Minister Jeachim Ribbhen-
trop mixed a casual tea In wlith
their conferences.

There was atill no definite indl-
catlon whether Hitler would reply
personally to the peace message
which President Roosevell sent
directly to the reichsfuehrer,

The bitter German reactlon
came while rumors persisted that
the Free City of Danzilg and its
predominantly German population
might be taken over by troops
'rom East Prussia as a "birthday
present™ for Hitler before e
selebrates his fiftieth andlversary
next Thursday.

3. Bilataral talks between pow-
ers would achieve greater results
than conferences Including many
poOWers.

FLEET ORDERED
BAGK TO PACIFIC

Roosevelt Message Is
Followed By Start
of Navy Move

Washington, April 16 (/P)—An
unexpected order to the [(leet Lo-
day to return at once to the Pa-
cific coastl—cutting short its At-
lantie viait by flve weaks—raln-
forced Presldent Roosevelt's ap-
peal for peace in Europe,

The navy did not explain the
purpose of the order, but offielal
eircles declded quickly that 1t
would have one, or possibly both,
of the follawing two effecta:

1. Quiet any uneasiness In Ger-
many and Italy over the unusual
presence In the Atlantic of one of
the world's principal armadas,

%. Restore the balance of world
naval power, by returning to the
Paclfle the only sea force able,
and in a geographic position to
chbckmate Japaness aggression in
B avapt of o world

Theé order to the fleet was fa-
sued by Becretary Swanson a It-
tle ‘more than an hour sfter the
chlef executive proclaimed his ap-
peal to Chancellor Hitler and
Premier Mussolinl. The order can-
eelled a full dress MNest review set
for April 27 and It drastically al-
tered at the same tlme plans for
naval partielpation in the New
York World's Fair

Left on the east coast, howev-
er, will be an Atlantle squadron
of about 56 wareraft—the strong-
est such foree In the Atlantic since

Pacific In 1932 in the midst of the
Sino-Japanese crisis of that year.
Leave On Toesday

About 64 craft, locluding 8 bat-

Ha
sald & man's volce warned that
“something was going to happen.”

Judge Murphy saild he had re-
calved “at least a dozen" threat-
ening letters since 1937, when he
gentenced the prisoner to serve
glx to 16 years for robbery armed.

Indications said to have coma
from Berlin that Hitler might
have. dropped his demand for ex-
traterritorial rights on a project-
ad exprass motor highway across
the Pollsh corridor also aroused
much Interest.

Poland has refused Germany's
original proposals, which asked
Nazl sovereignty for the highway
across  the corridor connecling
Germany proper with East Prue-
ela.

Albanie, from celebrating the birth of
a Crown Prince whose grandmother was
Amerlcan, has turned Its attention toward
efforta to repel an invaslon by Italian
forces.

Albania is the Balkan country closest
to the hesl of Italy's boot, says a bulletin
from the Washington, D. C., headquarters
of the National Geographic Soclety. At
the mouth of the Adriatlc Sea, only 47
miles of water, the 8Strait of Otranto,
saparates the two countries.

Brindisi, port in southeastern Italy at
which Italian Ulreops were concentrated,
s 79 miles from Albanla‘s sirategie little
port of Valona, and about 1056 miles from
Albanin‘s capital town, Tirana—Iless than
the distance from New York City to Al-
hany.

—NEAR ALBANIA'S BEST BAY—

But alnce 1914 Ttallan forces have heen
closer atill—they have literally eamped on
Albania’s doorstep, The two-mile-long 18-
land of Saseno which overlooks the ex-
tensive sheltered Bay of Valonn was tak-
en over by ltaliang from {ts shapherd in-
habitants in October, 1914,. It has been
fortitied, equipped with radlo station and
hreakwaters, and connected with Brindis]
by steamboat service. This small Italian
naval base may nol be vislted withount
Itallan permission.

The Bay of Valona is important for
mora than ita nine miles of sheltered wa-
tere. It commands the mouth of the
Adriatic 8ea, and the shipping from cast-
ern Itallan ports, especially Trieste, as
well as the commerce with the long Dal-
matian coast of Yugoslavia. On the Ital-
ian shores of this Adriatic bottleneck,
there ia no such harbor suitable for naval
operalions.

The 10,629-square-mile patch of rugged
Balkan country, which emerged from Tur-
kish rule in 1912 as Albania, first cama
under [alian influence as part of Illyria
in the anclent Roman Empire. A more

The United States Buprema Court  al
lengih has decided in effect that officiale
are people and that they can be subjected
to the snme income laxes that ordinary
mortals pay without jeopardizing the da-
licate halance between state and Federal
EOYATTMAnNLS,

This overthrow of & hundred veare of
precedents neead not of itself rouse fenrs
ihat the Federal Qovernment ig about to

swallow up the Stales, S0 long as the
tax involved is o uniform rate on all
citizens and not a special tax aimed at

some governmental agency, the new rule s
a wholesome one, It is very probable that
the Federal Government will derive more
revenue from taxation of state and muni-
cipal employeca’ snlaries than will the
States from taxation of Federal salaries,
both because there are more local or state
employees and because the Federal rates
are much higher.

