A Lion Trap.
In Algeria there is great loss of life 

and property by the depredations of 
lions. The loss of property is estimated 
at $50,000 a year. The inhabitants cut 
away the forests as a means of protec­
tion against the wild beasts. M. Gheret 
devotes himself wholly to their extermi­
nation. As an assisting .means in this, 
his life work, he invented a lion trap, 
made as follows : The frame and bars 
are of iron. It is 10 feet long, 6 feet 6 
inches wide, and the same in height. 
Mounted on three cast-iron wheels of 
small diameter, it can be moved on diffi­
cult ground. The upper, part Opens 
with folding doors, like a wardrobe, 
which close of themselves at the slightest 
shock given to springs of steel. Catches 
retain the lids as they fall, and imprison 
the animal as soon as he touches the 
bottom of the trap. The plan is to 
place this trap, properly baited, on the 
ground frequented by the wild animals, 
and then, when the game is caught, to 
wheel the machine away to some menag­
erie prepared for the purpose.

The fifteen insurance companies 
which have been sued for penalties 
under the Iowa insurance law for not 
filing statements in January of each 
year, threaten to withdraw their agen­
cies and loans from the State if the 
suits go against them. As they pay 
$107,000 a year into the State treasury, 
their withdrawal would be a serious loss 
to the revenue. The whole amount 
sued for is $216,000, of which $150,000 
would go to the school fund, and the 
rest to the informer and his lawyers. 
The Auditor of the State certifies that 
the companies have complied with the 
spirit of the law.

T h e  E a s t.

The wife of Alexander Agassiz, son of the 
late Professor, died last week in Boston, of 
pneumonia, superinduced hy fatigue in attend­
ing upon her father-in-law.

Cuban agents in New York state that orders 
have been received that no more rifles are 
needed by the Cuban forces, as they have cap­
tured more than sufficient to arm all the men 
that they can put at present into the field.

The trial of ex-Mayor Hall, of New York, 
has resulted in his acquittal.

The extensive dry goods firm of Jordan, 
Marsh & Co., Boston, is charged with frauds 
on the revenue to the amount of $1,000,000, 
and the books and property of the house have 
been Serzed by an agent of Jhe Treasury De­
partment. These frauds bave, it is alleged, 
been carried on systematically for a series of 
years.

A Baltimore dispatch states that the fili­
buster steamer Edgar Stewart is fitting out in 
that port for Cuba.

The United States sloop-fcf-war Juniata, 
having on board the surviving passengers of 
the Virginius, arrived at New York the other 
day, and an examination of them was at once 
commenced by the United States District At­
torney. It is stated that there is a concerted 
plan among the prisoners to profess utter ig­
norance of the Virginias’ mission at the time 
she was captured, and all facts relating to her. 
They have agreed to this scheme, it is sup­
posed, in order to avoid trouble with the 
United States Government, in case it should 
be proved that the neutrality laws were vio­
lated.

Miss Elise Holt, the well-known actress, 
died in Pittsburgh, a few days ago, of pneu­
monia.

A cheering sign of the gradual recovery of 
the country from the effects of the recent 
financial crisis is shown in the fact that nearly 
all of the large manufactories in New En­
gland are resuming operations.

T he w e s t .

A watch factory is to be established at Rock­
ford, 111.

The town of Lincoln, New Mexico, was 
lately the soene of a bloody tragedy, in which 
David Warnefr, Mr. Herrold, J. L. Glynn, and 
Juan Martin were killed. Martin was a con­
stable, and, with a posse, tried to arrest the 
others. Warner killed him. The Sheriff’s 
party killed Warner, and the other two named 
were also found dead, riddled with bullets.

Edward Schwarzvoegel, his child and wife, 
all Prussians  ̂ and recently from Baltimore, 
Md., were found in their room at a hotel in 
Cincinnati, the other evening, the two former 
dead, and the latter dying, from inhaling the 
gas, which they had neglected to turn off 
before retiring.

Five kundred and thirty million dollars’ 
worth of goods were sold in Chicago during 
the past year at wholesale alone, being a gain 
of 18 per cent, over the same business of 1872, 
and a gain of 3i per cent over that of 1870.

