NEWS OF THE WEEK.
T h *  E a s t.

Tbo medical commission which conducted 
the autopsy upon the Siamese Twins, at Phil­
adelphia, report the following as the most im­
portant of th*ir discoveries They found that 
the two livers, which were supposed to be 
joined only by blood-Tessels, were really one 
body, the parenchymatous tissue being con­
tinuous between them, so that when th*y 
were removed from the bodies and placed on 
the table thoy formed one mass. The so-called 
tract of portal continuity is therefore liver 
tissue*. It will be remembered that Chang 
was said to be possessed of one more pouch 
than Eng. When th* liver was removed, how­
ever, an upper hepatic pouch was found, also, 
proceeding from Eng, »o that the band con­
tained four pouche* of peritoneum, besides 
hver tissue. These disclosures show that any 
attempt during life to separate the twins 
would, in all probability, hay* prored fatal.

The Boston School Board still refuse* to 
allow the women recently elected to take part 
m its sessions, notwithstanding the dec’sion 
of the Supreme Court of tho State that they 
are as much entitled to seats on the Board a* 
males.

T h e  W e s t.
Dispatches from Cheyenne report that the 

military preparations continue. Gen. Sheri­
dan has returned to Chicago, but Gen. For­
syth will remain and accompany the expedition 
against the Indian*.

A fire destroying property to the amount of 
$45,000 occurred in South Bend, Ind , on the 
26th ult. The Singer Sewing Machine Com- 
pany is the principal loser.

A dispatch from Sagmaw Bay announces the 
glad tidings that all the fishermen adrift on 
the ice hav* safely reached the shore.

Cincinnati is enjoying a little Tammany sen­
sation of its own. It haa been disco veied that 
Hon. William S. Groesbeck and Mr. Burnett 
gave each $12,500 to an Alderman to influence 
the passage of the bill through the Council 
authorizing the purchase by tho city of Bur­
nett Woods Park, owned jo ntly by the two 
gentlemen named. The evidence was too 
palpable to admit of denial, and Groesbeck 
and Burnett both plead guilty, hut hold that 
they gave the money with the understanding 
that it was not to be used in an “ improper 
manner.” Too thm

Christopher Rafferty, who murdered, Police­
man O’Meara m Chicago, on the 5th of Au- 
guat, 1872, suffered the extreme penalty of 
the law at Waukegan, 111., on Friday, the 27th 
ult. Bafferty, although a po’or laboring man, 
a rough character, and before the commission 
of the enm* for which he has suf­
fered an lgnommons death, apparently 
almost friendless, had enlisted the sympathies 
of a number of friends, who exerted almost su­
perhuman effort* and expended money with­
out stmt to »ave his neck from the halter. He 
wa* thrice tried and thrice sentenced to death. 
All attempts to aecnr* a fourth trial 
having failed, Gov. Beveridge wa* besieged 
by friends of the condemned criminal, armed 
with petitions and letter*, praying for a com­
mutation of the death sentence. They la­
bored m vain. The Governor sternly refused 
to interfere being fully convinced that Baf­
ferty deceived death for the awful enm* 
which he committed under such atrocious 
circumstances.

The National Crop Reporter furnishes esti­
mates as to the local consumption of the last 
wheat crop, during the current crop year, in 
the States of Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, 
Minnesota, Missouri, Ohio and Wisconsin, 
accoidmg to which these States produced, m 
1873, an approximate of 168,000,000 bushels. 
The average consumption is placed at 36J per 
cent, or an equivalent of 61,500,000 bushels.

Senator Chandler ha* sued the Detroit F> ee 
Press for libel, claiming $100,000 damage*. 
The alleged hb*l is in a dispatch from Wash* 
ington charging Mr. Chandler with drunken­
ness and disgraceful conduct m the Senate 

Bev. R M Barmtz, President of the Amer­
ican Bible Association, has sued the St. Louis 
Democrat for libel, laying damage* at $50,000. 
The Democrat charged that while a guest at a 
hotelm that city he permitted a female boarder 
to share his room with him.

A number of Chicago saloon-keepers adver­
tise their -business by hiring women to vieit 
them, and pray and sing after the manner of 
the Ohio crusaders.

The annual report of the Chicago, Burling­
ton and Quincy railroad has been published. 
The gross eaminns for the year 1873 were 
$11,500,000, net earnings, $4,970,558; net 
earnings over every liability, $260,082 58, or 
10 73-100 per cent, on the capital stock. The 
capital stock now amounts to $19,897,000, and, 
with that m the Burlington and Miesoun 
road, $26,429,562 75.

Elder Jacob Knapp, the well-known Baptist 
pulpit orator and levivalist, died recently m 
Rockford, 111, aged 74.

Ex-Lieut.-Gov. Morgan Bates, of Traverse 
City, Mich , is dead. Ho wa* a veteran jour­
nalist. and wa* foreman of the New Yorker, 
edited by Horace Greeley, nearly forty years 
ago.

Mr. Boyal Buck, of Bed WiUovy, Nob. 
writes a letter denying that h*'his been killed 
by the Indians, as reportsd, and denouncing 
the report of Indian depredations m his sec­
tion as base fabrications; says no savages 
have been seen or heard thereabouts for 
months, and that all these scares are gotten 
up to turn emigration away.

The South.
A bill has been introduced in the Mississippi 

Legislatuie to regulate railroad fares, and 
will, if passed, make a reduction from 12} to 
4 cents per mile.

Lieut. Turner, of the Tenth Cavalry, recent­
ly encountered a band of hostile Indian* on 
the Double Eork of the Brazos, in Texas, and 
sent eleven of them to the happy hunting 
grounds.

Political.
Tho Iowa Anti-Monopolists held a State 

Convention at Des Moines on the 25th of Feb­
ruary. Sixty-two counties weie represented. 
Resolutions were adopted favoring a “faithful 
administration of the laws,” of “political re­
form ,” repudiating the doctrine that “ to the 
victora belong the spoils,” and instead thereof 
a “ true system of civil service reform,” de­
nouncing a protective tariff as a monopoly, 
and demanding free iron, steel, salt and lum­
ber, that all corporation! are subject to legis­
lative control; favoring a modification of the 
banking system, opposing all giants of lands 
to railroads and other corporations, condemn­
ing the pretended lepeal of the salary-grab as 
a fraud when not applied to the President as 
well a* to all others concerned; denying the 
alleged necessity of a State Printer and Binder 
as “ a party organ, supported by public patron­
age,” denouncing the Credit Mojuher and 
other National Treasury steals. 1

The report telegraphed from Washington 
that the nomination of Simmons to be Collec­
tor of Boston had been rejected by the Semite 
was prematurs. The nomination was ratified 
by a vote of 30 to 16.

