Chil Rights Bill.
Tlie Civil Biglits bill, as it passed the Sen­

ate is as follows.
Section 1 That all citizen* and other per­

sons witkm the juusdiction of (he United 
States shall be entltlea to the fuH and equal 
enjoyment of the accommodations, advan­
tages, facilities and privileges of inns, public 
conveyances on land orwatei, theaters and 
other place* of public *musem<snt, and alio of 
th* common Bchdblk and mstiCntioiI* M learn­
ing 01 benevolence suppoi ted in whole Or in 
part by general taxation, and of cemeteries so 
supported, also the institutions known as 
agricultural colleges, endowed by the United 
States, Irubjectionly to the, condition* and 
limitation* established by law, and applicable 
alike to citizens of evbrv race and Color, re­
gardless of any previous condition of servi­
tude.

Sec 2 That any person who shall violate 
the foregoing section by denying to any per­
son entitled to its benefits, except for reasons 
applicable bv law to citizens of every race and 
color, regardless of any previous condition of 
servitude, the full enjoyment of any accomo­
dations, advantages, facilities, oi pin vfieges in 
said section emimeratedf fejj, leclfieg s..cli 
denial, shall, foi every such offense, foifeit 
and pay the sum of $500 to the pei*on ag­
grieved thereby, to be recovered m action on 
the case with full costs, and shall also, for 
eveiy such offense, be deemed guilty of a mis­
demeanor, and, upon conviction thereof shall 
be fined not moie than $1,000, or shall be im­
prisoned not more than one yeai, P> omded, 
that the party aggrieved shall not recover more 
than one penalty, and when the offense is a 
refusal of burial, the penalty may be recov­
ered by the heirs-at-law of the person whose 
bodv has been refused burial, And provided 
fm  ther, that all persons may elect td sue for 
the penalty aforesaid, or to proceed under 
their rights at common law and the State stat­
utes, and having so elected to proceed in the 
one mode or tne other, their right to proceed 
m the other jurisdiction shall be barred , but 
this proviso shall not apply to criminal pro­
ceedings either under thie act or the criminal 
law of any State.

Sec. 3. That the District and Circuit Courts 
of tho United State* ahall have, exclusively of 
the courts of the several States, cognizance of 
all crimes and offenses against, and violations 
and provision* of, thi* act, and actions for 
penalty given by the preceding section may be 
prosecuted m the Territorial, District or Circuit 
Courts of the United State* wherever the de­
fendant may be found, without regaid to the 
other party • and the District Attorneys, Mar­
shals, and’ Deputy Marshals of the .United 
States, and the Commissioners appointed by 
the Circuit and Territorial courts of the 
United States, with tho powers of arresting, 
and imprisoning and bailing offender* agamst 
the laws of the United States, are hereDy 
specially authorized and required to institute 
proceedings against every person who shall 
violate the pi ovisiona of thi* act, and cause him 
to be airested, and imprisoned or hailed as the 
case may be, for trial before such court of the 
United States or Territorial Court as by law 
baa cognizance of the offense, except m re­
spect of the right of action accruing to the 
person aggrieved; ami anch District Attorney 
shall cause such proceedings to be prosecuted 
to their teimination as m other cases , Pro- 
aided, that nothing contained in this eection' 
shall he construed to deny or defeat any right 
qf civil action accruing to any peieou. by 
reason of this act oi otherwise

Sec 4 That no citizen, providing he has all 
other qualification* whiuh are or may be pre­
scribed by law, shall be dfsrpaiifVed for -ser­
vice as a grand or petit juror m any court of 
the United States, or of any State, ou account 
of race, color, or prevlou* oornfitien of servi­
tude, and any officer oi other person charged 
with any duty m the selection or summoning 
of jurors, who shall exclude Or fail to summon 
anv citizen for the cause aforesaid, shall be 
deemed guilty of misdemeanor, and be lined 
not more than one thousand dollars

Slc 5 That all causes arising undei the pro­
visions of this act in the courts of the United 
States shall be reviewable by the Supreme 
Court of the United States, without regard to 
the sum m controversy, under the same pro­
visions and regulations as are now provided 
by law for the review of other causes m said

