MEWS OF THE WEEK.

The East.
Lexington’s fcui-nnle time his been beaten 

by half i  second At Saratoga, Aug 20th, 
Pellowciaft made the distance in 4 19J, the 
fastest time on record

Yhat purports to be an abstract of the 
Plymouth Chmch Investigating Comunttee 
vras grv en to the public through the columns 
of the New Yoik papers of the 23d of August. 
The report says that, aftei close examination 
of Rex Mr Beecher, which dovelo, ed no im­
portant additional facts, the evdence in the 
ca«e closed The leport then briefly and 
tersoly gives the conclusions of the commit­
tee I t states that, on oro hand they find the 
accused personamanof well-knownehaiacter, 
against whom, during a mimstiy of 25 years 
and a life of ovei 60, not a single charge of a 
lack of duty much less of immorality, had ever 
been made—a man of great Christian good­
ness and high pimo pie , on the othei hand 
is the accusei, a man of bad reputation, and 
whom the testimony had shown to be a pei 
jurer and an adulterer His charges are un­
supported by any d'stinct evidence or cor­
roborative proof Many of his mam state­
ments are flatly contradicted by other persons 
of better charactoi than the accuser, besides 
the accused himself The proof seems al­
most all on one side Mr Tilton fails to 
prove anytmng, except that wrong had been 
practiced toward him Mr Beecher manfully 
confesses his wiong, and shows by his letteis 
that he bitterly regietted it The committee, 
tbexefore, comes to the conclusion that Beechei 
throughout this pamful inquiry has acted in 
an open, undenating mannei, while his 
accuser’s com Be has been subtle and under­
handed , and the finding is that ltsv Henry 
Wa^d Beecher is entuelv guiltless of the ac­
cusations brought agamt him A New York 
special says that Mr. Beecher’s statement was 
cut m large part and in important particulars 
It is not all the statement he wrote, nor all 
the explanation he gave, and it is now as­
serted that the rest will be made part of a 
second statement, to be prepared by his law­
yers. It is claimed that much manipulation 
of Beechei’s statement has been done by his 
lawyers, who aie afraid of sajmg too much

Before leaving for the White Mountame, 
Mr Beecher expressed his determination to 
bring suits for libel against Moulton and 
Tilton because of the publication by tbe for­
mer of his statement.

Foul libel suits are preparing by Mr Til­
ton’s counsel against the New York Tribune, 
World, and Sun, and the Brooklyn Eagle 
The damages m each case will probably be 
placed at between $60,000 and $100,000.

The Rev. Warrick Martin, who became con­
spicuous m New Yoik m the revenue seivice 
immediately after the flight to South America 
of Joshua F . Bailey, the defaulting Collector 
of Internal Revenue, is stated to have filed 
his claim foi $4,000,000, which, he says, is due 
him from the Government for informers 
moieties m many costly and fruitless piose- 
cutions begun by him in New York against dis­
tillers .

Rev Mr. Beecher has signed and sworn to a 
paper drawn up by his counsel, Mi Shear­
man, which is an explicit denial of all charges 
m the complaint made against him by Mr. 
Tilton Mr Beechei is still at the Twm- 
Mountair House

There is a temporary lull m the opeiations 
of the pnncipals m the Brooklyn scandal It 
is probable that the repoit of the Investigat­
ing Committee which is to be published m a

T he W est.
A lumoi comes from the West to the effect 

that Gen Custer s expedition has come to an 
engagement with tho Indians, and that forty 
or fifty white men hai e been killed The loss 
is much heavier than might have been ex­
pected, though the dispatches state that the 
Indians were 4,000 strong. Farther advices 
will be awaited with some anxiety

On Friday, Aug 20, Joel Moritz was shot 
at Indianapolis by Rer Geoige C Harding, 
editor of tho Indianapolis bund,ay Herald, 
under the following circumstances . Harding 
had an interesting daughter, aged eighteen 
years, to whom he was much attached. On 
the morning of the 20th ehe confessed that 
she had been seduced by Moritz , also that she 
had taken laudanum to covei her shame 
Upon receiving this statement Harding rushed 
down town, and an hour later came upon the 
seducer of his daughtei. Without saying a I 
word he drew a leiolver and began firing i 
upon Moritz, who fled, crying murder. Two 
shots wore fired, one passing through the aim, 1 
and the other through ths body near the I 
heart, the other three missing Moritz fell 
Friends convoyed him to his lesidence, 
where he now lies m a critical condition j 
His assailant walked rapidly home to the bed­
side of his dying daughter, who expired within I 
a few minutes after the father’s return. Moritz I 
i^ a prominent Jew, and rhe huBband of one of 
the handsomest ladies m Indianapolis. The 
wife of Mr Harding, and stepmother of the 
daughter, has confessed since the shooting 
that Montz had also made improper proposals 
t o her withm a short time Moritz denies the 
haiges made by Miss Haidmg on her death­

bed, and says as soon as he is able he will 
prove his innocence His statement, how ever, 
is not generally believ ed.

A wonderful phenomenon has occurred in 
Pulaski county, 111. An acre of the earth’s 
surface, covered v.ith forest trees and under­
growth, near Cache river, has sunk ten feet 
below the surrounding surface It is not yet 
known whether there weie any visible signs of 
collision with any foreign body The sides of 
the bieak are clean cut and not ragged.

William Bailow, a saloon-keeper, of Naples, 
111 , was killed by G. P. Osborn last week, in 
a quairel about pay for liquor oidered by the 
lattor.

THE BEECHER SCANDAL,

Moulton Tells What He Knows 
About the Ugly Matter.

Documentary Contributions from All 
Parties Concerned.

