conspire to do the same.

“ In order to guarantee a fair registration 
and election there is hereby constituted and 
established an Advisory Committee composed 
of five members, namely Messrs. Albert 
Voorhees and E. 8. Burke, selected by the 
representatives of the Conservative People’s 
party, and Messrs. S. B Packard and B J. 
Joubert, selected by the representatives of 
the Bepublican party, and an umpire, namely. 
Dr. M. F. BoDzano, who has been jointly 
selected. This Advisory Committee is to 
supervise and carry on the registration 
throughout the State on behalf of all parties, 
to the full extent of suggesting changes 
in the registration cfliceis and the 
manner of conducting and carrying on 
the registration, Oov Kellogg, in the m 
terest of a fair and impartial registration, of 
his own accord, pledging himself to act upon 
the advice and suggestions of the advisory 
committee, so long as such advice and sug­
gestions are m consonance with and permit­
ted by the existing laws of the State.

“ Third, It is agreed that two persons shall 
be named by the representatives of the Con­
servative People’s party who shall be elected 
according to law, to fill two vacancies which 
shall be created by resignation in the return­
ing board within twenty days.

It 
feeds on fallen sap, peaches, and even 
apples. There is no remedy against 
this destructive beetle yet discovered

The compulsory school law of Con­
necticut is said to have had the effect 
of diminishing juvenile truancy in a 
very marked degree. According to 
the satisfies of attendance, as compar­
ed with previous years, 3,500 childern 
have been compelled to attend 
school, who would otherwise, in all 
probability, have grown up in ignor­
ance. Only 1,200 childern in the 
entire commonwealth, it is said, are 
now unaccounted for, either in the 
schools or workshops.

Our comparative table this week 
shows a falling off of 249,553 gross 
tons of ore in this year’s shipments to j 
date, as compared with a similar 
period of 1873. The decrease for 
the balance of the season will show 
a still greater percentage of loss. In 
fact, we believe that nearly all the 
ore which will be shipped during 1874 
has already gone forward. A num­
ber of vessels have been drawn off the 
route, and others are on their last trip 
down. From present appearances 
shipments for the balance of the sea­
son will be very light.—Mining Jour­
nal.

The Sydney (Australia) News says 
there seems to be a singular, inexpli­
cable fatality attached to the naviga­
tion of vessels of all kinds between 
the different ports of the Colonies and 
the mother country. In a year,nearly 
a dozen have been dismasted in mak­
ing the voyage to Colonial ports.

The Grand Jury of McLean county, 
III., has positively refused to take 
cognizance of violations of the State 
Liquor law in the city of Blooming­
ton, believing that if the city is dis­
posed to enact rigorous and needless 
liquor ordinances, it is properly and 
solely liable for the expense and 
trouble of all trals resulting from 
violations.

P e t e r  W r i g h t , whose name has 
become so familiar to the hardware 
trade of the world, through the sale 
of the Peter Wright anvil, died on 
the 28th of Angust, at the age of 71 
years. The business is now, as for 
the past ten years, carried on by his 
two sons. He has a brother (John 
Wright) residing in Pittsburgh, well 
favorably known.

Quicksilver is one of the most sin­
gular substances known. Miners in 
Nevada say its divisibility is so great 
that particles of it float down the 
clearest streams, invisible to the eye, 
and yet large enough to contain still 
smaller particles of gold and silver, 
or of both. The presence of the float­
ing metals is shown by desposits made 
on copper vessels, sunk in the streams 
where, in a few months, hundreds of 
dollars worth of quicksilver is collect­
ed.

The Reciprocity tieaty was again 
condemned at a public meeting at 
Toronto on the night of the 23d. 
There is a strong feeling, against the 
treaty among manufactures there, and 
several prominent manufactures threat­
en to move across the border, if the 
proposed treaty should come into 
force. Since the proposed treaty is so 
unpopular on both sides of the lakes 

by not drop it ?

