T he East.
The reunion of the Army of the James was 

held at the rooms of the Union League Club, 
New York. Oct 21. Gen Hawley of Con­
necticut, presided , the address of wslcotne 
was deliverod by Gen B E Butler, and a 
Doem u as road by Dr. J G Holland Gen. 
Haw ley was selected as oratoi for the next 
meeting, which is to bo held at Philadelphia.

The well-known New York Laukmg firm of 
Hemy Clews A. Co. who were seriously 
cnppled by the panic of last year, have at 
last filed an application for an assignment of 
all their propeity foi the benefit of then 
creditors.

At Pittsburgh, recently, John and Jacob 
Ehresman were fined $50 each and costs for 
killing old horses and selling the meat to sau­
sage-makers

The New York coopers have refused to 
abandon their trade society, and hare been 
locked out in consequence

T he W elt,
The steamer Brooklyn, of the Noithern 

Transportation Line, exploded her boiler near 
IightiDg Island, ten miles below Detroit, Oct. 
22. The explosion tore her apart, and she 
sank instantly Tive passengers and eight of 
the crew were killed, and four passengeis and 
seven of the crew woundnd. The captain, 
Henry Brown, says he cannot account for the 
explosion,but passengeis on the boat and an­
other carft m the vicinity agree that ehe was 
racing with the steamei Cuba, and carrying a 
tremendous head of steam when the catastro 
phe occurred.

Indictments by the wholesale are being re­
turned by the Salt Lake grand jury. Ihe 
Salt Lake Aews computes the number of 
polygamists m the Temtoiy at 1,000 men,
3.000 women and 9,000 childion, and the cost 
and loss by punishment of all at $2,000,000, 
and that the courts would have around them

Tho Indians are thor­
oughly demoialized and fleeing to their 
agencies, leaving behind them evoiythmg hut 
their pomes, arms, and clothing The leeont 
surrender of Salanta, and other leading 
chiefs, demoralized all hostile parties, and it 
ia behoved that they do not contempRte 
further resistance ”

Tho Chicago bar is mtoicated m seeming a 
consolidation of tho Supreme Couit Gland 
Divisions.

It is expected that whon the leport of Gen 
Sheridan is roceivod fiom Fort Sill, tho chiefs 
Satanta and Big Tree will be deliTeied over 
to the State authomiea of Texas, by whem 
thoy worb released, to be hanged for muidor, 
as they have violated the conditions of their 
release, and have been found in aimed hos­
tility to the government.

The vanous railroad companies of the West 
propose, among other measures of retrench­
ment and economy, to reduce the -.ages of 
their locomotive engineers. The latter had a 
meeting at St Louis, last week, and resolved 
that they will not submit to the proposed re­
duction.

Dr. Edmund Stoughton Kimbeily, one of 
the old settlere of Chicago, died at his resi­
dence m Lake county, 111 , a short time since, 
aged seventy-two years.

The Attorney-General cf Illmoie has de­
cided that the State Hospitals for the Insane 
are charitable institutions, and that all per­
sons reaident m the State are entitled to then 
benefit*, free of charge.

Hygiene for the Aged.
In one of his recent clinical lectures 

at Guy’s Hospital London, Dr. Haber- 
shon referied to the case of an old man 
who died simply from the shock pro­
duced by going oat into the cold and 
fog, which, though only an inconveni­
ence to people generally, was sufficient 
io lead to a fatal result m one whose 
circulation had become enfeebled, and 
whose vital force had so early lost its 
power. Dr. Habershon also alluded to 
an instance of longevity of which he had 
been informed by a gentleman—the ease 
being the latter’s mother, who had died 
at the age o! 102, and who, during the 
winter months, u&ed to letuse to get 
up, saying that she was warm only m 
bed. To this uniform warm tempera­
ture the lact ol her great age was 
doubtless owing, and Dr. Habershon 
urges that, m piescubing tor old peo­
ple, they should bo advised to keep 
warm; and, as they cannot eat large 
meals, they should take them moie fre­
quently. There aro many of them, 
also, who wake up at about 3 or i  
o’clock m the morning, and it is a good 
plan for them to have some nourish­
ment then; otheiwise the interval be­
tween the night and morning meals is 
too long for their declining strength. 
The life of the aged may be considera­
bly prolonged by care m these mi- 
nutire

A Great Flowek Bed —The great 
central plain of California, for six 
months ot the year, is a scorched and 
dust-swept dese’t. In April it becomes 
one flower-bed nearly 400 miles long 

