A Blight phock of eartliauake was felt at 
hewbnrvport, Mass , on the 25thuU.

The Nashua and Rochester road has been 
completed, and. with its connections, forms 
an an line between Portland, Me , and New 
Yoik city The old line between the two 
points is 141 miles long, ai d by the new line 
the distance is reduced to 338 miles, thua ef­
fects g a saving of 106 miles between New 
York, Poitland, St. John, Halifax, and other 
points m that direction. A new line of 
stcameie between Portland ahd English ports 
has just been put on

Col Foiney has sold the Philadelphia Press 
to Col A K McClure and other anti-Admm- 
mtratiomsts for $250,000.

A number of prominent citizens of New 
York, among them Edwin D. Morgan, John 
J Cisco, Jonathan Sturges, Thurlow Weed 
and William E Dodge, have petitioned the 
Police Commissioners to enforce the laws 
against Sunday amusements m that city.

Paiticulars of a battle among the coal 
mineis of Westmoreland county, Pa., 
Nov 20, have been received A band 
of about twenty-five Italians entered 
the Tillage of Showers, and conducted them­
selves m a riotous manner, but were finally 
driven off, and m the afternoon of the same 
day they were attacked by a party numbering 
seventy-five. During the fight, which lasted 
nearly an hour, four Italian* were killed and 
a number severely wounded, while the Amer­
icans escaped entirely unhurt. The Italians 
finally surrendered, and promised to leave the 
place

Mayor Havemeyer, of New York, died sud­
denly of apoplexy, m that city, on the morn­
ing of the 30th ult.—the day of the expiration 
of his teim of office.

Col. Forney ha* reconsidered his deter­
mination to *ell the Philadelphia Press, Mr 
Childs, of the Public Ledgei, having agreed 
to assist him out of his financial embarrass­
ments ^

Jay Cooke’s estate is turning out worse 
than anybody expected. The creditors are 
thoroughly discouraged It seems that pre­
ferred claim* have been allowed sufficient to 
consume the bulk of the assets.

The champion silver cup, valued at $600, 
which was won by Albert Gamier at the bil­
liard match a year ago, was stolen from his 
saloon m New York

T h e  W e s t .

The schooner Augustus Ford, from Detroit 
to Oswego, with wheat, was wrecked at Port 
Maitland during the late gale Cap. Pease 
and three of the crew, one named Charles E 
Hurd, and a woman cook were lost.

Michigan’s official census, ju*t completed, 
shows that the State now has a population of 
1,336,808, being an increase of 152,526 since 
1870

The Indiana Supreme Court has decided that 
coloied children are not entitled to the public 
school benefits of that State, because the 
State Constitution provides that only the chil­
dren of “ citizens ’ are entitled to those bene­
fits, and that colored people, not having been 
“ citizens ” when the State Constitution was 
adopted, the Fourteenth Amendment of the 
National Constitution, subsequently adopted, 
does not supersede this piovision of the State 
Constitution

A convention of those interested in an ex­
pansion of the cuirency was held atlnd*an- 
apoli* last wceK Alexander Campbell, of 
Illinois , Alexander Troup, of Connecticut 
James Buchanan, of Indiana, Horace H Day, 
of New York , L A. Wood, of Kentucky, and 
several other prominent inflationists, weie in 
attendance. A declaration of principles wa* 
adopted, m which the withdrawal of national 
and State bank-notes, and the issuance of 
greenbacks in unlimited quantities in their 
stead, is demanded. A national convention 
of^Expaneiomsts, to nominate candidates for 
President and Vice-President, wa* arranged 
to bo held at Cleveland on the 11th of March, 
1875

The Chicago papers announce the death m 
that city, at the age of 45 years, of S. C. 
Campbell, the great baritone smger.

The committee of the National Board of 
Fire Underwriters, who visited Chicago to in­
spect the improvement made there, with a 
view to safety against fires, report that they 
feel very hopeful for the future prosperity of 
that city.

Two serious earthquakes were experienced 
m Nevada on the 29th ult.

Walter Strain, of Buffalo, N Y , Las re­
turned from the Black Hills, where he has 
been prospecting since August. He made a 
thorough prospect and reports some “pocket” 
gold found, but not enough to pay. He de­
clares that there is not a shadow of truth m 
the statements mad$ as to ducovenes of gold 
m that country Two of his comrades were 
shot by the Indians, of whom the hills are 
full

Chicago elevators contained on the 2d met., 
as per official figures, 962,019 bushels of 
wheat, 696,775 bushels of corn, 236,870 bush­
els of oats, 33,591 bushels of rye and 266,967 
bushels of barley, making a grand total of 2,- 
196,222 bushels, against 1,832,276 bushels one 
week ago, and 1,955,605 bushels at the same 
period last year.

It now appears that Henry Gambs, Public 
Administrator of St. Louis county, Mo., is a 
defaulter to the amount of $45,000, and has 
absconded.

The National Boaid of Insurance Compa­
nies, which some time ago withdrew from 
Chicago, have decided to resum# the writing 
of risks m that city.

Gen Shaler, in his second report to the Chi­
cago Board of Fire Commissioners, suggests 
that the Fire Brigade be increased to thirty- 
seven steamers and twenty one hook and lad­
der truck* The present force is twenty-three 
engines and four trucks.

Edward Ehler, Treasurer of Milwaukee 
county, Wis.t has placed all his property in 
the hands of a receivei for the benefit of his 
bondsmen. It is known that he appropriated 
several thousand dollars of the public money 
for the purpose of enlarging his private 
business, but the investment proved a poor 
one,'and as the late election approached he 
risked everything to secure a re-election, and 
drew still furtner on the county funds. The 
amount of his defalcation is about $15,000

Tt\m S o u th
A Little Bock (Ark ) dispatch of the 24th 

of November state* that Gov. Garland has 
offered a reward of $1,000 foi the arrest of Y. 
V Smith, the rival claimant to the Governor­
ship. Smith was repoi ted to be concealed m 
the United States Arsenal at Little Rock. 
Garland had telegraphed to the President that 
he had no case to submit, that he was elected 
by 75,000 votes, and would not surrender the 
office.

