NEWS O F THE WEEK.

T h e  E a s t.
The order of Judge MoOue, of New York, 

requiring Theodore Tilton to give & bill of 
particulars m his suit against Henry Ward 
Beech si, has been reversed by the Appellate 
Couit.

Mr. French. Chairman of the Legislative 
Committee on Bescivo.re, v.sited Hayden- 
ville, Mass , lis t week, to ascertain the eauae 
of the late disaster there. His verdict was 
fault, engineering, faulty material, andfaulty 
building, and that the dam was not wide 
enough, the stone not suitable, and the grout­
ing not good enough.

After four years of estrangement and en­
mity and efforts to avoid encountering each 
other m a final conflict, Henry Wald Beecher 
and Theodore Tilton have at length met face 
to face, the great trial having commenced at 
Brooklyn, in the City Court, before Judge 
Neilson, Jau. 5. Three jurors were chosen.

T h e  W e s t .
Charley Ross has been found again—this 

time at Black Error Falls, Wis.
John Goodman, the murderer of the Hay­

wood family, seyeial months ago, was hanged 
at Ottawa, Ohio, on the Sfith u l t , after con 
fessmg his crime on the scaffold.

John Muiphy was executed at Carson, Ne­
vada, on the same day, for the murder of J 
R McCollum.

A party of Indians, be’ongmg to Spotted 
Tail’s band report a gang of t venty-ons min­
ers encamped m the Black Hills. They were 
not molested, but the fact of their intrusion 
reported to Indian Agent Howard.

Two notoiious horse-thieves and murder­
er', named Fox and Gaoige Alexander, were 
killed last week near Ocmulgee, Indian Ter- 
ntoiy, by Detective York, of Springfield, aud 
another notorious outlaw, named KJ*eh 
West, was mortally wounded.

The Dakota Legis'aturs has passed a law 
forbidding the levying or collection of taxes 
m aid of railroads or corporaticns.

Considerable excitement has been causes! m 
San Francisco by the fact that the proprietors 
of the Cornell watch factory haTe deter­
mined to employ Chinese in all departments. 
Seventy operatives from Chicago have pro­
tested, and several have been discharged.

An explosion m a coal mine, near Evanston, 
Wj oming, recently, resulted in the death of 

eight persons.
A dispatch from Tucson, Arizona, says that 

very rich gold mines hare been discovered m 
Sonora, on the San Miguel river.

The old feud between the Ross and Down­
ing factions m the Indian Territory has 
broken out afresh, and serious disturbances 
are leported among our semi-civilized neigh­
b o r. A bloody fight has air ady taken place 
near Chouteau, Cherokee Nation, lesultmg m 
the killing and wsundmg of a dozen or so on 
both aides A dispatch from Yimta, dated 
Jan 1, states 1 0 armed men were threatening 
an attack on that town, and bloody time* are. 
expected.

Capt. E B Ward, of Detroit, one of I he 
leading capitalists of the West, died of 
apoplexy on the 2d mst. He was largely in­
terested m the irou manufacturing interests 
of the West, and lias probably contributed 
more to their development than any other 
individual m the entile country. He was 64 
years old. His estate is valued at $10,000,000.

A letter from the Red Cloud Agency states 
that Col Henry, with a company of the 3d 
oaralry, left that post on the 26th of Decem­
ber, for the eastern slopes of the Black 
Hills, to drive out invading mmeis

Chicago wholesale grocers are somewhat 
agitated over the sudden disappearance of 
Roe Brothers, extensive dealers m groceries. 
The members of the firm, consisting of two 
brothers, hare gone to Canada, carry .ng with 
them about $100,000. Their debts amount 
to double that sum.

E. R Roberts telegraphs from the Indian 
Territory that the Associated Press reports 
of the trouhlee m that region have been 
greatly exaggerated, ih e  only affray, he 
says, was caused by an attempt to introduce 
whisky by Indiane, near Price’s Creek, and 
their attempted arrest by the Cherokee 
Sli-9.il and his posse.

The following additional particulars of the 
burning of the emigrant ship Cospalr ck are 
telegiaphed fiom London The fire broke out 
at midnight on the 17th of November, and 
withm half an hour enveloped the vassel 
nearly its entire length.

There were lively times m New Orleans on 
the occasion of the assembling of the Louisi­
ana Legis'ature on the 4th m s t, but, con­
trary to general expectation, the day paesed 
off without bloodshed.

The members of the House assembled, the 
Chief Clerk called the roll, and announced 
102 members present and a quorum. A mo­
tion was immediately made, amid much con­
fusion, that L. A. Wiltz (Democrat; be de­
clared temporary Cnairman. Amid much ex­
citement snd uproar, Wiltz took the chsir, and 
appointed a 8ergeant-at-Arm* and temporary 
Cleik Col. Lowell (Bep.) protested, on be­
half of the Republicans, against the manner 
of the temporary organization. Speaker 
Wiltz replied that the manner of organization 
was identical with that of 1868, m which Mr. 
Lowell participated Five members, not re­
turned by the Board, were declared, by res >- 
lution, members of the House, and took their 
seats. A motion was than offered to go into 
permanent organization. This raised a 
commotion among the Republicans, but when 
a further motion was made to seat the mem­
bers from the coi.io-te:l panehes referred to 
the Legislature, tha excitement, accompanied 
with shouts and exclamations of all 
kinds, was fearful to hear A motion 
was then put to admit the members 
from four contested parishes, reserving the 
matter of contest for the Legislature, and it 
was carried amid the wildest excitement. To 
such a p mt did the excitement reach, that 
the Sergeant-at-Arm* was called upon to seat 
members and preserve order Tho House 
then proceeded to choose Wiltz for permanent 
Speaker, whereupon the Republican members 
proceeded to leave the hall, but the Sergeant- 
at-Arms sought to prevent them, and several 
scufil s ensued At this pomt the militaiy 
interfered.

