MICHIGAN NEWS.

Personal
A Johnstown corxespondent of the Troy 

(N Y.) Ttme^ writes of the new United States 
Senator-elect from Michigan “The election 
of Isaac P Chnstiancj recalls the fact that he 
is a Tulton county man His father once lived 
in Garoga, and was the mv entor of a salve and 
balsam which he peddled for many miles, and 
thus made a scanty living. He had a daughter 
who married Levi Peckham, and the article is 
now know as Peckham s salve and Peckham s 
balsam. The old man was wont to speak of his 
boy out West, who used to send him money oc­
casionally, but be little thought that the boy 
would represent Michigan m the Senate of the 
United States.

Statistical
The following interesting statistics relating 

to the Michigan State Prison have been com­
piled by the Lansing Republican, from the 
official reports of tho institution During the 
past year the numbei of convicts has increased 
from C55 to 703. The daily average for 1874 
was C87, and m 1873, 616. Since 1847 there 
have been committed 4 596, 68 of whom were 
for solitary life, being 2 14 per cent, the first 
thirteen and a half years, and only 1.13 per 
cent for the last thirteen and a half yeais.

During the past year 228 hare been dis­
charged by expiration of sentence, three by 
commutation, five by reversal, seven have died, 
and nine have escaped. Fifty convicts are em­
ployed under contract at $1 per day, fifty at 72>£ 
cents, one hundred and fifty at 65, twenty-five 
at 60, one hundred at 55, and serenty-fiye at 50,

JACK SHEPPARD OUTDONE.
Bill Radifpr*# Extraordinary Escape from 

the Southern Indiana Penitentiary.

For bravery, nerve, and boldness, Bill 
Rudifer, lately confined in the State 
Prison South, at Jeffersonville, is the 

I peer of any man living. His last feat 
l caps the climax of his desperate and bold 
| adventures heretofore, and He stands to- 
1 day before the world as the greatest liv- 
i mg specimen of a successful jad-break- 
| er since the days of Jack Sheppard and 
I “ Sixteen String Jack.”
! At twenty imputes to i  o’elock yester- 
, day morning, the guard m the north cell- 
house peeped through the glass door m 
the mam guard-room and discovered that 
tho mam front door was closed, and all 
looked secure and right, and the two 
guards m that room were lying asleep on 
their beds. He knew that all was not 
right, and immediately gave the alarm. 
The sloepmg guards jumped to their feet; 
they discovered tho open door ; they ran 
out m the hall and found the outer door 
leading to the street also open. They 
rubbed their eyes, looked amazed and 
dumbfounded, and then came the ex­
clamation : “ Budifer is gone1” And 
he had.

An invoatigatioa commenced at once, 
and the mode of Budifer’s escape discov­
ered. At the south side of the new cell- 
house is an iron water-pipe leading up to 
a large tank on the top of the prison wall. 
The pipe goes up a distance of sixty feet, 
and is but four and a half inches m cir­
cumference. It terminates within twenty- 
feet of the tower where'a guard is placed. 
The tower is ten feet above the walls of 
the prison, and on tlie top of the 
to-wer there is a cupola, m which 
is a beacon light. The light is 
made from five large gas burn­
ers, which throw a light sufficient 
to illuminate all of the inside of the 
pnson and also a strong light upon all 
the walls, and can be seen for miles 
around. Budifer, with the glare of the 
light upon him, climbed the small iron 
pipe, sixty feet high, and was safe on the 
pnson wall or the roof of the mam 
building. Within ten feet of the water 
tank, where Budifer climbed up, is a 
trap-door leading down into the mam 
building. Ho crawled to that, lifted it 
up, and descended to the upper floor, 
which is a hall. In the meantime, the 
guard m the tower gave no alarm, and 
was evidently wrapped in this thoughts 
of home and fnends, or else he was 
dreaming the long hours away, or surely 
he would have seen Budifer, who passed 
in the strong light so near him just now, 
pulled up the trap door and disappeared 
down the opening. There is a sky-light 
m the hall from the roof through two 
floors to the lower floor. From the third 
or upper floor, Budifer could peep over 
the railing around the sky light and see 
all that was gomg on in the lower room, 
where the guards were stationed. They, 
as we have said, were asleep, but Bud­
ifer did not know that. He descended 
another flight of stairs, which brought 
him to the second floor. Here, again, he 
could not only see what was transpiring 
below, but lie could hear every word 
uttered by leaning over the railing, peer­
ing and listening. He could hear noth­
ing ; not a sound; for the sentinels 
below were sleepmg.

As he stands there on the steps of the 
prison, the indomitable will, reckless 
danng and bravery of the man are to be 
admired. He has oveicome and sur­
mounted difficulties and dangers in mak­
ing his escape which one man m ten 
thousand would not dare undertake— 
much less to perform. He pauses on the 
steps—perhaps long enough to cast a 
scornful look back mto the room where 
the sleepmg guards are lying, and then 
he is off, leaving the doors wide open

RECONSTRUCTION.
P r e s i d e n t  L i n c o ln ’s P l a n —S p e e c h  o f  F r e d ­

e r i c k  W .  S e w a r d  i n  t h e  N e w  Y o r k  L e g is ­
l a t u r e .

