\ Missouri Bandits,
! [K earney (Mo ) Cor Chicago T ribune ]

By popular verdict, the history of the 
James boys would be the criminal histo­
ry of the Southwest suice the war. 
There has been scarcely a robbery pf 
any magnitude for eight years with 
which then- names have not been con­
nected.

In March, 1868, the Logan County 
Bank, at Russellville, Ky., was seized and 
robbed during business hours, and the 
robbers rode away on fleet horses with 
their booty, and escaped into Missouri. 
To this day the Kentucky officials are 
willing to swear that the leaders of the 
marauding band were Frank and Jesse 
James.

In December, 1869, came the robbery 
of the Gallatin Bank m Daviess county, 
Mo., and the kilhDg of John W. Sheets, 
the eashier.

Following right upon this was the rob­
bery of the cashier of the Kansas City fair 
grounds m his office—the deed done in 
sight of 29,000 people.

The bank of Cory don, Iowa, was plun­
dered m June, 1871. A resolute posse 
trailed the robbers as far as Daviess coun­
ty, Mo., overtook them, fought, and were 
repulsed.

In April, 1872, the bank at Columbia, 
Ky., was visited the same way, and the 
preying band were tracked to the borders 
of Missouri and lost.

The contents of the bank at Ste. Gene- 
tieve, Mo , went in May, 1873. _ Since 
then have come, m startling succession, 
the tram robberies of Towa, Gadshill, 
and, lastly, of Muneie. There is nothing 
m the criminal history of the country 
to equal this recofd of bold plunder­
ing.

These are only the greater crimes 
charged upon these boys. There are 
scores of lesser charges which popular 
opinion has filed against them. For 
these past eight years more romanoe and 
more terrorism has attached to the names 
of the James boys than to all other des­
peradoes of this half-tamed Southwest 
put together.

There is the same handiwork evident 
m all these robberies. The party rarely 
numbered more than five, and the well 
laid plans have been always earned out 
without a hitch. It in impossible not to 
admire the superb daring and reckless­
ness of these men. They face death with 
the nonchalance taught by a life’s famil­
iarity with it.

The James boys, while never, denying 
their terrible recoid during the war, 
have steadily repudiated these charges of 
bank and tram robberies. Each succes­
sive Governor of Missouri outlaws them 
and sets a price on their heads, to which 
they regularly retort with an offer to give 
themselves up and face the decisions 
of the courts if pledged fair treatment.

The father of Jesse and Frank was the 
Rev. Thomas James, a Baptist preacher, 
who attained considerable eminence m 
the State.

Clay county ~was part of the debatable 
ground m the early troubles of the Jay- 
hawkers and the Border Ruffians, as they 
were opprobnously termed by their ene­
mies on either side. At the outset of the 
conflict Frank James joined Quantrell. 
Jesse, only 16 years of age, remained on 
the farm. One day a company of militia 
came to the place and hung Dr. Samuels 
to a tree three or four tunes, and left him 
for dead. Jesse was taken from the 
plow and led about with a rope around 
his neck, beaten with the flats of sabers, 
and warned that the punishment would 
he worse if the family continued to har­
bor bushwhackers. Mrs. Samuels and 
her daughter were taken to St. Joseph, 
and for some weeks held in custody. 
Jesse James joined his brother under 
Quantrell, and from that day to the end 
of the war the boys were m every mas­
sacre and terrible encounter in the guer­
rilla warfare up and down the Missouri, 
Kansas and ‘Arkansas border. They 
served under those most noted despera­
does, Quantrell, Todd, Anderson and 
Taylor, out of whom the only one now 
living is Taylor, and he is a'cripple, with 
one arm shot away, a shattered right 
lung, and a terrible scar on his thigh.

The James boys were prominent in 
the sack of Lawrence, and afterward it 
was a party of twenty seven men under 
their leadership who fell upon a detach­
ment of Jennison’s famous 15th Kansas 
cavalry on Cabin Creek, m the Cherokee 
Nation, and slaughtered twenty-nine out 
of the thirty-two. With his own hand 
in this meeting, Jesse James killed Capt. 
Goss, and also tho Rev. U. P. Gardner, 
of the 13th Kansas.

