Near the crest of a heavily-wooded

In that he aimed at a 
middle lme between the mental eccen­
tricity of the Tribune and the moral ec­
centricity of the Herald, at the time of 
those great newspapers’ greatest great­
ness, marking out for the Times a mean 
between the two extremes.

The costly tomb of James Gordon 
Bennett, conspicuously fronting one of 
the busiest avenues in the cemetery, is 
such a sepulcher in such a spot as Mr. 
Bennett might have been expected to 
choose, although the lot is believed to 
have been selected and the marbles 
chiseled under the direction of Mis. Ben­
nett. It was the day-dream of his life 
that by keeping the Heraldm the vortex 
of New York business life, and by en­
livening it with a wit that Ins successors 
have not understood, much less emulated, 
he might make it the journal of the fu­
ture ; and he did not hesitate to say as 
much. In a pecuniary sense he was 
prodigiously successful.

Horace Greeley’s tomb appropriately 
looks out from under the abundant 
boughs of Locust Hill upon the setting 
sun. The mound is temporarily marked 
by a modest slab that will tell who sleeps 
beneath it until his fellow-craftsmen erect 
their contemplated bronze memorial. 
The Greeley tomb, too, is typical of its 
occupant’s former aspirations. It is 
seemingly sequestered and actually re­
mote from the ornate mausoleums that 
New York fashion has reared m the City 
of the Dead ; but it is visible at a great 
distance beyond the cemetery’s bound­
aries, and the monument which the 
farmer-editor must have expected at the 
hands of his numerous admirers, will be 
a noteworthy feature of the landscape to 
be admired by men of all nations as they 
sail in and out of our picturesque harbor. 
New York Sun.

The Gold Clique.
The operations of the gold speculators 

in Wall street have lately been investi­
gated by the New York limes, and some 
light is being thrown on the aims winch 
they seek to accomplish through the 
medium of the Gold Room, now the 
scene of their machinations. Up to the 
present time the clique is said to have 
purchased about $11,000,000 gold, and 
withdrawn most of it from the banks, the 
last statement of the Clearing House 
showing a decrease of nearly $7,000,000 
m the gold averages. Of the gold held 
by this combination, $5,000,000 is held 
off the markets, and the balance loaned 
from day to day at rates varying from 
1-64 to 1 per diem, according to the 
wlnms of the leaders of the movement. 
The combination is said to be receiving 
the aid of several banks m high standing 
and of individuals occupying prominent 
positions m the business community. 
In importing circles the feeling agamst 
the gold speculators is represented as 
very strong. The leading houses unite 
m denouncing the action ot the gold 
clique as ruinous to trade m general, not 
only m dry goods, hut in other blanches 
of merchandise. Houses which had ar­
ranged their spring importation on a 
basis of gold at 112 to 113 are now either 
forced to mark up their goods to the 
amount of the recent rise, or continue to 
sell at a loss. Mr. August Belmont ex­
pressed the opinion that the gold scar­
city could not last long, because if it 
continued gold could be brought from 
Europe m sufficient quantities to reduce 
the demand.

Poisoned bj Artificial Flowers.
Ohe branch of industry m which chil­

dren are employed is technically known 
as grass woik. It consists m fastening 
small glass beads or “ dew drops ” to the 
artificial grass, and so simple is the work 
that mere infants can help at it. The 
master, of a ragged school m a densely 
populated district of London found that 
when a particular kind of artificial flower 
was m fashion the young children neg­
lected to attend school. He told James 
Greenwood, whowiote an aiticle which 
appealed in the London Telegraph some 
time ago : “ You may always know a 
grass hand if he has been at woik any 
tune, from the appearance of his hair. 
You will find the front part of it—that 
which is most exposed, as the head is 
bent over the work—to lie of a different 
color from the rest. If the child’s hair 
is light-colored, the path in front, just 
where the paitmg commences, will be 
changed to a dull yellow ; if the ham is 
natuially dark the patch, will be rusty, 
almost of the color called carroty. If

The Postage Outrage.
The doubhng of the rate of postage 

on all third-class matter, including all 
transient newspapeis, one of the last acts 
of the last Congress, is one of the most 
scandalous pieces of legislation, of which 
Congiess is always capable in the delir­
ium of dying. The Amendment by 
which this was effected substituted 
“ ounce” for “ two ounces,” m section
—■— of the acts of-------, and of course
nobody took occasion to see what the 
precise effect of it might be. The 
amendment was only intended to double 
the rate of postage on the parcels of 
merchandise with winch the mails are 
now loaded, but the language of the 
amended law applied to the whole third 
class of mailable matter. It is charit­
able, at least, to suppose that it was a 
mistake, but we believe, mtended or 
not, it is a gieat outrage on the pubhc, 
and a great scandal for the Postoflice 
Department and the postal committees, 
without who»e sanction the amendment 
would not have bean adopted. The bur­
den of the increase of postage does not 
fall on newspaper publishers, but on 
that large class of persons of small 
means to whom tiieir friends send their 
own newspapeis, after they aie read, or 
exchange their ora papers with other 
friends, m a similar way. These prac­
tices are quite common, and, ft postage of 
one cent enables a n y  people in this 
way to have paper* or to exchange papers 
who would otherwise have to go without, 
or be confined to those for which they 
themselves subscribed. The govern­
ment has degreed a great and paying rev­
enue from this source, which will be 
greatly diminished, we should think, un­
der the new and almost prohibitive rates. 
In many cases the postage will cost more 
than the papers themselves, and, in the 
case of the Republican, it is nearly as 
cheap to subscribe for the daily or weekly 
and to get them first hand, postage free, 
as to remail them, and, considering the 
bother, a good deal cheaper.—Spring- 
field Republican.

