OUB LIAR.
Mr. Dickens, in one of his reprinted 

■pieces, Eery faith/hUy. and humorously, 
describes “ Our Bore,” a creature to be 
found in erery village and hamlet in the 
world ; indeed, so truly did he depict 
him that whan reading it I imagined that 
the bore I knew best' must have sat for 
the picture. There is another character 
equally ubiquitous with the bore, and 
possasai ̂  lnany of his qualities, which 

pljtofilbinak® the subject of the present 
sk ch. I shall write of “ Our Liar.” 
You see them, meet them, every day. Go 
w|iere you will, on the the cars, m a 
steamboat, in A saloon, to a circus, a 
town-meeting, a public assemblage of 
any kind, or anywhere, and you will find 
“ Our Liar” the center of a little coterie. 
He is an orator in his way, and very 
eloquent. He attracts men like sugar 
does flies. You may not believe in him; 
yoû Mnc jtefpise him ; bat you want to 
hear !mh,'fed when he is done you will 
pronounce him the greatest liar you ever 
saw. „ There are many kinds of liars. 
%Lher* is the profound liar, who is gener- 
yXjgiii old man with white hair and sober 
hSm. He walks about with a cane, and 
daily sits in the Postoffice or grocery. He 
tells the most marvelous stones of what 
he saw and did when a young man, and 
speaks with such apparent candor and 
truthfulness that yon are compelled to 
say to yourself : “ I cannot believe his 
Story, but there certainly must be some 
truth in it.” Then there is the shallow 
liar ; he is the fellow With expressionless 
Auie and big mouth ; he lives to lie ; he 
never deceives anybody, hojrever. He 
is as transparent as a clean window-pane. 
He never told the truth in his life, pur­
posely, and you never expect him to ; he 
lies about the commonest affairs of life. 
He has seen a great many wonderful 
thing?, that nobody else ever saw. It was 
his pMmitf good fortune so see a -nrhiti 
squirrel with three eyeq tl^ (‘ no other 
hu^Xnflising ever saw. Ho once had in 
hin®)ofeiision a hen named “ Betty,” 
Hh*« i#d six orphan pigs, and if he had 
that hen now he wouldn’t take a million 
dollars for her ; no sir, he wouldn’t * 
When that hen died there wasn’t a dry 
eye in the village where he lived. Owing 
to a similar streak of good luck years 
ago, he saw at Bucks county, Penn., a 
man at a circus swallow a boa constrictor 
8 feet long. He wouldn’t have believed 
it could have been done if he hadn’t seen 
it with his own eyes. The other people 
who were at the circus are all dead now, 
and the men who performed in it are all 
dead too ; if any of them were living he 
could prove it by-them.

Then there is the itinerant commercial 
liar. He is keen, sharp, and, cunning. 
Yon have seen him probably peddling 
razor-strops and paste, sir, that had won 
the distinguished admiration of the 
crowned heads of Europe. You have 
heard him on a street-corner vending the 
wonderful and Sublime corn-extractor, 
which is instantaneous and pangless; 
took the premium at the World’s fair 
against %1,000 competitors; $2 'a bottle 
and recipe thrown m. Or perhaps you 
have seen him trying to induce the pig­
headed populace to buy the celebrated 
South Sea Island pile remedy (50 cents 
a box), which has been extolled to the 
skies by President Grant. Peter Cooper, 
Bismarck, and Pope Pius IX. Secret ob­
tained from an aged Indian. Or you may 

• have heard him say to a gaping crowd : 
“ Gentlemen, this is probably you last 
chance to get a bottle of the world- 
renowned, sublimely-famous, and justly 
celebrated Wizard Oil, which cures all 
diseases flesh is heir to. It cures piles 
in 15 minutes, gout in 16, cholera in 17, 
black tongue m 12, spotted fever in 10, 
headache and consumption in 30 seconds. 
For God’s sake, my Christian friends, do 
not neglect your physical welfare. You 
are rapidly rolling toward eternity; only 
$1 per bottle; walk up, walk up, gentle­
man, to the great fountain of health and 
drink from its exhaustless depths. Any 
man failing to buy this renowned and 
illustrious medicine is a murderer at 
heart; only $1 per bottle, and full direc­
tions inclosed m English, German and 
French.” Dr you have seen him in a 
thousand other places lying to the best 
bf his ability. There are many other 
Jpnds too numerous to mention. The 
particular liar I designed to make the 
subject of this paper belonged to the 
profound class. His name was Toby 
Trotter; Old Tobe he was generally 
called. He was an old Virginian from 
Culpepper county. A sober, quiet fellow 
was old Tobe, and he did nothing but 
loaf around and tell big tales. He could 
tell the most marvelous and improbable 
stories I ever heard, and yet he did it 
with such eloquence and impressiveness 
that one was half-way compelled to be­
lieve in him. The old fellow’s hair was 
very white, his month was of the os 
rotundum order, and his innocent blue 
eyes betokened a man of the most excel­
lent veracity. Everybody liked old Tobe, 
Everybody liked to hear him talk.

