I, William Wildei, was in eostaoies. 
I danced and lumped as if I was a lu­
natic; and well I might, for I had been 
out of employment for over a year, and 
now I had received a position as collect­
or for Dobson & Co., wholesale gioceis 
and commission meichants, which would 
pay mo a salary of fifty dollars a month. 
As I had nobody but myself to look 
after, I could manage to scrape through 
the month and have a few dollais for 
pocket money.

My desk stood in the fiont pait of the 
store, and when my pen was not gallop­
ing along the lines of my paper, or 
flashing up formidable columns of 
figures, which told the story of profits 
for Dobson & Co., I had a very fine new 
of that poition of the street fronting the 
store.

“ Well, I Km very glad ; come riowrrf 
here after dinner, this evening. I want 
you foi somelhing,,T “

I got to the store that evening very 
early, not giving myself much time to 
eat dinner. I found Mr. Dobson there 
before me.

“ I want to make an examination of 
Mr. Baker’s books; I am not acquainted 
with book keeping. I watched you, and 
found you to be very energeitjij, and 
Mr. Baker often calling upon you for 
assistance. A friend of mjnc has .con­
vinced me that I should keep tsgck of 
my owp business.

Blake returned at 3 
o’clock, but found the hoise was not 
ready, and that Boylan, instead of obey­
ing instructions, had put two new shoes 
on the foie ieet of the hoise, while the 
Mnd feet weie still unshod. Some hud 
words followed, anduBoylan seized the 
hot horse-shoe, which he was then set­
ting on the horse, and tlnew it at Blake. 
The missile struck Blake behind the left 
ear and caused almost instant death. 
Boylan, for a few minutes was stunned at 
the result of Ms hasty act, but when an 
alaim was raised he ran out of the shop. 
He was pursued by Officers Gallagher 
and Fisher, of the Twentieth Piecmct 
Police, who were gaming upon him rap­
idly, when he took refuge in “ Dan” 
Mace’s shop, at Seventh avenue and 
Thu ty-mnth street. The men there kept 
the door closed against the police until 
Boylan had obtained time enough to es 
cape.—New York Tnbune.

After 
pretending to wash Ins legs, he jumped 
out as happy as possible, and from that 
moment recovered his usual spirits.

“ There appears m this instance to 
have been a clear process of reasonmg, 
accompanied by acute feeling, going on 
m the dog’s mind fiom the moment he 
bit me until he hit upon a plan of show­
ing his regict and making reparation for 
his fault. It evidently oecuired to Mm 
that I attached groat importance to tMs 
foot-bath, and, if he could convince me 
that lus contrition was sincere, and that 
he was willing to submit to the process 
without a murmur, I should be satisfied. 
The dog, in this case, reasoned with per­
fect accuracy, and from his own premises 
deduced, a legitimate conclusion which

A Rich Pauper.

Aftei the 
funeral Ms room was examined and a 
will found, together with a package con­
taining $94,000 m go\eminent bonds, 
and a bank book showing a deposit ot 
$10,000 in a bank m New York citj. The 
will gave half ot his propelty to liisrela 
tives, and the rest to Luke’s Hospital 
and to chinches m which he 
preached. The cleigyman’s name was 
Clark, and he went to Gieene county 
from Halifax, N. S

The following account of the shooting 
of D. R. Anthony, editor of the Leaven- 
north Timm, by Wm. Embry, editor of 
tTSfc AVpemJ of the ,salhe-r,ity;- is taken" 
fiom fSfe Kansps City Times:

The Times tins moiiilug' contorted the 
startling announcement that Col. D. R. 
Anthony had been fatally w'ounded m an 
affray with Wm. Embry, editor of the 
Leavenworth Appeal. Knowing the in­
tense interest that must be awakened by 
such a tragic event, your reporter re- 
pau ed to the depot and took the Mis­
souri Pacific riaip. bound for that city, 
arriving at 12 m. A scoy» of citizens 
were atfbe dcpo{_ waiting Jo obtain a 
copyot {lie Trines, and your lepoiter 
immediately learned that Mr. Anthony, 
who had remained m the jOpera house 
all night, had been lemoved to Ms own 
residence.

A thousand rumois were flying on 
the,'streets, aricLno one seemed to kfahw 
anytlnng definite 'dbout Ins condition. 
In order that no mistake might occur, 
i visit to Mr. Anthony’s house was 
made, and the Times man was admitted 
to tlie sitting-room. Mrs. Anthony, 
agitated and almost distracted, beckoned 
to the reporter to be seated. A young 
man whose duty it was to admit only 
suchmto Col. Anthony’s piesenee as hs 
desned to see, informed the Colonel of 
the reporter’s piesenee, and he was 
invited to his chamber. Tlie-e toy the 
proud man of a few hours before, with 
pallid, ghastly countenance. His eyes 
were closed and Ms voice hushed to a 
barely audible whispei. He laised two 
ffr^era of 'lne l*ft hand to shake hands. 
Torn reporter bent over him and heard 
from his bloodless lips the following re­
marks. “ For twelve hours I was dying, 
yes, worse than dying. Oh, the agony 
of that suffocating feeling, but I am 
better now; I know I have been grow­
ing better for five hours; I never was 
more rational; I  am all right nowri’

Heie his attentive wife placed an ice 
cold cloth upon his brow, and placed a 
small pieee of ice in his toouth. Speaking 
of fife wife he said t “ She grows batter 
everyday.” Then recurring to Mmself 
he said: “ I have heard it said that nine 
out of ten men when brought face to 
face Vrere not afraid to (he, no matter 
whether they had any religion or not, 
and I nevei believed it until now. Last 
night I was prepared and hoped that I 
would die. But now I am easier and 
ttonk I may recover.” Here it was sug­
gested that he had talked too much al­
ready for his strength, and he ceased. 
At least thirty minutes were consumed 
m the conveisation. Calling Dr. Sinks, 
one of his attending physicians, to an­
other poition of the room, your reporter 
asked him to give a statement of what 
he knew about the unfoitunate affair.

The doctor had attended the enteitom- 
ment given by Janauscfaek, and was 
present when the shooting occurred 
Col. Anthony had gone out between the 
third and fourth acts of the play of “ De­
borah,” and the affray took place on the 
stairway as he Returned. It is stated 
that Col. Anthony went across the street 
to take a drink.

“ Col. Anthony was shot,” says the 
doctor, ‘ ‘ just before reaching the top of 
the stairway. He succeeded m reaching 
a chair about the middle of the room. I 
was near by, and instantly went to his 
relief. He remarked that he was shot 
find thought it was fatal. I opened Ins 
coat and pulled back his slnrt, when the 
red blood gushed forth like a fountain. 
He fainted away, and in a very few min­
utes Ms pulse was not perceptible. The 
bsilAAitered the right shoulder and frac­
tured the clavicle bone, having passed 
directly through its center. The sub­
clavicle artery was severed.”

The “ scene at the opera” cannot be 
described. The queen of tragedy, Jan- 
auschek, had just wrought up the minds 
of her audience to the Mghest pitch, 
when the report of the revolver broke 
the spell with such terrible suddenness 
that the shock was irresistible. Mrs. 
Anthony, who seems to have had a pre- 
sontiment tlat some dire calamity was 
about to happen to her husband, was 
among the first to realize the situation, 
and her screams were heart-rending. 
Many ladies fainted, and cMldren were 
paralyzed with fear. The scene was ap­
palling, and the news flew like liclitning. 
Many fled, while hundreds rushed to the 
scene, and all night long the streets were 
crowded with an excited populace.

A number of gentlemen stated that 
they had expected a tragic termination 
of the quanel winch had been mereas 
mg in bitterness between the two edi­
tors. The origin of the difficulty, as is 
believed, was the violent strictures made 
by Col, Anthony upon the Printers’ 
Union, on the occasion of the death of 
James Coulter, the printer who commit­
ted suicide a few weeks since, after hav­
ing been charged with defalcation as a 
treasurer of the Planters’ Union.

