It may be asked what we mean by 
putting a “ right bower” in such con­
nection. It was Judge Lurhngton’s own 
expression. Half a dozen young lawyers, 
fresh from their studies, and just admit­
ted to the bar, were listening to his ad­
vice. The old jurist had a bottle of wine 
at his elbow, and was in a communicative 
mood.

“ Young men,” be said, “ whatever 
may be your strait, never take a case be­
fore a jury, or before any court, 
unless you have your right bower for a 
lead.”

If the reader surmises from this that the 
old Judge was fond of euchrp, he will not 
have surmised amiss.

The young men looked at him inquir­
ingly.

“ I  mean,” he added, that you shall 
never advocate a cause into the work of 
which you cannot enter with a clear con­
science.

“ Can that rule be always adhered to?” 
asked one of the listeners.

“ It can,” answered Lnrlington, em­
phatically. “ It is the lawyer’s firm rock 
of foundation, and the only sure point of 
departure to the respect and confidence 
of his fellows.”

“ Have you always followed that rule, 
Judge?”

“ I  was never tefnpted from it but 
once,” he replied. “ I  will tell you the 
story, if you would like to hear'it.”

Of course they would libeto; and hav­
ing laid aside his pipe, the old man com­
menced :

“ One day I  was waited upon by a man 
who gave his name as Laban Sarfurt. 
He was of middle-age, well-dressed, and 
at first sight appeared to be a gentle­
man ; but the illusion was dispelled 
when he approached business. He was 
hard and unfeeling, and naturally a vil 
lain. Success in speculation bad saved 
him from becoming a thief or a high­
wayman.

“ He told me Le would give me five

That was a big fee—far more 
than I  had then made in all my plead­
ing. It was tempting. And yet I  saw 
that it ynKYnot perfectly clear—not en­
tirely honest. The probability was, that 
this William Aeton was Philip’s child ;

It struck 
me that Laban Sarfart-was a villain, and 
that he fancied he had young Aeton so 
far in his power that he could eject him 
from the title. But what had I  particu­
larly to do with that?

My wife 
slipped, and in a moment more we were 
in the water. With one hand I grasped 
the harness upon the horse, and with the 
other I  held my wife. I was thus strug­
gling when a wild cry from her lips 
startled the air. Our child was washed 
away1

“ Oh! my soul1 I  cannot tell yon 
what I suffered duiing those moments.
I could not help our darling ! If I  left 
my wife she was lost. I  clung to the 
horse and clung to my shrieking wife— 
shrieking to God for mercy for her child. 
The horse was struggling for the shore. 
In the distance, upon the bosom of the 
surging flood, I could see our bttle one, 
her white dress gleaming in the sun, be­
ing borne swiftly away. A moment 
more, and I  saw a man plunge trom the 
bank into the river. I  saw him strike 
out boldly; I saw thus much, and then 
an intervening point of land shut out the 
scene. The horse was now rapidly near­
ing the shore, and ere long my wife and 
I were upon dry land, with the horse 
and wagon. As soon as I was sure my 
wife was safe, I left her to care for the 
horse, while I  posted off down the river’s 
bank in quest of tbe swimmer and the 
child.

“ You may well understand that all 
this time I was frantic.

Graphic Account o f  the  Lynching of the
C onrtw iiglit Brothers, a t Steven*’
Point, Will
The Milwaukee Jam nal of Commerce 

gives the following particulars of the 
lynching of Amos and Isaiah Court- 
wnght, at Stevens’ Point, Wis., for the 
murder of Sheriff Baker :

There were forty men, disguised, that 
formed the lynchers. The two old men 
were armed to the teeth with revolvers 
and knives, waiting for the death-strug­
gle which they knew would come some 
day before they reached the bar of the 
court which could only slightly punish 
them for their great crime. The old 
men expected that an attempt wouid be 
made to lynch them, and they had, in 
some mysterious way, been provided with 
arms with which to resist assailants to 
the bitter, bitter death. The two 
wretches took in the situation at a glance 
as they beheld their executioners. They 
made a move to draw their weapons, but 
old Isaiah was knocked down and kicked 
almost senseless before he could begin 
bis fight —which he was afterward des­
tined to wage with all the ferocity of a 
demon, and the strength of fear and 
despair.

Amos made no resistance just then, 
but began to beg and pray. He was 
probably watching bis chance, though, 
with all the cunning of a captured fox. 
Isaiah was stamped and pounded until it 
seemed as though nothing was left of 
him; yet he had the wiry frame of a cat, 
and all its tenacity to life. When the 
outside of the jail was reached, sudden­
ly two shots were fired, it is supposed Dy 
Amos. One of the bullets cut a lock of 
hair from a masker’s head, while another 
bullet passed through his shirt-collar.

The Courtwrights were evidently de­
termined to forfeit their lives only at the 
sacrifice of more valuable ones. When 
Isaiah had revived somewhat from the 
awful pounding and kicking he had re­
ceived, he was placed in position behind 
one of the wagons in attendance, and 
the procession started south on 
one of the two main roads leading to the 
depot, and, beyond, to Plover. Before 
the strange cortege had gone 40 rods, 
and nearly in front of the residence of 
the Hon. George Hungerford, old Isaiah 
renewed his fight.

With cat-like quickness he had drawn 
a knife and began cutting right and left 
among the men nearest to him. Prob­
ably no human being ever made more 
desperate efforts to fight his way to life 
and liberty. To the right, to the left, 
to the front, to the rear, struck the thin 
and sinewy arm of the crazed wretch. 
The maskers who were there will 
never forget the awful picture of that 
night.

It is an old, old man that is at bay. 
His form is thin, and wiry, and bent, 
and shriveled. His white hairs glistened 
here and there from among the patches 
of clotted blood that had gathered from 
the blows and kicks he had received. 
His clothes are tom and ragged. Words 
cannot tell the horrid wrinkles in that 
distorted face, nor the quick breath : 
they cannot give the look in the sunken 
eyes ; are powerless to describe the 
writhing, straggling form that is making 
its last effort to live. The old man is 
strengthened hv his despair. He cuts 
wildly about him, and ono or the 
avengers receives the knife thrust that 
may add one more victim to Isaiah 
Courtwright’s murderous list. Then the 
old man is again overpowered, knocked 
down, trampled upon, hitched by the 
neck to the wagon, and ‘his body drags 
the sandy roadway, along which he had 
once walked a respectable man. He 
never lived to be bung. Long before 
tbe place where the hanging was to be 
done was reached the old man’s life had 
gone out of its dishonored body.

Amos adopted a more sensible, but 
cowardly course. He tried to soften the 
hearts of the maskers by the most piteous 
pleadings, accompanied by tears and 
wails and prayers. But the men who 
had determined upon doing what they 
considered a sacred duty were not to bo 
moved. Amos was given a certain length 
of time to pray, and then the two bodies 
of tbe murderers of Joseph Baker 
swung lifeless in the waning moonlight. 
4 terrible but, according to the general 
belief, righteous retribution had over­
taken Isaiah and Amos Courtwright.

The man who was stabbed by Isaiah in 
his desperate fight for life was a promi­
nent citizen. He is very badly cut, but 
it could not be ascertained what his pros­
pects of recovery were.

