A Providence (R. I.) dispatch says: 

“ The Coroner’s jury at Westerly, in the 
case of the child who was killed by the 
kicks of a drunken father while m its 
mother’s arms, have returned the verdict: 
That the person from whom foe father 
purchased the liquor which made him 
drunk is guilty of murder. The fsther, 
Philip Gallagher, was held in $1,000 
bail to answer before the Supreme 
Court.”

In respect to agricultural products 
Iowa produces the largest- spring wheat 
crop of any State, the production of the 
United States being 112,549,733 bushels, 
and that of Iowa 28,708,312 bushels, 
while Wisconsin ranks ne» with 24,- 
375,435 bushels. Ohioraises the lamest 
winter wheat crop, or 27,025,759 of 175,- 
195,193 bushels produced in the United 
States. Pennsylvania jppplies over one- 
fifth of the rye produced in this country, 
or 3,577,641 bushels out of 16,018,795. 
Illinois grows a larger quantity of corn 
than any other State, or 129,921,395 of 
the 760,944,549 busheb th* country pro­
duces. Illinois also takes the lead in the 
oat crop, growing 42,780,581 out of 
the total of 282,107,157 bushels. Cali­
fornia produces the largest barley crop, or 
8,783,490 out of a total of 29,761,305 
bushels. New York is the largest culti­
vator of buckwheat, raising 3,904,030 of 
a total of 9,821,721 bushels. Mississippi 
takes the lead among the cotton-growing 
States. Ohio produces more than half 
the flax of the United States. Kentucky 
grows more than half the hemp crop of 
the country. California produces nine- 
tenths of our native- *tlk coooons. Ohio 
contributes one-fifth of all tl|c wool pro­
duced in the United States, or twice as 
much as New York, and nearly twice as 
much as California. New York produces 
more than one fifth of the hay crop, or 
nearly twice as much as Pennsylvania, 
which furnishes the next largest figures 
in that lme. New York furnishes more 
than two-thirds of tble hop crop of the 
country. South Carolina supphes near­
ly half the rice produced in foe country. 
Georgia is next, or 7,000,000 pounds 
ahead of Louisiana. Nearly all foe rice 
comes from these three States. Of the 
272,735,341 pounds of tobacco produced 
in the country, 105,305,869 pounds are 
grown m Kentucky. Virginia comes 
next, with 37,086,364 pounds. Lomsiana 
contribute* nearly all the sugar and me 
lasses from cane, and Vermont nearly 
one-third the sugar from maple, while 
New York produces over one fourth the 
sugar from maple. Ohio and Indiana 
(the latter the most) produce each about 
one-eighth of the sorghum mblasses. 
New York grows one-fifth of the white 
potato crop. North Carolina produces 
more sweet potatoes than any other State. 
New York raises one-fifth pi foe national 
supply of peas and beans. California 
produces more than half of foe native 
wine.

In respect to animal wealth Illinois is 
ahead in horses and swine ; Missouri in 
mules and asses; New York in milch 
cows ; Texas in working oxen and other 
cattle, and Ohio in sheep. New York is 
far ahead of any State m dairy products, 
furnishing one-fifth of the butter of foe 
country, nearly half the cheese and more 
than half the milk sold, The value of 
all live stock in New York is greater in 
the aggregate than in any other State.

In seeds, Pennsylvania furnishes one- 
third of the clover, Illinois one-third -of 
tHe grass, and Ohio over one-third of 
the flax. The aggregate value of farms 
m New York is greater than any other 
State, being one-eighth the value of all 
farms m the country ; and the value of 
farming implements and machinery is 
also greater, bemg about one seventh of 
that returned for the whole country.

The distribution of educational facili­
ties may be inferred from the fact that 
the largest number of per*ons in any 
State over 10 years of age who cannot 
read are in Virginia ; next, North Caro­
lina. Pennsylvania has the largest num- 
of schools, but the schools of New York 
have by far the largest income from en­
dowment, taxation and tuition fees. 
Michigan ha* 6,000 more libraries than 
New York, which State has 20,000, and 
comes next in the list; Ohio next, Penn­
sylvania next, Illinois next. New York 
has 835 newspapers ; Pennsylvania, 540; 
Hhnois, 505 ; Ohio, 395, and so on.

The greatest valuation of all property 
is m New York, next Massachusetts, 
next Ohio, next Pennsylvania. The 
highest total of taxation is in New York, 
next Massachusetts, next Pennsylvania, 
next Ohio. New York, in 1870, had 
nearly one fifth of the State and local 
public indebtedness of the country, or 
$160,000,000; Pennsylvania, $88,000,000; 
Massachusetts, $69,000,000 ; Virginia, 
$55,000,000; Louisiana, $53,000,000; 
Tennessee, $48,000,000, and so on.

All the above figures are from the 
census of 1870.—New York Bulletin..

Is it not 
a triumph, and ought not James Gordon 
Bennett to feel a glow of prfoe in think­
ing tha} to his brilliant inspiration is due 
the most important African discoveries 
that have yet been made ? I wish, how­
ever, he had not taken any one into 
partnership in this business. He ought 
to have had all the glory for himself 
an 1 America. “ Our joint commission­
er” is not half as satisfactory a spectacle 
as “ Commissioner for the New York 
Herald” only. I ’ve< an idea that Mr. 
Bennett will not be quite so magnani­
mous when he next sends forth an ex­
plorer to discover the unknown.—Kate 
Field, in fhe Louisville Courier-Jour 
nal.

A Horse with a Silver Throat.