Every such rullng io the direction of
removing income tax axemptions empha-
sizes strongly the need for a conlerence
or series of conferences between state and
Federal authorities to mark ool a Dnew
division of tax fields belween the two
lavers of government. The overlapping
and duplication of taxation is particular-
Iy bad in the income tax field. Congress-
men will become more aware of this when
they have to pay state as well as Federal
income taxes on their salaries and will be
less likely to append their names to a
war-tax bill carrving %9 per cent rates on
large incomes Without realizing that state
rates added to this would in some cases
take more than a man's whole inrome.

The present decision of the Supreme
Court does not touch the question of tax-
exempt securities. If the court should de-
stroy the mutual tax immunity of incomes
from state and Federal bonds -which, on
the whole, would be a tremendouns step in
the right direction—il would become aven
very much more necessary to arrive at
some reallocation of tax sourres which
would enable the Stales to make up their
logses. For there also the increased costs
to states ind municipalities in Interest on
their dept would be much more than they
would gain from taxation of lbcome on
Federal bonds.

Check Assures
Dependmlmration

Don't let autumn slip inte win-
ter without assuring yourself that
your heating plant bollar I8 ready
to give dependable and efficiéht
serviee In the season when It Is
most needed.

An inspection of the entire
heating system by & rellable and
reputable heating contractor will
not only provide the home-owner
with every assurance that the
boiler can be depended upon to
provide the neceasary warmth but
that it {8 performing with an effi-
clency as close to 100 per cent as
it iz possible to make it.

Firat of all, the heating plant
must be clean if it ia to do its job
well. Second, the escape of heat
must ba guarded against. This
i done by thorough insulation of
the boiler and pipes and by pro-
viding tight-fitting doors.

Ingpection of the boller by a
good heating contractor will dis-
close whether proper combustlon
of the fuel is assured by the
grates and by the condition of the
fire-box, the draft mechanism,

and the smoke-pipe and chimney,

Broken or warped grates will
permit unburned coal {6 drop in-
to the ashpit; leaks in the smoke-
plpe or chimney will retard the
draft and prevent proper control
of the pipes.

An inspection of tha plpes,
valves and radiators Is necessary
to discloss if all of the heat gen-
erated by the bollér is transmitted
to the rooms.

Bometimes a sagging of the
wall or floor causes a change in
the pitch of a pipe which will, in
turn, affect the ability of a radia-
tor to heat a room.

Radiator shut-off valves some-
times become stuck, so the entry
of the full amount of hot water
or steam is prevented.

S8imilarly, the air-valves of a
steam-heating plant nead lubriea-
tion at the beginning of every
heating season, if they are to per-
form smoothly.

If the air valvea are of the old
carbon-post type, their replace-
ment with the modern floating
type I8 desirable,

The ecirculation of the water in
a radiator heating system which
has proved slugglth may be
spaeded up by the use of & motor-
driven impeller or by converting
the system into what i8 known as
a closed system.

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STATE STREAMS'
T0BE CHECKED

Many Points Involved In
Trout Control; Will
Analyze Factors

Laneing—Basic ldea behind
modern methods of trout stream
improvement Is analysis of factors
limiting abundance of trout and
action designed to overcome or
romedy natural deflelencies of a
giream, according to department
of conservation exports.

Eesentlal requirements of trout
are pure water, cold water, ade-
quate spawning conditions, good
ghelter for young trout as well as
old, sufficient food for each age
c¢lass of trout and protection of
the trout from undue depletion by
natural enemies, disease and over-
flehing. .

Beek Proper Balance

These requirements have been
found the most essential by re-
pearch workers who have atudied
the habits and needs of trout.
But they have also found that
any ona of the required factors
may, if developed to an excess,
become detrimental In It effe
upon the trout population of ¥
ATen.

It has bean found that too pure
watar lacks fertilicing oqualities
necessary to the growth of trout
fond. Water which is too cold re-
tards the growth of both foo dor-
ganieme and trout. Too success-
ful spawning is likely to overrun
a stream with an abundance of
small trout while too much shel-
ter will ruin a stream for the fish-
erman and, in extreme condltions,
even affect the trout population
adversely. An excess of food
makes catching trout more ditfi-
cult and too littls fishing is like-
Iy to favor the development of
large predatory “cannibal™ trout.

Census for Facts

The ideal in etream improve-
ment ia to modifly each stream
factor 8o that it will make s
mosat affective contribution to the
production of larger and more de-
pendable crops of big trout.

On several of Michigan's fam-
ous trout streams cresl census
takerg this yvear will check re-
sults of improvement work along
with comparative values of plant-
ing In spring’ and fall, specles
caught, total catch from known
stream areas and percentage of
hatehery reared trout taken.