A frightful tragedy was enacted at the vil- ! 
lage of Riga, near Dodson, Ohio, on Christ­
mas Day. A party had assembled to have a 
shooting match, and two brothers, named John 
and Henry Stone, quarreled about loading the 
rifle used. John called Henry a liar, when 
Henry drew a revolver and shot John, killing 
him instantly. The spectators being much 
excited, caught and hung Henry to the limb 
of a tree, and, when taken down, life was ex­
tinct. Too much whisky caused it all.

Chris. Rafferty. the_murderer of Policeman 
O'Meara, of Chicago, who has been thrice 
convicted and sentenced to death, and who 
was to have been hung at Waukegan on the 
26th of December, has been granted a super­
sedeas,

St. Louis has established a soup and sleep­
ing house for the deserving poor.

A Davenport (Iowa) hotel waiting-maid has 
fallen heir to a million dollars in Ireland.

The great bridge of the Chicago, Alton and 
St. Louis railroad, at Louisiana, Mo., has 
been completed, and trains are passing over it.

Judge Goddin, of the Seventh Judicial Dis­
trict of Kansas, has given a decision in the 
disputed Osage lands in favor of the settlers. 
The case will be appealed to the Supreme 
Court.

The accounts of the Treasurer of Leaven­
worth county, Kan*., are in confusion, and a 
committee who haye examined them report 
that that officer is “ short’’ $69,000.

Through the negligence of a turnkey, eleven 
prisoners quietly walked out of the Peoria 
(111.) jail a few evenings ago.

The report that the engineers of the North­
western aud Illinois Central railroads had 
joined in the late strike was premature.

The earnings of the Illinois Central railroad 
for the six monthsending Oct. 31 we?e $3,- 
189,832.63, an. excess of $1,523.65 ovdr last 
year. *

David A. Gage, the defaulting ex-Treasurer 
of Chicago, has turned over his property to a 
trustee for the benefit of the city. The prop­
erty is Valued at $528,500, while the deficit in 
his accounts amounts to $507,000.

The National Crop Iteporter, of the 29th ult., 
publishes returns from the States of Illinois, 
Minnessota, Wisconsin, Iowa, Ohio, Kansas, 
Missouri, and Indiana, in relation to the sup­
ply of hogs for the current season, showing 
that the total number fattened in the States 
named is 8 1-10 per cent, less than for the 
season of ’72. The comparative falling off in 
each State is as follow’s : Illinois, 5 per cent. 
Minnesota, 10 3-10; Wisconsin, 6 9-10; Iowa,
6 5-10; Ohio, 9 2-10; Kansas, 7 6-10; Mis­
souri, 7 3-10; Indiana, 7 8-10.

The report of tlie produce trade of Chicago 
for the past year shows a marked increase 
over preceding years. The receipts of bread- 
stuffs aggregate 96,731,598 bushels, against 
88,426,842 bushels in 1872. There were re­
ceived the extraordinary number of 4,360,000 
live hogs, and 765,000 head of cattle. The 
value of the produce received duriDg the year 
is $240,000,000.

The State Teachers’ Associations of Illinois, 
Wisconsin, Indiana and Michigan held their 
annual conventions last week, and the attend­
ance shows that great importance is attached 
to these occasions.

Nineteen business houses were recently 
burned in Stevens Point,.. Wia. . Estimated 
loss, $50,000.

A party of striking railroad engineers went 
to the engine-house of the Jeffersonville, 
Madison and Indianapolis railroad, at Indian­
apolis, and, while one held a revolver to the 
head of the watchman, the others broke up 
and disabled ten locomotives.

President Grant is reported as saying that 
he has no intention of withdrawing the nom­
ination of Attorney-General Williams aB Chief 
Justice of the United States.

An Associated Press telegram from Wash­
ington .says: The law of 1789 making it the 
duty of the Secretary of the Treasury to ap­
pear before Congress personally, or in writing, 
and explain his views on the finances, has 
never been repealed, and a member of the 
House proposes to offer a resolution, after the 
holidays, requiring Secretary Richardson to 
appear in the House and explain his views on 
several financial propositions ; among others, 
his proposed.increaeed taxation.