A bill has h*en introduced m the Ontario'’ 
Parliamtnt which provides that in voting ;.*, 
municipal elections, and m elections creating 
debts, the basis of suffrage shall he real prop­
erty. Each property owner is to have one, 
two, or more votes, and women who are prop­
erty holder* have the same electoral rights as 
tho men.

It is claimed that Butler’s victory in the 
Boston Collectorship contest has vastly 
strengthened his changes for the Governor­
ship of the Bay State, and beta are freely of­
fered m Washington that he will get the regu­
lar nomination next fall.

Before the train cojild 
be stopped the whole interior of the saloon 
waa wrapped m flames, and eight unfortunate 
being* were either burned or suffocated to 
death, four being seriously burned.

The Temperance Crusade.
The war against the cohorts of King Alcohol 

is still being Vigorously prosecuted, and is 
spreading all oi er the country. In the towns 
of Ohio, where the movement was first started, 
the women’s singing and praying bands show 
nO signs of flagging, and express a determina­
tion not to abandon the field till the last rum- 
hole has been closed. The battle is raging it 
the veiy gate* of Cincinnati, and the saloon­
keepers of that city are in a state of tremoi, 
notknowmg at what moment the great temper­
ance tidal w ave may burst upon and over­
whelm them At Milford and other surburban 
tows the sounds of prayer and song are heaid 
m the an, and saloon after saloon Ib sur­
rendering. At Dayton, the War i« raging at 
fever heat, and there is much enthusiasm aDd 
excitement. A dispatch state* that “ the 
whole moral sontiment of the city n  
arrayed On the side of the ladies, and thSjr 
are overladen with words of praise and en­
couragement.’ At Xenia, the work is being 
pushed with vigor, and the deteimmation to 
conquer is more deep-set than ever among the 
ladies. They hate oigamzed a coips of one 
hundred children, who visit the saloons as a 
singing band, sometimes alone, sometimes as 
the choir of praying women themselves, The 
most popular song of the little folks is said to 
be that commencing,

“ Say, Mr. Barkeeper, has father Been here?”
At Osborne the excitement is at white heat. r 
BothpSrfies appear to he determiried, hut the’ 
saloomsts declare that they will never throw 
up the sponge The black flag floate from the 
cupola of the First Presbyterian Church, and 
the ladies declare it shall never come down 
until the lion is caged.

The campaign is being prosecuted m the 
towns all around Cleveland, and it is expected 
that the city itaelf will be invaded before 
manv days.

In Indiana the temperance wans spreading. 
The ladies of Indianapolis aie seriously dis­
cussing tho piopnsty of setting the ball m 
motion in that citv. The movement has been 
inaugurated in Goshen and several other 
towns In Jeffersonville and Richmond pray­
ing and singing bands are constantly plying 
the rum-dealers to abandon their wicked busi­
ness They are electing mth poor success, 
the enemy evidently being a stubborn and 
haidlot

In Michigan the temperance advocates are 
mOwng At Sturgis every saloon has been 
closed, and the good work is being pushed in 
other towns.

Illinois is becoming seriously infected. At 
Galesburg the fi lends of the cause are mov­
ing Lexington is waking up. Jacksonville 
is getting the kindling ready for a blaze. At 
Oswego the prayer cure has been adopted. 
Danville, Joliet and Bloomington are prepar­
ing for a move.

In New York and New Jersey the advance 
columns of the crusaders have appeared, and 
m some of the interior towns of Pennsyl­
vania

Philadelphia and Pittsburgh are tho only 
large cities, except Indianapolis, where the 
crusade has been inaugurated The reault m 
these cities will bo watched with interest.

John Litchtenfel, a Richmond, Ind , saloon­
keeper, emptied hi* liquors in the street, 
signed tho pledge, gave the key of the saloon 
to the women, and m a few days started a 
butcher-shop.

Brandeiberg, the stubborn liquor-dealer of 
Oxford, Ohio, who tried to get an injunction 
against the praying women, has surrendered, 
pom ed out his liquors, and signed the pledge. 
The bells weie rung, and great rejoicing en­
sued

Two Springfield, Ohio, hotels have been de­
clared nuisances, and ordered to close till the 
proprietoi s giv e bonds not to sell spirituous 
liquors.

The women of San Francisco have opened a 
praying crusade against the rum-holes.

The Centennial—Message of the Presi­
dent.

The President has sent the following mess­
age to Congress in regaid to the Centennial 
Exhibition •
To the Senate and House of Representatives :

l have the honor heiewith to submit tho re­
port of the Centennial Commissioners, and to 
add a word m u ay of recommendation. There 
have now been international expositions held 
by three of the great powers of Europe. It 
■eems fitting that the one hundredth annivers­
ary of ohr Independence should be marked by 
an event that will display to the world the 
grbwth and pi ogress of a nation devoted to 
freedom and to the pursuit of fame, fortune, 
and honor by the lowest citizen as well M the 
highest. A failure in. this enterprise would be 
deplorable Success can be assured by arous­
ing public opinion to the importance of the 
occasion. To secure this end, m my yudgment-f 
Congressional legislation is necessaiy to make 
the exposition both national and international. 
The benefits to be derived from a successful 
international exposition are manifold It will 
necessarily be accompanied by expensed be- 
vond the receipts from the exposition itself, 
out they will be compensated for many fold 
by the commingling of the peoplafrom all sec­
tions of our own country, by knaging to­

gether the people of different nationalities, 
by bringing into juxtapositionforready exam­
ination our own and foreign skill and progress 
in manufactures, agriculture, art, science, and 
civilization. The selection of the site for the 
Exposition seems to me appropriate from the 
fact jjliat 10̂  years l̂ efore dstA fixed for 
the Exposition the Declaration of InuepChd 
ence, which launched us into the galaxy of na­
tions as an independent people, emanated from 
the same spot. We have much m our varied 
chmate, soil, mineral products, and skill, of 
which advantage can be taken by other nation- 
altiesto their profit, in return, they will 
bring to our shores works of their skill, and 
familiarise our people with them to the mu­
tual advantage of all parties. Let us have 
a complete sudeess ot odr Centennial Exposi­
tion, or suppress it in its infancy, Acknowledg­
ing our inability to give it the international 
Character to which our self-esteem aspires.