The Champion Corn Crop of Nebraska,
The soil and climate of Nebraska are 

most favorable to farming. Indian 
corn grows luxuriantly, and the smaller 
cereals also thrive. The productions 
of Nebraska do not appearmthe United 
States census reports before 1860 ; and 
then the whole com production of the 
territory—which was much larger than 
the State, its western limit being the 
summit of the Roeky mountains—was 
only 1,482,080 bushels. In 1870 tho 
corn crop of the State of Nebraska— 
the western limit of -which is the base 
of the Rocky mountains—was 4j736,- 
710 bushels; and the agricultural (re­
turns of tho Department at Washington 
for 1873 give the corn crop for that 
year, which was a bad year for Indian 
corn, at 21,000,000 bushels.

These figures exhibit the rapid prog­
ress of agriculture m Nebraska ; for 
what may be said of corn is equally 
true of other productions. In the fer­
tile soil and genial climate of the State, 
com yields abundantly, and is a safe 
crop. There are broken lands where, 
year after year, the produce hgs aver­
aged 80 bushels to the acre ; but this is 
outdone by the champion corn crQp of 
1873.

The affidavits on which the $50 pre­
mium for 1873 was awarded, have just 
been published by the State Board of 
Agneultme, The owner was Magnus 
M. Nelson, of Cass county. His 
champion crop was grown on a field of 
thirty-five acres—the second crop on 
the same ground, which was prairie- 
broken m 1873. The plowing cost $1.25 

- per acre, the planting 45 cents ; the 
cultivating $1 80; the harvesting $1.25; 
total expense per acre $4.75. The yield 
was an average of 9D bushels per acre, 
which was ceitamly worth not less than 
40 cents per bushel on the farm. The 
variety of the corn was the Mahogany ; 
and tho weight 63 pounds to the bushel. 
—Nebraska paper.

THE LICENSE QUESTION IN NE 
GAUNEE.

E d it o r  I ro n  H e r a l d .—Under our city 
charter the Common Council is author 
ized to impose licenses on the keepers of 
saloons, lestaurants, hotels, and other 
places where refreshments are sold to the 
public. The license must not be less than 
$50 nor more than $500. The mode of 
collecting it is prescribed in tlio charter, 
nothing is left for the council to do except 
to fix the amount, and if the city officers 
neglect to collect the license they are guil 
ty of a misdemeanor, and besides their 
salaries are to be paid entirely oat of this 
fund, and from no other souice It is an 
act jof lithe Legislatuie of the State of 
Michigan, and not a mere oidmance, and 
is therefore a State law, the same as other 
laws.

The Supreme Court of the State has af 
firmed the power of the Legislature to 
confei the right of collecting licenses from 
saloons so that its constitutionality is now 
as firmly established as that of the pro 
hibitory liquor law. I quote from 26 
Michigan, 325, where the Supreme Court 
says : “ An ordinance of Ann Arbor, re 
quiring saloon keepers to take out a li 
cense, and pay a substantial license tax, 
ishiot in violation of the clause in the con 
stitution forbidding licenses for the sale 
of intoxicating liquors.”

The primary object of a license law is 
to restiain withm as narrow limits as pos 
sible the sale of intoxicating liquors. I 
am one of those who believe that a good 
license law tends more to achieve this 
result than a prohibitory law. We have 
such a law on our statute books which is 
notoriously a dead letter. Its practical ef 
feet in the Upper Peninsula has been to 
enable any person w ho could buy or get 
trusted for a gallon of whisky to open a 
saloon. Before our license law was passed, 
there was a large number of such places 
on the back streets of Negaunee. Yeri 
table dens where carousing and gaming 
was kept up all hours of the night in pres 
ence of clnldien of tender years, thus 
prepaimg them for a care r of crime 
heieafter. A great many parents forget 
ful of ths duties they owe to their chil­
dren as well as to the State, and only anx 
ious to make money started these small 
saloons which w ere tended by their wives 
or partially grown up children, while the 
men either worked at their regular occu 
patio s or loafed around the streets pre- 
Lenc’i ig to look for work.