Francis I! MouUon, the "mutual f re n d ” 
and go-between of Beecher and Tilton, has at 
last unsealed his lips and given to the world 
all that he knows shout the femous or in­
famous fcai dal, togethei with all the cone 
spondence healing upon tins ugly matter 
which was mtiusted to him The statement 
is precisely ihe same document that was Dre- 
pared for the Ply mouth Investigation Com­
mittee, but which, upon second thought, he 
concluded to withhold foi- a tim“ Tt was 
published in the frew Yoik papers of the 22d 
of August

Moulton states that Tilton was first induced 
to make chaiges agamat Beecher by Bowen, 
who promised Tilton to sustain charges and 
to adduce additional evidence to prove them 
vhenev er required It v as on Bowen’s de­
mand that 111 ton addressed the following 
open letter to Beecher :

•‘Bbookbyn, Dec 26, 1870.
“ Henry Ward Beecher '

“ Sih I  demand that, for reasons which 
you explicitly understand, you immediately 
cease fiom the mimstiy of Plymouth Chuich, 
and that you quit the city of Brooohlyn as a 
lesidence.

(Signed) “ Theodore Tilton' ”
Tilton explained that the words, “ for 

lessons which you explicitely understand, ’ 
were inter c ed  at the request of Bowen 
But Bowen afterward changed hi* mind and 
demanded silence on the part of Tilton, 
threatening Ui?t if he should say to Beecher 
what he (Bowen) had told him concerning big 
(Beecher’s) adulteiy, he would dismiss him 
from the Independent and the Union Tilton 
to'd him he had never been influenced bv 
tl rea's, and he would not be m the present 
case, and subsequently received Bowen’s let* 
te» of di»missal

Tn July, 1869, Mrs. Tilton contessed to her 
intimacy with Beechei, which confession her 
husband destioyed Subsequently Mis. 
Tilton, dealing that, if Bowen’s accusa­
tions against Beecher t\eie made public, the 
whole matter would be known and her own 
conduct with Beecher become exposed, 
renewed her confession m her own band­
writing. This later confession Beecher ob­
tained front Mrs. Tilton, and also a recanta­
tion and denial of any improper conduct by 
Mr. Beecher toward hei. At an interview be­
tween Moulton and Beecher, in wlucli the tor- 
mer demanded this papei, Beecher admitted, 
with grief and sonow, the fact of Ins sexual 
lelitiens with Mrs. Tilton, expressed some 
indignation that she had not told him that 
she had told hei husband, and that, in conse­
quence of being m ignorance ot that fact, he 
had been walking upon a volcano.

Here follows a letter addressed by Mis 
Hooker to her brother, Key. Thomas K 
Beechei, of which the following is an ex­
tract t

[Pleas* return this letter to me when you have 
done With it.l

“ Habtfokd, Sunday, Nov. 3, 1872.
‘ ‘ Dear Bbothee Tom The blow has 

fallen, and I  hope you aie hettei prepared foi 
it than you might have been but foi our in­
terview. I  wrote a single line last week, 
thus ‘ Can I help you ? ’ and heie is his re­
ply . ‘ It you still believe m that woman, you 
cannot help me ’ ”

She incloses to him letteis fiom the Wood- 
hull and fiom Hemy Waid Beecher. In the 
latter’s ktftei the following sentences occur .
“ Probably you and I are neaiei together than 
any of oui lamily. I  cannot give the reason 
now I am cleat, still you will follow your 
own judgment. I  thank you foi your letter 
of some things. I  neither talk nor will be 
talked with. Foi love and sympathy I  am 
deeply thankful. The only help that can be 
giatetul to me, or useful, is silence, and 
silencing influence on all others A day may 
come for conv erse I t is not now Living or 
dead, my dear sister Belle, love me, and do not 
talk about me or suffer othei s to un your 
presence ”

“ The undersconng,” says Mrs Hooker, “ is 
his own, and when I  lead m that homble 
story that he begged a few hours’ notice that 
he might kill himself, my mind flew back to 
this sentence, which suggested suicide to me 
The moment I  read it—1 Living or dead, dear 
Bister Belle, lovo me,’ and I believed even 
that Now Tom, can’t you go to brother 
Edward at once and give him these letters of 
mme, and tell him what I told you, and when 
you have counseled togethei as brothers, you 
should counsel me also, and come to me if 
you can It looks as it he hoped to buy my 
silence with my lore. At present, of course,
I shall keep silence, but the tiu th  is demer 
than all things else, and, if ho will not speak 
it m the same way, I  cannot always stand as 
consenting to a he God help us all ’’

Rev Thomas K Beecher ieph.es to this let- 
tei of his sister under date ot Novemlei, 1872, 
m which he sayb, among other things that 
the Woodhuil is oa’y canying out Henry’s | 
philosophy, against which he Ladreoorded his 
proses1' twenty ' sms ago when ho paited Jov-1 
uiglvfrom him «»viug they couU not w oik 
tĉ etlifii £[e eouuuase 1 la njdkffiput, '
Ranfy i» JnHg-vpng stopwy iloHj'H-W qf

expediency, and, m Ins ciy of progress ?nd 
the nobleness of human nafcnie, has sacuficed 
the cleai, exact, ideal mtegiity ‘ Hands off ’ 
until he is do vn, and then my pulpit, my 
home, my church and mj parse and heart are 
at his seru oe Of the two, Woodhuil is my 
heio and Hcxiiv my couaid, as at present ad- 
aavise 1, but I pio«.€st against the t hole batch 
and all its belongings ’

Mr Moulton quotes fiom a letter fiom Mr 
Hooker t6 his vi+e to show that all this mat- 
tei had been discussed between the two long 

1 before the Woodhu’l publication
“ Aftei Beecher had seen these letters of 

his bister,* says Mr. MouUon, “ became tome 
m trouble and alaim, and handed me all the 
letters, togetner with one undei date of Nov. 
27, with an inclosuie cut fiom the Hartfoid 
Times, to which he alluded ’ The clipping 
alluded to leftned  to a conversation Det\ een 
DU Perkins and Thomas Nasfc, regarding the 
lattei’s offensive cancatuies of Hoiace Gree­
ley, and in which he remailvea that tbe peo­
ple were fooled with Beecher aud piedicted 
his downfall. Mi Moulton continues 