Probably the oldest timber in the 
world which has been subjected to 
the use of man is that found in the 
ancient temple ©f Egypt in connec­
tion with stone-work, which is known 
to be at least 4,000 years old. This, 
the only wood used in the construe* 
tion of the temple, is in the form of 
t es, holding the end of one stone to 
another to its upper surface. When 
two blocks were laid in place an ex­
cavation about an inch deep was made 
in each block, in which a tie shaped 
like an hourglass was driven. It is, 
therefore, very difficult to force any 
stone from its position. The ties ap­
pear to have been of the tamarisk or 
shittem wood, of which the ark was 
constructed, a sacred tree in ancient 
Egypt, and now very rarely found in 
the valley of the Nile. The dove-tail 
ties are just as sound now as on the 
day of their insertion. Although fuel 
is extremely scarce in the country, 
these bits of wood are not large enough 
to make it an object with the Arabs to 
heave off layer after layer of heavy 
stone to obtain them. Had they been 
of bronze, half of the old temple 
would have been destroyed years ago; 
so precious they would have been for 
various purposes.

I m p r is o n e d  i n  a  C o a l  P i t . — An 
accident of a most alarming character 
has occurred at the chief pit belong- 
ng to the Standlane Colliery Company 
at Radcliffe, near Manchester. The 
work of winding coal was pioceeding, 
when the guiding rods at the side of 
the shaft, on which a full cage was as­
cending, broke, and the cage and its 
contents, falling crosswise, where lit­
erally wedged between the uprights 
and the brickwork. The consequence 
was that operations were brought sud­
denly to a stopstill, and the whole ol 
the men and boys, numbering upwards 
of zoo, were imprisoned in the pit, in 
which position they had to remain for 
many hours. During this time the 
colliery bank and the approaches to 
it were crowded with people, who dis­
played the greatest symphathy for the 
men in their perilous position, as did 
also the inhabitants of the locality 
generally. An apparatus was rigged 
up, and the imprisoned men and boys 
were slowly and sffiely wound out of 
the pit by means of an unused shaft 
situated at a distance from the one in 
which the accident occurred.

The following review of the Tron mar­
ket is taken from the last issue of the 
Pittsburgh American manufacturer:

FIG IRON.

The market remains in substantially the 
same condition noted at the date of our 
last review; the demand is still restricted 
•entirely to supplying immediate wants, as 
•consumers are still adhering closely to the 
policy of carrying just as little stock as 
they possibly can; while as regards prices 
there has-been no quotable change. Pro­
ducers generally are confident that the 
lowest notch has been reached, and con­
sumers as a rule do not expect prices to 
go much, if any, lower, although as a 
general thing they are refusing to buy ex­
cept to meet immediate requirements. 
•Good standard forge irons are quotable at 
$26.50, 4 mos., and $26 cash. Foundry 
irons continue very dull and we hear of 
sales of No. 1 as low as $28. The most 
encouraging feature to record as regards 
the' producing interest is that the produc­
tion in the west has been very considerably 
curtailed, although there is no disguising 
the facts that stocks are still considerably 
in excess of the demand, also that as long 
as this continues there is not much chance 
for an improvement in prices.

Mines and Furnace Notes.

Notwithstanding the continued depres­
sion in the iron business there is less reas­
on for complaint on the part of the labor­
ers than is generally reported. As near 
as we can learn a majority of the Com­
panies propose to work about the usual 
force during the w inter.

The Saginaw Company, now employing 
about 200 men, will retain about 180 for 
the winter.

The Rolling Mill Company propose to 
increase the present fofee to sueh a num­
ber as can vv ork advantageously in the 
mine.

The New York Company claim to have 
the money to woik the present force du­
ring the winter, and will therefore dis­
charge no one.

Supt. Houston, of the Iron Clifis, now 
employing between 709 and 800 men, in­
forms us that the Company will be able 
to employ and pay the entire force for the 
season.