I and thirty wide, set under a lango ot 
snow mountains. A traveler writes of

Castle Garden.
One of the most prominent of t h 

city’s landmarks, Castle Garden, is fas* 
decaying, and must be repaired or re­
built at once. It has not been thor­
oughly repaired for twenty-five years, 
although an annual rent ot $12,000 is 
paid by the State. The place where the 
lmmigLaffis are landed from the barges 
is m a vHy rotten and dangerous con­
dition, and does not inspire the new 
arrivals with much enthusiasm for the 
future land of their adoption. The 
walls of the baggage-room are cracked 
in many places, caused by the founda­
tion having been built on made ground. 
The roof of the scale room is in very 
bad condition, and m ramy weather the 
water runs through, seriously damaging 
the baggage, books, and -other articles 
stored there. The rotunda itself should 
be rapaired'at once. The wooden rail­
ings and the galleries are rotting away, 
and large portions of the ceiling fre­
quently fall to the floor. The balcony 
on the outside is liable to fall at any 
mgment, as the beams supporting it are 
worthless. The yard is unpaved, and 
very muddy in wet weather, while the 
drains are all stopped up, and on some 
days the odor arising therefrom is sicken­
ing.

A report of this condition of affairs 
has been presented to Mayor Have- 
meyer, who promises to bring the mat­
ter before the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment, probably to-day, and 
will endeavor to have an appropriation 
of $15,000 made to make the necessary 
repairs.

In 1837 Castle Garden stood on a 
“ mole,” connected with the battery by 
a bridge. It was originally erected as 
a fort, and used for that purpose until 
1823, when it was ceded by the United 
States government to the corporation of 
the city. After 1823 it was leased by 
the city as a place of pubhe amusement 
and recreation. At that time there was 
a walk on the top of the walls, covered 
by an awning, from whence a fine view 
of the harbor could be obtained. In 
the interior there was seating capacity 
for about 10,000 persons, and the great 
singer, Jenny Lind, here first made her 
bow to an enthusiastic American audi- 
dience, under the management of P. T. 
Baroum. Since about the year 1857 
Castle Garden has been used as a land­
ing place for immigrants, under the 
care of the Commissioners of Emigra­
tion.—New York ^Republic.

Actors.
You meet the world face to face when 

yon meet an actor of repute; he has 
met his fate and conquered i t ; he has 
outlived 10,000 uncommon experiences, 
and nightly awakens the profoundest 
emotions m the breasts of multitudes 
who seem to see Jife and death weighed 
m the balance. One of the pleasantest 
theatrical episodes that we recall at this 
moment is an evening when a truly 
.greatly actor was playing “ The Marble 
Heart ” to a dense and enthusiastic 
audience ; he could not have played ill 
under any circumstances, but was nat­
urally doing his best on this occasion. 
As the play progressed and Raphael be­
came more and more involved through 
the arts of the marble-hearted Mile. 
Marco, his frame quiverel with 
genuine emotion and the house was 
deathly still. But in the wings, we 
who were supporting him, crowded to­
gether that we might watch his master­
ly impersonation, and through all his 
sorrows we wept manfully, for there 
was an inspiration in every syllable he 
uttered that affected us as sorely as 
reality. “ What’s Hecuba to him, or 
he to Hecuba, that he should weep for 
her?” Possibly something more than 
we are acquainted with. It is seldom 
that the companions of Mary Stuart 
and Marie Antoinette, though they be 
players, escape from the scene with dry 
eyes, and there is a reaction alter the 
emotional dramas that leaves the par­
ticipants sometimes quite exhausted.

You who picture the happy leisure of 
the actor, who awaits his cue m the 
wings, smoking his cigarette the while, 
or flirting with a pretty ballet girl, 
have something to learn oi the serious 
side of the actor’s life, and when you 
have once learned it perhaps yon will 
be more considerate of occasional failure.

The actor is not uncommonly calum 
niated ; personal experience has taught 
me how hard it is to please the hyper­
critical, and how easy is fault-finding. 
I have respect and love and sympathy 
for actors ; the memory of my associa­
tion with some members of the profes­
sion is such as I cherish among the 
most agreeable of my life. I believe 
there are few, if any, professions that 
will bear the critical examination tho 
theatrical profession is subjected to 
with a better grace ; and I know that 
the best of us are subject to some sort 
of weakness. And m this connection 
let me add that there is a suggestive 
little text that has something to say of 
the possible beam m one’s own eye, 
and that it will do us all good to con­
sider, when we feel the old prejudices 
beginning to discolor onr vision.— 
Charles Warren Stoddard m the Atlan­
tic for November.

Johnson’s Ram.

Johnson’s Gotswold ram did not take 
the prize that was offered for the best 
animal of the kind. Judge Pitman 
was chairman ot the committee on 
rams, and he manifested the deepest 
interest in Johnson’s ram ; indicating 
clearly that if any sheep ought to take 
a prize that one ought to. Johnson’s 
ram was by itself in a pen with a high 
board fence, and before adjudicating 
the prizes the Judge thought he had 
better go in and make a close examina­
tion of the animal for the purpose of 
ascertaining the fineness ot its wool, 
etc. As soon as the Judge leached the 
interior he walked toward the ram, 
whereupon the ram began to lower its 
head and shake it ominously.