A New Oi leans telegram states that a court- 
martial has been oidered by Gen Emory for 
the trial of Lieut Hodgson, upon charges pre­
ferred by Gen. Morrow, who wa* sent to in­
vestigate Hodgson’s actions and conduct m 
North Louisiana.

Latei and moie authentic reports of the 
tornado at Tuscumbia, Ala , have been re­
ceived. The storm did fearful work Eleven 
lives were lost, and $100,000 to $150,000 worth 
of property was destroyed An appeal for 
aid has been sent to President Grant by the 
inhabitants of the village, and refused 
by him on the ground that the army 
supplies are barely sufficient for ordinary 
purposes. A general appeal to the public 
has been made by the authorities of the 
stricken town.

Tbo Secretary of the Interior has received 

add' ) nal information that paities of miners 
aie working on the Sioux lCaervaUon m the 
Black Hills He has requested the War De­
partment to instruct the military officers to 
remove all such trespassers, to avoid trouble 
with the Indians

It seems certain that E. B Washburne is 
about to return from France on a brief leave 
of absence. It is officially stated that his 
visit ha* no political significance 

The Commissioners appointed to fiame a 
bill for a permanent form of government in 
the District of Columbia have agreed upon the 
kmd of government they will recommend. 
They will recommend the. appointment of 
three Commissioneis to be nominated by the 
President and confirmed by the Senate, who 
shall have executive charge of the entire 
government. The Commission is to have au­
thority to appoint subordinate Comjmssioners 
and officeis to perform the admmmtrative 
work. There is to be no Legislative Council. 
Congress will legislate exclusively for the 
District

It is reported that the President favors the 
scheme for a grand system of internal im- 
piovement, with a view of reviving business 

The Evening Mail, a Democratic oigan, 
made its appearance on Thanksgiving day.

It is stated that the representatives of the 
whisk} interest, with a powerful lobby, intend 
this winter to attempt to raise the tax on dis­
tilled spirits 10 cents a gallon 

An active effort will doubtless be made at 
the next session to bung the cost of customs 
collections within leasonabie figures. Last 
year it cost $19,000,000 to collect $160,000 000 
of customs duties, while the Internal Reve­
nue Bureau collected $105 000,000 at a cost of 
only $5,000,000.

The safe-burglary conspiracy trial has been 
brought to a close The jury were unab’e to 
agree upon the guilt or innocence of Whitely 
and Harrington, but found Williams not 
guilty.

The special loan agent of the Treasury De­
partment, who has just returned from Eu­
rope, says a Washington teiegiam, brmgs 
advices which show that the syndicate will at 
an eaily date take the remainder of the five 
per cent, bonds, that are now neaily redneed 
to $100,000,000.

A prominent Republican member of tbo 
House, in conversation the other day, ex­
pressed the opinion that no financial legisla­
tion could be expected this winter.

It is announced from Washington that, in 
view of the recent decision of the Supieme 
Court of Indiana, denying to colored children 
any rights m the public school* of the State, 
the friends here of the Civil-Rigli,fcs bill in­
tend to urge its prompt passage, no matter 
whether the President vetoes it or not. It 
has passed the Senate, and u  pending m the 
House Judiciary Committee.

A summary of the estimates of govern­
ment appropnation* for the coming vear m 
the hands of the committee show a reduction 
over last year of $7,000,000

AN INDIAN MASSACRE.
Terrible Fate of the Gormam Family, 

from Georgia—A Man, Mi* Wife and 
Three Children Killed and Mutilated— 
Four Gills Carried Into Captivity- 
Rescue of Two of Them.

Some two or three months ago a statement 
was published m the papers that the bodies 
of four white persons and the charred wreck 
of an emigrant wagon had been found on the 
Smoky Hill, 13 miles from Sheudan Station, 
on the Kansas Pacific railway The bodies 
were horubly mutilated, and the only thing 
left to idei trfy the family was a small Bible, 
uoon the fly-leaf of which vsaq 
wutten “ Gotmain, Blue Ridge Ga ” 
fiiet the f-toiy waa not bel eved but bubse- 
quenhy auch couobor^ ue evidence wai fu*'- 
nibhed as to lea\e rod  u t that a portion of 
the family hid been foiJiy lutcLeiftd, and the 
female members earned into captmty Two 
of the latter—young girls—ha\e since been 
rescued. A sergeant of the Tifth Infantry, 
who was with a detachment of troops which 
effected the rescue, has arnved at Leaven­
worth and furnishes the particulars
of the revolting massacre of the 
famfly, and the hardships borne by
the captives He obtained his version of the 
butchery from the elder girl of the two cap­
tured He says the family—consisting of 
father and mother, one son grown, fire daugh­
ters, and an infant—wure surprised by a band 
of Indians while encamped on the Smoky 
Hill. The father, mother, son and the oldest 
daughter—an invalid—weie horribly butchered 
and scalped? before the eyes of tbe younger 
gul-i The four other girls and the infant 
were placed on pomes, and forced to endure 
every haidsfiip of tiavcl known The sa\ 
ages, finding the infant a burden, brained 
it with a tomahawk, and then continued 
their flight scuthwaid with tho girls Ada 
and Lucy Gormam—the former aged 10, 
and th* latter 19—were compelled, mthemost 
brutal and shameful mannei, to submit to the 
lustful emoraces of the sa\age devils These 
twogils aie \et pi^soneis held by Gray 
Lage’s baud of Gneyennes, l umbering 120 
wainors, although there is baldly a doubt or 
their lecapture, as the tioops are closing in on 
the w«r party, and, bemg mounted m fresh 
horses, will ceitaioly overtake the savages, 
whose pomes axe run down and hardly fit for

Double-Track Railway Between Chica­
go and New York.

If there is any truth m the statement, 
for which the New York Graphic is au­
thority, that Vanderbilt and his people 
piopose to build a double track freight 
railway from New York to Chicago, the 
farmers of the West certainly have 
cause for devout thanksgiving. The 
plaD unfolded by the Graphic is sim­
ple and reasonable. The New York 
Central Company will soon have com­
pleted two additional tracks between 
Albany and Buffalo ; and the possession 
of the Harlem and Hudson River rail­
roads by the same coiporation gives it 
practically four tracks between New 
York and Buffalo. It only remains for 
the company to lay a double track be­
tween Chicago and Buffalo m order to 
complete a freight railway between the 
West and the East. With this advantage 
the New York Central Company would 
be able to cut under, not only the Bal­
timore and Ohio rates, but any schedule 
that could be framed by a company 
having smaller facilities. G am could 
be carried on such a freight railway at 
rates scarcely exceeding canal tolls. 
The promise is a glorious one ; but it is 
only a promise. —Chicago Tribune.