Gen De Tiobriand, with a file of soldiers, 
gatered the hall and ejected those members 
who had not been returned ae elected by the 
Returning Board. Speaker Wiltz protested 
against such interference on the part of the 
military, to which Gen. T. replied that he, 
as a soldier snd only second in command, 
had to obey the orders of h s superior, G -n. 
Emory, who had ordered him to obey the 
instructions of Got Kellogg. After the ex­
pulsion of the five members who had been 
seated in opposition to the decision of the 
Re’mnmg Bcatd—the men being pomted 
out, one by one, by Hugh J  Campbell 
—the Republican members returned and took 
their seats Gin DeTrobnand then ordered 
Chief Cleik Yigera to call the roll of members 
as returned elected by the Board. The Dem­
ocratic members, headed by Mayor Wiltz, then 
marched out, after again offering a solemn 
protest against the interference of the mili­
tary. The Republicans then proceeded to 
organize by the election of ex-Goy. Michael 
Hahn as Speaker.

Gen. Sheridan is now m command of the 
forces at New Orleans, having taken charge 
on the morning of the meeting of the Legis- 
latuie.

Sheridan’s Plan of Dealing with the 
South.

Gen. Sheridan, on the 5th in s t, sent the 
following telegram to the Secretary of War: 
Hon. W. W Belknap. Secretary of War, Wssiling-

ton, D. C.:
I think the terrorism now existing m Louisi­

ana, Mississippi and Arkansas could be en­
tirely removed aud confidence and fair-deal­
ing established by tho arrest and tiial of the 
rmglealers of the armed White Leagues I f  
Congre-s would paH - a hill declaring them 
banditti, they could be tried by a military 
Commission. The leaders of this banditti, 
who murdered men here on the 14th of Sep­
tember, aud more recently at Yiokaburg Miss., 
should, m justice to law and order and the 
peace and prosperity of this southern part of 
the country, be punished. I t  is possible that 
if the President would lesua a proclamation 
declaring them banditti, no further action 
need be taken, except that which would de­
volve upon me.

When 13 years old he commenced as cabin 
boy on a lake schooner, and soon after went 
into the employ of his uncle, Samuel Wardf 
at Marine City, as clerk in his extensive ware­
house, and subsequently ★a s  admitted part­
ner with him, and m 1850 came to Detroit and 
went into the marine business, which pros­
pered under his capable management to a 
*urpn»ing degree, and he grew wealthy 
rapidly. He e»tabli»hed a carrying trade on 
a (mail scale between Chicago and Detroit, 
and when the Mieh’gan Central railroad was 
completed he started a line of steamsrs be­
tween St. Joseph and Chioago. Capt. Good­
rich, now one of the proprietors of the Good­
rich tin s , was a steamboat clerk m the em­
ploy of Capt, Ward, in 1855. His chief occu­
pation of late was iron manufacture, he 
being largely interested in mills at Chicago,
Milwaukee, Wyandotte, Toledo, and other 
places. He also turned his attention to the 
lumber trade, and owned vast tracts and 
large mills on the western shore.

R e v .  Amos H. Cobb, one of th* oldest set­
tlers of Kalamazoo county, died on tho 31st 
ult., aged 87 years. He preached the first 
sermon ever delivered in Kalamazoo county, 
forty years ago.

John P. Chamberlin’s Washington 

Club House is now open in the Jate resi­
dence of the British Minister and his 
legation, on Farragut square and Cor­
coran’s yard) Seventeenth and I  streets.

It is the most elaborate and spacious 
gaming house and restaurant m the 
United States and cost $90,000. Mr. 
Morrissey's Saratoga Ciub is a prim, 
plain, business-like affair compared with 
it, aithough Mornssy’s four large rooms 
are larger than any of Chamberlin’s, but 
the interior architecture of the Wash­
ington Club is more novel and elegant 
than would appear m any house built 
especially for gaming purposes. I t  was 
esteemed fit for a Prince of the house 
of Hanover-Brunswiek to make it  his 
home, and was erected by one of the 
most substantial bankers in the United 
States for his durable family mansion.
I t was rented by the British government 
for $6,000 a year in gold—equal to 
$12,000 or more in New York city—and 
has been the scene of the greatest par­
ties and receptions ever given in Wash­
ington, v iz , Charles Knapp’s grand 
social party in 1867 and the state recep­
tion of Prince Arthur in 1870.
- This house was built thirty years or 

more ago by Elisha Biggs, brother of 
George Riggs, the son of the founder 
of the house of Peabody, Biggs & Co., 
afterward George Peabody & Co. The 
Biggs brothers built adjoining each 
other, George Biggs expending upon 
his establishment $90,000, and Elisha a 
less sum, Mr, Corcoran, their associate, 
afterward bought nearly a square of 
ground between their residences and 
Lafayette (or the President’s) square, 
and remodeled upon it the old house 
occupied by Daniel Webster and Joseph 
Gales successively. Theie he still re­
sides and the corner of his garden wall 
is right across the street from the club­
house where Chamberlin presides. 
With this wall on one side, Farragut 
square open on another side, the stables 
of the legation—also owned by Cham­
berlin—m the rear, and shrubbery 
divid ng the club house from Biggs’, 
this casino is both sequestered and 
central.

When Mr. Knapp received this offer 
for the legation he waited on George 
Biggs and asked if he was willing to 
pay $90,000 for the premises. Mr. 
Biggs said “ No.” Hearing that Presi­
dent Grant also desired to buy the 
house it was proffered to him with the 
same refusal. Having exhausted the 
courtesies of be sine ss be accepied 
Chamberlin’s offer. I t  is understood 
that Mr. Biggs says that he does not 
desire a better neighbor.

A Man Who Wasn’t Elated Over Be­
coming a Millionaire.