In the New York Assembly, when the 
1 resolutions condemning tlie President 
and Gen. Sheridan for tlie action of the 

i military in the Louisiana affair came up, 
Mr. F. W. Seward spoke in opposition 
to them. We print that portion relating 
to Piesident Lincoln’s policy of recon­
struction as agreed upon at a Cabinet 
meeting on the day of his assassination. 
The Albany Journal pronounces it the 
first public and full account of that most 
interesting historical event. In the ill­
ness of his father, Mr. Seward was him­
self present on that occasion as the repre­
sentative of the State Department, and 
participated m the council. Mi. Seward 
spoke as follows:

Tlie questions about Louisiana are not new 
ones. On th© contrary, they are very old ones 
They arose immediately upon the close of tue 
war. On the morning of the 14th of April 
1865, when Richmond and Petersburg had 
fallen, and Sherman was holding Johnson’s 
army at baj, ei erythmg betokened that peace 
was at hand. President Lincoln called a Cabinet 
meetmg at the Executive Mansion, and invited 
to participate m it tlie victorious General to 
whom Lee surrendered at Appomattox At 
such a meeting, in such a time, there could be 
but one question and that a question of tran­
scendent importance—tlie question of recon­
struction restoration or re-estabhshment of the 
seceded States m then former relations as mem­
bers of the Federal Union The con­
ference was long and earnest, with little divers­
ity of opinion, except as to details. One ot 
the difficulties of the problem was, 
who should be recognized as State au­
thorities. There was a loyal Governor m 
Virginia. There were military Governors in 
some of the other States. But tlie Southern 
Legislatures were, for tho most part avowedlv 
treasonable. Whether the> should be allowed 
to continue until the} committed, some new 
overt act of hostility, whether the Governors 
should be requested to order new elections , 
whether erucli elections should be ordered 
by the general government-all these were 
questions raised. Among many similar 
expressions of the President, in that terse and 
homely mode of speech, the memory of which 
still lingers pleasantly m the hearts of the 
American people, he said “ We cant under­
take to run State governments m all these 
Southern States. Their people must do that, i 
though I reckon at first they may do it badly.” 
The Secretary of War, Mr. Stanton, produced 
some sheets bf paper on winch he had drafted 
the outlines of a plan of reconstruction, em­
bodying the President s views, and, as 1 undei- 
stood, those of most of the other membero of 
the Cabinet. In substance it was, that the 
Treasury Department should take possession of 
the Custom-Houses, and proceed to collect the 
revenues , that the War Department should 
garrison or destroy the forts, take possession of 
arms and munitions and maintain the public 
peace , that the Navy Department should in like 
maimer occupy the narbors take possession of 
navy-yards, ships, and ordnance , that the In­
terior Department should send out its sur­
veyors, land, pension, and Indian Agents, and 
set them at work, that the Postmaster-General 
should reopen his postoffices and establish his 
mad routes , that the Attomey-Geneial should 
look after the re-establishment of the Federal 
Courts, with their Judges, Marshals, and attor­
neys , in short, that the machinery of the United 
States government should be set m motion, and 
its laws should be faithfully executed and vigor­
ously enforced, and that everything like domes­
tic violence oi insurrection should be re­
pressed , but that public authorities and private 
citizens should remain unmolested, it not 
found in actual hostility to the government of 
th© Umon. In a word, it was apian based upon 
the Constitution of the United States. That 
night Abraham Lincoln passed from earth. 
Through the madness of an assassin, the South­
ern people lost a lament judge, a just and gen­
erous iriend.

Lameness in Hogs is caused sometimes 
by the large pores m the back part of the 
leg getting clogged. They are a little 
above the knuckles m tho back part ot 
the legs. Wash the lame leg with soap 
and lukewaa m water, using a stiff brush 
aud rubbing haid till the pores open, 
and when tlie pores are washed open the 
lameness will leave.

I began at last to reflect as to the cause 
of the sheep driving so badly, and it 
occurred to me that the reason was that 
they had filled themselves during the 
night, and wanted to he down and chew 
their cud, uist-aul ot travelmg on a full 
stomach. Accordmgly, when mght came, 
instead of turnmg them into a pasture 
field as heretofore, I put them into a 
nice, clean barnyard, and let them rest 
all night instead of eating. Next morn 
mg when I turned them on the road I 
had to get before them to lestram them.

U o v r  t o  P r e v  o n t  R u s t in g .

Boiled linseed oil will keep polished 
tools from rusting, if it is allowed to dry 
on them. Common sperm oil will prevent 
from rusting for a short period. A coat 
of copal is frequently applied to polished 
tools exposed to the weather. Woolen 
materials are the best for wrappers for 
metals. Iron and steel goods of all de­
scriptions are kept free from rust by tlie 
following : Dissolve half an ounce of 
camphor m one pound of hog’s lard, take 
off the scum and mix as much black lead 
as will give the mixture an iron color. 
Iron and steel; and machinery of all 
kinds, nibbed over with this mixtuie and 
left with it on for twenty-four hours, and 
then rubbed with a linen cloth, will keep 
clean for months.

In such a state the aiticle is nearly 
worthless, the continuity of the surface 
is destroyed, and it will not reflect lines 
with any approach to piecision.