They were with Bill Anderson at Cen- 
traha, Mo., when a tram of soldiers, 
some armed and some helpless, was 
stopped. A few shots were fired, and 
then the Union soldiers surrendered, only 
to be taken from the cars and shot down 
until not a man was left. Then the town 
was sacked. The tram was set on fire, 
the engine turned loose with a full head 
of steam, and sent plunging away at a 
fearful rate of speed toward Sturgeon. 
When the place had been laid waste, An­
derson and his men retreated to the 
brush.

From Pans, in Monroe county, a de­
tachment of Federal cavalry 300 strong, 
under Maj. Johnson, came down to 
avenge the outrage. Anderson’s men 
lured the troopers into their trap, and 
swooped down on them. Out of the 300, 
barely twenty got back to tell of the 
massacre. There were no pnsoners 
taken. Jesse James killed Maj. Johnson 
and seven others. Frank James killed 
as many more. The blood that rests on 
these two men’s heads is something so 
temble that their old companions m 
arms shudder when they tell of them.

The war record of these men would 
fill books, but this is enough to show the | 
character of their lives. i

LIVELY SCENE IN CONGRESS.

Some other words 
were exchanged, when a member ran to 
Butler and told him what McLean had 
said. Butler then bounded out m fiont 
of the Speaker’s desk, and i oared at 
McLean that tho time had long gone by 
when such ruffianly, unparliamentary, 
and imgentlomanly language could 
frighten anybody. There was now one 
of those lively scenes that occasionally 
occur upon the floor of tho House. Con­
fusion reigned supreme for a moment, 
while Blame pounded aw-ay vigorously 
with his gavel. As soon as order was 
partially restored, Mr. Blame condemned 
McLean’s language as grossly unparlia­
mentary.

McLean said he had understood Butler 
as calling the people of the South mui- 
derers, banditti, and horse-thieves.

Butler denied this, and then, to save 
any more recrimination, the House 
waited fifteen minutes for the short-hand 
reporter to tianscnbe Butler’s words, as | 
taken down.

He gave | 
the name of Thomas Allen, aged 24, and 
said he was a native of Ireland; also, j 
that he had Been working on the railroad I 
m San Mateo county, and had come to 
town yesterday. He repeatedly declared 
that he had only drank three glasses of 
ale, and had gone to bed sober ; also, 
that after a short sleep the attacks on 
him began, and had been continued all!

All the English min- 
isters who have been engaged with them, 
and many Americans, including Talmage, 
have been invited to jomthem in revival- 
izing London ; and the grand scheme 
is to begin some time in March and con­
tinue till July. When London has been 
thus stirred np throughout, Moody and 
Sankey axe coining home to Chicago. 
An account of one of their meetmgs 
shows that there is not a httle of the 
theatrical about their management, and 
indeed about Mr. Moody’s preaching, 
which is full of dramatic power.

Profits in  G iape Culture.

We are often asked the question as to 
whether grapes will pay. Good varie­
ties certainly will. If a man is prepared 
to lay out of the use of his land for three 
years, at the end of that time the money 
will begin to come in. There is not a 
great deal of labor or expense attending 
the planting of a vineyard, and in this 
part of the State no irrigation is needed, 
as in the lower counties. New wine sells 
at from 40 to 50 cents per gallon. The 
mountain sides, so far as tested, produce 
the very best fruit. A large cluster on 
the table where I wmte grew on the range 
m sight near Calistoga, and sold for a 
cent a pound. If hung on the plate 
glass window of some Eastern city this 
cluster would attract a crowd on the side­
walk. Theie are numerous places where 
the crop may be sold. Land for vine­
yards can be purchased m the hills at 
reasonable rates, say from five to fifteen 
dollars an acre, depending upon the lo­
cation.—Saci amenta Valley Agricidt- 
unst.

Average W heat Crops o f England.