' Men of Letters.
Tasso’s conversation was neither gay 

nor brilliant. Dante was either taci­
turn oi satiricftl. Butler was sullen or 
biting. Gray seldom talked or smiled. 
Hogarth and Smith were very absent- 
minded m company. Milton was very 
unsociable and even irritable when 
pressed into conversation. Kirwan, 
though copious and eloquent m pubhc 
addresses, was meager and dull m col­
loquial discourse. Virgil was heavy m 
conversation. LaEontame appeared 
heavy, coarse and stupid ; he could not 
speak and describe what he had just 
seen ; but then he was the model of 
poetry. Chaucer’s silence was more 
agreeable than his conversation. Dry- 
den’s conversation was dry and dull, 
Ins humor saturnine and reserved. Cor­
neille, in conversation, was so insipid 
that he never failed m wearying ; he 
did not even speak correctly that lan­
guage of which he was such a 
master. Ben Johnson used to sit silent 
in company and suck his wines and 
their humors. Southey was stiff, se­
date, and wrapped up in asceticism. 
Addison was good company with his in­
timate friends, but m mixed company 
he preserved his dignity by a stiff and 
reserved silence. Eox, in conversation, 
never flagged ; his animation and vari­
ety were inexhaustible. Dr. Bentley 
was loquacious, as was also Grotius. 
Goldsmith “ wrote hke an angel, and 
talked hke pool Poll.” Burke was en­
tertaining, enthusiastic, and interest­
ing m conversation. Curran was a con­
vivial deity. Leigh Hunt was “ like a 
pleasant stream ” in conversation. 
Carlyle doubts, objects, and constantly 
demurs.

Horrible Parricide.
The Shreveport (La.) Times gives the 

particulars of a most shocking pamcide 
which was recently enacted m De Soto 
Parish, m that State : “ Samuel Sanford, 
77 years old, his son John Sanford, aged 
30 years, and a son ni-law ot the old man, 
named Ben Pittman, while on their way 
from Shelby county, Texas, to Shreve­
port, stopped on the side of the road to 
eat dinner.

%he Governor and the Grizzly.
A conespondent of the San Francisco

When the tall, wiki oats, halfway up the 
mounta n, were reached, the party had 
not ridden more than twro minutes among 
the tall, dry wisps, when the horses sud­
denly started, snorting loudly, and in­
stantly a huge gnzzly stood erect, with a 
terrific presence, high above the dry 
wild oats. He looked just like a gigantic 
negro, with shaggy, fur overcoat, Ins 
eyes gleaming fiercely, his cruel teeth 
and red mouth unpleasantly conspicuous. 
Each man and every horse for the instant 
seemed petnfied—as if, while every nerve 
and every muscle and every sense was at 
its utmost tension, they had suddenly 
looked upon the Medusa. In a second’s 
time Pacheco spurred forward, swinging 
his lasso. The bear commenced spar- 
lmg wanly, and few professional boxers 
can fend off as these creatures will. But 
Pacheco’s lasso shot hke an arrow and

A blood vessel of the 
brain, fiom causes which will presently 
be mentioned, has lost some of its elas­
tic strength ; food is abundant, digestion 
is good; blood is made m abundance, 
but little is worked off by exercise ; the 
tension on every aitery and vein i3 a 
maximum rate; the even, circuitous flow 
is temporarily impeded at some point, 
throwing a dangerous pressure on an­
other ; the vessel which has lost its elas­
tic strength gives way, blood is poured 
out, a clot is formed, which, by its pres­
sure on tfie bram, produces complete un­
consciousness. This is the apoplectic 
stroke. It will be perceived that there 
are two leading conditions upon which 
the pioduction of the stroke depends, 
a lessened strength m the vessel, and 
an increased tension on it.—Popular 
Science Monthly for April.

the hurricane m Jamaica; the Mississippi 
overflow, the destructive floods in India, 
and at Londa, m Spam, m the month of 
August; the snow fall in Persia, the great 
seventy ot the winter m Northern Asia 
and m the Alps and Pyrenees; the unus 
ual number of icebergs m the Atlantic; 
the great hail storm m the south of 
France, a shght eruption of JEtna and 
eaithquakes m Vera Cruz, St. Thomas, 
Equador, Poita Rico, Mexico, Utah, 
North Carolina, Scotland, Inspruck, 
Smyrna, Constantinople and Ceylon, oc 
casional heavy losses of propeity and 
considerable suffermg, but with the ex 
ception of the Hong Kong disastei, the 
loss of human life has been comparative­
ly small.—Toledo Blade.

The Revival of Trade.