He seemed to know that Provi­
dence put him here to kill rats. Gentle­
men, I saw that dog kill 1,257 lats in on'e 
hour, and when they were all gone he 

. «at down and howlad because there were 
1 no mon. It wav a pitiful tight to He,

One day I took him to the barn to kill 
rats, it was completely undermined with 
holes, and I stationed him at a hole on 
one side, and I went to another place and 
punched them up. Well, the rats began 
to pour out and he killed a hundred; and 
then they commenced eoming too thick 
for him, and he caught three in his 
mouth, and got one under each foot, and 
then I wish I may be damned if he didn’t 
back up and stick his tail in the hole to 
stop them until he killed what he had; 
after he killed those he had in durance 
vile, he opened the hole and let ’em come 
agam, but every little bit they would get 
too fast for him, and he would back up 
and stop the hole. He did that fifty- 
two times and killed 2,487] rats. Poor 
fellow! the strain on ins mmd was too 
much for him; he died ilext day of apo­
plexy.” -"A

After he had finished soine one wowlft. 
ask about the half of a rat̂ fWid he wpji*J 
say: “ Oh, I can’t just explain it, but I 
know the figgers aie right; i t  occufrecT 
some way ih averaging.”

If any one should speak of traveling 
after night, Tobe was ready with this 
story:

“ Gentlemen, I onee made a remark­
able drive after night. I was driving a 
six-horse team, and my lightest horse 
weighed a ton. I had to cross a long, 
open, rickety bridge, about 180 feet 
high, that would hardly bear a hundred 
pounds; the bridge was two inches nar­
rower than my wagon, but by allowing 
the tire to jut over an inch on each side 
I could make it My wagon-tire was 
only an inch and a quarter wide, and 
you see I hadn’t much to play on. The 
night was very dark—dark as a stack of 
‘ niggers ’—so dark that I could not see 
an elephant four inches ahead of me. 
Well, I drove to the bridge, whipped my 
team into a gallop, and crossed it 
straight as an arrow, but of course I 
felt a little queer.”

If you were talking of stout men he 
would tell this:

“ Gentlemen, I once lifted a consider­
able load for a man of my size. It oc­
curred m this way: I was recovering 
from a severe sickness, and was as weak 
as a child. I was sitting in front of my 
house one morning, when my kdn of 
lumber took fire. I was seasoning 100,-
000 feet of lurnbei to build a milk-house 
with; it was supported by several posts.

If you should ever happen to have 
chickens for a topic, Tobe was ready 
with his story:

It is therefore to be 
regretted that not only have we not char­
acters enough for our sounds, but in ad­
dition to this many of the characters we 
have must be meaninglessly thrown away 
m the construction of words. Certainly 
under our present system people who 
write much perform a vast deal of labor. 
Somebody curious in such matters has 
calculated that a person who writes thirty 
words in a minute makes in that time the 
equivalent of a straight mark a rod long 
—that is, that each word is six and three- 
fifths inches in length—a calculation ex­
act enough for ordinary purposes. If he 
should write five hours a day for a year 
of three hundred days, he would write 
over tjiroe hundred miles of paper. If 
our system of spelling is wrong by reason 
of a redundancy of letters Jm any given 
word, of course we here use up an amount 
of energy that might better be employed 
on some profitable task. It is certain 
that children are tortured unnecessarily 
to teach them onr singular mode of spell­
ing, but there seems to be no remedy for 
thiSj.ahicê changes in orthography must 
taJ^.Btc^gradiudly, language being an 
evolution, not a special creation. It is a 
pity, however, that something cannot be 
done to further the desired change ; 
perhaps the present discussion of the 
matter will do something towards the ac­
complishment of the work.—New York 
Graphic.

Origin of the Word “ Protestant.”
With the month of April is associated 

the derivation and dissemination m a 
formal and official manner of th# desig­
nation of Protestant. The Emperor 
Charles the Fifth called a diet at Spires 
in 1529 to request aid from the German 
Princes against the Tuiks, and to devise 
means for allaying the disputes growing 
out of Luther’s rebellion against Catholo- 
cism. The Diet condemned the Beform- 
ers and issued a decree in support of the 
doctrines of the ancient Church. Against 
thin decree six Lutheran Princes and the 
Deputies of thirteen towns of the Em­
pire formally protested on April 37, 
1530. Fiom this act the designation of 
Protestant, winch then was given to the 
followers of Luther, is derived. The 
Calvinists were subsequently included, 
and the title became general for all the 
sects outside the original Christian 
Church. The six Piotestant Princes 
were John and George the Electors of 
Saxony and Brandenburg ; Ernest and 
and Francis, the two Dukes of Lunen­
burg ; the Landgrave of Hesse, and the 
Prince of Anhalt.