Another “ Dog Schneider” Storr.
A letter from Erie, Pa., to the Chicago 

Tribune relates the following:
About seven years ago a pagty of fannt- 

ed ,frcm Allegheny-City came her.* to 
hunt ducks up on Presque Isle Penin­
sula. One of the party, Mr- Gharies L. 
Hutchinson, lost a valuable gpld watch 
and chanqji gift from a very'sdear, de­
ceased friend, among {he miiqglous little 
pdnds that intersect the peninsula. Long 
and diligent search, consuming several 
days, was made; and no trace of the 
watch being found, the search was given 
up as a hopeless one. Mr. H. went back 
to Allegheny City, but could not forget 
Ins loss. Seven yeais have passed since 
then. Last week, while here on. a visit, 
he felt a strong inclination to renew* the 
search, for his long-missing time-piece, 
and alone he again went over the ground 
formerly traveised by Mm. While sit­
ting down among tl̂ c bushes to empty 
Ms boots of the sand that had just got 
into them, he chanced to cast his eyes 
upward, when to his intense surprise and 
joy he saw the watch and chain hanging 
to the limbs of a small sapling, just as 
they had hung there seven years before, 
when the young twig—now grown quite 
large—had jerked them from his pocket! 
The wood of the sapling had grown over 
and about the chain, holding it m a firm 
grasp. Mr. Hutchinson carefully cut off 
the branch within which the /chain was 
imbedded, and expresses hiS intention 
of preserving it m that condition. The 
watch has been cleaned and repaired, 
and, strange to say, is now keeping as 
good time as m former yeais. The watch 
is an English hunting case, and, when 
found, bore little evidence of the expos­
ure to which it had been subjected.

Tlie Grasshoppers.
The grasshopper campaign of this sea­

son is the subject of a great deal of ani­
mated conjecture on.tfae Missouri border 
counties. The “ hoppers” m their last 
year’s journey, after desolating parts of 
Kansas, reached the border counties of 
fans State, but died before committing 
any serious depiedations. They did not 
die, however, without making‘provision 
for the perpetuation of their raee ; and 
the warm days of the present spring re­
veal myriads of their offspring emerging 
fiom the bark of trees, clods and fence- 
rails, apparently awaiting the proper 
fame for beginning operations. In Jack- 
son county they aie already at work; blue 
glass, timothy and clover are being at­
tacked by them, but large meadows, it 
is said, escape their depredations. They 
have done no great damage in that coun­
ty yet, and it is hoped they will perish 
before growing large enougli to inflict 
serious injury on the young crops. In 
some localities they disappear, after ex- 
lubitmg themselves for a fame, and it is 
augiued they die. Some farmers are 
doing what they can to help them off; 
one drives them into fuirows plowed for 
the puipose, and then covers them up 
with another furrow, another drives them 
into heaps and burns them with straw 
faggots ; and another rolls them to death 
in Ms fields with a common roller. They 
have appeared in Cass county in strong 
force, but as yet have done no great 
amount of damage. It is the question 
of what they will do that causes anxiety 
among the faimers. The general opin­
ion is that they axe so weakened by their 
long flight from the mountain faere that 
they will perish before the summer.— 
St. Louis Republican.

Why She Hadn’t Written.
Within the last few days an old beggar 

woman, having been admitted into the 
kitchen of one of our most prominent 
citizens, was mournfully relating to the 
lady of the house the misfortunes of her 
life. She said her husband went to 
California to dig gold a great many 
years ago, but hid never been able to 
find more than enough to keep himself 
alive, so, of course, he had never sent 
her any; that,"until within a few years, 
they had continually written each other 
letters full of love and sympathy. At 
this point the flood-gates of her grief 
burst open; she sputtered and sighed at 
a terrible late, and, finally, after several 
ineffectual efforts, ejaculated that she 
had not heard from, or even written to, 
lier darling in a long time. The old 
woman drew a long breath, and was 
about to continue, when the tody of the 
house asked her why she had not writ­
ten to her husband. “ Ah, mum!” 
sighed she, “ after I lost my front 
teeth, I could not pronounce very good, 
so I had to give up wntmg.—Toledo 
Bladi.

Telegraphic Paralysis.
Telegraph clerks will hear with alarm 

of telegraphic paralysis, a new malady 
reported by a French physician to the 
Academic des Sciences. An employe, 
who had been engaged in a telegiaph 
office for nine years, found that he could 
not form clearly the letters U, represent­
ed by two dots and a stroke; I, by two 
dots, and S, by three dots. On trying 
to trace the letters Ms hand became stiff 
and cramped. He then endeavored to 
use Ms thumb alone, and this succeeded 
for two years, when his thumb was simi­
larly attacked, and he subsequently tried 
the first and second fingers, but in two 
months these were also paralyzed. 
Finally he had recourse to the wrist, 
wMch also shortly became disabled. If 
he forced Mmself to use Ms hand, both 
hand and arm shook violently, and cer­
ebral excitement ensued. It appears that 
tMs disorder is very common among 
telegraph clerks.

Affecting Scene.
A man in Baltimore called on a grave­

digger one day to have Ms wife’s grave 
sodded. He was an extremely penurious 
man, and higgled a long fame over the 
price of the sodding. Suddenly he be­
came mute, while his eyes were fixed on 
a neighboring tombstone. His daughter 
and the grave-digger stood back m re­
spect for tlie feelmgs of the old gentle 
man, m whose mind they supposed the 
sight of that tablet had called up the 
memory of a dear departed friend, for 
gnef was depicted in his countenance, 
and he was visibly agitated.

MICHIGAN NEWS.

—A twelve year old boy named Weir 
was drowned m Saginaw river, an Bay 
City, last Friday. The body was recov­
ered four hours after.

—The Northwest Publishing Company, 
of Allegan, are now busy printing the 
engravangs for Judge Littlejohn’s forth­
coming work, “ Legends of Michigan 
and the Old Noithwest.”

'—A Baptist camp meeting will be held 
near the village of Palo, Ionia county, 
commencing on Saturday evening, the 
5th day of June, and continuing over two 
Sabbatlis.

—The homestead entries were larger 
at the United States Land Office at Trav­
el se City during the month of April than 
ever before during a single month. Dur­
ing thi? month there were 270 homestead 
entnes.

—The Bay City 77 ibune of a recent 
date says: “ Country saloons m this sec­
tion of the State are closing up rapidly 
on account of the passage of the liquor 
law, but there is no visible diminution m 
the number m the city.”

—D. M. Richardson, of Detroit, has 
sold Ms match factory to a stock - com­
pany with a capital of $300,000. It is 
the largest match factory m the United 
States, paying one-seventh of the whole 
government tax on matches. It will be 
known hereafter as tlie Richardson 
Match Company of Detroit.

—The magnetic well at St. Louis has 
been re-bored, and a large increase of 
water gained. The flow now maintains 
a column of "water thirty feet from the 
surface of the earth, instead of twenty- 
four, as foimerly. TMs is the greatest 
height yet reached by natural forces 
from any aitesian well m Amenca.

—During a balloon ascension at Battle 
Creek, last Friday, attached to Springer’s 
Circus, a horse belonging to Mr. J. P. 
Kellogg, was frightened and ran away, 
crossing the traek of the Chicago and 
Lake Huron railroad, upsetting the 
veMcle, and throwing Mr. Kellogg out 
upon the rail, injuring him fatally. He 
is over 70 yeais old.

—During the paiade of Springer’s 
Cirqzoolodon at Battle Creek, last week, 
sneak tMeves entered the store of Messrs. 
Collier & Watties, and stole from the 
money drawer $40, and from the *afe of 
S. W. McCrea & Co. $90, and during the 
day several gentleman lost their watches. 
A regular gang of thieves are either con­
nected with or following the circus, and 
all people in other towns should profit 
by this warning.

—G. V. N. Lothrop and Theodore 
Romeyn, ‘of Detroit, counsel for the con­
testants of the Ward will, have filed their 
answer to the allegations of the execu­
tors. They demand a trial, asseit that 
tfae will was not signed and attested m 
the manner set forth, deny that Capt. 
Waid was of sound mind when he exe­
cuted the will, and maintain that the 
papers were signed under undue influ­
ence and fraud.

—Saloons are closing up all over the 
State, and the aggregate of liquor ca­
pitulations must be quite large. The 
number would be much greater but for 
the hope that the new law will be de­
clared unconstitutional. The closing up 
of so many drinking places even before 
the machinery of the law has got under 
motion seems to justify the hopes of 
those who have believed m regulation 
rather than prohibition.

—A lad and lassie (both aged about 10 
years), attending the Union school at 
Ypsilanti, have qrnte an attachment for 
each other.