At one time, after pld Isaiah was dis­

Coffee.
The oldest mention of coffee that can 

anywhere be found does not go further 
back than 300 years. Nobody knows 
when it was first used in the East, 
There is nothing to go upon, except a 
tradition that the angel Gabriel invented 
coffee for the especial behoof of Ma­
homet in his old age, to enable him to 
renew his youth, and be happy in his 
loves. Whether it had this effect we 
are not told, but it is to be supposed 
that Gabriel did his best for the prophet. 
In any case, it is certain that coffee is in 
comparable as a stimulant, and will even 
make up for the want of food. Rossini 
used to say that it could keep him np 
for a fortnight, the time he required for 
the composition of an opera. There is 
no other stimulant that can sustain such 
a pitch. Opium is wonderfully sustain­
ing, but it has bad effects, and it tends 
too much to dreaminess, with a lack of 
concentration. Alcohol has a force of its 
own, as we all know ; but it requires 
frequent renewal, and is too speedily 
followed by reaction and collapse. Tea 
comes nearest to the Arabian berry as ar 
stimulant, but it often excites without 
invigorating. Coffee seems, while 
wakening up the brain, to make one, for 
the time at least, independent of food. 
It is, indeed, most enjoyed on short ra­
tions ; and taken on a full stomach, as 
was pointed out, it neither pleases the 
palate, nor refreshes the system. Nor 
is it always quite harmless. Brillat 
Savarin gave up coffee because he found 
that it turned his head into a mill whirl 
ing round without ideas of grind. To 
some people it gives a shaking of the 
hands and a trembling of the knees. 
Stories are told of the people who have 
become cripples through excessive love 
of it ; other stories of people who have 
become imbecile.

Nebraska’s Big Corn Crop.
Lincoln (Neb.) correspondence of the 

Chicago Times: “ The farmers of Ne­
braska are preparing to pull their coats 
to gather the heaviest com crop ever 
raised in the State.

Fever Infection.
Men of science speak of epidemic 

waves, and of scarlet fever being com­
municated by the few drops of milk 
which you pour into your tea, or the 
cream diffused m a dish of strawberries. 
On a late occasion, at a fashionable din­
ner party in London, as many as eight or 
ten guests, and seven members of the 
household, took scarletfever. Obviously, 
the infection must have been caught at 
the dinner party; bnt how was the puz 
zling matter of inquiry, for no one in 
the family of the host was known to have 
been affected with tbe disorder. Was 
the disease brought to the house by s 
waiter ? Was it conveyed in the table- 
linen from the washerwoman? Was it 
somehow, incorporated in the cream that 
had been used in the dessert? An investi­
gation on these and other points, as we 
understand, was made, but not with any 
satisfactory result. The cream was 
thought to be the most likely vehicle of 
infection ; but bow could any one be cer­
tain on the point ? The cream employed 
in fashionable dessert in London is pos­
sibly made np of half a dozen creams 
from as many dairies, and inquiry ends 
only in vague conjecture. Rather a haz­
ardous thing, one would say, going out 
to dinner where you may run the chance 
of being lulled in a manner so very mys­
terious. People, m their innocence, are 
not aware of the man tier in which con­
tagions diseases may be communicated by 
public conveyances, by articles of dress, 
by dwellings, by the very atmosphere. 
We have just heard an instance of the 
communication of scarlet fever by means 
of a “ kist,” the name usually given in 
Scotland to a servant’s trunk. A servant 
girl in Morayshire fell ill with scarlet 
fever and died. Her kist, a painted 
wooden box, containing all her worldly 
goods, her later clothing included, was 
sent home to her relations, and lay for 
some weeks at a station on the Speyside 
railway before an opportunity occurred 
for removing it by a cait to her mother’s 
cottage among the hills. During this in­
terval the station-master’s children, m 
romping about, conducted their gambols 
on the kist, which was a repository of 
contagion, and m due course were struck 
down with scarlet fever. At length the 
fatal kist was conveyed to its destination, 
and the contents were dispersed among 
friends and neighbors. The donations 
were kindly meant, but they proved 
fatal. No precautions had been taken to 
disinfect the articles, the result being 
that wherever the clothes of the deceased 
girl were taken in, scarlet fever found its 
victims. For several months the fever 
raged, until the wave of its infection was 
expended. Now ensued a remarkable 
event. The outbreak proved -to 
opposing barrier to the spread of a more 
virulent type of scarlatina advancing 
from another quarter at a later period of 
the year. On reaching the former scene 
of me disease, it was arrested for want 
of material to feed upon, a second at­
tack being very unusual.—Chambers’ 
Journal.

Chinese Outrages.
In view of the latest reports from 

China, one cannot well restrain a certain 
feeling of regret that the British govern­
ment had not been compelled, from the 
force of circumstances and the duty it 
owed to itself and other civilized com­
munities, to teach the pig-tailed sons of 
the sun and moon a lesson in manners, 
if not in international equity. The 
Shanghai correspondent of the London 
Daily News reports the behavior of the 
natives as becoming every day more and 
more scandalous. Within the last two 
months the grossest cases of premedi­
tated and unwarranted assault have been 
committed upon unprotected and inof­
fensive foieigners. During the month 
of July last four persons attached to the 
British Embassy were maltreated in a 
village about forty miles from Pekin. A 
few days afterward Dr. Bushel and his 
wife were stoned by a Chinese mob in 
tne capital itself; and M. Lensey, the 
Secretary of the Russian Embassy, was 
stunned by a brick and thrown from his 
horse while riding along the public 
street. Mr. and Mrs. Barrowdale, a 
Protestant clergyman and his wife, were 
assaulted near Tientsin and bespattered 
with mud. Upon another occasion 2,000 
Chinese troops, on being disembarked at 
Shanghai, relieved their exuberant feel­
ings by rushing about, in all directions, 
insulting and threatening all the foreign­
ers they met. During the melee an 
American gentleman and his wife rode 
up and endeavored to thread their way 
through the street, but the soldiers 
would not let them pass, finishing up 
their diabolical cowardice by beating 
them about tbe head with their pikes. 
The Chinese population are everywhere 
being stirred up against foreigners, and 
hostile placards, approved by the gov­
ernors, are posted np on the walls every 
night. These placards invariably de­
nounce foreigners as being the cause of 
epidemics, inundations, fires, etc., and 
declare that they are worthy of eternal 
punishment.

A Hard Ride from Ocean to Ocean.
Wednesday afternoon, as the Chicago, 

Burlington and Quincy train was about 
to pull out from the transfer for the 
East, an Omaha gentleman observed 
two men seated on, or rather clinging 
to, the trucks under the dining car. 
One of them, apprehensive of being in­
formed, on, entreated him, “ For'God’s 
sake, don’t give us away.” The gentle­
man questioned them, and learned that 
they had ridden in this manner all the 
way from San Francisco, over 2,000 
miles. The train started up and stopped 
at the depot in Council Bluffs, when the 
two “ beats,” supposing that the train 
had been halted in order to put them 
off, skipped out. The conductor, when 
told of the fact, remarked that “ that 
was nothing. He had had six on the 
trucks and six on the roof at one time.” 
It seems that the amount of stolen 
riding obtained at so perilous a 
risk is greater than any one has any 
idea of, and the wonder is that so few 
are killed. As a rule, they generally 
nde on the trucks during the day time 
and at night crawl up on top of the car. 
H they are discovered and put off, they 
wait for the next train and resume tfieir 
nde, many of them going from ocean to 
ocean in this manner. The Union and 
Central Pacific railroads have a monop­
oly on this sort of travel, as well as on 
every other land, to and from the Pa­
cific coast. Many of the persons who 
thus steal a ride from the Pacific coast 
went there “ well-heeled,” in search of a 
“ Big Bonanza,” traveling in first-class 
style in Pullman sleepers, and enjoying 
three square meals a day, and, becoming 
busted, they take their chances in get­
ting back home m this way. Such is 
life. Winter, however, generally puts 
an end to this, although once in a -while 
a fellow is taken out from the tool-box, 
under a car, half-frozen to death.— 
Omaha Dec.