A Husband Kills a  Vixeniah Wife and tlien 
Commits Snicide. >

The parties, Mr. and Mrs. Ritter, were
a middle aged couple who had long been 
residents of Elatbush, They were peo­
ple in comfortable circumstances, and 
among the most respectable in the lo­
cality. Mrs. Ritter Was a leading mem­
ber of the Methodist Church, and an 
ardent worker in the cause of her society. 
Her hhsband W»* attendant on and a lie 
liever in the doctrines of the Reformed 
Church, although not a communicant. 
This difference m religious belief was a 
constant bone of contention between the 
husband and wife, and led, indirectly, 
to the double crime of last week. The 
night previous to the murder and suicide 
there was a Methodist prayer meeting 
at the house of a neighbor, and Mrs. 
Ritter, who had for some time manifested 
great anxiety for her husband’s soul, 
wanted him to attend the meeting with 
her. He declined, and she went away, 
alone, highly displeased with him. Rit­
ter spent the evening at the home of 
another neighbor, a member of the Re­
formed Church. The Methodist meeting 
was out, and Mr*. Ritter got home and 
abed before her husband returned home. 
When he repaired to his bedroom, he 
found that his wife had locked the door 
on the inside, and positively refused to 
let him in. He found every other bed­
chamber in the house and every room 
with a fire* in it locked, and he was 
finally compelled to go into the attic. 
The night was bitter cold, and he got 
but littie sleep. *

Friday morning he came down and 
found the kitchen unlocked, but his wife 
not yet out of her room. She presently 
appeared, and at once assailed foil for 
ids persistent refusal to repent of his 
sins and become a follower of the Lord. 
Warm words followed, and at last Ritter 
picked up a hammer that lay near and 
exclaimed:

“ We might better be dead than live 
this way 1”

He then dealt his wife several blows 
on foe head, and the fell screaming to the 
floor. Her screams were heard by Eh 
Ephgrave, a neighbor, and he at once 
rushed into Ritter’s apartments. He 
found the husband s tin ding over the 
prostrate form of his wife the hammer 
raised a* if to strike again. Ephgrave 
seised hold of him and threw him aside 
and earned Mrs. Utter into her own 
part of the house. „ Ritter repeated tha 
above remark a* Ephgrave went over 
with foe wounded woman. *

Fie Was left alone in his room but a 
moment, bnt when Epbgravs returned he 
found Ritter on bis knees before his bed, 
with his head" fallen over upon it and 
blood streaming from his throat to the 
floor. Ritter was taken up and laid 
upon his bed, when it was seen that he 
had cut his throat from ear to ear with 
a razor. He died before a physician 
oould be called.

Mrs, Ritter’s wounds consisted of sev­
eral fractures of the skull and bad eats 
about the face. She was conscious for 
a short time, giving the above details, 
but soon entered a comatose state from 
which she never recovered.—New York 
Herald. ________________

English “ Big Gang.
The second trial of the 81-ton gun 

after the proof took place on Dec. 10 at 
foe proof butts of the Royal Arsenal, 
Woolwich, in presence of a distin­
guished and scientific company. The 
experiments were under the direction of 
foe Committee of Explosives and the va­
rious officers of the Royal Arsenal. The 
gun was placed at the same distance 
from foe butt as on foe previous occa­
sion, the screen s through which the 
shot passed, being in th* same position 
as before. The first round was fired 
with 220 pounds of powder,; foe grains 
of which were cuoes 1} inch ul diameter, 
and a projectile weighing 1,244 pounds. 
The velocity of this shot at the muzzle 
was 1,535 feet per second, but foe mean 
results recorded by foe crusher gauges 
showed an expansive force of 24.1 tons 
to the square inch. In foe second round 
the charge of powder was 220 pounds, 1 
inch (1.7) diameter, foe weight of foe 
shot being 1,246 pounds. This dimin­
ished the velocity to 1,502 feet per sec­
ond, while the pressure went down to 
22.9 tons. Round three coaststed of 
290 pounds of powder of two cubic 
inches in size, and a shot weighing 1,242 
pounds. This caused a still further de­
crease in the velocity, which was re­
corded at 1,485 feet per second, the 
pressure being 21.7 tons. In the fourth 
round 230 pounds of powder were em­
ployed, the size bemg 1.7 cuoic inch. 
The velocity was thus increased to 1,543 
feet per second, while the pressure had 
only gone up to 22.7 ; a similar quantity 
of two-inch powder, with a 1,248 pound 
shot was used for the next round, and 
gave a decrease in the velocity to 1,498 
feet, the pressure advancing to 23.4 tons 
per square inch. The sixth and last 
round was fired with 240 pounds of two- 
inch powder,.with a 1,247-pound shot, 
and recorded a velocity in tha instru­
ment room of 1,613 feet per second, and 
a pressure of 23 tons. The scientific 
manipulation' was in many respects in 
defiance*of several recognized laws of 
gunnery, but with a decided advantage. 
So far as foe new gun has been tried, its 
.success has been greater than was ever 
' anticipated.

k  Dreadful Delusion.
The Lawrence (Kan.) Tribune says 

the most horrible transaction of a man 
bereft of reason occurred at Marion 
Township, in that county. About a year 
ago Mrs. Conb, wife of Joseph* Coub, 
died. Since her death foe husband’s 
grief has known no bounds. He has 
frequently shown evidences of insanity, 
and his mania seems to be m foe belief 
that no person ever dies, and that his 
wife, tnough buried, was not dead.

One night latelyfoe procured a screw­
driver by bursting opeft a neighbor’s 
tool chest with a hatchet. With the 
screw-drirar he rushed to the grave­
yard where his wife was buried, clawed 
open the grave, and took the body out 
of the grave. He then warft and, asked 
a neighbor for a cart, ’in which, he 
said, he “ wanted to bring Hannah to his 
house, and show her that she was not 
dead.” Hannah was the name of his 
wife. The cart was refused, and the 
neighbor started to the graveyard soon 
after the crazy man had left hjao, but 
soon met the latter with the coffin and 
the corpse on the cart. He had opened 
the coffin, put hay in around the body, 
and thrown his vest upon the face. He 
said he was going to John Studebaker’s 
(a half-brothsr of the deceased wife), 
to show the family that “ Hannah was 
not desd.”

He resisted, when several men who 
had gathered took the body from him 
and reinterred it, he insisting that his 
wife was not dead. He is now in the 
jail at Lawrence for safe keeping.

It 
is then made the duty of the Judge during th* 
term to inquire into the cause of commitment 
of each person, and unless satisfactory cause 
for the detention of the peison is given he 
shall be discharged.

—The figures giving a detailed statement of 
the estimated log crop of Michigan for 1876 
have been published by the East Saginaw 
CourUr. The available crop for 1876 held 
over from last season is 424,409,071 feet, 
which, added to the crop proposed to be put m 
thi* winter, aggregates 2,126,129,071 feet. It 
is probable that the expectations of operators 
in the woods will fall ahort, as there is no snow 
m th# woods, and the streams are frse of ice.