Madam Rumor is busy |with Cabinet changes. 
The latest is that Secretary Richardson and 
Mr. Schenck, Minister to the Court of St. 
James, are about to exchange official posi­
tions.
* A Washington dispatch of Dec. 25 says: “ It 

is safe to say that, upon the resembling of the 
Senate, the nomination of Williams as Chief 
Justice will ]?e withdrawn, it  is ascertained-

that if a vote were taken on his confirmation 
in a full Senate, there would be a majority of 
eight against him on the Republican side, 
without counting the opposition. It is con­
fidently predicted that Caleb Cushing’s name 
will be sent in next.”

It is stated that the estimates for river and 
harbor improvements will be cut down from 
$20,000,000 to $3,000,000.

Several of the members of the Senate Com­
mittee on Privileges are hard at work on 
schdines for amendments.to the Constitution, 
relative to the election of President. At the 
first meeting of the committee it partially 
matured a plan before the session began, 
which involves the abolishment of the Electoral 
College, ft,nd makes the election by a plurality 
instead of a majority.

The President has appointed Caleb Cushing 
to succeed Gen. Sickles as Minister to Spain.

The President has pardoned Ringold, Young, 
Neil and Harkins, of Alabajna, who are now 
serving out terms of imprisonment for Ku- 
Kluxism. During eighteen months past fifty- 
nine persons whoever© convicted of Ku-IGux- 
ism have pardoned. About twenty^appli­
cations for pardon are still pending before the 
Attorney-General.

Orders have been issued from the Navy De­
partment to discontinue the recruiting depots 
at Toledo, Detroit, New Orleans, Baltimore, 
and, various other points which were opened at 
the beginning of the complication with Spain.

It is rumored that the President will nom­
inate Gen. Schenck to be Secretary of the 
Treasury, vice Richardson, the present Secre­
tary, to be Secretary of the Interior, and 
transfer Secretary Delano from the latter de­
partment to the mission to England.

The survivors of the crew and passengers of 
the Virginius have addressed a memorial to 
President Grant expressing their heartfelt 
and grateful thanks for the energetic meas­
ures taken for their timely rescue and delivery 
from death or'a sentence to a chain-gang or a 
Spanish prison.

F o re ig n .

—Gen. Ignacio Bonsales has been elected 
President of San DomiDgo. The new admin­
istration, it is said, will attempt to annul the 
lease of Samana Bay.

—A dispatch from the Hague announces 
that the Sultan of Acheen, eeeing defeat in­
evitable, has given in his submission to the 
Dutch commander.

—Advices from Santiago de Cuba represent 
the situation there as very serious. A short 
time, ago twenty-five citizens were arrested, 
and after a mock-trial, without any evidence 
being adduced against them, they were told to 
go home. On their way they were cruelly 
waylaid and killed. Only one escaped, and he 
was riddled with bullets. The Americans are 
continually in fear of, their lives, and bitterly 
complain that nothing has been done to re­
drees their wrongs.

—An official denial is given in London to 
the story of the New York Times, that the En­
glish Government has demanded the punish­
ment of Gen. Burriel.

—Rochefort, the Communist, is reported to 
have died recently in the penal colony of New 
Caledonia, whence he was banished.

Tlie siege of, Cartagena, Spain, is being vig­
orously -pushed, the early .fall of the city 
is predicted. The besieging forces have made 
a breach in Fort St. Julian, one of the strong­
est defenses.

A Berlin telegram announces that the Em­
peror of Germany is recovering.

The officers of the Transatlantic Steamship 
Company, in Paris, .to which the steamer Ville 
du Havre belonged, have investigated the dis­
aster, and fully exonerate the officers and 
crew of the lost steamer from the charges of 
cowardice and neglect of duty.

Francois Hugo, son of Victor Hugo, died in 
Paris on the 26th of -December, aged 44 years.

Ralph Keeler, Cuban correspondent of the 
New York Tribune, recently fell overboard 
frem a steamer between Havana and Santiago, 
and was drowned.

A desperate confiiet between a band of Car 
lists and a Republican force occurred re­
cently before Bocayrente, in the province of 
Valencie, Spain. The insurgents were de­
feated with heavy loss in killed and wounded.

Marshal Bazaine has left Versailles for Ste. 
Marguerite.