The bill, ho said, was simply declaratory of the 
common law m its prohibition of extortion 
and discrimination, and required nothing 
of the railioadt that the common law 
did not require. He repeated his pre­
vious arguments about the powers of Congress over 
commerce between the States, and said that the 
building ot a natioi al road ought to be considered 
only as a last resource Even if there were such a 
road, and if all had been done that were possi­
ble in improving the Mississippi and other water 
routes, such control of the railroads of the country 
as that proposed by his bill would still be neces­
sary.

the State, and the advanced idSds of the t)eo- 
P'e ”

The work of the Commission has now been 
before the people since October last, and it is 
fair to presume, has received candid and care­
ful attention In calling you at this time to 
consider their iSpdft, the proposed amend­
ments will be kept beforo the people Until 
they shall have an opportunity to express their 
will upon them at the ballot-box in No\ ember 
aext, and cannot fail to have a more intelligent, 
fair, and careful consideration than if the 
matter b* postponed by waiting for a regular 
session, Until the general election in 1876, 
when the heat and partisan strife of a Presi­
dential contest will assuredly prevent ques­
tions of fetate interest, of however much im­
portance, from receiving the unprejudiced 
judgment of our citizens. I doubt not that each 
one of you has already given the subject care­
ful and earnest attention, and I hope your ac­
tion as a body may be such as will, approved 
by the people, give to the State a Constitution 
that will be a chart without error* for every 
pubhc offlcei—a suie guarantee to every citi- 
ien of his individual lights, and by and under 
which otir State may continue its progressive 
inarch m the development of its material re­
sources, and establish economy, prudence, 
and fideiity in the management of public af­
fairs, as the organic law.

I feel it hardly my province to express an 
opinion (is to the ments oi demerits of the 
amendments, or to make suggestions, or 
recommendation" as would be expected upon 
usual matteis of legislation, yet I cannot re- 
fiam from briefly alluding to some of the 
propositions of the Commission.

The State shall not lid, by 
gift, or pledge of its eiedit, any person or 
corporation, nor shall it subscribe to, or be­
come interested in, the stock of any corpora­
tion, nor assume Iny in3cbtedn*ss of a mu­
nicipal or other corporation The provisions 
of this section shall not apply to educational, 
charitable, reformatory or penal institutions 
which are, or may be, under the care and con­
trol of the State.

These aie golden words, and might well be 
engraved on stone and placed in th* walla of 
eveiy Capitol m the land. They say to us, 
“ Keep out of debt if possible, but if you 
must make a debt, let it be for a legitimate 
pui pose, lestnet it to your ability to pay, and 
piavide for its payment ” Happily for 
ua as a people, we have not been aa 
wasteful and improvident in contracting 
debts for schemes which ought either to be 
paid out of current taxation or not sanctioned 
at all as many of our sister States have been. 
While our State debt is decieasing annually, 
every year sees tho bonded indebtedness of 
our cities and towns increase, ihe policy of 
issuing bonds for municipal and local purpose* 
is unwise, expensive, and leads to public ex­
travagance The people of a municipality in 
voting for tho issue of a thousand-dollar 10 
per cent bond for twenty years, forget that 
the moment the bond ia issued they have as­
sumed an obligation of $3,000. There is, of 
course, a class of county, city, and tow’nship 
improv ements that the future should perhaps 
help pay for. This, however, is amply pro­
vided for by permitting an indebtedness 
equaling 10 per cent of the valuation. The 
adoption of the several provisions above enu­
merated m the organic law of tho State wdl 
foiever close the door against the schemes *f 
selfish speculators m paper railroads, aDd 
othor wild financial plansi We shall be pru­
dent m our puolic expenditures, out of debt 
and out of danger, and set an example, as a 
State, worthy of imitation bv each citizen m 
his private business. Had the spirit of these 
provisions been the rule of action in the 
management of private and pubhc affairs, we 
should not have witnessed such a panic as 
that which so recently swept over our country

In no department of it* labors has the 
Commission shown more wisdom than m the 
pionsions m Sec. 22, Art. IV , restricting 
special legislation, confining the business of 
law making within its proper bounds, and 
theiehy saving an incalculable amount of pub­
lic time and monev. Fully one-half of the 
time of each legislative session is consumed 
in enacting special laws for individuals, lo­
calities, and private interests that are of no 
interest or necessity to the general public 
Special and local acta receive less careful con­
sideration than those m which the pubhc at 
large are interested, and thus much unwise 
and mischievous legislation finds its way into 
our statute books. Geneial laws are safer and 
better m every case in which they can be 
made to accomplish the desned end. Over­
governing is a growing evil that these restric­
tions would do much to cure

The changes proposed in the Judieiary De­
partment, m Art YI, are radical The pro­
posed increase in the number of Supreme 
Court Judges to five would give a permanency 
and solidity to judicial decisions that an 
evenly-divided couit cannot give, whils 
the increase of business coming be­
fore the court will soon require 
an additional Judge. Believing that 
education is a necessity to good self-govern­
ment, we spend millions of dollars annually 
to educate ourselves and those who are to 
oome aft6i us, to make sure that our Govern­
ment shall be good, and, so long as our peo­
ple are thus educated, just so long will they 
be fitted to elect their own Judges. Our ex- 
penence for tho past twenty-five years with 
an elective judiciary is, to my mind, an abun­
dant proof of this statement. In very many 
oases partisanship has been silent, and the 
people have united m casting their suffrage* 
for Judges whom they knew to be upright 
and capable, regardless of other considera­
tion*. There can he no higher evidence of 
the fitness of an intelligent people to select 
their own Judge* than this, I believe thai 
whenever political power is taken away from 
a p*ople, th*ir fltn**» to h* intru»t*d with

power is d*crsased, and that whene 
are called upon to perform new duties, they 
are stimulated to fit themselves to perform 
them intelligently and well 

The Commission, m Secs. 1 and 2 of Art. 
IX , provide that in lieu of th* present *alarie* 
paid the State officers- and Judge*, they shall 
he fixed by the Legislature, That the sala­
ries of some of the State officers, and espe­
cially those of the Circuit Judges, demand 
retlslen. seems to bs generally conceded. 
Yery many of Otlr counties have, atdiffei- 
ent times, made appropriations to be paid di­
rectly to the Circuit Judge There is no 
practice so reprehensible aa this ; but the ne­
cessity of it has seemed so apparent that the 
impropriety and illegality of it have been over­
looked. I truat that by no action of yours or 
the people Will ofir County authorities be 
tempted in the future to moke these unconsti­
tutional appropriations Since the first of 
January, 1873, five of our Cucuit Judges have 
resigned, for the reason that they could not 
pay their expenses and support their families 
with their salaries. Th*ae frequent changes 
in fiie Judiciary, in the matter of expense 
alone, cost ifiOfe than a fair salary, while they 
take from our judicial sy«t«m what should be 
its leading characteristic, Vi2i permanency 
and itabihty.