When the Common Council last year 
fixed the license at $200 per annum, it 
closed about 30 of these places and these 
men w ere obliged to go to work and let 
their children attend school instead of 
compelling them to sell whisky, and the 
reputation of the city for quiet and good 
order has remaikably increased.

The sa loon  keepers of this place now 
wish to restoie the old order of things 
They have held meetings and passed reso­
lutions that the license ought to be re­
duced to the low'est limit allowed by the 
charter, or that they will pay nothing at 
ill. They claim that the city has no legs 
right to collect the license They have at­
tended the meetings of the common coun­
cil in order to hi ing pressure to bear on 
that body, but as yet the council has shown 
no disposition to yield.

Now what is the (rue view to take of 
this matter 9 I am not in favor of -pro 
hibition, for the simple reason that it can 
n o t  be enforced, and foi no other reason 
Under our system of government in oidu 
to enforce a law it must be sustained by 
public opinion, and public opinion in all 
the large cities and villages of the State is 
against p.ohibition. It is a traffic recog 
nized and sustained in the most enlight 
ened nations for ages All governments, 
including that of the United States, license 
it for revenue purposes Municipalities li­
censed foi the pi ini uy purpose of restrain 
ing it. If the present license of$200is strict 
ly enforced this y oar, it will cut down the 
number of saloous to 25, w'hich will he 
more than is needed m a city of this size 
These 25 w ill be better conducted than if 
we have 75 as formally It Mill be com­
paratively easy foi the officeis to presene 
order, and the saloon keepers themselves 
will he more prosperous than if an unlim­
ited number are alloM'ed to start, and their 
business will comparatively he more re 
spectable. Why, then, do those saloon 
keepers who can pay the license join in 
with those who cannot9 It is the interest 
of those who cannot pay to rope in with 
them those who can

But if all the saloon keepers hind to­
gether to resist the laws made by the com­
mon council, it then becomes the duty of 
all other citizens to give all the moral aid 
they can to the common council. Both 
temperance societies, the Good Templars 
and Catholic Total Abstinence, ought to 
make themselves felt in this contest, for 
they will be subserving the noble purpose 
for which both have been organized—the 
suppression of intemperance. We cannot 
in this mining country- abolish whisky 
drinking altogether, but we can do a great 
deal to restrain it, and thus save many 
from a drunkard’s or pauper’s grave, and 
it is earnestly to he hoped that the com­
mon council now will not come down one 
dollar on the license Let us show the 
people of the Upper Peninsula that we 
can enforce a license law which will be a 
credit to our city and its officers, and at 
the same time go far towards suppressing 
the \ ice of intemperance.

We have no reason to 
doubt but what there are a few among us 
who M'ould be justified m making this cry, 
but there are those who have no cause 
whatever to weaT (or pretend to wear) 
wry faces on the dullness of the times 
and the scarcity of money. Virtually the 
“ panic” is over, and there is no reason 
why this hue and cry should be contin­
ued Many of our firms are doing fully 
as well to day as before the financial crash 
of months ago took place. Discard this 
feeling of despondency, look upon the 
bright side; deal in a good deal of 
punter’s ink, in the way of advertising, 
and we will guarantee that you will pros­
per and be happy We take the following 
from the Menominee Ilet aid, which more 
fully expresses the situation : “ That
times are dull, money scarce, payments 
slow, and collections at a stand still, can 
not be disputed but that there is good and 
abundant cause, for these unpleasant state 
of affairs is not quite as apparent. The 
memory of the unpromising past and the 
gloomy anticipation of a dreaded futuie, 
does more to cause the present unsatisfac 
toiy eonditioa of monetary affairs than 
the true reality should do In any con­
dition or situation of hfe when danger 
threatens, or fears created alarm, every 
eye is wide open, every ear on the alert to 
anticipate, or discover danger, that never 
comes. Every noise is magnified, every 
sound intensified, until the mind is taught 
tobelivetliat all the feais and dangers 
which exist only in imagination, are stem 
and powerful realities, and every action 
and persuit of life is carried out upon that 
belief. So in the pfesent emergency, or 
critical condition of business affairs, the 
fears of what has been and dread of what 
might be, causes a state of alarm that is 
in a measure groundless and without 
foundation. Could all be fully impressed 
with a firm assurance of a prosperous 
future and forgetful of the past, base their 
present actions upon their hope and an­
ticipation, the present would in a large 
mcasuie he relieved of its gloom and des­
pondency ant) prosperity and successful

prosecution of business in its various ram 
ifications be sure to follow. What Me 
need is faith, confidence, hope, assurance, 
gnd then might we banish the gloom and 
‘despondency which overhangs all enterpri­
ses at the present time, and live in a con 
scious reality that all was cheerful and 
prosperous.