Beecher w as exceedingly anxious that Til- 
lon should lepudiate the statement published 
by Woodhuil aud denounce her foi its publi­
cation, and he drew up unqji my memoran­
dum-book the form of a card tc be published 
bj Tilton over his signature, and ashed me to 
submit it to him for that purpose. I t is as 
follow s

“ In an unguarded enthus asm, I hoped well 
and much ot one who Las proved utfceily un- 
pnncipled I shall never again notice her 
stones, and now utteily lepudiate hei state­
ments concerning me and m ue ’

In February, 1871, F, B Perkins, a nephew 
or H W. Beecher, adai eased a lettai to, h a 
uncle, charging that Tilton had been justifj7-  
mg or excusing his recent mtugues with 
women bv alleging that Beecher had been de­
tected m the like adaltenes, the same having 
been hushed up out of consideration for the 
parties. Beecher replies bv saving that 
“ whatever Mr Tilton foimerly said against 
me, and I know the si balance of it, he has 
withdrawn, and frankly confessed that he had 
been misled by the statements of one who, 
wh*n confionted, ba-cked down from his 
charges. It the papers do not meddle, this 
slander will fall still-born, dead as Julius 
Ciosar. If a sensation should be got up, of 
course there are enough bitter enemies to fan 
the matter and create annoyance, though no 
final damage ”

H W. Beecher agreed to hold this letter 
over tor consideration, but sent it before 
seeing me again Moulton at first approved 
of the letter, but finally concluded to consult 
with T T , who offered a substitute, the sub­
stance of which is m pencil on a copy of H 
W B ’s reply to P The following is a copy 
of the substitute referred to

“ An enemy of mine, as I now learn, pois­
oned the mind of Theodore Tilton by telling 
him stones concerning me T T being an­
gered against mo because I had quoted sim­
ilar stories auainst him which I had heard 
from the same party, retaliated. Tneodore 
and I, through a ‘mutual fnend,’ were 
brought together, and found upon mutual ex­
planations tha*- both were the victims of the 
same slander ”

In regard to the servant-girl in the Tilton 
household who was sent West to a boandng 
school, Moulton says her expenses were paid 
bj Beecher, through him, the lattei offenng 
to pay the money for her schooling. Before 
going away she wrote the following letters 
to Mrs. Tilton:

“ My Dear Mrs Tiitox I  want to tell j'OU 
something. * Your mother has repeatedly at­
tempted to hire me bv offenng me money and 
presents, to go to certain peisons and tell 
them stones injurious to the chaiacier of 
jour husband. I  have been peisuaded that 
tho k nd attentions shown by Mr. Tilton for 
years we^e dishonoiable demonstrations. I 
novel at the time thought that Mr. Tilton’s 
caies&es weie ior any such purposes I do 
not want to be made use of bv Mis. Moise, 
or any one else, to bring tiouble on my two 
best friends, jou aDd youi husband. Bye- 
bye.”

“ My Dear Mrs. Tilton v The story that 
Mi. Tilton once lifted me from my bed and 
earned me scieammg to his own, and at­
tempted to violate my person is a wicked lie. 
Yours tiu h .”

The following is a lettei fiom Mrs liUon 
to one Mrs. P , dated Brooklyn, Nov. 8, 1872 
It lefers to ceitam stones told by the school­
girl mentioned abov c •

“ My De\ r Mrs. P I come to you m tms 
fearful extiemity, burdened by my misfort­
unes, to claim youi sympathy and love.
* * * I  have mistakenly telt obliged to de­
ceive * * * t lese two vears, that mv 
husband has made false accusations against 
me, which he never has to her or any one, in 
order that he may not appear on his defense, 
thus adding th© tenible exposure of a law­
suit. Will you implore silence on her part 
against any indignation which she mav feel 
against him, tor the only ray ot light aud hope 
in this m dn ight gloom is his entire sympathy 
and co-operation m my behalf. A word fiom 
you to Mr D will change any unfuend’y 
spirit which dear mother may have given h’m 
against my husband You know I have no 
mother’s heart that will look charitably upon 
all save you Affectionately, your chdd

(Signed) ‘ Elizabeth
“ Of course vou will destroy this letter ” 

r Moulton continues 
I had seen and known Mrs Tilton well 

a \ kindly on my part, and I believed wholly 
o on hers, and I had never known, or sus­

pected, or seen any exhibition of mharmony 
L&tweenhei and her husband, and of com e 
I had no suspicion of infidelity upon the pait 
of eifchei toward the other. The first intima­
tion of it which came to me was the exhibition 
of hei original confession, the fust communi­
cation had fiom Mis Tilton after I  had lead 
her confession on the next morning 31st De- 
cembei 1870, as follows

“ ‘ My Dear Friend Frank • J  want you to 
do me the g* eateet possible favor My letter, 
which you have, and tLe one I gave Mi 
Beecher at his dictation laft even ng, ought 
both to be destroyed Please bring both to 
me, and I wiU bum them Show this note to 
Theodore and Mr Beecher They will see the 
propriety of this lequest Yours, truly, 

(Signed) “ ‘JS R. Tilton’ ”
“ T could not accede to this request, be­

cause I had pledged mjbelf to Eeechei that 
her retraction on the one side and her con­
fession to Tilton on the other (which are the 
papers she lefers to as ‘ mv letter which you 
have, and the one I gave Mr Beecher ’) should 
not be given up, but should be held for the 
protection of either as against the other I 
learned m my interview with Beechei, on the 
1st of January, 1871, he had been told by his 
wife and others that Mrs Tilton desired a 
separation from her husband on the ground 
of lus supposed liifidelties to hei, and that 
Mrs. Tilton had applied to Mrs Beecher for 
advice on the subject ”

On Jan. 4, 1871, Mrs. Tilton addressed the 
following letter to Moulton

“ My Dear Friend In regaid to your 
question whether I have ever sought a separa­
tion from my husband, I indignantly deny 
that such was ever the fact, as I  have denied 
it a bundled times before* The story that I 
wanted a separation was a deliberate false­
hood, carried on by my poor mothei, who said 
she would bear the responsibility of this and 
othei statements she might make, and com­
municated to my husband’s enemy, Mrs H W 
Beecher, and by ho>* communicated to Mr. 
Bowen. I  feel outraged by tlm whole pro­
ceeding, and am now snffeimgin consequence 
more tnan I am able to 1 eai I  am yours 
\  ery truly,