As stated last week the Jackson Com­
pany vv ill reduce the force only slightly, 
necessiated by shutting down two or three 
open mines, where the water veins are so 
heavy as to render the working unpiof- 
fiUble in cold weather.

The Sheningo, we are told, lias decided 
upon dischaiging the single men iu the 
employ of the company, v\ ltich will not 
materially reduce the working force.

Clarksburg Furnace, now running on 
an old health, will blow out at the close 
of navigation and remain out of blast un 
til spring, and sooner if the present hearth 
gives out.

Mr. Bicknell, of the Greenwood, has 
coal enough on the bank to run about five 
months—or enough to make about $75,- 
000 worth of iron at present prices, and 
advises that the furnace will certainly not 
go out of blast before the material on 
hand is consumed.

A number of the owners of the Excel­
sior mine weie in town last week and de­
cided to commence mining operations 
immediately. A small force, we learn, 
has already commenced work.

Operations at the Winthrop have lately 
been resumed, and VtSl be continued 
through the v\ inter.

Reports from other companies, except­
ing the Cleveland, perhaps, contemplate a 
similar course respecting the work for the 
winter.

Council Proceedings.

The regular monthly meeting of the 
Common Council of the city of Negau­
nee, was held at the City Hall on Thurs­
day, Oct. 1st, 1874, at 74 o’clock p. m.

On order being called there were pres­
ent his Honor, W. P. Healy, Mayor, As­
sessor Mulvey, an<l Aldermen Downing, 
Engels, Hanson, McKenna and Sweeney.

The minutes of the last meeting were 
read und approved.

The committee on Streets, Highways 
and Bridges, through their chairman, Mr. 
Mulvey, reported verbally as follows:

We, the committee on Streets, Higli- 
v\ ays and Bridges, do respectfully report 
that we have been to see Main street, as 
graded by contract by John Picket, that 
although he has put in the number of 
cubic yards ot dirt required to giade said 
street, yet the stieet is not sufficiently 
rounded off to be accepted as compieted, 
and we would suggest that the contractor, 
John Picket, be paid for the grading of 
said street less two hundred dollars,which 
shall be kept from him until the grading 
is completed and the work accepted.

On motion, a vote was called for on the 
acceptance of the report, which resulted 
in having tlie report rejected.

The City Surveyor stated that when the 
Main street extension was pioposed to be 
graded, he had made ah estimate of Jlie 
number of yards it would take to fill up 
the street according to the grade stakes 
laid down, the street then being 70 feet 
wide, that the estimated number of yards, 
taking the stieet at 70 teet wide, w as over 
600 yards, but that some time after this 
the committee on streets decided having 
tlie street w idened 5 feet on eaclJ side, 
making the fill 80 feet w ide and SOhee- 
quently the estimated huinber of yards 
greater, so that it would require 7,835 
65-100 yards to be graded and filled, that 
part of Main street let to John Picket by 
contract to be graded, and that he (the 
surveyor) had not as yet made a surface 
Stffvey of the road so that he could not 
state whether said Pickett had furnished 
the required number of yards.

Mr Downing moved that John Picket 
be paid one thousand dollars on his con­
tract for grading Main stieet, which mo­
tion failed to be adopted.

the Uniform railway. His signal box 
stands high up, white and solitary, 
above a charming country.

Jack never heard of a ease where 
small buds succeeded m killing an owl 
It is quite common m Gieat Britain, I ’m 
told, to use owls as a kind ot bird- 
snare. The sleepy bird is secured and 
exposed in open s ght during the day­
time. Yeuy soon numbers of small 
birds collect, and, thinking at last that 
tLej Lave their enemy m their power, 
they hover about and taunt him in 
every possible way. But the owl only 
blinks at them m the most tantalizing 
manner.