About Wooden Toothpicks.
One gets so used to seeing wooden 

toothpicks at restaurants that he looks 
upon them as things of course. He 
never thinks that their manufacture 
forms an important braneh of mdustiy, 
but, nevertheless such -is the case. 
These toothpicks are made principally 
in the New England States and m New 
Jersey. They are manufactured by the 
same process as are match stems, and 
are usually made m tho same factories. 
The material used in their manufacture 
is white maple or poplar, as both of 
these woods are tasteless. They are 
put up in boxes of two thousand each 
and sell for fifteen cents a box. Res­
taurants use from two to four thousand 
toothpicks m a week. Because they 
are so cheap and so bountifully sup­
plied, people take them by the hand- 
iul. lhey are very annoying as tooth­
picks, for it is almost impossible to 
keep the splinters from getting wedged 
between the teeth. At Delmonico’s and 
some other first class and costly restau- 
lants, the guests are supplied with deli­
cate quills, which are much more satis­
factory, it they are more expensive. 
Wooden toothpicks have only been used 
for about ten or twelve years. When 
they were first invented, there weie on­
ly one or two factories where they were 
made, and they cost a gieat deal more 
than they do now.

“ I suppose it was the spirit -of ad­
venture which brought me here twenty- 
five years ago that prevented me from 
remaining in San Francisco, where I 
could have amassed a fortune, and made 
me the ‘Wandering Jew’ of the many 
widely-spread mining regions. I wap 
among the first that went to the newly- 
discovered diggings on the head waters 
of the Missouri river. My partners and 
myself had discovered a quartz ledge 
and were sinking on it m hopes of find­
ing the paymaster. It was situated 
near the summit of the Rocky Moun­
tains. The road leading to it was un­
frequented, and all the wild animals 
to be found in that region were our 
neighbors.

FiglitiRg Poi on with Poison.
As an illustration of the power of one 

poison to counteract the effect of anoth­
er in the human system, a recent case 
m this city furnishes a highly impor­
tant and interesting instance. We give 
the statement as related to ns by Dr. 
Harris, who was called to the relief of 
a wonld-be suicide, and who adminis­
tered the successful antidote. The per­
son had taken between forty and fifty 
grains of opium, and was last dying. 
He could no longer swallow, his extrem­
ities were cold and had turned black, 
while his respirations only numbered 
between six and seven to the minute. 
This last of itself seemed to indicate 
that all hope was gone, as anything less 
than eight respirations a minute had 
heretofore been known as a sure pro­
cursor of death. As a last resort, the 
doctor determined to try heroic treat­
ment, and he accordingly, with a hypo­
dermic syringe, injected two-thiuls of a 
drachm of nux-vomica dissolved m a 
teaspoonful of water, beneath the slun 
over the heart, stomach, spine, and on 
each arm above the elbow, and on the 
calf of each leg. The quantity of nux- 
vomica Yvoukl have been the death of 
aDy well man m existence, but m an­
tagonism to tho opium it was m this 
seemingly hopeless caso an agent of 
life, and m fifteen minutes the man was 
sitting up m bed, conscious, and rapid 
ly recovering.—Eiehangc.

He 
declared that he could have made the 
distanco in seven hours and a half; that 
he did it m less than nine under the 
circhmstances was a still more remark­
able feat.

There are no Indians now in 
the Powder river country, the Sans 
Ares, Minneconjous and Uncpapas 
have gone to the northern agencies 
Nearly all the Ogalallas have come to 
the Red Cloud Agency, and hav» re- 
gibtered their numbers, but under 
protest. Rations are refused them 
until they register, and usuajly after 
two or three days’ taltethey come in 
and submit to sign the agreement to 
remain on the reservation in peace 
Lone-Horn-of-the-North, with his 
band of Mmnecenjous, have also 
come in, but object to being counted 
and, therefoie, their number is not 
known. About seventy have regis­
tered, but the majority of them resist­
ed. Abovt 700 Kiocsies and Chey­
ennes have gone south from Wyom­
ing to hunt. There is very little of 
the braggadocio displayed by the 
Indians coming m, such as character­
ized them last fall. They bring in 
very few skins, and no new robes.

WONDERS OF MAGIC.
So eminent a scientist as Prof, Alfred 

K. Wallaee has written several elabor­
ate articles m an English periodical m 
support of the claim that the physical 
phenomenon called spiritualistic is pro­
duced by spirits which once inhabited 
human bodies. Many marvelous things 
are reported almost daily of this spirit 
manifestation. A few years ago noth­
ing more startling than raps and table- 
tippmg was produced, but now we are 
asked to behove, not only that mediums 
like Home elongate their bodies from 
6 to 11 feet carry red-hot coals in their 
hands without injury, and float visibly 
in the air, but that the “ spirits ” can 

„ “ materialize ” themselves so as to be­
come the solid flesh and bone that they 
were m this life. Nay, more: Col. 
Olcot  ̂a clear-headed pratieal lawyer 
and & gentleman of unimpeachable 
veracity, who is at Chittenden, Vt., in­
vestigating the alleged phenomena pro­
duced by the Eddy mediums, tele­
graphs to New York m triumph that he 
has succeeded m catching one of the 
spirits—a female one, and weighing her 
on Fairbanks’ scales.