The »nnu*l report of Stephen S. Cobb, 
Commi»aioner of Railroads, covering th* 
operation of railroads m thi* State during the 
year 1873, contain* a maaa of inter*«tmg in­
formation m regard to railroad* m the State, 
and many impoitant and valuable auggeation* 
from the Commissioner a* to needed legisla­
tion upon railroad matter*. Th* total n»m- 
ber of miles of railroad in the State at the 
close of the year was 8,253 01, besid** 55.75 
miles of double track, and 410.46 mile* of 
aiding*, an absolute total of 3,719.22 mile*. 
Of this 275 75 miles were laid m 1873. Capital 
stock now paid in upon road* now in opera­
tion is $1*9,441,875 75, an average of $27,- 
139.01 per mile , the total d*bt 1* $148,8l4,- 
623 77, and the total oost of all the road* and 
equipments $273,650,968 41, of which, 
hojrever, only $141,582,400 37 wa* ex­
pended m Michigan, the r*»t 
bemg expended outside the State by 
roads wlreli li* partly in the State and partly 
out of it. The total earning* of the roads, 
gained both inside and outaid* the State, 
amount to $35,752,465 45, and their operating 
expenses to $25,458,449.90. The aggregate of 
tne total net earning* of all the road*, $14,- 
596,777 56, is 5 06 per cent, of the total of their 
paid up stock and debt. Of th* earning* 26 8 
per £cent. come from pa*senger traffic, 69.2 
from freight, 1 6 from express earning*, and 
the balance from United State* mails and 
other miscellaneous matter*. S*ven road* 
failed to earn enough to meet open ting ex­
penses, and sleven more failed to earn enough 
to pay the whole of the interest on bond*. But 
three road* report dividend* paid through the 
year, viz: the Michigan Central, Lake Shor* 
and Michigan Southern, and Chicago and 
Northwe*tem. The total number of passen­
gers carried by 26 ro»d»—all of which did an ex­
tensive pa*songer traffic during the year—wa* 
9,631,230. There are 1,322 locomotive* and 
30,675 car* in uae on the road* operated 
wholly or m part in Michigan. Upon th* sub­
ject of attempting to regulate rates by law, 
the Commissioner again take* the position 
which he as»umed m hi* report last year, and 
reiterate* the arguments against such legis­
lation. T̂ ie total number of accident* re­
ported for the year is 257, of which 94 wer* 
fatal, 102 were from cause* beyond the con­
trol of the victims, and 155 from their own 
misconduct or carelessness , 138 of thou in­
jured wers employe*, 67 passenger*, and 52 
other persons, the latter being mainly per­
sons walking on track*.

Th* grain markets bar* attract*!, considera­
ble attention from speculators during th* 
past weak, and a fair aggregate bmin*** has 
been transacted. The leading cereal*—wheat 
and corn—haT* been quite active, although 
the prevailing feature* of th* two markets 
have been materially different. Th* current 
price* for wheat during th* put few months, 
or rather since th* new crop wu first marketed, 
bar* been very low and decidedly unsatisfac­
tory to th* producer. This declino in prices 
wa* due to the fact that th* wheat crop of th* 
whole world wae larger than usual, and En­
gland, the great consumer of American wheat, 
found herself in a position to fill th* shortage 
of her crop* from continental point* ; so that 
our price* had to be reduced, else w* would 
not have had a market for our surplue wheat. 
Th* unmually low prices have at last attract­
ed the attention of speculator*, and during 
the past wuk th* tendency of prices was to a 
higher range, under the increesed speculative 
demand, Mded by favorable telegraphic report* 
from Liverpool and New York. Th* move­
ment in the gram markets is now almost ex­
clusively on speculative account, th* high 
freights preventing any shipping movement. 
Com wa* lower, and even now th* current 
price* ar* relatively higher than for wheat, 
while th* crop now bemg marketed ieof splen­
did quality, and notwithstanding the fact 
that some section* report poorer crop*, th* 
aggregate yield of th* United States ie heavier 
than last year. The com market has been in­
fluenced this week, mainly by two local causes, 
viz: Heavy margin calling with th* legiti­
mate value of com for shipment to New York, 
65o as th* baeis; and the fear that tb* 
word “ new” was to be dropped in th* grsd- 
mg—thne restricting th* speculative demand, 
and th* latter cause increasing the desire to 
sell. The result wa* a decline of 7 ® 8c per 
bu , although there wae a reduction towards 
the cloee, and a portion of th# reduction wa* 
recovered, cons*<$i*nt upon the refusal or 
the proper authorities to change or interfere 
with th* grading of the receipt*. Oat* have 
been qui*t and rather easy, at a slight reduc­
tion in value* although price# are 
now relatively high. Rye was Arm and 
in demand, value* ruling higher under th* 
influence of light offering*. Barley w*e 
weak and about 6c to So per bnehel lower; In­
fluenced by heavy offering* and comparatively 
few buying order*.

T h e  Episcopal diocesan conven­
tion for the newly-created western 
diocese of Michigan, assembled at 
Grand Rapids on the 2d. The at­
tendance was large and the interest 
great.

George D. Gillespie, of Ann Arbor, 
was chosen bishop of the new diocese. 
M. Gillespie has only a local reputa­
tion among the churchmen, but is 
known as a zealous workman in the 
cause of the church, an eloquent pul 
pit orator, and an efficient and enei- 
getic organizer. YVe have no doubt 
but that, under his stewardship, the 
new diocese will enter upon a season 
of prosperity.

The citizens of Hillsdale and vici­
nity are anticipating a Post Office war. 
It is currently repoited that Represen­
tatives Waldron has informed Miss 
L. Russell, the incumbent, that she 
need not expect the office after the 
expiration of the tune of her present 
camnussion (Jauuary 1, 1874). A 
petition to recommision Miss^Russell 
is being circulated among the business 
men of the place for signatures, and 
is being generally signed.