We stated yesterday, on the authority 
of a street rumor, that an uncle of 
Michael Hogan, of West Troy, died re­
cently in Pennsvlvania, leaving coal 
lands valued at $5,000,000, to a portion 
of which Michael is heir. The rumor 
was correct. Forty years ago Michael 
Hogan, then 21 years of age, and an 
uncle, the only survivors of a onee 
numerous family, came to this country 
snd adopted it as their own. Michael, 
a hard-working, industrious young man, 
finally took up his residence in" We*tr'-.,v 
Troy. The uncle went to Pottsville, \  
Pa., or that vicinity, and, after labor­
ing a number of years, purchased with 
his earnings a large tract of land. 
Michael also saved money, and in the 
course of time laid by enough to start 
himself in the grocery business, in 
which it can be truthfully said he has 
prospered. The venture of his nncls 
turned out to be a most profitable one.
The lands purchased by him were found 
to contain abundance of coal, and by 
jndieions management he gradually in­
creased his earthly store until at the 
time of his death, whieh occurred a few 
days ago, he was worth about $5,000- 
000. Last week Michael received in­
formation from an attorney tha his 
uncle, with whom he had not commum- 
cat*d for sixteen years, had died, and 
that he was his only surviving her. 
Michael was not at all elated at this an­
nouncement, and appeared rather sorry 
in fact that such good fortune had come 
to him. He was getting old, he said, 
and would not want so much money ; 
besides he had enough for himself, wife 
and daughter, and the possession of the 
immense amount mentioned above would 
only bring trouble and disgrace upon 
his family eventually, as young people 
nowadays did not know how to spend 
money.—Troy (N. Y.) Times.

* How to Furnish a House.
The New York Times draws a picture 

of the tim'd when onr houses shall be 
furnished as they should be : “ Heavy 
rugs will partly cover the polished 
floors. Paper of some neutral tint, free 
from glaring figures, will stretch from 
the richly-colored dado at the bottom 
to the gay border at the top. The 
picture-rod will not be of the eternal 
gilt that wearies us now. I t  will be 
painted some decided color that will 
harmonize with the prevailing shade of 
the whole room. Before the windows 
and before the doors which open out­
ward, curtains, heavy in texture and 
subdued in tone, edged with strong 
lace, will hang from wooden rings which 
move freely on a slender woodon rod 
fastened to the sheathing. Rings and 
rod will be of the hue of the picture- 
rod above. The sir gle curtain before 
each opening will be looped to one side; 
low bookcases, not over three feet high, 
dark wood relieved by a few chiseled 
designs picked out in color, will line 
the wall. No glass doors will disfigure 
them. One general pattern, yaned in 
each piece, will stamp the furniture.
Last and greatest, an open wood-fire, 
either, in a fireplace or in one of the 
Franklin stoves whfch still lurk in the 
garrets of old country-houses, will cast 
its cheery light over everything. The 
close stove, the register, the grate, and 
the radiator, will be tabooed. The 
blaze of wood burning across brazen 
and irons is something so beautiful that 
no artist has ever succeeded in painting 
it. The first of all hints on household 
tastes should be : Have an openwood- 
8re in the room in which you mean to 
live.” _̂________________

* R ich F inds —Under this head, S. P. 
Saxton, of Menominee, commuilicates the 
following to the Chicago Times “ A re­
cent exploration of the Ingalls mine in 
Town 39, N. R 29 W , in Menominee 
county, brought to light a ridge of solid 
iron ore of the best quality, such as has 
never been found before in tlie Menomi­
nee range The out crops before examin­
ed had been found in the hills in such 
quantities as proved it to be a very valu­
able mine. The ti act belonging to the 
company contains 240 acres, and all of 
the land had not been examined. The 
president of the Ingalls Mining Company, 
in company with some others, recently 
visited the mine with a view- to a more 
thorough examination of the mining 
property, and while there, discovered this 
ridge of iron in a swamp, where it is not 
usual to find iron ores of the variety 
found. It was elavated above the swamp 
about eight feet at the highest end, and 40 
feet wide at tne base, and gradually tapered 
off until it was again lost in the swamp 
The ridge was onljr covered with moss, 
which when removed a solid ridge of ore 
was brought to view, and which would 
yield 60 per cent, and upward of metallic 
iion, from the ore on the surface

The ore is a hard hematite of the specu­
lar variety The ridge is a continuation 
of the vein from the lulls, and indications 
show that it is at least half a mile long 
It will probably develop one of the richest 
mines yet found in the Upper Peninsula 
of Michigan.

MINING ITEMS.

At the Windsor mine, situated 
on which is known as the “ Mack Piop- 
erty,” we met Capt. Tiowell, who is now 
making some licli developments, and 
greatly enhancing the inteiest of tlie

The old Cannon mine is closed down 
for the w inter. About one hundied yards 

I from this is the new Wmdsoi mine, Capt 
Tiowell, Jr., having charge Enteiing 
the mine we were show n specimens taken 
from the new pit, which have the appear­
ance of oie mined in the vicinity of Lake 
Champlain—coaise granui i, but evidently 
very rich. This bo ly of oie is on level 
ground but has the appearance of leading 
toward a high hill a short distance fiom 
it. At present there are but 12 or 15 men 
employed, but the Captain says it is tlie 
intention to soon iuctease the force 
Among the men at vvoik here ate a couple 
of eccentiic characteis—one a Mr Gates, 
at one time a somew hat noted temperance 
lecturer, who now betakes to the aiduous 
toil of the mine. The otlici, one Sandy 
MeMaster, the oldest Lake Supenor ex 
plorer—a native of the Highlands'of Scot­
land, who foi a life time has been in pui 
suit of the wildest adventuie—piefeniug 
theboideisot uv ilizatiou to inland com

to collect the bills incurred by sending the 
tioops at that time
_ On the 23d of last July a battalion, con­

sisting of companies A and C, 1st regi 
ment, was oideied to Ishpeming, in Mni- 
quette county, to aid in suppitssion an ex 
pected distuibance among the mineis in 
that vicinity. As tl.e expense of sending 
troops that distance would be necessanly 
large the utmost piecaution was taken to 
ascertain the exact condition of aftaus, 
and the older was not given until lepeated 
mquiiies were made ot piomment citizens 
of the county, andtclcgiams received urg 
ing that troops be sent at once, as the des 
tiuction of life and pioperty seemed im 
minent, and a second peremptory call loi 
aid had been received from the sheriff of 
the county. The statutes leave no dis 
cretion with the commandci m chief to 
withhold troops when called upon by the 
pioper officer for them.