A c o r r e s p o n d e n t  of the London Fa nn­
ers’ Gazette writes that “ a drop of lin­
seed oil put on the ends of peiches m the 
cage of canaries, where the red mites 
sometimes breed by thousands, will m 
stantly kill them, and, if applied oc 
casionally, will keep otlieis away. The}' 
can be easJy kept out ol the nests by 
di edging the box or basket with quick 
lime inside, and then making a nice nest 
with clean moss. ” Another correspond­
ent, “ Fnngilla,” wilting upon the 
same subject, says. “ I paint my cages 
with carbolic acid, pure or mixed with 
water ; to dip tlie edge m a solution is 
simpler. Don’t let the birds enter till 
the cage is dry. Six months hav e 
elapsed since I doctored my cages, and I 
have not seen a nnte since. buds
are allowed to bathe frequently.”

The Japanese Minister’s Wife.
The Washington correspondent of the 

Chicago Tribune writes : “ The Japauese 
Minister has brought with him his wife, 
and intends giving fine entertainments 
here this winter.

M a n u r e  f o r  W h e a t .

The Delaivare State Journal says : 
Wherever organic matter abounds in tlie 
soil a free use of bones and potash will 
speedily lestoie it to its original fertility. 
In sandy soils organic matter m the form 
of peat, jnuck, or leaf mold should be 
combined with the bones and potash. 
The finer the bones are ground the more 
speedy their action. If the bones are 
ground m a raw state, that is, without 
steaming or burning, and ground very 
fine and mixed with three times tlieir 
weight of fine muck or peat, or leaf 
mold, and kept moist for three weeks 
before being used, they will generate 
all the ammonia necessary to the rapid 
growth of wheat or other growing crops, 
without tlie addition of other sub­
stances.

M a n a g e m e n t  o f  F a r m e r s ’ B o o ts .

A Western farmer of many years’ ex­
perience in the proper management of 
thick boots states that before v, earing the 
boots give the bottoms a good coating of 
coal tar and dry it in ; then oil the “ up­
pers” with castor oil, about one table­
spoonful to each boot; then oil them 
once a week with castor oil, when one 
teaspoonful will be sufficient. If tlie 
weather should be lainy, or you are com­
pelled to work m water during tlie day, 
wash your boots clean at night, hold 
them by the fire until quite warm and oil 
them while the leather is quite damp, 
and you will have no trouble about your 
boots getting hard and shrinking so that 
you cannot get them on. If the leather 
should become red give a coat of oidinary 
shoe blacking before oiling. The effect 
of castor oil is to soften tlie leather, 
while it fills the pores and prevents the 
water from entering. I have stood in 
mud and water two or three inches deep 
for ten hours a day for a week, without 
feeling any dampness or having any diffi­
culty m getting my boots on or off Coal

A Blind Man’s Fall.
The Boekville (Ind.) Republican has

German Newspapers.
A Berlin conespondent of the Spnng 

field Republican wntes, “ You would 
mdeed be surprised at the lack of entei- 
pnse m newspaper-making here. The 
National Zeitung, repiesentmg the 
hberal party and considered the best 
paper in the city, is similar in form to 
the New York Nation, though its page 
is a third or more larger. It has fiom 
three to four sheets m the morning 
edition, which appears eveiy day except 
Monday, but m common with all other 
papers, it takes a three-days holiday 
three times in the year—at Christmas,.. 
Easter, and Whitsuntide, respectively. 
There is an evening edition of this paper* 
Sundays excepted, consisting of a sheet 
and a half. The paper is generous m the 
space allotted to advertisements, but 
there is little effort to secure subscribers. 
The rule is that the paper shall be deliv­
ered by the month, and no subscriptions 
are taken from any intermediate date. 
One must pay from the beginning of the 
month, and be furnished with the back 
numbers, or wait until the opening of the 
next. Concerts, new operas, plays, etc., 
are first reported on the second morning 
after their appearance ; and, as the 
evening paper only contains telegiaphic 
dispatches, parliamentary reports, and 
court news, one doesn’t know until Tues­
day whether Niemann was in good voice 
or no on the Saturday befoie. Very 
much on the editorial page is quoted, 
suspected or believed to be so and so, 
very little is asserted. The American 
news is extremely meager, often incor­
rect, and rarely cheerful reading to the 
foreign resident. One pays for all tins 
about tv̂ elve thalers a year ($9.72 cur­
rency ), ifacluding the paper’s delivery at 
your door, which is put down as a sepa­
rate item.”

HoW To M a r e  S a f e s  S a f e . —The 
following hints for the use of safes, 
and of what should be put m them, 
are vouched for by good authority. 
Avoid fancy colored inks, as they are 
more liable to be obliterated by heat 
when the safe is under fire. The 
black inks are better. Lead pencil 
will stand the heat better than either, 
even when the paper is burned black. 
Do not put the most valuable account 
books at the sides of the safe, as the 
heat comming from the outside will 
affect them first. Crowd the books 
from the sides to the center of the 
safe, for the purpose of making them 
tight together, as in this condition 
they w ill stand the heat much longer. 
Wood drawers are preferable to iron 
for cash boxes and for small valuable 
papers, as wood is a non-conductor of 
heat and iron a good conductor. Nev­
er use in a safe a leather wallet as a 

receptacle for valuable aapers, as boil­
ing water, heated 212 degrees, will 
crisp and curl it, convert it into a 
gluey substance and destroy the pa­
pers. When a safe has been under 
fire send for an expert to open it.