Mr. Thos. C. Scott, King’s Arms 
Yard, Moorgate street, London, writes 
as follows to the leading journal : We 
have now sufficient data to enable us to 
come to a safe conclusion as to whether 
or not the wheat crop of this year is un­
der or over an average crop ? In regard 
to wheat, thirty bushels an acre is the 
rate usually adopted ; but it is only an 
assumption, based upon individual ob­
servation and experience over very lim­
ited areas. To arrive at a sounder solu­
tion of the question, I have taken tho 
areas under wheat in each county m En­
gland, multiplied them by the generally ' 
admitted normal rate of produce of each 
county respectively, and the aggregate 
number of bushels thus obtained, di­
vided by the number of acres to which 
they apply, gives the nearest approach 
our present data admit of to a satisfac­
tory answer to the question, “ What is 
an average crop ? ” and, thus tested, it 
"turns out to be 29.1 bushels an acre.

Seeing if the House Is on Eire.
It is a very easy matter, says the Buf­

falo Commercial Advertiser, for some 
one member of a family to make it a rule 
to examine carefully, after the others 
have retired, every place where there is a 
possibility that fire could be ignited, with 
danger to the house. Eive minutes given 
to the examination of furnaces, stoves, 
fire-places, and their surroundings, might 
be all that was necessary to prevent a 
serious and dreadful conflagration. And 
the Advertiser instances the case of a 
housekeeper, who lias been a faithful 
family servant for thirty-five years—a 
long time m these days of “ hired help.” 
This conscientious woman made it a mat­
ter, one might almost say, of religion, to 
go every night after the famdy had re­
tired, without a light, from garret to cel­
lar, to see if every chance of accident 
from fire was removed. One evening, 
after the departure of some guests and 
retiring of .the family, on her usual 
romids she found the hat-stand in a 
blaze. Calling the master of the house, 
with his assistance, but with no little 
trouble, the flames were put out. It 
seems that the umbrellas in the rack had 
been ignited by a spark from a cigar held 
by one of tbe visitors as he took his hat 
from the stand. Needless to say that the 
housekeeper, after recovering from her 
fright, was more than ever convinced 
that it did pay “ to sea if the house is on 
fire.”

Clorer Hay for H orses.

The New York Herald says : “ Many 
farmers are strenuously opposed to red 
clover as feed for horses of any kind, as 
they contend the poisonous dust which 
nses from the dead stalks and dry leaves 
frequently causes the heaves. For many 
years we have kept horses exclusively on 
clover hay throughout our long winters, 
and if the clovei was cut when about one- 
half the blossoms had turned brown, and 
the hay mostly cured in the cock m good 
weather, so as to retain most of its leaves 
and heads, and green appearance, we 
have never known it to produce cough or 
heaves. We know of no reason why it 
should produce a cough m horses, any 
more than red top or herds grass. Glover, 
when cut early for hay, as it generally 
should be, from succulence, if not well 
dried before bemg earned to the bam 
m large quantities, is very liable to heat 
m the mow or Qn the scaffold ; this proc­
ess produces some injunous chemical 
changes m the hay. The starch, sugar, 
gum, etc., first assume tho vinous fer­
mentation, produemg a saccharine qual­
ity m the hay. If the change here be 
arrested no bad results would follow, the 
nutntive and healthy quality of the hay 
would not be lessened—but generally the 
vinous runs mto the acetous fermenta­
tion—this is followed by sourness, moldi­
ness, and dust. Such musty hay, fed to 
horses, made from clover or any other 
kind of grasses, would be very likely to 
produce a stubborn cough, frequently 
ending m the heaves. It is no wonder 
that some farmers have a prejudice 
agamst clover hay.”

The Piesident has tendered the 
Austrian mission to the Hon. God- 
love S. Orth, member of Congress at 
large from Indiana and^present Chair­
man of the Committee "on Foreign 
Affairs. His name will be sent to the 
Senate after the 4th of March, and 
he will leave for his new duties as 
soon thereafter as possible.

A Montreal dispatch says: Owing 
to the accumulation of ice at the rap 
ids the water has risen about two feet 
over the locks of the Beauharnois 
canal, flooding  ̂several houses and 
compelling the inmates to leave. 
The island of Aux Chevaux is com­
pletely submerged. Meanwhile the 
mills and factories at valley Field are 
stopped for want of water.

Gieat excitement has been caused 
at Orrville, O., by the discovery this 
morning of the corpse of an unknown 
woman in an empty grave from which 
the corpse of Mrs. Miller has been re­
moved in December, 1874, and the 
grave left open. The corpse must 
have been iit this position five or six 
weeks. All the circumstances point 
to a brutal murder.