There has been rather a long period of 
depression, though not longer, and cer­
tainly not more severe, than we had 
cause to anticipate as the result of the 
panic of 1873. For a long period pre­
ceding that occurrence, there had been 
a great outward show of piospenty, but 
it was hollow and unsubstantial. Since 
then everything m commercial affairs has 
been gradually placed on a firmer basis. 
In private life, people have been econo­
mizing, and have brought expenditures 
to a proper level with their incomes. The 
country has been steadily increasing m 
wealth during the past year, and one 
sign of that is to be seen in the very 
large amount of government bonds 
which we liSve brought back fiom abroad 
for domestic investment. The capital 
mvested m our various l ail road bonds 
has also been greatly increased, and the 
demand for thorn grows larger every day. 
Matters, then, are in excellent trim for a 
good year’s business, and when the 
sprmg trade fairly opens, we may safely 
consider that we are entering upon a 
period off sound and sohd prosperity 
which can only be interrupted by some 
wholly unlooked-for disaster.

The attempt on the part of ceitam spec­
ulators to force up the price of gold has 
exeicised an unfoitunate influence. It 
was reported on apparently good author­
ity that the Adams Express Company 
was helpmg to lock up gold. Our re­
porters hi ought us that information and 
we beheve that there can be no doubt as 
to the fact. This company has lately 
been playing rather a prominent part be­
fore the public, but we venture to say it 
will not be found a judicious one m the 
long run. It would be difficult to de­
cide whether it has been more injured by 
its own acts than by the singular lme of 
defense pm sued by its advocates aud re­
tainers. When a company ot this kind 
departs from its legitimate sphere of 
operations it is pretty sure to inflict a 
serious blow upon itself. The public 
will not forget that the now postal tax 
was practically inflicted by and for the 
benefit of the Adams Express Company ; 
and the public usually manage to resent 
an injury of this kind. If it now entered 
—as it did last week—into so unpatriotic 
and mischievous a plot as that for the 
cieation of a “ corner m gold,” with the 
immense risks to trade which that tnck 
necessarily occasions, it would onlv have 
itseli to thank if it smarted severely 
for it.

The general feeling is one of confidence 
and security. The geneial pubhc mem 
the humor to spend money more freely 
than they have done for months past, and 
that very feeling m itself will bring about 
an active business. Wholesale dealers 
know that stocks in the hands of their 
customers have fallen low, and must soon 
be replenished. With a little sunshine 
and warm weather, the dry goods trade, 
and all depaitments of business connect­
ed with the furnishing of houses, must 
necessarily receive an active impetus. 
The “ marriage season” is near at hand, 
and we wish w6 could prevail on our 
people to buy “ trousseaux” and all such 
necessities at home rather than abroad. 
Between “ absenteeism” and the custom 
of importing articles of every-day use 
from across the Atlantic, our own trade 
is seriously injured. The business world 
is now on a good footmg, and there is 
every reason to anticipate a thoroughly 
prosperous year.

The Ages of Queens.
The world has seen but few reigning 

Queens, when compared with the mim 
ber of rulers of the sterner sex. It is 
noteworthy, however, that a large pro­
portion of the femmme sovereigns have 
been women of marked and often lieioic 
traits. Comparing their ages with those 
of royal males, we find that the burden 
of a crown has not usually shortened 
their lives.

Of Semiramis, the great Queen of an­
cient times, we know httle nr nothing, 
except that she was great, brilliant and 
powerful. We know that Cleopatra, of 
Egypt, died at 39, but it was by her own 
hand. Her life was a stirring one, and 
perhaps she would have lived to a great 
age had she permitted herself a natural 
death. Of the warlike Queen of Palmyra, 
Zenobia, we know but httle, except that 
she defied the Roman empire, and long 
held out sturdily against it, to bo con 
quered and captured at last. She prob­
ably hved to past the middle age.

Joanna II., Queen of Naples, hved to 
be over sixty; and the fair Isabella, Queen 
of Castile, who befriended Columbus, 
died at the age of 54. Bloody Mary, of 
England, was 44 at her death, which is 
believed to have been hastened by her 
husband, Phillip II., of Spain. Her 
able, brilliant and despotic sister, Eliza­
beth, was not to be killed by love, but 
survived to her seventieth yeai, having 
reigned forty-five years, the longest En­
glish reign except that of George III., 
which was sixty years. Maigaret, of 
Norway, lived to be sixty.

Maxy Queen of Scots was executed at 
forty five, after a most eventful and 
tragic career; she was strong, and might 
have hved to be an old woman, had she 
not been beheaded.

Queen Mary n . , of England, wife of 
William Ilf., died young. She was 
tlnrty-thiee. Hei sister, Queen Anne, 
hved to be fifty-one. The Empress 
Maria Theresa, of Germany, despite her 
exciting career, completed her sixty-third 
year. The first Catherine of Russia died, 
at the early age of thnty-three, while the 
great Czanna, Catherme II., hved to be 
sixty eight. Victoria,. of England, is 
now fifty-six, and the Queen Isabella, of 
Spain, is forty-four.

There is a sense m wlneh'loath pays 

all one’s debts. The “ debt of nature” 
is paid, certamly, in dymg ; but, m strict 
justice, one’s memory and estate do not 
allow him, even after death, to be called 
quite square with the woildif his surviv­
ing creditors have not had their dues-

It is rather hazardous to name a child 
after, or to build a monument to, a liv­
ing man. He may not turn out so well 
as was expected, and then the name and 
monument will be somewhat mortifying. 
But there is a village m France where 
they will not build a monument to a great 
man even when he is dead, unless his 
debts are paid. A recent French trav­
eler who visited Milly, says :

A pedestal which awaits its monument 
stands at the entrance of a square m 
Milly village.