The Han Without a Hornet
At Fort Madison, Iowa, there may be 

seen gomg about the street* with the ut­
most freedom a gray-haired old man, 
the only feature of whose appearance dis­
tinguishing him from the city fathers is 
the anifiirm dress of the Penitentiary. 
This coitume is m strange contrast with 
the rest1 of a not unattractive exterior, 
and it brands its wearer as an object of 
curiosity to comer idlers and of dread to 
little children. It is the mark of Gain, 
indicating that th# hands vliich protrude 
from it are stamed with human blood ; 
it is the badge of a murderer who Reaped 
hangmg only through a techmcjility of 
the law.

The old man is known by the name of 
Pleasant Fouts, and has the double dis­
tinction of having been the first white 
man to commit a capital crime within 
the borders .of Polk county, Iowa. 
-When last he crossed the county line, in 
August, 1854, he was an immigrant in 
the prime of life, journeying westward 
with his young-wife Buthy in sefeeh of a 
home. They never found done. In an 
evil hour jealousy thrust itself between 
them ; and the husband, m a motnent of 
madness, struck a murderous blow of 
which he has never ceased to repent.

A trial m those days and in that spar­
sely settled region, though fenced about 
with some formalities, was comparatively 
rapid and positively decisive. Fouta, 
when brought to the bar, was confronted 
with an unimpeachable witness, who swore 
that she saw him stab his wife again and 
again with a knife, despite the deponent’s 
entreaties to desist; and that after ms 
victim had once escaped from him and 
taken refuge in the house of a neighbor, 
he obtained excess to her there by delib­
erate cunnmg and deceit. Neither the 
deed nor the malice aforethought could 
be controverted by the machinations of 
counsel. Fouts was convicted of murder 
in the first degree and sentenced to be 
hanged. Less than a fortnight before 
the day appointed for his execution, Bow- 
ever, a reversal of judgment wilt ob­
tained and a new trial ordered, which re­
sulted, in the then cooler state of popu­
lar feeling, in his condemnation to the 
Penitentiary for life.

For the first ten or twelve years of his 
imprisonment he lived like the convicts ; 
but httle by little the warden came to 
have more confidence m him and to allow 
him greater liberties, until now he is un­
der no restraint whatever, and transacts 
much of the official business of the insti­
tution both inside and outside its gates. 
He really needs no watching, for he feels 
no temptation to abuse his privileges. 
With his wife’s death the last link that 
bound his desires to the world was sev­
ered. The half score of years that fol­
lowed permitted the rest of mankind to 
outrun him m the race of life. He is, to 
all intents and purposes, dead to social 
life ; the hands of the century-clock have 
been turned so far back for him that-they 
can in no manner regain their wonted 
place. Persons who know him say that 
he is so sensible of his isolation that 
nothing would induce lnm to forsake the 
Penitentiary—not even a full pardon ; 
those gray, gnm walls, so repugnant to 
the sight of men who have never forfeited 
their fieedom, encompass the only home 
he caies for.—New York Post.

A Ghastly Phenomenon.
The Nashville (Tenn.) Union and 

American says a strange phenomenon is 
exhibited m the office of the Courier- 
Herald, in the town of Jackson. It is 
thus described as to history and appear­
ance: A man named William Herron was 
out walking with Ins wife one Sunday 
evening not long since, and in passing 
an old neglected graveyard near the pub­
lic road, she saw a gum bush with a 
bunch of mistletoe on its top, and re­
quested her husband to get it for her. 
He went and cut the top off the bush, 
and commenced breaking off the mistle­
toe, when to his surprise and terror he 
discovered that the wood underneath 
presented the perfect form of a human 
hand. Captain Andrews, hearing of the 
wonderful discovery, went to the house 
of Mr. Herron, who, feeling rather un­
comfortable over the thought that he cut 
it from a grave, and perhaps having 
some theory as to its supernatural signifi­
cance, very willingly let Captain An­
drews have it. There are citizens of 
this city to whom both Captain Andrews 
and Mr. Herron are known, and they are 
vouched for as truthful men, but the 
hand itself is proof enough of the truth 
of their statement concerning its growth 
on a bush. The bush from which it was 
cut was six feet high, and the hand was 
on the top, pointing upward, presenting 
the position of the minister’s hand when 
pronouncing a benediction. It is about 
the size of a six-year old child’s hand, 
with long slender fingers 111 e those of a 
person very much emaciated by sickness. 
The wood has enlarged formations on 
each finger and thumb, representing and 
corresponding with the joints of the hu­
man hand. The most remarkable feature 
about it is the natural appearance ot the 
nails. They have a land of flesh color, 
and the balance of the hand, where the 
bark has been entirely removed, looks 
ghastly white. The first impression it 
makes upon yon is the same experienced 
in handling a skeleton, and a large ma­
jority of those who see it regard it 
with the same subdued, half supersti­
tious awe inspired by the presence of a 
corpse. Mr. Andrews says the grave 
from winch it was cut is supposed to be 
the grave of a very devout Methodist 
minister by the name of Butcher, who 
was buried there many years ago.