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Correct Copy of tlie Liquor Tax Law.
AN ACT for the taxation of the business of manu­

facturing and selling spirituous and intoxicating, 
malt, brewed, or fermented liquors, and to repeal 
act No. 17, approved February 3, 1855, entitled 
“ An act to prevent the manufactuie and sale of 
spirituous and intoxicating liquors as a beverage,” 
and all acts amendatory thereof, or in addition 
thereto; said acts being sections 2136, 2137, 2138, 
2139, 2140, 2141, 2142, 2143, 2U i, 2H>, 2146,2147, 
2148, 2149, 2150, 2151, 2152, 2153, 2154 of the Com­
piled Laws of 1571, and also act No 150, 
of the Session Laws of 1873, entitled “ An 
act to prevent the sale of spirituous and intoxicat­
ing rtnnVs as a beverage,” the same being a new 
section to chapter 69 of the Compiled Laws of 1871, 
being an act relative to “ The manufacture and 
sale of spirituous and intoxicating drinks as a bev­
erage,” to stand as section 22.

Section 1. The people of the State of Michi­
gan enact, That in all townships, cities and 
villages of this State there shall be annuailj 
levied and collected the following tax upon the 
business of manufacturing, selling or keepmg 
for sale distilled oi malt liquors as follows 
Upon the business of selling or offering for sale, 
spirituous or mtoxicatmg liquors by retail, or 
any patent medicine, mixture or compound, 
which m whole or .npart, consists of spirituous 
or intoxicating liquors, the sum of one bundled 
and fifty- dollars , upon the business ot selling or 
offering for sale, by retail, any fermented or 
brew ed liquors, or any other beverage, forty dol­
lars , upon the business of selling brew ed or malt 
liquors at wholesale, or at wholesale and retail 
one hundred dollars per annum , upon the 
business of selling spirituous or intoxicating 
liquors at wholesale, or at wholesale and retail, 
thiee hundred dollars per annum, upon the busi­
ness of manufacturing brewed or malt liquors 
for sale, if the quantity manufactured be fifteen 
hundred ban els or uudei, titty dollars. It over 
Jifteen hundrel banela and not exceeding hve 
thousand, one hundred dollars If five thou­
sand barrels or ov er, tlie sum of two hundred 
dollars per annum upon the business of manu- 
factunng for sale of spirituous or intoxicating 
liquors, three hundred dollars. No person pay­
ing a tax on spmtuous or intoxicating liquors, 
under this act, shall be liable to pav auv tax on 
the sale of malt, brewed, and fermented liquors.

Sec. 2. Retail dealers of spmtuous and in­
toxicating liquors, and brewed, malt ana 
fermented hquoî , eUall be held and 
deemed to include *11 persons who sell 

chink, and in quantities of hve 
oi less, or one dozen quart
or less at anv one time
one person. Wholesale deal­

ers shall be held and deemed to mean 
and include an persona who sell or offer to sell 
such liquors and beverages m quantities of five 
gallons or over one dozen quart bottles at anv 
one«!me to anyone person. No tax imposed 
under this act shall be levied or collected from 
any person for selling any wine or cider 
maae from fruits grown or gathered
in this State. No aruggist snail be 
liable to pay any tax heiem imposed who 
sells liquors* foi medicinal, chemical, mechan­
ical and sac ramenUl purposes only.

Sec . 3. The taxes herein piovided fer shall 
be assessed levied and collected by tlie same 
officers, and in the same time and mannei as the 
taxes upon personal property, except as herein 
otherwise provided Prowled, Nothing

herein contained shall be construed to exempt 
any species of property from taxation uuder 
the general laws. All taxes shall be deemed 
payable and due at the time of the dcLvcry of 
the assessment roh to the Treasurer.

Sec 4. Tho Assessor ot every' township, 
ward citv or village, shall, on or before 
tne third Monday of May in each yeai, 
inquire and ascertain the name of 
everyr person corporation, association company, 
or copartneislnp engaged in earning on any 
business mentioned m the lust section 
of tLu« act, and he shall enter m a roll, to be 
made by him, the name of every such peison 
corporation, association, company or copart­
nership, and the place of doing business, the 
kind of business carried on, and the amount of 
tax to be paid according to the provisions of 
this act. And he shall, before the first Wednes­
day after the third Monday in May, notify each 
person, corporation, association, company or 
copartnership, whose names hav e been entered 
on said roll of said entry, such notice to be 
verbal, punted oi written.

Sec. 5. On the first Wednesday aftei the thud 
Monday m May it shall be the duty of the As­
sessor to be present at his office from 8 o’clock m 
the forenoon until 12 o’clock noon, and from 1
0 clock m the afternoon until 5 o’clock m the 
afternoon, fortlie purpose of leviewmg such 
assessment roll and so on the next two follow­
ing days, and on the request of any person 
corporation, company, or copartnership, his, its,
01 their agent or attorney considering them­
selves aggrieved, on sufficient cause being shown 
to the eatisfaction of such Assessor̂  he shall 
alter such assessment m such mannei as may 
be necessary in order to conform to the pro­
visions of this act, and he shall also upon suffi­
cient cause being shown by any credible peison, 
add to said roll the name of any other person, 
corporation, association, company or copartner­
ship engaged m any business liable to, 
be taxed under the provisions of 
this act the kind of business and the amount 
of tax to b« paid according to the pio- 
visions of this act, and the said Assessor shall 
receive two dollars per day for each day s ser­
vices performed under this act, to be audited 
and allowed by the Township Board, the Village 
Trustees, or the Common Council, and paid out 
of the contingent funds of said township, vil 
lage or city.

Sec. 6. When said Assessor has reviewed and 
completed his roll, it shall be his duty to attach 
theieto, signed by him, a certificate which may 
be in the following form “ I do hereby cei tify 
that I have set down m the above assessment 
roll all the places where the business of manu­
facturing, selhng, or offering for sale spiritu­
ous intoxicating brewed or malt liquors is being 
carried on, together with the name of the cor­
poration, person, association, company, or co­
partnership engaged in such business, and the 
particular land of business in which each is so 
engaged, according to my best information and 
belief.” And on or before the first Monday of 
June he shall attach to such assessment roll *> 
warrant under his hand commanding the 
County Treasurer to collect such taxes m the 
manner presenbed by law for the collection of 
township, ward, city, or village taxes assessed 
upon personal pioperty, except as herein other­
wise provided , he shall dehvei the said roll and 
warrant so completed fa the TreaBurei of his 
county Pi ovided* however, That m
case the above roll is not completed within 
the time above fixed, or w defective 
in any respect, the same may, by such 
Assessor, be completed at any time thereafter 
and dehveied to such Treasurer Provided 
farther, That should any person, corporation 
association, company, or copartnership be added 
to said roll aftei the time fixed for reviewing 
the same, as above provided, or should such 
roll not be completed, or such Assessor not be 
present at his office at the time above fixed, 
then public notice shall be published m some 
newspaper printed and Dublished m said county, 
setting forth the name of each person, corpora­
tion, association, company, or copartnership 
added to or appearing upon said roll, and fixing 
a time and place not less than ten days from 
the date of publication, at which all persons in­
terested may appear and show cause why such 
assessment should not be charged as above 
provided, or such notice may be served per­
sonally upon each person, corporation, associa­
tion company, or copartnership, at least three 
davs before the time fixed for such hearing

Slc. 7. The County Treasurer, upon leceivmg 
such roll, shall proceed to collect auch taxes, and 
for that purpose shall remain m his office on the 
second, third and fourth Fridays of June, and 
upon all taxes paid to him at any time prior to 
or on the fourth Friday of June, he shall add 
two per cent, for collection fees.

Sec. 8 If any person, corporation, associa­
tion, company," or copartnership shall refuse 
or neglect to pay the tax so assessed, within the 
time specified in the preceding section, such 
Treasurer shall thereupon forthwith issue his 
warant to the Sheriff of said county, reciting 
therein the name of auch person, corporation, 
association, company or copartnership, the 
business carried on, the assessment of such 
tax, and date of the same, and commanding 
him to levy and make the amount of said 
assessment, with ten per cent, interest 
from the date of such assessment, and four per 
cent, collection fees, by distress and sale of any 
goods and chattels of such person or persons, 
corporation, association, company, or copart­
nership, otfof any goods and chattels found m 
the custody or possession of such person cor­
poration, association, company, or copartner­
ship, and in default thereof, then of his, her, 
or their lands and tenements, and to pay over 
the same, reserving his fees, to the County 
Treasurer, with ten days after the same is col­
lected.