Forgive and Forget.
Even a good sentiment may be abused. 

Forgiveness is a noble attribute of char­
acter, but it dots not imply forgetful­
ness. A man may forgive a wrong, but 
he cannot well forget it. It is retained 
on his memory, whether he wills it or 
not. He may write “ forgiven” over it, 
and show by his condnct that all trace 
of resentment has been removed, but 
the memory of the wrong remains, as if 
the record had been cut by a chisel on 
the enduring granite. Therefore, to talk 
of forgiveness and forgetfulness, as if 
they were synonymous terms, is to con­
found two distinct traits—forgiveness, 
which implies nobility of manhood, and 
forgetfulness, wliich implies mental im­
becility.

The American people may forgive De­

DYSPEPSIA.

Here are two remedies for dyspepsia, 
said by those who “ have tried them ” 
to be infallible : First, oat onions.

plaster that will “ draw ” perfectly, but 
will not produce a blister even upon the 
skin of ail infant, no matter how long it 
is allowed to remain upon the part.

TO CURE A WART.
Procure the best quality of sulphuric 

acid ; drop a little on the wart, and let it 
remain as long as you have leisure to 
hold your hand stdl, say a couple of 
hours. Repeat once or twice, and your 
wart will never trouble you again. This 
is a sure cure, and entirely painless.

REMEMBER THIS.
In cases of a sudden jar, knock, or 

jam of the hand or fingers, immediately 
after the blow press tbe injured part 
with the uuinjuied hand, say between 
the thumb and fore finger, and grad­
ually let up on it. It will nearly always 
remove the pain, and generally any 
swelling that might occur under the cir­
cumstances.

CURE FOR RINGWORM.
A simple* and harmless application, 

said unfailingly to cure this troublesome 
eruption, is found by slashing with a 
solution made from the root of the com­
mon narrow-leafed dock, wliioh belongs 
to the botanical genus Rumex. Use 
vinegar as the solvent.

c u r in g  c h i l b l a in s .
A writer in the Household recom­

mends taking muriatic acid and diluting 
it with water. Try it on your nails; if 
it does not turn the nail yellow it is not 
too strong. Apply repeatedly with a 
small swab. It is a sure and safe rem­
edy, and tbe writer has tried it on him­
self and others with marked success. Be 
sure not to apply too st*png, but dilute 
it just enough not to turn the nail yellow.

WOBTH KNOWING.
Every little while we read of one who 

has stuck a rusty nail m lus foot or some 
other poition of his person, and lockjaw 
has resulted therefrom. All such wounds 
can be he tied without any fatal conse­
quences attending them. The remedy 
is simple—it is only to smoke such 
wound, or any wound or brmse that is 
inflamed, with burning wool or woolen 
cloth. Twenty minutes in the smoke of 
wool will take pam out of the worst case 
of inflammation caused by any wound we 
ever saw.

HOW TO CUBE A SOBE THBOAT.
“ One who has tried i t ” communi­

cates the following sensible item about 
curing sore throat: Let each one 
of your half million readers buy at any 
drug store one ounce of camphorated oil 
and five cents worth of chloride of pot­
ash. Whenever any soreness appears in 
the throat, pnt the potash in half a tum­
bler of water, and with it gargle the 
throat thoroughly; then rub the neck 
thoroughly with the camphorated oil at 
night before going to bed, and also pin 
around the throat a small strip ofwooLen 
flannel. This is a simple, cheap and 
sure remedy.

CUBE FOB WHOOPING COUGH.
One of the London journals contains 

a statement by Dr. Berry of his success­
ful treatment of uncomplicated whoop­
ing cough with dilute nitric acid, in 
doses of from five to fifteen minims, ac­
cording to age, with simple sirup, given 
every three or four hours, alleviating the 
cough and spasm, and apparently cutting 
short the disease. During an epidemic 
of the disorder he prescribed this fre­
quently, and with very satisfactory re­
sults. He offers no suggestion as to the 
operation of the remedy, but he believes 
its action to be that of a tonic, but its 
refrigerating properties are not to be 
lost sight of. In all the cases treated, 
he has, of course, paid attention to the 
state of the digestive organs, and in such 
cases as ha\e required it, he has given 
an aperient combined with an alteiatne.

Higher Railroad Freights.
During the past week a dark and 

threatening storm cloud has risen over 
the business and the financial interests 
of the West. On its black surface, 
drawn m the suggestive colors m wliich 
Mcpliisto delights to dwell, appears the 
form of Commodore Vanderbilt, his foot 
on the neck of poor John W. Garrett, of 
the Baltimore and Ohio, and his long, 
skinny fingers grasping at the splendid 
crop of the West. Avarice, ghastly and 
insatiable, gleams out in every feature ; 
and yet a sardonic grin may be detected 
over the millions he hopes to extort from 
the hard earnings of the West by exorbi­
tant freights on her products to the sea­
board. It may be well to hint to this 
remorseless pirate, in the course of his 
hfe levying a more grinding tribute upon 
the commerce of the country than ever 
Lafitte did upon that of the Gulf of 
Mexico, that m tlie end his grasping 
avarice will be sure to defeat itself. For 
the last two years, through tlie competi­
tion of the Baltimore and Ohio railway, 
the people of the West have had reason 
able freights. Under its healthy influ­
ence the Grangers went to -sleep ; but 
they are not dead, *» Vahderbilt and his 
confederate sharks fondly hope. This 
proposed oppression will wake them into 
stronger and more desperate life than 
ever before. Five years ago they burnt 
com within less than 200 miles of Chi­
cago, because extortionate freights made 
it cheaper than coal. These railway 
magnates may as well know that the peo­
ple will find a way to break through 
vested rights, backed even by a hundred 
Dartmouth College decisions, when ex­
action has reached the limit of endur­
ance. Let them be wise while they may; 
be content with reasonable profits, and 
all will be well.

As these extortionate freights must 
virtually come m part out of every 
man’s pocket at the West, be he banker, 
merchant, manufacturer, and even dawn 
to the hod carrier—a multitude too 
numerous and too powerful to be suc­
cessfully resisted—it is hoped the warn­
ing here given may have some effect 
even upon the selfish greed of Eastern 
railway managers.—Chicago Tribune.

Extraordinary 
stories aie told ot the healing propel ties 
of a new oil which is easily made from 
the yolks of hens’ eggs. The eggs are 
first boiled hard, the yolks are then re­
moved, crushed and placed over a fire, 
where they are carefully stirred until the 
whole substance is just on the point of 
catching fire, when the oil separates and 
may be poured off. It is m general use 
among the colom-ts of Southern Russia 
as a means of curing cuts, braises and 
scratches.—Boston Journal of Chem­
istry.

The State Census ot 1874.