—Superintendent Jerofne of the State Fish

—Mr. and Mrs. Lewi* Mocdy celebrated their 
golden wedding at Grandvdle one afternoon 
last week. Quite a large company, consisting 
of their children and th* old settlars of that 
village, were present. They received several 
valuable present*. Mr. and Mrs. Moody were 
married m Harwinton, Conn., in 1825, by the 
late Rev. Lyman Beecher, and maved to Kent 
County in November, 1837. Th* last part of 
their journey w m  made with ox teams, two 
yoke of which were attached to one wagon and 
they were aix day* in coming from Gull Prairie 
to Grandville, a distance of 25 miles.

—At the lMt regular meeting of Detroit Com- 
mandery, No. 1 Knights Templar#, Sir Knights 
Andrew J. Brow and M. H. Godfrey presented 
the Commandery with a very handsome banner.

—Dr. Darnel B. Kellogg, the celebrated 
clairvoyant phjsiotan of Ann Arbor, died in 
that city a short tim# since. He had not been 
wall since his wife died, lome two month* ago, 
and wm suddenly attacked with inflammation 
of th* bowels, with which he finally died. Dr. 
Kellogg wm horn in 1834 m the town of Pitts­
field, WMhtenaw County. At about the 
age of 19 power* of clairvoyance began to 
be developed. In 1865 he moved to Ann 
Arbor, where he remained until January, 1873, 
when he removed to Detroit. While in Ann 
Arbor ha built up a considerable practice, 
establishing a printing office to do th# great 
amount of printing required by hi* rapidly in­
creasing busmeM. He removed to Detroit m 
1873, but the climat* wm *o unsuitable to him, 
and hia health being so much shattered by 
the death of hia wife, a year or so afterward, 
that he was at last obhged to return' to Ann 
Arbor, which he did about two months ago.

—Henry Stiles, one of the oldest men m this 
State, died at the residence of his daughter, 
Mrs. Downs, at Acme, on Tuesday of last 
week. Mr. Stiles’ father wm one of the first 
settler* of Cincinnati, and it is claimed that 
the deceased, whose birth occurred m the fort 
which had been erected m  a protection against 
the Indiana, was the firat whit# child born in 
the territory now embraced m the limits of 
that great city. When only 18 years of age he 
enlisted in the military service, marched with 
a body of troops through th* countiy from 
Cincinnati to Ltke Erie, cutting their road 
through the forest and buildmg aeveral forts 
on the route. He was present at Detroit at 
Hull’s surrender and became a prisoner to the 
British. After the war he settled near Cincin­
nati, cleared up and sold his farm; bought an­
other farther from the city, cleared that up 
and sold it; and after aeveral removals, reached 
Traverse Bay eighteen year* ago. Mr. Stilea 
wm four times married and the father of six­
teen children. He was &2 years of age.

—A Ludington correspondent of a Detroit 
paper writ** as follows “News of the deeis- 
lon of th# Ford cm# by the Supreme Couit 
came this evening, and causes considerable ex­
citement, of a mild type, among those who 
have for year* owned, dwelt, and done business 
upon land which is now decided not to he theirs 
at all. George W. Ford lumbered here m early 
time# whan lumbering paid poorly, anfl John 
Mason Loomis, of Chicago, and Jams# Luding­
ton, of Milwaukee, furnished him with money 
to keep the business going. Ford was given to 
dnnk, aijd after a time was obliged to cancel his 
indebtedness to his aforesaid creditors by mak­
ing his property over to them. Now ho comes 
into court to show that his deed of it was a 
trust deed, m the nature of a mortgage, but 
the Supreme Court looked at it in a different 
light.

In addition to these 
facts a material improvement m the- En­
glish markets of Bessmet pig has taken 
place within the past few days, which 
tends to stiengthen hope on this side 
It seems to us at present, the general tone 
of the market and the conditions regulat­
ing it warrants the expectation of 
a mateiial increase in price and de‘ 
ni'ind In reviewing the ma ket the
American Manufacturer of last week 
makes the following hopeful comments 
respecting the trade Trade has com­
menced to pick up somewhat, aud while 
it cannot be termed active by any means, 
the volume of business during the past 
Week was considerably larger than it. has 
been for some time past, and included in 
the reported sales were several lots rang­
ing from 100 to 500 tons. There has been 
an iucieased inquiry within the past few 
dajs, indicating a disposition to anticipate 
futuie wants, and while there has been 
no impiovcment in pi ices tlie undertone 
of the maiket is Armer Holdeis genet al­
ly of good mill iions, in view of the 
light stock aud reduced production, and 
in expectation of a largely inmeised con­
sumption, are indifferent about selling at 
current rates It is but proper to remai k 
in this connection, however, that while 
some of our oldest and most conservative 
operators are expecting an increased bus- 
i less, they do not expect any immediate 
or matenal advance in prices. The raw 
article cannot be advanced much until 
after prices for the products have been 
pushed up, as the former for tome time 
past has been and is still higher relatively 
than the latter, the two interests are ao 
closely allied that the one must sympathize 
with the other. It appears to be pretty 
generally conceeded on all hands that 
hard pan has certainly been reached, 
hence, as already intimated, the inquiry 
it increasing, buyer* generally, especially 
hose having light stocks, are disposed to 

anticipate future wants, and while no im­
mediate advance it probable the indica­
tions point to an increilsed business fr#m 
this time forward, and we feel warranted 
m predicting tl.at there will be at least an 
average business during the Arst half of 
the year.
♦  R e u s e  F o e  T h e  I ron T rade.—So fa r
as we aie able to judge from conversation 
with a leige number, the ironmaster? of 
the country hare settled down to the be­
lief that it is useless to look for relief for 
the iron industry in an advance in price* 
but in stimulating consumption, and in the 
strictest economy in manufacture. One 
determining reason of thi* belief is the 
fact that the productive capacities o’ our 
furnaces and mills is far in excess of our 
present consumptive demand, and to 
bring this demand up to the capacity, 
iron must remain low. It is a well estab­
lished fact in economics, that low prices 
not only stimulate comsunption in the line 
of uses w Inch hare already been establish­
ed, but lead to the establishment of other 
uses, and a consequent increase in demand. 
Take Bessemer aa an example of this. At 
the high prices ruling four or Avc years 
ago, the only use made of this i rjduet, 
was for rail*. With the low prices of to 
day, the number of foirns into which it is 
being woiked are innumerable. Now, if 
the production of crop ends at the Edgar 
Thomas Steel works were three times 
what it is they would And a leady market 
at home for them all. In veiw of the pre­
sent cheap prices of iron and steel, we 
may look to an increased demand spring­
ing from these new uses, a demand that 
will not be lessened should there be some­
what of an advance in price, for* when 
the use is once established and the supci- 
ioiity of the material demonstrated slight 
ehanges in piice will nst affect the de­
mand