The steamer Gipsy Queen sunk in the river 
Thames on the 26th of December. Sixty per­
sons were on board, eighteen of whom were 
drowned.

A Havana dispatch states that the steamer 
Virginius has been condemned as a lawful 
prize by the Prize Court in that city.

A Madrid dispatch reiterates the statement 
that the Spanish Government has determined 
to demand the restitution of the steamer Vir­
ginius, as well as indemnity, basing its demand 
upon the decision of Attorney-General Wil­
liams that she had no right to sail under the 
American flag. The Captain-General of Cuba 
has been invested with extraordinary powers, 
and Burriel relieved of his command, at San­
tiago.

The English steamer Becklow was wrecked 
near Gibraltar recently, and twenty-one out of 
twenty-three of those on board were lost.

It is denied that Spain has any intention 
of demanding the return of the steamer Vir­
ginius.

Advices from Cartagena say the insurgents 
are preparing to fly from the city.

P o li t ic a l.

Judge Hager, of San Francisco, has been 
elected to the short term in the United States 
Senate from California. He takes Mr. Cas- 
serly’s unexpired term, which runs till March 
4, 1875.

The majority for the new Constitution in 
Pennsylvania is 145,150.

The Hon. Samuel Shellabarger, of Ohio, is 
named as the probable successor of Gen. 
Sickles as Minister to Madrid. He was for­
merly Minister to Portugal.

A Washington correspondent says Senators 
Sumner and Scburz will unite with the Demo­
crats in criticising unsparingly the conduct of 
the Administration in the Virginius affair.

Judge Durell, of Louisiana, who iB threat­
ened with impeachment, has made a direct 
proposition to the Washington Administration 
to resign on condition that he be guaranteed a 
foreign mission. Hisproposal was rejected.

T h e  G ra n g e .

Delegates from the granges of Northwest­
ern Missouri, Eastern Kansas and .Southern 
Nebraska met in St. Joseph, Mo., on f)ec. 24, 
and organized a District Council. The con­
vention was well attended, and a very har­
monious organization was perfected. The 
platform of the Illinois Farmers’ Association 
was adopted by the Council, with some slight 
additions.

The Masters of Subordinate Granges 
throughout the State of New Hampshire, ac­
companied by their wives, assembled at Man­
chester on the 24th of December, and organ­
ized a State Grange. A constitution and by­
laws were adopted. Resolutions were also 
adopted against special privileges asking more 
for themselves than they are willing to grant 
for other industries; denouncing trickery, 
bribery, and corruption in elections; favoring 
equal and just taxation; calling upon theState 
to give its children a moral and liberal educa­
tion ; acknowledging the rights of woman by 
admitting her as an equal in the Order; de­
manding justice and economy in public affairs, 
and recommending the Order as a bond of 
Union stronger than arinies.

G e n e r a l.

. The Virginius prisoners, who were sur­
rendered at Santiago de Cuba, say that when 
the officers from the Tornado boarded the 
Virginius, one of them, in hauling down the 
flag of the United States, tore it into ribbons 
and trampled upon it, asserting, with an oath: 
“ This is what I have wanted.”

The steamer connecting Cairo and the Ken­
tucky shore made its first trip on the 24th ©f 
Peoeraber. This is the last link in the Missis­

sippi Central railroad, which makes a through 
all-rail route from Chicago to New Orleans.

As a result of the financial troubles in Japan, 
a.part of the young Japanese students who 
have been studying at Ann Arbor, Mich,, have 
been recalled home.

The railroads operated by the Pennsylvania 
Company are seriously embarrassed by a 
strike of the engineers against a reduction cf 
wages. There has also been a temporary in­
terruption of the running of trains on the 
Illinois Central and Chicago and Northwestern 
roads from the same cause.

The announcement has been made that the 
Northern Pacific Railroad Company will fund 
all the interest on its bonds up to and includ­
ing January, 1875, into five-year 7 per cent, 
coupon-bonds, convertible into the Company's 
first mortgage bonds at par, and into the land 
of the company at 25 per cent, off from regu­
lar prices.

As is customary at the close of navigation, 
the managers of the great east and west trunk 
lines, like the New York Central, Erie, and 
Pennsylvania roads, have met in New York 
and raised their freight rates.