The present Constitution was adopted m 
1850—nearly a quarter of a century ago. Our 
only State institutions *t that time were the 
State Prison and the University. The receipts 
and disbursements of tbe State treasury were 
less than $400,000 per annum, while to-day 
thej ate nearly $2,000,000. Almost every 
State Offider itt that tittle received m fee* more 
than his aalai'y, No money was paid the State 
by its Tieasurer for interest on deposit of 
State funds. To-day no State officer receive* 
a single fee of any kind. From table “ N ’’ in 
the Auditor-Generai’s report for 1873, you 
Will learn that the payments into the treasury 
of the State for interest on public deposit*, 
find fees from the State officers from 1854 to 
Sept. 30, l972( Were $291,435 47, and the re­
ceipts from the ssffle sources for the year 
closing Sept. 30,1873, were $89,160 68, From 
1838 to the year 1854 not a dollar was received 
from any of thase souice*. I fail to find In 
the financial reports of other State* any auoh 
aggregate of receipts as this—in many of them 
none at all—fiom similar sources. I call vour 
attention to these figures, for, though often 
pubhshed, I behete they aie not often read.

These facts show very plainly that, whatever 
may have been the intention of the framers 
of your present Constitution, the greater por­
tion of the State officers received m fees each 
year mdfS then the'r **lary. The practice *f 
paying the deputy Stata officers a greater 
salary than the principals would seem to indi­
cate that it was expected that the deputies 
should do the work, and the principals draw 
th* fee* and w*ar the honors. The business 
of the State has grown into such volume that 
any State officer who faithfully peiforms his 
duty (if he does it pertonallv and not by 
proxy) must give to Bins entire time and at­
tention. That they do not, is aimply because 
some time and attention must be given to 
some pursuit or occupation by Which they can 
live. Ought we not, m lieu of this pernicious 
system, to say to our public officers. “ Your 
salary shall be a reasonable one, you shall 
have such assistants as the business of yomr 
office demands; but WS expect and demand of 
you your personal attention and your indi­
vidual care of the duties of jour position.” 
This is the straight, plain, and economical 
way. I do not believe in high Salancs for 
public officers A salary that will induce men 
to aeek position for the sake of the salary 
would tend to deteriorate the public service 
It is not pleasant to reflect that the 
best men often cannot afford to serve 
the State, and that a privat* fortune must be 
ail Indispensable condition m filling certain 
impoitant pnbhs positions This, too, will 
deteriorate the public service. We all have 
an earnest and commendable d*sire to procure 
economy in administration, and patterns of 
republican simplicity m public life , w o can do 
this, not by parsimony nor by extravagance, 
but by occupying a common ground of com­
mon sense that lies between tho two. I have 
said that ah educated, intelligent people are 
abundantly qualified to elect their own officer*
I also belieie they are willing to pay their 
pubhc servants decently and fairly, as th*y 
would do m their private affairs.

The article on “ Corporations other than 
Municipal ” contains some new provisions, 
and makes changes m existing provisions, all 
of which 1 think are improvements But I 
refer to this article not *o much for the pur­
pose of calling your attention to what it con­
tains, as for what it does not contain Section
II of tin* article is left to eland as m the
present Constitution. It is apparent that the 
sole and simple pUrpoa* of the first paragraph 
of this section is to Secure and preserve 
to the public tho benefit* which come from 
competition of railroads m the carrying 
business; there is no other thought
or idea in it And it ia equally ap­
parent that the provision, as it stands, will 
tail of ifais purpose “ Consolidation of 
stock” is only one of the modes by which 
“parallel or competing lines” may combine 
and become one m interest. A very common 
method of effecting the same result is for one 
of the competing companies to lease the road 
of the other. Another is to acquue the con­
trolling interest in the stock of the competing 
coffii-anyf and thus secure c*ntroI of the 
road. There are also other dencea 
for securing tli8 Same result If It 
be conceded that the policy of en­
couraging competition in railroad transpor­
tation is w holesome and just, aa I think it 
must be, then this provision ehould be so al­
tered and amended a*, if possible, to accom­
plish thia end. Upon reference to the pro­
ceedings of the Commission, it will be seen 
that the section, aa reported by the Committee 
on Corporations, reads as follows ;

“ No railroad corporation shall consolidate 
its stock, property, or franchises with any 
other railroad corporation owning a parallel or 
competing hn€ j and m no case shall a*w con­
solidation take place, except upon public no­
tice given, of at least sixty days, to all stock­
holders, in suoh manner as shall be provided 
by law.’

1 Nor shall any such corporation lease any 
parallel or competing line of road, and no two 
or moie parallel or competing lute* of railroad 
shall be run or operated, directly or induectly, 
wholly or m part, under the same manage­
ment or supervision, or under or subject to 
any arrangement, agreement, or understand­
ing with reference to rate* of fare or freight 
to be charged, or forthedivmonof earning*.” 

If any attempt to preserve the advantage* 
of railroad competition is to be made at all in 
the Constitution, it should be broad enough 
to do it well.

The issue of stock, bonds, and ceitificate* 
of indebtedness by railroads, except for value 
received, is alike an injury to the honest 
stockholder or creditor and to the people. 
The practice i» wrong, and is universally con­
demned m individuals. The State should, if 
pos»ibie, put it beyond the power of these be­
ings which it creates to practice it. I sug­
gest the propriety of requiring all corpora­
tion* organized under the law* of thi* State 
to maintain an effice therein, where its hooks 
shall be kept, showing the amount of capital 
•took subscribed and paid m, the name* of 
its »tockholders, and the amount owned by 
each. Such books »hould be kept m the State 
for the inspection of stockholders, *hd for 
the benefit of creditors. It frequently be­
comes the duty of the State to investigate 
the affair* of corporations within it, when 
such books are absolutely nece»ssry; indeed, 
the State is largely i*tere»ted m requiring 
every tax-paying corporation to keep and 
maintain within the State auch hook*, not 
only, but m addition thereto, books showing 
fully its financial condition.

This, togeihei with the other matters re­
ferred to m connection with thi* article, I beg 
to commend to your moet careful considera­
tion These suggestions aie made from no 
spirit of hostility to corporations Every citi­
zen of thi* State must appreciate the value of 
railroad* m developing our natural re«ources 
and in promoting our prosperity. Thoy can 
only he constructed and operated in the future, 
ae m the past, by means of corporate exist­
ence. In all their rights and in their legiti­
mate interests they deserve, and I have no 
doubt mil receive, as they heretofore have 
done, the fostering care and protection of 
wholesome laws. Unjust legislation against 
them would have th* effect to cripple their 
powers for usefulness, and this, m its effect, 
would reach and injure us all. The self-intei- 
est of the people of the State is, therefore, 
alone sufficient to prevent such legislation. 
But, on the other hand, no undue sensitive­
ness should detei usfiomimpo*ingupon them 
such restrictions and regulations as are de­
manded by the interest* of the people, and are 
of such a character as to furnish to the cor­
porations no just cause of complaint, and ar* 
also a protection for the coiporators.