THE LICENSE QUESTION.

Under the above caption the Mining 
Journal of last week, in its Negaunee 
column, contained an. article which does 
not reflect credit upon the author. It is 
difficult to believe that we ha\ e in our 
midst a citizen who can give utterance to 
ideas so barren of truth or reason.

Will the writer of the article say that 
selling rum is just as laudable an employ 
ment as selling beef or dry goods9 He 
knows that rum is the curse of our city, 
and the business of selling it most detest­
able. Does the dry goods merchant and 
clothier make it necessary that watchmen 
should patrol our streets all night? Is it 
required in towns where there is no whis­
ky sold9 Is $200 too much to pay for all 
the ciime, all the suffering, all the grief 
which this damnable traffic engenders? If 
so, do not pay it, and let the law take its 
course. But let us have no more of this 
trash in the Negaunee column of the 
Journal.

One oi the eontnbutors to the Allge- 

mrina Famihen Zeitung has recently 
had the curiosity to collect a number of 
tlie most noted and best authenticated 
cases of dueling that Have taken place 
between the numbers of the gor tier sex 
Uiom the aiticle wo extract the follow­
ing.

After a careful examination of the 
codex, he came to the conclusion that 
the law d d not reach the case under 
consideration, and he was reluctantly 
compelled to lelease the prisoners, but 
not till he h 'd  obtained from them a 
promise that they would desist fiom 
then muideious design.

Nothing could exceed the painful ex­
citement of that search for the dead, 
unless it were the still horror of the ex­
temporized morgue* that were *11 along 
the road of the calamity. In North­
ampton, the few that reached there were 
taken to the town hall; from the Flor­
ence meadows they were taken, to a car­
penter shop on the hill east of the river, 
ut Leeds to the bam in the rear of 
Boss’ store, at Haydenville to4he chap­
el of the church, at Williamsburgh to 
the toun-hall. To behold the scenes 
presented m these temporary harbora­
ges of the victims made the stoutest 
heait quail, and the faintest nerves 
shudder and almost give way with sick­
ening repulsion. They lay on the rude 
boards, otten without a shred of cloth­
ing left, or, if clad, with every garment, 
frayed to mere shreds, men and women 
in horrible in variableness of agony ; 
the only mature fafee noted as peaceful, 
was that of Annie Cogan, who seemed 
as if taking a happy sleep when the 
body .was first brought out of the sands. 
There lay children—many little children 
—their little beloved faces beaten and 
bruised, and yet now and then one as 
sweet and placid as when its last good­
night kiss was given. Many a veteran 
soldiei, who had beenhardened to death 
m battle, and eared little f®r the sight 
of dead men, found thi* spectacle of 
the innocent little ones more than he 
could bean, and many a strong man 
found his eyes moistening with unwont­
ed tears. No one was ashamed of tears, 
there and thus ; one would have been 
less than human to hold them back.