(Signed) “ Elizabeth R Tilton.”
The foi owing statement of Mis. Tilton 

was made and placedm the hands of Moul­
ton*

*• Dlcftiiber, 16, 872
“ In July, 1870, prompted bj my duly, I in­

formed my husband that Mi. H. W» Beecher, 
mv friend and pastoi had sohciled ms to be 
a wife to him, together with all t in t tins im­
plied Six months afteiward my husband 
felt impelled by the circumstances of a con- 
spnacy agam«t him, m which Mrs. Beecher 
had taken pait, to have an mteiview with Mr, 
Beecher, m order that Mr. B. might know 
exactly what I had said to mj hu&band. I  
wiote a brief statement, I have forgotten m 
what words, which my husband showed to 
Mr. Beecher. Late the same evening Mi. B 
came to me with distress, saying I had ruined 
him and wanting to know if I  meant to 
appear against him. Tins I  certainly 
did not mean to do, and the thought was 
agonizing to me. I  then signed a paper which 
he wro^e to clear him m case of a trial In 
this instance, as m most others, when ab­
sorbed by one great interest oi feeling, the 
harmony of my mind is ent re’y disturbed, 
and I found on leflection that this paper was 
so drawn as to place me most unjustly against 
my husband, and on the side of Mr Beecher, 
so, in order to repair so ciuel a blow to my 
long-suffering husband, I  wrote an explana­
tion of the first paper over my signature Mv 
Moulton piocured fiom Mi Beechei the 
statements which I gave to him m my agna­
tion and excFement, and now holds it. This 
ends connection with the case

(Signed) “ Elizabeih R. Tilton.
“ P S —This statement is made at the ie- 

quest of Mr Carpenter, taut it may be shown 
confidentially to Di Storrs and othei fuends 
Wath whom hushand and I aie consult-

Concerning the chaige of b’ackmail made 
by Mr Beecher against Theodore Tilton, Mr. 
Moulton s.ijs

“ So fat as Beechei u  concerned Tilton 
never made a demand on him for monov, oi 
pecuniary aid many way oi fo>m. He a kod 
only that Beecher should interpose his influ­
ence and powei to piotect him from +lm t-lan­
ders of those who claimed to bo Eeceker’s 
friends, while Beecher himself, with that gen-

i  think proper to add, says Mi. Moulton, 
that Tilton more than once said to me he 
could and would receive nothing from Beecher 
m the way of pecuniary assistance. I  re­
member one special instance m which the sub­
ject was discussed between us. Beechei had 
told me that he was willing to furnish money 
to paj the expenses of Tilton and his family 
m tiavehng abroad, m order that Tilton might 
be saved from the constant state ot irritation 
which aiose from the rumors he was dailv 
heating. I  rather hinted at than informed 
Tilton of tins ftet, and he repelled even the 
intimation of such a thing with the utmost in­
dignation and anger. Therefore I  only undei- 
took the disbursement of this sum at the 
most earnest and voluntary request of 
Beecher Prior to Sunday, Match 29, 1874, a 
publication was made of a statement by a re- 
poitei of the Biooklyn Union, pui porting to 
be the result of an interview with Thomas C. 
Sheaiman, Cierk of Plymouth Church, to the 
effect (1 quote fiom memory) that Tilton was 
insane, and that he stated that Mrs. Tilton 
had mediumist c fits (whatevei that disease 
ru ly be), m which she had sfatGd matters 
affecting the character of Beecher, and to the 
statement of neithei of them, for that reaton, 
was any credit to be given. Beecher was very 
much annoyed at tins publication, and ad­
dressed the following lettei to me:

4 Sunday ^ight, March 9, 1874.
“ My Dear Frank I s theie to be no end of 

tiouble 3 Is wave to follow wave m endlesa 
succession t I  was cut to the heart when C. 
showed me that shameful paragraph from the 
Union Its cruelty is beyond description. I 
felt like lying down and saying, 41 am tired, 
tired, tiled of living or of trying to resist the 
devil of mischief.’ I  would lather have had 
a javelin launched against me a hundred 
times than those who have suffered so much. 
The shameful indelicacy of bringing the most 
sacied lelations into such publicity fills me 
withhonoi. But there are some slight alle­
viations The paragraph came when the 
public mind was engaged with the Council and 
with Theodore’s letters. I  hope it will pass 
without further notice. If it is not taken up 
by other papers, it will sink out of sight and 
be forgotten wheieas, if it be assailed, it 
may give it a conspicuity that it never would 
have had But I shall write Shearman a letter 
and give him my full feelings about it. I  
must again be, as I have heietofore been, in­
debted to you for judicious counsel m this 
new flagrant element. My inmost soul long* 
for peace, and, if that cannot be. for death. 
That will bring peace My fervent hope i« 
that this depth of gall may sink through out­
right, and not prove a mortal poison. Yours 
ever, H. W- Beecher.