A Chinese Dentist.
In prionty of time the Chinese are 

ahead of us m some of the arts of civili­
zation, but in most of the finer and 
higher kinds of art, as surgery, etc., 
their proficiency is little removed fiom 
half-savage bungling. A correspondent 
of the Cincinnati Commercial describes 
Chinese dentistry, and gives us an ideff 
ot what the Shanghai-tooth carpenters 
amount to as professionals : The native 
dentists are the merest charlatans, and 
practice aa magicians and cuie-alls. 
They insert artificial teeth of the sea­
horse, which are kept m place by cop­
per-wire wiappmgs or fastenings to the 
adjacent natuial teeth, and charge about 
three cents per tooth for the operation. 
Teeth aie extracted by a hocus-pocus 
process which the dental imposfo. calls 
“ coughing up ” The method of ex­
traction is this • The dentist applies a 
white powder represented to be tlie salt 
extracted from the sweat of the horse. 
Dr. Eastlake found this white powdei 
to be nothing more or less than arsenic, 
which cau-eo the gum to slough, when 
the tooth is easily removed by the oper­
ator’s fingers. But the Chinese method 
of cuiing the toothache was what puz­
zled him most, ana longest defied de­
tection. The operations, it should have 
been stated, aie all performed m a tem­
ple or in the space m front, under a 
large umbrella, the idea being that re­
ligious ceiemony is m some way con­
nected with them. Toothache is caused 
by a maggot which gets into the tooth 
somehow or other while the patient is 
asleep, or while he is laughing immod- 
eiately. It must be lemoved alive, or 
the patient will go mad. He is, there­
fore, placed on a seat and his head 
thrown back. The dentist inserts a long 
pair of forceps, and, alter tumbling 
around for a few seconds, produces be­
tween the nippers a little wriggling 
black maggot, the cause of the whole 
trouble. Dr. Earilake witnessed this 
operation repeatedly, but it was only 
atter obtaining surreptitious possession 
of the forceps that he discovered the 
trick. He found that one arm of the 
forceps only was of iron ; the other was 
ot bamboo, painted to resemble the 
other. In the hollow of the bamboo 
were found a numbei of Lttle black 
maggots, piobably obtained from de­
cayed vegetables or decomposing mat- | 
ter. When necessary to do service, the , 
operator simply squeezed the bamboo 
above, and the maggot was ejected fiom j 
tlie small end of tbe instrument to the 
month, and then adroitly taken between 
the nippers and held np triumphantly 
beioie the gaze of the astonished and 
grateful patient relieved. The opera­
tions witnessed were dispatched with 
astonishing rapidity, and the patients 
hurried away, as that part of the per­
formance was essent.al to the success of 
the operation.

A French Tragedy.
Fashionable French society is ao- 

palled at a tragedy which occurred quite 
recently. M. Valentin, who had been 
the fashionable tailor of Paris and had 
made a fortune, retired with his wife to 
Mandres to live. Their son had won 
unusual honors at the Cavalry School at 
Sanour, and the day of tragedy had re­
turned home with a friend to receive 
the parental congratulations. The do­
mestic "life of the Valentins was ren­
dered miserable by the continual jeal­
ously of the lady, which, as it was with­
out cause, was less endurable. On the 
occasion of the return of young Valen 
tin, Ins father was witnessing a game 
of billards between the lads, when 
his wife called him up-stairs. With 
a joke about prompt obedience to 
supenor officers, M. Valentin left 
the room. A few mmutes after­
wards six pistol shots we e heard, 
and on examination the young dragoon 
found both his parents dead. It vas 
evident that another attack of jealousy 
had seized Mad. Valentin, that her 
husband had become enraged at the an­
noyance on such a joyous occasion, and 
had shot his wife and himself to end it 
forever. The ashes of a letter were 
found m the room, having probably j 
been burned by one of the paities be 
fore the quaiiel commenced, as tne 
shots were fired in too rapid succession 
to justify the belief that the husband