PROFESSIONAL MAGICIANS,

.Now, all this from Messrs'. Wallace, 
©looks and Varley, from Col. Olcott, 
from Philadelphia, from Moravia, New 
York, and other places haunted by ma­
terialized spirits, and from persons who 
have sat with Slade, Foster and Mans­
field, is very wonderful; but is it con­
clusive proof that the claims of Spirit­
ualism are right ? What if it can be 
shown that phenomena quite as extraor­
dinary have been produced by pro­
fessional yuggleis, men who have made 
no pretense that they were assisted by 
occult powers, and who have even ex­
plained the mechanism of their tricks ? 
If this can be done, the inference must 
necessarily follow either that the Spirit­
ualistic mediums are cunningimpostors, 
or that the professional necromancers 
are liars when they declare that their 
phenomena are mere tuckeiv, and that 
they are really assisted by supermun­
dane agents. Ad history is full of the 
deceptions practiced either by these 
professional characters cr otheis who 
pretended to supernatural poweis, and 
were subsequently exposed as chaila- 
tans. duggloiy was allied to the an­
cient religions of the Qieeka, Romans, 
Egyptians and Chaldeans. Hellas had 
its dracle, with its cunning pnesthood ; 
Rome its augurs and diviners, and 
Chaldee its woild renowned magicians. 
In the daik ages of Europe there were 
enchanters, sorcerers and astiologers, 
aM^littie-Jater, witches, who had to 

Jrtfve their conjury burned and drowned 
N out of them. The Thuumaturgists and 

Rosicrucians pretended to magical pow 
ers. There is notanage in the world’sre- 
corded pabt, hardly a year even, that 
some p< mtidigitateur has not figured 
on the scene, either as a court append­
age, a religious leader, or an actor per­
forming for the amusement of the popu­
lace. Let jhe Davenport Biuthers or 
Dr. Slade do more than is related here, 
and then they will have a right to ask 
us to consider if the phenomena they 
show ara the work of “ spirits.”

One of the most remarkable exhibi­
tions of clever jugglery is mentioned in 
Salverte’s “ Philosophy of Magic,” 
(London, 1816, vol. 1, page 105). It 
was seen at Nancy, m France, m 1829 
A man from the audience was induced 
to lie down on the stage, and the magi­
cian deliberately chopped off his head. 
He displayed the severed head to the 
audience so that they could recognize 
the features; he permitted them to 
touch it, to open the mouth, which shut 
again of its own accord, and to examine 
the bleeding section of the neck at the 
extremity of the trunk. He removed 
the body and withdrew a curtain, and 
almost immediately the supposed dead 
man appeared in perfect health. Sal- 
verte says that the beheading trick was 
.performed by the Mohamedans, and 
that iEhan is authority for the state­
ment that Esculapius apparently re­
united the heart of a woman to her 
corpse and restored her to life and 
health.

According to Mr. Godwin, in his 
“ History of the Necromancers,” it was 
a common practice at the time he wrote 
(fifty years ago) for jugglers m the 
market-places of the English towns to 
make the scales of a balance move at 
command, alternately ascending and 
descending.

Much stress has been laid by the ad­
vocates of Spiritualism upon the ability 
of the medium Home to handle live coals 
without injury or leaving a sear. He 
has been seen to put red-hot coals on 
his head, and the hair was not singed. 
The “ fire ordeal” is a very old and 
familiar one to necromancers. One of 
thq most ancient feats of magic was the 
art of breathing flame. During the in­
surrection of the slaves in Sicily in the 
seeond century before Christ, a Syrian 
named Eunus acquired by his knowl­
edge the rank of their leader. In order 
to establish his influence over their 
minds, he pretended to possess miracu 
lous power. When he wished to in­
spire his followers with courage, he 
breathed flames or sparks among them 
from lus mouth. At the same time he 
was rousing tiiem by his eloquence. St. 
J erome „ informs us that the Rabbi 
Burehodhebas, who headed the Jews in 
their last revolt aga.nst th;> Emperor 
Adrian, made them believe that he was 
the Messiah by vomiting flames from 
his mouth. And, at a later period, the 
Emperor Constantins was thrown into a 
state of alarm when Valentmian in­
formed him that he had seen one of the 
body-guard breatlrng out fire and 
flames. Sir Dayid Brewster, who quotes 
these instances In hisinteiesticg “ Let­
ters on Natural Magic,” was not able to 
explain the exact methods by which 
these effects were produced ; but he 
said Floras informs ns that Eunus 
filled a perforated nut shell with sul­
phur and fire, and, having concealed it 
m his mouth, lie breathed * gently 
through it while he was speaking. 'This 
act is peiformed m re simply Jjy the 
modem jugglAs. Having rolled to­
gether some flax or hemp so as to form 
a ball the size of a walnut,, he sets it on 
fire and allows it to burn till it is nearly 
consumed. He then rolled round it 
while burning some additional flax, and