The latest report of the Iron Mould­
er’s Union thus summarizes the pres­
ent condition of their trade: New 
York city very dull. At Troy, Al­
bany,Rochester, Syracuse, Morrisiana, 
Peekskill, Hudson, Brooklyn, Little 
Falls, Auburn, Dunkard and Utica, 
very dull and no prospects of lmpiove- 
menf. In Philadelphia, Pittsburgh 
and Meadville, “ not good,” and “no 
improvement” is the report. At 
New Haven and Norwich the report 
is “ trade poor.” All the Ohio 
branches—Cleveland, Cincinnati, To­
ledo and elsewhere—the report is, 
“ trade’very dull,” and “was never 
worse.” From Indainapobs, Louis­
ville and St. Louis it 15, “ v<°ry bad,” 
“no work,” and “ trade dull.” At 
Detroit, Milwaukee, Oshkosh, Grand 
Rapids, Bay City, Racine, it is “ dull” 
and “ trade poor.” Fiom Chicago, 
Peoria, and Springfield the report, 
“only tolerable,” and “a great many 
idle.” From all tne Southern unions 
—Baltimore,R.chmond, Chattanooga, 
Memphis, Wheeling, Savannah, Cc’. 
umbus, (Ga ) Water Valley, (Miss.), 
Mobile, and Pittsburgh,, the reports 
are, “ very dull,” “ trade slow,” “ no 
work,” “ tired of feeding and lodging 
tramps in search of work,” “ trade 
slack,” etc. So also from Salt Lake 
City and‘Virginia City comes the 
same story.

The new State officers of Michigan 
have, it is reported, decided to reduce 
the expenses of their respective offi­
ces by cutting down the clerical force. 
The Auditors’ office, now numbering 
fifty-nine clerks, will be reduced to 
forty. About twenty applications 
have been made for the Deputyship 
in the Secretaiy of States’ office with 
the chances in favor of the piesent 
Chief Clerk.

A dispatch from Grand Haven, 
Mich, on Saturday, says “ Ihiee 
of the four counterfeiters who have 
been arrested in this county by Sheriff 
Waltman at ditfernt intervals within 
the past few months have received 
their trial in the United States Court, 
and being sentenced as follows 
George Weatherbee, five 3 ears, Robert 
McCall, two }ears, Myron E. Guzan, 
one year in the State Piison.

KATIONAL AFFAIRS.
THe Interior Department.

A n n u ’l  R e p o r t  o f  S e c r e t a r y  D e l a n o — A 
D is c u s s io n  o f  t h e  I n d ia n  Q u e s t io n — H e  
R e c o m m e n d s  t h a t  t h e  H o m e s t e a d  L aw s 
b e  E x t e n d e d  t o  I n d ia n s — C o n d it io n  o f  
t h e  P a c if ic  R a il r o a d s — T h e  P u b l ic  D o ­
m a in —H o w  t h e  W a s t e  o f  T im b e r  L a n d s  
M ay  b e  L e s s e n e d .

The annual report of the Secretary of the 
Interior to tha President is a Yolummout doc­
ument, and we hare room for only a brief 
synopsis of it. The most interesting portion 
is that relating to the Indian problem, to the 
discussion of which a large portion of the re­
port is deroted. Mr. Delano says the opera­
tions of the Indian Bureau during the past 
year are highly gratifying, and furnish “ con­
clusive evidence of the justice, wisdom and
practibihty of the pohcy inaugurated by the 
present administration.” Tli Secretary 
recommends that the salaries of Indian 
Agents be increased mmediately, with a 
view of securing men of proper capacity and 
right motives to undertake the work of civ­
ilizing and Christianizing the savages. He 
says

'‘I am happy in being able to say that the 
earnest, active and cordial co-operation of 
several Christian oigamzations, to which the 
right of nominating agents has been assigned, 
and upon whose nominations alone such 
agents are appointed, is constantly improving 
this class of employes, and thus we are each 
year, to some extent, advancing the service 
by obtaining agents more experienced and in­
telligent, and of greater capacity for their 
secular, as well as their moral and religious 
work.”

To aid in prosecuting the work of Indian 
civilization, the Secretary recommends the 
extension of the Homestead laws to Indians, 
With certain modifications and restrictions 
He says:

“ These laws at present apply to citizens of 
the United States only, and their provisions 
cannot be employed, except by that small por­
tion of the Indian race who are legally en­
titled to the privileges of citizenship.

“ A common ownership of property is the 
nominal condition of the Indian race, and 
with it are found nomadic habit* totally in­
consistent with the idea of permanent habita­
tions, individual ownership and domestic in­
dustry. The work of civilization can never 
be completed until these habits are aban­
doned. Every proper inducement ought, 
therefore, to be offered the Indian which will 
prompt him to individual ownership of prop­
erty, and such habits of industry and economy 
as are incident to our civilization.

“ Our Homestead laws require residence 
and cultivation for five years before the ap­
plicant becomes entitled to a patent for his 
land. These five years afford considerable 
guarantee that no one will apply to make 
homestead entnes unless he possesses the 
qualities essential to citizenship. i

"Should it be suggested that tha extension 
of this privilege to Indians would furnish in­
ducements to speculators to use them m ac­
quiring titles to our public lands, I would 
reply that this danger can be prevented by 
providing that the patent to be issued shall 
contain a clause rendering the title inalienable, 
except by consent of the President. This would 
insure ample security against the abuse of 
this privilege, as well as necessary protec­
tion against improvident sales without ade­
quate consideration.

“ An extension to the Indians of the benefits 
of the Homestead laws, will greatly facilitate 
th# work of their civilization. It will rapidly 
break ap tribal organizations and Indian com­
munities, it will bring Indians into subjection 
of our laws, civil amd criminal, It will induce 
them to abandon roving habits, and teach 
them the benefits of industry and individual 
ownership, and thus prove highly advanta­
geous in promoting their prosperity.