Section 875 of Compiled Laws prov ides 
that the compensation of troops on such 
occasions shall be paid by the count; 
where such service is rendeied Accord 
iugly bills weie sent by tlie officer com 
mauding the tioops to the board of Su- 
peiv isois of Marquette county, but they 
have refused to audit or pay them.

Undei tlie present law the state autliori 
ties seem povveiless to compel the pay 
ment. I respectfully ask that this defect 
be remedied ”

Gov c nor Bagley read his message to 
le Legislature on the morning of the 7tli.

11 K a lengthy and important paper and 
devoted entuely to the affairs of the State. 
Fiom its extreme length we can only make

eh extiacts at present as have a local in­
teiest, but shall probably give document 
in full next week.

The financial exhibit is a giatifying one, 
faithfully fulfilling every lequnement of 
organic law, paying every obligation as it 
matures, pioviding in advance for every 
appropiiation,creating no new debt and re 
new ing nQ old one The State has fur­
nished an example to its citizens in finan­
cial affairs worthy of imitation The to 
tal bonded debt is $1,588,135, balance in 
the Treasu.y, $1,070 274, of which $691,- 
821 is applicable to the paj ment of the 
bonded debt, and the estimates show that 
the sinking fund will provide for the en­
tire bonded debt by 1882. The dibits of 
the State Treasurer to purchase immatured 
bonds weie only parti illy successful, the 
law not permitting him to pay more than 
pat The Governor recommends that 
such i ate may be paid as shall be deemed 
for the best mteiests of tlie State, and re­
commends a rev ision of the general Bankr  
ing law.

The Governor speaks at length regard 
ing the various educational, cliaiitable 
and reformatory institutions, and makes 
many valuable recommendations tlieieon

The statement that eighteen railroad 
companies in the State show a deficit of 
s2,693,264 over their operating expenses 
and inteiest account, leads the Gov ernor 
to the conclusion that the system oi cor 
porations oiganized with the lailroad cor 
porations, known as tianspoitation HrYV 
dispatch companies, sleeping car conven­
es, etc , are sapping the life-blood of the 
raihoad companies, and that we owe it to 
tlie holders of $150 000,000 of railroad 
property to protect them fiom this loss if 
possible.

“ OUR PEOPLE SENT ME.”
An Episode from the History of the 

Hays of June* 1848, at Paris* 
[Translated from  the Russian of Ivan  Turgeniff for 

Peterson’s Journal.]

I t  came the fourth of the celebrated 
days of June, 1818, •which are inscribed 
in blood lmea on the tables of French 
history.

I  lived then in a house, long since 
destroyed,, on the corner of Rue de 
la Paix and Boulevard des Italiens

From the beginning of June the air 
seemed to smell of powder, everybody 
felt the conflict inevitable ; and after 
the interview between the delegates of 
the closed workshops with Marie, a 
member of the provisional government, 
who, in an address to them, had thought­
lessly pronounced the word slave 
(esclaves), construed’ bv them as a re­
proach or offense^at once the question 
at issue was, not how many days, but 
how many hours remained before the 
inevitable impending conflict? “ Est 
ce pour aujourdhm ?” (Will it bo to ­
day ?) was the sentence with which the 
people greeted one another each morn­
ing.

“ D a  commence (It has began !) 
my laundress told, Friday morning, the 
23d of June.

According to her words, a great barri­
cade was erected across the boulevard, 
not far from the gates of St. Denis. I  
went there immediately.

At first nothing particular could be 
noticed. The same crowds of people 
in front of the open cafes and stores, 
the same endless procession of carriages 
and omnibuses—the faces seemed some­
what more animated, the conversation 
louder and, strange to say merrier
* * * this was all. But the further 
I  proceeded, the more changed the 
physiognomy of the boulevard. Fewer

* carriages were to be met, the omnibuses 
disappeared entirely; the stores and 
even the cafes were being locked hur­
riedly, or were already closed. The 
crowd on the streets became less. But 
the windows in the houses were opened 
from the basement to the top ; and near 
these windows and on the thresholds of 
the doors were crowds of people, mostly 
women, children, servants and nurses ; 
this multitude chattered, laughed, called 
over to one another, turned their head", 
waved their hands, as if in readiness for 
a spectacle ; a mindless, holiday curi­
osity seemed to seize all. Ribbons of 
different eolors, fichus, caps, white, 
pink and blue dre-ses intermingled and 
appeared variegated in the bright sun, 
and rustled in the summer breeze—like 
the leaves on the numerous poplars— 
trees o f freedom,.

“ Impossible that in five or ten 
minutes there will be riot, a shedding 
of blood!” thought I. “ No place to 
imagine a tragedy—as yet.”

But suddenly, in the foreground, 
crossing the entire boulevard in a zig­
zag manner—projected the uneven line 
of a barricade—three yards in height. 
In  the very midst of it, surrounded by 
tricolored, gold embroidered banners, 
a little red flag flaunted its sharp, 
ominous tongue. Some blousers were 
seen from behind the ridge of heaped- 
up gray stones. I  approached nearer. 
The front of the barrissde was quite 
deserted; about fifty men, not more, 
paced back and forward on the pave­
ment. (At that time the boulevards 
were not macadamized ) The blousers 
joked with the arriving spectators; one 
belted with a soldier’s white sword- 
hanger offered an uncorked bottle and 
a half filled glass of wine, as if inviting 
them to come and drmk of i t ; another, 
by his side, with a double-barreled gun 
on his shoulder, cried out, in a drawl­
ing voice, “ Vive the national work­
shops ! Vive the republic, democratic 
and social!”