Two H u n d r e d  M il l io n  sacks and 
bags are annually used throughout the 
globe. Of this vast number, fully a 
hundred million are manufactured in 
England. Nearly all are made by 
hand. At one of the late industerial 
exeibitions at London, a large reward 
was offered for the invention of a 
machine that would sew sacks with 
an over-stich. Many attempts had 
been made in Europe to devise one, 
but without success. Such a desider­
atum has at length been produced by 
a San Franciscan—Mr. P. H. Gar­
land—after having studied and ex­
perimented on it for over three years 
It works with a spiral needle, and is 
indeed an ingenious contrivance. It 
is said that the establishing a factory 
in that city for the manufactory of 
these machines is talked of. It is es­
timated that 100 men operating 100 
of these machines could annually pro­
duce 400,000 sacks—lacking only 
5000,000 of supplying the entire Pa­
cific coast demand, which equallsjj,- 
000,000 annually.

A C o r r e s p o n d e n t  of the London 
Times describes a very simple little 
contrivance which he recommends 
every skater to carry with him as a 
precaution in case of accident: “ Hav­
ing myself been immersed,” he writes 
“ and knowing, therefore, how ex­
ceedingly difficult it is to get out un­
aided, but what a very slight assis­
tance is sufficient, I can confidently 
venture to assert that many fatal ac­
cidents might be prevented if every 
skater carried in his pockdt a piece of 
stout string or blind cord about four 
yards long, and provided with small 
cross pieces of wood at each end.” 
In the vent of any person falling 
through the ice, his companion, if so 
provided, could lie down on the 
sound ice and throw his piece of cord 
to the man in the water, who might 
manage by its aid to support himself 
until further help arrived.

A  S o m e a ' i ia t  remarkable slander 
suit has just been brought up in the 
Cjmt of Appeals of Kentucky. It 
is one which grew o it of murder of 
Jacob and Betsy, the aged brother and 
sister of “ Old Johi” Harper, the 
ow ierof the race-horse Longfellow, 
while asleep in their beds something 
over a year ago. It was charged by 
Adam Harper, a nephew of the mur­
dered couple, that J. W. Harper, his 
cousin, had intimated h  substance 
that he (Adam) was the murderer, 
and for this he brought suit for slan­
der. The trial created very great 
excitement in Central Kentucky, 
and from the prominence of John Har­
per, the country at large took much 
interest in its progress. The counsel 
for the defendant rather pleaded justi­
fication in his behalf, and finally got 
a judgement for their client. The 
plaintiff was dissatisfied with the re­
sult, and has now taken the case to 
the court of last resort.

S o l d e r in g  W i t  ’our F i r e .—Take 
one ounce of salammoniac and one 
of common salt, an equal quantity of 
calcined tartar, and as mach of bell 
metal, with three ounces of antimony. 
Pound well all together, and sift it. 
Put this into a piece of linen, and en­
close it well all around with fullers’ 
earth about an inch thick. Let it dry; 
then put it between two crucibles 
over a slow fire, to get heat by de­
grees. Push on the fire till the lump 
becomes redshot, and melted alto­
gether; let the whole cool gradually, 
and pound into powder. When you 
want to solder anything, put the two 
pieces v ou want to join on a table, ap­
proaching their extremities, as near 
as you can, to one another; making a 
crust of fuller’s earth, so that holding 
to each piece and passing under the 
joint, it should open on the top; then 
throw some of your powder between 
and over the joint. Have some borax 
which put into hot spirits of wine till 
it is consumed, and with a feather rub 
your powder at the joint; you will see 
it immediately boil. As soon as the 
boiling stops the consolidation is 
made. If there be aiy roughness, 
grind it off on a stone.— E x  ha tge.

■ According to notice previously given, 
the St. Patiick’s Benevolent Society, of 
Negaunee, held a meeting at the Svi 
Hall, Islipeming, on Sunday, Feb. 7th, 
1875.

The President of the Society, Mr Tim 
otliy Donohue, called the meeting to or 
der and briefly stated the object of the 
meeting, as follows.

My friends, since the organization of 
the St Patrick’s Benevolent Society of 
Negaunee, I have carefully watched its 
workings and progress—being its Presi 
dent since its organization—and I am glad 
to be able to state that the society has been 
fortunate in evei y respect since its oigani 
zation. The annual lepoit of the society 
to Nov 1st, 1874, showed an outlay in the 
way of compensation to sick and maimed 
members of upwards of six bundled dol­
lars v hile a balance remains in the hands 
of the treasurer, of available resources, 
amounting to over six hundred dollars. 
This, I claim, is a good record for oui so­
ciety, and casts ciedit not only on the 
management but on every member ox the 
society, foi each of tlieii efforts to main­
tain haimony and good will among all, 
and for the furtherance of the principles 
of our association It was with this ; iewr 
in mind that a month ago the idea was 
foimed of establishing a branch of the 
society here in Ishpennng, and this is our 
object heie to day.

It must not be understood that this 
branch is a separate society, governed by 
its own by laws and its own officers and 
distinct from the St. Patrick’s Benevolent 
Society of Negaunee. No, it is merely 
this and nothing more.