With extraordinary strides the com­
merce of France is passing beyond 
any era in its history. The exports 
and imports of 1874 amounted to 
over $1,500,000,000, exceeding any 
former year, and showing an increase 
over 1872 of $50,000,000, and over 
1868, when the empire flourished 
mcst, of nearily $280,600,000.

When men get to be 70, 80 and so 
on ‘owtrds 100 years of age, they 
ought to follow Richelieu’s advice, 
and ‘-throw away ambition,” bat af­
ter looking at the vigorous efforts of 
such old chaps as Andy Johnson, 
Comodore Vanderbilt, Simon Came­
ron, I'hurlow Weed and other doughty 
representatives of the former genera- 
t.on, who have lived beyond their 
time, we sit down and marvel at the 
capabilities of human nature.

T he last chapter in the unfortunate 
Virginius affair is being finished, in 
the instruction given Minister Cush­
ing by the Government, authorizing 
him to accept the $84,000 offered by 
Spain as indemnity to the families of 
the men murdered in Cuba. Tne 
settlement as now agreed upon is evi­
dently a bargain for Spain, but, small 
as the indemnity is for the lives of 
seve.i'Score of American citizens, the 
nation may be glad the matter is dis­
posed of without the shedding of 
more blood.

Now that the precious metals have 
been discovered at Neuburyport, 
many recotds of former mining oper­
ations are brought to light, the latest 
being 111 regard to a m ne at Diacut 
where iron and gold were found by 
English miners, though in what quan­
tities is not recorded. In 1743, Tim­
othy Parker conveyed to Col. Joseph 
Varnum of Dracut “one-half of the 
gold, s.lver, lead and copper ore on 
his farm in Methuen, lying next to 
the Dracut line, in consideration of 
Ins having shown the grantor a rich 
and valuable nunc on said farm.”

Why all this talk about women not 
being permitted to occupy men’s 
places, when, we warrant, that, tak­
ing the country through, there aie 
more fires built these cold mornings 
by women than by men.

John Morrissey having opened a 
fashionable gambling hell at Jackson­
ville, Fla,, the local paper closes its 
eulogy with the remark that “such 
men jfive tone and vigor to the local­
ity m which they reside.”

T e  Minnesota Legislature has at 
last succeeded in electing a United 
States Senatoi as the successor of Mr. 
Ramsey. Hon J. R. McMillan the 
present Chief Justice of the State Su­
preme Court, is the successful man. 
He is a Republican.

A dispatch from Salt Lake, Utah, 
yesterday, says: “The local rates of 
freight eastward by the Union Pa­
cific Railroad are such that parties 
here have been shipping freight to 
San Francisco, where, meeting com­
petitive rates, it is again shipped by 
rail to New York or Boston.”

Much depends upon the way in 
which tilings are stated. For ex­
ample, in one "of our Western ex­
changes an account of a steamer ac­
cident is given, in which the reporter 
says: “The only passengers were T. 
B JNathan.who owned three-fourths of 
the cargo and the captains’ wife.”

A Western incident is thus deicate- 
ly touched by the Milwaukee News 
“Ned Voseused to travel around Col­
orado with a preforming bear, but a 
great change came one day last week 
and now the bear travels around alone 
thinking over old times, and occas­
ionally leaning up against a tree as a 
pang shoots through his bowels. Ned 
is inside that bear.”

In Holly Springs, Miss , as is the 
custom in most country places, horse 
racing takes place over a level piece 
of the public road. Lately, in a con­
test that had called together hund­
reds of spectators on Sunday, half the 
distance had been run when a tree at 
the roadside was blown over by the 
wind. A branch struck one of the 
riders, killing him instantly. This 
gave a village preacher an opportunity 
which he did not throw away in his 
next sermon.

T he P ittsburgh P uddlers in Sore 
Straits.—The back of the puddlers’ 
strike is broken. The funds have 
given out in the union, and the men 
have commenced quarreling among 
themselves. The Poor Board and 
relief societies jefuse to give to the 
puddlers’ families on account of the 
men being idle voluntarily. All the 
mills in this vicinity but one are run­
ning, and that is Lewis, Oliver & 
Philips’.