I asked “ What is that ?”
I was told, “ It is the pedestal of 

Mons. de Lamartine’s statue.”
I mquned, “ Has that statue not been 

made yet ?”
The question was scarcely out of my 

mouth when an old peasant, with a 
weazel-shaped face, came up to me and 
said, with the dryness of a legal writ :

“ Business has not yet been settled. 
Lamartine still owes money ; he owes to 
workmen and to farmers, and they are 
waiting for all those accounts to be 
liquidated, because it is not desirable to 
erect a statue to a man in debt. ”

Monkeys Made to Work.
In the Straits settlements of the East 

large apes, of naturally intelligent breeds, 
are employed by their masters much in 
the same way that human slaves are 
made use of m some parts of Africa. 
The cocoanut palm is valuable for its 
fruit, but this is very difficult to procui e, 
so the landlord of a “ tope” of palms m 
the Malayan peninsula tiams his apes to 
climb the trees and judiciously pick the 
iipest nuts for inm, just as the Mozam­
bique Arab trains his negroes to perform 
the same arduous office. But there ap­
pears to be a shght diffeience between 
the two cases—the apes seem to delight 
m the work. We learn from some cor­
respondence in a Ceylon newspaper that 
the apes thus employed in the neighbor­
hood of Singapore and Penang are bred 
m Atchm, and the owneis itinerate and 
hire them out. They go up the trees 
with a hne attached, and obey the com­
mand of their masters, choosing the 
proper fruit. They twist the nut round 
and round till it falls down from its stock, 
when the feat is hailed on the part of the 
apes by jumps and chuckles of evident 
satisfaction. The correspondent of the 
Ceylon Journal says he has frequently 
stopped at the police station at Tungey 
Bakup, and had a “ kurumba” sent down 
from the cocoanut trees m this fashion.— 
Pall Mall Gazette.

Anything whatever attached or pasted 
to a postal card renders it unmailable as 
a postal card.

It is a violation of the postal laws for 
publishers of a newspaper to inclose 
handbills or advertisements m their reg­
ular issue to subscribers.

A book having the name of the giver, 
or any writing inscribed therein, cannot 
be sent by mail, except on pro payment 
of postage or letter rates.

A letter dropped m postoffiee not pre­
paid one full late, three cents*, cannot be 
forwarded by mail, but must be sent to 
the Dead Letter Office.

The postage on drop or local letters is 
two cents the half ounce, or fraction 
thereof, at letter carpers’ offices, and 
one cent the half ounce or fraction 
thereof at all other offices.

Manuscript designed for publication 
in newspapers, magazines or periodicals, 
can pass by mail only at letter rates of 
postage, three cents the half ounce or 
fraction thereof.

The Post Office Department has in­
formation that nine out of the fifteen 
counties represented at the Intern - 
tional Postal Convention have ratified 
the International Postal treaty.

At the iron furnaces in the eastern 
part of Pennsylvania the scarcity of 
anthracite coal compels a steadily in 
creased use of bituminous, some of 
which is shipped from beyond this 
city.

The London Times, in an article 
on the United States Government, 
refers to Governor Tiiden’s (N. Y.) 
message concerning the canal frauds, 
and says: “We all know that at heart 
the American nation is as sound as 
our own, and equally capable of no­
ble impulses. The malpractices thus 
exposed are inexcusable, but the cor­
ruption is not deep-seated and by no 
means characteristic of the American 
people” .

The Senator of the Canadian Par­
liament rejected the government bill 
for the construction of the Canada 
Pacific Railway between the Esquimalt 
and Nonaimo, British Columbia, be­
ing part of the railroad ordered to be 
built by the British Colonial Secret­
ary acting as arbitrator between Brit­
ish Columbia and the Dominion Gov­
ernment. The act has peculiar sig­
nificance, as the rejection of the bill 
in the House of Commons was urged 
bv Avowed advocates of independ- 
ence.%

In regard to the Owens brothers, 
who lately brought rich nuggets of 
gold from the Black Hills to Spring- 
field, D. T., facts have been ascer­
tained as follows: 1.

The mills, the boot and shoe 
manufactories, manufactories of case 
goods, indeed, all descriptions of in­
dustrial enterprises, are steadily in­
creasing their number of employees.

A D e m o c r a tic  paper down in North 
Carolina denounces the revenue laws 
as oppressive, and calls the liquor tax 
a “tyrannous fraud.” Every genuine 
Bourbon’s conception of Lilierty, in 
the tar-heel State, embraces an illicit 
whisky still.

The Engelmann (Lake Michigan) 
line of steamers, of Milwaukee and 
Grand Haven, has been sold to the 
Northwestern Transportation Corns 
pany, including one heavy contract, 
for $290,000.

The limitations permitting the ab 
ductors of Charley Ross to return 
him and escape the penalty of law— 
as provided for in the Pennsylvania 
Legislature—has expired, and noth­
ing has been heard of the child. Is 
the poor boy dead ?

The United States and Mexico will 
have no trouble together, the existing 
relations between the two Govern­
ments being of the most amicable na­
ture. They owe it to each other, 
however, to join in crushing out the 
ruffianism on their common Borders.