Abolition ot Coffins.
A late number of the London Times 

contained a strong letter, agitating afresh 
the subject of burial. The argument of 
the writer was opposed to the practice of 
enclosing the bodies of the dead in cof­
fins. The eaith is a powerful antiseptic, 
and, by intermg the dead wrapped in a 
winding sheet instead of a coffin, the 
generation of poisonous gases and decom­
posing fluids, would be entirely avoided.

The earth will assimilate a body in the 
course of four or five years, leaving but 
few fragments of scentless bones. It is 
interposition of the coffin which prevents 
the earth combining with the decompos­
ing elements of the body, and allows 
noxious vapors to nse from the grave 
and poison the living.

All the advantages arising from crema­
tion would, in the opmion of the writer, 
be obtained by this method of sepulture, 
while the feelings of the community 
would suffer a much less shock from this 
slight change in the custom of burial.

Its Final Use.
What becomes of all the broken food 

left on plates in great hotels f It is fre­
quently sold m a lot to some contractor 
who pays so much a year for it, and 
makes money by the transaction. From 
him, the soap-fat makers buy every scrap 
of meat and fat. The bread picked out 
is fed to horses and cattle m city stables, 
and the green stuff and refuse to hogs. 
The bone-boilers take the bones and pre­
pare them for the manufacture of knife 
and toothbrush handles, buttons, etc., 
while small bones, useless for these pur­
poses, are ground up into yeast pow­
ders, bone-dust and fertilizers. In Palis, 
bread-crumbs are made from the scraps 
of bread found in hotels swill tubs, and 
sold to the city world. Making these 
crumbs originated with an old garbage- 
man, Pere Cliapelher, who raked bread 
from the gutters, dried it, made crumb*, 
and sold them for bird-feed. Finding 
that cooks used them for soups, frying 
and other ways, he secured the broken 
pieces from hotels, convents, etc., and 
prepared them for use, increasing his 
business till dozens of men and wagons 
took the place of his old basket and 
hooked stick. The trade continues, 
and prepared bread-crumbs are now 
used in many Pans hotels and restaurants.

The Journal oj Agriculture plainly 
intimates that suspicion is rife, m the 
minds of many, that the big prices paid, 
or rather said to be paid, for Duchesses 
and members of other fashionable fam­
ilies of short-horn cattle, exist only in 
the imagination of those interested ; or, 
to apeak plainly, are simply fictions and 
misrepresentations. Perhaps the sales 
are made upon the popular “ chromo” 
plan, and a valuable “ ebromo ” check 
given to the purchaser of the cow, calf, 
or bull as a discount. Such “ back ac­
tion ” is easily possible.

A c r o p  of Swede turnips which yield­
ed 46| tons, of 2,240 pounds to the ton, 
or 51| tons of 2,000 pounds, per acre, 
was grown last season by an English 
farmer, Mr. Whittingham. of Ashley 
Hall, near Altrincham. The land wa* 
drained marsh, plowed in drills 25mche* 
apart, and fertilized with 20 tons of lime 
manure, 336 pounds of ground bone, 
and 168 pounds of guano per acre. “The 
seed had been ground upon the farm 
from well selected bulbs,” as had been 
the custom for many years.

A person who has benefitted by his 
experience makes the following sugges­
tions as to protecting trees from the 
ravages of mice : “ For the past twen­
ty-five years, whenever anow falls in 
sufficient quantities on bare ground, I 
have been in the habit of stomping it 
down hard, around the trunks of my 
fruit trees, and have never had a tree 
injured by mice ainoe I began the prac­
tice. Mice axe found most beside walls 
or fences in old fields, containing bog or 
old grass, and they make roads imme­
diately on the top of the ground, and at­
tack the trees at the bottom, working up. 
Any hard substance round the tree, 
pressed close to the ground, will pre­
vent the mice from reaching the tranks. 
I have also used coal ashes with good 
success.”