Sec 9. Upon the receipt of such warrant, 
the Sheriff shall proceed immediately to collect 
the same. He shall call once at the place of 
business of each person, corporation, associa­
tion, company, or copartnership named in said 
warrant, and in case any person, cor­
poration, association, company, or copartner­
ship refuses to pay such tax, he shall 
levy on the goods and chattels of such persons,

der the provisions of this act, shall be exempt 
from such lew.

Sec. 10. The Sheriff shall give public notice 
of the time and place of sale, and oi the prop­
erty to be sold, at least six days previous to the 
sale, by advertisement, to be posted up in three 
public places m the township, city, or village 
where such sale is made Provided, however, 
That m cases where a levy has been made upon 
real estate, such Sheriff shall give like notice of 
the time and place of such sale, as in sales of real 
estate on execution , and all provisions of law 
applicable to sales of real estate upon execu­
tion shall be applicable to sales under this act, 
except ae herein otherwise provided.

Sec. 11. In case the property so disti smed 
or levied upon cannot be sold for want of 
bidders, said Treasurer may adjourn 
such sale so often as mav be necessa­
ry, not exceeding one week, however, at 
any one time , and m case the property dis­
ti amed or levied upon and sold is insufficient to 
satisfy such writ, the Sheriff shall make re­
turn thereof and pay over the amount by him 
received Jess his said fees to said Treasurer 
and said Treasurer shall renew said warrant, 
and again deliver the same to the Shenff, 
commanding him as before, so often as maj be 
necessary, until the whole amount of such tax 
has been collected.

Sec. 12. Ti e Asse&soi shall have power and

vided, howevei, That m case of neglect orie- 
fusal of said Assessor to comply wffii the pro­
visions of this section, then and m that case, 
the said County Treasur r shall have power, and 
it shall be his duty to make the assessment and 
give the notice required b> this section and the 
same shall be valid as though made by the 
Assessor.

Deadly Insects.
The buffalo gnat is credited with occa­

The 
bite of this insect seems as deadly as that 
of tho Aflican tsetse, the pest of all 
travelers m South Africa. Man and wild 
animals appear to be invulnerable to the 
tsetse, but camels, dogs, oxen, and horses 
cannot long survive its attacks. In one 
expedition Dr. Livingstone lost foity- 
three oxen from tMs cause. He was in­
clined to believe that the ass was bite- 
proof, but the experience of Ms last 
journey convinced him that he was m er­
ror. The donkey, though not so suscep­
tible as some of the other animals above 
mentioned, still succumbs before tho lit­
tle brown fly with yellow stupes. Its 
proboscis piei ces the skin of its victims, 
and draws thence a plentilul supply of 
blood. No special harm at first seems to 
have been done, but m a few daj s the 
eyes and nose of a bitten animal begin 
to run ; a swelkng makes its appearance 
under the jaw ; the muscles grow weak, 
and finally the digestive organs are dis- 
ordeied and death soon follows. When 
dissected, the cellulai tissue undei the 
skm is found to be injected with air, as 
if soap-bubbles were scattered over it. 
We have not yet received full details ot 
the operations oi tho Tennessee insect, 
but whatever it is, its ravages are quite 
like those of the tsetse.—Cincvnnoh 
Gazette.

essary water-right, which is prepetual. 
The ci ops weie wheat and oats. The 
wheat was uninjured by the grass-hoj- 
per and yielded iSJJi bushels per acre. 
The oats were impaired by the grass­
hopper and yielded but twelve bush­
el* to the acre, when forty was expect­
ed, The wheat brougnt $1 . 6 5  per 
bushel, the oats $ 1  1 5 .

In respect to the precious metals 
Colorado is set fourth on the list for 
pioductiveness last jear, being sui- 
pacsed by Nevada, California and 
Utah, and having yielded $5 ,3 6 2 ,0 0 0 .

The Liquor LaW.

The following Is the full text of the new 
Liquor law as given by the Councilor of 
Detroit to the Assessor-

1st—A “retail dealer” means any one 
selling or offering for sale any quantity of 
biewed, malt, fermented.sperituous or in­
toxicating liquors by the drink, five gal­
lons or less, at one time.

2d—A “Wholesale dealer” means any 
one selling or offering for sale any quan- 
titj’ of brewed, malt, fermented, speiitu- 
ous or intoxicating liquors, of five gallons 
oi over one dozen of quart bottles at one 
time to one person. (A wholesale dealer 
may also sell at retail in any quanty.)

3d—A tax of $150 is to be paid bysmy 
persons selling or offering for sale any 
spuituous or intoxicating liquors by the 
dunk, or five gallons or less, or one doz­
en quait bottles or less atone time, and 
all patent medicins.mixtures or compound 
consisting in whole or in pait of spiiitu- 
ous or intoxicating liquois

4tli—A tax of $300 is to be paid by all 
persons selling or offering for sale at 
wholesale and retail any spirituous or in­
toxic iting liquors

5th—A tax of $40 is to be paid by all 
pel sons selling or offeiing to sell any fer­
mented oi biewed liquois by the drink, 
live gallons or less, or one dozen quart 
bottles oi less.

6th A tax of $100 is to be paid by all 
pei sons selling or offeiing for sale at whole 
sxlc and letail any biewed, fermented oi 
maltliquois (Aperson taxed as a whole 
sale de iler may also sell at retail all kinds 
ot liquois )

7th—Manufacturers of spirituous or in 
toxicatmg liquors for sale must pay a tax 
ol $300

8 tli—Manufacturers of brewed or malt 
liquois must pay $50 On 1500 ban els or 
undci, $100 ou 1500 barrels or over, not 
exceeding 5000, arid $200. on 5000 bariels 
or over,

There is no tax for selling any wine oi 
cider made fiom fruits grown and gathei- 
ed m this State. There is no tax foi soda 
tea, coffee, or < rly Other beverages not con- 
tuning fermented, brewed, spirituous or 
intoxicating liquors. Druggists are ex­
empt m ‘elling nquoisfoi medicinal chem 
ical, mechanical or Sacramental puiposes 
only

Amendment n f  Township Laws.

The few amendments made by the last 
legislature to the township laws relate to 
the duties of supervisor, of township 
clerk, dnectors of poor, township board, 
the township suprmtendent of schools 
The law in relation to the four first named 
officers w’e give below', tlie one in rela­
tion to township summteudents of school 
being to lengthy to publish in this connec 
tion.

SUPERVISORS.
The statute requires the supervisor to 

pieserve and keep all books, assessment 
lolls, and other papeis belonging to bis 
office By an amendment to section G08 
of the complied law’s, such lecoids aie 
aquiied to be kept “in a safe and suitable 
place, but not in any saloon, rcstaui mt, 
public inn, hotel, place |of public amuse 
ment, nor any pi ice where intoxicating 
diiuks of any kind aie kept or sold, oi 
wheie garniug or plays of chance of any 
kind aie carried on, or wheie they will 
be exposed to unusurl liazaid fiom hie oi 
theft ”

Act 107 of the laws of 1875 makes it 
the duty of the supervisor of each town­
ship, aunually, on or before the fiist day 
of October, to make and transmit to the 
county suprmtendent of the poor ot bis 
county, a full statement oi report of tlie 
number of poor peisons who have been 
relieved by them duiing the year, with 
the amount paid for their relief, the am­
ount paid for transpoitio'n and medical 
attendance for such persons, and such 
other facts as shall show fully the w’hole 
fund expended by the said supervisors for 
such purpose, including Ins charges for 
services Such is to be made in such form 
as tlie Secretary of State may piesciibe, 
and by the supervisors of township that 
make the poor a township charge as well 
as from all other supeivisois authonzed 
by law to furnish relief to poor pci sons.

DIRECTORS OF THE COOK.

The provisions of said act 107 of tlie 
laws of 1875 extend to the directors or 
overseers of the poor, who aie required to 
make like reports w’lth supeivisois.

TOWNSHIP CLERK.

: ' The township clerk has custody of all 
the records,books4and papers of the town­
ship, when no other pi ©vision is made by 
law. Section 701 of the complied law s 
has been amended by adding thereto the 
same provision as wras inseited in section 
698 (quoted above) in regard to the keep­
ing of records by the supervisors.