The volume containing the results of 
the census of the State, taken in the 
spring of 1874, says the Detioit Tt ibune, 
has just been published. Fiom the mass 
of valuable a$d interesting statistical 
matter piesented m this volume, we have 
space only for a statement of a few gen 
eral results:

I. Population—The total population of the 
State amounts to 3 331 031, exclusive of Mam- 
tou and Fox Islands, m Mamtou county, and 
of the sparsely-settled Township No. 23 north 
of ranges 3 and 4 east, m Ogemaw countv, the 
only territory in the State from which no re­
turns hare been received. The Secretary of 
State estimates the population of these com­
bined districts at 269, making an aggregate of 
1 334,300. This falls somewhat behind the ex­
pectations based npon the average annual in­
crease from I860 to 1870, which was 4 69 per 
cent, whereas, from 1870 to 1874 it has been 
but 3.02 per cent. The total per cent, of in­
crease during the last decade, however, is 
65 99, agwnst 58 35 m the decade previous

The first census of the territory now included 
m the State of Michigan, m 1800, showed a 
population of 551. This must have been a very 
imperfect return, even if it included only the 
white settlers. In 1810 tne population had in­
creased to 4,762, and kept on incieasing until, 
m 1840, the first census taken after Michigan 
was admitted to the Union, the total reached 
212,267. In 1864, it was 803,661 , and m 1870,
I, 184,282.

It appears, from a further classification by 
sex and age, that there are 60,877 morp men 
than women m the State. Michigan thus very 
nearly offsets Massachusetts, which shows an 
excess of women to just about a corresponding 
amount. The total number of males m the 
State is 697,181, of females, 636 847 It is 
rather disheartening to discover thai 
this disparity of numbers has steadily 
increased during the last decade, and 
that the percentage of males to the total 
population is now fully 1 pei cent, larger than 
it was in 1863. The total number of males 
aged 21 and over is 362 026, being something 
more than half the total number of males. Of 
these, 87,047 have never been married, 259 189 
are now married, and 15 636 are either widow­
ers or divorced. The census statistics amal­
gamate these two widely different classes and 
we are unable to give anj- statistics winch bear 
upon the divorce question. Of the women over 
18 there aie 58,064 who were never married, 
256,320 are now married, and 32,674 are widows 
or divorced. There are 803 married males un­
der 21, and 133 who are widowers or divorced, 
whereas, ot the girls under 18 no less than 
2,121 are married, and 544 widows or divorced 
The percentage of married to the total popu­
lation is 38 86. The percentage of males over 
21 who are married is 71 62, and of females 
over 18 is 78 85.

An mteresting class of statistics is that which 
gives the population of the State bj ages. It 
appears that the numbei of males undei 5 
years is 92,372 , females, 89 473 , males 5 and 
under 10, 86,518 , females, 83 981 , males 10 
and undei 21, 156,268 , females 30 and under 
18, 116,235 , males 21 and under 45, 249,820 , 
females 18 ana under 40, 231,325, males 45 and 
under 75, 107,107 , females 40 and under 75,
II, Q17 , males between 75 and 90, 4,868 , be­
tween 90 and 100, *147 , and 100 and over, 18 , 
females 75 and ove*, 4 772. The pioportion of 
males between 75 and 90 has steadily increased 
since 1854, and the proportion between 90 and 
100 ramams about the same, as also those over 
100 years of age. There has been a steady de­
crease of the proportion of females under 5 
years of age since 1854 ; also, with a slight ex­
ception of those aged 5 and under 10. Tlie 
proportion of females under 10 yeais of age 
has steadily decreased since 1830, as shown by 
the United States census.

The total number of coloied persons in the 
State is 11,032, a decrease of over 700 since tbe 
census of 1870,

The total number of blind persons is 548 , 
deaf and dumb, 615, idiotic, C48 , insane, 
1,058.

The census also gives an interesting list of 
the males in the State over 100 years of age— 
the law does not require any returns of female 
centenarians. Tliby are eighteen m number, 
two of whom, Walter Holmes and John Smict, 
reside in this c*ty. The oldest man named n 
the list, Bazil Harrison, of Frame Ronce, 
Kalamazoo, whose age is stated at 110, is since 
dead. The next oldest whose age is given is 
Richard Sopenas, an Indian, of Menominee 
county, whose alleged age of 107 years cannot 
be verified.

II. Occupations—Of the 358,280 persons clas­
sified, 166,614 aie devoted to agriculture, 83,- 
886 to professional or personal service 28,973 
to trade and transportation, 70,581 to manufac­
turing, 5 782 to mining, and 2,444 mibcella- 
neous. The most numerous avocations noted 
are farmers, 146,300, laborers, 56,024, carpen- 
teis, 12 625, miners, 5,385, blacksmiths, 5,016, 
and lumbermen, 4,027.

III. Land—The taxable land has increased 
14,443,504 acres, or 119J£ per cent., since 1864. 
The increase from 1854 to 1864 was 4 165,103 
acres, or 52% per cent. There are 451,882 
acres, or nearly 9 per cent, more unproved 
land leported than in 1870, and 1,863,194 acres, 
or 563̂  per cent, more than m 1864 The to­
tals now are 26,530,168 acres of taxable land, 
5,540 840 acres improved, 1,009,699 exempt, 
valued (with improvements) at $30,505,727; 
and there are 113,413 farms, containing 10,213,- 
692 acres, averaging 90 acres each.

The Commissioner of the General Land

when they knew that the land was unfit for 
farming purposes.

By order of the Secretary of the Treasury, 
importations of hides and cattle from England 
are prohibited for the present, in conaeqnance 
of the cattle dise ase prevailing m that country.

The 
property seized will bring #500,000, which, to­
gether with the forfeited bonds of distillers and 
gaugers,brings the Treasury Department about 
$1,550,800. Chicago and Mdwaukee will 
realize hke amounts, making the government 
$3,500,000 richer than it would be had there 
been no prosecutions. There Vnll probably he 
100 convictions m all.

The brig Palo Alto recently arrivad at New 
York, bringing four of the crew of the brig 
Helen G. Rich, which was lost on the Damos 
Key, off the coast of Cuba, Sept. 25. The Key 
is an uninhabited rock, and the sailors in ex­
ploring it found the sunken hull of an iron ves­
sel and the bodies of four seamen, evidently 
starved to death.

Recruiting for the Spanish army m Cuba is 
being carried on m New York. Fifty acre* 
of land and #100 m gold is the bounty offered.

and crew, numbering 108 persons, with but 
one exception, were lost.

The steamer Citj of Waco, running between 
New York and Galveston, was burned to the 
water’s edge on Monday night, Nov. 8, while 
anchored off the latter port.

There is no reliable information to 
be obtained as to the ougm of the fire Some 
think the ship was struck by lightning, and, 
having a considerable quantity of oil on board, 
the flames could not be extinguished.

Financial and Industrial,

Inilrnal reveuue collections since Julv 1 
have been at the rate of $117,000,000. As 
this pellod covers a dull portion of theyeai, 
it is estimated at the Depaitment that on this 
basis the receipts for the year will be $125,- 
000, 000.

This year’s ciops m Russia were a failure 
Never before, it is asserted, has the failure of 
harvesting been so general in that empire, and 
there are serious apprehensions of a famine.

The failure of Dr. Strousberg, the great Ger­
man railroad contractor, seriously threatens 
Russian commercial credit. Many failures 
have already occurred. The banks are in a 
state of fear, which reacts on the London 
money-market.

One of the hugest cap and fur manufactui- 
mg firms in New York city, that of Lewis J. 
Phillips & Co., failed last week. During the 
months of September and October Mr. Phdhps 
transferred propeity worth $1,500,000 to his 
mother.

It is estimated by special agents of the 
Treasury that the government is defrauded of 
#2,080,000 annually by bogus pensioners, chiefly 
m the West. There is no way to punish such 
swindlers except by dropping them fiom the 
rolls.