But the action of this method of relief 
is slow, and what we need is something 
that is immediate, and this is to be found 
in a stnet economy in mmufacture, le- 
duemg the cost to the lowest point, not 
by using inferior stock, but by carefully 
watching expenses, by making labor more 
effective by reducing waste, and by the 
many ways that the experienced ironmas- 
tei will readiiythiuk of. Duung the era 
of high prices, now hpppily pa*t, these 
minoi economies were of but little ac­
count as the margin on iron was so large 
that a-dollar oi two moie or less ilrcost 
made but little difference, but when the 
‘dollar or two is the proAt then it is to be 
looked after.

We believe another thing, that there is
no need of the present low prices of iron. 
We are conAdent that as much iron would 
be if the price was neater the card than 
it is. At the present time but little iion 
is used except from necessity, and if the 
manufacturers would but be Arm they 
could get 2-10 of a cent more than they 
do non —Amciican Man ,

CLEVELAND MINE,

Capt Mellen came down on Thursday 
and brings good news from the Cleveland 
mine. Tlie miners this week have attack­
ed the vein over which they hare been 
sinking in the incline shaft. The rock 
taken out is very rich indeed, being well 
filled With native silver. They expect 
by to-day to have it *11 taken up. Fiom 
what we caujearn from those that have 
visKed the mine and seen the rock there is 
no doubt that it is very rich, equal to any­
thing that has been mined in tlie district. 
In this shaft tl e force has been redu ed to 
ote party of men, which is an unfortunate 
step, as the shaft should be put down 
with all possible speed, Laving to be sunk 
depth of 300 feet before dnfriog can be 
commenced to connect it %ith the down­
right shaft. In the No. 2 or downright 
shaft a double force is employed so as to 
puih it as fast as possible, Great interest 
is manifested by the friends of the dis 
tlict to know the apoearance of the vein 
when found at the bottom of this shaft 
It is expected they will be able to strike 
it about the first of March.

COILINS MINE.

We are glad to learn from the president 
that the Collins will work right along, at 
all events for the present, until the value 
of the piopeity is proven. Work at the 
mine is pi og' essing favoiably, with noth­
ing of special importance to ,eport.

ONTONAGON AND SUPERIOR.

We are sorry to record that orders 
have been received to suspend all work 
at these two mines, pay off and discharge 
all men. This is owing to the great strin 
gency in the money market, making it al­
most impossible to procure the 'arge 
amount of money that will be necessary 
to open and equip the mine as should be. 
For thi* reason the board thought best to 
suspend work at once while t’ ey had the 
means It is from no lack of confidence in 
the value of the mines, on the contrary 
they arc the moie firmly convinced of the 
richness of the vein as to make a renewed 
effort to procure sfficieut means to fully 
open the mine. The results obtained for 
the past two weeks, since the mill has 
been reconstructed, has been very satis 
factory Indeed. The result of work at 
th elm ill for the four days up to Thursday, 
was 865 ounces of amalgam estimated to 
contain about 300 ounces of pure silver, 
a result, we should think, that would sat­
isfy any one of the value of the vein. 
The great difficulty they have had to con­
tend with has been the want of dry wood 
to makejsteam, in order to work the mill 
to advantage and to its full capacity 
They have nothing but green hemlock to 
use Although the suspension of woikat 
these two mines lsunfoitunateand locally 
disastious, still we believe under the cir

Work at Pit No 7 of the Jackson com­
pany was temporarily suspended on Mon­
day on account of the warm weather 
which leudeied it unsafe for men in poi- 
tions of the none.

The Cleveland company are working. 
310 men in the mines, the present season, 
and raising from 1,000 to 12,000 tons of 
ore per month. At present they have 
slightly above 15,000 tons stocked, an 
amount comparatively small from lae 
fact that a good deal of the dead work of 
the mine has been performed since the 
closing of navigation. The ruifioi that 
there was a reduction in the wages of 
teamsters by this company is without 
foundation, and arose fiom a question of 
increase of pay on the part of three or 
four men who were discharged. The 
blacksmith and caipenter shops have 
been moved from their former position 
to the eastern end of Cleveland avenue, 
at the line of the swamp, mining opera­
tions underneath the former site of these 
buildings having rendered their insecuri­
ty.1

The Empire Iron Company are woiking 
a force of about 60 men, at this time the 
dead work of the mine is ncaily complet­
ed for the present, and the opportunity 
for a large and profitable production 
greatly enhanced.

Operations at the Bessemer lion Com- 
pany’s mine are moving along smoothly. 
About 50 tons are being daily stocked on 
the line of the C. <fc N. W R R by a 
small force of men. The mine is looking 
well and developments are constantly 
being made which greatly enhance the 
value of the propeity.
- The Cliffs Company have lately com­

pleted the job of timbering the Salisbury 
Mine and otherwise putting it in good 
condition for another season s woik iD 
case there shall be a demand for the pro­
duct.

Some important improvements are be­
ing made in the mining facility at Harri 
man & McDonald’s mine (Teal Lake). A 
new hoisting denick is being erected and 
some other apparatus added to facilitate 
the production. The mine is looking 
well and the proprietor have eveiy 
reason to belieye that they w ill soon be 
in possession of as profitable a mine as 
there is in the district.