The strike of the locomotive engineers on 
the lines operated by the Pennsylvania Cen­
tral has met with a sudden check in the shape 
of an official manifesto from the chief of the 
Brotherhood of Engineers, who announces 
that the strike has been inaugurated in direct 
and open violation of the rules, advises those 
who have quit work to resume again and pre­
vent others from stopping, and warns them 
not to interfere with the operations of the 
railroads. The roads are gradually getting 
into running order again, and the presence of 
the militia at various points where the excite­
ment is the greatest has had a good effect. 
Beyond the throwing of a train from the track 
near Cincinnati, one or two similar attempts 
in Indiana, and the shooting of a non-union 
engineer at Indianapolis, no serious violence 
has been used by the, strikers.

John J. Patterson, of New York, has sent a 
letter to Secretary Fish, declaring thtft he is 
the registered owner of the steamer Virginius. 
He protests against the opinion of the 
Attorney-General by which he and his vessel 
were condemned on ex parte testimony, fur­
nished by Spain. He states that the Solicitor 
of the Treasury gave him a bill of sale of the 
steamer; thereupon he (Patterson) truly 
swore that he was the owner, and the Govern.- 
ment gave her an American register, which 
has ever since protected her.

The Philosopher’s Stone.
One is surprised to remember how 

many eminent men have believed in the 
philosopher’s stone as a means by which 
everything could be turned to gold. 
Roger Bacon believed in its production, 
and Arnold de Villeneuve professed that 
he could increase the stone at pleasure. 
In 1545 Henry YI. granted patents and 
commissions to find out the philosopher’s 
stone, “ to enable the king to pay all 
the debts of the crown in real gold and 
silver.” No gold, of course, was ever 
made; but the king had a forge or 
smithy built for practice in Pall Mall, 
on the site of the first Carlton House. 
Ripley, the alchemist, wrote on the 
“ twelve gates” leading to the discovery 
of the stone, in }470; but he repented, 
his wasted life,. and begged all men 
would burn his books, which were 
V*false and vain.” Basil Valentine, the 
German monk, was of opinion that the 
metals were compounds of salt, sulphur 
and mercury, and that the philosopher’s 
stone was composed of the same ingre- 
gredients. Cornelius Agrippa joined 
the French alchemist in searching for 
the stone. Dee and Kelly sought for 
the stone. Boyle and Sir Isaac New­
ton joined in a process for “ multiply­
ing gold,” for which a company was es­
tablished in London. Leibnitz joined 
a society of Rosicruciansin Nuremberg, 
in the pursuit of the philosopher’s stone. 
Bergmah.n, the chemist, relates a num­
ber of cases in which gold was supposed 
to be formed by the use of the philoso­
pher’s stone; though they were the re­
sults of fraud, by secretly introducing 
into the crucible gold pretended to have 
been obtained by transmutation. Some? 
times crucibles were made with a false 
bottom, gold or silver being concealed 
at the real bottom ; when, heat being 
applied, the false bottom disappeared, 
and the gold or silver was found at the 
bottom of the crucible.. Sometimes 
gold or'silver were introduced in char­
coal—the hole stopped with wax—or in 
hollow rods with which the crucible was 
ŝtirred, the ends being closed with wax. 

A common exhibition was to dip nails 
in a liquid, and take them one-half con­
verted into the gold. These nails were 
one-half gold and one-half iron, the gold 
being covered with something to con­
ceal its color, which the liquid removed. 
However, on the principle that ‘ ‘ ’tis an 
ill wind which blows nobody good,” 
some benefits have accrued to mankind 
from the ancient practice of an art 
which is now considered a low delusion 
and imposture. The books of the 
alchemist show the effects of experi­
ments ; and though they were guided 
by false views, they made most useful 
researches, and thus laid the founda­
tion of experimental science and modern 
chemistry. Two centuries ago, Sir 
Thomas Browne regarded alchemical 
studies as the cradle of chemistry.