There is no State m the Union m which the 
rates ot freight are lower than m this, nor m 
which the roads are managed more directly 
for the intereat of the people Competition 
is the chief cause of this condition of things, 
while the fact that the managers of most of 
our roads are our own citizens, and interest­
ed m the prosperity and welfare of the State, 
also has much to do with it. The more roads 
we have the more competition we shall have, 
and liberal legislation invites the building of 
roads, and thus competition is kept up. The 
propositions above enumerated are proposed 
in the spirit of liberality, and should have a 
place in the organic law as safeguards for the 
people, the roads and the stockholders.

There are many other provisions in the re­
port of the committee that are important and 
worthy of mention, but I fear that I have al­
ready trespassed upon your time and patience 
in what I have said. I do not forget that I 
hav* no voice in the budding of the oon»titu- 
tional fabric, except through the ballot-box. 
In considering th* question of remodeling the 
organic law of th* Btat*, I presume no on* of
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y*u, or any citizen, expects vou to adopt an 
instrument that will suit each individual mmd. 
Sincere belief* and decided opmione may often 
have to be given up, that the greatest good to 
the greatest number may be accomplished. I 
trust that this is the spirit m which you have 
come together, andAbat from it you may cre­
ate a Constitution that will meet the approval 
of your own judgment and that of the people, 
whose representative* you are.

Editor Herald.—I have resided here 

and in Ishpeming almost s'nce boyhood, 
during the gieater portion of nhich lime L 
have been Principal of the Negaunee Union 
School, and although I have held a number 
of public offices, I have never felt obliged 
to repel an attack either upon my relatives 
or myself through the public press until 
now.

In the “ Mining Journal” of Saturday 
last are a number of art-cles and para­
graphs directed against \V. P. Healy.

I do not w rite this for the purpose of re­
futing any attack on his character er repu­
tation in this community, for no article 
emanating from such a source can affect 
the character of W. P. Healy a feather’s 
weight where it is so well known as here. 
I wish to direct attention however, to one 
paragraph in the “ Journal” which may 
mislead people unacquainted with the facts 
if not properly explained, and that is that 
W. P. Healy and myself are fiist cousins, 
the sons of bio'hers, and yet we spell the 
family name differently, hinting that W. 
P. has altered it,

A large number of our acquaintances 
have supposed for years back that we were 
first cousins and some have eien supposed 
us to be brothers This has arisen from 
our friendship and intimacy more than 
anything else. It is true that we are cous­
ins, although neither first nor second cous­
ins Our families were originally from one 
common stock, but separated. My fa­
ther died when I was yet very young and 
like W. P. Healy I was obliged to go forth 
in the world at an early age to earn my 
own living. We met when boys and have 
ever since been as intimate as brothers, 
certainly more so than the average of first 
cousins. We both received all our school 
education in the common schools of Michi­
gan, and both came to Lake Superior about 
the same time, to better our condition in 
life. Now as to our names, wp have the 
same names given to ns by our respective 
parents. One of my parents is still Hung 
in the placa where I was born near Marine 
City on the St. Clair river in Lower Michi­
gan, wh le the parents of W. P. Healy are 
both living and reside m St Louis, Mo.

Mr. Editor, is it not pitiful that a paper 
gotten up so well as the “ Mining Jou'» 
nal” should descend to such attacks as 
those made on W. P. Healy in last Satur­
day’s issue ? He has resided here since 
boyhood, the people all know him far bet 
ter than A P. Swineford, and yet no speci­
fic charges are made except what I have 
quoted and which I have shown to be false. 
Mr. Swineford with all hi3 scurrility never 
says one word against the professional hon­
or standing of W. P. Healy as a lawyer, 
nor or one word against his honesty as a pri­
vate citizen. How thee can a man be po­
litically so dead to all feeling of honor, 
whose pri\ ate character has not been as­
sailed.

The mr- 
joiity of sales heretofore have had a 
speculative character from the fact 
that St. Louis was the cheapest Wes­
tern market; much of the iron on hand 
at the close of 1873 bringing less 
than its cost of production. The la» 
bor question now is the most import­
ant one engaging the attention of our 
irqn men, and is a very serious im­
pediment to the resumption of the 
mills and furnaces.

The demand for Iron Mountain 
and Maramec ores is on the increase, 
and shipments are improving. The 
present week we note the sale of 20,- 
000 tons of Iron Mountain ore for 
the Ohio Valley, and 5,000 tons 
Maramec ore for the same destination. 
Inquiries from Troy, New York, have 
been received for 5,000 tons of Mis­
souri iron ores as samples. Our quo­
tations for ores remain as below;

Benton Creek, Pilot Knob,
ts- 50; surface
and brown hematite from $$ to 
6a per ton.—Register.

The two girls are being educated in the 
convent at chathame, where they now are, 
and will soon be sent to the Normal school 
at Ypsilanti. He has qu etly coaxed some 
credito a to be eaay witu the orphans; he 
has paid the most umeasonable a id press 
lug, who by the way were Ma quette mer­
chants, and he has advanced his o fi money 
year alter year to keep thoae children and 
their property away tioin the landsharks 
andthyateis with which every community is 
infested. And what reward has he lor all 
this. He has the prayers and b essings Ot 
two little girls offered up nightly m his bt- 
lialf.

These then are the reasons why IV. P. 
Healy is belove 1 by his relatives and has 
such a hold on the feelings of his neigh­
bor and no matter wb*t calumnies h’s 
enemies, for whom he entertains the most 
Supreme contempt, n ay enealata, ha will 
always retain the confidence of those w ho 
know him best as long as be follows the

“Whether by accident or design it seems 
that the Journal tikes delight in opening 
its columns to slanders upon the Scandi- 
navisns of Ishpeming in particular, and the 
entire Scandinavian race in general. Only 
a few weeks ago your columns contained a 
libel disgusting and low about Scandinavian 
manage customs, scarcely fit to be applied 
to Ashantee or any other baibarnus nation 
m the world; and last week we are told by 
your local editor for Ishpeming—thus giv­
ing it at quasi endorsement—that the Scan­
dinavians of Ibhpeming are divided into 
two e'asses—cattle and cattle drivers.

Your Ishpeming local, who drives all bis 
importance in being allowed to insert his 
aiticlos in your widely circulated paper, 
certainly used high-sounding words and 
phrases for a person of suck small calibre 
as we know him to be. When he 
attacks the Scandinavians generally, as he 
has done, it is the old story repeted of the 
three taylors of London addressing a peti­
tion to the Parliament, and styling them­
selves “IVe, the people of England.”

This youth of very small calibre takes it 
unto himself to become our mentor, and 
then proceeds to lecture the entire Scandi­
navian race, and libel them in a manner 
simply shameful. We surmise that he, 
and all like him m Ishpeming—and fortu- 
n-te'y there are but few like him here—a a 
secretly opposed to the removal of the 
county seat. His evident object is to bring 
discord amongst the inhabitants of our city.