Such a Sunday surely never before 
was seen in a Nefw England community. 
At the afflicted villages of course there 
could be no thought of regular worship, 
for church-goers and the world’s people 
found a religions field m seeking for the 
dead, ministering to the present wants 
of the destitute and performing numer­
ous kind and neighborly offices for those 
stricken and bereft of friends and home. 
Throughout the region and country, 
the great disaster was either alluded_ to 
or made tbe special topic of instruction 
and contribution at the chuiclies. At 
Williamsburgh no service was held but 
those made necessary by the burial of 
a portion of the victims ; the various 
workers in bands patiently .toiled 
through the Sabbath among the debris. 
In all the country round a most unwont­
ed scene was being enacted ; from all 
the four quarters of heaven came the 
curious, the sympathetic, and the plun­
derers, for, difficult of credence as it 
seems, more than one person was caught 
conoealmg valuables about the hill­
sides. Into Williamsburgh, the head 
of the disaster, came a steady throng 
all day long, mostly of idle sight-seers, 
though not a few came with offers of as­
sistance, while others were newspaper 
men and those searching for friends and 
acquaintances. From Northampton to 
Williamsburgh stretched a continuous 
lme of conveyances, while the roads 
were lined with pedestrians. An un­
known person would have argued a cat­
tle-show, college commencement, or 
other country fete day, so miscellaneous 
and entirely un-Sunday-like was tbe 
procession. They came even from Berk­
shire, North Adams sending a delega­
tion, while every town in the county 
and about in the Connecticut valley Was 
probably represented; New Haven »ent 
up an extra train of four leaded oars. 
Of course, with the washed state of the 
country, so great an influx caused the 
most exasperating blockades-in Hi* toad, 
ihberng not at *H uncommon for a line to 
be “ dead set” for a half or three-quar­
ters of an hour. A special train con­
stantly plied between Northampton and 
the washed district and all down the 
line of the freshet was the same morbid­
ly curious throng.

The morning of the terrible event 
was one of the gloomiest of the season, 
full of heavy elonds, and now drizzling, 
now pouring, rain. So, though with 
less and less oi rain, the day contin­
ued ; and the night that followed was 
black and cheerless, freighted with heav­
iness, and in full accord with serious 
thought and anguished lament. Noth­
ing could have been more singularly 
sympathetic, aud sympathy i* not a 
common mood of nature, fortunately, 
no doubt, for our healthiness of mmd 

After the calamity was all over, after 
a raatless, weary, tedious, anxibus night, 
filled with haunting dreams, and seem­
ing as if it would never end, nothing 
was stranger than to arise in the cool, 
sweet Sabbath dawn, with a kindly west 
wind, and a blue sky flecked with fleecy 
clouds, and see all nature so happy, se­
rene, and joyous. The birds seemed 
never so full of gay delight, never so 
jubilant m their carols. To meet on tfle 
roadside, that morning, an Irishwoman, 
crying with the piteous “ keening” of 
her affectionate and impulsive race, over 
her lost ones, and to hear above her 
head the bobolink warbling his trium­
phant song, with the immortal freshness 
of the sky and earth embodied in it,— 
this was jarring the finer choids most 
closely and discordantly.

All along the course of the flood there 
were narrow escapes and thrilling inci­
dents. Mr. H. EL Tilton, of Williams- 
burgh, was carrying his aged mother, 
Widow Sarah H. Snow, to a place of 
safety, when the unrelenting waters 
Seized them; she t̂as carried away, 
while he grasped a tree, about 15 feet 
high, standing on a bank, and was saved, 
though the waters reached and swayed 
him. Messrs. Hannum and Bhodes, 
living m the same house, got acioss the 
street into another dwelling, the lower 
story of which was flooded, but some 
apple-trees broke the force of the wave 
and the house stood.

One of the most striking escapes was 
that of the little son, George, of En­
gineer Alexander Boberts, of Williams- 
burgh. The family live m a two-story 
house, which was lifted up by the tor­
rent and carried bodily a distance of 
about 100 rods, the family meanwhile 
keeping together. Suddenly the house 
broke in pieces, and the boy lost sight 
of the rest of the family, who disap­
peared from view. The boy floated on 
some timbers of the house farther aways, 
and was finally rescued, though m a sad 
condition of body and mmd.

Jeiemiah Y/aid thought to save his 
sister-in-law, Mrs Knight, and died 
with her. A daughter of Spencer Bart­
lett started to flee with her parents to 
the hill, hut the incoming waters tossed 
them away, and she was compelled to 
rerfiam in the house, and so escaped.

Mr; Haymond, employedin Mr. James’ 
mill, saw his house sail by, and of 
course, expected tnat his family were 
with it, hut they, not a second too soon, 
hearmg the roar of theimpending flood, 
had escaped to a knoll some four rods 
m the rear of their home.