“ I havt written strongly to Shearman, and 
hope tha^ i will send a letter to T. unsolicit­
ed I  am Sxck, head, heait and body, but 
must move on I feel tins morning like lefc- 
ti ig things go by the mn ”

The letter of retiaction proposed by Tilton 
not being forthcoming, I  felt it mv duty in 
tLis contest to take such measures as should 
result 'n  an apology from Shearman to Tilton.
I accoidmgly earned to him a copy of the 
paper having the article, and laid it upon his 
desk in his office, and said to him that if the 
statements m this article were not actually 
made by him he ought to retract them Al­
though it lay on his desk he said to me that 
he had not seen the article, and did not mean 
to see it I  told him that he must see it, and 
if it was not true he must say so. He aaid 
he did not want to read it, and would not read 
it I  then left him Afterwards I  saw 
Tilton and told him what I  had done, and 
said, “ We will go up together,” which we did, 
and met Mr. Shearman Mr. Tilton called his 
attention to the statement m the Brooklyn 
Inion as having come from him (Shearman) 
concerning himself and his wife, that one was 
crazy and the othei subject to mediumistic 
fits. Said he, “ Mr Shearman, this is un- 
tiuo, and if you are not coirectly reported, 
vour simple duty is to say so and if you have 
made such a statement, I  demand that you 
retract and apologize. If you do not, I  ahall 
hold you responsible in anv way I can for such 
an injurious statement ” This confession 
brought about ar explanation from Shearman 
which Tilton refused to accept, and Shearman 
two days afterward sent him another letter of 
explanation, m which he sajs, “ I am now sat­
isfied that what I  did say was erroneous ”

If any evidence w as needed that I  was en­
d eav o u r to tho latest houi to pi event the 
public at on of all these document* and that I  
lefcamed the confidence of at least cue of the 
parties in that endeavor, I  pioduce a lettei of 
July 13, 1874, being a note arranging a meet- 
mg’between myself and Beechei in regard to 
this contioversv

“Jul> 13, 1874,
“ My Dear Frank I  will be with you at 

7, oi a little before I  am ashamed to put a 
stiavr more upon you, and have but a single 
conclusion—that the matter cannot distress 
you long, as it must soon end. That is, there 
will be no more anxiety about the future, 
whatever regrets theie may be in the past 
Trulv vours, and ever. “ H, W. Beecher,”

The Term “  Jew.”
It tv ill be remembered that some two 

years since Mr. A. S. Solomons, the 
bookseller and stationer, of this city, 
undertook the task of having the word 
“ Jew,” as used m an offensive sense, 
eliminated from the American diction- 
anes. He wrote to the publishers of 
Webstei’s and Worcester’s editions on 
the subject, and one firm promised to 
soften tne definition, and the other to 
omit it altogether. In the 1873 edition 
of Webster’s the words “ Jew, v. t., to 
cheat or defraud, to swindle,” were 
stricken out altogether, but they re­
appear m the edition for the present 
year, whereupon Mr. Solomons re­
newed his appeal to the publishers, and 
received the following answer :

Dear Sia Yours of tho 27th received 
IVe are very glad you have noticed and called 
our attention to the matter you have men­
tioned When the pre»ent edition of Web­
ster’s was steieotypedwe had two plates east 
We have printed from one set until last 
spring, making in that set from time to time 
such corrections as seemed needful A recoid 
of such corrections was kept bv our editor. 
Last spnrg v\ e commenced printing from tbe 
second set, instructing our editor and electro­
typer to have the corrections male m the 
second set that had been made m the first, 
and until we received your lettei we supposed 
they had all been made before punting from 
them We infer that the failure m tbe in­
stance you mention occurred by a failuie .o 
put on recoid that correction when it was 
made. We now send your lettei to our editor, 
with direction to have the conection made at 
once, which we trust will be satisfactory. Wo 
will see that the correction is duly made

This is, of course, satisfactory to our 
well-known fellow-townsman and the 
people throughout the country of the 
Jewish faith, and his triumph is mado 
gi eater by the tact that since the cor­
respondence m 1872 Messrs. Brewer A 
Tileston, the publishers of Worcester & 
Dictionary, have omitted in all then- 
editions the objectionable definition of 
the word “ Jew ” as a verb.— Washing 
ton Chronicle.

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Local Manufacturing.

The people of this district now 
have a fair opportunity of judging be­
tween the value of lesources which 
support Lut one industry and such as 
support a score. Because iron ore, 
our main dependence, has been 
brought to a mere nominal condition 
m the markets,and all the industries de­
pendent upon it have been forced in­
to the same mere nominal state. The 
mechanical branches are few and of 
no magnitude, and are effected very 
little aside from the difficulty attend­
ing the collection of pay for this class 
of work. But the mercantile inter­
ests are suffering a very severe test of 
their strength, and one by one the 
merchants draw near the time when 
they will have to realize more cash or 
close up.

If there were scattered throughout 
the district a few good establishments 
engaged in the manufacture of leading 
articles in use, such as are now brought 
from abroad at unduly high prices, 
this pressure would in a measure be 
relieved. A considerable number 
more people would be employed whose 
earnings would not have to be sent 
out of the country for the purchase of 
that which we do not make at home, 
and this money would go principally 
into the hands of the merchants.

Of course the product of such es- 
tablisments would vary to correspond 
with the activity of the mines, but 
whether great or small would be some­
thing to relieve much of the pressure 
which we are now feeling.

Our locality is young in growth and 
enterprise, and every other interest is 
subservient to that of mining. Should 
it be decreed that the mines should 
stop and remain idle for twelve 
months, a desolation not surpassed by 
that occasioned in the South by the 
rebellion would come over this peo­
ple. A fact like this is a fearful one 
to contemplate, though the proba­
bilities may be strongly against it. 
And it should be the duty of every 
enterprising citizen who realizes the 
nature of the contingencies which 
may befall a class business to be pre­
pared for such emergencies and pre­
pare his community for them.

A large proportion of the manufac­
tured articles consumed and used in 
this district, which are brought from 
abroad, could be made here to good 
advantage, and thus increase our popu­
lation and material wealth. The ab­
sence of capital seems to be the great 
hindrance to the development of 
these industries, but a little exertion 
in the right direction, by which the 
advantages of investment could be 
proven, would bring capital from 
abroad. There are thousands of 
young mechanics throughout the lower 
country, in command of means, who 
are waiting for just such opportunities, 
and who, with care, could make their 
investments pay here "better than 
where they now are.

We hope this question will receive 
more serious consideration than here­
tofore, and that the cry of poverty 
be not raised, but that the subject be 
entered into with a determination to 
do for ourselves that which we are 
now paying others to do for us.