for a considerable time. At the com­
mencement of his exhibition he intro­
duces the hall into his mouth, and while 
he breathes through it the fire is re­
vived and a number of burning sparks 
are projected from his mouth. The 
spaiks are too feeble to do any harm, 
provided he inhales the air through his 
nostrils. The kindred art of walking 
on burning coals or red-hot iron be­
longs to the same antiquity. The 
priestesses of Diana at Castabula, m 
Cappadocia, were accustomed, accord­
ing to Strabo, to walk over burning 
coals ; and, at the annual festival which 
was held m the temple of Apollo at 
Mount Soracte, m Etruria, the Hirpi 
marched over burning coals, and on this 
account they weie exempt from military 
service, and received other privileges 
from the Roman Senate. This povvei 
of resisting fire was ascribed even hy 
Varro to ih1 use of some liniment with 
which they anointed the soles of their 
feet. Ot the same character was the 
art of holding red-hot iron in the hands 
or between the teeth, and of plunging 
the hands into boiling-water or melted 
lead. About the close of the seven­
teenth century, an Englishman named 
Richardson rendered himself famous by 
chewing burning coals, pouring melted 
lead upon his tongue, and swallowing 
melted glass. Brewster says that these 
effects aie produced partly by decep­
tion and paitly by a previous prepara­
tion of the parts subjected to the heat. 
The fusible metal, composed of mercu­
ry, tin and bismuth, which melts at a 
low temperature, might easily have 
been substituted m place of lead, 
and fluids of easy ebullition may have 
been used m place of boiling water. 
But, though the con | ui ers by fire may 
have availed themselves of these singu­
lar properties of individual bodies, yet 
the general secret oi their art consisted 
in rendering the skin of the exposed 
parts callous and insensible to heat,— 
an effect which may be produced by 
continually compressing or singeing 
them till the skin acquires a homy con­
sistence.

One of the most adroit jugglers of the 
present age was Robert Houdin, a 
Frenchman, who for many years gave 
fashionable entertainments m Pans. 
Houdm wrote his autobiography, and 
related many curious feats performed 
by him in the course of his professional 
career. On one occasion he was invited 
to display his art before King Louis 
Philippe and his court at the chateau of 
St. Cloud. Houdm invented a trick 
especially for this royal and noble as­
semblage, and received unbounded ap­
plause for his success. He borrowed 
trom the King and his courtiers six 
handkerchiefs, which he made into a 
parcel and laid on the table. Then, at 
his request, different persons wrote on 
cards the names of the places whither 
they desired their Handkerchiefs to be 
invisibly ti an sported. When this was 
done he begged the King to take three 
of the cards at hazard, and choose from 
the place he might consider the most 
suitable. “ Let me see,” said Louis 
Philippe, “ what this one says : ‘ I 
desire the handkerchiefs to be found 
beneath one of the candelabra on the 
mantelpiece. ’ Ah ! tnat is too easy for 
a forceier, so we will pass on to the 
next card: 1 The handkerchiefs are to
be transposed to the dome of the In- 
valides.’ That would suit us, but it is 
much too far—not for the handkei chiefs, 
but for us. Ah ! ah t’ the King added, 
as he looked at the last caid, “I am 
afraid, Monsieur Robert Houdm, I am 
about to embarrass you. Do you know 
what this eaid proposes?” Houdin, 
with a respectful bow, declared that he 
did not. “ Well,” responded his Ma­
jesty, “ it is desued that you send the 
handkerchiefs to a spot beneath the 
roots of the last oiange tree on the 
right of the Avenue of St. Cloud.” 
Houdm affected the utmost noncha­
lance. “ Only that, sire,” he said.
“ Deign to order, and I will obey.” 
The King gave certain directions in a 
low voice, and immediately a number of 
his attendants hurried off to the orange- 
tree to watch it. He then said, “ I se­
lect the orange-tree.” Houdm’s first 
business now was to send the handker­
chiefs on their travels. So he placed 
them beneath a bell of opaque glass, 
and, taking his wand, ordered them to 
fly to the spot the King had chosen. 
He laised the bell, the little parcel was 
no longer there, and a white dove had 
taken its place. The King then walked 
quickly to the door, whence he looked 
m the direction of the orange tree to 
assure himself that the guaids were 
there, and, when this was done, he be­
gan to smile and shrug his shoulders. 
“ Ah ! Monsieur Robert Houdin,” he 
said, uonically, “ I fear much for the 
virtue of your magic staff. ” Then he 
added, as he returned to tie end of the 
room where several Servants were stand­
ing. “ Tell William to dig immediate­
ly below the last tree at the end of the 
avenue, and bring me carefully what he 
finds there—if he does find anything.” 
The attendant proceeded to the oiange- 
tree. The earth at the side of the tree 
was carefully lemoved, and down 
among the roots, after much groping, a 
small iron box eaten with rust was 
found. Id bore every appearance of 
having been m tne ground for many 
years. This curious “ find” was 
cleansed from its mold and brought m 
and placed by the side of the King. 
The greatest excitement and impatience 
prevailed on all sides. Houdm brought, 
perched on his finger, the dove to the 
King, and aiound its neck his Majesty 
discovered a little rusty key. At the 
desire of the conjuror he unloosed it 
and opened the box. The first object 
that met his eye was a time-discolored 
piece of parchment, upon which he 
read : “ This day, the 6th June, 1786, 
this iron box, containing six handker­
chiefs, was placed amoDg the roots of 
an orange-tree by mo, Balsamo, Count 
of Cagliostro, to serve m peiformmg an 
act of magic, which will be executed on 
the same day sixty years hence, befoi e 
Louis Philippe of Orleans and his 
family.” “ There is ceitainly witchcraft 
about this,” cried the King, and then 
he looked again, and found in .the bot­
tom of the box a parcel sealed with the 
well known seal of the famous Cagh- 
ostro. He broke it and opened the par­
cel, and there were the six handkerchiefs 
which but five minutes before were ly­
ing on tho conjurer’s table. Was not 
this trick as remarkable as the produc­
ing of “ Katie King ” fiom a dark 
cabinet ?