“ The condition of the Indian population is 
anomalous, and their relation to the general 
government undefined. This is the result of 
necessity, but the time has arrived when, m 
th* progress of events, it should be remedied 
It may not bo possible, at present, to devise a 
system of laws which shall perfectly define 
the relations between Indians and the gov­
ernment. or that will cure all the defects 
now existing for want of legislation, but it 
is possible to remedy many existing evils, 
and thus facilitate the work we h ave under­
taken,

* * * * * * *  * 
“ The work of civilization will be gieatly 

accelerated by enactment* which shall define 
as far as possible the relations between this 
race and the government; which shall fur­
nish authority for enforcing the orders and 
requisitions of agents , which shall be suffi­
cient to punish Indian* for crime* against each 
other, and against people wherever committed, 
and which shall also inflict adequate punish­
ment upon white people who trespass upon 
territory belonging to Indians, or commit 
enmea against them.

“ The time has arrived when some general 
laws regulating Indian citizenship is, m my 
judgment, indispensable. Occasionally, 
treaty stipulation* with Indian tribes are ex­
piring, among whom is found a greater or less 
degree of civilization. This compels the de­
partment to determine the status of such In­
dians m regare to citizenship. There are also 
many who desire to separate from their 
tribes, adopt the habits and customs of civil­
ized hfe, and become citizens.”

The Secretary refers to the Black Hills re- 
connoissance, and the reports regarding the 
discovery of precious metals m that region. 
Upon this subject he says :

"Themilitary reconnoissance of the Black 
Hills country was regarded by the Indians 
a* a violation of their treaty, and produced a 
turbulent feeling among them. Its obje  ̂

Notwithstanding this, organized parties have 
atempted to explore it, and have been at­
tacked and repulsed by the Indians. It is ap­
prehended that efforts will be made to induce 
legislation for the extinguishment of the In­
dian title to the Black Hills country and to 
brmg the land into market It is hoped that 
such efforts will be without success, because 
of the general unfitness of the cou itry for 
settlement, and because any attempt to dis­
possess the Indians at present of a region of 
country upon which they located for securii y 
against the encroachments of tne white man 
would meet with violent and determined re­
sistance.”

Th* Secretary gives an extended exhibit of 
the financial condition of the various Pacific 
railroads. The subsouptions to the stock of 
the Union Pacific Railroad Company amount 
to $36,783,000, of which $36,762,300 has been 
paid. The receipts for the year ending 30th 
June, 1871, from the transportation of passen­
ger* were $3,719,993 12, of freight, #5,672 - 
721 01, and from miscellaneous sources, $821,- 
038 03; total, $10,216,760.16. (These figures 
include “ amounts earned for, and withheld 
by, the Umted State* for the transportation of 
its passengers, freight and mails.”) The ex­
pense of operating the road for the year has 
been $5,089,789.17, leaving net earnings $5,- 
156,970.99. The entire cost of the road and 
fixtures to 30th June, 1871, was $112,127,277 16. 
The total bonded indebtedness of the company 
is shown to be $75,261,512, of which $27,236,- 
512 is due to the United State* The “ floating 
debt” (not including the company’s note for 
$2,000,000, issued to the “ Hoxie contract”) is 
$2,231,873 62, and “ sterlmg loans” £20,000 
The amount of stock of the Central Pacific 
Railroad Company subscribed is $62,608,800, 
of which $51,275,500 has been paid The re­
ceipts for the year ending 30th June, 1871, 
from transportation of passengers were $$,- 
839,718 52, and of freight $7,638,773 93, total, 
$12,028,192 15. The operating expenses of the 
road for the year were $4,816,082 10, leaving 
net earning* to the amount of $7,212,110 05 
At the close of said year the indebtedness of 
the compauy amounted to $85,673,181 75, of 
which $27,855,680 was to the United States 

Stock of the Northern Pacific Railroad 
Company (as shown by the last report) to the 
amount of #100,000,000 has been subscribed, 
and certificates for 202,326 shares, of $100 
each, have been issued. The mam line of 
the road has been built, and is now in daily 
operation from Duluth, on Lake Superior, 
westward to Bismarck, on the Missouri nver, 
a distance of 450 miles , and from Kalama, on 
the north side of the Columbia river, m the 
Territory of Washington,northward to Tacoma, 
on Commencement Bay, Puget Sound, a di«- 
tance of 105 mile-*. The cost of the surveys 
Of the lines of the road, including necessary 
purchase of right of way, has been $1,108,- 
893.75. The extent of lines surveyed is 9 388 
miles, and, in addition, 2,359 miles of nver 
reconnoissance. When the final locations 
shall have been made, the number of miles 
surveyed will be about 12,000, and the cost 
of the surveys will aggregate about $1 500,- 
000—equal to about $125 per irile. The in­
debtedness of the company is as fo’lows 
Fifst-mortgage bonds (dollar), $28,847 000 , 
first-mortgage bonds (sterling), $1,250,000, 
bills payable, $702,293 36 account* payable, 
$75,042 20; bonds and scrip issued to fund

The amount of stock of the Texas and Pa­
cific Railway Company authonzed by law is

disposed of the preceding year. The cash 
receipts were $2,469,938.50, a sum less by 
$938,577 than that received the preceding 
year. During the year 29,492,110 43 acre* 
were surveyed, making, with the quantity 
previously suryeyed, 649,393,052 acres, and 
leaying yet to be surveyed 1,185,605,348 acres. 
It is worthy of notice that the diminution m 
the aggregate quantity of lands disposed of 
•he last fiscal year, a* compared with the year 
before, is found chiefly in the amount certi­
fied to railroad* , 3,264 314 42 acre* m the 
year ending June 30, 1874, agamat 6,083,536,57 
acres in that ending June 30, 1873 Nearly a 
million acres were entered under the Timber 
act, which augurs well toi the now treeless 
prairiesof the West The entries nnder this 
and the Homestead act exceed by ov er half a 
million acres like entries during the preced 
mg year Such entnea, being made for actual 
use, are the surest entenon of the progress 
Of the country

The rap.d destruction of timbei m thi 
country, and especially that which is found 
on the public lands, is a source of great solici­
tude to all persons who hare given the sub­
ject any consideration. If this destruction 
progresses m the future aa rapidly as in the 
past, the timber lands of the government will 
soon be denuded of everything that is ratea­
ble Effectiye legislation protecting these 
lands from such waste is sbsolutely neeeesary, 
and cannot longer be neglected without seri­
ous injury to the public interest*.