Near him stood a tall, dark-haired 
woman, in a striped dre s, equipped 
also with a sword-belt, a pistol placed 
therein. She did not laugh, but in a 
thoughtful manner fixed her large, dark 
eyes upon the scene. I  crossed the 
street, turned to the left, and, with five 
or tarflanexvrs like myself, took refuge 
near the wall of the house from which 
the straight line of the boulevard began 
to curve, where was, and is still, located 
Jouvin's glove factory. The jalousies 
of the windows of that house were 
closed. I  was still in doubt, notwith­
standing the expectations and presenti­
ments of the preceding days, whether 
the affair wcu!4  take a serious turn or 
not.

Nearer and nearer were heard the 
drums. From morning the streets had 
resounded with a peculiar three-fold 
beat—le rappel—by which the National 
Guard was assembled. And, at once, 
slowly swaying and stretching out like 
a long black worm, appeared, about 
200 steps from the left side of the barri­
cade, a column of cit’zen soldiers; 
above it, like fine sparkling needles, 
glistened the bayonets; the officers 
rode in advance.

The column reached the opposite side 
of the boulevard, and, occupying it en­
tirely, wheeled in front of the barricade 
and halted, ever increasing in numbers 
and becoming more consolidated. Not­
withstanding the arrival of so many 
troops, everything became more still; 
voices weie lowered ; at rarer intervals 
resounded the former laugh; it was as 
if a pall had fallen on every sound.

An empty space between the line of 
the National Guard and the barricade 
was suddenly formed, over which light­
ly whirled two or three small eddies 
of dust, and, glancing about, walked a 
little black dappled dog, Suddenly 
from front or behind, from, above or 
below, was heard a quick, hard sound, 
resembling rather the noise of a falling 
iron bar than of a shot, immediately 
followed by a strange, death like still­
ness. All was silent m expectation—it 
seemed that the air itself pricked up its 
ears * * * then abruptly, above
my very head, something hard cracked 
and shrieked, like quickly tom  linen.
* * I t was the volley of the insur­
gents bursting through the jalousies of 
the windows of the upper story of

^ Jo u v in ’s factory, oooupied by them.

My comrade flaneurs and I  immediately 
hurried along the boulevard (I remem­
ber having had time to notice on the 
empty space m front, a creeping man, 
an ownerless cap with a scarlet pompon, 
and a black-dappled dog, covered with 
dust), running we reached a small lane, 
and entered it. Our company was soon 
enlarged by twenty others, among whom 
was a young man of about twenty, who 
had been wounded in the foot. On the 
boulevard behind us-, the musketry 
roared incessantly. We entered another 
street—if I  mistake not Rue de l’Eehi- 
quier. At one end of it a low barricade 
was erected, and a lad of about twelve 
years of ago jumped on its top, making 
wry faces and brandishing a Tmkish 
sabre; a fat National Guaidsman, whi! 
as a sheet, ran by, stumbling nnd 
groaning at every step * '■
from the sleeve of L s uniform dropped 
scarlet blood.

The tragedy had begun—its senous- 
ness was not to be doubted, although 
scarcely any one could foretell what di­
mensions ic might assume.

I  was not obliged to fight on either 
side of the barricades ; I  returned home.

The entire day passed m unspeakable 
anxiety. The weather was hot, suffo­
cating. I  spent all day on the Boule­
vard des Italiens, winch was crowded 
with all sorts of people. The most in­
credible rumors circulated, immediate­
ly followed by others still more improb­
able. Toward night one fact was 
indisputable ; nearly one-half of Paris 
was in the hands of the insurgents. 
Barricades were erected everywhere— 
particularly on the left side of the 
Seine ; the army occupied the strategic 
points ; a foilorn struggle was at hand.

Next day, from early morning, the 
aspect of the boulevard and the exter­
nal appearance of that part of Paris not 
yet in possession of the insurgents, was 
changed as if by magic. An order, is ­
sued by Cavaignac, the chief of the 
Parisian army, forbade the citizens 
from leaving their houses. The Na­
tional Guard, Parisian as well as pro­
vincial, from the sidewalks watched the 
houses selected as their headquarters ; 
the regular army, Garde Mobile, were 
on the battle-field; foreigners, women, 
children, old and Iqfirm persons, were 
locked m their houseV; all the windows 
were ordered to be keplNmde open to 
prevent ambuscade. The streets were 
deserted. From time to time the mail 
omnibus rolled along, or the carnage 
of a physician, constantly stopped by 
sentinels to show his pass ; or, with 
rumbling noise, batteries hurried to the 
place of conflict. Detachments of sol­
diers marched, adjutant or ordinary gal­
loped. I t  was a dreadful, anx'ons tim e; 
none but those who outlived it can fully 
comprehend it. I t  was certainly pain­
ful for the Frenchmen; to imagine 
their native land, society, being de­
stroyed ; but the anguish of a foreign 
er, sentenced to involuntary inactivity, 
was, if not more terrible, at least more 
harassing.

Sultry h e a t; no possibility of going 
o u t; through the open windows unim­
peded pours the burnings stream ; the 
sun blinds you; all occupation, read­
ing, writing, are out of the question 
Five times, ten lines in a minute, le- 
sound the cannon shots ; from time to 
time is heard the hurst of rifles, the 
confused buzz of the battle.