The members of the St. P..B Society 
residing in the vicinity of Islipeming may 
meet on the first Sunday of each month 
where they please, appoint a Chairman 
and Secretary pro tem for th* meeting, 
collect monthly dues and enroll new mem 
bers, and it shall be the duty of said of­
ficers to report to the society at its legular 
monthly meeting at the City Hall, at Ne 
gaunee, a true report of such meetings 
held at Islipeming, and pay over to the 
Treasurer all nioneys received at such 
meeting, giving the names of the mem­
bers who paid such moneys in all cases, 
so that they may be credited for the same 
by the secretary of the society at Negau 
nee, for the society will not recognize the 
claim of any member for compensation 
unless such claim be stiietly in accord­
ance with the by laws of the society. 
Therefore, I would have you to undei 
stand that this holding of meetings at fsh- 
peming is for the puipose df giving the 
members residing at Islipeming an oppor 
tunity to pay their monthly dues and thus 
avoid the inconvenience of going to Ne­
gaunee. As there may be peisons here 
who wish to become members df the so­
ciety, I will read the constitution and by­
laws of the saciety for their benefit, so 
that they can decide for themselues wheth­
er or not they are willing to comply with 
and be goyerned by the same before, be 
coming members. (Constitution and by­
laws read.)

In conclusion, ffiy fiiends, I thank you 
for your godd conduct and attention at 
this meeting, and trust that such will 
characterise all of your futute meetings 
here.

“ The great storm of the season, and 
in fact the only one of much importance 
so far, commenced till Tuesday morning 
about daylight Jtt was a regular north 
easter, and the wind blew furiously a 1 
day, the air being thick with snow Some 
time during the night tlie wind went 
down, and at this writing, 10 A. M 
Wednesday, the storm has about ceased 
We judge that at least a foot of snow has 
fallen, but it is badly drifted. Business 
on Tuesday was almost entirely Stlspend 
ed ”

The MniinetteSaytz of the 6th says.
“ Tuesday ushered in one of the most 

violent snow storms that has visited this 
country for many yeais For two days it 
raged fiercely, arid its effects are now vis 
ible in the huge drifts of snow that block 
up our stieets. It has put a complete em- 
baigo on all railioad travel, no trains 
having been through since Tuesday. There 
is a prospect that one may get in to day 
(Friday) from the south.”

From a La CrcfeSc (Wis ) despatch of 
the 5th we take the fo’lowing

“ The storm, which abated last night, 
opened wph increased vigor this morning, 
and has been snowing and blowing hard 
in this vicinity and thioughout Minnesota 
all day. Trams on the Southern Minne­
sota road lunas fai as Spring Yalley, the 
west end being badly blocked up. In 
Martin and the western pounties of Min­
nesota much suffering is Reported on the 
prairies, but no deaths from freezing have 
been heard of as yet Trains on the Min­
nesota Central have been suspended since 
Wednesday.”

Also the following from Grand Haven, 
this State, dated the 5th

“ The snow storm still continues. It 
abated somewhat tins morning and cleared 
off, but renewed with great violence at 
noon, the barometer falling and the wind 
backing from west to south, accompanied 
bj the heat iest snow known in years 
Tw o ot the delayed trains on the Detroit 
and Milw aukee arrived this morning, but 
there have been ffo trains running on the 
Michigan Lake Shoie since Wednesday 
foieuoon While a delayed tram on the 
Detroit and Milwaukee was approaching 
litre list night, with two engines attached, 
it met with a peculiai accident. Near 
S; ring Lake the foiemost engine bloke’its 
coupling, and, jumping the track, went 
dow-n an embankment thirty feet high. 
But the tiain passed on, and tlie passeng 
ers knew nothing of the accident The 
engineer was injured, hut not fatally.”

Legislative Notes.

On the 2d, Mr. Hulbert presented peti­
tions from citizens of Bellevue, Calumet, 
Detroit, Lansing, and other places pray­
ing for the establishment of industrial 
schools, which’ petitions were referred to 
the committee on education.

Mr. Hollon gave notice that on some 
future day he would ask leave to intro 
dace a bill to pi event the sale or delivery 
of intoxicating liquors, wine or beer, to 
minors, and to diunken persons, and to 
habitul drunkards to piovide a lemedy 
against persons selling liquor to husbanfds 
in certain cases; and to repeal an act en 
titled ‘ ‘ An act to prevent the manufacture 
and sale of spirituous and intoxicating 
drinks as a beverage,” and all acts amen­
datory thereto, as printed on pages 690 to 
page 701, inclusive, of the Compiled Laws 
of 1871, also to repeal the act approved 
March 25, 1867, as printed on page 702 of 
said Compiled Laws, also’ to repeal act 
No. 150,as piinted on pages 201 and 202 of 
the session laws of one thousand efgtt 
hundred and seventy thiee.

House bill No. 114, entitled, A bill to’ 
'ncorporate the village of Red Jacket in 
Calumet township, Houghton county, was 
read a third time and passed, a majority 
of all the members elect voting therefor

House bill No. 114, entitled, A bill to 
provide for laying out and establishing a 
state road in the county of Marquett from 
Champion furnace to the village of Miehi- 
gamme. The bill was read a first and’ 
second time by its title, and referred to the 
committee on bridges.

Mr Hulbert gave notice that on some 
futuie day he would ask leave to intioduoe 
a bill for the more efficient protection of 
miners, laborers, and other employes 
working in the mines and quarries of this 
State fiom personal injuries arising from 
negligence of the owner or agents of such 
mines or quarries.