T hese are gloomy days for Spain, 
if reports be true. Upon the heels 
of the rumored defeat of the Alph- 
onsists by the Carlists in battle, fol­
lows the report of the defeat of the 
Government troops in Cuba by the 
insurgents. The engagement of the 
latter is announced to have occurred 
near Manalas between a Spanish col­
umn of 365 men and 400 insurgents 
under the leadership of Gonzaluese, 
the Spaniards being repulsed after 
d-sperate fighting, with a loss of 
over one-third of the column.

The exportation of alcohol from the 
United Stales to Europe, which am­
ounted to about 42,000 barrels in the 
year 1873, has now dwindled down 
almost to nothing and the domestic 
tiade is correspondingly depressed, 
as a consequence of an inadequate 
demand to meet the increased produc­
tion. The distillers attribute this 
change in the condition of things to 
a comparatively recent construction 
of the law under which alcohol had 
pieviously been exported.

The poor brutes have suffered worse 
than mankind during the severely 
cold weather. The Rochester Demo­
crat says it will cost the New York 
Centeral Railroad $50,000 to pay for 
the forty car-loads of cattle frozen 
and injured by the cold near that city 
one night last week, and that sim­
ilar cases of the wholesale freezing of 
cattle to death also occurred on the 
Erie road near Hornellsville. The 
Democ/at calls upon Mr. Bergh to in­
vestigate these cases and punish th i 
inhuman culprits responsible for this 
terrible suffering.

except the address, 1 cent for every two 
ounces or fraction thereof, piovided the 
package is so wrapped as to allow exami­
nation of contents without tearing wrapper 
If such package or paicel of meichan 
dise, subject to only 1 cent per two ounces 
have any writing inc'osed, aside from the 
address, or if it be so wiapped, sealed or 
tied as to prevent examination of contents 
by the postmaster lecctnng it, he is 
obliged to charge letter rates of postage 
on the whole package, viz 3 cents for ev­
ery half ounce. Everything mailable, 
then, which is written or contains writing 
goes at letter rates, also eveiy sealed pack­
age, no matter what its contents. All ai 
tides containing no Writing, and so 
wrapped, or to show there is no wilting 
in the package, go at punted rates. Mat­
ter subject to letter rates of postage hav­
ing one 3 cent stamp affixed w ill be aent 
forward even if more postage is due, and 
the receiver will be chaiged with the de­
ficient postage. Newspapers and otliei 
articles going at printed rates must be 
fully prepaid when mailed, otherwise 
they will be consideied unmail- 
able Also letters not stamped with 
one rate (3c ) of postage will be held and 
sent, after one week, to tke dead lettei of­
fice Postage to Canada oa letters and 
newspapers is now the same as on those 
going to any parts of the United States

• Tiie I ro n  C u r r e n c y  A g a in .—Consid 
ei able speculation w as caused hi this sec­
tion last week by the action of the Reve­
nue Department in proposing to collect a 
cei tain per cent, from the companies and 
banks for issuing and handling the iron 
cuirency. The rate assessed upon the 
banks is 10 per centum for the past 15 
months, while the rate assessed upon the 
companies for the conesponding period is 
one per cent. Collector Finney, of Mar­
quette, has alieady served notices upon 
the several corporations demanding im­
mediate payment under the provisions of 
the Revenue law. In the cases of the 
pnyate banks, the amounts are seemingly 
exhorbitant, and will, if payment is en 
forced, distress mast of them, while in 
the case of the Iron Companies the bur­
then is comparatively liglit -̂tlie Cliffs 
probably having circulated these drafts 
most extensively is only taxed about $1,- 
300, while the amounts assessed upon th* 
other companies ranges below, in some in 
stance* not more than $100. IV hat the 
ultematum of the mattei will be remains 
to be seen, we undei stand however, that 
most of the parties interested will resist 
payment until the last.

Touching upon this subject Hon. J. A. 
Hubbell introduced a bill in Congress 
several days ago to amend section 110 of 
the act of July 13th, 1863, imposing tax 
upon the circulation of other than Na­
tional Banks.