The harbor at Erie, Pa. (Lake Erie) 
has been clear of ice for some time. 
The United States steamer Michigan 
is receiving her yearly repairs there. 
Otherwise nothing is done on the 
dock.

The Government has recently se­
cured a large amount of silver bullion 
at reasonable rates, and coining will 
be pushed forward at once. The var­
ious mints are working full time now 
oi trade dollars.

Vice President Wilson has again 
changed his mind. He has decided 
not to go to Europe, although he had 
engaged his passage for April 17. He 
thinks to leave the country would be 
a vice-precedent for a Vice President.

Last Saturday O’Leary, of Chicago 
walked 100 miles in 23 hours, 52 min­
utes and 14 seconds, beating De Witt, 
of New York, and winning $1,- 
000.

The New York Tribune celebrated 
its thirty-fifth anniversary by taking 
possession of its new building, print­
ing a quadruple sheet, with a picture 
and description of the building, giv. 
ing the figures of its circulation, show­
ing the average to be over 50,000 
daily.

Trade and commerce, as well as 
manufacturing, seem to be “flat” in 
every quarter of the globe. In Cal­
cutta. alone, at the latest dates, there 
were 37,000 tons of vessels holding 
back for paying rates.

The Astor estate in New York con­
tains about 700 houses, which cover 
forty acres in very desirable localities* 
The Astor House alone is worth $1, 
800,000.

This month the United States mint 
at Philadelphia will be put to its full 
working power. The Government 
having secured a good supply of silver 
w.ll commence immediately to coin 
it, and will keep the mint running 
steadily.

A Washington special states that 
the investigations of the Supervising 
Architect into the alleged fraudulent 
contracts in connection with the con­
struction of the Boston Post Office 
have disclosed an organized attempt 
to defraud the government.

Lower Michigan News-

At Reading, on Monday, Charles 
Davis, while stearing a log on a car­
riage, slipped and fell in front of the 
saw, and was cut in two from the left 
hip to the right shoulder, directly 
through the heart.

At Chelsea, Frank Payne, a boy of 
15, was lately killed by a gun in his 
own hands.

The dam across the Raisin river, at, 
Manchester, was entirely wrecked in 
the late freshet.

Alpena finances are in good shape, 
the city debt being only $2,000, and 
city orders at par.

Eight papers have died in Michi­
gan during the last six weeks, prov­
ing that hard times effect newspaper 
men as well as everybody else.

D. J. Cahoon dug up on his farm 
near Ithaca, a crucible such us is used 
for melting precious metals. The 
presumption is that it was formerly 
in the possession ot bogus money 
makers.

A horse-trader from Texas last week 
sold eight small ponies to an Adrian 
man for six cents a pound. The 
eight weighed 5,550 pounds, which 
made their total value $ 335,  or $41,- 
62 each.

George Bartram, of Jasper, six 
months ago took for his bnde a girl 
of 13 years, and after a matrimonial 
career of a lunar month became in­
flamed with jealousy,and incontinent­
ly left for parts unknown.

The water in Thornapple river is 
higher than for some years past, so 
that the houses on the flats near the 
river at Hastings, are only aproach- 
able through the water. Should the 
river rise above its present mark the 
inhabitants must remove from them.

There was recently sold in Tip­
perary, Iceland, the lease of twent)- 
one acijss of land, 'without house of 
any sort upon it. The lease has fifty 
years ter run, the yearly rent is $160. 
and the lease sold for a preimium of 
$2,500. Ireland, therefore, is not in 
so bad a condition as the agitatois 
would make out. In this country 
very good land can be bought for the 
rent paid as above.

It is estimated by Pennsylvania coal 
men that the miners will be Starved 
into submission by the 1st of July. 
They have the Philadelphia and Read­
ing Coal and Iron Company to fight 
a concern which has a cool $133,000,- 
000 invested in the business.

The opening of navigation on Lake 
Erie, since 1871, to April 10, in 1866 
and has generally occurred about the 
last of March or beginning of April. 
There is, at present, no sign of the 
annual opening. The lake is still a 
great field of ice, and navigation can 
scarcely be resumed for weeks yet to 
come.

Two important marine experiments 
are announced fro-m England—one, a 
trial trip across the English channel 
by the newly - constructed, seasick- 
proof Bessemer steamer; the other, 
the attempt of a man to float himself 
acrossthe English channel-over twenty 
miles—by means of a new life-preserv­
ing apparatus. The steamer trial trip 
is pronounced entirely satisfactory, 
and the floating experiment almost 
equally so.

The suit for the possession of the 
Hot Springs of Arkansas has been de­
cided in favor of the Government. 
This will be good news for the peo­
ple living in the stragling village, 
paying lvgh rents to claim:nts of the 
soil without being afforded the poor 
protection of even a town corporation. 
The lands in dispute embrace four sec. 
tions, taking in the two mountains, 
all the hot springs and the greater por­
tion of the valley, with the “rat hole’ 
as the center of attraction. The Gov­
ernment will probably establish large 
hospitals in the velley, and give long 
leases upon portions of the grounds 
for the erection of hotels, residences, 
etc. If the Government acts wisely 
in the matter, the springs will in a 
short time become the most populous 
watering place in the world.