Feed f o r  Wore-Houses.— For draft
work with a walking-gait, whether on 
Die farm or in the city, the best ration is 
com and oats, or oorn and barley ground 
together, and mixed with moistened cut 
hay. In this case, ton pounds hay, ten 
pounds of the mixed meal, and one-half 
pound of tho oil-meal, or eight pounds 
of the meal with four of fine bran, oost- 
lUg, in most places, n*t over twenty-five 
oents per day. A few potatoes, carrots, 
beets or parsnips, are excellent for the 
health of the work-horse. For horses 
not at work, or having only a httle ex­
ercise, sixteen pound# of early cut hay, 
four pounds oats, with a few route, or a 
little oil-meal will keep them m fine con­
dition and good health. Such horses 
may alio be kept on clover and timothy 
hay, without grain, if that is cheaper; 
but no animal should be kept through­
out the winter on dry food alone. Varie­
ty of food should be provided, as far a* 
tins can be done with economy.—Live 
Stock Journal.

Soda Cake.—One-half cup of butter, 
one and a half cups of sugar, two cups 
of flour, one-half cup of milk, three eggs, 
one-half teaspoon soda, one teaspoon 
cream tartar.

Ginger Cake.—Take one tablespoon­
ful of ginger, one of lard, one even of 
saieratus, half pint of molasses, half tear 
cup water j knead soft, roll thin, and 
bake in a quick oven. _

Silver Cvke.—One cup of butter, 
two cups of sugar, three cups of flour, 
one cup of milk, the whites of three 
eggs, one-half teaspoonful of Eoda, one
teaspoon?ul of cream tartar.

Another Liquor Law.
On the last day of the session of the 

Legislature, the following important Act 
was added to the other legislation upon 
the liquor traffic:
A bill to prevent the sale or delivery of mtoxi- 

oatmg liquors, wine and beei to minors and 
to drunken persons and to habitual drunkards; 
to provide a remedy against selling liquor to 
husbands or children in certain cases.
Section 1. The people of the State of Michi­

gan enact, That it shall not be lawful for any 
person to sell any spirituous or intoxicating 
liquor, or any wine or beei, to any minor, or to 
any intoxicated person, or to any person m the 
haiit of getting intoxicated. It shall not be 
lawful for any person to sell spirituous or in­
toxicating liquors without first having executed 
and delivered to the Treasurer of the county in 
which such business is prosecuted and earned 
on, the bond required to be given by 
Section 4 of this act. All saloons res­
taurants, bars, bar-rooms in taverns or 
otherwise, and all plaoes of public resort 
where intoxicating liquors are sold, either at 
wholesale or retail, shall (unless otherwise de­
termined and directed l»y the Board of Trustee* 
or Common Council of the village or city where 
such saloons, lestaurants, bar*, bar-room* are 
kept), be clo*ed on the first day of the week, 
oommonly called Sunday and on each week dav 
night from and after the homr of 11 o'clock 
until 6 o’clock of the morning of the succeed 
ng day. But this provision shall not be con­

strued to prohibit druggists fiom selling such 
liquors at such times, upon the written request 
or order of some practicing physician of the 
town, village or city. Anj person who shall 
violate any of the provisions of this section 
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction thereof shall be punished by 
a fine of not less than $25, nor more than $100, 
and costs of prosecution, and on failure to pay 
such fine ana costs shall be imprisoned m the 
oounty jail not less than ten days nor more than 
ninety days, or both such fine and imprison­
ment, in the discretion of the court.

Sec. 2. Any person who by false pretense 
hall obtain any spirituous or intoxicating 

hquers, or who shall be drunk or intoxicated m 
any hotel, tavern, inn or place of public busi­
ness, or in any assemblage of people collected 
together m any place for any purpose , or in 
any street, lane alley, highway, railway or 
street car, bv drinking intoxicating liquors, 
■hall, on conviction thereof, be punished by a 
fine of $5 and the costs of prosecution ©r be 
punshed by imprisonment in the jail of th* 
oounty, not exceeding twenty days, or both 
•uch fine and impiisonment, m the discretion 
of the court.

Sec, 3. Every wife, child, parent, guardian, 
husband or other person who shall be injured 
in person or property, meins of support, by any 
intoxicated person, or by means of the intoxica­
tion of any person shall have a right of 
action in his or her own name against any 
person or persons who shall, by aslling 
or giving any intoxicating liquor, have 
caused or contributed to the intoxication of such 
person or persons , and shall also have a right 
of action against the principal and sureties of 
the bond hereinafter mentioned , and in any 
such action, the plaintiff shall have a right to 
recover actual and exemplary damages. And in 
every action by any wife, husband, parent or 
child, general reputation of the relation of hus­
band and wife, parent, or child, shall be pruna 
facie evidence of such relation and the amount 
recovered by every wife or child shall be his or 
her sole and separate property. Any sale or 
gift of intoxicating liquors by the lessee of 
premises, resulting in damage, shall, at the 
option of the lessor, work a forfeiture of hi* 
lease, and the Cucuit Court m chancery may 
enjoin the sale or giving away of intoxicating 
liquors by any lessee of premises which may 
result m loss or damage, or liability to the 
lessor, or any person claiming under such 
lessor.