Heretofore the township cleik has not 
been required to give an official bond, but 
section 705 of the complied laws lias been 
amended by inserting the following 
Each township cleik shall, “within the 
time limited for filling his oath of office 
and before entering upon the duties ther- 
of, give bond to townsliin in such sum 
and with such sureties as the township 
board shall require and approve, condi 
tioned for the faithfull discharge of 
duties of his office according to law, and 
especially the safe keeping of the records, 
books and papers of said township in the 
manner required by law, and for their de­
livery on demand, to Ins snccessoi in office, 
Which bond shall be filed m the office 
of the supeivisoi.”

TOWNSHIP BO ARD

By section 709 of the complied laws 
the township boaid is required at its an 
nual meeting to examine, audit and set­
tle the accounts of all township officeis 
w’ho by virtue of theii offices, are author­
ized to receive or disbuise any public 
money. The power of the board lias 
been extendded by adding to tins sec­
tion a proyision that it “ shall also have 
power and it shall be its duty to cause the 
previsions of the statute for the piotectiOn 
and pieseriatiou of township lecoida, 
books and paDeis to be enfoiced, and 
shall detei mine tlie amount of tlie bond 
and the number of sureties to be required 
fiom  the township cleik, as provided by 
law, in each year, Within! 30 days next 
preceding the annual township elec­
tion.”

The Com 
missionei refused to make the change, but 
offered to give them a camp and tent and food 
The Indians left the Commissioner in \ery bac 
humor, stating that they wanted their old quar 
ters or none at all.

A new horse disease has made its appearance 
in St. Louis, and seems to be spreading. It* 
effects are far more fatal than those character 
izing the epizootic of 1872.

A Kansas Citj dispatch says “ The grass 
hoppers came into town and covered sidewalks 
fences, yards etc., and the citizens instead o: 
going to church have been desti oymg them al 
day by bushels. In many places so many have 
been killed that an almost unendurable stench 
has been created, and sanitary measures have 
t&en taken to prevent disease. One man dug 
tiench 800 feet long, mto which he dmes tnem 
and kills millions. Independence, six miles 
from here, is worse off than we are.”

Advices from the Mexican bolder once more 
indicate a serious and threatening phase 
affairs m that troublesome region. It is said 
there are well-authenticated reports to the 
effect that Cortina, the famous bandit, has 
organized a force of about 3,000 desperadoes, 
and that he intends a raid of murder and pillage 
farther toward the heart of Texas than the 
Mexican incursions have hitherto penetrated.

News from Pennsylvania is to the effect that 
tne forest fires in the lumber region were 
quenched by the recent heavy rains.

F i r e s  a n a  C a su a ltie s .
A fire  at Waco, Texas, last week, destroyed 

several block* of buildings and the Examiner 
newspaper office. Loss, $125,000 , insurance, 
$50,000.

By an explosion m  the Hazard Powder Works, 
at HazardviUe, Conn , last week, three men 
were instantly killed.

F orest fires m the neighborhood of Port 
Jervis, N. Y., have done an immense amount 
©f damage by the destruction of saw mills, 
lumber, fences, etc. A recent dispatch from 
that region says. “Several of the lumbering 
■villages are in imminent peril, and the inhabi­
tants are out night and day, fighting the flames. 
Unless rain falls soon, a story of unprecedented 
devastation by file m this region must be writ­
ten. The loss thus far will reach many thous­
ands of dollars.”

A disastrous fire occuned last week at 
Osceola, Pa It broke out in the Moshannan 
lumber mill, which was burned, with 15 000,000 
feet of lumber. The wind was so strong that 
firebrands two feet long were thrown to almost 
all parts of the town. Fires broke out in every 
quarter. All the public buildings, except the 
Catholic and Methodist churches, werf burned 
About 200 houses were destroyed, and 1 200 
people rendered homeless. The loss is esti­
mated at $2,000,000.

The great fire in Tioga count j ,  Pa., last 
week, was a most disastrous calamity, and 
came near lesultmg m a laige destruction of 
human lift, which was only arrested by the 
energy and heroism of Tram-Master Wood 
who hastily got together a tram of box cars, 
mto which the pamc-stncken people were bur­
ned, and the tram made four tups at lightning 
speed through the blazing woods on eifchei side 
of the track, conveying a thousand men, wo­
men and children to a place of safety. At Osce 
ola250 horses were burned, and 400 families ren­
dered homeless. The village of Houtzdale wa» ' 
totally destroyed, and about 100 families bereft 
of their homes. The pecuniary loss of the fire 
w 11 reach upward of $3,000,000.

I ncendiary fires at Minneapolis, Mmn., last 
weak consumed two lumWing establishments, 
causing a loss of about $80,000.

Thl m u dcr of the little girl Mabel Young, at 
Boston, has been supplemented by the attempt 
of a jealous tailoi named Chris. Bun to take 
the life of Martha Hibbard, a bookkeeper in a 
large clothing house where Bun was employed. 
Miss Hibbard’s refusal to marry lnm was the | 
cause of a deadly assault upon her, she being 
fearfully stabbed m the shoulder a number of 
times with a pair ot long steel tailors’ shears. 
She will probablj recov er.

MRS. ABRAHAM LINCOLN.

She is A djudged In s a n e , an d  C onfined in  a
P r iv a te  A sy lum —T lie D re a d  A ffliction
Owes its  O rig in  to  th e  A ssass in a tio n  of
H e r  H u sb a n d .

[From the Chicago Intcr-Ocean ]
A case of sad interest to the nation at 

large unexpectedly broke in upon tlie 
monotonous routine of theCounty Couit 
yesterday. It was the tnal of the ques 
tion of the sanity of Mrs. Lincoln, the 
widow of Abiaham Lincoln, Piesident. 
Besides the lawjers and persons sum­
moned as witnesses, theie weie very few 
m the court-room when the venerable 
lady, her son, and her friends enteied. 
But the repoit of the nature of xhe tnal 
soon spread through the county build­
ings, and the court-room soon became 
crowded.

Mrs. Lincoln, gentle-looking and mod 
estly attired, was regarded with pity by 
all present, and not unfrequently during 
the proceedings, particularly duimg her 
son’s recital of her eccentricities, many 
as well as the witness were affected. The 
proceedings weie instituted by her son," 
Mr. Robert T. Lincoln, through feelings 
of concern for his mother’s safety. Still 
Mrs. Lincoln did not exhibit any annoy 
ance with him for his action until the 
verdict was letmned. She was perfectly 
cogmzant of what had taken place, but 
displayed no emotion. But when Mr. 
Lmcoln approached her after the verdict, 
and taking her hand spoke affectionately, 
the lady sadly, sonowfully, and re­
proachfully exclaimed: “ O Robert, to 
think that my son would ever have done 
this Mr. Lmcoln turned aside and 
concealed his grief. The calamity dates 
from the assassination of President Lin 
coin, and developed itself m different 
vagaries; at one time m extreme solicit­
ousness for her son’s health, at another 
m imagining that spmts eonveised with 
her, agam m apprehending persona] 
violence, and m unnecessary amt extiav 
agant expenditures.

The proceedings weie based on a pc 
tition filed by Robert T. Lincoln, setting 
forth that Mary Lmcoln, his mother, has 
pioperty and effects, consisting of nego 
tiable securities and other peisonal 
property not exceeding $75,000, that she 
is non compos mentis and incapable of 
managing her estate; and praymg foi 
the issuance of an oidei for a valiant 
mil venire to test the question of her 
sanity.

The petition was accompanied with 
certificate from Dr. Ralph N. Isham to 
the effect that he had exammed Mrs. 
Lincoln, and was of the opinion that she 
is insane, and a fit subject for hospital 
treatment.

Hon. Leonard Swett and Benjamin F. 
Ayres supported the petition, and Isaac 
N. Arnold appeared tor Mrs. Lincoln 
Mr. Ayres opened the trial by a brief 
statement to the jury, saying that the 
friends of Mrs. Lincoln had to their in­
tense grief discovered that she was mil 
fermg from a severe mental malady.