Owing to the late competition between 
the cable companies the charge of seventy- 
five cents per word m gold has been agreed 
upon.

The firm of Haight, Hoyt & Co., engaged m 
the manufacture of hats and caps, at New 
Yoik, faded last week, with liabilities at 
$750,000.

Egyptian finances are m a badly muddled 
condition, and the Khedive has sent to England 
for a brace of experts to help him stiaighten 
out money matters.

Gov. Kellogg, of Louisiana, has signed the 
death warrants of six men who axe to be exe­
cuted this month. Two of the criminals are 
white, and four colored.

$6,0ljt),000 case, which will have the effect of 
throwing the case over until nextteim.

B urglars effected an entianec into the First 
National Bank of Pittston Pa., one night laet 
week, and robbed the vault of $40,000 m 
bonds and money.

Near Greentown, Howard county, Ind., wa» 
perpetiated a shocking murder last week. A 
man named David Robmson, m a fit of insani­
ty, it is supposed, attempted the killing of his 
entire family, and succeeded m butchering 
a young son and daughter, and badly wound­
ing his eldest, a boy of eight, who was shot in 
the face. He fared at his wife, but fortunately 
missed her. Next morning Robinson’s body 
was found on a railroad track near Jackaon 
station, where he had either lallen or jumped 
from a freight tram.

United States troops at Camp Contentment, 
on the Sweetwater river, I. T., recently cap­
tured and bioke up a band of cut-throats and 
horse-thieves operating m that vicinity. The 
gang had stolen fifty government mules, and 
were on their way to New Mexico.

The widow of Chas. Jagaw, of St. Joseph, 
Mo., who was recently killed by a railroad ac­
cident, at Morrison, 111., claims that her hus­
band was foully dealt with, m order to prevent 
his disclosing some damaging facts concerning 
the whisky frauds m Missouri.

A dozen or more of the students of Dart­
mouth College have been arrested at Plymouth, 
N. H., for disorderly conduct m breaking the 
windows of J. B. Paiker’s book auction store. 
They were arrested while in bed, and m the 
morning in effort was made to rescue them by 
400 veiling collegians, who weie unsuccessful, 
however.

A pive-dollar counterfeit National Bank 
note, purporting to he issued by the Fust Na­
tional Bank of Galena, 111., w*a recently dis­
covered by one of the lady counters at ihe 
Treasury Depaitment. It is quite a good 
counterfeit, and seems to have been con 
siderably used, but there is no such baukm 
existence.

Henry R. Mann, Treasurer of Saratoga 
county, N. Y., for tfae last fifteen year*, 
has proved a defaulter, $140,000 is the amount 
stolen.'

Mr. Lick asserts Ins innocence, 
and claims that the charge against him is made 
thremerh animosity. He says the children were 
bom dead.

The Crews o f Three Ship* K illed  a!pd E aten  
by N atives o f the  Auckland Island*—A 
H orrible Story.

A year ago larft February the bark 
Jewess, of Boston, sailed from New 
South Wales in the direction of the 
Auckland Islands, a group which lies in 
the South Pacific Ocean near New Zea­
land. A few days later the Boston bark 
Delia M. Long and an English bark, 
name unknown, followed on the same 
course. No tidings of the two Boston 
vessels were received till recently, when 
Capt. Bremer, of Biddeford, Me., of the 
bark Marathon, New York, returning 
from a voyage around the world, biought 
back a terrible story in regard to them.
At one of the poi ts at which he stopped 
he had fallen m with a sailor, 01 some 
one who knew him, who purported to be 
the sole survivor of the three ciews. 
The vessels, he said, had become be­
calmed in the vicinity of the Auckland 
Islands, and laid there together several 
days. They were boarded at night by 
cannibals, who came in large numbers, 
overpowered the crews, plundered the 
ships, and scuttled them. The men were 
carried prisoners to the shoie and fur 
mshed food for the horrible feast of their 
captors. No particulars of the fight or of 
the survivors’ escape were obtained, but 
the facts aie pretty well authenticated, 
and the long absence cf the vessels fur 
mshes good giound for believing that the 
story may be true. The survivor was 
one of the creW of the Jewess, and he is 
said to have related that the surprise 
was complete—the vessels being some 
distance from land, and no signs of ene­
mies having been seen. The usual pre­
caution taken when a ship is becalmed 
m the vicinity of land inhabited by sav­
ages is to drive sharp nails, placed close­
ly together, through board3, which are 
placed over the decks, and fastened firm­
ly down, leaving the sharp iron points 
sticking up. It is then impossible for 
the barefooted savages to step upon the 
deck, and they are shot off at leisuie. 
This precaution was not taken on board 
the Jewess, the survivor said, because 
no danger was suspected. It is under- | 
stood that no ship of the United States | 
Navy is now stationed m the South Seas, 
or within reasonable distance of the vl- . 
cimty where the terrible tragedy is cred- | 
ited as having been enacted. The Jew­
ess was nearly 500 tons buiden. Capt. 1

A TEMPERANCE TRACT.

Political.
The result of the State elections held on 

Tuesday, Nov. 2, may be briefly summed up as 
follows. In Massachusets the Republican 
State ticket, headed by Alexander H. Rice foi 
Governor, is elected by from 5,000 to 7,000 
majority. In Pennsylvania, Gov. Hartranft, 
Republican, is re-elected by upwaids of 20,000 
majority. In New York, the Democratic 
State ticket is elected by a majority of 10,000 
or 12,000. The Legislature is Repub­
lican. In New York city the 
Tammany ticket was slaughtered, Dear­
ly all the local anti-Tammany candidates 
being elected. The notorious Brooklyn ring, 
headed by “ Boss” McLaughlin, was also 
routed, thousanda of Democrats uniting with 
the Republicans to accomplish this result. The 
contest m Wisconsin was very close. Ludmg- 
ton, Republican, is elected Governor by a very 
small majority. The vote on minor State offices 
is almost evenly balanced, and it will probably 
require the official count to determine who 
are elected. In New Jcrsoy the election 
was for members of the Legislature, and 
resulted favorably to the Republicans. The 
new Legislature stands Senate, 12 Republi­
can*, 9 Democrats, the House, 37 Republi­
cans, 23 Democrats. In Maryland, John Lee 
Carroll, Democrat, is elected Governor by a 
large majority. Mississippi was carried 
by the Democracy by a small majonty, 
both Houses of the Legislature being Demo­
cratic by a decided majonty. Lamar, Singleton, 
Hooker and Money, all Democrats, are elected 
to Congress. In Minnesota, Pillsbury, Repub­
lican, is elected Governor by about 5 000 mi- 
jonty. In Kansas the balloting was for mem­
bers of the Legislature. The Republicans have a 
majority of two-thirds on joint ballot m that 
body. Yirgiraa also elected a Legislature 
which is Democratic by about the usual ma­
jority. In Illinois ths election was for mum 
cipal and county officers, and only a local m 
terest was taken m the contest The Repubh- 
cane carried Chicago and Cook county by a 
small majority, defeating what was known as 
the “Hesmg ling,” under the name of “Op­
position.” Many Democrats voted with the 
Republicans.

Upon the meeting of the Mississippi Logia 
lature ui January, it is reported, the Demo­
crats will proceed to impeach Go\. Ames and 
the Lieutenant-Governor. Among the charges 
to be preferred against the colored LieutenaLt- 
Govemor is one that he pardoned a murderer 
before he was tried. Should these officers ho 
removed the Democratic President of the State 
Senate will become Governor.