F crnvce.—The Menominee lion Co , is 
making 18 to 20 t*us ot iron per day. It 
;s at present drawing coal to Depere, 
Biookside, the home kilns, and Sec. 18 
and 22, on the railroad. Not receiving 
much wood at the furnace just now be­
cause of the loads. There are between 
4,000 and 5,000 cut ready for delivery, 
as soon as sufficient snow co ne3. This 
company finds emlpoyment, in connection 
with the business, for 230 men. Most of 
these men aie married aud many of them 
residents of this place They don’t run a 
Boaiding house, thank God ! But for the 
furnace, Menominee would be a dry old 
place these days. She furnishes more 
employment to actual residents of this 
county, five times over than all the saw 
mills in it. The trade of the stoie is flat­
tering. The stock, laige and well select­
ed. We call attention to their advertise­
ment —Menominee Journal.

Timoihy Kirby, of Cincinnati, died recently, 
leaving an estate worth about $3,000,000 to be 
divided among his heirs, among whom are Hon 
Putt, the journalist, and Congressman Ban­
ning.

R a i l r o a d  1 n t c h l g e n c c .
Monday, Jan 10th, was what is known as
Railroad Day ” m Philadelphia, it being the 

occasion of the annual meetings of no less 
than twenty-four companies which are owned 
or controlled there. The Reading Company 
admitted a decline of $1,189 m their profits 
from those of last year, and estimate that the 
six months’ strike of last spring and summer 
cost them $1,000,000. The cost to the 30,000 
strikers was as great m wages alone. The 
profits of the Company last year were $1,- 
500,000.

A new raihoad, the London, Huron and 
Bruce, a branch of the Groat Western, ha* 
been formally opened in Canada for the tian- 
saet’on of bus ness. It extends from London to 
Kincardine, on Lake Huron.

G e n e r a l ,
The Appropriations Committee of the House 

will propose outting down the pay of the West 
Point professors and cadets from ten to twenty 
per cent., the total saving effected m that institu­
tion being about $80,000. The cadet* will re­
ceive $150 per year, instead of $500.

Secretary Chandler states that no further 
change u  contemplated in the Interior Depart­
ment, and that applications for appointment 
will be useless.

Tee steamboat owners of the country are in 
tavor of a mixed commission of seven members 
to have charge of all improvement* of haibors 
and river*—the commission to be composed of 
army and civil engineer ofiicers with a steam­
boat captain and a practical pilot added; but 
to this Gen. Humphreys, Chief Engineer of 
the Army, is opposed, as he is desirous that his 
department should have sole control of the ap­
propriations for this purpose.

An important bill has been introduced in the 
National House of Representatives by Mr. 
McCrary, of Iowa, to reorganize the judiciary 
of the United States. The purpose of the 
measure is to facilitate the administration of 
justice m the Federal Courts. The business of 
th* Supreme Court is fully two years in ar­
rears, and is constantly increasing. Mr. Mc­
Crary proposes a plan by which both the Cir­
cuit and Supreme Courts can be reheved with­
out creating new offices, and yet the right of 
appeal be preserved.

Mr. Randall, Chairman of the House Ap­
propriations Committee, proposes that all the 
work done at the navy yards next year be done 
at two or three yards, and Mr. Whitthome, 
Chairman of the Na\ al Committee, favors the 
abolition of all the navy yards in New Eng­
land.

Port Royal, S. C„ is to be made the head­
quarters of the North Atlantic squadron. It 
possesses a good harbor, and from it Cuba can 
be reached m forty-eight hours.

Ex-Commissioner Smith, in a communication 
to the Senate relative to the Indians, takes 
positive ground against the transfer of the case 
of the Indians from the Interior to the War 
Department. He says if we want war the In­
dian Bureau should be in the War Department 
if peace, in the Interior Department.

Sitting Bull and hi* hostile Sioux braves 
on the Yellowstone, have been notified by the 
proper authorities that unless they break up 
their camp and behave themselves peaceably, 
military force will be sent against them.

The Mormon women of Utah to th* number 
of 26,360 hav* signed a petition, 117 yard* long, 
praying Congiess to give to the Territory a 
Stat* Government, and asking the repeal of the 
Poland law in relation to polygamy. The peti­
tion will be presented by George Q. Cannon, 
th* Delegate from Utah.

* Dr. Scudder’s church, of Brooklyn, refuses 
to participate m the mutual council to solve th* 
question of the guilt or innocence of Mr. 
Beecher, which, it tays, is impracticable of so­
lution in the world.

A disratch from Laramie announces the dis­
covery of what is claimed to be the richest gold 
mine on the continent. It is situated about 
twenty-six miles west of Laramie. Naturally 
there is much excitement, and but for the deep 
snow m the mountains that city would soon be 
depopulated.

C r i m e s  a n d  C r i m i n a l s .

Capt. Sawyer, of the ship Orpheus, which 
sank the steam*r Pacific some months smee, is 
to be tried at San Francisco for willfully wreck­
ing his ship.

Mr. Babbitt, the great American soap manu­
facturer, of New York, is trying, through the 
courts, to get back about $250,000, and possibly 
$700,000, which he alleges he ha* lost through 
the fast hung of his confidential clerk and his 
head purchaser—Messrs. Beckwith and Lewis.

Bork, the defaulting City Treasurer of Buf­
falo, has given himself up to the officials. He 
claims to be able to pay all the city claims upon 
him.

Two murderers named Murray and Myers 
were executed at Pittsburgh on Thursday of 
last week. The crime foi which they suffered 
was one of the mo* cold-blooded on record— 
the murder of a farmer on his way home from 
the city with a small sum of money.

Three murderers were executed in Ten­
nessee on Friday of last week. Everything 
was done decently and in order. One of the 
culprits at Memphis complained that the cord* 
were cutting his arms, and suggested to the 
Sheriff that he hurry up.

Gov. Tilden will ro t restore Stokes, the 
murderc r, to Citizenship, or recognize his chum 
to count time spent m jail as part of his sen­
tence by giving him a pardon.

The Grand Jury of Cumberland County, N. 
J., brought m an indictment of murder in the 
first degree against Chas. II. Landis, who shot 
Un Carruth, editor of the Vineland Inde­
pendent.

The jury m the case of Davis, the murderer 
of Whyland, at Chicago, were unable to agree 
and have been discharged. A new trial will bo 
had, the date of which has not been fixed. Six 

, of the jury were for hanging and two for ac­
quittal.