Press, in relating what 
he knows about farming, touches up 
the hog question in this style: “ To 
make Berkshire pigs'out of your hazel 
splitters, select a cool day, stand them 
on their hams, tied to a sapling, and 
drive their noses back into their shoul­
ders, leaving about an inch protruding. 
If yon look at the agricultural papers, 
you will see that all blooded hogs are 
fixed that way. If you have any whose 
noses are longer than the rest of the 
body, better sell them to an artesian- 
well company fojr drills, as yon cannot 
drive the nose -back without telescoping 
the whole pig. When you Cut Up hogs, 
leave the ham square, leave some hair 
too, salt everlastingly, and they will be 
worth several cento less per pound than 
when trimmed and cured , so that a 
Christian can eat them.”

Buffalo Heads.
Attention was attracted yesterday to a 

building on Broadway which has been 
closed up for several months, and around 
the doors of which a swarm of hungry 
dogs were hovering, snuffing the air 
savagely and whining piteously. Every 
once in a while the door—over which 
boards had been nailed to blind the 
inquisitive individuals—would open, and 
fragments of hair and gore be thrown 
out to the hungry curs waiting for their 
sanguinary feast.

Entering the building, onr reporter 
was received by two men with bare and 
bloody arms, each holding in his hand a 
sharp butcher knife; upon the floor 
were rows of gory, grinning, ghastly 
heads—some old, some young, some 
bearded, others without beards, some 
with and some without hair. Erom some 
the eyes had been gouged out, and from 
others the flesh had been out off from 
the cheek bone, leaving the teeth ex­
posed, grinning and ghastly to look 
upon. The two men before mentioned 
closed the door and locked it, and pro­
ceeded to slash and cut the flesh from 
the bones and from the necks and faces. 
Upon the walls, hanging hy their hair, 
are several remarkable heads, dried and 
grizzly. Two or three of them have large, 
heavy, black and brown beards, and are 
evidently the heads of old fellows who 
have seen much frontier service, as 
their countenances, even in death, have 
a fierce and wild aspect. In a room to 
the rear of this gloomy, horrible place, 
was noticed a pile of fresh scalps, most 
of them of brown or black hair. Some 
female sealps were noticed in this pile. 
It is without doubt the most horrible 
array of bloody heads seen together 
since the days of Dunton and Robes­
pierre. There was also a large quantity 
of poison, sufficient in quantity to 
poison the entire city. In reply to our 
reporter’s several questions, the two 
men engaged in cutting the flesh from 
the lifeless heads said :

“ No ! we don’t mind it. It did ap­
pear somewhat horrible at first, hut we 
have got used to it now. These heads 
are mostly taken by men employed for 
that purpose, hy Mr. Beverly R. Keim, 
of the Kansas Pacific railway. They 
are in great demand in the East, and 
we are unable to supply the demand. 
We poison and dress about fourteen 
heads each month. We have done as 
many as twenty in one month, but we 
only average fourteen now.. Yes, sir, 
they are costly, but the Kansas Pacific 
never spares expense in its advertising, 
and then it is their own patent device, 
and as long as buffaloes are plentiful 
they will continue in the business.”

The Banks of England and France 
Compared.

[Paris Letter to Chicago Tribune. ]
The Bank of England was founded in 

1694, and consequently is 180 years old; 
whereas the Bank of Erance was 
formed in 1803, the last yearjof the Con­
sulate of Napoleon, by a law which con­
ferred on it the exclusive privilege of 
issuing notes payable to the bearer at 
sight in coin, until 1857. Its charter 
was renewed under Napoleon III., ex­
tending its duration and its monopoly 
privileges until the 1st of January, 1898. 
The Bank of France is, therefore, only 
70 years old.
The paid-up capital of the Bank of En­

gland is......................................................$72,760,000
The “ rest,” or surplus, is .......... .............  15,500,000

The capital of the English Bank is, 

therefore, $40,000,000 greater than that 
of the Bank of France. But the shares 
of the Bank of Erance sell for 430 per 
cent., while the price of the stock of the 
English Bank is 24Q per cent., showing 
that the French Bank yields about 
double the profit per share of the 
English Bank, which is because it does 
a much larger business in proportion to 
its capital.