Now, as the charge against the Scandi 
navians of being cattle and Cattle drivers 
When was this charge first made? We 
never herd anything of it until the late 
election. For years bsck ever since onr 
advent in this country, wa have been 
pleased to hear native born Americans 
extol Scandinavians as being a quiet, in 
dustrous people, minding their own bus­
iness, and making excellent citizens. We 
have heard it said also, by our native born 
5'lloiv citizens, that Scandinavians are in­
telligent, and especially, that they could 
all read and wnte, and that great numbers 
were subscribes to Scandinavian news­
papers. We submit to our fellow citizens 
of all nationalities if such has not been the 
language used in reference to 11s as a nation 
foi years bsck in Marquette county.

As a nation, and individuals, we have 
made no claims of superiority to any other, 
but we hurl back with contempt on those 
who instigated the libel on our country­
men—for your Ishpeming local is but a 
cipbei m their hands—the charge of any of 
us being cattle, or drivers of cattle, 111 the 
sense used by your local, and we tell them 
that in order to div ide the different nation- 
all Tes of Isbpemiug they wiU resort even 
to such meanness as to libel the entire 
Scandinavian 1 ace.

Your local says nothing about cattle, or 
ca'tle dnveis, in Maiquette, although 
there they voted more unanimously than 
in Ishpeming; but lus object was to create 
dissension, not m Marquette, butinlsb- 
percing, in which he and those that inspir. 
sd his article will fail.

Again this charge has not even -the poor 
excuse of being made excitedly, before 
election, but is written deliberately after 
the election is over, and published to the 
world for the evident purpose of creating 
dissension amongst Ishpeming peop'e.

Now, as to the charges of whiskey, beer 
and election money against the Scandi­
navians. We do not profess to be temper­
ance men, as politically understood, but 
deny that we, as a nation, are addapted to 
ths use of beer or whiskey more than any 
other na* ion 111 Europe or America, w hich all 
cancud men will admit—and not near as 
much as a great .many of the persons for 
whose edification m Marquette the article 
m quest'on was written. As to the charge 
to taking bubes, in the shape of election 
money, it is simply preposterous. Elec 
tiou money was offered by the Marquette 
side to buy votes in Ishpeming. It was 
offered by Marquette men and indignantly 
spurned by those to whom it was offered.

Theear-maiks of Maiquette are painly 
visible when your local “ays that “We all 
want the county seat to stt on after a while, 
but we don’t want our few Scandinavian 
‘leaders’ or ‘drivers’ of some of their coun­
trymen to obtain it for us at the expense of 
decency, law and order.” Those senti­
ments, as to decency law and order, no one 
will dispute, and are well enough in their 
places. But. we ask, wherein were Scandi­
navians indecen ? Bid they get np such an 
indue mt picture as decent Marquette had 
all day on the corner of Third and Washing­
ton streets, in full view of ladies and 
childien passing', and to which the Mimog 
Journal, in its “Cinder” column,Jadverted 
last week? Was any breach of law and 
order comm-tted, m Ishpeming, by whole­
sale illegal voting, as is claimed in Ish­
peming was done 111 Marquette? II here is 
the man m Marquette to ery out against 
their indecent pictures on the street corners 
and indecent speakers at their public meet 
mgs?

A few words more und we have dm?. 
Y our local speaks of demagogues influenc­
ing the “more ingnorant class. ” We have 
heard of the poorer classes, the laboring 
class and the working class, but none except 
an enemy of the working men have ever 
stigmatized them as the “more ignorant 
class.” Poes your local refer to our hard- 
woikmg fellow citizens, the Irish. German, 
Corni-h, French and Scandinavians, who 
toil daily in the mines, furnaces, coal-killns 
and other manufactories of Marquette 
county, who go daily to their work and 
return at night to their families, noiseless­
ly, unobtrusivelv, without insulting your 
Ishpeming local or any one else, and not 
meriting fiom any one to be stigmatized as 
the “more ignorant classes?”

Tn conclusion we tell you, Mr, E ’itor. 
that the day has passed when such senti­
ments can be used with impunity. Work­
ingmen of all nations will remember all 
who give currency to such slanders, and 
in so remembering they w ill show their 
lellosv cit'zeiis that it wll be m a decent 
law, and older minner, showing that their 
judgment is fully-equal to the most intelli- 
gi ntof your local’s prompters.

I judge by appearance and character of your ad.

success will ever attend your earnest and indefati­
gable labors, and that you will bo abundantly 
prospered

Wo are surprised to notice the weather notices 
that appear m your paper. In  a resent issue you 
speak of the thermometer indicating 30 d< grees be 
low zero. This seems odd to us heieabouts, for 
the thermometer here has not been down to zero 
yet curing the winter season, and as we are now 
in the first spring month we expect soon to be re" 
joiemg in the delightful spring weather. The 
rob.ns and blue jays have already appeared here in 
force, and their cheerful notes remind us that the 
real spring time is close a t haud.

Ws have had one or two shot t terms of sleighing 
this winter, with most of the time bare gronnd. 
Last year, you will remember, we had upwards of 
three months continuous sleighing m old Ashtabu­
la couaty, and at one time the thermometer indi­
cated 28 below zero The mildness of the present 
season comparsd to last year is greatly appreciated 
by our people.

Buslaess has been good the past fall and winter 
in our town and county. As we are mainly an 
agricultural people, you know, and as out farmers 
were favored with abundant crop*, for wh ch they 
obtained good prices, the panic did not affect us 
generally. The principal Conneaut merchants in­
form me that they never did so large a business a* 
daring the past fall aDd winter.

In  political matters there is very iittle stir. In 
fact there is nothing of a politically exciting na­
ture before our people.

The women’s war, as it ia called, m behalf of the 
temperance cause, is toe great topic of interest, 
and Is spreading all over ea r State like a great 
rising tide. You will readily perceive that a move* 
m entof this kind, so novel, so much nut of the or­
dinary course is well calculated to excite, and as 
no man will ever insult or attempt to fight a wo­
man, when the ladies by scores and hundreds a s ­
semble in front of a saloon and engage in pslam 
singing and prayer, what can a man do else than 
either flee or surrender ? The fact is, no man can 
face a storm like this. Men who would not turn 
aside from a mob of men are completely paralized 
in the presence of women. Of course, we all wish 
well to the temperance cause, hut many trends of 
temperance tear that the conversions under this 
kind of suasion will not be very lasting. We fear 
that as soon as the excitement subsides, as of 
course it must in the nature of things, that mat­
ters will very soon resume their old channels.