Mr. S. Gage, the head machinist at 
James’ mill, interestingly tells his ex­
periences. He was in the basement of 
the mill when the cry came, “ Bun for 
your lives ; the reservoir has broke !” 
Then some 25 of the operatives passed 
over the bridge to the hill, about eight 
rods distant, only just quick enough, 
for the structure crumbled almost under 
their feet; one second moie, he says 
would have swamped them.

Three men—J. M. Stephenson and 
two new hands whose names are not 
known—fearing the boaidmg-house m 
which they were with a number of others 
would give way, despite the entieaties 
of their associates, left it and climbed 
a apple tree near by. The latter fell 
under them and they were drowned, 
while those at the boardmg-house re­
mained unharmed. One man \ entured 
upon the roof of the boardmg-house, 
and, though it crumbled under him, he 
clung to it and saved his life. John 
Atkms, foreman of the weaving-room, 
died m saving the lives of his wife and 
two children.

A cow floated down from Williams- 
burgh to Florence, and escaped with 
only a broken horn.

One ot the saddest eases was that of 
three Fiench children, none of them 
over nine yeais old, who sat among tho 
living and dead m Mr. Warnei’s house 
at Leeds, and told questioners that they 
had lost three sisters, a brother and 
their mother, but their father was safe 
and attending to some of the dead peo­
ple. But many who listened to them 
knew that the father, as well as the 
brothei and sisters, was among the dead, 
yet none had the heart to break the 
terrible new* to the children. Two of

the little ones have been adopted by 
Mr. Hallett, one of the overseers of the 
silk factory.

One lucky little boy got a safe ride 
down the stieam m a small house. The 
dwelling was picked up by the flood, 
somewhere between Leeds and Florence, 
and went over the dam right side up, 
landing some distance below on the 
flats. There sombody spied this novel 
conveyance, qp.d took the boy oat, safe 
and sound.

One of the saddest casualties among 
the lower classes wasthat ot Mr. Edward 
Mocker, an aged Irishman living near 
the bridge at Haydenville. He was 
standing m front of his house when he 
discovered the water approaching, and 
in trying to enter and save his wif* and 
a helpless boy he was overpowered by 
the flood and drowned. Mrs. Mocker 
grasped the youth m her arm and strug­
gled for dry land, but was twice 
knocked down and badly wounded by 
floating rubbish, but although badly 
wounded she clung to her invalid boy, 
and stood waist-deep m the water for an 
hour until the flood subsided. Men 
then came to her rescue, moving her to 
comfortable quarters, but in moving the 
boy he was by some means dropped m 
the road, and this, with the exposure 
and shock, it was thought, would short­
ly cause his death. The boy fell on the 
ice, last winter, spraining his ankle, and 
being unable to move, his legs were 
frozen belore being discoveied, and he 
has been a helpless invalid ever since. 
The mother’s lament, Saturday night, 
when applying at the town hall for bed- 
clothmg, was more piteous. After de­
scribing her husband’s vam attempt to 
reach, her, she recurred to her sick boy. 
“ O l” cried she, “ that I should live to 
see this night! An’ the boy cried to me,
‘ Sure you won’t leave me, mother, to 
be carried in the flood, ’ an’ I rushed and 
snatched him out of bed, and got out 
between the houses and as God heais 
me, I couldn’t get further, an’ I stood 
there an’ the boy in my arms an’ the 
water going over me. And I was 
knocked from here md a timber that 
hit meonmy leg and again in the breast, 
but I ’m alive and I saved the boy, but 
he’ll die the moimn’, and the man’s 
gone. Edward’s gone. Oh, but for the 
rainy morning, he’d been here at work 
and saved. Oh, my darling, my dar­
ling, God help us. ”

How Coffee Came to be Used.
It is somewhat singular to trace the 

manner in which arose the nse of the 
common lievsrage of coffee, without 
which few persons, m any half or wholly 
civilized country m the world, now 
make breakfast. At the time Columbus 
discovered America, it had never been 
known or used. It only grew in Arabia, 
and Upper Ethiopia The discovery of 
its use as a beverage is ascribed to the 
superior of a monastery in Arabia, who, 
desirous of preventing the monks from 
sleeping at their nocturnal services, 
made them drink the infusion of coffee, 
upon the reports of shepherds, who ob­
served that their flocks were more lively 
after browsing on the frmt of that plant.