Let us give a few facts upon this 
subject, having a pertinent beating 
upon the case:

New England has been the ‘notion’ 
country and Pennsylvania the iron 
stronghold, of the productive inter­
ests of all this countiy, for years. 
Pennsylvania has produced nearly, if 
not quite, seven-tenths of all the iron 
manufactured in the United States. 
The new England states have been 
making about the same proportion of 
boots and shoes, cotton goods, and 
novelties in the way of tools, hard­
ware, and kitchen, shop and general 
utility merchandise, embracing an in­
numerable variety of articles for an 
innumerable number of purposes. 
But upon examining the present con­
dition of these lines of trade and 
manufacture, we will find that while 
Pennsylvania has pushed her iron ens 
terpnse to almost its full capacity, 
New England has also pushed her 
novelty business beyond the point 
where it can be well sustained by tire 
country for any great length of time. 
New England has now almost suffi­
cient capacity, in her manufacturing 
resources and facilities, to supply half 
the world with the demand which will 
be made for her commod.ties. And 
yet she is increasing these facilities. 
Under the impetus ot supplying the 
world at once with a surfeit of her 
goods she is going at improvements 
with that headlong speed which must 
inevitable show her,'at a penod not 
far distant, that she is tooJa^t. She 
will pant for a market.

Pennsylvania is exhausting her ores 
in what have been considered her best 
iron manufacturing localities, and the 
competition which is growing up in 
newer and richer iron regions will 
sooner or later make her, realize that 
she cannot always be the reigning 
queen of the iron tiadeof the United 
States.

Thus the movements in the South 
and West are destined ere long to 
localize the supply of manufacturers, 
each State or group of States to be its 
own vine and fig tree, in almost every 
branch of the productive industries 
of the country. New England will 
want to move hei novelty nulls to 
points on the Pacific railroads or on 
the banks of the Mississippi, and 
Pennsylvania will desire that some of 
her blast furnaces were set up in Geor­
gia or Texas.

We believe there is sufficient truth 
in these conclusions to entitle them 
to more than ordinary consideration. 
The East has thus fai been suppling

gird  ’ Or - 1 *' C , 1 I
products med, aside iiom those of a 
stneth local chan/'ter, as every day 
indispensibles. But within the last 
decade the states of Ohio, Indiana, 
Illinois, Missouri, Michigan and Ken­
tucky, have largely added to their 
productive facilities, and now em­
brace means for producing almost 
every article known m trade. The 
same spirit of enterprise is radiating 
throughout more distant States, taking 
in almost every one of the large South­
ern gioup, and the mountainous and 
mineial regions of the extreme west. 
California long since supplied herself 
with these facilities, and the entire 
Pacific slope must soon follow. It 
hag been to supply these growing re­
gions with the means of this develop­
ment which has given extraordinary 
impetus to the manufacture of the 
East.

Now that these supplies are largely 
furnished, and that the leading ambi­
tion of each new point which has be­
came prominent is, to become self- 
sustaining, to build its own castles by 
its own industries, and that they are 
near about as apt to build a plow 
factory or a steam engine works as 
they aie to establish schools and 
churches—for the reason that they 
do not feel disposed to be any more 
dependent upon a remote locality for 
plows and engines than for preaching 
and education-there is a great deal of 
force m the points presented. Be­
sides, all these newly developed local­
ities find they are rich in materials— 
in iron, coal, minerals, precious met­
als and the vegetable products of the 
ground—as wealthy in these essentials 
to prosperity as the mother states, and 
there can be but little doubt of the 
fact that the newer countries offer the 
best inducements for manufacturing 
enterprises.

Editorial Driftings.

—An agricultural newspaper not 
far off is not pleased because the agri­
cultural members of the Michigan 
Legislature did not come to see it 
when they recently visited this local­
ity.

—The hard times complaint strikes 
the copper country as severely as the 
iron. Develope the silver, and thus 
relieve the necessities of both.

—There will be but little traffic in 
buying during the fall political cam­
paign. Cash is not sufficiently a build 
ant.

—After the Beecher-Tilton matter 
is settled the sensation press will close 
in on Grant again, unless some better 
subject is presented. Grant has either 
joined the crusaders or been fearfully 
neglected of late.

—Some of the men who came to 
this country poor, and became rich 
by means of the iron mines, will soon 
be able to boast with the bohemian 
who undertook the circus busmesst 
He commenced without a cent, and 
in five years quit twenty thousand dol­
lars in debt.

—The Gazcttt announces that Dev- 
ereaux has gone outside for a short 
intermission from labor. It must be 
that Houghton has an appreciative 
population to afford an editor so great 
a luxury.

—It is not pleasant to be thirty-six 
hours behind with the news, nor worth 
while for an editor of a weekly to 
undertake to make it fresh after 
it has appeared in the daily news­
papers. Marquette ought to have a 
first-class daily, adapted to the wants 
of the entire iron region. What says 
the Journal ?

T h e  l a s t  Journal contained a dole­
ful leader upon the condition of the 
iron market, and the near future pros­
pects of the miner. We don’t think 
the case is as bad as our neighbor puts 
it. Yet it is bad enough. The great­
est trouble about these scourges is,that 
they seem to come at exactly the 
wrong time, when people are least 
prepared for them, but they have a 
renovating effect upon all classes of 
business, and it is not until they are 
over that their value is appreciated. 
We trust that this trouble will prove 
more valuable than disastrous in the 
end.

From Manitoba.

E d-, o r Nrc v u n e e  H e r a l d  : Sit 
—The following* extiact from a 
private letter seemed to me of general 
interest, and I send it to you for pub­
lication if you choose. The writer 
was a former resident of Cleveland 
mine, and left there^for Manitoba 
about two months ago.

A\ e s  L y n n , Manitoba,
Aug. ioth, 1874.