Houdm was employed by the French 
government to go to Algeria on a novel 
mission. The Marabout priests exer­
cised great influence over the natives, 
because they weie able to perform cer­
tain feats of jugglery, which they pre­
tended pioved their divine power. 
These Maiabouts were enemies of the 
French, and encouraged turbulence 
among the Arabs. The government 
thought that it might be a good stroke 
of policy to send Houdm through the 
colony performing his miracles, and de­
monstrating to the natives that a 
French sorcerer was greater than an 
Arab sorcerer. Accordingly Houdin 
appeared before large audiences, be­
ginning in the city of Algeria. At the 
first of these performances he intro­
duced a box which became heavy or 
bgnt at his order. This box was 
brought by him to the footlights, and, 
while holding it m his hands, he de­
clared to his hearers that he possessed 
the power to deprive the most powerful 
man of his strength and restore it at 
will. He invited any one who thought 
himself strong enough to come on the 
stage. An Arab of middle height, but 
well built and muscular, came to his 
side with great assurance. “ Are you 
strong ?” asked Houdin, measuring him 
from head to foot. “ Oh, yes,” he re­
plied, carelessly. “ Are you sure that 
you will always remain so?” “ Quite 
sure.” “ You are mistaken,” said Hou­
din, “ for m an instant I will rob you 
of your strength, and you shall become 
as a little child.” The Arab smiled 
disdainfully. Houdin told him to lift 
the box. He stooped and lifted it 
without any effort, and said, coldly, “ Is 
that all?” With an imposing gesture 
Houdin solemnly pronounced the words, 
‘ ‘ Behold, you are weaker than a woman ; 
now lift the box.” The young Hercules 
grabbed the box quite confidently, but, 
to his amazement, it world not budge. 
He attacked it vigorously over and over 
again, while his countrymen sat look­
ing on m silent wonder, but it resisted. 
He vainly expended on this box a 
strength which would have raised an

by these mean? the fire may be retained I enormous weight, until at length, pant­

ing, exhausted, and red with anger, he 
buried his face m his burnous and re­
tired from the stage. Iloudm doe’s not 
explain the secret of this strange trick 
by which he made bodies heavy or light 
at will, and without -apparently touch­
ing them, but it was a favoiite of his, 
and often exhibited to his fashionable 
Parisian audiences.

At the same exhibition m Algeria, of 
which we have written, Houdm invited 
one of the audience to come on the 
stage. A young Moor, about 20 years 
of age, tall, well-built, and nobly 
dressed, advanced. There was a plain 
table on the stage (the space between 
the top and the floor being unmistak­
ably open), which Houdin asked him to 
mount. When he did so Houdin cov­
ered him with an immense cloth cone, 
and, instantly removing it, the Moor 
was gone. This trick produced a panic 
m the audience. Screaming, “ It is the 
Evil One!” they clambered over the 
benches in wild terror, and rushed out 
the door into the street, where, in the 
public place, rubbing his eyes m stupe­
faction and wondering how he got there, 
they found the young Moor.