The recommendations of the Commissioner 
are, that pme and fir lands shall not be sub­
ject to entry under the pre-emption and 
homestead laws, that a system of surveys be 
devised by which the quantity|of Dine and fir 
timber on each smallest subdivision of a sec­
tion may be at least closely approximated; 
that an immediate oxploration by experts of 
the unsurveyed portion of those State* snd 
Territories known to contain pine and fir tim­
ber b* made, with a new of ascertaining the 
geographical situation of such districts , that 
the reports of such explorations be followed 
by immediate surveys, appraisements, procla­
mations and sales, at not less than 
the appraised value, and for cash 
only. Under the law* now m force for 
the disposition of public lands, it is difticult, 
if not impossible, to obtain more than the 
minimum price ($1 25 pel acre) for land, 
however valuable. When timbered lands are 
advertised for sale, private parties, desiring 
to purchase, make such arrangements and 
combinations as to prevent competition; 
hence, the lands, if disposed of at all, are 
sold at the minimum when offered at public 
sale, aud, if not then sold, are immediately 
entered at the minimum government price by 
such parties. The most effectusl means of 
preventing these practice* is, m my judgment, 
to adopt the suggestion* of the Commissioner 
regarding the survey aud appraisal of these 
lands, and when they are offered at public or 
jriyate sale to make the appiaised value their 
minimum

The Customs Bureau.

Henry C. Johnson, Commissioner of Cus­
toms, has made his repoit to th# Secretary of 
the Treasury, from which it appears there was 
paid into the Treasury for the year ending 
with June last, $163,103,833 on account of 
customs, m fines, penalties, and forfeitures,
$651,271 ; steamboat inspections, $274,490 , 
labor, drayage, storage, etc , $163 684, Marine 
Hospital tax, $352,380, official fees earned by 
collectors, $634,842 making m round numbers 
a total of $165,480,503. There was paid 
out of the Treasury, onjeustoms account, $22,- 
365,278. This sum includes $7,319,407 ex­
penses of collection, $4,205,701 refund­
ing excess of deposits on duties; $1,- 
301 977 on debentures, $4,783,054 on public 
buildings , $2,480,382 construction and main­
tenance of hghts; $1,106,558 construction and __________  _______
maintenance of revenue cutters, $409,037 spirit of fairness and justice, 
marine hospital service ; $317,981 distribution Conuress will adopt some eai 
shares of fines, penalties and forfeitures,
$180 164 preserving hfe and property from 
shipwreck, and $107,933 miscellaneous ac­
counts. Tne Commissioner says “ The 
evil# of the moiety system m its practicsl ad­
ministration were undoubtedly great, and by 
the enactment of repeal, June 22, 1874, Con­
gress appears to have rendered its judgment 
that they were greater than the evils the sys­
tem was designed to prevent So far as a 
faithful and zealous execution of the new 1 aw 
by this Bureau can effect that object, the 
judgment of Congress against the moiety 
system shall be sustained; but it is yet too 
early to state what the result has been, or to 
predict intelligently what the ultimate result 
will be upon the revenue and mercantile 
classes ”

It is estimated the American tourists re­
turning from Europe during the year ending 
June 30, 1873, numbered 36,830, and each per­
son brought on the average seven trunk* 
filled with dutiable goods, claimed to be per­
sonal baggage, not dutiable. We have thus 
an average of 257,810 trunks filled with arti­
cle* claimed as duty free, representing, on a | lie 
valuation of $500 for each trunk, the eno- 
mous sum of $128,905,000 It is well ’ 1
that much of this baggage is in r<~ ' . - ^noivn 
ed to be put upon the m , „ e*utyintend- 
dise, and still othe- , “  merchan-
over for third - - portions of it are brought
home Mo«' parties, who have remained at 
import — of those engaged in this kind of 
cb; _„auon are people of wealth, who should 

cerfully bear their just proportion of the 
national indebtedness, and when they fail to 
do so by this incipient form of smuggling the 
burden falls more heayily on others, and dis­
courages the honest merchant who is willing 
to carry on a legitimate trade and observe 
the laws and customs regulations. The pres­
ent practice of allowing free entry of the 
personal effects of passengers, the inspector* 
usmg their discretion and judgment as to 
whether the amount of baggage is or is not m 
excess Of what is suitable wardrobe, accord­
ing to the passenger's station m life, fur­
nishes an inducement to the rich and those 
m easy circumstance* to take pleasure trips 
abroad, which are made pecuniarily profitable 
by this fashionable it fraction of the revenue 
As a large proportion of the baggage of pas­
sengers is passed and delivered by our offi­
cials without a proper examination, more strin­
gent regulation# should be adopted to secure 
the collection of lawful duties on good* thus 
imported.

Tha Commissioner suggests there are 
Custom House* doing little or no business, 
but which are maintained at considerable ex­
pense of salaries of officials and construc­
tion and repairs of buildings, with the usual 
mcidenta’s of such establishments. By the 
abolition of such districts and incorporating 
them with other! large sums may be ssyed by 
the government; but m most instances legis­
lation will be required for the purpose.

Agricultural Bureau.

The Hon. Frederick Watts, Commissioner, 
of Agriculture, m Ijis annual report, says • 
“ There is no incident which so cripples the 
operations of this department as the want of 
the punctual publication of its annual report 
For the last two years it has not been pub­
lished. While Congress, at the last session, 
apparently made the effort to order the publi­
cation of the annual reports of 1872 and 1873, 
for the use of Congress, it failed, in the opm 
ion of tho public printer, to obtain its object 
While the Commissioner does not concur m 
this opinion, it is due to him to say that to 
print them involved a doubtful construction of 
the law, a responsibility he was unwilling to 
take, and therefore the reports for the use of 
the members of Congress have not been 
printed. But by the separate provision of the 
act, there was an appropriation specially for 
the printing of the reports of 1872 and 1873. 
These have been printed and delivered to the 
department for distribution ”

The Commissioner says he cannot be un­
mindful of the approaching Centennial of the 
independence of the United States No such 
opportunity has ever occurred for such an ex­
hibition of the progress this country has made 
m its agriculture, horticulture, manufactures, 
commerce, arts and sciences, its adaptation 
for war and the benefits of peace, whereby 
he people of other countries may be im­

pressed with the capabilities of this nation, 
and our own made to feel proud that we have 
achieved so much. He recommends that the 
government erect a building for itself, to be 
exclusively occupied by the several depart­
ments, a Board having been designated by the 
President to suggest what part each may 
take in the exposition.