The streets are empty as a ball- 
ground, the burning pavement-stones 
become yellow, the dusty, red-hot air 
streams m  the sunbeams. Along the 
sidewalks stand the immovable figures 
of the National Guard—there is not one 
solitary, vital sound. Deserted—but 
one feels oppressed, as if m the grave 
or a prison. Noon beholds a new spec 
tacle ; litters with wounded and killed 
appear. Here is carried by a gray- 
haired man, with face white as the pil­
low on which re»ta his head ; this is a 
mortally wounded deputy •— Charfcon- 
nelle. Heads are silently bared before 
him—but he does not see these tokens 
of hearfelt esteem; his eyes aie shut. 
There goes a ciowd of prisoners, es 
corted by the Gaide Mobile ; the latter 
are all young men, almost boys ; very 
little was expected from them, but they 
fought like lions. Some bear on their 
bayonets the bloody caps of their de 
ceased comrades—or flowers thiown to 
them by women, out of the windows.

“ Yive la Republique !” exclaim on 
both sides of the boulevard the National 
Guard, J*jing a somewhat wild and 
gliomy stress on the last syllable— 
“ Vive la Mobi l lie !” The prisoners 
walk with downcast eyes, and as close 
together r.s a flock of sheep; a tery 
discordant crowd, gloomy faces, many 
men in rags, bareheaded ; some having 
their hands tied. The cannonade does 
not stop. A uniform roar seems to per­
vade the air ; it hovers over the city to­
gether with the smoke and heat. * * 
* Toward evening I  could hear from 
my room, on the fourth floor, something 
new ; added to the former uproar could 
be detected other sharp and nearer 
sounds—short, clashing volleys. The 
people said that the prisoners were be­
ing executed m the mairies

And so for hours and bour3. * * *
Impossible to sleep even at night. If 
you venture on the boulevard to reach 
the first street with the purpose of ob­
taining news, or even to hieathe the 
fresh air—you are stopped at once and 
questioned ; who are you, from whence, 
your residence, and the reason you are 
not m uniform ? On being told that you 
are a foreigner, they eye you with sus­
picion gild imperiously order you home. 
Once a National Guardsman from the 
province (who 8Cc.ni the most zealous) 
wished to arrest me at ail hazards, on 
account of my wearing a morning 
biouse. “ You wear it m order to be 
en rapport with the rebels,” cried he, 
in ecstasy. “ Who can tell but what 
you are a Russian agent, and have gold 
in your pockets to foment our civil dis­
sensions >” I  proposed to have my 
pockets examined, bu t this enraged him 
more. Russian gold, Russian agents, 
with many other equally ridiculous and 
improbable phantoms were the night­
mares at that period, and were held m 
awe by the excited populace.

I  again repeat tins was a time of 
terror.

Three days were spent on such men­
tal rack ; the fourth came (26th of 
June). The news from the cor fliet 
reached us quite regulaily, passing 
from the bps of one person to another 
along the streets. For example, we 
already knew that the Pantheon was 
captured, and the left side of the Seme 
held*by the army ; that Gen. Beat was 
shot by the insurgents and Archbishop 
Affras mortally wounded, that only the 
Faubourg St. Antoine still resisted. I  
remember listening to the reading of 
the proclamation of Cavaignac, appeal­
ing for the last time to the patriotic 
feeling which still remained m the most 
hardened hearts An ordinary, an 
huzzar officer, ga'loped a’ong the boule­
vard, and, forming a cucle as big as an 
apple, with the fingers of his right 
hand, exclaimed • “ With such bullets 
they fire on us ! ’

In  the same house where I  lodged, 
even on the same floor, lived the re­
nowned German poet G----- . I  was
acquainted with him. I  called on him 
for the purpose of unburdening my 
thoughts to him, of escaping from my­
self, and the aching grief of idleness 
and isolation.

On the morning after the 26th of 
June I  was sitting m his room—he had 
just finished his lunch, when suddenly 
the garcon entered with a distuibed 
countenance.
• “ What do you want ? ’

“ A blouse wishes to see you, Mon­
sieur G----- . ”

“ A blouse ? What blouse ?”
“ A man in a blouse, a workingman ;

an old man inquires for citizen G----- .
Will you admit him ? ’

G-----and I  exchanged looks. “ S.iow
him in,” said he, after a pause.

The garcon retired, repeating as if to 
himself : “ A man—in a blouse ' ’ He 
was horrified. And was it long since 
when, after tlie days of Februaiy, the 
blouse was the most fashionable, 
proper, and safe dress? But, other 
times—other morals; at the epoch of 
the insurrection of June, the blouse m 
Pans became a stigma, a seal ot Cam, 
ana excited a feeling of horror and ani­
mosity.

The garcon returned and silently 
beckoned to a man, following his steps, 
to enter the apartm ent; he was 
indeed a blouse—-a ragged, spotted 
blouse.

Scurrilous Postal-Cards.
Did Mr. Moses Chamberlain, of New 

York, receive the full penalty provided 
by law for his offense, he would con­
template imprisonment for 140 years, 
and pay a fine of $70,000. There are 
one or two trifhng natural reasons why 
the penalty should be mitigated, and it 
probably will, but m order that young 
men of Mr. Chamberlain's peculiar 
views of decency and fitness may be 
warned in time to avoid similar conse­
quences, perhaps his offense deserves a 
passing notice. Mr. Chamberlain, being 
m want of money, wrote a scurrilous 
letter to Mr. Van Valkenburg on a postal 
card. The recipient, being of a hard, 
unsympathetic disposition, placed the 
offieeis of the government on Mr. Cham­
berlain’s track, and secured his arrest 
and indictment The ease was tried in 
the United States Circuit Court, and, 
despite the defense that only the post- 
office chirks saw the contents of the 
cards, and were bound to secrecy, Mr. 
Chsmbeilam was convicted of sending 
fourteen of these agreeable effusions 
through tho mails. The greatest pen­
alty for ea -h offense is ten years’ lm- 
pu.-onment and a fine of $5,030, and the 
least, one year’s imprisonment and $100 
fine. This is the first trial in New York 
under the law making it a crime to send 
scurrilous postal cards through the 
mails. Mr. Chamberlain may not live 
to serye out his full term, but it must 
be infinitely consoling to think of him­
self as a frightful warning to black­
mailers who try to make Uqgle Bam an 
accessory.