Among .tarn I 
crucifixion and impalement weie the
most common. Crucifixion prevailed 
among most Eastern nations. The 
Romans reserved it for a low class of 
criminals, and it was inflicted by the 
Jews only under Roman rule. Crosses 
were not usually high, but the convicts’ 
feet were within easy reach from the 
ground. The Roman cross had . a pm 
projecting from the middle to support 
the body and keep the hands from tear 
mg out. The method adopted in eraci 
fixion was for four soldiers to draw the 
convict up with ropes and set him on the 
projecting peg in the center. The arms 
and feet were then bound and nads 
driven through them. Sometimes the 
miserable victims lingered in agony for 
two days.

Impalement was the splitting of the 
body on a pointed stake. This mode 
hngeied m Turkey until recent times. 
The Turks, however, had a variety of 
modes of punishment. “ Braying tiiem 
m a vast mortar used only for that pur­
pose,” was the mode of death specially 
reserved for muftis.

Death by the infliction of die knout 
(now happdy abolished) is thus de­
scribed :

“ This is a k'ud of xthip, consisting of a thong 
of thick leather cut triangularly, nine or ten 
feet long and all inch brood, tapering to the 
point, and fixed to a wooden handle some tso 
feet long The signal is given ; the executioner 
makes some steps forward, with his body bent, 
holding the knout m both hands, while the 
thong drags betxt een his legs. On coming to 
about three or four paces of his victim he raises 
the knout vigorously above Ins head, and in­
stantly bringing it down with rapidity toward 
Ins knees t le tnong flies into the air, whistles 
descends and clasps the body of the sufferer as 
with a ciiclo of iron. * * * The
flesh is not mashed, but pounded crushed , the 
blood rushes fiom all parts, the eufferer be­
comes green and blue. ‘ When,’ says the Mar­
quis de Custme, ‘ a criminal is condemned to 
more than a hundred strokes of the knout, the 
executioner humanely kills him by striking him 
at the third blow on a mortal part.’ But this 
was not alwajs permitted.”

Another most fearful Russian punish­
ment which resulted in death, was by 
rods. In 1841, a fearful example took 
place, the victim being a serf who had 
shot his lord. He was condemned to six 
thousand strokes of rods. Six thousand 
men were ranged in parallel lines, armed 
with small sticks of green wood. The 
condemned was conducted m a cart 
escorted by some men to the place of j 
punishment. His hands were fanned 
bghtly to the months of two muskets 
crossed to the heights of the bayonets 
with which they were armed. In this 
situation the hands rested on the barrel, 
and the points of the bayonets upon the 
breast ot the criminal. Attended by two 
sub-officers, he passed slowly, with offi­
ces holding the bayonets on either side, 
down the line, each soldier deliberately 
striking him as he passed. An eye­
witness says :

“ The execuhon was

At Venice, in the same year, he writes 
“ I  saw a wretch executed who had miu- 
dered his master, for which he had his 
head eliopped off by an axe that slid 
down a frame of timber between the two 
tall columns in St. Mark’s piazza, at the 
sea brink—the executioner striking on 
the axe with a beetle, and so the head 
fell off the block.”

Pepys evidently delighted m execu­
tions. On April 19, 1662, he goes to a 
draper’s corner shop and “ did see Bark- 
stead, Okey, and Corbet, drawn tow aid 
the gallows at Tiburne ; they all looked 
very cheerful. ” In the following June, 
“ about 11 o’clock, having a room got 
ready for us, we all went to the Tower 
Hill, and tlieie saw Sn Hairy Vane 
brought. The scaffold was so ciowded 
that we could not see it done.  ̂ * 11
The most i ©solved man (and Pepjs spoke 
with a very laige expenence) that 
died in that manner * f * De 
sired they would let him die Eke a gen­
tleman and a Christian, and not pressed 
and crowded as he was ” On June 18 
he writes, “ The courage of Sir H. Vane 
at his death is talked ot cxerywheie as a 
miracle.”

In Februaiy, 1662, he accompanies 
Dr Scarborough and some of his friends, 
after dining at Surgeons’Hall, “ to see 
the body of a lusty f ellpw, a seaman, that 
was hanged for robbery. It seems one 
Dillon, of a great family, was, alter 
much endeax or to have saved him, 
hanged with a silken halter tins sessions, 
of his own preparing, not for honor only, 
but it being soft and sleek it do shp close 
and kills, that is strangles pi esently ;

I whereas, a stiff' one do not come so close 
together, and so the paitv may live tlio 
longer. But all the doctors at table con 
elude that theie is no pain at all m hang­
ing, for that it do stop the circulation of 
the blood, and so stops all sense and mo­
tion m an instant.” In January, 1663, 
Pepys is “ up to get a place to see Tur 
ner hanged, and got for a shilling to 

1 stand upon the wheel ot a cart m great 
pain above an hour. At last he was 
flung off the ladder m his cloak.”

In 1668 there is dreadful disappomt- 
i ment. “ Away with Mr. Pierce, the sui- 
geon, toward Tyburn, to see the people 
executed, but came too late, it being done 
two men and a woman hanged.”