Before the defeat of Senator Chandlei 
lie was persistent in demanding a repeal 
of the law imposing the fax, btft since 
that time We understand has used his in­
fluence in- favor of making immediate 
collection; attributing the loss of his seat 
in the United States Senate to the Upper 
Peninsula delegation in the State Legisla­
ture, now apparently seeks levenge

.  F i r e .—On iliuisda  ̂mgnt ol last week 
between the hours of 10 and 11 o’clock, 
the residence of Mr Geo C. Sheldon, coi- 
nei of Gold street and State Road, was 
discovered to be ou fire, the flame* already 
issuing from the kitchen attached to the 
main building As the family weie about 
to retire and the extreme cold of the night 
had driven people in doois some consider 
able delay was experienced in spreading 
tiie alarm and calling together a crowd. 
By the time assistance arrived all hopes of 
saving the building were abandoned and 
efforts made to save the furnituie which 
was generally of a heavy elegant character. 
The lire seems to have Originated from a 
defect in the kitchen chimney neai the 
roof and communicated immediately 
through the third story of the building 
with such rapidity that nothing on the 
floor was saved On the second floor the 
lighter poition of the furniture was saved, 
but most of the carpets, a fine piano, a 
book ease Containing a fine library and 
several articles of marble finished furni­
ture were destroyed. A considerable por­
tion of the furniture on the ground floor 
was likewise saved, though of trifling val­
ue compared to that destioyed. Mr. J. 
Voelker and wife occupied rooms on the 
third floor, but were absent on the night 
of the fire, and as a consequence lost ev­
erything, valued at about $2,500, upon 
which there was no insurance. Their loss 
consisted mainly of clothing and jewelry

The loss of Mr Sheldon is estimated 
from $8,000 to $9,090, upon which there 
was an insurance of $6,500—$3,500 upon 
the house and the balance upon the fui 
niture placed as follows-

Continental, New York, $2,000.
Allamannia, Pittsburgh, $3,500.
A billiard table belonging to Mr. J. P. 

Pendill, fiom whom the premises were 
but recently purchased, was destioyed.

This is the second heavj loss Mr. Shel 
don has sustained by the within a short 
time.

- F ire No. 2 —On Sunday afternoon a 
building belonging to the Chicago and 
Northwestern Rai load Company, situated 
near the Pioneer Furnace and occupied 
for the puipose of a round-house, was 
discovered to be on tire. The alarm was 
given by the furnace whistle and the wa­
ter apparatus of the furnace Immediately 
applied, but tiie file haring caught in an 
upper loom bj the disjointing of a stove 
pipe passing through it, the flames had 
already made such progress as to render 
all efiorts to save the building unavailing 
The steamer was soon upon the ground 
but the inaccessible supply of water pre­
vented her service to any extent, the build­
ing at thi* time being completely envel­
oped in flames, and portions of the roof 
already falling in. Efforts were then di­
rected to saving the furnace which at this 
time seemed in| iiaiaiaeal danger, as] a 
slight breeze wafted the sparks and burn­
ing particles in that direction. Fortuna­
tely, however, the wind died away at a 
time when the heat was most intense, and 
little difficu'ty was experienced iu pre 
renting a spiead of the fire. At the time 
the fire broke out there were two locomo 
tives in the building which were success­
fully removed, as was most of the other 
propel ty, consisting mainly of black 
smithing tools The loss to the company 
is estimated at about $3,000.

‘ B u i  M e e t in g .—The meeting of the 
Bar Association at Maiquette on Thursday 
last was a pleasant and successful oeca 
sion, both in a soc’al and business view.

After the reading of letters from gentle 
men unable to attend, a committee was 
insti ucted to l eport a resolution expres- 
siieof the Sentiment of the bar with ref­
erence to the establishment of a United 
States Court on the Upper Peninsula.

A committee was also appointed to pr* 
paie resolutions on the question of select 
mg an Upper Peninsula candidate for the 
Supieme Couit After some discussion 
as to the ways and means of procuring 
representation on the Supreme bench, the 
n>*e4ijig'ttd journed to the Gozzen’* House 
where a grand banquet had been prepared 
everything pertaining thereto being gotten 
up in the most elaborate style, after which 
the committee appointed to draft resolu­
tions on the repiesentatian of the Upper 
Peninsula on the supreme bench, reported 
the following which were unanimously 
adopted.