The Commisiioners for the Super­
vision of the Penal, Pauper and Char­
itable Institutions of Michigan, in 
their second biennial report, relating 
to private charitable institutions, re­
port fifty of these incorporated in this 
State, each engaged in some work of 
benevolence, more or less extended 
in its range, and all valuable aid in 
the good works of mitigating the ills 
of misfortune, poverty and want.

The miners at the Jackson, mainly 
resumed work on Monday and Tuesday

A stock pile of 50,000 tons Is reported 
at the New Yoik mine, of which some 
20,000 tons were sold about four months 
ago, to he shipped at the opening of navi­
gation.

Cascade Company —One of our citi­
zens who is laigely iuteiested as a creditoi 
of this company and who was in Pitts­
burgh recently, gives it his opinion that 
the corporation, has never had other than 
borrowed capital, and that the whole bus 
iness has been a swindle from the begin­
ning Whether oi not this opinion is cor 
rect, the affaiis of the company bear an 
aspect through the complicated schemes 
of settlement, at ’east unfavorable to bus­
iness integrity. Tli* following appears in 
the-associated press report of the 5th:

In the United States court to day a peti 
tion in bankruptcy was filed for Kilpat­
rick, William Bagley, Samuel H. Hartman, 
Wateiman Palmer, and William Smith, 
partners in the Cascade lion Company. 
A petition Was also filed for adjudication 
of Joseph Kennedy, West K Salisbury, 
Andiew Kloman, Samuel II, Hartmar, 
and Waterman Palmer, partners in the 
Escanaba Furnace Company. The Cas­
cade Iron Company and the Escanaba 
iurnace Company aie both comprised of 
Pittsburghers, both being owned by nearly 
the same paities, so their businesses weic

' identical. While both are owned here, 
their works are located in the State of 
Michigin About one year ago the com­
panies were compelled to ask an extension, 
which was granted, and had the ilon bus 
iness brightened up instead Of depiessing, 
they expected to come out all light, The 
geneial piostiation of business, however, 
and the inability to sell ore or pig iron 
metal, has been too mticll for the com 
panies, and the result is a movement to 
day ol parties to thiow them into bank 
ruptcy Theie aie about 70 creditois a- 
together, but the different amounts ot in­
debtedness are quite large The greater 
portion of the liabilities are in Pittsburgh, 
the rest being in Michigan. Among the 
local ci editors are about 15 banks, the 
highest claim among which is $23,000, 
but the banks are doubtless all secured 
The total liabilities of the Cascade Com 
pany foot up $488,000, and t at of the 
Escanaba $171,009, or altogether $659,000. 
The assests foot up between $300,000 and 
$400,000

From the Capitol-

L ansing , April 9th. 1875.
E ditor  I ron H erald  —The parties 

having charge of the interests of the Poi 
tage Lake and Lake Superior Ship Canal 
Company, and the Portage River Improve­
ment Company, are in a quandary. To a 
disinterested spectator it is laughable, but 
to the parties interested it is very serious 
The Portage River Improvement Com 
pany I understand has bad a vei'y good 
thing collecting tolls at a small expense 
The stock was quite valuable, the divi­
dends good, and according to all ordinary 
calculations would continue so until 1893, 
when corporate existence would terminate. 
I understand that that corporation was al­
lowed to collect fifty cents tor each passen­
ger, besides a very liberal toll on fieight

am informed that the original outlay 
was $54,000, that it was done by subsciip 
tion in the first instance, that afterwards 
this company was organized under the act 
of 1881 (now repealed) and that for sever 
al years theieafter the tolls amounted to 
$18,000, each year or 33 per cent per an­
num on the original investment. Rather 
profitable stock I should think. Of course 
th* passengers and shippers of freight had 
to pay all that, the vessel owneis charged 
so much more for freight and passage.

As for the P. L., and L. S. Ship Canal 
Co , It is still more complicated. This 
company obtained a valuable land grant 
of 400,000 acres, a large portion of which 
is mineial land. Sometime ago Governor 
Bagley refused to give the company a cer­
tificate for the lands, becausp the com­
pany refused to convey the canal to the 
State. A lawsuit Was then commenced 
by the company to Compel the Governor 
to give the certificate. In the mean time 
the company heoame embarrassed and 
was forced into bankruptcy and another 
company w as organized, called the Por­
tage Lake Ship Canal, railroad and mining 
company, giving it a sort of dual organi 
zation.

And now comes the repealing bill Which 
repeals the act under which the Company 
was first organized, so the query is, where 
is the company or what has became ot it’ 
Between the law suit w ith the Governor, 
thecouit of bankruptcy, the reolgamza- 
tion and repealing act it is proposed to let 
it hop along on one leg for a while to see 
where it will fetch up. I met one Of the 
gentlemen yesteiday on the street, who is 
trying to bieathe anew the bieatli of life 
into the two defunct coiporahons and af­
ter indulging in some pleasantnes as to 
the poeuliat condition of these corpora 
tions he remarked, “ Healy, I have been 
asked 150 times what you are doing here 
this wuitei ” I replied th it if all those 
parties who are anxious about my t.usiness 
(including present company) watched then 
own inteiests moie, and mine less, duiing 
the past winter, the P. L , and L S Canal 
Co , wouldn’t be as sick as it now is, that 
the inteiests lepiesented by me hadn’t as 
jet suffeied m that manner at least.

But seriously the late of thpse two cor- 
poiations shows the necessity of looking 
caiefully after legislation.