Sec. 4. If any person under the age of 21 
years shall misrepresent his age and state him­
self to be over 21 yfears of age m order to

Eurchase malt spirituous, or intoxicating 
quors, he shall be deemed guilty of a misde­

meanor, and upon conviction thereof snail b* 
fined m any sum not less than $5 nor more 
than $25, and on failure to pay such fine »hall 
be imprisoned in the county jail not less than 
five days nor more than sixty days, or both such 
fine and imprisonment, m the discretion of the 
court.

Sec. 5. En ery such dealer or person shall, in 
each and every vear, make, execute, and de­
liver to the County Treasurer of the oounty m 
which he is carrvmg on such business a bond to 
be determined by the Township Board of th* 
township or the Board of Trustees, or th* Com­
mon Council of the village or city m which th* 
business is carried on, to the people of the 
State of Michigan, m the sum of not less than 
$1,000 nor more than $3,000, with two or more 
sufficient sureties, who shall be freeholders.

[The form of the bond it is not necessary to 
give. It is not to sell liquor to any minor, 
habitual drunkard or person m the habit of 
getting intoxicated, or to any person whose 
husband, wife, parent, child, guardian or em­
ployer shall serve notice upon him that such 
person ha« acquired or is acquiring the habit of 
drinking to excess.]

“ Such bond shall not be received unless the 
approval thereof by the Townahip Board, or 
the Board of Trustees, or Common Council of 
the village or city shall be duly certified thereon 
in writing, and tbo principal shall not be al­
lowed to sell spirituous or fermented liquor* in 
any other place than that specified in said bona 
without giving notice and executing another 
bond m the manner above pi escribed. When­
ever any condition of said bond shall be broken, 
a new t;ond may be required by the County 
Tr*a»urer, and alio m cos* ov th* deat-i, ni- 
iolv*noyv or removal of cither of th* surtU**, 
and in any other contingency r*$uiriAff it>*
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I Should the worst apprehensions be 
1 realized in legard to the fruit crop in

It is estimated that only one acre 
in each hundred of our State is susceptible 
of cultivation, and when people come here 
thinking this is the place for cheap farms, 
they are mistaken. Rich land-holders 
own vast tracks of tlie best farming lands 
and nothing shoit of a fortune will induce 
them to make a division. Government 
lands that are not yet taken up, are situ­
ated on rough mountains, or in by places 
and may be valuable at some future time, 
as timber or grazing lauds. It seems to me 
that the south or cential west offei better 
nducements for actual settlers than Cali­
fornia , broad -and fertile acres are found 
there, which aie not to be found in this 
State. Our cities are filled w’ith unem 
ploj-ed people and hundreds are tramping 
about the country, seeking labor. Emi- 
giation must cease or suffering and want 
will surely come Still, there is the great­
est activity in all blanches of trade, bus­
iness is at its liight, tradesmen are pios- 
peious, but the labor market is over- 
ciowded—the supplj- is far in excess of 
the demand. This tide of emigration 
must ceare, or again flow back, and to 
those intending a tup to California, other 
thaa a pleasure one, let me advise them 
foi the present, not to come

Mutiny at Sea—Desperate Fight.
A London dispatch says : On the 

arrival of schooner Jefferson Borden at 
her dock to day, she was boarded, and 
full details of tile mutiny obtained. It 
seems that an American sailor, named 
Smith, struck the first blow. He knocked 
down and killed the second mate," who 
was in charge of the watch. He then 
awakened the first mate. As the Sitter 
cam# out of the cabin he was felled by a 
sailor named Miller, and thrown over­
board. All this time Capt. Patterson was 
asleep. He was aroused by Miller, who 
shouted down the gangway that a'min 
had broken his leg. Looking around he 
observed that the bunks of the mates 
weie empty. Suspecting mischief, he 
armed himself with revolvers and went 
on deck. He was immediately assailed 
by the mutineers with missiles. He 
opened fire. They retreated, and finally 
took refuge m the deck-house, wheie he 
besieged them an entire day. He emp­
tied his revolvers on them repeatedly 
through the window, but they refused to 
surrender until night. Miller, after re­
ceiving five bullets m his legs and two m 
his body, at length offered to yield, with 
his companions, and all were secured. 
The English sailor, whose name is Clow, 
received two bullets beneath the nhs, and 
will probably die. Smith, another muti­
neer, was wounded m the wrist and 
shoulder. He was chained to the pump, 
and suffers severely from ague, con­
tracted fiom his exposuie. The Captain, 
steward, boy, and one sailor worked the 
ship seven days before assistance was ob­
tained from passing vessels. The fiist 
mate was the Captain’s brother, and the 
second mate his cousin. The mutineers 
assert that their only object was revenge 
for ill-treatment. The lest of ihe crew 
deny that the men had been ill-treated, 
apd Capt. Patterson declares tmt they 
intended to plunder the vessel.