After hearing the evidence and a brief 
address by the Hon. Leonard Swett the 
jury retired. They were ten minutes m 
consultation, and brought m the follow 
ing verdict:

We, the undersigued, jurors m the case of 
Mary Lincoln alleged to be insane, having heard 
the evidence m the case, are satisfied that the 
said Mary Lmcoln is insane, and is a fit person 
to be sent to a State Hospital foi the Insane 
that she is a resident of the State of Illinois, 
and county of Cook, that her age is 5G veais , 
that the disease is of miknovn duration and 
l* not with her hereditary , that she is not sub­
ject to epilepsy , that she does not mamlest 
homicidal or suicidal tendencies and that she 
is not a pauper.

Mr. Swett then made application to 
the court for the issuance of a warrant. 
The request was granted, and Couit Of­
ficer Hanchett served the warrant on 
Mrs. Lincoln. She regarded it with un- 
cern, and soon after left the court m 
company with Messrs. Arnold and Swett. 
The three entered a carnage and drove 
to the Grand Pacific Hotel, where she re 
mained last night under the surveillance 
of a Shenff’s deputy. This forenoon 
she will be conveyed to the private in­
sane asylum at Batavia, superintended 
by Dr. R. J. Patterson, and known as 
Bellevue Place.

TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.
A  L u n a tic  D e ca p ita te s  h .s  M o th e r w ith  a  

S hoe-K nife , a n d  D an g ero u sly  W ounds 
h is  F a th e r  a n d  Two B io th e r s .

[Boston Cor Chicago Tribune ]
One of the most singular tragedies ever 

known m the State ot Massachusetts oc­
curred at an early hour this morning m 
Byfield, a little parish in the Town of 
Newbury, Essex county. The family 
thus afflicted consists of the older Russel, 
the fathei, aged 6 8 ; the mother, aged 61; 
the murderer, William H. Russell, aged 
37; Lawson Russel, a brother, aged 35, 
and Clinton Russel, 19 yeais old. In 
the same house lived two children of 
William Russell, whose wife died about 
thieo years ago. For some years past 
the miudeiei has exhibited symptoms of 
insanity that made him a victim to mor­
bid mistrust, and lie has repeatedly 
charged that his family was endeavoring 
to poison him. Chnton Russell, at the 
time of the deed, was suffering with neu- 
lalgia, and Lawson and the eldei brother 
with erysipelas. On Wednesday night 
William came home fiom Newbmyport 
about 6  o’clock, perfectly sober, and re­
tired about 10 o’clock, and, when Law- 
son went to bed, an hour later, he was 
apparently sound asleep. The next fact 
elicited by testimony comes from the 
father and Lawson, who weie called to 
the kitchen a little before half-past 2  
o’clock, this morning. There they found 
Clinton and Will engaged m a desperate 
struggle. William actively using a short 
shoe-knife. All then joined m separat­
ing Clinton tiom the murderous giasp 
of Ins brother, and, during the 10- 
nevved struggle, William wounded all 
stabbing his mother so severely that she 
died almost instantly. William vvaS se­
emed and tied, the knife liavmg been 
taken away from him, and, later, was 
taken to the shop until the arrival of the 
constable, when he was conveyed to 
Nevvburypoit and lodged in jaii. The 
father was stabbed m the arm and had 
several cuts on Ins face. He will un­
doubtedly lecover. Lavvscn was badly 
gashed on the neck, and cat aboift the 
arms. His chances for life or death are 
about equal. The youngest son, Clinton, 
a v ery promising man, and a member of 
the Nevvburyport High-school, was 
stabbed sixteen times on the neck, and, 
after giving the alarm to the neighbors, 
which he did, he fainted from loss of 
blood, and was taken to the house of Mr. 
Joseph H. Kent, wheie he now lies m a 
very weak and critical condition, too 
weak to tell his story. Mrs. Russel’s- 
head was almost entirely seveied fiom 
hei body, and sevoie stabs were inflicted 
in the lower poition of her neck, one just 
grazing the heart. The murderer ap­
pears sullen and dejected. The prisoner 
denied all knowledge of complicity m the 
affair. He stated that he knew nothing 
of it until liicaicerated m jail, and that 
his parents or brothers had been trying 
to poison him. He liad told bis mother 
tins, and added ‘ ‘ that it wras a poor rule 
that would not work both ways.” He 
admitted going to the shop for a shoe- 
kmfe, but he only wanted to cut tobacco 
with it. He did not accuse any particular 
member ot the family of desiring to 
poison him, but some of them. He f4lt 
sick in tne middle of the night, and went 
down stalls to get some water. After 
that all was a diearn. Wh< n told that he 
had killed Ins mother, ho said that he did 
not know, and when asked if he would 
like to see hei, he leplied he should very 
much On all committal points his 
memoiy was vacant.

Is the Pope Coming to America 1
The conespondent of the Pans Debats 

m Rome vvntes thus
‘ ‘ The appointment of an American 

Cardinal is an act more important than 
has been geneially supposed. At the 
same time the Pope nominated a consid- 
derable number of Bishops for the Umted 
States. The Prel ite who carnes to Mon- 
signor McCloskey his beretta will not 
pei foi ill a mere act of ceiemony; he is 
charged with a most impoitant mission. 
The Holy Sre has fhrnly resolved to 
tianspoit itself to the Umted States, 
should tho stay in Rome become insup­
portable. It knows well that neither 
Fiance nor Austna could give it asylum 
without an almost certain risk of vrar 
with Germany. It is doubtful whether 
England would maintain the offer she 
once made of the Island of Malta, and 
Spam is too much distuibed for the 
Pope to think seriously of refuge there, 
at least under existing circumstances. 
We must not forget that the Saint Siege 
has taken tlie piecaution to create a con­
siderable reserve fund, winch would be 
by no means useless m the States. This 
reserve does not count hundreds of mil­
lions, as some papers, unused to calcula­
tions, aie pleased to declare, but it 
amounts to over forty millions (£1,600,- 
0 0 0 ), and increases almost daily.

I have often heard this idea broached 
in Pans by Ultiamontanes, and there is 
eveiy leason to bebeve the Debats’ cor­
respondent to be well informed. It le- 
mains only to learn how the statesmen of 
Amenca will leceive the notion. The 
same obvious leasons which have made 
Englanl tacitly withdraw her piofterred 
hospitality will carry their weight even 
ovei the Atlantic.”

A Sew Venice.
Mr. Frederick A. Johnson has ad­

dressed a letter to the St. Louis Trade 
Journal, warmly indorsing the opmion 
that a great city is sure to spring up in 
the Balize at the head of Eads’ jetties, 
and gives the following as some of the 
reasons why this city will be a necessity: 
“ The very building of the jetties will 
give employment to numerous people of 
all classes, from laborers up. Saloons, 
boarding-houses, billiard-rooms, stores, 
and many other classes of business in a 
small way, will form the nucleus of a city, 
and, upon the completion of the labors 
of Capt. Eads, warehouses will be erect­
ed, and elevators, and ships will dis 
charge and load at the new city rather 
than stand the outrageous charges inci­
dental to ascending the river to New Or­
leans. This would also necessitate a 
custom-house and other pubhc offices at 
this contemplated city. If we look at 
the items of expense of a vessel of 1,115 
tons from the Gulf to New Orleans and 
back, vve may depend upon it that she 
will, when possible, mpke the jetty or 
city thereat the termination of her voy­
age, thereby making a total saving of 
$2,500.

The St. Louis Democrat makes the 
following comments on the coming city: 
“ All who feel disposed to laugh at the 
proposition to build the “ City of Eads” 
have the unqualified permission of the 
Democrat to do so. But all are begged 
to remember that “ those laugh best who 
laugh last.” The City of New Orleans 
boasts very justly of the salubrity of the 
magnificent “ gulf bieeze.” The City 
of Eads will bo located on the threshold 
of this gulf, while New Orleans is 120 
miles inland. New Orleans is surround­
ed by swamps ; in fact it is a swamp it­
self. The City of Eads will be built up­
on the firm land ot South Pass, free- 
from the malarious influences of swamps. 
It will have broad and beautiful streets, 
paved with the shells of the gulf, and 
shaded by the magnificent magnolia and 
superb oleander. Tts grade will be es­
tablished sufficiently high to insure a 
good drainage, and there is positively no 
leason why it may not be made one of 
the most attractive cities of the world.”

ble, the deseit of oranges is furnished 
with small silvei fruit knives and spoons. 
The oiange is held in the napkin—just 
as you hold an egg—and with the slender 
point of the kmie a cucular incision is 
made m the stem end of the oiange, and 
the stem coie is nicely cut out, leaving 
an orifice large enough to admit the egg- 
spoon. The orange is held and eaten 
then, just like gouimands eat an egg in 
its own shell; and tlie skill and grace 
with which this is done—that is, without 
soiling the fingers oi napkin—are, as m 
the same process with the egg, a test of 
good bieadmg. I have known tho most 
inexpert persons to master the few difli 
cutties m the way after two or thrpe ef- 
foits ; and then- satisfaction was an infin­
itely pleasant sight. To hostesses who 
like to have their table preseive m some 
degree, at the close of an entertainment, 
the beauty which dazzles the guests upon 1 
entering this method is most desirable. 
Soivants—let me put in a plea for those 
silent ones whose interests are too sel- 
dem legarded—are spared the tedious 
duty of gather mg up the fragments, and 
guesis who look with dismay at this 
tempting apple of the Hespendes, can 
thus enjoy it as they never did b fore. 
Only the delicious nectar of the fruit is 
eaten, with the more delicate pulp : the 
tough fibie—of which indeed, there is 
very little ui an orange plucked from the 
tree under its ow n skids—being left m 
the shell.