Mr. Pinchback is maiung another effort to 
lie admitted to the Senate on the reassembling 
of Congrees. When the Louisiana Legislature 
meets m January it will proceed to elect a 
Senator, and as this body has been recognized 
as legal, the new Senator’* claims will ho 
•Longer than Pmchback’s. The place is a de­
sirable one, as the back pay due since 1873 will 
amount to over $20,000.

The Slaughter of the Innocents,
Five years of age is the dividing line 

between the j'unior and the elder dead. 
Half the yearly deaths in New Yoik are 
of children under 5. There are 120,000 
children m New York ; of these as many 
die as of the 1,000,000 grown inhabit­
ants. The moitahty of one tenth the 
whole populace, and that the helpless 
tenth, is equal to the rune-tenths remain­
ing. Well does the physician say that 
if sueli mortality existed among sheep 
the country would be alarmed. It is 
not so with the little children, ot whom 
three-fourths of the one-half we have 
cited die under 1 year old. The musery, 
therefore, and the mother must be at 
fault.—Sanitarian Magazine.

The proprietors of the London Times, have 
been eued for hbel becauee they denounced the 
operations of the Co-operative Credit Bank as a 
swindle on the public.

The port of Boulogne, France, was recently 
closed by a eunken steamer, causing a loss to 
the fishermen of $8,000 daily.

New I ndication of Death.—A med­
ical practitioner proposes, as a method 
to ascertain death, to inject a diop of 
ammonia beneath the skin, when, if 
there be life, a red spot appears, but if 
death, no effect is produced.

L ight as a Mechanical Motor.— 
Wm. Crookes. F. R. S., has recently 
performed several experiments with an 
apparatus called the “ radiometer,” 
which prove that light, apart from heat, 
may be employed as a mechanical motor.

A P aper Substitute for Leather.— 
An Austialian chemist subjects the so- 
called parchment paper to a process i 
which renders it pliable and supple, and 
exactly similar to leather in color and 
gloss. It may be used as a substitute 
for, and is especially appropriate for 
book-binding, as it resists wear, does not 
soil, and is impervious to wet.

To Restore Gold on Silver Lace.— 
When gold or silver lace happens to be 
tarnished, the best liquor that can be 
used for restoring its luster is spirits of 
wine; it should be warmed before it is 
applied to the tarnished spot. This ap­
plication will preserve the color of the 
silk or embroidery.

Stamping Ink.—An excellent stamp­
ing ink that dries rapidly and is free 
from grease may be cheaply prepared, 
according to Muller, by dissolving one 
part of crystallized, so-called, red aniline 
violet in 30 parts of alcohol, and adding 
30 parts of glycerine to the solution. 
This colored liquid is poured upon the 
cushion and rubbed with a brush.

How to Make Safes Safe.—Ihe foi 
lowing hints for the use of safes, and of 
what should be put in them, are vouched 
for by good authority. Avoid fancy 
colored inks, as they are more liable to 
be obliterated by heat when the safe is 
under fire. The black inks are better. 
Lead pencil will stand the heat better 
than either, even when the paper is 
black. Do not put the most valuable 
account books at the sides of the safe, 
as the heat coming from the outside will 
affect them first. Crowd the books from 
the sides to the center of the safe for the 
purpose of making them tight together, 
as in this condition they will stand the 
heat much longer. Wood drawers are 
preferable to iron for cash boxes, and 
for small valuable papers, as wood is a 
non conductor of heat and. iron a good 
conductor. Never use m a safe a leather 
wallet as a receptacle for valuable papers, 
as boiling water, heated 212 degrees, 
will crisp and curl it, convert it into a 
gluey substance and destroy the papers 
When a safe has been under fire send 
for an expert to open it.

A Plea tor Late Suppers.
A Pans correspondent, who has fallen, 

doubtless, into the European practice of 
eating late suppers, says it is a mistake 
to suppose the medical faculty hostile to 
sleep following supper. He discussed 
the question recently with an able physi­
cian, who said to him:

There is nothing more absurd than to 
pretend ’tis unhealthy to sleep immedi­
ately after the day’s last meal. Is not 
man an animal ? Do not animals, with­
out exception, sleep immediately after 
eating ? Do we not feel hke sleeping 
after each day’s last meal? and is it not 
by an effort that we shake off sleep ? 
Evidently the body yearns lor sleep. 
Exercise immediately after every meal is 
pernicious. Rest is healthful. What rest 
can compare with sleep, which reposes 
the mind, the lungs, the heart ? See the 
peasants. No persons enjoy better health 
than they do. Supper is the best meal 
of their day. No sooner have they supped 
than they go to bed. Look at the act 
ors. There was Rubini. He dined at 
three, went to his dressing-room in the 
Italian Opera-House, and slept till the 
theater opened its doors. At midnight 
he supped heartily, and straight to bed 
he went. He died of sheer old age. 
You know Mons. Thiers’ habits? The 
moment dinner ends he stretches him­
self out to sleep, and sleeps an hour- 
The truth is, if yon look about you there 
will be found that the great majority of 
men go to sleep immediately after mak­
ing their best me il. You certainly never 
saw anywhere in the world healthier or 
stronger women than those of the great 
markets. What is their rule of life9 
Dinner and to bed. Take another, the 
very opposite class—astronomers. They 
keep late hours. Their best meal is 
taken when the stars say good-night. 
Then they go to sleep. Did you ever 
hear of an astronomer dying under 100 
The great majority of servants and me 
chamcs go to sleep immediately after 
taking their best meal. They are right. 
They obey Nature’s voice, which always 
gives judicial counsel.

An “ Honorable” Forger.
Mr. Lucius W. Pond, of Worcester, 

Mass., who prefixed Honorable to his 
name, has been lamented for some weeks 
past as a prominent addition to the list 
of unaccountable disappearances. His 
absence is now regretted by the large 
number of persons whom he swindled. 
His custom was to lemove by some 
chemical preparation all the writing on 
notes m his possession except the signa­
tures, and fill them up with increased 
amounts. The microscope has now re 
vealed the trickery that was perpetrated, 
suspicion having been previously ex­
cited by people finding their names 
affixed to notes which they were certain 
they never engaged to pay. Out of notes 
to the amount of $80,000, only one genu­
ine one has been found. One, curiously 
enough, had been altered f(om $1,000 
to $500. It is now known that two or 
three yen’s ago a man visited Worcester 
for the sake of selling an acid to remove