Missouri can boast eight doomed murderers 
who are soon to pass through the hangman's 
hands into etermty.

Pinnev, the defaulting Pajmastei’s clerk of 
San Francisco, has gone to South Amenca with 
his treasure.

P. C. Gregory, keeper of a store near New 
Richmond, Wis , fired at two burglars running 
from his stoi e the other night, killing one, 
whom be discovered at daylight to be his 
brother-in-law, A. M. Beach, never before sus­
pected of dishonesty.

The attorney s of the Pacific Mail Company 
have been m-tructed to push the suits against 
Bill King for the recovery of $125,000 paid to 
Minnesota politicians. At the next trial of this 
case at Minneapolis depositions will be read 
from Rufus Hatch, Trenoi W. Park, Congress­
man Schumakei, Irwin, and other lobbyists.

Packing statistics m this country this season 
show a shortage m the hog crop, and the price 
of bacon m Liverpool has advanced one shil­
ling.

Chas. Oldham, a cotton spinner of Lancsh 
shire, England, has failed for $1,000,000.

The banking house of Easton & Milne, at 
Fall Hirer, Mass., has suspended, causing 
some excitement.

It is regarded as certain that the stamp tar 
on bank checks, matches, etc., will not be re­
pealed. The Committee on Ways and Means 
have dmded the work before them, but the 
bills lelating to this mattet were not given out. 
The Secretary of the Treasury insists that he 
needs the lerenue, and the committee consider 
those imposts as reasonable as any that could 
be suggested.

The Agucultuial Commissionei has figuied 
the cotton crop of the year down to a minimum 
of 4,050,000 bales, werth, at present rates, not
far fiom $200,000,000 to the producers.

If 
Spam is unable to do this, she muat pay all 
damages. The same article advises the 
United States to no longer allow Cuba to 
be the plague instead of the “ Pearl of the 
Antilles. ”

Serious complications have arisen in the 
French Cabinet. M. Leon Say, Minister of 
Finance, was a candidate for the Senate on a 
ticket that McMahon considered hostile to the 
Goverment, and the former was asked to resign 
his portfolio, which he did. Two other Minis­
ters have resigned or threatened to do so.

Disturbances have broken out among the 
miners at Charleroi, Belgium, calling for the 
interference of the military. A number of pfcr- 
sous were killed and whunded.

The present crew of the American schooner 
Jefferson Borden, now m England, complain of 
the bad condition of the vessel and of the cap­
tain’s cruelty, which doubtless drove the former 
crew to mutinv.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

THE CUBAN QUESTION.

The President’s Desire to  Brins tb s  Strife 
to an End and rre v e n t Feather Devasta­
tion in the Island.
[Washington Telegram to New York Herald ]
A report has been very quietly circu­

lating for several days among people not 
unfrequently well informed, that the 
object of a proposed intervention in 
Cuban affairs was to save the cultivated 
part of the island from greater devasta­
tion and to prevent further demoraliza­
tion of the sugar-producing industry ; 
that with this object the President had 
consulted with the British, French, and 
German Governments, offering to join 
them m such a meditation as would pro­
duce a cessation of hostilities and leave 
time for an arrangement to be perfected 
between the Cubans and Spam. Rumor 
added that these negotiations had gone 
to some leDgth, and that they were not 
likely to succeed, but that the President 
would probably spnd in a Cuban mes­
sage soon after the reassembling of 
Congress. It is not possible to trace 
these rumors to any authentic source. It 
can be stated, however, that negotiations 
with Spain are continually going on, 
that the Cuban question is still open 
and the subject of an animated discuss 
ion at Madrid, and that unless Spain, 
who appears to have acted in her inter­
course with Mr. Cushing with remarka­
ble moderation and self-possession, 
should now lose her temper and take an 
offensive intiative, there is not any im­
mediate prospect of action on this side. 
So far as can be ascertained, the Presi­
dent does not intend to send a special 
message on Cuban affairs to Congress 
very soon after it reasembles. He is not at 
present engaged upon such a document. 
At the same time, there is no doubt that 
Cuba engages a good deal of his atten­
tion, and that he has been led to com­
plain of the destruction of valuable plan­
tations in Cuba. Thirty-nine are said 
to have been laid waste during the pres­
ent year. He has been persuaded that 
we get less sugar from the island than 
formerly, and are forced to pay a higher 
price for what we get. He is extremely 
anxious for some way to put a stop to 
hostilities.

The impoverished condition of Spain 
is watched here, and it has become 
known that her finances are in such dis­
order that she has lately borrowed some 
millions in London and Paris at 15 cents 
on the dollar. A nation reduced to such 
extremities, it is said, cannot long avert 
entire prostration and utter helplessness, 
and it is possible that the President 
waits for some expected ilimax in the 
Spanish affairs, or, possibly, for suen a 
removal of the Spanish ruling family to 
Cuba as ivould be a parallel to the re­
moval of the Braganzas from Portugal 
to Brazil. It is believed here tnat, with 
the exception of the Havana volunteers, 
who are old Spaniards, the Spanish 
population of Cuba is ready to welcome 
peace on almost any terms, and that the 
property Owners of the island, though 
apparently faithful to Spain, would re­
joice at any event which brought them 
peace and relief from exactions, which 
are ruinous to them, and security from 
misgovemment and spoliation in the fu­
ture. Spam, it is said, lives now by 
robbing Cuba. She would lose the 
greater part of her revenue if she lost 
the island. But she has shown herself 
incapable of giving it peace and an 
economical administration, and the ques­
tion is asked, Are we obliged to suffer 
the ruin her rule works to continue any 
longer ? There is reason to believe that 
such representations as the above have 
been very freely made to the Spanish 
Government quite recently, and that 
Government has no doubt been forced 
by its weakness to receive them patient­
ly. Whether Mr. Cushing has any re­
cent orders to “ push Spain,” is not 
known; but for the present at least, 
no trouble is expected. How long the 
expectant policy will continue no one 
knows.

Finally, what is absolutely certain at 
this moment concerning our relations 
with Spain is, that the Cuban question 
is very much alive, but that unless 
Spain takes the offensive no immediate 
crisis is apprehended. That the Presi­
dent, however, will appeal to Congress 
on Cuba in the next three months is re­
garded as certain.