The coin and bullion in the vaults of 
the two banks thus compare on the 27th 
oi*November, 1873 :
Bank of England........................................$105,000,000
Bank of France.........................................  146,000,000
Showing a’greater stock of coin in the 
French Bank by 50 per cent, than in the 
English Bank ; that is, the latter had 
but two-thirds as much of the precious 
metals as the former, a few days ago, 
when the English Bank had largely 
strengthened its stock of gold. Before 
the Franco-German • war, the usual 
amount of gold and silver in the vaults 
of the Bank of France was $220,000,000 
to $280,000,000, while that of the Bank 
of England rarely exceeded $125,000,- 
000, or scarcely half the average of the 
French institution.

The Wife of Prof. Agassiz.
It may be a fact less familiar to the 

public, but it is well known to Prof. 
Agassiz’ friends that his wife was his 
complement and in every sense a help­
mate. What the Professor lacked in 
order, method, or business habits was 
abundantly supplied by Mrs. Agassiz. 
It was her graceful and assiduous pen 
that recast and put into more classic 
molds the Professor’s ready English. 
It was her constant encouragement and 
stimulus that supported the Professor 
in new and difficult undertakings. Her 
Counsel was always listened to with re­
spect. It is safe to say that we should 
not have had so many of his works put 
in a permanent form in English if it had 
not been for her earnest co-operation. 
The Professor, as all know, was a ready 
lecturer, and always delivered his ad­
dresses without manuscript. In all of 
his lectures and speeches near home, 
Mrs. Agassiz accompanied ’him when­
ever possible, and took copious notes, 
and thus preserved the thought for fu­
ture use. All of his communications for 
the press passed through her hands. 
She wrote much from his dictation, at­
tended to a great many of his business 
details, and in a thousand ways for­
warded his work. Every word of praise 
we bestow on the silent dead is an un­
uttered recognition of her who shared 
alike his labors and his rewards.

Let us hope that she who knew him 
better than any or all of us may crown 
this life of devotion by completing and 
giving to the world her own record— 
long since begun—of the genius and 
work of him whose departure has left 
such a void in our hearts.—Cambridge 
Cor. New York Tribune.

A c o r r e s po n d e n t  of the London 
Lancet, the most important medical 
journal published in London, relates 
the following curious fact: “ A man in 
his neighborhood had three daughters. 
Wishing for a son, he made a solemn 
vow that if his next child should be a 
girl, he would never speak to her.

Sinking of the Ville du Havre. •
[From the London Telegraph’s Account of the Dis­

aster.]
That descent into the depths of the 

sea with the sinking ship was an awful 
experience, and one that fell to the lot 
of m ire than three-fourths of those who 
were saved. “ I was standing,” said an 
American gentleman, “ by the side of 
the vessel, certain that she was rapidy 
going down, and that there was no hope 
of being saved. I would not have given 
ten cents for my chance of life. If any­
body had been on the point of discharg­
ing a revolver to blow one’s brains out,
I could not have felt more certain of 
death. We went down with the ship. I 
do not believe anybody, however well he 
might have been able to swim, could 
have helped doing that. She made an 
awful vortex in the water. It seemed to 
carry all of us along with her. Nothing 
could have saved you except holding 
firmly hy some piece of wreck or a life­
belt ; and most of those on board, I am 
sure, never even came on deck. I can­
not say whether the ship keeled over or 
not when below the water, but she 
seemed to me to sink straight.”

One lady is reported to have been res­
cued with a bag of gold, said to have 
contained £200, round her neck. The 
first-class passengers included Oapt. 
Hnnter, of the American navy, and his 
three daughters. Of the young ladies 
two were rescued; the other and the 
father were drowned. As they stood on 
the deck, the father taking an affection­
ate farewell of his daughters, he ex­
pressed his belief that his daughter May 
would be saved. “ I know God will save 
you,” he said; “ there is something 
for you to do ; you must go on again.” 
Miss May Hunter and her sister Annie 
were two of the twenty-seven passengers 
who landed at Cardiff.

Mill owners on the Mississippi and 
its tributaries are anxious for Congres­
sional legislation to decide their right to 
build a pier or set of piers in the waters 
of a river to rest their rafts and logs 
against. A case involving the question 
was tried before Judge Love of the 
United States District Court of Iowa, 
who gave an opinion that the mill own­
er, being also riparian owner, had a 
right to build the piers. The Circuit 
Judge reversed the decision, and the 
Supreme Court of the United States, to 
which the appeal was taken, has disa­
greed, leaving the question unsettled.