The newspapers of our county are all fiounshtng 
apparently. Your former paper at Ashtabula is 
going ahead very successfully, and is daily growing 
in public favor. The old Reporter of Conneaut I 
see notices you frequently, and favorably, as do 
the other editors of this county. They all wish 
you well

We tre  somewhat taken hack to notice that some 
one wishes to sue you for libel, and wishes to make 
$10,000 out of you. Well, this is rich, surely. You 
must have greatly degenersted in character since 
you lived in this county if you are deserving ofb>  
mg called a libeller. We always regarded yon in 
this section as a man disposed to be kindly to all, 
and one much more disposed to he'pmgpoor men 
than to doing them injury in any way. I leel sat­
isfied that it that m auls in earucct who has sued 
you for libel, he is a very ignorant man, and has 
had very ignorant and foolisn advisers Perhaps 
some pettifogger m need of stamps nap put the 
poor man up to the attempt to scare a little money 
out of yon on the principal of blackmail. If so, 
they have made wrong, very wrong calculations, 
for we know that whatever might be made out of 
you by coaxing, that scaring will be all labor lost, 
because you have never learned to  scare.

Thc.Marqu«?tte & Mackinaw 
Railroad.

That the people of the Upper Peninsula 
are in favor of bidding a railroad from the 
stmts of Mackinaw to the city of Mar­
quette, almost unanimously, will scarcely 
be disputed. That they want it completed 
m the shortest possible spac* of time will 
not be denied.

When the Legislature was asked last 
winter to help build the road by donating 
ten sections of land to the mile, and gave it 
willingly and cheerfully, upon the promise 
of those asking the grant that nothing 
more was required and the road would be 
commenced immediately thereafter, we all 
felt that our Legislature had done more 
than nobly—when we considered the pop­
ular eftmor against land grants to railroads.

The question arises, what has been 
done since, and what are the prospects for 
an early completion of the road? The 
answer, reluctant though it is, is that we 
are farther from the completion or even 
the commencement than ever. Is it be­
cause the Legislature or board of control 
have not done their duty? No, those bodies 
have done all that was or is necessary to 
insure its bnildtng. Bat the road has un­
fortunately fallen into the hands of men 
who desire to make as much money as 
possible out of the land grant and then let 
others build it afterwards.

In other words a company has been 
formed to secure the grant in Marquette. 
This company composed mainly of business 
men in Maiquette who, although well 
enough off when considered as country 
merchants of a country town containing 
six thousand inhabitants, yet we all know 
are wholly unable even to start respectably 
the building of such a railroad.

Their evident object is to secure the 
grant with as many more privileges as 
possible and then after higgling with east 
ern capitalists as long as they can influence 
the Legi'lature to keep extending the 
time for building the road—they will sell 
ont to capitalists who have money and the 
road will thus be finally built-

Now so anxious am I in common w ith the 
people of Marquette county to see the road 
built that I would have no objection to the 
above programme if it would not retard its 
building. Bat the road we all want as 
speeddy as possibly and no set of men 
ought to be allowed to hinder it merely for 
the purpose of enriching themselves.

We all know how long the Marquette 4 
Ontonagon Railroad Company kept their 
grant tied up until at last forced by the 
Houghton 4 Ontonagon to relinquish what 
they held u-eless to the public for ten 
years.

They built 20 miles of road, picked 
out the best mineral lands and then 
stopped. Sball tbe Marquette 4  Mackin 
aw, be allowed to build 20 miles eastward- 
ly from Marquette, cull out the best of the 
mineral and pine lands in the grant and 
stop also? I am in favor of exempting the 
lands donated this road, from taxation for 
a term of years if necessary to insure its 
building; in fact I will go as far as any ona 
in advocating any measure which will tend 
to build the road,—but not to obstruct its 
building.

I appeal then to the candid ju Igment of

ray fellow citizens of Marquette county, is 
any more legislation required to procure the 
building of the road? I think there is not. 
The land grant consists of ten sections to 
tha (nil* and includes as good mineral and 
pine lands as there are m the state. We 
represented to the Legislature last winter 
that if the lands were only granted, it 
would be sufficient. In fact the Legisla­
ture granted everything that was asked.

I am not amongst those who denounce 
laud grants indiscriminately. When judic­
iously donated they subserve a great public 
purpose in opening up and developing the 
country. The grant in question is such a 
One. From Marquette to Mackinaw is an 
unbroken wilderness although containing 
some of the best pine and timber lands in 
the state. There are no wagon roads, no 
population, and there will be none until a 
railroad opens it up, when as if by magic, 
it will be dotted with blast furnaces and 
mills, and the sound of trains laden with 
the produce of the Lower Peninsula coming 
west and with the iron ore and pig iron of 
the Upper Peninsula going <ast will be 
continually heard. Towns will spring up 
along the line of the road and increased 
work will be given the laborer.

What then ought be done to secure as 
quickly as possible these desired results. It 
is true that any opinion I may venture may 
be regarded as presumptuous as it certainly 
will be by those now m Lansing from Mar­
quette asking for additional legislatior. 
However m a matter of this kind if my 
arguments are sophistical they will be 
harmless. It on the contrary they happen 
to possess intrinsic met it, they will to that 
extent influence an impartial public miud.

The true policy for the Legislature at 
this session to pursue then is to aay to 
tho-e now asking aditional legis'ation. 
“You came here last winter and we gave 
you all that you asked, the subject wa» 
thoroughly discussed in all its bearings, 
you admitted the giant to be magnificent, 
the time ample, you accepted the proviso's 
of the bill, go on now and build the load 
and if you act in the same spirit in build- 
tag it that wc did m making the grant the 
next Legislature will undoubtedly give 
you additional time if found to be neces­
sary.

Such Mr. Editor I conceive to be the true 
policy to be adopted towards those who 
have undertaken to build the road. Oue 
of the causes which has brought the land 
grant system into such distavor with the 
people is this tying up of the grant m the 
hands of speculators for years. It has 
happened all over the country even in the 
Upper Peninsula. I well remember in 
1865 what promises weie made by L. II. 
Morgan and his company—the Marquette 
& Ontonagon, if certain favorable legisla­
tions then asked for by them was granted. 
It was gianted and vre saw the consequence 

They retarded the development of the 
Upper Peninsula until S. L. Smith and 
other public spirited men of Houghton 
wiested the grant from their grasp and 
opened up the region of country fiom L’Anse 
to Michigamme. It the demands of those 
men are now conceded, they will higgle 
again and fritter away all next season bar­
gaining with eastern capitalists and will 
again be on hand at Lansing next wintei 
with fresh demands. I do not paint this 
matter in fancy colors. I state plain and 
simple facts with arguuients based on our 
past experience.