You will think it a long time since 
I left, without smdmg you any word 
but the delays of the Dawson route 
have hindeied me not a little, and 
after we got over the road we could 
not get our baggage and were obliged 
to come on and leave it. When we 
got to Wmnepeg the town was crowd­
ed with men and very little to do. 
There the grasshoppers made their ap 
Dearance. Bo for a time I could not 
tell what to do. I thought at one time 
I would go back as soon as a letter 
could reach you, but afterward I made 
it my business to visit some of the 
places reported the worst, and found 
the report was a great deal worse than 
leality. I hear that Minnesota has suf­
fered much moie from grasshoppers 
than Manitoba, but I thunk they will 
not always destroy the crops. So I 
concluded to take up some land. I 
have taken 320 acres for mn self and 
tine same for three other parties. It is all 
piarie, but I think it ism a very good 
location. The Pemh nabranch of the 
Canada Pacific can’t go more than six 
miles from my place, and I think it 
will go much nearer.

Any person can take 320 acres here 
—160 homestead and 160 pre-emp­
tion. They give the benefit of both 
laws. 1 he country is nery level and

see how it is possible for bettei crops 
to *row.

The land that is a little elevated 
is best for farming purposes, but the 
low land grows good hay, and that 
between them grows consideable wil­
low bushes. I wTas astonished to find 
grapes grow mg w lid on the banks of the 
mer, and there ajre a great many other 
kinds of wild fruits, such as are to be 
found in the Noithem Sht“s and Can 
ada. The country is both rich and 
beautiful, but timbei is rather scarce 
111 many places. It is a good countiy 
for raising stock. There is plenty of 
grass 111 the summer and plenty of 
hay can be cut for winter. Provisions 
are very dear and I think will be so for 
a long time, and every thing a farm­
er can raise will sell well. My place 
is about eighteen miles from the Amer­
ican border, and forty miles from 
Winnipeg. The land round here is 
being taken up very fast.

Iron Interests.

An important meeting of iron and 
nail manufacturers was held m Pitts- 
buigh, Wednesday, 26th mst., at 81 
Fourth avenue, where the who'e iron 
and nail manufactunng interests of 
the West were represented. There 
were delegates from the leading manu­
factories of Pennsylvania, Ohio, West 
Virginia, Indiana, Kentucky and the 
chief centres of the trade. The meet­
ing was held with closed doors. Mr. 
James Lewis was called to the chair, 
when a discussion ensued with refer­
ence to the general interest of the 
trade.

From this discussion it appeared 
that for at least nine months mill men 
had been running their works 111 the 
face of the most adverse circumstan­
ces. That they had, however, cour­
ageously stood up, when there was in 
many instances positive loss, in order 
to keep their men in employment, 
and with a hope of better t imes. This 
state of afiairs, however, had pressed 
to hard, and there came at last an ab­
solute necessity to either increase the 
price or to shut down manufacturing 
altogether.

There was an unanimity of senti­
ment upon this point, and the Con­
vention accordingly decided upon a 
slight advance on the card rates—in­
creasing it to three cents, two-tenths 
off, sixty days, and two per cent, off 
for cash. This, m plainer terms, is 
equivalent to about six dollars per 
ton advance from the lowest, ruinous 
price obtained during the summer. 
This decision was agreed to unani­
mously, there not being a dissenting 
voice.

The Convention also indulged in a 
discussion as to future prospects, and 
from the tone of what was said, it 
was evident that this was but a partial 
relief, and that in all probability the 
prices necessary would go higher be­
fore the close of the fall season. It 
seemed to be the opinion of all that 
this advance would not serve in any 
way as a stimulus to manufacturing, 
but would only be sufficient to keep a 
little life in the trade.

It is remarkable how desnous the 
people of every section of the country 
have become within the past few years 
to establish manufactories of one kind 
or another. It is significant too- 
Whenever a community become con­
vinced that they need manufactories 
in their midst they also suddenly be­
come imbued with the^idea that pro­
tection to home industry is a good 
thing. Viewing the subject in this 
light it is not difficult to understand 
why, notwithstanding the persistent 
and poweiful efforts of British manu­
facturers and their American allies to 
prevent it, the principal of protection 
is steadily ganing strength and con' 
stantly making successful inroads into 
sections where but a fewyeais ago the 
false dogmas of free trade were held 
exclusively. The idea that thejUnited 
States should be a truck patch for 
growing “ gatden sass ” for Europe 
is fast becoming obsolete.

In Scotland the total number of 
blast furnaces is 154, and on the 15 th 
of March, 130 of these were in blast, 
but immediately afterwards this num­
ber ran down to 30, while of late only 
about 70 have been m operation. 
The masters, at a meeting held on the 
29th of July, resolved to resume work 
with three-fourths of the number blown 
out on March 13.

Speaking of the late discoveries of 
coal in California and the known ex. 
istence of non ore there,the San Fran 
cisco Ctiomcle says : “ California will 
be impelled forwaid with great strides 
when she begins to smelt iron, and 
the first plate turned out will do more 
to insure future piosperity than the 
locating ofadimond mine.”

In a French iron establishment em­
ploying C30 men, chiefly vegetarians, 
the introduction of animal food saved 
twelve days’ woik a yeai per man, 
wh,ch had previously been lost through 
illness or fatigue.

It is repoited that rich specimenfof 
silver and copper ore have been lound 
on the Snake river and the Grindstone 
river by an Iowa miner who left Cies- 
co to prospect m Pine county, Minn.

Terrible Tragedy at Indianapolis.
An Indianapolis paper gives the fol 

lowing particulns of the shooting of 
Solomon Montz by Col. George C. 
Harding: “ At 1 o’clock this after­
noon, Geo O. Harding, editor of the 
Sunday He, aid, fired five shots at Sol. 
Montz, a meic'iant tailor of this city-, 
inflicting two serious and probably 
fatal wounds—one shot taking effect in 
the elbow and another penetrating ihe 
body through the left shouldei and 
lodging m the left lung. The cause oi 
the attack, and the facts attending it, 
so fai as can be aocei tamed at this 
time, are as follow : Some time last 
week Harding accused his daughter, 
Miss Floia, of being too intimate wuh 
Moritz, but she denied that anything 
improper had occuned between them. 
Subsequently she paitially acknowl­
edged having done wrong m receiving 
his attentions as she had. This led her 
father to suspect improper intimacy 
between them, and rendered him very 
anxious. The gill ,,Lso seemed de­
pressed m spirits, and, after repeated 
inquiries on the part ot her father, last 
night made a confession that Moritz 
had seduced her, and, to hide her 
shame she said she should commit sm 
cide. Mr. Harding did not believe she 
would carry her threat into execution, 
but chaiged his wife to keep close 
watch on her. Later m the evening, 
however, she took a laige dose 
ot morphine. The family doc­
tor was immediately summoned, 
and, after much labor, she was pro­
nounced out of danger. The house was 
then starched thoroughly, but no more 
morphine could be lound, and this 
morning her father went to his office as 
usual. No sooner had he left, than she 
took a second and larger dose, which 
she had concealed m her bed. Again 
the doctor was called, who pronounced 
hei dying ; but lequested Mr. Harding, 
who had also been summoned, to call 
m another doctor for consultation.