While m the interior, Houdin gave an 
open-air exhibition to the wild sons of 
the desert. He pretended that he was 
invulnerable, and offered to let a Maia- 
bout shoot at him. There was a gieat 
crowd, and a vindictive looking fellow 
came out from it and claimed to have 
the iionor of killing the hated French­
man. The pistols were handed to Hou­
din, who called attention to the fact 
that the vents were clear. The Maia- 
bout put m a fair charge of powder, and 
diove the wad home. Among the bul­
lets produced Houdin chose one which 
he openly put m the pistol, and it was 
also rammed down. By the same pro­
cess the second pistol was loaded. 
Everybody watched with the most pro­
found solemnity. Houdm posted him­
self fifteen paces from the Marabout 
without evincing the slightest emotion. 
The Marabout immediately seized one 
of the pistols, and, on Houdm’s giving 
the signal, took a deliberate aim at 
him. The pistol went off, and the ball 
appeared between the magician’s teeth. 
More angry than ever, the Maiabout 
tried to seize the pistol. “ You could 
not injure me,” said Houdm, “ but you 
shall see that my aim is more dangerous 
than yours. Look at that wall.” He 
pulled the trigger, and on the newly 
whitewashed wall appeared a large patch 
of blood exactly at the spot where he 
aimed. The Marabout went up to it, dip­
ped his finger m the blood, and raising 
it to his mouth convinced himself of the 
reality. When he acquired this cer­
tainty, his arms fell and his head bowed 
on his chest as if he were annihilated.
It was evident that for the moment he 
doubted everything, even the Prophet 
This seemingly incomprehensible feat 
Houdm performed by means of pre­
pared balls. With a bullet-mold and a 
bit of wax mixed with lampblack he 
had manufactured a very fair imitation 
bullet. Another bullet of the same 
material he had filled with blood. Of 
course, it was by sleight ol hand that 
he changed the bullets forced upon him 
by the Marabout and substituted his 
own. An old trick enabled him to get 
the real bullet between his teeth while 
the waxen one was shattered to pieces. 
So with the second ball, it was shat­
tered upon stiikmg the wall, but a spot 
of blood u as produced. If Houdm had 
not explained this part, it would be 
qiate as wonderful to most people as 
the phenomena of Spintuausm, and 
could have been passed off as good evi 
dence of spirit agency.

When William H. Seward made his 
tour around the world, he witnessed 
■some performances of jugglers m India 
which W'.re quite surprising. He saw 
a man climb a pole sixty feet h'gh, 
standing m the open air, and, when he 
reached the top, he mysteriously dis­
appeared. After a while his feet re­
appeared, then his legs and body, and 
he came down. He claimed no super­
natural powers. How did he do it ? 
There was an Indian juggler who had a 
little den m the Bowery, m this city, a 
few years ago. He was a dirty fellow, 
and respectable people were not much 
disposed to venture into his place. A 
gentleman told the wnter that, moved 
by curiosity once, he went m. The 
juggler made him sit on the floor. In 
a moment, two figuies, apparently hu­
man, lose out of the floor, m obedience 
to the wand of tlie conjuier. They 
grew to the ordinary height of a human 
being. The visitor made a motion to 
rise, when tho figures sank through the 
floor instantly. An examination of the 
place betrayed no visible solution of 
the ingenious performance.—New York 
World.

Tight Lacing.
BV DR. J. H. HANAFOBD.

It is presumed that lew will admit 
the habit of tight-lacing, while a still 
smaller number really understand the 
evils of such a habit. But that many, 
if not most, female forms in civilized 
society are contracted—actually made 
smaller than nature intended—cannot 
admit of a reasonable doubt. To be 
assured of this it is only necessary to 
examine the forms of the two sexes, 
remembering that, for obvious reasons, 
the female waist and chest should be 
relatively larger than those of the males. 
This is true at bnth, as all physicians 
may easily learn. This general simi­
larity maybe observed in the “form” 
and the size of the chest—that of the 
girl slightly larger than that of the boy 
of the same weight and the same gen­
eral outline of body—as they grow side 
by side, at least m early life. As the 
boy engages m his active sports, and 
breathes much of the pure air of 
heaven, his lungs expand, his chest en­
larges, really improv ng m form as he 
approaches manhood. This lesults 
from the fact that the bones in early 
life are more cartilage than hardenep 
bone, and may be either enlarged or 
diminished.