By action of Congress, about four acres of 
ground, formerly occupied by the ca­
nal, haye been added to the depart­
ment ground*, and are now under­
going preparations to form a part of 
the aiboietnm. The collection of exotic, 
utilizabla, and economic plants is gradually 
increasing both m number and value The 
orargo family is particularly valuable, and 
the best commercial varieties are propagated 
and distributed to the gieatest practicable ex­
tent There ha* been no period in the Ijiato- 
ry of this country when farmers’ crop* haye 
been so extensively depredated upon as 
m the past year, and this has brought into 
active exercise the knowledge and industry 
of the entomological divisions of the Depart­
ment.

There is an increasing demand for informa­
tion with regard to insects injurious to veget­
ation, and much pains have been taken to in­
vestigate the chai acter of insects sent here, 
to point cut their modes of infliction, and the 
means by which their depredations may be 
averted, and for those who desire to prose­
cute the study or acquire the knowledge of 
these insects specimens of their mjuues and 
nest-architecture have been arranged and 
exhibited m a room provided for tho purpose.

During the past year the work of the 
botanical division has been steadilv prosecuted 
and many contributions added. It is believed 
that much valuable information of a practical 
character is both received and communicated 
Many gratifying letters of acknowledgment 
show high appreciation of the work of distri­
bution There still remains a large quantity 
of duplicates, of which fifteen or more large 
packages will be ready foi distribution by the 
1st of January next.

The Commissioner show* the valuable ser­
vices rendered by the seyeral dinsions of his 
department, and says - “ In the purchase of 
seeds, the department has patronized only 
seed-growers and|seed firms proven reliable by 
experience, whose guarantee of good quality 
and genuineness cannot be questioned, and by 
receiving them from first hands has been able 
to procure them at uuch lower rates, and, 
consequently, m greater quantities, and is 
thqs enabled to give more liberally to the

many applicants who daily apply for seeds 
from all parts of the country, and to extend 
the benefits of distribution. One million two 
hundred and eighty-aix thousand packages of 
seeds were distributed during the la^t fi-cal 
year.”

Postmaster-General Je.veil’s report of the 
operations of the department for the past 
year states that the revenues for the year 
ending June 30, 1874, weie $24,598,5o8, and 
the expenditures, $32,126,414 The estimated 
expenditures for the year ending June 33, 
1876, are $36,964,034 Tne total estimated 
revenue is $29,148,156, leaving a deficiency to 
be provided for of $7,815,878 These esti­
mates do not include the appropriations 
for steamship aervice and stamps, 
amounting to $2,098,500 The use of the 
registered letter system is steadily mci easing 
There has been a marked gam m time of 
transporting through mails—an average gam 
from New York to San Francisco of five hours 
and thirty-two minutes a gam for mails to 
New Oileans of two horns and hfty- 
seven minutes, and going noith, of cue 
hour and fifty minutes, and a perceptible 
gam on all through routes m regularitj and 
ceitamty. The foreign mail system is m a 
hotter condition than ever before The num­
ber of postoffices m operation June 30, 1874, 
was 34,294. Tth total number of appoint­
ments during the year was 9,424. The results 
of the extension of the letter carrier system 
are of a moat gratifying character 1 hoi a 
has been a gam of over 30 pei cent m tue 
amount of fees received from money oideis 
There has been but one eironeous payment 
m 59,677 payments, aud only $74 in all 

Tne money-order business of the depart­
ment appears to be rapidly growing m publ c 
favor, and is undoubtedly a vei y great accom­
modation to a large number of persons who 
are not within reach of banking tacih in. oi 
who are unaccustomed to the ube of them 
yet I know no reason why this branch of tho 
service should not be made eelt-sustaimng, I 
suggest, therefore, that the fees of money- 
orders be increased, in accordance with the 
view* of the superintendent, oi that the 
money-order system shall, like any other busi­
ness, be made to defray its own expenses 

The number and length of mail routes m 
the United States require an expenditure 
for transportation which throws into ms g- 
mficance the cjst of similar service m other 
countries. For the year ending June 30, 
1876, it is estimated that this item alone will 
exceed $8,000,000. The portion to be paid to 
railways wiR amount to more than tpl.COO.OOO. 
Opinions hare differed widely as to tho best 
method of determining the rightf ul rates of 
compensation to be paid railways for service 
rendered to the department. Heretofore 
their pay has been based on the weight of 
mails, with additional allowance on cer­
tain thoroughfares for providing 
postal cars. At present the mattei 
is m a veiy unsatisfactoiy condition, and 
some equitable mode of adjustment should 
be at once devised and sanctioned by law- 
Some of the roads have represented to the 
department that the cairymg of the in ail- 
was little or no object to them, because the 
expi ess companies were willing to pav much 
more for the accommodation furnished than 
the department would allow On the othei 
hand, lepresentatives ot tho leading express 
companies have contended that the act winch 
took effect July 1, 1874, peimittmg the t'ans- 
portation by mail of packages of mpichandisc 
weighing not over torn pounds at the i ate of 
one cent for eacii two ounces, is tal mg Etna's 
the most profitable pait of then business, and 
will soon render them unable to meet the 
heavy rentals demanded by the roads. Thus 
is presented a curious anomaly, tho loads 
claiming that the government does not pay 
as much as the express companies ai e road v 
to pay, and the express companies claiming 
on the other hand that the law is effecting 
such a diminution of their revenue that they 
are unable to accede to the demands of the 
roads. I find no disposition on the pait of 
any railroad or transpoitation companv to 
deal otherwise with the department than m a

I trust that 
Congress will adopt some equitable plan of 
adjustment which will not be burdensome to 
the government, and which will be satisfac 
tory to the companies. The act of March 3,
1873, readjusting the pay of lailroads on a 
basis of the we-ght ot mails carried, added 
much more largely than was anticipated to the 
expense* of the department The appro­
priation for that purpose having become 
exhausted, I have declined to make fnrthoi 
payments I would suggest that the time 
has come when a resolute effoit should be 
made to determine how far the Postoffice 
Department can properly go on in its efforts 
to accommodate the public without trespass­
ing unwarrantably upon the sphere of private 
enterprise There must be a limit to govern­
mental interference, and. happily, ltjbetter 
amt* the genius of the American people to 
help themselves than to depend on the State.
* * * I deem it suitable to say here that I 
propose to guard with stiict vigilance the ex­
penditures of the department, sanction ng no 
outlay which can be avoided without detii- 
ment of the aervice, and so to conduct its 
affair* gtni'—u -1hut the interests of the pub-