The officer could not possi 
bly has e paid for the case of goods, but 
there w s nothing surer than tliat he 
con'd sell again at an advance the mo- 
meat the auctioneer’s hammer fell on 
the last lot of cloths.

I  am so netimes asked at what time 
prices attained their highest point in 
the Confederacy, ard 1 find that mem­
ory fails to answer tha question satis­
factorily They were atmut as high as 
they coo id be m the fallfof 1863, and I  
should be disposed torax upon that as 
the time when the climax was reached, 
but for my consciousness that the law 
of constant appreciation was a fixed one 
throughout the war. The financial con­
dition got steadily worse to the end. I  
believe the highest price, relatively, I  
ever saw paid, was for a pair of boots. 
A cavalry officer, entering a little coun­
try store, lound there one pair of bools 
which fitted him. He inquired the 
price. “ Two hundred dollars,” said 
tne merchant.

Jew bjstem of Destroying Bank 
Notes.

. new ej sfem has been adopted for 
destruction of the national bank 

es redeemed by the Comptroller of 
Currency. Heretofore it has been 
custom at Washington to destroy 
notes by fire, thus wasting a large 
ntity of material from which the 
k notes aie made. Woikmen are 
r engaged at the national capital in 
sting machinery for the purpose of 
uemg the notes to pulp, and by a 
ureal process extracting from the 
w all impurities that it may have 

aoyunedin printing, circulation, etc. 
In this manner the United States bonds 
and spoiled note sheets have been 
treated for some time past, and a large 
amount of valuable material has thus 
been saved. The destruction of circu­
lating national bank notes by fire has 
been so large that it  was deemed advjs- 
ablo to tiy the same system with them, 
and it is expected to realize a large 
profit. The pulp thus saved will again 
be made over into new bank notes, etc. 
The Comptroller of the Currency has 
also adopted a plan of numbering every 
note of lSnue with the designation num­
ber ol tne specific national bank by 
which it was issued, m ord‘-r to expe­
dite the porting of such no+es when re­
deemed by the Comptroller. The 
cleiks m the Comptioiler’s office at 
Washington have no occasion now to 
read llm name of the bank from tlje 
note, but can sort them numerically, 
wfthout the possibilriv of charging the 
no'es of one bank to the account of an­
other. I t  is expected that a large sav­
ing will be effected by tins system, as 
well as preventing eirors through a 
Sim ilarity of t'.e notes ■—Neiv York 
Tribune.

$1 ,1 0 0  in greenbacks.

I n the great “ hop district ” of New 
York—comprising the counties of Her­
kimer, Madison, Montgomery, Oneida, 
Otsego, and Schoharie—not more than 
4,000 bales of this season’s hops are 
now held. The price from first hands 
ranges from 36 to 45 cents. Brewers 
are now pretty well stocked up —Roch­
ester {N. Y.) Union.

George L abar, whose death, in 
Pennsylvania, at the age of 107 years, 
we reported last week, left 816 descend­
ants. His father, when 95 years old, 
married a woman of 30, who thought 
she would worry him out, perhaps; 
but he proved to be like Joey Bag- 
stock, old and tough, and outlived her, 
dying at the green old age of 111 years.

A Tennessee paper celebrates the 
achievements of the “ best man m the 
county.” In  a single day, last spring, 
she dug six pounds of ginseng, captured 
and killed two rattlesnakes with eleven 
and thirteen rattles, and gave birth to 
twins. But she can’t do it every day. 
Rattlesnakes, not to mention twins, are 
not to be had more than once or twice 
a week.

“ HOSTILE MEETING.”
Am A ffa ir  I I o n * r  B e t w e e n  T w o  C 'h lv a l-  

r o u l  M o b U la n * .

A Mobile telegram to an Atlanta 
paper gives the appended particulars 
of one of those pleasant little pistol 
affairs for which that locality has be­
come famous :

There was a  hostile meeting between 
two well-known gentlemtn of this city 
yesterday noon, a little way from Grand 
Bay, but in the State of Mississippi. 
The gentlemen were Mr. A. H. Tardy, 
the insurance agent, and Dr. Benjamin 
D. Lay, the actuary of the Grangers’ 
Life and Health Insurance Company. 
The origin, as we understand, arose 
from a letter from this city to a  promi­
nent Northern insurance journal, over 
the signature of “ X. Y. Z .,” making 
some comments upon the new company 
with which Dr. Lay is connected. On 
Monday Dr. Lay met Mr. Tardy and 
asked him if he was the author of a 
communication signed “ X. Y. Z .,” in 
the Spectator. Mr. Tardy said he was, 
whereupon Dr. Lay slapped his face. 
A few words passed between them, 
and then Mr. Tardy seni to Dr. Lay a 
written message, demanding satisfac­
tion for the insult, and referring to 
Col. James Williams as authorized to 
make any necessary arrangements. 
The message was answered, granting 
any satisfaction demanded, and refer­
ring to Capt. P. M. Murphy as author­
ized, on the part of Dr. Lay, to ar­
range matters. The result was the 
choice of dueling-pistols, the meeting 
to be out of the State, the distance ten 
paces, and the time Wednesday noon. 
Mr. Tardy and his friends left on Tues­
day night, and repaired to Grand Bay, 
and Dr. Lay and his fnands left on 
Wednesday morning for the sama place.