An idea was prevalent some 
years ago that hanging alive m chains 
w is once a recognized legal punishment 
m England. But this was not so ; it 
was rather an extraordinary torture sanc­
tioned by usage. The last execution by 
hanging of a nobleman in England was 
that of Lord Eerrers for the murder of 
his stewaid. As he was going to execu­
tion m his landau and six, Mr. Hum- 
pluies, chaplain of the Tower, where 
Loid Ferrers was detained, took occa­
sion to observe that the world would 
naturally be very inqmsitive concerning 
the religion his lordship professed, and 
asked him if he chose to say anything 
upon that subject. To winch his lord- 
ship replied that he did not think lnm- 
selt accountable to the world for his sen­
timents on religion, but that he had 
always beheved in and adored one God, 
the Maker of all things ; that whatever 
his notions were he had never propo- 
gated them, or endeavored to gam any 
persons over to his persuasion , that all 
countries and nations had a form of re­
ligion by which the people were gov­
erned, and that he looked upon whoever 
disturbed them in it as an enemy to 
society ; that he very much blamed my 
Lord Bohngbroke for permitting his 
sentiments on religion to he published to 
the world ; that tha many facts and dis 
putes which hapjjen about religion have 
almost turned morality out of doors. 
He could never believe that faith alone 
could save a man. His own crime, he 
said, was committed wffien he was beside 
himself through vexation.

The Queen turned 
quickly, as though astonished to meet 
with aught like sympathy, and said, 
‘Thank you, su ; thank you ’ H< i 
accent was unchanged, her tone was firm, 
her steps, as she mounted the scaffold, 
as majestic as though she was ascending, 
m the height of her grandeur, the grand 
staucase of Versailles.

The office ot exeeutionei in Pans 
seems to be regarded as far more leputa- 
ble than elsewheie. The Sansons, who 
ceit&mly had many claims to high 
respect, here succeeded M. Hondneli, 
who died about eighteen months ago, 
having discharged the duties of his office 
for no less than fifty-four years During 
tlus penod 139 criminals had passed 
thiough Ins hands. He was once asked 
by a visitor whether he thought the 
separated head continued to hve after it 
had rolled into the basket. He pondered 
a few minutes, as if to collect his memo- 
ly, and then lelated instances which 
went to suppoit an affirmative answer 
Among them he said that on one occasion 
a woman’s head made a faint effbit to 
spit at lnm; and he spoke of violent 
contortions occurring m the muscles of I 
Orsmi’s face. Similar contractions w ere 
observed to occur m Queen Maiy’s face ' 
after decapitation. But, surely, none of i 
these movements can be regarded m any 
other light than as of the natuie of reflex 1 
actions. Tlie stimulus is, no doubt, the 
sudden loss of blood, which lieio, as 
elsewheie, induces convulsions, and we 
altogether repudiate tlie idea that con­
sciousness is preserved even foi a moment 
m the decapitated head. The mere blow 
must stun, and before l ecovery occurs 
the flow of blood from so many large 
vessels must be sufficient to occasion 
perfect unconsciousness. M. Heminch 
appears to have been a man ot some 
cultivation, or, at least, to have had some 
interest m his calling, as he attended 
Velpeau’s lectures m Older to acquire a 
knowledge of the exact position of the 
nceud i ital. He also made various 
improvements m the construction of the 
instrument with which he opeiated.

A remarkable story was told some time 
ago in the Indian papers, of a case of 
recovery after execution. A soldier who 
had deserted and taken to brigandage 
was captured and condemned to death. 
Bemg taken to tlie place ot execution a 
firing party of five performed their pain­
ful duty, and the Sergeant commanding 
them, perceiving that the man was not 
quite dead, gave him point blank the 
coup d( grace. In the belief that this 
w as really.® finishing stroke, tlie body 
w’as handed over to the giave-digger , 
but, as night was approaching, the latter 
postpen xl the task until morning. The 
unfortunate man was not dead, anti the 
cold night air served to revive him. He 
contrived to drag himself to the wall of 
the mclosuie, against which he placed a 
ladder winch happened to be there, got 
over, though bleeding all the time, and 
with his arm broken by bullets, and de­
livered himself up as prisoner at the 
nearest guard-house.

In the llai leian Miscellany there is a 
cunous “ true ielation of the bloody ex­
ecution lately performed by the com­
mandment of the Emperor’s Majesty 
upon the poisons of some chief statesmen 
and others m Prague, 11 June, 1621.”

“ Nearlj all the condemned were men of high 
degree. First of all came the Earl of Schliek ,
‘he stretched forth lus neck, holding up his 
head, which the executioner sti uck off with great 
dexterity and nimbleness ’ An unfortunate Dr.
Jessenms underwent an unexceptionally dread­
ful punishment. Corning to tlie scaffold last 
of all, the executioner took Inin presently and 
tied his hands upon hia back, and then, aittmg 
down upon Ins knees a black cloth bemg laid 
open under him, he still calling upon the name 
of God when the executioner, with a little pair 
pmceis, pulled out his tongue and cut it off with 
a knife , and tnereupon piesently after he 
cut off his head with his sword.’ These execu­
tions (there were twenty-four) were performed 
by the executioneer of Prague with four swords.”

Decapitation by the ax flourished 
especially in tlie seventh century, and m 
France was mostly m vogue under Riche­
lieu. But hangnig was the punishment 
for inferior crimes up to the appearance 
of tlie ̂  guillotine. The most notable 
decapitations m England may be said to 
have taken place undei the Stuarts.

Raleigh behaved with extraoidmary 
coolness and dignity on the scaffold. He 
asked for the ax, aiid when there was a 
delay in producing it, added, “ I prithee 
let me see i t ; dost thou think that I am 
afiaid of it.” He passed the edge lightly 
over his fingei, and smiling, observed to 
the Shenff, “ this a sharp medicine, but 
a sound cure for all diseases,” or woids 
o that effect.