W h e r e a s , The just claims o f  the Up­
per Peninsula have heretofoie been too 
much ignored by the people of the Lower 
Peninsula, as to measures relating to our 
national interests, and

W h e r e a s , It appears to us that the 
principal question with the people of the 
Lower Peninsula, whenever *4e have pre 
sented a claim, has been how little they 
could do for us, and.

W h e r e  as, W e have never been repre­
sented in the judical and executive blan­
ches of our state government, and,

W h e r e a s , W e conside i i t  o u r  d u ty  
lie n c e fo rw a id  to in s is t th a t w e be  la u ly  
ti eated  a n d  allow ed p ro p e r  re p re s e n ta tio n , 
th e ie fo re ,

Mesolved, That now, as one of our re­
quests, respectfully but fiimly made, we 
ask that the Upper Peninsula be allowed 
representation upon the bench of the ea 
preme court of this state.

Resolved, That it is the opinion of this 
meeting that the people of the Upper 
Peninsula cordially unite in supporting 
any Upper Peninsula candidate for the 
supreme bench, by whichever party nomi­
nated, and we pledge our individual in­
fluence in favor of such candidate, and 
firmly believe our people will, almost to a 
man, unite with us

The committee appointed to prepare re­
port on the establishment of a Federal 
couit in this section of Michigan, report 
ed the following.

W h e r ja s , The Upper Peninsula o f  
Michigan is situated so remotely from the 
places of holding United States Courts in 
the Eastern and Western districts of Mich 
igatt to which it is attached, that travel to 
and from said courts is expensive and at 
times difficult,

A n d  W h e r e a s , Our business interests 
have that magnitude that frequent re 
course to said court become necessary, 
while our distance therefrom and the ex­
pense of attendance thereon are so great, 
that they aie practically beyond our 
reach,

Therefore Resolved, That We respect­
fully but earnestly uige our Senators and 
Repiesentatives in Congress to, use all 
proper efforts to secute the establishment, 
during the present session if possible, of a 
new Judicial District, consisting of the 
TJppei Peninsula, and to be Styled the 
Northern District of Michigan, and the 
cieation of a Fedeial Lhstnct and Cucuit 
Couit to be held theieiu.

At the banquet Mr. Chandler proposed 
the only toast of the evening—“ The next 
Judgeof the Twelfth Judicial Circuit ”

Judge O’Grady responded by propysing 
the name of Hon W D. Williams.

Mr. Williams, being called upon, re­
sponded in a few remarks, accepting the 
good will of the bar, and promising, if 
elected, to discharge the duties of the 
responsible position as best he eould

His Honor, Judge O’Grady, followed 
more tully, reviewing his life upon the 
bench, and announcing his determination 
to letire from juuicial duties at the expira 
tion of his present term He heartially 
and cordially endorsed Mr Williams as 
his successor, approved of the course 
taken by the Bar Association in regard to 
the location of a federal couit and repre­
sentation on the supreme bench of the 
State.

TERRITORY OF SUPERIOR

A Negaunee coriespondent of the 
Houghton Gaxette, writing under date of 
February 9tli, respecting the Territory of 
Superior, aays. “ I see by your paper and 
the journals published in thi* county that 
“ many citizens ” have called a conven­
tion of the people of the Upper Peninsula 
to meet at Ishpeming on the 23d inst., 
to discuss the separation of the Upper 
from the Lower Peninsula. The call doe* 
not say out and out that the “ many citi­
zens ” who signed it are in favor of se­
cession, yet the gentleman, or gentlemen, 
that put forth the notice evidently Wished 
it to be understood that “many citizen” 
are hot for cutting this section off from 
the southern part of the State and setting 
up a sovereighty. There is nothing in 
thi* secession move that recommend* it to 
the sympathies of the thinking men of 
Northers Michigan. Tiie scheme is one 
which, if carried out successively, would 
inflict greater damage on the country and 
its prospects than anything that could be­
fall it. If the influence of a stiong gov­
ernment is needed anywhere in the Union 
it is in the Upper Peninsula, and as the 
secession idea of “ many citizens” and 
their few followers in the inspiration of 
that spirit of agrarianism which charac­
terizes the taoiements of the noisy and 
turbulent elements in Spain and other lo 
calities cursed h ith internal revolutions, I 
would be astonished if any sensible man 
attended this convention, except_to de­
nounce anything that tomes before it fa 
voring the project for forming a territory 
out of the Upper Peninsula. Without the 
balancing power exercised by the farming 
element of the Lower Fedinsula, which is 
tiuly the watch flog of the State treasury, 
heaven help the tax payers of this region.