The militaiy bills for the payment of 
the troops sent to Islipeniihg, will come 
up for action in the house in a day or. two 
A heavy influence has been brought to 
bear, to press these measures through, but 
it shows that the position I first took was 
conect, namely, that our county could 
not be compelled to pay those bills under 
the law as it now stands, else why is such 
an effoit been made by such influential 
paities to alter the law Even if the bill 
passes I am of the opinion that if we 
weie not liable when the troops were sent, 
we cannut be made liable now if the 
board of superv isoi s is disposed to con­
test it. The bill may and probably will 
pass owing to the peculiar influences 
brought to bear in its f(ivor and which I 
am not now at liberty to expose,but I hope 
to be able to do so in a short time (after 
the adjournment) and I think that I can 
then show the people of Marquette county 
the real paities who are trying to saddle 
this debt on us without giving us a chance 
to test its legality in a court of law I 
feel sure that the electors of Marquette 
county will remember such men when 
the opportunity pi esents itself. Mr Curry 
is doing his best and all the members 
from the Upper Peninsula, including Sen­
ator White, have opposed the measure 
from its start, believing that the state has 
as much interest in enforcing its criminal 
laws as the counties

The people of Negaunee are very for­
tunate in securing the services of Mr 
Colwell as Mayor for the ensuing y ear 
Up to the present time Negaunee has for­
tunately been exempt from burdensome 
taxation We have no indebtedness to 
speak of, and certainly during these de­
pressed times, no expenses of any kind 
ought to be incuired except what is ab­
solutely necessaiy.

Water-works, gas and the like are nice 
things to have, but the same rule applies 
to municipal corporations, as to indivi­
duals—do not incur debts beyond your 
means of paying I wonder what repub­
licans of Marquette now think of drawing 
party lines in local elections. A smal] 
boy could have told them the result 
There was a democratic majority last fall 
in the city of Marquette of 268, and how 
could they expect to w ipe it out especially 
when the tide is constantly turning in 
lavor of the democracy.

Nothing has been done towaids abolish­
ing Forsyth township yet, and nothing 
will bo done either.

Minnie Sher­
man Fitch, Resolved, Ac That Thomas W. 
Fitch, Engmeer of the United States Narr be 
and is hereby authorized to accept of a wedding 
present of jewelry sent to bis wife, Mrs. Minnie 
Sherman Fitch, by the Khedive of Egypt, as a 
token of his respect.

Approved, February 18, 1875.
The above resolution does not exempt 

tlie present from duty, bqt merely au­
thorizes her husband, who is an officer 
in the United States service, to accept it. 
The question arises, What has he to do 
with it * It was sent to his wife. After 
this became laxv it was found that the 
government was still entitled to the 
duty, and that was exactly what the res­
olution was intended to avoid, but the 
terms xvere insufficient. The words 
‘ ‘ free of duty ” were suggested after 
the word “ accept,” but several Senators 
said it was unnecessary.

When the defect was known another 
resolution was offered, and it would have 
passed, but General Shelman went to the 
Capitol and protested against it as a rig- 
maiole of foohshness. He said he did 
not want any lesolution passed making 
the diamonds free of duty. The matter 
assumes a rather funny shape, because 
from first to last bunglnig seems to have 
followed the present. In-the first place 
it should have been sent direct to the 
Turkish Minister through our State De- 
partmejit. Then it would have been free 
of duty. It xvas sent m care of the Turk­
ish Minister, but some officious Custom- 
House officer opened the package for ex­
hibition without notifying him.

These diamonds have been subject to 
so much talk and inspection that almost 
their exact value is ascertained. Their 
value is not $400,000, as has been assert­
ed, or anything like it. They are worth 
$65,000 to $70,000 gold, End the duty on 
them is about $17,500 fas'manufactured 
jewehy at twenty five per cent ad valo­
rem), or more than a yeai’s salary for 
General Sherman, and a life-long salary 
for Mr. Fitch.— Washington Letter.

Insulting Italians.
Charles Warren Stoddard writes from 

Venice : “ How the Itakans do enjoy 
insulting the servants of the public! 
Only the other night a ballet was put on 
at the Femce xvherem an admirable artist 
but a rather homely woman made her 
fust appearance in Vemce. There was 
much excitement in the house in conse­
quence of a predisposition on the part of 
some present to prevent the reappear­
ance of the lady m question. It seems 
that ceitain membexs of the press had 
demanded of her favor* that lose their 
value as soon as granted, and upon being 
indignantly repulsed they resolved to 
rum the engagement of the dancer. Her 
entrance was the signal for a most dis­
graceful uproar, that was continued to 
the very close of the long ballet. The 
lady probably nex'er danced so well be- 
foie as she danced that night. Stung 
xvith the insults of the baser members of 
the audience she surpassed herself. 
From our seats m the orchestra we saw 
tho tears stieammg down her face, and 
to her the hour must have been one of 
exquisite agony. Three times she faint­
ed behind the scenes, but recoveied m 
season to renexv her efforts to please xvith 
a grace and spint I have nex'er seen sur­
passed. Inasmuch as the ballet was con­
tinued to the close, and she had not posi­
tively been hissed from the stage, the 
manager could not break lus engagement 
with iier. She appeared on the second 
night, and the miserable xvretches who 
were so noisome on the evenmg proxious 
having exhausted themselves, her suc­
cess was unqualified, and she is now 
dancing before delighted and more ap­
preciative audiences.”