The Republican State Central Com­
mittee of Calilorma have issued a call 
for a State Canvention on the 10th of 
June.

The Philadelphia Telegraph growls 
long and savagely because a Pennsylva­
nia man was not chosen to succeed Judge 
Williams.

The editor of the Pittsburgh Pott, 
James P. Barr, is urged by the Demoe- 
lacy of Western Pennsylvania for th* 
Gubernatorial nomination of the party.

Ex Gov. B. Gratz Brown has just 
built twenty two handsome residences m 
St. Louis, and has begun to collect the 
rents, which seems a pleasanter employ­
ment than being defeated for the Vice- 
Presidency.

The Cincinnati Commercial has lately 
reopened its discussions of needed Con­
gressional reforms, and says it hopes to 
live “ to see the time when the bringing 
in of any deficiency bill will be met by a 
prompt and successful motion on the 
part of Representatives of tlie people to 
lay the bill on the table.”

The Republican majonty in Michigan 
at the recent election was over 22,000. 
The two Republican candidates for Re­
gents of the State University, S. S. Wal­
ker and Benj. M. Cutcheon, received a 
majority of 22,836 and 19,162, respect­
ively, over S. T. Douglass and Peter 
White, the Democratic nominees.

The election of several Roman Cath­
olic Representatives to the Legislature 
of New Hampshire is to b« contested on 
the ground that the State Constitution 
has a clause requiring that Representa­
tives must be of the Piotestant religion. 
Several attempts to have the clause re­
pealed have been voted down by large 
popular majorities.

Indiana is the favoied State with the 
administration at present. With Tyner 
as Second Assistant Postmaster General,

control of the situation.”

A convention to take into considera­
tion the best means for the speedy union 
of the United States and the Canadian 
Dominions is called to assemble at 
Buffalo on July 4. The managers of it 
expect that three delegates will be chosen 
from each Congressional district in the 
United States and three delegates from 
each Parliamentary district in the British 
provinces. It is hoped by them that 
through this Convention arrangements 
may be begun by which the union of the 
two countries may be effected by the 4th 
of July, 1876.

Tho mixture may 
then be distributed m vaiious parts of 
the house over night, on pieces of board, 
slates, etc., and v hen examined m the 
morning numbers of dead cockroaches 
will be found close to where the poison 
has been laid.”

AN INDIAN BATTLE.

•etails of the Recent right Between 
United State* Soldier* and Cheyenne*.

[Fort Wallace (Ka* ) Cor. Cincinnati Commercial [

We have had some excitement down 
here the last few days. On Friday, the 
16th inst., a telegram was received from 
Grenada, on the Atchison, Topeka and 
San î Fe railioad, from Allen Clark, a 
man who belongs to this post, and who 
was out hunting up his cattle, announc­
ing that he had been attacked and ?or- 
raled by Indians, about forty miles south 
of here, but that he bad escaped into 
Grenada. A detachment of forty cavalry 
from Fort Lyon was immediately ordered 
here. They arrived Sunday night, in 
charge of Second Lieutenant Henley, of 
the Sixth Cavalry, and Monday morning 
they started for the trail, taking fifteen 
days’ forage and rations with them. On 
the morning of the second day out they 
struck the trail at the Twin Buttes, about 
forty miles north of here. The trail was 
leading directly north. Abandoning one 
wagon, and everything that could be dis­
pensed with, and taking only seven days’ 
forage and rations, they followed the 
ti ail m light marching order. They 
could see by the trail that there were 
from 300 to 400 ponies, but could not 
determine the number of Indians. The 
first night they camped seven miles south 
of the lailroad, on the Smoky Hill river; 
the second, north of Monument Station, 
and the third night they traveled until 
almost midnight. When they went into 
camp seme of the scouts took up the 
trail and followed it about ten miles, 
when they discovered the Indians strong­
ly posted in a ravine, and with a regular 
senes of nfle-pits thrown up. Returning 
to the camp about 2 o’clock m the morn­
ing they reported, and immediately the 
Lieutenant broke camp and started on 
the trail once more. They arrived on 
the spot about 4 o’clock a.m. The In­
dians had discovered them, and were fast 
making preparations for a warm recep­
tion. An old chief came out and wanted 
to parley. The Lieutenant rode out to 
meet him, and the old fellow said: “Bet­
ter you go back, John. Heap Injun. 
Big shoot. Much ponies.”