Independence Bell.

“ Since the bell was ciackedit has sever­
al times been tinkered at, m the effort to 
make it sonorous once more.

A Bungling Job.
The board of experts who have been

The vast amount of I 
money already spent on this building is I 
therefore woise than wasted, as it will 
cost a large sum of money to simply ' 
take down the walls, to say nothing of 
the expense of piling for the new found­
ations. The cost of this terrible blun­
der is variously estimated, but cannot be 
less than $1 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 , and may reach as 
high as $2 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 .

Resuscitating the Prow ned.
A new mode of resuscitating drowned 

persons and others suffering from as­
phyxia, consists m placing the patient 
on ins back with the arms extended. A 
roll of clothing is then laid below the 
false ribs so as to throw the anterior 
margin mto prominence. The operator 
then kneels astnde the patient, placing 
Ins hands so that the balls of the thumbs 
rest upon the false nbs, while the fingers 
fall naturally m the depressions between 
the ribs on each side. An assistant 
holds the tongue of the patient, and the 
operator, with his elbaws firmly pressed 
against liis sides, throws his whole 
weight foi ward, by which the false ribs 
aie piesse upward and inward, produc­
ing great motion of the diaphragm and 
displacement of the contents of the 
lungs. Suddenly raising Ins body, the 
operator allows the false libs to return 
to their position, produemg a cones 
ponding movement m the diaphragm 
and inrush of air. By keeping up ryth­
mic movements of this kind, artificial 
lespiration is produced.—Galaxy for 
May.

Bee Wisdom.
Mr. Darwin is a very observant natur­

alist, and gives to the public now and 
then some queer facts. For instance, he 
tells us that the bees carried to Barba- 
does and the Western Islands ceased to 
lay up honey after the first year. They

The nanagement of the Illinois Cen­

tral railvity have adopted a policy that is 
at once expensive and grand. The com­
pany ari now ticketing passengers and 
checking baggage, as well as shipping 
fr.eight, through to Vera Cruz, the City 
of Mexijo, Havana, Cuha, and beyond. 
This through tiaffic with Mexico is some­
thing n«w and promises largely, and for 
that reison is worthy of more than a 
passing notice. The route is by rail over 
the Hhiiois Cential to New Orleans, then 
by stetmer.to Vera Cruz, and by rail 
over tli> Vera Cruz and Mexico railway 
to the City of Mexico. The fare to Vera 
Oruz is $93, and to the City of Mexico 
$1 1 1 . The time to Veia Cruz is three 
days, end to the City of Mexico six days. 
Steamers now run regularly between 
New Cleans and Vera Oruz, and addi­
tions ire to be made to the fleet as soon 
as the thiough traffic will w’arrantit. 
Excuiuon tickets are already issued by 
the Central Company to the City of Mex­
ico at $161 for the round trip from Chi­
cago and hack. Mi. Johnson, the Gen­
eral Passenger Agent, Beems determined 
to “do Mexico,” and says he wall not be 
satisfied until a large through business is 
built up. There is a hue of steamers 
between Vera Cruz and Liverpool which 
Mr. Johnson claims he can put out of 
business, because by bringing passengers 
to New Orleans and then by rail to New 
York, and putting them on board our 
fine tiansatlantic steameis, the time of 
the Mexicans can be beaten fully seven 
days.

But i t ’s to describe one of the won­
ders of the world in railloading as much 
as anything else that tins article is writ­
ten. This is the road between Vera Cruz 
and tho city of Mexico. Considering 
the natural difficulties that have been 
overcome, it is a triumph of engineering 
skill. The entire distance from Mexico 
to Vera Ci nz is only about 200 miles, but 
the cost of construction is said to have 
been oxer $40,000,080. These figures 
look large at a distance, but they do not 
surpnse one so much alter he has passed 
ovei the line. His sui prise, then, is that 
the work has been accomplished at any 
cost. Commencing at the level of the 
sea. this line inns into the heart of 
the Cordilleias up to a height 
of 7,920 feet, and then gradually de­
scends again mto the basin of the great 
Mexican plateau Along its route the 
traveler expenences every variety of 
climate from the burning plams of the 
tropic zone up to rare, chilly atmosphere 
close to the snow line. So rapid is the 
rise and fall in some places that the 
vegctatious of the different zones melt 
mto each other with startling effect, and 
before the bewildered eye can satisfy lt- 
sell m one place a line is crossed and .a 
new world begins. The heaviest grades 
on the route are on the eastern slope of 
the mountains. From a point forty-six 
miles below Boca del Monte, the summit 
station, tlieie is a rise of 4,500 feet 
From Maltrata, thiiteen miles below the 
same station, the use is 3,600 feet. The 
larger part of tins last-mentioned rise is 
a continuous four per cent, grade. It is 
only exceeded by certain grades m Peru, 
which have a five-per-cent, incline. The 
engines used on these roads are monsters 
of the Fan lie patent. They are 
donble-enders, have two smoke­
stacks and twelve driving wheels, and 
weigh over sixty tons each. The ease 
with which they handle a heavy train on 
a mountain side is admirable, but their 
complicated machinery makes them lia­
ble to get out of older, and American 
locomotives are gradually taking then- 
place. Altogether on the road through 
the mountains there are seventeen tun 
nels. These are all lined with masonry 
of the most durable character, and are 
well ventilated. All the bridges are of 
iron. They are mostly used in crossing 
ravines. Several of them are built on 
a curve, m order to assist the trams 
around tlie sharp turns, and the beauty 
of their constiuction never escapes the 
attention of the observing traveler. 
Those who have crossed the Sierra Ne- 
vadas and leaked down from the dizzy 
shelf of “ Cape Horn,” on the Pacific 
road, have some idea of mountain travel 
on a railroad car ; but the works even on 
that famous lino and the scenery itself 
are thrown mto the shade by tins Mexi­
can railway. From the car window the 
traveler looks out ou peaks whose tops 
are continually covered with snow. He 
feels himself whirled around the brow of 
a precipice, and looks down thousands 
of feet below, where the orange and tlie 
banana are m bloom. The scenery is so 
vaned, and there is so much of it, that 
the eye wearies and the senses become 
satiated. For miles the road doubles it­
self back and loith on the mountain 
sides like a great serpent. You see 
roads all around you. They seem to run 
mto each other and to shoot off promis 
cuously m every dnection, and m your 
efforts to unravel thmgs t#e points of 
the compass get out of place and you are 
hopelessly bewildeied.