Wonderful Mcmones.
Pliny says that Cyrus had a memoiy 

so prodigious that he could name every 
officer and soldier m his armies; and that 
Lucius Scipio knew every Roman citi­
zen by name when that city contained 
more than 200,000 capable of bearing 
arms. Seneca speaks of a friend, Pon­
tius Latro, who could lepeat verbatim 
all the speeches he had heard declaimed 
by the Roman orators. It is said that 
Joseph Scahger committed to memory 
both the Iliad and the Odyssey m 
twenty-one days. Sir William Hamilton 
tells us of a young Corsican of good fam­
ily who had gone to Padua to study 
civil law, in which he soon distinguished 
h mself. “ He was a frequent visitor at 
the house and gardens of Muretus, who, 
having heard that he possessed a remark­
able art or faculty of memory, though 
incredulous m regard to reports, took 
occasion to request from him a specimen 
of his power. He at once agreed; and, 
having adjourned with a considerable 
party of distinguished auditois into a 
saloon, Muiteus began to dictate words, 
Latin, Greek, barbarous, significant and 
non-significant, disjointed and connect­
ed, until he wearied himself, the 
young man who wrote them down, and 
the audience who were present; ‘ we 
were all,’ he says, ‘marvelously tired.’ 
The Corsican alone was the one of the 
whole company aleit and fresh, and con­
tinually desired Muretus for more words, 
who declared he would be moie than 
satisfied if he could repeat the half of 
what he had taken down, and at length 
he ceased. The young man, with his 
gaze fixed upon the ground, stood silent 
for a biief season; and then says Mure­
tus, ‘ Vidi facinusminficissimum.’ Hav­
ing begun to speak, he absolutely re­
peated the whole words in the same order 
m which they had been dehvered, with­
out the slightest hesitation; then, com­
mencing from the last, he repeated them 
backward till he came to the first. Then, 
again, so that he spoke the first, the 
third, the fifth, and so on; did this in 
any order that was asked, and all without 

1 the slightest error. Having subsequently 
become familiarly acquainted with him, 
I  have had other and frequent experi 
ence of his power. He assured me (and 
he had nothing of the boaster m him) 
that he could recite in the manner I have 
mentioned to the amount of 36,000 words.

' And what is more wonderful, they all 
I so adhered to the mind, that after a year’s 
, interval he could repeat them without 
I trouble. I know, from having tried him, 
he could do so after considerable t'me.”

A 
nolle-pros. was entered m the case ot 
Fielding Henderson, charged with the 
killing of Vincent Hmchechffe, for lack 
of evidence. P. Henderson, convicted 
of malicious mischief, was sent to the 
Penitentiary for one year. Three 
charges of assault to kill Capt. George 
W. Sisney against Timothy Coyle were 
dismissed, the confession of Marshall 
Crain having exonerated him. Milton 
Baxter, charged with murdering Vmcent 
Hinchecliffe, gave bail m the sum of 
$3,000, and had his case continued. In 
the case of the State vs. William J. 
Crain, alias “ Big Jeff Cram,” alias 
“ Black Bill Crain,” and Nash W. 
Cram, alias “ Yellow B’llCrain,’’forthe 
murder of William Spence, the first was 
granted a change of venue to Alexander 
county, and will be tried in January. 
“ Yellow Bill” was admitted to bail m 
the sum of $5,000. Marshall Cram, 
who pleaded guilty to the murder of 
William Spence, and is now under sen­
tence of death, has been very penitent, 
and his cries are constantly heard by 
those m proximity to his cell. He now 
entertains the hope that he can purify 
his soul by embracing religion. He held 
up with lemarkabie courage until Fri­
day last, when he broke down complete­
ly, and confessed he was not only the as­
sassin of William Spence but also of 
Capt. Sisney, and that he swore against 
Baker to save his own life. On the day 
mentioned he had George Sisney, Jr., 
called to his cell, and told him that he 
was the murderer of his father. Ho 
prostrated himself before the young 
man, and asked Ins forgiveness. Sisney 
replied that he could not forgive the 
murderer of his father, as forgiveness 
for such a crime would be unnatural. 
Crain remarked that he was not in 
his right mind when he committed the

Some years ago a story, supposed to 
be one of those convenient, made-up sto­
ries which help to fill out the bottom of 
a newspaper column, went the rounds of 
the press, and died away at last in the 
extreme rural districts, about the spon­
taneous burning up of an old Tennessee 
toper. It was said that he put a coal of 
fire upon his pipe to light it, and while 
m the act of blowing the coal to ignite 
the tobacco his breath took fire, a kind 
of blue flame and dense smoke curled 
up, and m a minute or two the smoke 
clewed away, and all that was left of 
toper, pipe, breath and all w,.s a heap of 
ashes.

Nobody seriously believbd the story of 
the Tenness >e toper, and yet when one 
comes to look into the matter he will 
find that m different parts of the civil­
ized woild cases of spontaneous combus­
tion of the living human body are on 
recoid winch are as well authenticated as 
the battle of Bunker Hill. Medical men 
have been acquainted with such facts for 
years. Moreover, cases m which per­
sons have thus anticipated purgatory, 
and at the same time disposed of their 
bodies by involuntary self cremation, are 
by no means so uncommon as one might 
suppose. Various medical books men­
tion numbers and numbers of them, 
about which there can be no shadow of 
doubt.

The cause of such an extraordinary phe­
nomenon as the spontaneous burning up 
of a live human bemg was *t first an im­
penetrable mystery. Juries summoned 
m these cases readily arrived at the near­
est and easiest way out of the difficulty, 
and decided that it came by a “ visita­
tion of God;” and even now, when visi 
tations of God are not supposed to be so 
frequent as they used to be, the mystery 
of spontaneous combustion is not yet 
w holly solved by science. This much is 
certain, however: it occurs m elderly 
persons of intemperate habits. Both 
very h m pi d very fat diunkards are 
liable tv bo burnt up. Thirdly, women 
particularly are apt to be taken out of 
the wbrld m this awful manner.

Death from spontaneous combustion, 
or, as it used to be called, “ preternatu­
ral combustion by visitation of God,” is 
almost instantaneous. One moment the 
unfortunate individual is a live human 
being; the next moment he is a heap of 
ashes and a bad smell, with perhaps an 
item or two of a half-consumed head or 
foot left to tell what had been. There 
is but one well-established instance m 
which the spontaneously consumed per­
son hved long enough to narrate how he 
was attacked. That individual was a 
Roman Catholic priest, Father Bertholi.

Father Bertholi retired to bed one 
evening m the house of a relative. A 
few moments after, “ a strange noise, 
mingled with cries, was heard from the 
room.” Tin people of the house rushed 
m, and beheld Father Bertholi standing 
on the floor, surrounded by a strange, 
flickering flame, which receded as they 
came near, like a will-o’-the-wisp. A 
surgeon was called, who found the skin 
of the right arm and of the back loos­
ened and hanging down.

The patient hved four days, and died 
in a most horrible manner, too horrible to 
describe. The only account he could 
give of the attack was that he had sud­
denly felt a blow upon the right arm, as 
if he had suddenly been struck with a 
club. O-i looking at his arm he saw a 
spark of fire banging to his sleeve, which 
instantly was burnt off his arm. Elis cap 
was also burnt off, while his hair was not 
even scorched. In this case there was 
no fire or light m the room.

One case ot “ preternatural combus- 
ion.” wl ich occurred something over 

sixty years ago, served an excellent pur­
pose to our good friends the Methodists, 
who printed it far and wide and made a 
truly awful example of it. The medical 
man who recoid* this case is at pains to 
state in the beginning that he does not 
depend solely for his facts upon the 
Methodist Magazines, or even upon the 
Wesleyan minister who first told the 
story, but that it was confirmed from 
other sources. The story of this truly 
awful exa "tot1 is about thus

persisted in her determination, where­
upon her husband vowed that if she 
would sit up, she should sit up in the 
darii, and so took her candle away and 
left her.