To Tea-Drinkers.
Green tea is nothing more nor less 

than a poisonous humbug, manufactured 
to meet the demands of a vitiated taste. 
Black tea is the leaf in its natural state. 
Most of the varieties are, however, too 
mild to satisfy a palate used to pickles 
and mustard, and pepper-sauces and like 
condiments. The dealers, therefore, 
kindly poison the leaf and produce what 
they are pleased to advertise as “ a su­
perior quality of green tea.” At one 
time ten pounds of green tea were sold 
in the American market for every pound 
imported. The process of adulteration 
was performed at the seaboard. A long 
cylinder, turning slowly over a fire, was 
half filled with black tea. Then hand­
fuls of turmeric, indigo and other poi­
sonous matters, were thrown in. After 
the whole had been cooked together the 
stuff came out as green tea. Each leaf 
was perhaps Coated with copper. Since 
then “ Chinese cheap labor” has sup­
planted Caucasian cunning. The Mon­
golian ships the tea already greened, 
and so saves the importer trouble. Un­
fortunately for us, the almond-eyed Mon­
golian, who surpasses his Christian 
brethren in so many things, excels in 
the art of adulteration; the coloring 
matter used by him is a filthy compound 
of silicate of magnesium, Piussian blue 
and other dirt, and the leaves colored are 
faded and old, and mixed with the leaves 
of a plant bearing the suggestive name 
of “ lie tea.” The “ lie tea,” we may 
add, flourishes in New Jersey, and is 
carefully cultivated there—it is not diffi­
cult to surmise why. There is such a 
thing as pure green tea, but it is much 
weaker than the artificial stuff, and has 
to be prepared by a process of drying 
that is long and costly. It is rarely ex­
ported from China. No wonder that ex­
cessive tea drinking does almost as much 
harm as excessive liquor drinking. Peo­
ple are not apt to thrive on poisons.

Terrible Death by a Furious Bull.
Mr. Jabez Hodson, a farmer living 

i near Knights town, Ind., recently met 
| his death in the following shocking 
manner : He had just recovered from a 
broken leg so as to be able to go about 
by the use of one crutch, and had gone 
to the cattle sheds to lead the bull to 
the pump for water. It is supposed the 
bull attacked him from the* rear, and 
knocked him down before he was aware 
of any danger. His back was broken 
in two places, his ribs broken from the 
spinal column and his breast bone 
crushed, and although there was evi­
dence that he had been pushed and 
dragged about, and his clothing was al­
most entirely stripped from his person, 
he was not gored. He was entirely 
alone at the time, but was found by lus 
son m about twenty minutes after it had 
occurred, thrown up against the fence, 
where the bull had left him and gone to 
the field. Mr. Hodson lived about four 
hours after they found him.

Interesting; Chat Anent Our Great Judicial 
Fountain-Head—Judicial Dignity—Court 
Costume, etc.
The Washington correspondent of the 

Chicago Tribune gossips as follows about 
the United States Supreme Court aad 
the Judges composing i t :

Those who traverse the great thorough­
fare which runs north and south through 
the Capitol, connecting the two Houses 
of Congress, .pass a doorway about mid­
way between the Senate-Chamber and 
the Rotunda. Over it is a gilded shield, 
on which are the armorial bearings of the 
United States ; and at its side sits an 
elderly dignified darkey, evidently im­
pressed with the importance of his occu­
pation. This door leads into the Supreme 
Court room, which was the Senate 
Chamber until the Senators moved into 
their present quarters, in I860. It is a 
semi-circular hall, of fine’proportions— 
the massive mahogany “ bench” occu­
pying the chord of the are, while the 
“ bar” rails off a broad strip abound the 
exterior, for the public. At one end of 
the bench, and at right angles with it, is 
the desk of the Clerk ; and opposite to 
him sits the Marshal of the Court. Be­
fore the bench are tables and chairs for 
the counsel and for members of the bar.

Around the walls, on brackets, are 
busts of the deceased Chief-Justices, 
except Taney and Chase. Senator Sum­
ner, who could not forget the “ Dred 
Scott decision,” prevented Hie purchase 
of a bust of Taney, until just prior to 
his death, when an appropriation was 
smuggled through m his absence; and 
commissions to execute it, and also a 
bust of Chase, were given.

The judicial dignity of the Supreme 
Court is ponderous and awe inspiring to 
those who have their bumps of reverence 
largely developed. Generally speaking, 
there are not, when the Court is opened 
at 11 o’clock, over half a dozen lawyers 
within the Bar, and as many spectators 
within that inelosure. A side door is 
opened, and in marches Marshal Nicolay 
(formerly Private Secretary to President 
Lincoln), followed by the Chief Justice 
aud the Associate Justices, wearing their 
silk gowns, and following in Indian file. 
As the Chief Justice enters, Marshal 
Nicolay wheels out, like a band of music 
at a military review, and announces, 
loudly and with dignity: “ The Supreme 
Court of the United States! ” The mem­
ber* of the Bar rise and “ stand at ease,” 
while the Chief Justice strides onward 
and upward to his chair in the centre of 
the Bench, and his Associates stand be­
fore their respective chairs on either 
side, as if waiting for some oue to say 
grace. When they are all in position, 
the members of the Bar look at each 
other, and then, gazing reverentially ot 
the Court, they bow. Their Honors the 
Court, looking benignantly at the law­
yers, return the bow, and then take their 
seats. My friend, the Minister from the 
Grand Duchy of Pumpernickel, says 
that this exhibition .ot dignity and of 
deportment is not surpassed at his home 
Court.

The ancient retainers of the Supreme 
Court narrate, in sad tones, the glories 
of past days, when their Honors used 
never to appear in Court unless arrayed 
in a full-dress suit of black under their 
silk robes. Knee-breeches, black silk 
stockings, shoes with buckles, ruffles at 
the wrists and on the bosom of the 
shirts, and hair powdered, with queues, 
were regarded as obligatory. As the 
Court dressed, so the members of the 
Bar who appeared before it were expect­
ed to dress, with the exception of the 
robes; and a lawyer who had the audaci­
ty to appear in colored clothing, or with 
a moustache, or wearing a black cravat, 
would have been summarily committed 
for contempt.