But it may be asked, cannot those asking 
the extension fully answer your arguments?
I reply yes. They will through their 
organ, say that the wuter hereof is the 
retained attorney of anolher monopoly—If 
that will not do, they will shout derisive­
ly, he is the laboung mans friend, oi he 
has been steadily rejected by ns (monopo­
lists) since 1866, and therefore don’t know 
how to argue with us, whoare the intelligent 
of the land, or our ex member who resigned 
fiom circumstances beyond his control.” 
will exclaim with that gushing emotion so 
pecjliaily his own, “he killed my poor 
50 000 aero bill.” Verily I know the men 
and what arguments they are capable of 
making and such will be their aiguments, 
mendacity and personal abuse to all wh o 
dare say a woid ou behalf of the public 
which wall interfere with their schemes of 
aggrandizement.
Let us not then be diverted from the issue 
by the arguments that they are capable of. 
Let us not forget the past. How Mar­
quette county was retarded ten years in its 
development. If the same or similar men 
now get control.and build 20 miles aud then 
stop, it may be ten years before another 
company will be fou d, which will have 
the public spirit of the Houghton 4 Onton­
agon to wrest the grant away from those 
holding it. It is far better to give the la’d 
to the right company now or even to wait a 
year longer until the right company is 
found, for then the road will be speedily 
built, a consummation which we all wish.

The Green Bay G zette says:
A resident on the west shore of the Bay,

W e met him last Monday w ith a 
pile of documents under his arm going up 
to iuteruew a county Board committee 
about it.

Our reporter this afternoon 
visited the shanty whole the negro lives, 
and also the saloon where the difficulty oc­
curred. The negro was absent, with his 
head tied np, skirmishing about to bung 
the case before a Justice. The affair is 
somewhat mixed, as would appear from the 
contradictory statements made, and it is 
difficult to tell what the result will be.

A TRIP WITH A GUARD.
On reading the “ Troubles of a 

Ticket-clerk,’' I  -wondered, like him, 
whether any of the numerous people 
•with -whom I am daily brought m con­
tact would care to know anything of 
my grievances, which, though not per­
haps so large as his, are still grievances. 
I  am acting-guard on a very large rail­
way, and receive twenty-five shillings 
per week, which, when my duties are 
taken into consideration, will not be 
considered too much. To judge prop­
erly of the arduous and wearisome na­
ture of my duties, it will be necessary 
to accompany me one trip at least, 
which will give you a very fair idea of a 
guard’s work. I  am on middle turn, 
and am working the 10 o’clock express 
fiom London to Rollington. After 
signing on, as it is termed, I  visit the 
tram, inspect the eouplmg of the car­
nages, see the lamps all right, see that 
the communication cord for passengers 
is properly adjusted, and last, though 
not least, that the communication be­
tween myself and the driver is m good 
condition. I  next superintend the pack­
ing of passengers’ luggage m my van, 
let passengers into the tram, and wait 
for the signal to start. I  am accosted 
by a very shabby-lookmg chap, who 
says : “ Guard, I ’ll give you half a 
crown to post this letter m Rolling- 
ton.”

“ I  dare not; the company’s very 
strict,” and finding me mexorablejm the 
matter he walks away.

I  overhear a passenger asking a ques­
tion of a porter : “ Do you know
Tooting?”

“ No, sir. Yes, there’s Tooton near 
Nottingham meaning Toton.

“ No, no; it’s somewhere in the su­
burbs.”

“ Never heard of the suburbs before, 
sir, never ;” and at this last sally the 
passenger ceased his inquiries.

“ Guard,” says an elderly gentleman, 
in a very nervous manner, “ does this 
tram go to Camden ?”

“ No, sir ; the tram goes to Pole- 
worth without stopping; the next tram 
for Camden. ”

A gentleman rushes up, panting and 
out of breath, and says, “ Ware ?”

“ Where?”
“ Ware he reiterates.
“ Where ? ’
“ Ware !” he shouts at the top of his 

voice—“ W-a-r-e !”
“ Oh, Ware. Your train is on the 

left, beyond the refreshment-room;” 
and off he rushes, wondering, no doubt, 
at the stupidity of lailway officials. 
The fire-minutes’ bell now began to 
ring, and a cry of “ Take your seats, 
please—going on,” warns the passen­
gers that they must not linger any 
longer in the bar or in the waiting- 
rooms ; and they mostly take then- 
seats, with the exception of one or two 
regular obstinate ones, who never will 
take their seats till the very last min­
ute, and thus frequently delay the 
train.

Standing by the van door, I am ad­
dressed by a lady : “ Oh, guard, I
want my boxes put far back, please ; I 
am so afraid anything should be thrown 
upon them, if they’ie in the front.”

“ Verv good, ma’am, I’ll put them 
behind;” and just as I  have finished, 
she rushes up out of breath, and says : 
“ Oh, my husband has not arrived ; I 
shall have to have them out;” and ac­
cordingly they are got out with infinite 
difficulty, in consequence of their being 
behind everything else.

A young man asks me which is the 
carnage for Lily, and I  am just open­
ing the door for him, when two men 
touch him on the shoulder, and one 
says : “ Your name is Johnson, I be­
lieve?”

“ Yes,” he replies, looking around.
“ Well, I  want you.”
“ You;haven’t been long about it.”
“ No, we never are,” said the detec­

tive, quietly, and marches him away.
The signal is now given to start, and 

is instantly countermanded by the sta­
tion-master, who, accompanied by the 
lady, wants her boxes put in again, as 
her husband has just arrived; and I 
put her and her husband into a car­
nages, and leave her with her head out 
of the window, adjuring me to put those 
boxes far behind; and after a delay of 
quite a minute and a half we start, leav­
ing on the platform a testy old gentle­
man, who had got out of his carnage to 
enjoy the minute’s delay, and walked a 
little too far. And now that we are 
once started, there is plenty to do ; the 
passengers’ luggage to qort, the parcels 
to sort and check, letters to sort, and to 
keep a shaip look out. So the train 
goes on, rushing, screeching, grating, 
till it screams into Poleworth station, 
where ten minutes are allowed for re­
freshments, and for the engine to take 
water. The fiist person I meet on the 
platform is, to my great surpnse, the 
elderly gentleman who wanted to go to 
Camden.

“ This is a fine thing, sir, to be over­
carried m this manner.”

‘ ‘ I t’s entirely your own fault; I told 
you the train didn’t stop ; you’re about 
forty miles away from Camden.”

“ Well, I  know that; I  thought there 
were two trains, it’s so confoundedly 
long. What am I  to do ?”

“ See the station master by all 
means.”

“ Guard,” says a lady at a carriage 
window, “ can you get a little milk for 
my little dog ?”

I  manage to get it, take it to her, and 
leceive a shilling for my trouble, as she 
terms it.

“ Oh, guard, will you see that this 
little boy is put down at Rollington ?”

“ Well, I ’ll see, Miss. I ’ve got plenty 
to do without looking after youngsters. 
Put him in, however; I ’ll see him all 
right.”

The bell again warns passengers that 
the train is about to proceed; and after 
a slight delay, caused by a gentleman 
who had forgotten which carriage he 
was m, and who has to search each 
carriage separately, we start again.