“ While on his way to the office of 
Dr. Paivm, he accidentally met Moritz, 
and, without speaking, drew his re­
volver and commenced shooting 
Moritz cried out for God s saLe not to 
shoot, and turned to run, but the fifth 
shot brought him to the sidewalk. A 
passing physician helped him into an 
express wagon, and took him home. 
Harding eotlly put up his revolver, 
and, m company with several police­
men, walked to his home and remained 
at tho side of his dying daughtei till 4 
o’clock, when she bioathed her last.

“ Tina evening. Harding, charged 
with assault and batteiy with intent to 
kill, had Ins preliminary examination, 
and vas bound over m f?10,000 bail. As 
soon as the affair occurred, neaily all 
the ablest lawyers m the city sent Mr. 
Haidmg word that their services were 
at his command.

“ Miss Flora Harding was 19 yeais of 
age, very pretty, finely educated, and 
highly respected by all who knew her. 
She assisted her father m his editorial 
duties, pel forming more than one hilt 
the woik done on the Herald. She was 
a good writer, and with age and experi­
ence would have made a brilliant jour­
nalist.

“ It is stated that Moritz induced her 
to go out for a walk with him, about 
four months ago, and took her to a 
house of assignation, wheie he accom­
plished her imn.

“ Moritz is a mamed man, about 40 
years of age. His wife -s a beautiful 
lady, and highly respected. He, how- 
evei, has been regarded a rakish fel­
low, and it is claimed has publicly 
boasted of having seduced several other 
girls. He has sent word to the city pa­
pers, however, that he never had lm- 
propei intereouise with Miss Harding, 
and that it he lives he can prove it. 
Tbe statement is not believed ; but on 
the contrary, theie is general regret ex­
pressed that Harding had not killed him 
outught.

“ Harding is an old newspaper man, 
43 years ot age, and was connected with 
Cincinnati, Louisville and St. Louis 
papers prior to his coming to this city. 
Sti angoly enough, lie and Moritz have 
always been the best of friends, until 
recently, and it was Moritz’ revolver that 
Harding used.”

It will be remembered that 
Mr. Cheney was Rector of Christ 
Church ; that, because of certain al­
leged want of observance of the liturgy, 
he was fhstadmomsbed and tlmn formal­
ly presented before a court of the Prot­
estant Episcopal Church ; that by this 
court he was found guilty. Alter a 
reasonable tinm, a second couit was 
convened, which lendeied judgment, 
and the Bishop formally deposed him 
from the ministry. A bill was then 
filed in the Circuit Court asking that 
Mr. Cheney be restrained irom using or 
holding the church, which was the 
property of the Protestant Episcopal 
Chuich, of which he was no longer a 
priest. This was m 1873. The case 
has been elaborately aigued since then.

Judge Williams holds that all 
churches m the United States are re­
garded m law as voluntary societies, 
having their own laws and legulations, 
and that these laws and regulations aie 
the stipulations governing all the rela­
tions of the members. That Mr. Cheney 
was Rectoi, and holding hn office by 
and subject to the canons of tbe Church, 
he was bound by them and subject only 
to them. That, under the canons of 
the Protestant Episcopal Church, the 
first court was constituted of five as­
sessors, but only four attended the 
trial; that such a court more nearly re­
sembles an arbitration than a civil 
court; and that, by the law governing 
arbitrations, all the arbitiators must be 
present at the hearing of the case. Un­
der these circumstances, Judge 
Williams, holds that, one of the e^sen- 
tn l membeis of the couit not being 
present, it was not a court at all, within 
the meaning of the Church canon, and 
its action was void. The proceedings 
upon the seeo,.d trial, resting upon 
wbat took place at the first, the Couit 
had no juiisdiction, and of course its 
action was also void. It follows that 
the subsequent procce lings by tho 
Bishop, he having no power to pro­
nounce a sentence except on the finding 
of a proper court, and there being no 
valid couit m this case, were all equal­
ly illegal, and i ot waiianted by the 
canons ot the Church. Consequently 
the sentence of deposition pronounced 
by Bishop Whitehouse falls w ith the 
discovery that there was no court ca 
nomcally held The bill was, there­
fore, dismissed for want of eqmtv.

This decision leaves Mi. Cheney 
legally a minister of tho Protestant 
Episcopal Church, from which body he 
has s’nce withdrawn to join the Re­
formed Episcopal Church, m which he 
is now a Bishop.—Chicago Ti ibuue.

Expenditures of Each Administration in 
the United States.

Prof. E. B Elliott, of Washington, 
read an important paper upon this sub 
ject at the recent meeting ot the Ameri­
can Sc enoe Association, at Hartford. 
The paper gives expenditures of the 
Government per capita of the popula­
tion, m periods of four years each. The 
dates taken for convenience lap . two 
months one way and the other on each 
administration for most of the time, 
and four months one way and the other 
tor the rest of the time. But practi­
cally the lap-over is so inconsiderate 
that it may be disregarded m eshmat 
mg these expenditures as applying to 
the successive admm'sfrations. The 
following table shows that except dur­
ing war periods there has been, a great 
umiormity of expenditure, rarely ex­
ceeding $2 per capita per annum :