From birth to about ten years of age 
the girl’s chest enlarges correspond­
ingly with the rest of her body, at least, 
if she is allowed the freedom demanded 
by the exuberance of her nature, while 
alter that—too often—another transfor­
mation occurs which cannot be the re­
sult of accident, since, instead of an in­
crease m size of the waist, while the girl 
is still glowing, this alone is diminished 
—is as much smaller at the age of 
eighteen or twenty, compared with its 
size at ten, as the body, as a whole, is 
larger! This may seem a singular 
freak of nature, never seen m the brute 
creation, not even among those—as the 
monkey family—more nearly resembling 
man. (Darwin must have made a mis­
take.) These prospective bones are so 
yielding m early Lfe that even a very 
slight force is enough to materially 
change the form of the chest, which m 
nature’s mold increases m size from the 
arms downward, the “ floating ribs” 
admitting of no little variableness of 
motion and form. A very slight pres­
sure on these yielding bones, moving 
with ease at one end, constantly exerted 
from day to day and from year to year 
during the formative period of human 
life, will produce veiy marked effects, 
just the reversal of nature’s foim, giv­
ing the “ wasp-waist ’ or “hour-glass 
■waist,” placing the apex of the cone 
downwaid instead of upward, under the 
arms, as it was intended, for manifest 
reasons. If these statements are not 
correct, it is a very easy matter to dis 
prove them by examination and by a 
comparison of the sexes. If true, it 
will not be difficult to see some of the 
evils ie3ultmg from such an unnatural 
custom, such an effort to impiove on 
the Cieator’s plan ol structure. Let it 
be lemembered that our strength, vigor 
and health are made dependent, largely, 
on the capacity ot our lungs, which 
may be enlarged or diminished. Other 
things being equal, (the larger the 
lungs the more power and health 
the individual will possess. These 
lungs contain about 600,000,000 of air- 
cells, m connection with which the 
blood, coming m eontaet with tne in­
spired air, is puiified, which purifica­
tion depends upon the purity of that 
air and its ample supply. If the lungs 
are reduced one half m size, and have 
only one-half of their capacity, it is 
manifest that they can perform but one- 
h ilf of their labor. It these air-cells 
are diminished m size, their walls 
brought in contact, and so kept till 
they adhere, of course just that number 
of them must be rendered useless for 
the remnant of life. This result is the

necessary consequence of such lacing or 
contraction of the size of the chest, of 
necessity tending toward the produe 
tion of that dreaded and fatal disease of 
civilized life, consumption, known to be 
fearfully prevalent among females, and 
for manifest reasons, prominent among 
which is this contraction of the chest— 
this crippling of tho natural action of 
the lungs. While the air—pure air 
vitalized by its natural per cent, of 
oxygen—is the natural and necessary 
nourishment for the lungs, as food is 
for the stomach, a deficient supply 
must of necessity impair their action 
and tend to destroy them. If they 
naturally contain one gallon of air, and 
their capacity is reduced by this con­
traction to one-lialf, it is manifest that 
there must be a corresponding injury 
sustained.

If we would reduce the feaiful fatal­
ity of consumption, and render our 
women more hardy and healthy, we 
must increase the size of the chests and 
lungs of those now deformed by this 
suicidal custom, and also allow the 
young to grow as it was intended by the 
Creator that they should grow, secur­
ing ample chests, capacious and healthy 
lungs. They should m early lile be 
allowed more freedom--with no fear 
that they will become “ boys ” should 
they use their muscles naturally—in- 
spiling copious volumes erf this invigor­
ating air—life-giving and an absolute 
necessity—by day and by night. The 
fear of this “ night air,” so tar as its 
purity is concerned, is simply foolish. 
It is damp and may demand extra 
clothing, but it is m no sense poison, 
only m certain malarious districts, etc , 
and must be breathed, if we breathe at 
all, at night. If poisoned air can be found 
at night, it is m our closed sleeping 
rooms—often foul and poisonous
m the extreme—but not so when un­
confined. Nature demands more air, 
moie sunlight, and| more freedom.— 
Chicago Ledge*.

Infanticide by Opium.
One of the best informed physicians 

of England, Dr. Mitchell, employed m 
the public health service, some time 
ago published a mass of testimony ob­
tained by him from numerous medical 
witnesses, showing the almost universal 
resort to opium, m order to benumb and 
stupefy childicn, even those of the 
tendeiest age ; a very common prepara­
tion for this purpose being a so-called 
coidial made of treacle and opium. So 
general, it appears, is the use of this 
mixture, that' customers go to the 
apothecaries, and, without any hesita­
tion, ask for a dose of it “ to give to the 
baby next day, as they are going out to 
work.” Chemists fiankly admit that 
they make and sell these opium decoc­
tions by the barrel and hogshead full. 
This baleful usage prevails not only m 
the collieiy distticts, but also in manu­
facturing and non-manufacturing places; 
and it is stated by one physician that 
m the Nottingham, Deiby and Leices­
ter districts the habit of administering 
opium to infants usually begins when 
the child is three or four weeks old. 
And still another witness asserts that 
the opium cordial is given on the very 
day ot birth, being in loadmess for that 
event. The inevitable result of this 
terrible custom is, of course, that great 
numbers of infants perish, either sud­
denly from an overdose, or, as more 
commonly happens, by slow, painful, 
insidious disease. Compared, there­
fore, with this form of infanticide, the 
kmd practiced by the Chinese may be 
said to bo merciful.