THE POSTAL-CAR STaTEitf—SUP-EIUNTENDE’ST

b a n g s ’ r e p o r p
George S. Bangs, Superintendent of the 

Railway Postal Service, m his repoi t, states 
that at tho close of the fiscal year enciing 
June 30, 1873, there were in operation 53 
lines of railway postoffice cars, extending 
over 14,866 miles of railroad, on which was 
performed 34,925 miles of service daily, and 
12,747,625 miles of service annually, by 752 
railway postoffice clerks These clerkj are 
classified as follows 283 head clerks, 379 
clerks, and 90 assistant clerks. By the estab­
lishment of new lines of railroad, the postal 
facilities have been greatly increased Dur­
ing the threatened refusal*of the railroads to 
carry the mails, an offer of the Baltimore and 
Ohio was accepted by the department. This 
gave a daily service between Cincinnati, Ohio, 
and Chicago, 111., 310 miles. This completes 
a through line between Washington and Chi­
cago, and forms a connection between the 
roads centering at Cincinnati, Indianapolis 
and Chicago.

The propriety of establishing a fast and 
exclusive mail tram between New York and 
Chicago has been discussed for some time, 
and there appears to be a growing necessity 
for the same, this tiara to he undei 
the control of the department so far as it 
is necessary for the purposes designed, and 
to run the distance in about twenfcy-foui 
houis. It is conceded by lailroad officials 
that this can be done The importance of a 
line like this cannot be overestimated. It 
would reduce the actual time of the mail be­
tween the East and West fiom twel\e to 
twenty-four hours, as it would necessarily be 
established upon one or more of the trunk 
lines having an extended system of connec­
tions Its benefits would be m no wise con­
fined, but extended to all parts of the count] v 
alike.

With reference to the complaints of some 
railroads that the compensation is inadequate, 
Mr Bangs recommends legislation placing the 
compensation to railroads on anothei basis, 
that of weight alone

Mr. Bangs reviews the subject of the cost 
of the railway postal service, about which er­
roneous opinions obtain. He says “ The 
additional compensation given to the railroads 
for furnishing and transporting lailway post- 
office cars is, as nearly as can be estimated, 
$600,000 annually. The compensation ot 
clerks performing this service is $1,058,200 
annually, the cost of the superintendency for 

jsalary and per diem is $34,420, a total cost of 
$1,692,620.

The annual ieport of the Oomptrollei of 
the Currency shows that during the past ye t̂ 
seventy-one national tanks have been or­
ganized, with an authorized capital ot $6,- 
745,000.

Cremation an Ancient Amci lean Prac­
tice.

Cremation is no new thing, even m 
this country. There are evidences of 
the habit of burning the dead that ante­
date history. But the balbarians who 
practiced cremation did not do so to 
destroy all trace and memory of the de­
parted. Cremation, as practiced By the 
ancient races of this continent, accu­
rately preserved the outlines Of face 
and form. The process was strikingly 
simple. Imagine a big unbaked brick, 
seven feet long, four feet wide, and 
thiee feet deep. Within this, at equal 
distances from ends and side*, is to be 
tenderly packed the deceased fiiend. 
The brick is then subjected to ihe heat 
of the kiln. The cadaver vanishes into 
thin air, but fhe monumental outlines 
of form and feature remain.

Seveial sepulchers of thi3 unique pat­
tern have been found near the emery 
fields of North Carolina. They once 
encased the mcital remains ot men of 
a pic-historic race. The plowshare of 
Silas McDowell, of Macon county, North 
Carolina, fiist invaded the sanctity of 
this ancient cemet ry.

On page 149 of “ Pre-histonc Races 
of the United States,’ by J. W. Poster, 
LL.D.,we obtain the following descrip­
tion bearing upon this ancient style of 
cremation, viz. :

“ In 1821 Mr McDowell commenced farm­
ing Daring the fiist season’s o]. eiatims, 
the plow-sl are, in parsing over a certam por 
tion of a field, pioduced a hoUovv, rumbling 
sound, and, m exrlonngfoi a cause, the firat 
object met with was a «! allow lavci of char­
coal. beneath which was a siab ot b nr'*- clav, 
about seven feet m length aud ten feet bioad 
which, in the attempt^to remove, broke into 
seveial fiagments

‘ Nothing beneath tn*s slao was found, but 
on examining its side, to his great surpuse 
there wTas tho mold of a naked human figure 
Three of these burned clav setuilchers were 
thus raised and examined during the first 
year of bis oenunano^ since which time none 
have Leon found until recently ’

Col. C. W. Jenks, Superintendent of 
the corundum mines wl ich have recent­
ly been opened m tne same vicinity, 
gives the following :

“ A giave has just been opened of tl e fo - 
lowing construction A pit was dug ovoi 
whicn the corpse was placed fat e upward , then 
over it was molded a covering cf mortar, 
fitting the form and features On this w*s 
built a hot fire which made an entire shield of 
pottery for the coip=e Tue biealung up of 
one such tjmbgave a perfect cast of the form 
of the occupant ”

A chance fragment of one of these 
brick coffins was plowed up m 1872, 
and revealed the nnpre^ of a plump 
human arm.

I t isn’t easy to make a good catalogue 
of a large libraiy, and it often happens 
that a bad catalogue is made even of a 
small one That which has just been 
printed by the Topeka Library Asso­
ciation is described cts a cunosity of 
clumsiness, inaccuracy and ignorance, 
abounding m such cacogiaphy as 
“ Prmcip alls of Phy^i >logy “ LUtlo 
Tom Grubb3 and his W onderful Dog;” 
“ Sketch of the Life Character of Cis 
cero.” The author of the “ View of 
Europe During the Middle Ages ” is set 
down as Htnry Hallow. In the cata­
logue, by no means a long one, there 
are eighteen misspelled words. We 
have seen some pretty bad work of the 
kind, but this Topeka piodnetion cnly 
makes us wonder how they came to 
have a libieiy theie at all.