The parties met, as by agreement, 
and took carriages and drove nntil they 
were over the line and in Mississippi. 
As it was agreed upon fer noon as th* 
time, there was no choice for position. 
The distance was measured off, the 
antagonists placed, and the dread 
question asked, “ Gentlemen, are you 
ready? Fire! one, two, three.” At 
the word one, a sharp report _was heard. 
Tardy’s pistol fell from his hand, he 
clasped his breast convulsively, and 
fell—a corpse. Dr. Lay returned to the 
city immediately, and was met on Gov­
ernment street by a gentleman who, 
not knowing the duel had taken place, 
jokingly asked the doctor whom he was 
going to shoot ? Bursting into tears, 
he exclaimed, “ My God ! don’t ask me 
anything about it. ”

Kentncky Diversion.
Another fatal shooting affray occurred 

in this county yesterday, in which two 
men were killed ana one mortally 
wounded. Cornishville wa# the seat of 
war this time. The following are the 
particulars, so far as can be ascertained 
at present, as related by friends of the 
deceased, who came to town this morn­
ing to telegraph to the police at Louis­
ville, Frankfort and Lebanon to be on 
the alert and proceed to arrest Herring 
on s ig h t:

In the forenoon Isaiah Gabhert and 
a man by the name of Daniels had some 
controversy about a dog. Gabhert 
shot Daniels through the leg. Joe 
Davenport, a constable, caught Gab­
hert and that difficulty ended there.

In the afternoon, Joe Davenport went 
to arrest Gabhert. Upon the approach 
of the constable and his posse, some 
one informed Gabhert, when he, in 
company with a  man by the name of 
Herring, left Gabhert’s house, ap­
proaching the posse. Garland Daven­
port, the brother of the constable, 
caught Gabhert’s pistol, when the con­
stable struck Gabhert with a  large iron 
shovel, almost knocking the top of his 
head off. Herring immediately shot 
the constable through the body, killing 
him instantly. The younger Daven­
port caught Herring, and in the scuffle 
Herring shot him almost in the same 
identical place where his brother, the 
constable, was shot, only on the op­
posite side of his body. Both of the 
Davenports are dead, and Herring fled 
the country. Gabhert is living at home, 
and is thought to be in a  very critical 
condition. Daniels’ wound is only a 
flesh-wound, and is not thought to be 
dangerous.

Much excitement prevails in that vi­
cinity, but no arrests have been made 
as yet.— Uarrodsburg (fQ/.) Corre­
spondence Louisville Courier-Journal.

Mr. Bancroft continues to drive 
his inexorable quill with vigor.

In 
the three days, terminating with Satur- 
dey, the mint has turned out $1,600,000, 
the largest amount of coinage ever run 
m the same period.

Joaquin is a char­
acter m the play ; so is Mrs. Jo ; so are 
many living “ Oregon characters,” of 
note. Climax of Act I . : “ My marriage 
with Joaquin ;” Do. of Act I I . : “ His 
departure, and My self standing on that 
lonely look, watching the receding 
ship !”

A libel  suit m  Lowell involves the 
question of how much publicity is 
given, m the eyes of the law, to matter 
written oil a postal card and sent 
through the mail. The defendant 
wrote a letter to the plaintiff on a pos­
tal card, accusing him of forgery, and 
his defense is that, as the postoffice 
clerks are-^enjomed to secrecy, there 
was no more of a publication than if 
the matter hud been sent m a 3ealed 
letter.

An illustration ©f the -poor-debtor 
laws of Massachusetts is found in the 
imprisonment of a man for debt in one 
of the jaiis near Boston. He placed 
all his pro/erty at the disposal of his 
ei editors, but for some reason was not 
allowed to take the poor debtor’s oath, 
and is now denied almost all communi­
cation with his friends, is forbidden 
tne use of newspapers, and is obliged 
to march daily with the prisoners who 
have committed great crimes.

Angora, generally celebrated for cats, 
is a town of Asiatic Turkey, 215 miles 
from Constantinople. I t  contains the 
rums of ancient Byzanoian architecture 
ancLGreek and Roman relics, and is 
also celebrated for the long-haired 
camel-goat. Just at present Angora is 
n great distress, being upon the point 

of starvation. The Sultan of Turkey, 
a monarch not generally credited - with 
chanty to his subjects, has contributed 
$10^,000 forthe relief of its inhabitants 
— m act which gieatly redounds to his 
ciecir.

A Reformed Prize-Fighter.
The London Times says : “ ‘Bendi- 

go,’ formeilv a well-known prize­
fighter and ‘champion of England,’ de- 
liveied a religions address recently to 
a crowded audience at the London 
Cabmen’s Mission Hall at King’s Cross. 
Mr. John Dupee, the superintendent of 
the mission a former companion of 
Bendigo at Nottingham, conducted the 
services. The reporters state that 
Bendigo, who is now 63 years of age,
‘ stands as stiaight as a dart,’ and his 
address is described as ‘simple, though 
coarse.’ He said he was the youngest 
of twenty-one ehildren, and, his father 
dying when he was 13, he was placed in 
the workhouse. He began fighting 
when he was 16 years of age, and gave 
it up when he was 40. Two years ago, 
after spending his time alternately m 
police cells, the prize ring and the 
public house, he was converted as if by 
a miracle. Ever since he had been the 
happiest man alive, and he should be 
happier still if he could only read the 
Bible for himself.”

T he clerk of a cockney church re­
cently made the following announce­
ment to the congregation: “ You are 
desired to attend t meeting in the 
vestry at 4 o’clock, tt consider on the 
best meansuf ’eating the ohuroh and to 
digest other »atters.”

Another cremation ceremony bas 
been successfully performed in Dres­
den, in the same oven in which the body 
the oLwife of Sir Charles Dilke was 
lately consumed. No clergyman could 
be found to peform the burial cere­
mony, and a m brief and impressive 
speech was delivered by a layman. The 
cremation was perfectly successful, 
with nothing to offend the sense*. The 
impregnable logic of the arguments of 
the cremationists is strengthening the 
movement in favor of thi* mode of dis­
posing of the dead. _____