No record ol so dreadful a beheading 
has come down as that of his Grace the 
Duke of Monmouth, m 1685. The Duke 
gave the executioner a handsome fee, 
with reiterated mjanctions to dispatch 
him at once, but the man—the renowned 
Jack Ketch—had on this occasion quite 
lost Ins nerve, and only sex ered the head 
alter repeated hacking.

It w'as not until the time of Charles 
II. that Temple Bar xvas selected for the 
ghastly exhibition of dead bodies and 
quarters. Sir Thomas Aimstrong’s re­
mains aie stated to have been the first 
exhibited there, in January, 1684,. Hor­
ace Walpole says that m August, 1746, 
he passed under the new li©ads— or the 
old ones remained theie for years—at 
Temple Bar, where the people made a 
trade of letting spy glasses at a penny a 
look.

In the seventeenth century an execu­
tion would seem to have been quite a 
popular sight, exen xvitli very humane 
persons. Exeljn took an mteiest m 
them.

“ At executions,” (at Rome) he xmtes, 
in 1645, “ I saw one, a gentleman, hanged 
m his cloak and hat, for murder. They 
struck Hie malefactor xvith a club that 
first stunned him, and then cut his throat.
At Naples they use a frame like ours at 
Halifax,” to which we shall subsequent­
ly allude.

The Proper Clothing for Winter.
The London Sanitary Record of Dec. 

26 has tlie folloxvmg • ‘ ‘ The extreme and
contmued seventy of the weather has 
called public attention to the best means 
of combating tbe fatal influence exercised 
by the loxvness ol the temperature on the 
vital powers of tlie young, the feeble, and 
the aged. Many suggestions have been 
made for tlie purpose of keeping up the 
amount of vital heat necessary to counter­
act the depressing action of the extreme 
cold, of which none excel, if they equal, 
the Sensible advice contained in Mr. 
Rawhnson’s letteis, lately published m 
the Times. In these communications he 
advocates the employment of warm cloth­
ing, so as to economize the vital heat 
generated m the body, and to prevent its 
radiation. He points out the inutility of 
warming rooms to an excessive degiee, 
and at the same time wearing thin cloth­
ing, since vital heat is generated m the 
body itself, not absorbed from the out­
side. It therefore becomes a question 
what material is best adapted to retain 
the heat, and to prevent its radiation to 
the outer air. Experiments conducted 
by Dr. Kneger tend to show that flannel 
and woolen materials answei this purpose 
more fully than any other manufactured 
materials. The same senes of exjien- 
ments also demonstrate that loose-fitting 
garments tend to keep us much warmer 
than tight-fitting ones. The reason of 
tins is that our clothing not only rendeis 
the air still around us, but it also regu­
lates its temperature by the beat that 
leaves our bodies. We heat our gar­
ments, and they continually heat the air 
passmg through tlie meshes and pores of 
the skin. We do not feel the loss of heat 
which our clothing undergoes as we 
should if the air xvere to stnke our sur 
face xvithout having been prexnously pre­
pared by our dress; the differences of 
temperature balance themselves within 
the material we are clothed m, and of

It appears that the little incident of the 
presentation of flowers to Tilton, the 
other day, has deteimmed the Beecher 
party to liax'e no more banquets m court, 
and thus all that prittv nonsense is 
played out, to the gieat relief, of tlie 
audience.

THE LETTER OF CONTRITION.
Beecher’s famous “ letter of contri­

tion ” was produced m court the other 
day, and the great pieachei’s counsel at 
once began to attack the authenticity of 
the document. The lettei was read by 
Mr. Shearman, who, on finishing tlie re­
cital, said that the woid “ can’t ” had 
been amended by the letter “ t ” being 
stricken out, and tlie words “ for my­
self” inserted after tlie word “ plead­
ed ;” and Mi.

Take Care of the Feathers.
“ According to statistics very carefully I 

compiled,” says a xvnter m La Nature, i 
“ we throw away yearly a quantity of 1 
chicken feathers the intrinsic x-alue of j 
which is equal to the money xve pay out 
for cotton.” A startling statement, but 
the author considers it true, and he pro­
ceeds to explain how the featheis are 
prepared to render them valuable. The 
operation is to cut the plume portion of 
the feathers from the stem by means of 
ordinary hand scissors. The former are 
placed in a bag, xvhich, when full, is 
closed and subjected to a thorough 
kneading xvith the hands. At the end of 
five minutes the feathers, it is stated, be­
come disaggregated and felted together, 
forming a doxvn perfectly homogeneous 
and of great lightness. It is even lighter 
than natural eider down, because the 
latter contains the nbs of the feathers, 
which give extra weight. The material 
thus prepared is worth and readily sells 
in Pans for two dollars ai pound. About 
one and one sixth Troy ounces of this 
doxvn can be obtained fiom feathers of an 
ordinary pullet, and tins on the above 
valuation, is worth about twenty cents. 
It is suggested that, thiough the winter, 
children might collect all the feathers 
about a faim, and cut the nbs out as we 
have stated. By the spnng time a Large 
quantity of doxvn would be prepared, 
which could be disposed of to upholster­
ers, or employed for domestic uses. 
Good feathers may be treated m a similar 
manner, and thus two-thirds ot the pro­
duct of the bud utilized, instead of only 
about one-fifth, as is at present the case.