Lojk at the gratifying condition of the 
finances of the State as set forth in the re­
cently published repoit of the treasurer. 
Michigan to day, so far as a small State 
debt and a No 1 credit are concerned, 
stands foremost in the list. Does not the 
Upper Peninsula participate iu all the 
blessings resulting from this state of 
things? Have we ever asked the legisla­
ture for anything in season that has been 
denied us’

But the Clamor among a few on Lake 
Superior foi sepaiation is so wrong, and 
founded on such flimsy pretexts, that it 
seem* like a waste of time to do or say 
anything to hold the move up as a mark 
for the ridicule it richly dese iv e3 .”

and Trial Incidents.

When People Think of Suicide.
The influence of age upon suicide is 

a study of moie than speculative interest 
on account of its practical bearings, and 
of the ease and precision with which it 
can be demonstrated. By age is meant 
the critical periods of life. These peri­
ods having many components besides 
the mere fact of years, it is apparent 
that what we have to examine is a many- 
sided phenomenon, including together 
with it the advance m life, the woikings 
of physiological, mental, and’sociological 
couses. It has been lately examined by 
Dr. O’Dea, and it appears that the maxi­
mum of suicides of both sexes occurs be- 
the ages of 25 and 55. Previously to the 
25th year theie is a sudden mcrease from 
2 suicides between the ages of 5 and 10 
to 136 between 20 and 25. After 55 the 
tendency to suicides declines, but moie 
giadually than it lose, except to 65, 
where the numbei increases Irom 81 to 
83—a rise so slight, however, as to be 
little worth considering.

There are, therefore, three suicidal 
periods in life : those of organic and 
mental giowth, of organic and mental 
completion, and of organic and mental 
decline. In the first the chait shows 80 ; 
m the second, 942, and m the third, 311. 
Comparing the periods in lound num­
bers, ir may De said that they are as 1 
for childhood and adolescence to 12 for 
adult life, and to 4 for the years of bodily 
and mental decay.

The influence ot sex and its attendant 
circumstances upon suicides at the differ­
ent periods of life is shown upon the 
charts. With females, as among males, 
there is a sudden and abrupt rise until 
the 25th year is reached. This rise is 
contmued to the 35tli year, at wtoch the 
maximum of suicides occur among 
women. The period fiom the 25th to 
the 35th year corresponds to that of the 
greatest pressure from domestic troubles 
and responsibilities, and also with the 
greatest activity of the maternal func­
tions. The hue thence descends abrupt­
ly to the 45th year, whence it rises to 
the 50th, the critical period of mature 
female life, and then goes down, down, 
until it reaches the level from which it 
started.

There are, therefore, two culminating 
points, and while the line on the male 
chart is undulating and sustained, that 
on the female chart is vertical and 
abrupt. The lower of the male culmi­
nating points is the higher of the female, 
and, contrariwise, the lower of the fe­
male is the higher of the male. These 
charts do not show the relative fre­
quency of suicides among the two sexes. 
The ratio of suicides to population in 
the Umted States is (for tliCs period cov­
ered by the last decennial census) 25 to 
100,000 among males, and 3 to 100,000 
among females. The only periods at 
which suicides are nearly equal for both 
sexes is from 15 to 20 years, during 
which the number ol boy suicides was 
34, of girl suicides 32. After this the 
number of suicides among males is much 
greater than among females.

There is at present stored m this city 
for safe-keeping—we need not say where 
—a diamond necklace of such sp.endor 
and value that it would be worthy of 
public notice, even were it not on other 
considerations. It is a double necklace, 
and each ol these consists of three rows 
of diamonds, any one of which any lady 
might with pleasure see upon her finger. 
But in each necklace, both inner and 
outer, there is, at intervals of about an 
inch and a half, a large diamond, so large 
that no lady could wear it on her fingar, 
and of a size that very few of the fair 
venture—even if they can afford—to wear 
as solitaire earrings.