The Cixil Bights Laxv.
The charge of Judge Emmons, of the 

United States Circuit Court, to the grand 
jury at Memphis, in relation to the Civil 
Rights bill, mil not fail to attract the 
attention of the country. Judge Em­
mons is not a Southern man. He has 
hved all lus life in Michigan; and, m the 
selection of eminent lawyers to be Cir­
cuit Judges under the act of 1871, he was 
appointed because of Ins high standing 
and learning as a laxvyer. He has never 
been a Democrat; was originally a Whig; 
and has been a Republican since the 
party xxas estab ished—more than 

J twenty years ago. His circuit includes 
the States of Michigan, Ohio, Kentucky, 
and Tennessee.

The Civil Rights bill makes it a penal 
and indictabl offense for any District 
Attorney to fail to prosecute criminally 
any violation of the laxv, and the grand 
jury asked the direction of the court 
upon this pomt. Judge Emmons there­
upon delivered his charge, in which he 
declares that a denial to the negro of 
the full and equal enjoyment of accom­
modations, advantages, facilities, and 
privileges, at theaters and bins in Ten 
nessee, is not an offense over which Con­
gress can give the United States courts 
jurisdiction—that it is a matter xvithm 
the exclusive control of the State. He 
said that, until the three recent amend­
ments to the Constitution, tho punish­
ment of murder, aison, assault and bat­
tery, frauds, injuries to reputation, ob 
struction to right of attending cfiurch, 
schools, theaters, and forcing the right 
of being accommodated m inns and by 
common carriers mthm the State, were 
matters not only granted to tho general 
government, but in the Constitution it­
self expressly reserved to the States. 
The vast mass of civil and political rights 
rested entirely under State protection. 
To this truism there was universal assent 
then and is now. Have the three amend­
ments so revolutionized the character of 
the government as to give to Congress 
the power of regulating the theatres and 
other places of amusement m Memphis 
and other cities of the Union* The 
Judge, after a careful examination of the 
three amendments, leaches the conclu­
sion that they have in no wise changed 
the previous exclusive antlionty of the 
State over all such matters.

It xvill be noticed that ni lus argument 
Judge Emmons takes substantially the 
same legal objections to the laxv that 
were urged in the Senate by Senator 
Carpenter, of Wisconsin. Tins opinion 
of the court as to the unconstitutioiiahty 
of the Civil Rights law is conclusive as 
to any criminal prosecutions under that 
law m Tennessee. The Judge, however, 
invited all persons feehng themselves 
aggrieved under the law to bring their 
civil actions m the court, so that the 
question might be earned to the Supreme 
Court of the United States for review an d 
for final adjudication.—Chicago Ti ib- 
une. * __________ _

Moody and Sankey.
Scarcely for a hundred years, certainly 

not during the present century, has En­
gland expenenced such a popular re­
ligious excitement as now prevails there 
under the labors of the two Amencan 
revivalists, Moody and Sankey. That 
country has not been wanting in great 
preachers, some of whom hax-e developed 
rare powers as pulpit orators and popu­
lar teachers; but none of them since the 
days of Wesley and Wlutefield have pro­
duced effects at all comparable to those 
produced by the two Americans above 
named. Moody is a native of Massachu­
setts, but for some time a resident of 
Chicago, where he was pretty well knoxvn 
as a working member of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association. He is not an or­
dained preacher, and was never supposed 
to have any special gifts of oiatory, be­
ing noted only for his earnest devotion 
to the work of evangelization and his 
boldness in proclaiming gospel truth. 
Mr. Sankey is from Pennsylvania, and 
does not preach at all, but smgs. He 
fills the intervals of Mr. Moody’s talking 
by singing revival hymns with great 
earnestness and pathos, accompanying 
himself on a cabinet organ. Almost from 
the very beginning their labois abroad 
have been attended by wonderful re­
sults. The great cities of Scotland, hke 
Edinburg and Glasgow, then of Ireland, 
and now of England, have witnessed a 
religious excitement far surpassing any­
thing m the memory of those now hvnig. 
Their fame soon spread throughout the 
kingdom, and wherever they went great 
croxvds have flocked to hear them. Their 
congregations, generally numbering 
many thousands, have embraced ah 
classes of society, and vast numbers of 
persons have made their first public pro 
fessions of religion under their mmistrar 
tion. Something less than a fortnight 
ago they arrived m London, where they 
are now addressing immense audiences 
xvith the usual results. The stolid En­
glish people are stirred as they have 
rarely been stirred before, and the move­
ment has already become one of the most 
remarkable of modern times. —Indi­
anapolis Journal.

Moving Street Carriages by Clock- 
Work.

And now the Enghsh propose to move 
street-carnages by clock-work. It is 
said that all practical difficulties have 
been removed. 1 he carnages, of course, 
labor under the very slightest possible 
amount of fnetaon—that is to say—they 
must go on tails. Also they should be 
as hght as possible, and cars of two tons 
are spoken of ; but the inventors claim a 
power to move a car of five tons, requir­
ing a force of seven hundred and xventy 
pounds on the penpliery of the spnng- 
barrel. Sheffield springs having a force 
of nine hundred pounds have been made. 
The springs are to be wound up at inter­
vals by stationary engines.