The Lieutenant told him he had better 
sui render at onee, when the old fellow 
rode off. As Lieutenant Henley was 
ndmg back to his command, several 
shots were fired at him. The order was 
given to commence the attack. As yet 
we could not tell how many reds there 
were, as they were hidden m their pits. 
When the order was given to commence 
action the first movement Was to secure 
what pomes they could. They got 140, 
and then commenced their attack on the 
pits. Here they had us at a great dis­
advantage, for they could fire at us with­
out exposing any part of their persons, 
but finally our boys got close on the edge 
of the pits, and would lay flat and load, 
and ram the muzzles of their guns over 
the edge and blaze away, and in this way 
they finally drove them out, but not un­
til two of our boys had gone under. One 
fellow was shot dead in trying to get to 
the pits, and the other, the acting First 
Sergeant of the detachment and Quarter­
master Sergeant of the company, after 
getting up to the pit, got a ball through 
his left shoulder. It made him so mad 
that he swore he would have the hfe of 
the fellow who did it, if he killed the 
whole Cheyenne tribe. He immediately 
raised himself to his knees on the edge 
of the pit and commenced to fire from 
that position; he fired from there twice, 
making both shots count, when a ball 
from below struck him m the month and 
passed out through the back of his head, 
killing him instantly. The reds tried 
hard to get the scalps of the two dead 
men, but failed. There were about sixty 
well-armed 'warriors in the fight, and 
about thirty of our men; the rest of the 
boys were guarding the ponies and sup­
ply wagon. We lolled about thirty In­
dians; some say they counted thirty-five.

A Few Old People.
As we have not at hand a reliable state 

ment of authenticated cases of extraordi­
nary longevity compiled m St. Louis, we 
will take a curious and interesting statis­
tical statement compiled m the city of 
New York. It exhibits the number of 
persons who have jjied there within the 
past ten years of one hundred years of 
age and upward, and is made a part of 
the annual report of the health depart­
ment. Of these centenarians there are 
91; of whom 72 were females and 19 
males. Of the number 56 were natives 
of Ireland, 25 of the United States, 2 of 
Germany, 2 of France, 2 of the West 
Indies, 1 of Scotland, 1 of Africa, 1 at 
sea and 1 unknown. Of colored there 
were 23 and of white 68. The list show*
2 single, 43 widows, 7 married and only 
5 widowers, leaving 34, the conditions of 
which are unaccounted for. Of these 
37 were 100 years old, 5 were 101, 9 were 
102, 14 were 103, 5 were 104, 7 were 105,
5 were 106, 3 were 108, 3 were 109, 2 

ire 113 and 1 was 118 years. Their 
occupations are given in only 15 instances 
in which there are only 2 merchants, 3 
cooks, the others being laborers and 
honse-seivants. The cause pf death in 
two-thirds of these eases was senile 
asthenia, or gradual decay from th# in­
firmities of old age. There were 3 cases 
of apoplexy, others of pneumonia; 
paralysis, dropsy, etc., but m the large 
majority of cases, as is seen, the old peo­
ple fell off from hfe as the leaves from 
the trees m the autmmn when there is no 
more active hfe to support them. The 
statement* of many of these were con­
tradictory as to the methods by which 
they retained hfe so long. Very few 
drank alcoholic liquors and most of them 
were hard-working people, who lived on 
simple fare and by the nature of their 
employment took plenty of out-door 
exercise, thereby training the muscular 
system and inhaling oxygen, which is the 
principle of life.—St. Louis Republican.

Paul Boyton.
The attempt made by Captain Boyton 

to cross the English Channel, although 
attended by failure, is yet regarded as a 
signal triumph of the excellence of his 
apparatus. The distance between Dover 
and Boulogne is twenty-five nautical 
miles; and, with the strong tides afld 
currents which make the channel pas­
sage the most disagreeable for its length 
in the world, it is almost surprising that 
the gallant American went as far as he 
did. Three o’clock m the morning was 
the hour fixed for the start, and for the 
first two hours everything went well. 
At 9 the Captain stopped to rest and re­
fresh himself. This delay was fatal, be­
cause he shortly after fell in with a cur­
rent which seriously retarded his* prog­
ress. The tide opposed him, and the 
force of the wind had increased. At 6 
o’clock it was becoming dark, with a 
heavy sea on, and the French pilot de­
clined to take any further responsibility. 
When Captain Boyton left the water, 
after fifteen hours’ physical exertion and 
exposure, his pulse was calm and the 
temperature of his body good. Had the 
weather been more favorable the intrepid 
mariner would doubtless have accom­
plished the feat. The English press are 
unanimous in admitting the value of 
Captain Boyton’s invention. That it 
will eventually come into general use in 
ships, at watering places, life-saving 
stations, and other points, seems to be 
an assured certainty.