The Brain.
The brain is by far the largest mass of 

nerve substance contained m the body 
of any animal possessing a brain—in­
deed, it fai exceeds m bulk and weight 
all the rest of the nervous system to­
gether. The researches of European 
observers give 49| ounces as the weight 
of the average brain of the white inhab­
itant of Europe, the maximum that of 
Cuvier, being 64) ounces, and the 
maximum consistent with a fair degree 
of intelligence 34 ounces. Webster’s 
bram—allowance being made for disease 
which existed—weighed 63£ ounces; Dr. 
Abercombie’s, 63 ounces, and Sperz- 
heim’s, 55 1 16 ounces. The average of 
24 American brains accurately weighed 
by Dr. Ira Russell was 52.06 ounces; the 
same observer found the average full 
negro bram as determined from 147 
specimens to be only 40.96 ounces. The 
capacity of Webster's cranium was the 
largest on record, being 1 2 2  cubic mches; 
that of the Teutonic family, including 
English, Geimans and Americans, is 92 
cubic inches. In the native African 
negro it is 83 cubic mches, and in the 
Australian and Hottentot only 75. The 
bram of the idiot seldom weighs over 23 
ounces, and it is often much less than 
this. In one instance coming under my 
own observation tlie weight of the ma­
ture bram was only 14) ounces. Mr. 
Gore lias related m the Anthropological 
Review the paiticulars ot a case of mi- 
crouplialy, m wlucli the bram weighed 
only 10 ounces and 5 giams. The sub­
ject, a female, though 42 years of age, 
had an intellect which is described as in­
fantile. She could say a few words, such 
as “ good child,” “ morning,” with 
tolerable distinctness, but without con­
nection or clear meaning, and was quite 
incapable of anything bke conversation. 
Her habits were decent and cleanly, but 
she could not feed herself, at least with 
any degree of method or precision. She 
was fond of carrying and nursing a doll. 
In a case described m a subsequent num­
ber of the same journ 1 by Prof. Mar­
shall, the weight of the entire brain was 
only 8 ) ounces The subject was a boy 
12 years of age. Nothing is said relative 
to the mtelhgenco manifested.—Dr. 
William A. Ilammond.

Heat—Its Effects on the Human System.
A very interesting paper by Dr. F. P. 

Harvey, United States army, on the ef­
fects of a high temperature on the na­
tives of temperate climates appears in a 
recent number of the Medical Re cord. 
He was stationed at Ringgold barracks, 
New Mexico, for a long time, ai d testi­
fies from personal observation to the en- 
erving effects of the terrible heat of those 
regions. He says : It is doubtful if 
individual man is capable of adapting 
himself to every contingency of climate. 
It is certain that a protracted reaidenoe 
in hot and malarious regions exercises a 
persistent deleterious influence on most if 
not all northern constitutions. The races 
of Europe find Louisiana an extreme cli­
mate, and they and their descendants are 
no longer to be recognized after pro­
longed residence there. Acclimation 
to malaria is a myth. Its pernicious ef­
fects upon the human frame are percep­
tible at? once, and the longer the system 
is exposed to such action the more thor­
ough its subjection. A European trans 
planted to the South, complains bitterly 
of the heat and becomes tanned ; his 
plump, plethoric frame becomes attenu­
ated ; his blood loses fibrine and red 
globules ; his mind and body become 
sluggish; gray hairs and other marks 
show that age has come on prematurely 
—the man of forty looks fifty year* of 
age ; the average duration of life is short­
ened—as shown by insurance tables— 
and the race in time xrould be extermin­
ated if cut off from fresh supplies of em­
igrants from the home country. The 
European m the Antilles struggles with 
existence. Morell tells ns that the Eu­
ropean inhabitants of Jamaica, of Cuba, 
of Hispaniola, etc., have made no pro­
gress since their establishment there. 
The mortality among the troops and offi­
cers of the English army is greatest 
among those who jiave remained longest 
in India. Such is the graphic, and no 
doubt, faithful picture of the effects pro­
duced by the combined and continuous 
action of malaria and a high temperature 
upon the natives of temperate climates, 
drawn by some of tho best medical writ­
ers of the age. From the nature of my 
experience the following conclusions ap­
pear to be valid:

1. That certain parts of our country are 
characterized by climatic conditions, to 
which, as a rule, the Northern climate is 
incapable of adaption.

2. That acclimation to malaria is an 
utter impossibikty.

3. That the unaided-heat of a hot cli­
mate, acting continuously upon the sys­
tem of the natives of temperate climates, 
exerts, as a rule, a pernicious effect, 
causing impairment of the functions 
of digestion, assimilation, and snn- 
guamfication, including more or less 
anaemia, diminution of the number of 
respirations of the heart, loss of weight, 
premature blanching and loss of the hair, 
a decrease of mental and physical vigor, 
and to some extent a shortening of life.

So Fear of Death In the Dying.
A striking fact in connection with the 

dying is that they are not afraid of death. 
You notice this even in executions. The 
majority of men who are hanged are re­
ported to die “ game.” Death following 
disease or injury is, With the rarest ex­
ceptions accompanied with fear. Disease 
dulls the intelligence so that the situa­
tion may be fully comprehended; or 
there may be pain, and death is looked 
upon as a relief. Nature, by a kindly 
provision, seems to prepare for the flight 
of the spirit; as the hold upon life grows 
weaker, so does the desire for life grow 
less ; and in scaroely a single instance 
within my own experience, or within 
that of my professional brethren, with 
whom I have conversed upon this point, 
has not the dying man relinquished life 
at the last without seeming reluctance or 
fear.

The sevei al physical phenomena which, 
accompany the act of dying, vary con­
siderably in the early stages with the 
causes which produce death, there is 
much similarity m the latter steps. 
Death offers then a physiognomy, which, 
once witnessed, is not hard to recognize 
agam.

Among the more constant signs are the 
fading pulse, winch gradually becomes 
imperceptible, first at tho wrist and 
lastly at the breast itself ; the extremi­
ties grow cold ; the countenance changes 
as the venous blood courses the arteries; 
the skin grows clammy as the ves­
sels relax ; the eye glazes ; the jaw 
drops; the fluids accumulate in tlie 
windpipe, causing the “ death rattle,” so 
called, as the air passes through; the 
breath comes short and finally ceases.

As the red blood leaves the brain the 
judgment becomes obscured, and the 
senses deficient. Speech is incoherent. 
Many times “ last words” are imagined 
by affection to mean more than intended, 
if there was any intention at all. “ It 
grows dark,” or “ more hght,” are com­
mon sayings as the optic nerve loses its 
stimulus. Or strange sights may be seen 
and sounds heard, as oocur sometimes in 
the still twilight. The hallucinations of 
the dying may be often explained upon 
natural causes.—Prof. R. O. Cowling.

A Man of Tamil}.

After that lus wife bore him twms five 
consecutive times, and three children at I 
single birtn, making fifteen children m [ 
nine yeais, at the end oi which time his I 
second wile died. His twro marriages 
covered a period of seventeen years, and | 
yielded him tlinty-two children. He had ( 
come to this countiy three y"ai.s before 
the death of his second wife. He was 
married again shortly afterward, this 
time to a widow with one child This 
wile is still living, and has home Hepner 
nine cliildien. Of the first set of chil­
dren none are now living, and only 
two of the secopd and three of the t]nrd.

Balzac’s Stimulant.
A writer in the Home Journal says : 

“ Balzac who had the disease of creative 
genius in its most outrageous form, 
‘ preached to us,’ says Theophile Gautier,

down our names to posterity as authors 
it was mdispensible that we should im­
mure ourselves absolutely for two or 
three years ; that we should drink nothing 
but water and eat soaked beans, like 
Protogenes ; that we should go to bed at 
sunset and rise at midnight to work hard 
till morning ; that we should spend the 
whole day in revising, amending, extend­
ing, pruning, perfecting, and polishing 
our night’s work, in correcting proofs or 
taking notes, or in other necessary study. ’ 
If the author happened to be in love he 
was only to see the lady of his heart for 
one half hour a year, but he might write 
to her for the cold-blooded reason that 
letter-writing improves the style. Leon 
Gozlan’s account of the daily life of the 
‘ Comedie Humaine’ has often been 
quoted. He began his day with dinner 
at six m the afternoon, at which, while 
he fed his friends generously, he himself 
ate little besides fruit and drank nothing 
but water. At seven o’clock he wished 
his friends good night and went to bed. 
At midnight he rose and worked till din­
ner-time the next day ; and so the world 
went round. George Sands calls him,
‘ Drunk o r  water, intemperate in work, 
and sober m all other passions. ’ When
he sat down to his desk his servant used 
to place coffee,within reach, and upon 
this he worked till his full brain would 
drive his starved and almost sleepless 
body into such self-forgetfulness that he 
often found himself at daybreak, bare­
headed and in dressing-gown an d slippers, 
in the Place du Carrousel, not knowing 
how he came there, and miles away from 
home. Now, coffee acts upon some tem­
peraments like laudanum upon others, 
and many of the "manners and costumes 
of Balzac were those of a confirmed 
opium eater.”