Next morning the maid-servant, open­
ing the windows of the back parlor, pe.- 
ceived something in her mistress’ arm 
chair. She thought at first it had been 
put theie by her mistress’ son, as a 
scare-crow to frighten her. Going 
nearer, however, she was suddenly hor­
ror-struck to find that this awful “ some­
thing ” was the remains of her hapless 
mistress. The trunk of her body was 
entirely consumed, while her upper and 
lower extremities were not injured. The 
trunkless head, with the hair m curl pa 
pers, was still leaning upon the right 
hand and against the wall. The face was 
shghtly scorched; but neither the hair 
nor the curl papers were burnt in the 
least. The room was full of the offen­
sive burnt odor before mentioned. It 
was only with the greatest difficulty that 
the medical profession were able to 
reach the facts of this case, sinpe the 
family of the dead woman used every 
means in their power to hush the affair 
up. No wonder1

When a human being tikes fire inside 
and bums up of himself, how does he do 
it? The world, especially the medical 
part of it, having outgrown the theory 
of the visitation of God on tins subject, 
it became necessary to account for spon­
taneous combustion on rational princi­
ples. This theory and that have been 
held by different persons, but the most 
plausible one seen s to be that the com­
bustion is caused by the explosion of in­
flammable gases generated m a diseased 
and depraved organization. The body 
of a patient who died in a hospital m 
France was examined, and when perfora­
tions were made m various parts of it, a 
gas issued therefrom which took fire 
from the flames of a candle.

The body of a living human bemg 
sometimes becomes so diseased that its 
natural secretions are depraved and per­
verted. In this state it is supposed that 
certain inflammable gases are generated, 
which, mingling with air and oxygen, 
form explosive mixtures inside the hu­
man body. The generation ot these 
is attended with heat, and off your 
drunkard goes, pop ! and nothing is left 
of him but a greasy smoke ajH a heap of 
ashes.—Cincinnati Commercial.

They 
once again shouted at the top of their 
voices, and were rewarded by seeing the 
boy at the windlass, and he began to haul 
them up as fast as he could. Before 
they were half way up the blast went off, 
knocking them out of the bucket, and 
they fell insensible. The windlass was 
also knocked oft by a lock, and fell, 
striking the insensible body of Hewson. 
A man was lowered and found the two 
men at the bottom of the well, with 
nearly 18 inches of water over them. 
Hunter’s skull was fractured. Hewsen 
was not much hurt.

Near 2 o’ulock one night the keeper 
of an alms-house in Limerick wras awak­
ened by one of the inmates in great 
alarm. "There was something fearful go­
ing on in his loom, the person said. The 
keeper, Mr. O’Neil, hastened to the 
spot, and found lyiiig m the middle of 
the floor a burning human body, which 
ivas all over of the color of a red hot 
coal. In the ceiling just above was a 
large hole, on fire around the edges, 
through which it appeared that the fiery 
red-hot body had burned its way and 
dropped down into the room of the in­
mate below. The person occupying the 
room above was an old woman named 
Mrs. Peacocke, who was not only a hard­
ened sinner, but an inveterate drunkard 
besides. Mr. O’Neil rushed up stairs 
and burst open this hardened old sin­
ner’s door. In this room he found to 
his consternation no Mrs. Peacocke, but 
only a hole m the floor through which 
Mrs. Peacocke had burned her way to 
the nether regions.

What only added to this hoiror was 
that in Mrs. Peacocke’s room there was 
found no sign of candle, candlestick or 
fire, except a few coals which had been 
raked together and covered with ashes, 
to keep m thiough the night, and winch 
remained undistuibed and uncovered m 
the grate. It was clear as dayhght that 
the fire could not have been communi­
cated from these coals. What was it 
then ? There was but one explanation. 
In the mhnniig the Mayor of the city, 
several ministers and othei honorable- 
standing and veracious gentlemen visited 
the scene and decided to the complete 
satisfaction of all parties that since there 
was no sign of her having caught fire 
from anything in her room, and “ the 
extraordinary circumstance of no part of 
the 100m being burned except the cen­
ter of it, thiongh which she had fallen, 
added to the well authenticated circum­
stance of hoi recent diabolical impreca­
tions and lies, obliged every observer to 
resolve so awful an event into the visita­
tion of God’s judgment m the punish­
ment of a daring and persevering 
sinner.”

When any flame is observed about 
these spontaneously burning human 
bodies, it appears like the flame of alco­
hol, blue, flickering, very difficult to ex­
tinguish by water, and not readily com­
municated to other bodies, even when 
they are inflammable. Often, indeed, 
extraordinary to relate, the person’s 
clothing has been found wholly 
uninjured, while the person inside 
the clothing was burnt to a cin­
der. The body itself is usually entirely 
consumed, while the head and portions 
of the limbs are sometimes left un­
touched. The maid of Cornelia Bandi, 
an elderly Italian Countess, went into 
her mistress’ room to wake her up, one 
morning. She found no mistress, but 
upon the floor, a little distance from the 
bed, lay a heap, of ashes, and in this 
dreadful heap of ashes some little parte 
of the head, eyes and arms of the un­
happy Counters.

He was alone, and at 
once the thought flashed across his mind 
that a gang of burglars must be hidden 
around the office. He determined to sell 
his life dearly, if he must, and, drawing 
his revolver, lie discharged it at the 
burglai beside the safe, and sent a ball 
whistling through his heart. A stifling 
ciy of pain, and the thief, with a bound, 
leaped from his stooping posture and 
fell heavily on the floor, never to nse 
again. His three companions, seeing 
the tragic occurrence, leaped from their 
hiding-places, then- faces bemg disguised 
by masks, and one of them, drawing a 
club, struck the brave w atohman with it 
and knocked him down. Searing strug­
gled with them for dear life, and twice 
agam discharged Ins pistol, but the des­
peradoes at length disarmed him and 
got him completely in their power. Just 
as they were about to place a pair of 
manacles upon his wrists, a large dog, 
named Major, came bounding up the 
stairs, and seeing the situation leaped 
into the fray and fought furiously for 
his master. The struggle was a most 
desperate and sanguinary one; it was 
hfe for life, and for nearly a mortal hour 
it lasted, the men and the dog Major 
rolling up and down the office floor.

A Human Monster.
The Springfield (Mass.) Republican j l.*d 

says : “ LePage, the suspected murderer 
of Josie Longmaid, made another des­
perate effort to escape from the Concord 
Jail Saturday, and has been placed in 
irons. The accumulating evidence 
against him indicates that lie is not only 
the guilty man, but is one of the most 
besotted monstersm the criminal recoid. 
According to his wife’s account he 
used a mask when he attacked 
and outraged her sister in Canada 
five years ago. He was arrested, but es­
caped by desperate fighting while the 
officers were binding his legs, and for 
some time hved in the woods. Som two 
years ago he traveled fifty miles to the 
house of his cousin, and foully outraged 
her person, escaping with her horse.
His wife says that he has made attempts 
to ravish his own daughter, fifteen years 
old, and that they have been afraid of 
their lives on account of his brutality.
Ihe murderer of the Ball girl is proved 
to have worn moccasins at the time of the 
crime, and it is known that LePage wore 
them that day, while it has been learned 
that a short time be‘ore the murder he 
inquired of a girl what road Miss Ball 
took in returning from school on Friday 
nights. The mask found near the body 
of Miss Ball has recently been examined, 
and proves to be fastened with birch 
withes, and withes were also found near 
the body of Miss Ball, while a birch withe 
was found tied around a pine tree close 
to where the body of the Longmaid girl 
lay. LePage is known to be an expert in 
making withes, even mending harness with 
them. A piece of cloth which looks as 
though bloody hands had been wiped on 
it has been found at LePage’s house, and 
his wife says a shirt he wore on that day 
is missing. Three young girls have 
stated that they were chased in the woods 
by LePage previous to the Pembroke 
murder.