CRASS HOPPER WISDOM.

W hat Shall he Don© with the ’Hopper in
1876.

Although the people of Kansas, Ne­
braska, and adjacent Western States pos­
sess many virtues indispensable to suc­
cess in agricultural life, the gift of fore­
sight does not appear on the list of their 
endowments. Though foreknowledge is 
beyond their reach, precalculation is not, 
or should not be, and the severe lessons 
of the past two or three years from the 
various forms of insect pests should have 
been enough to render the people 
thoughtful for the future as long a* they 
lived. But it seems this has not been 
the case, and thinking men of the sec­
tions overrun last year and the year be­
fore by the grasshoppers are surveying 
the prospect for 1876 with anxiety, at 
least, not to say alarm.

In brief, the case is this: Good au 
thonties, who have had opportunities 
for extended observation in Idaho, Mon­
tana, Utah, and Wyoming, as well as 
other Western States, declare that in all 
this section the crops of last summer

The working population of France 
numpers 8,400,000, including women, 
children, and old men.

workshops, 506,776 masters and 
163,819 workmen—eleven men to one 
master; factories, 183,227 masters and 
1,060,444 men—less than two to one 
master. In France the average salary of 
workmen (without board or lodging) is 
68 cents ; in Germany, Italy, and Switz­
erland, 38 cents ; in England, 83 cents, 
living being 30 per cent, dearer than in 
France.

■ Reraccination.
Dr. William B. Davis read a paper 

before the Cincinnati Medical Society, 
at a recent meeting, giving observations 
on revaccination during the present epi­
demic in Cincinnati. His observations, 
he said, were based on 200 private cases 
and 600 cases of re vaccination in the 
work-house. His conclusions were as 
follows:

1. That exposure to infection and in­
tense epidemic influence largely increase 
the susceptibility of the system to the 
influence of vaccine virus, and accounts 
for the unusual number of successful 
revaccinations during the existence of 
an epidemic. .

2. Small-pox and varioloid give no 
more immunity from a recurrence of 
small-pox than vaccination.

3. The cicatrix (or mark) is not a safe 
criterion of the degree of protection giv­
en by the previous vaccination. A num­
ber of persons were vaccinated having 
pits of small-pox on their persons, and 
seventy-five per cent, of the cases took.

4. It is advisable to vaccinate upon 
every exposure to contagion, unfess it 
has been recently done with success.

5. Those who are successfully revacci- 
nated were, to some extent, susceptible 
to the small pox influence.

Foolish Litigation.
Six years ago Messrs. Wolcott, John­

son & Co., of Freehold, N. J., sold to 
Lewis D. Mount, a farmer,a twenty-five- 
cent package of what they represented as 
seed that would produce excellent early 
turnips. The seed brought forth late 
turnips and of such poor quality that 
Mr. Mount ivas compelled to feed them 
to his cattl®. Mr. Mount sued for dam 
ages before a Justice of the Peace, and 
was granted a judgment Of $99 dam-

The Longest Tramp on Record.
Ephraim Lincoln, colored, passed 

through Moorhead the other day on his 
way to Manitoba. There is noth­
ing remarkable in this save that 
he has walked from Louisiana to Vir­
ginia, and from that State to Boston, 
through Maine to Nova Scotia, from 
there through Canada to Illinois, Wis­
consin, St. Paul, and Duluth, overland 
to Moorhead. His journey has been of 
one year and nine month*’ duration, and 
he contemplates traveling nine months 
longer, when he hopes to bring up in ; was the case last 
Wash ngton, D. O. He was headed for Globe Democrat. 
Manitoba, and will go to the head waters 
of the Mississippi, the Black Hills, and— 
if the Indians do not interrupt his 
ongevity—east to Washington.

some districts the grasshoppers destroyed 
almost half the crop, yet the farmers 
were able safely to come through 
their difficulties, and are tolerably well 
prepared for next year. Before 
the insects died they deposited untold 
millions of eggs in the ground along 
the course of their march. Persons, 
whose experience in such matters entitles 
their opinions to respectful considera 
ion, declare that the summer of 1876 

will hatch such swarms of grasshoppers 
in the West as have never before been 
seen, and that the tract of country m 
which they will prevail will be wider than 
ever before, reaching from a long dis­
tance west of the Black Hills to the cen 
ter of Missouri and Iowa.

In view of this probable visitation next 
year, Brigham Young, after due con- 
ierence with the leading saints, has pro­
mulgated from the Mormon pulpit a 
scheme for allaying the prospective dan­
ger of inconvenience or suffering, by or­
dering his people to retain their grain in 
store, and not, on any account, to sell or 
barter* it. Che common sense of this 
requirement is so manifest that the only 
wonder is some one did not see it before 
and place the credit with Kansas or Ne­
braska farmers, where Yje might have 
been proud of it. But as a good idea 
should be acted upon, regardless of the 
source whence it comes, we must hail 
the lucky notion of Brigham and his 
saints as the true solution of the grass­
hopper difficulty, and one which our 
Western people must accept and put 
in practice, if they would be free 
from the great danger of outright 
starvation, to which for some years they 
have been, at intervals, exposed. Though 
the policy is not novel among the Mor­
mons, it is new to our people, and, in 
certain bounds, will prove the perfect 
solution to the absorbing grasshopper 
question.

At present the Kansas and Nebraska 
farmers are selling their gram at the 
highest rates, for cash, and as rapidly as 
possible spending the money. If this 
policy be continued, next summer will 
find them with little money, with less 
credit, and with barely enough seed for 
sowing their farms in the spriug. If the 
“ ’hoppers” come, the growing crops will 
be destroyed, and again the farmers will 
be calling for seed grain and enough 
provision to last them until another crop 
can be raised. There is no necessity for 
this. Precautions are much better than 
any possible means of mending evil 
already done, and when the danger is so 
imminent as this is stated to be, no means 
of averting the foreboding famine should 
be neglected. The larmers of Western 
Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska, and other 
threatened districts should hoard either 
alt or enough of their gram and provis 
ions to last their families a year, so that, 
if the crops really fail from the ravages 
of the insects next year, entire communi­
ties may not be reduced to starvation, as 

summer.—St. Loris
