MARX TWAIN.

How He Edited an Agricultural Paper— 
Hi* Own Youthful Narrative of the Sensa­
tion He Created.

[From “ Sketches of Mark Twain.”]
I did not take the temporary editor­

ship _ of an agricultural paper without 
misgivings. Neither would a landsman 
take command of a ship without misgiv­
ings. But I  was in circumstances that 
made the salary an object. The regular 
editor of the paper was going off for a 
holiday, and I  accepted the terms he 
offered and took his place.

The sensation of being at work again 
was luxurious, and I wrought all the 
week with unflagging pleasure. We 
went to press, and I waited a day, with 
some solicitude, to see whether my effort 
was going to attract any notice." As I 
left the office, toward sundown, a group 
of men and boys at the foot of the stairs 
dispersed with one impulse, and gave 
me passage-way, and I heard one of them 
say: “ That’s him!” I was naturally 
pleased by this incident. The next 
morning I  found a similar group at the 
foot of the stairs, scattering couples and 
individuals standing here and there in 
the street, and over the way, watching 
me with interest.

Tne group separated and fell tfeck as 
I  approached, and I  heard a man say: 
“ Look at his eye!” I  pretended not 
to observe the notice I was attracting, 
but secretly I  wa* pleased with it, and 
was purposing to write an account of it 
to my aunt. I  went up the short flight 
of stairs and heard cheery voices and a 
ringing laugh as I  drew near the door, 
which I  opened, and caught a glimpse 
of two young rural-looking men, whose 
faces blanched and lengthened when 
they saw me, and then they both plunged 
through the window with a great crash. 
I was surprised.

In about half an hour an old gentle­
man, with a flowing beard and a fine but 
rather austere face, entered and sat down 
at my invitation. He seemed to have 
something on his mind. He took ofl his 
hat and set it on the floor, and got out 
of it a red silk handkerchief, and a copy 
of our paper.

He put the paper m his lap, and, 
while polishing his spectacles with his 
handkerchief, he said, “ Are you the new 
editor?”

I said I  was.
“ Have you ever edited an agricultural 

paper before?”
“ No,” said I, “ this is my first at­

tempt.”
“ Very ltaely. Have you had any ex­

perience in agriculture practically ?”
“ No ; I  believe not.”
“ Some instinct told me so,” said the 

old gentleman, putting on his spectacles 
and looking over them with asperity, 
while he folded his paper into a conveni­
ent shape, “ I  wish to read you what 
must have made me have that instinct. 
It was this editorial. Listen and see if 
it was you that wrote it :

“ Turnips should never be pulled ; it 
injure* them. It is much better to send 
a boy up.and let him shake the tree.”

“ Now, what do you think of that— 
for I  really suppose you wrote it.”

“ Think of it? iyhy, I  ’think it is 
good. I  think it is sense. I  have no 
doubt that every year millions and mill­
ions of bushels of turnips axe spoiled in 
this township alone by being pulled in 
half ripe condition, when if they had
sent a boy up to shake the tree-----”

“ Shake your grandmothor ! Turnips 
don’t grow on trees !”

“ Oh, they don’t, don’t they? Well, 
who said they did? The language was 
intended to be figurative—wholly figura­
tive. Anybody that knows anything will 
know that I  meant that the boy should 
shake the vine.”

Then this old person got up and tore 
his paper all into small shreds, and 
stamped on them, and broke several 
things with his cane, and sard I did not 
know as much as a cow ; and then went 
out and banged the door after him, and, 
in short, acted in such a Way that I 
fancied he was displeased with some­
thing. But, not- knowing what the 
trouble was, I could not be any help to 
him.

Pretty soon after this, a long, cadaver­
ous creature, with lanky locks hanging 
down on his shoulders, and a week’s 
stubble bristling from the hills and val­
leys of his face, darted within the door, 
and halted motionless, with finger on lip, 
and head and body Lent in listening atti­
tude. No sound was heard. Still he 
listened. No sound. Then he turned 
the key m the door, and came elaborate­
ly tiptoeing till he was within long 
reaching distance *of me, when he 
stopped, and, after scanning my face 
with intense interest awhile, drew a fold­
ed copy of our paper from his bosom and 
said :

“ There, you wrote that! Read 
it to me quick. Relieve me. I  suffer.” 

I read as follows, and as the sentences 
fell from my lips I  could see the relief 
come. I  could see the drawn muscles 
relax, and the anxiety go out of his face, 
and rest and peace steal over the features 
like the merciful moonlight over a deso­
late landscape :

“ The guano is a fine bird ; but great 
care is necessary in rearing it. It should 
not be imported earlier than June or 
later than September. In the winter it 
should be kept in a warm place, where it 
can hatch out its young. .

“ It is evident that we are to have a 
backward season for grain. Therefore, 
it will be well for the farmer to begin 
setting out his cornstalks, and planting 
his buckwheat cakes in July instead of 
"August.

“ Concerning the pumpkin. This ber­
ry is a favorite with the natives of the 
interior of New England, who preler it 
to the gooseberry for the making of fruit 
cake, and who likewise give it the pref­
ence over the raspberry for feeding cows, 
as being more falling and fully as satisfy­
ing. The pumpkin is the only esculent 
of the orange family that will thrive in 
the North, except the gourd and one or 
two varieties of the squash. But the cus­
tom of planting it in the front yard with 
the shrubbery is fast going out of vogue, 
for it is now generally conceded that the 
pumpkin as a shade tree is a failure.

“ Now, as the warm weather approach­
es, and the ganders begin to spawn—” 

The excited listener sprang toward me 
to shake hands and said:

“ There, there—that will do. I know 
I  am all right now, because you have 
read it just as I  did, word for woid. But, 
stranger, when I first read it this morn­
ing, I  said to myself. I  never, never be­
lieved it before, notwithstanding my 
friends kept me under watch so strict, 
but now I  believe I  am crazy; and with 
that I fetched a howl that you might have 
heard two miles, and started out to kill 
somebody, because, you know, I  knew 
it would come to that sooner or later, 
and so I  might as well begin. I  read 
one of them paragraphs over again so as 
to be certain, and then I burned my 
house down and started. I have crippled 
several people, and have got one fellow 
up a tree where I can get him if I  want 
him. But I  thought that I would call m 
here as I  passed along and make the 
thing perfectly certain; and now it is 
certain, and I tell you it is lucky for the 
chap that is m the tree. I should have 
killed him, sure as I went back. Good- 
by, sir, good-by; you have taken a great 
load off my mind. My reason has stood 
the strain of one of vour agricultural ar­
ticles, and I know that nothing can ever 
unseat it now. Good-by, tax.”

I  felt a little uncomfortable about the 
cripplings and arson this person had 
been entertaining himself with, for I 
could not help feeling remotely aocessory 
to them. But the thoughts were quickly 
banished, for the regular editor walked 
in. (I thought to myself, now, if you 
had gone to Egypt, as I  had recommend­
ed you to, I migl t have had a chance to 
get my hand in, l at yon wouldn’t do it, 
and here you are. I sort of expected 
you).

The editor was looking sad, and per­
plexed, and dejected.

He surveyed the wreck which that old 
rioter and these two young farmers had 
made, and then said: “ This is a sad 
business,—a very sad business. There 
is the mucilage bottle broken, and six 
panes of glass, and a spittoon, and two 
candlesticks. But that is not the worst. 
The reputation of the paper is injured— 
permanently, I fear. True, there never 
was such a call for the paper before, and 
it never sold such a large edition or 
soared to such celerity; but does one 
want to be famous for lunacy, and pros­
per upon the infirmities of his mind? 
My friend, as I am an honest man, the 
street out here is full of people, and oth­
ers are roosting on toe fence, waiting to 
get a glimpse of you, because they think 
you are ciazy. And well they might 
alter reading your editorials. They are 
a disgrace to journalism. Why, what 
put it into your head that you could edit 
a paper of this nature? You do not 
seem to know the first rudiments of agri­
culture. You speak of a furrow and a 
horrow as being the same thing; you 
talk of the molting season for cows, and 
you recommend the domestication of the 
polecat on account of its playfulness and 
its excellence as a ratter. Your remark 
that clams will lie quiet if music be 
played to them was superfluous—entire­
ly superfluous. Nothing disturbs elams. 
Clams always he quiet. Clams care 
nothing whatever about music. And 
heavens and earth, friend! If you had 
made the acquiring of ignorance the study 
of your life, you could not have grad­
uated with higher honor that yon could 
to-day. I  never saw anything like it. 
Your observation of the horse chestnut 
as an article of commerce steadily gain­
ing in favor, is simply calculated to de­
stroy this journal. I  want you to throw 
up your situation and go. I  want no 
more holiday,—I could not enjoy it if I 
had it. Certainly not with you in my 
chair. I would always stand in dread of 
what yon might be going to recommend 
next. It makes me lose all patience 
every time I  think of your discussing 
oyster beds under the head of ‘ Land­
scape Gardening.’ I  want you to go. 
Nothing on earth could persuade me to 
take another holiday. Oh ! why didn’t 
you tell me you didn’t know anything 
about agriculture.”

“ Tell you, you covnstack, yon cab­
bage, you son of a cauliflower! I t’s 
the first time I  ever heard such an un­
feeling remark. I tell you I  have been 
in the editorial business going on four­
teen years, and it is the first time I  ever 
heard of a man’s having to know any­
thing in order to edit a newspaper. You 
turnip I Who write the dramatic cri­
tiques for the second-rate players ? 
Why, a parcel of promoted shoemakers 
and apprentice apothecaries, who know 
just as much about good acting as I do 
about good farming, and no more. Who 
review the books8 People who never 
wrote one. Who do up the heavy 
leaders on finance ? Parties who have 
the largest opportunities for knowing 
nothing about it. Who criticise the In­
dian campaigns? Gentlemen who do 
not know a war-whoop from a wigwam, 
and who never have had to run a foot 
race with a tomahawk, or pluck arrows 
out of several members of their fami­
lies to build the evening camp-fire with. 
Who write the temperance appeals and 
clamor about the flowing bowl ? Polks 
who will never draw another sober 
breath till they do it m the grave. Who 
edit the agricultural papers, you yam? 
Men, as a general thing, who fail m the 
poetry line, yellow covered novel line, 
sensational drama line, city editor line, 
and finally fall back on agriculture as 
a temporary repnve from the poor- 
house. You try to tell me anything 
about the newspaper business ! Sir, I 
have been threugh it from Alpha to 
Omaha, and I tell you the less a man 
knows the bigger noise he makes and 
the higher the salary he commands. 
Heaven knows, if I had been ignorant, 
instead of cultivated, and impudent in­
stead of diffident, I could have made a 
name for myself m this cold, selfish 
world. I  take my leave, sir. Since I 
have been treated as you have treated 
me, I  am perfectly willing to go. But 
I have done mv duty. I  have fulfilled 
my contract as fai as I  was permitted to 
do it. I said I  could make your paper 
of interest to all classes—and I have. 
I said I  could run your circulation up to 
20,000 copies, and if I  had had two more 
weeks I ’d have done it. And I ’d have 
given you the best class of readers that 
ever an agricultural paper had—not a 
farmer in it, not a "solitaiy individual 
who could tell a watermelon tree from 
a peach vine to save his life. You are 
the loser by tins rupture, not me, pie­
plant. Adios.”

I  then left.

Animal Food in Hot Weather.
It has hitherto been the habit to 

recommend a temperate use of animal 
diet, and to replace it by a free use of 
vegetable food in hot climates. This 
has been proved by Dr. Livingstone, by 
careful observation and experiment upon 
himself during his travels in Central "Af­
rica, to be a false theory. He says that 
among the natives the appetite for animal 
food is voracious m the extreme, and is 
not the result of a savage nature, but a 
natural consequence of climate ; and his 
conviction was that “ for all climates, 
and under all circumstances, the most 
valuable of all food is beef.”

Bad feeling lias for some time existed 
between two families named Story and 
Hood, both living in Freestone county, 
Texas. As young Story was on lus way 
to mill recently, Wiley Hood met him 
and killed him. No one knows what oc­
curred between them at the time. Young 
Hood rode to hia father-in-law’s, and 
told him what he had done, and where 
to find the body of Story. He then left 
for parts unlpiown.

WANT AT WASHINGTON.

A Disheartening Picture of Clcucal Life 
at the Capital.

[Washington Cor. Cincinnati Commercial ]
Not long ago a Congressman from 

Ohio, serving his first term, asked me 
to assist him to get an appointment in 
one of the departments for a lady living 
in his distuct. She was the widow of a 
man who was my comrade during the 
late war, and m consequence the appli­
cation came to me with peculiar force. 
Finding, however, that she was in re­
ceipt of an income which, by the closest 
economy was adequate to support her 
and her children, I declined to take any 
action, and asked my friend to write her 
that she was a thousand times better ofl 
out in Ohio with her hmited income, and 
compelled as she was to exercise the 
most stringent economy to enable her to 
feed and clothe her children, than she 
would be if she should come to Wash­
ington to accept a position in one of the 
departments on a salary of $900 or 
$1,200 a year, for the reasons that her 
expenses here would be three or four 
times as great as they are in Ohio ; her 
common every-day wearing apparel here 
would have to be better than anything 
she wears at home ; she would be com­
pelled to pay for her house or room-rent 
five times as much as in the village m 
which she lives; v sr board here would 
cost her twice as l  "ch as she would pay 
in Ohio.

If you know ol any person who is 
longing to fill a Government office in 
Washington, dissuade him by all means. 
He will live a life of constant alarm 
and uneasiness, and whatever salary he 
may receive he will find it as much in­
adequate to the lequirements upon it as 
his present income in Ohio may be.

I  am not in position to see touch of t t ' 
distress prevailing in Washington, I 
in my limited view I  have seen enou^ 
to drive sleep from my pillow.

I know of a widow woman, formerly a 
clerk in one of the departments, who 
hes a number of children dependent on 
her for support, who has besieged the 
doors of the departments for weeks to 
secure an office which would enable hei 
to earn, her living. Three days 
ago she had $4 in money, nothing else 
available or that could be turned into 
bread, with little or nothing in the cup­
board or coal-bin, and a month’s rent 
nearly due. She will probably utterly 
fail to get the position she seeks, as she 
has not great political influence and 
there are no vacancies. What then ?

Within the last two weeks two young 
girls, orphans, from the States, lately m 
office, have been literally frightened to 
death because they have lost their posi­
tions, and have no hope of seeming them 
again. Their scant earnings sufficed to 
keep them for only a few davs, land­
lords and boarding house mistresses 
grew importunate for money due them; 
the prospects presented only two solu­
tions of the difficulty. They could pros­
titute themselves, and make then only a 
stinted living, for, commercially speak­
ing, the competition in this line is as 
great as in any other in Washington— 
or thev could die. They died.

I had the case brought to my atten­
tion, yesterday, of a man who came here 
from a comfortable home in one of the 
States, a few days ago, to accept office 
under the Government. He is a lawyer 
by profession, and had a fine law and 
miscellaneous library. He lost his posi­
tion and went into the practice of the 
law here, but that profession is, of course, 
crowded. For weary months he lived in 
hope. Then he began to sell his library, 
and a few days ago parted with the last 
rem inder for five dollars. He has noth­
ing m the world and a family to support. 
What will he do ?

I know that three or four days ago an 
aitist of world-wide celebrity was glad 
to accept the loan of ninety cents from a 
friend who was willing to part with one- 
half his available assets to relieve as far 
as might be the immediately pressing 
wants of a hungry man.

A few months ago a young man, with 
nothing in the world but the consump­
tion and a family, holdmg a clerkship m 
one of the depaitments, was unable to 
pay a debt when it fell due, and, although 
he was an efficient clerk, his unrelenting 
creditor had such influence with his im­
mediate superior that he secured his dis­
missal. The man was a stranger, in a 
strange land, with no resource whatever, 
except a friend or two, who were fortu­
nate enough to secure through the head 
of the department his reinstatement. 
But he lives in daily fear. He is dying 
by inches, but is menaced with the prob­
ability that before he dies he will be 
thrown upon ehantyrfor his maintenance 
and that of his family.

It would be a waste of time to go 
further on this line. I could fill the 
columns of your paper with similar il­
lustrations of this one phase of Wash­
ington life. The recent cessation of 
work in the treasury bureau of printing 
and engraving (which was occasioned by 
a lack of funds, the appropriation to 
carry on the work having been exhaust­
ed), "threw several hundreds, possibly a 
thousand, of women out of employment. 
Columns of the Republican of this city 
have been filled with statements from 
these people, recitals of sudden want 
and hardship, forced upon them in this 
way, so pitiful that in very self-defense 
one is compelled to pass them over with­
out reading.

A few facts of a different character by 
way of filling up this necessarily cruae 
and hastily sketched picture :

A lawyer, who has lived comfortably 
and decently for ten or fifteen years on 
an average yearly income of probably 
$5,000 to $7,000, well and fairly earned, 
two or three days ago suddenly came 
into a cash fee of $120,000, having gained 
a case before one of the mixed or inter­
national commissions sittmg hero.

Ladies' costumes that cost frpm $150 
to $2,000 each, without reference to dia­
monds and other costly jewels, can he 
seen by the hundreds on fair days on the 
streets and avenues, at receptions, church 
services, etc.

It is not uncommon to see a child of 
six or ten years of age with seal skin 
sacque and rich costume, the cost of 
which fairly represents three months 
earnings of a female employe of one of 
the departments.

It is also quite common to see some of 
these same female employes wearing cos­
tumes that have cost an amount of mon­
ey equal to their pay for three or lour, 
or even sometimes six months.

There are families here with model ate 
incomes who almost starve and half 
clothe their children in *rder that they 
may appear fairly in society. They 
might live decently and comfortably but 
for their foolish desire to shine socially.

There are probably, at this writing, 
300 dwelling houses m process of con­
struction m the city, averaging in cost 
from $1,500 to $10,000 each, and there 
will probably be 1,000 such structures 
completed during the coming season.

Not one department official in five, of 
rank or respectability, lives within his 
salary.

Many Congressmen, who have paid 
from $5,000 to $50,000 by way of “ elec­
tion expenses” to secuie their seats, live 
here at an annual expense of from twice 
to four times their salary.

Two thousand dollars are occasionally 
paid for the flowers alone to adorn a 
mansion for an evening party or recep­
tion.

T here is a lemarkable decline m our 
trade with Sheffield, the imports Irom 
that city having been only $585,000 m 
the first quarter of this year, against $2,- 
275,000 in that of 1873, It is natural in

view of this startling change that a great 
Sheffield concern should contemplate 
transferring its machinery and business 
to this country.—New York Tribune.

Relics of a Dead Race.
Mr. A. J. Conant, the artist, returned 

recently from the Ozark mountains, 
where he passed a week in expipring 
some remarkable caves on the Gasconade 
and tributary streams, lying principally 
in Phelps and Pulaski counties. Mr. 
Conant about two years ago made some 
interesting discoveries in the region 
mentioned of human skulls and skele­
tons, supposed to belong io a people 
who existed before the historic period, 
and as it is understood that he has been 
engaged since 1862 in collecting the ma­
terials of a work on archseology, it may 
well be supposed that he is enthusiastic 
in following up his discoveries.

He and his party first visited Bruce’s 
cave, so named after one of the early 
settlers, who made saltpeter from the 
cave deposits. The cavern is in the 
limestone formation, with an entrance 
about 130 feet iu the bluffs above the 
Gasconade river. They first entered a 
spacious chamber, but as the passage 
narrowed, the party were forced to get 
down on their knees and crawl some 
distance. They next made a nearly per­
pendicular ascent of fifty feet, when 
they entered a large chamber sparkling 
with stalactites of a snowy whiteness 
like alabaster, with hundreds of bats 
hanging in festoons 'rom the roof. Hav­
ing explored the caverns, the work of 
excavating began at the mouth of the 
cave, where bones and implements were 
found. They made a vertical section of 
six feet, and studied the stratification of 
the soft deposits. The layers changed 
from a black, rich soil to ashes, alternat­
ing with strata composed of soil and 
ashes intermixed. It was in these strata 
that human bones and frpgments were 
found. The skulls exhibit a low facial 
angle, and the teeth, some of which 
dropped ont, are as well preserved as if 
drawn by a dentist yesterday. There is 
the skull of an old man, known from the 
knitting together of the sutures, and 
also one of an infant, of almost wafer 
like thinness, and the several parts sepa­
rated at the sutures. Beside the skulls 
there were found arrow and spear heads, 
flint implements, knives, ana awls for 
sewing skins, made of bone, very hard 
and polished; also, the bones of the 
turtle, deer, and wild turkey, intermin­
gled with various fragments of carnivor­
ous and browsing animals not yet iden­
tified. Great care was required in ex- 
humingjthese remains, as the skulls were 
liable to be broken by the pick.

The second cave explored was about a 
mile distant from the former, and is 
locally known as Ash cave, from the fact 
that there is a deposit of ashes from the 
saltpeter manufactured there about thirty 
years ago. These saltpeter operations 
have so far disturbed the original de­
posits that nothing satisfactory could be 
obtained, except one corpse, which was 
found in a sitting posture, with the 
knees drawn np to the face. With this 
corpse was also found the nearly entire 
skeleton, very much decayed, of an elk 
or large sized deer.—Missouri Repub­
lican.

A Warning to Gum-Chewers.

severe attack of the lockjaw one day last 
week, m which the jaws were set for 
more than an hour. The attending phy­
sician gave it as his opinion that the 
disease was the result of a long and daily 
practice of chewing gum, and that if 
the young lidy jiei lists in chewing the 
article a fetal i eturn of the disease may 
be expected.

PJiAIN WORDS.

Spoken in the United State* Senate by
Mr. Boutwell, of Massachusetts, in Kt-
ply to a Partisan Harangue by Bayard,
of Delaware.

Mr. Pbesidbnt : It has been the rule 
®f my life, whenever I  have given of­
fense to any one, to defend or explain 
what I  have said, or apologize for it. 
The Senator from Delaware was pleased 
to say, under some excitement I  think, 
in response to a suggestion from me 
(which meant only this : that I thought 
he would find it difficult to sustain the 
statement he had made), that I had suc­
ceeded in injecting into his speech a bit 
of political tirade such as he had often 
before listened to. I  do not stop to con­
sider the delicacy of that language, its 
appropriateness to the Senate, the qual­
ity of urbanity which it takes from the 
character of the Senator who pronounced 
that phrase, but I  think the difficulty 
was m this : that I  disturbed the har­
mony of his speech, and therefore dis­
turbed him. J do not know but 
that this is a school m which manners 
are to be taught, and that the 
Senator from Delaware is self-consti­
tuted or otherwise authorized to teach 
good manners to his associates; but 
while he stands nere peculiarly, in his 
own estimation, a non-partisan, having, 
as he has told us this morning, the ju­
dicial fairness of the bench to pass upon 
political questions whicn agitate the 
country, it might be well enough for 
him to illustrate his tlieones by an 
example now and then of the way in 
which those theories can be put in prac­
tice and commended to other people. I 
am neither a scholar here nor a teacher,
I  submit myself to argument, to reason­
ing, to justice ; but I  do not submit my­
self to the authority, to the dictation, to 
the schooling of the Senator from Dela­
ware, or any one else. If the Senator 
desires to teach, let him find his pupils 
elsewhere, especially in teaching man­
ners. There is an old English article 
upon truth and integrity, which com­
mences, as I remember it, m this way : 
“ Truth and integrity have all the ad­
vantages of appearance, and many more.”

This gipat tiutli applies to muividuafs. 
It applies here. It is applicable to-day; 
it is applicable to the country ; and in 
what I purpose to say I speak of it only 
in its application to the country. For 
seventy years the spirit of hypocrisy 
and misrepresentation dominated over 
the slave-holding section of this confed­
eracy. They continually presented 
themselves to the country and to the 
world as the friends of the Union, and it 
was a lie from first to last. They were 
the enemies of the Union ; and when the 
Union did not answer the chief purpose 
which they had, and the only purpose 
they had, the preservation of the institu­
tion of slavery, they made war upon the 
Union. The Senator from Delaware 
was the political supporter and ally and 
the substantial defender of the men who 
made war upon the Union, who clung to 
the Union for seventy years under the 
falsehood that they were its friends. 
They were its enemies all the while. 
Slavery, and the spirit of slavery is and 
ever has been the enemy of the Union 
and is so to-day. To-day these troubles 
throughout the South are due to the 
spirit of slavery, until the time has come 
when I am forced to confess to myself 
and with reluctance to say here 
that I  do not m my heart 
believe that any man educated un­
der and obedient to the influence of 
slavery can be a friend of a Union that 
is designed to establish and preserve 
equality. The north will do well to take 
heed that it trusts no man who was 
brought up under the influence of slave­
ry, controlled by its spirit, and domi­
nated by its power, which is not yet ex­
tinct.

Is it not something that, after hazing 
defended and preserved the Union the 
Republican party gave political rights to 
the men who had made war on it for four 
years, who crimsoned the face of the 
whole country with blood ? Was it not 
something ? Those very men to-day, 
fresh from these fields of treason and of 
blood, are engaged in investigating the 
men who carried on this war by which 
thev were prostrated. The Senator from 
Delaware, under the sanction of the opin­
ion of the Supreme court rendered on 
Monday last, looks to the time when the 
Ku-klux, some of whom were fined and 
others of whom are imprisoned, are to 
have their fines returned from the treas­
ury of the United States and the doors 
of the prison opened that he and his 
friends may welcome them. They are 
imprisoned because they did the behests 
of slavery ; because they submitted to 
the spirit that always controlled that 
party, that controls it to-day.

Does the Senator from Delaware ex­
pect an uprismg of the people of the 
North to defend his friends m the South ? 
Let him beware of November. The 
people of this country are already awake 
to the truth that the spirit of the rebel­
lion which they supposed had been sub­
dued by the war is still powerful in the 
South ; that it oppresses four millions of 
human beings; that it instigates all sorts 
of outrage and wrong ; that there is no 
freedom in these old States for the 
people who are not identified with the 
old slaveholding aristocracy of that sec­
tion of the country. No, sir; thepeop'e 
of this country are going to do no such 
thing. If they fail to do their duty the 
Government is lost. If they fail to 
overthrow the Democratic party by a 
vote so overwhelming that there 
can be no excuse for bribery, for 
falsehood, for double returns, this 
country a year from this will be involved 
in another civil war. Nothing but an 
overwhelming vote of the people, from 
which there can be no appeal by 
traitors, will save us from civil war. 
We are nearly m the same condi­
tion that we were in 1860 and 
1861 —eleven States without the power 
of free elections; and you call this a free 
Government, and appeal to us for union, 
for concession, for friendship, for jus­
tice ! Tne Democratic party to-day has 
the power it had during the war. If at 
any time during the war the Democratic 
party of the North had said, “ This war 
must cease; we will give no aid or com­
fort to the Democracy of the South in 
their attack against this Government,” 
the war would have ended. If you who 
co-operate with the Democracy of the 
South will say to them, “ Do justice to 
the negro people there; give them their 
rights, civil, social, and? political,” all 
occasion to appeal to the North for jus­
tice, for sympathy, for co operation, for 
support, will pass away. There is no 
feeling in the North but a desire that 
you should be just to tbe people of the 
South, to the black man. We can take 
care of ourselves. We will co 
operate with "you when you do 
justice to those who sympathize 
with us; but, so long as you trample 
under your feet 4,000,000 people entitled 
to rights under this Government equiva­
lent to your own, can you expect us to 
forget these outrages upon our fellow- 
men and take yon by the hand and say: 
“ We are brethren, citizens of a common 
country; let the past be past, and by­
gones be forgotten?” Injustice cannot 
be forgotten. The Democratic party of 
the North is to-day responsible for the 
outrages perpetrated upon the black 
men of the South,- and they have been 
responsible from first to last. Their 
appeals to me are vain. When they do 
justice, then there will be harmony; but 
until they do justice, there can be no 
peace. “ Let us have peace,” said the 
President. Why did we not have peace ? 
Because the political associates of the 
Senator from Delaware dominated over

the Southern country, defied the laws, 
oppressed, persecute l and murdered 
citizens; and now they appeal for peace.

Southern Discord.
Look at the condition of the South to­

day, where the Demociats hold sway, 
and see if anything but trouble can en­
sue fiom the conduct of the leaders. 
Th* destruction of slavery was designed 
to terminate a crime against humanity— 
a crime which had long been perpetrated, 
but should then cease. The freedom of 
the slaves cut the ground from beneath 
the slave power, deprived it of the sub 
jects it had so brutally ruled, but 
left them in its presence to the pro­
tection of the laws. The s ave power 
passed under the rod, but was too in­
sensible to profit by it. The freedmen 
were made citizens, and the men engaged 
in the rebellion were amnestied. Here 
was a new state of society in which the 
elements were different from anv that 
had hitherto existed. Citizenship had 
been lost by rebellion, and was restored 
to the rebel whites on the oath of loyal 
allegiance. Had the slave power been 
wise, it would have started anew, and 
laid the foundation for a political edifice 
that should have been m accord with the 
grandeur of the renovated Republic. In 
stead of this it has i eared States 
under its control of so grotesque an 
architecture that it bears all tne marks 
of their former iniquity. The slaveless 
slave power still yearns for slaves. The 
Democracy hastened to place itself un 
der the yoke, and plays with its fetters 
while the free colored citizen weeps 
tears of blood. Without the aid of the 
Democracy of the other parts of the 
Union the slave power could never have 
been what it is—the galling, restless, 
cruel instrument which continues the 
war of the rebellion by its unaisguised 
determination to enslave the colore 
citizens as effectually as in days gone by, 
although under another name. This 
contention of color, this unfair treat­
ment of colored men, is at the bottom of 
all the discord in the South. That at 
this late day colored citizens of the 
United States should need protection in 
the South is a national disappointment. 
The nation presumed that when the 
cause ceased the effect would cease. A 
South without slaves is the trouble. 
And if the trouble is kept up, what is 
there to prevent an appeal to the people 
to take the Southern difficulty m hand 
and settle it in the interest of freedom ? 
It may have to come to this.—The Re­
public.

Another Specimen of Democratic Econ­
omy.

Some three months ago a resolution 
was adopted in the House calling upon 
the Comptroller of the Treasury for the 
names of the stockholders in the some­
what more than two thousand National 
banks in this country. The object was 
that the public might know how many 
members of Congress had private rea­
son to influence their votes on National 
bank legislation. But it seems that this 
information might have been obtained 
by an easier and cheaper method. For 
over two months nearly all the clerks in 
the Comptroller’s office have been at 
work on this matter, and will not have it 
finished for several days yet. It will 
cover several thousand pages of manu­
script and will make a volume nearly as 
large as Webster’s dictionary. The cler­
ical work upon it will cost between $20,- 
000 and $25,000, to say nothing of the 
cost of stationery and delay of current 
business which had to be laid aside to 
answer this question. Of course when 
the manuscript is sent to the House it 
will have to be printed for a member 
who has not time to look over those 
thousands of pages of manuscript to see 
if another member owns bank-stock. The 
printing of an edition of a thousand 
copies of this valuable volume of refer­
ence will cost, it is estimated, in the 
neighborhood of $25,000, and the entire 
cost to the Government of gratifying ihe 
curiosity of the Democratic House in 
this one" particular will not be less than 
$50,000. And yet they announce them­
selves to the country as reformers, re­
trenchers, and economizers.— Washing­
ton Letter.

The Difference.
The nation has been plundered to the 

extent of millions of dollars by dishonest 
Democratic officials, many of these offi­
cials now holdmg high place in the esti­
mation of their paity friends. Boss 
Tweed, with his $20,000,000 stolen from 
the tax-payers of New York, was an apt 
scholar of modern Democracy. Intrust 
ed to the custody of a Democratic sheriff, 
who had enjoyed in other days the 
princely hospitality of this persecutea 
official, the Boss disappeared between 
dark and daylight months ago, and no­
thing has been heard from him since. It 
is believed by many that he is still m 
New York city, the guest of his Demo­
cratic admirers. Had he been a Repub­
lican official he would have been break­
ing stone at Sing Sing, and the Demo­
cratic press wo aid have been holding 
him up as a fair sample of Repubhcan 
corruption. But as he was a Democrat­
ic leader his shortcomings are over­
looked, and his crime scarcely mentioned 
by the opposition press. Even the sher­
iff holds his position, and Gov. Tilden 
nods consent. The great difference be­
tween Democracy and Republicanism is 
just this: the former shields its official 
rascals, the latter punishes them when­
ever found. There is not an instance on 
record where the Republican party 
shielded an official known to be dishon­
est. —Exchange.

The Divided Democracy.

pass their qwn caucus currency bill, it 
requiring a two-thirds vote to suspend 
the rules, and hardly more than half the 
Democrats who voted voting for it. If 
a measure adopted and enforced by the 
authority of about a dozen regular Dem­
ocratic caucuses, in which both Repre­
sentatives and Senators participated, 
could not compel a two-thirds vote of 
the Democrats m the House, what hope 
is there of the Democratic majority lb 
the House being able to agree upon and 
pass anything touching our financial 
system? Was there ever a more com­
plete break down known in any political 
party ‘—Detroit Post.

The Captain 
hailed him with ‘What are you hunting 
after ? ’ and received the following reply • I’m 
trying to find my durned old well, I want to 
get some water.’ ”

could *ecure it. No fire occurring, the girl 
snatched the wealth and jumped the city. 
Officer Ostrander overtook the girl m Holly, 
and found $175 of the money on her person. 
Koepplmger didn’t want to prosecute, and the 
girl was allowed to go She was only eight 
weeks from Vaterland.

—Says the Grand Rapids Democrat: -1Gen. 
Wm. P. Innee who has just returned from 
Detroit, informs us that Gov. Bagley has de­
cided to hold the annual enompment of tbe 
Second regiment of State militia m this citv, 
and that official papers to that effect will he 
forwarded the officials here early next week. 
The encampment will last five daj s and the 
fair grounds will probably be made the head 
quarters and camping place of the regiment. 
A thousand or five hundred men m uniform 
will not present a very bad appearance. We 
predict an attendance of thousan at every 
dress parade held.”

—The Ann Arbor Argus says m reference to 
the shooting, at St. Louis, Mo., of W W. Jilz, 
by a young man named Shane, whose sister 
Jilz was charged with having seduced “ This 
Jilz was some years ago a resident of this city, 
and will be remembered by many of our citi­
zens aa a clerk of Andrew DeForest. In those 
day* he was honestly pious, or played the 
‘pious dodge,’ and we believe left his employer 
above named because he was required to *ell 
liquor ( ‘for pickles’) He married his first wife 
here—when a meie boy—got into the affections 
of and debt to the late Samuel G. Sutherland, 
and ‘jumped the town,’ since which we hay* 
known little of his career, except that he is 
the patentee of the ‘ Jilz well auger,’ so widely 
advertised, and out of which, when visiting 
his old stamping ground, last fall, he claimed 
to have made half a million dollars.”

—The Grand Rapids Eagle savs- “ The 
trustees of the Methodist camp ground met in 
this city yesterday, and concluded their busi­
ness with the Grand Rapids and Indiana Rail­
road Company this morning. A camp meeting 
is to he held on the Petoskey grounds, com­
mencing on Tuesday, August 2d, and to con­
tinue for a week or more. The grounds, con­
sisting of 329 acres, are to be prepared at an 
early day for occupancy. A city will he laid 
out, with regular streets and avenues, with a 
central spot for religious services. Cottage 
buildings caD be commenced as early as July, 
if not sooner, where families can go and spend 
the hot season m rest and quiet. Tne railroad 
track will he constructed to the ground and a 
depot building, in which to store baggage *nd 
accommodate the public, will be erected imme­
diately.”

—The low country between East Saginaw 
and Bay City i« flooded, and people are navi­
gating from house to house in boats. A dis­
patch from East Saginaw, dated 16th, say*:
‘ ‘ Four miles of track of the Flint and Pere 
Marquette road, between this point and Bay 
City, is under water, and a portion of it will 
have to be rebuilt. The track is also under 
water at Midland, and passengers are ferried 
across the break. The river here ha* been 
rising steadily, and is a* high a* ever known. 
Streets along the river are under water, and 
basements and cellars m all low place* in 
the city are flooded. The river below this city 
has spread out oyer the low country and resem­
bles a lake, being m some places ten to fifteen 
miles across. Many families at Milwaukee and 
other towns along the river have evacuated 
their houses. Midland has suffered great 
damage. House* in a large portion of th* 
town are from three to seven feet under water, 
and a vast quantity of shingles and lumber 
have been swept away.”

There were 
755 runnings off the rails and 
collisions of trains outside, and 
1,376 runnings off the rails and 
collisions inside the stations, and 
1,250 accidents of divers natures by 
which the regular service was interrupt­
ed. These accidents have caused the 
loss of the lives of 509 persons; 1,545 
peisons were hurt. The proportion of 
accidents to the number ol passenger 
trains was 1 to 5,394, and to that of 
freight trains 1 to 1,290.

Gro. E. White, alias Miles, a bank lobber

Mr. Hamlin's third-class postage bill was 
amended m some particulars as it passed the 
Senate.

Tins discrimination would have been a 
source of much annoyance to poatmaaters, as 
they would have to he the judges in regard to 
distances, and, on motion of Mr. Dawes, the 
Senate atruck out the provision, substituting 
one rate for all distances.

T h e  ceremrny of unveiling the statue of 
Lincoln, the tubute of the colored people to 
the memory of their emancipator, took place 
at Washington, April 14, the eleventh anni­
versary of Lincoln’s assassination, m the 
presence of acme 20,000 people. The occasion 
uas exceedingly interesting and lmpreeeive. 
There were on the speaker’s stand the Presi­
dent members of the Cabinet. Justices of the 
Supreme court, foreigu Ministers, Senators 
and ^Representatives, and other persons of 
prominence. A poem was read composed by 
Miss Cornelia Ray (colored), of New York, and 
Frederick Douglass delivered an eloquent ora­
tion. The staiue is regarded by critics as the 
finest piece of art at the capital.

The Board of Town Oilmen of South Chi­
cago, at a meeting last week, declared that 
there was no election on the 4th mat., and that 
the parties assuming the duties of the town 
offices—Collector, Assessor, Clerk, and Super­
visor—were not legally elected. Supervisor 
Ryan resigned, not wishing to enter upon a 
long legal contest, and Robert T. Lincoln was 
appointed to the place. The other offices weie 
alHo filled by the appointment of reputable 
men. The ousted parties have given notice 
that they will appeal to the couits , but as they 
aie now the outs instead of ms, it is believed at 
least a year will have elapsed before a conclu­
sion is reached.

Don Pedro II., Empeloi of Brazil, landed at 
New York on Saturday of last week, and was 
reoeived with much enthusiasm by the popu­
lace.

The first election at Chicago under the new 
charter took place on the 18th mst., and 
resulted in the *ucces* of the Republican 
ticket, with the exception of City Treasurer.

The Noble Briton’s Financial Fore­
thought.

The Pall Mall Qazette of a late date 
says: An inquest was held on Satur 
day by Dr. Hardwicke on the body of a 
man who died from the bursting of an 
aneurism of the aorta. The deceased, it 
appeared by the evidence, was taken 
suddenly ill in a shop which he had en­
tered to make a purchase. He staggered 
into the stieet, and a doctor who was on 
the spot, seeing that he was covered 
with blood, asked the passers-by to as­
sist in taking charge of him. With the 
exception of a policeman they one and 
all refused, asking “ who was to pay 
them for their trouble.” At last a cab 
was procured and the dying man was re­
moved to the workhouse, but was dead 
on his arrival. Another incident of the 
same nature is recorded by a corre­
spondent of the Daily Telegraph, writ­
ing from Portsmouth. During the se­
vere gale on Sunday last, assistance was 
required by a boat off Ryde. The life 
boat was on the beach ready to be 
launched, but the men refused to put off 
until £5 was forthcoming. There was a 
crowd of between 400 and 500 people 
looking on. A subscription of a few 
pence all round would have produced 
the sum required to meet the chivalrous 
demand, yet the money was not raised, 
nor did any volunteers come forward to 
man the boat without a thought of rec­
ompense A man, supposed to be a local 
tradesman, chanced, however, to pass 
that way, and with wonderful prodigality 
produced a £5 note. The effect was 
electrical. The lifeboat was manned an d 
a rescue effected.

T h e  politeness of the Californian was 
well demonstrated at the recent big race 
at San Francisco. A man who lacked 
the lucre to secure him admission at the 
gate perched himself on a monument on 
Lone Mountain cemetery and composed 
himself to watch the flyers, when sud­
denly another fellow, reaching up, touch­
ed him on the leg. “ I want that seat, 
sir.” '‘Oh, you be damned.” “ Bat 
it’s my family tombstone. My grand­
mother lies buried here.” “ Oh!” said 
the sport, and accomodatingly climbed 
down.

L a r k in  G .  M e a d , the American 
sculptor, has vindicated his fame against 
the charges of the ambitious Italian 
stone cutter who claimed to be tbe de­
signer as well as the sculptor of Meade’s 
most important work, the Lincoln monu­
ment. In the suit brought by the stone­
cutter for compensation he was defeated, 
and upon appeal to the higher court he 
was again defeated. He is the same in­
dividual who has persistently slandered 
nearly all the American artists in Italy 
by altoerrig that the work claimed by 
nem was really done by their Italian 

workmen.
The latest estimate of Vanderbilt’s 

wealth places it at a hundred millions, 
and it is increasing every day. The old 
man has a large library which consists of 
scrap-books pasted full of government 
and other bonds. He could buy out 
half the crowned heads of Europe. No­
body, not even himself, knows the exact 
figures of his wealth. There is no 
danger of his following the road so dis­
astrously traveled by Daniel Drew, be­
cause he is more careful about scattering 
his promissory notes around, and sticks 
rigidly to his library of government- 
bond scrap-books. He is the richest 
man on the American continent.

R e p r e s e n t a t iv e  S c h l e ic h e r , Chair­
man of the House Committee on the 
Texas Border Troubles, has reported a 
bill for the protection of the Texas fron­
tier on the lower Rio Grande. It au 
thorizes and requires the President to 
station and keep on the Rio Grande 
river from its month to the northern 
boundary of the State of Tamaulipas, 
above Laredo, two regiments of cavalry 
in addition to the infantry for garrison 
duty, and to keep each troop to full 
strength of 100 privates. It also author­
izes the President, m view of the ina­
bility of the Mexican Government to 
prevent the inroads of lawless parties 
from Mexico into Texas, to order troops 
to, cross the Rio Giande, and use such 
means as may be found necessary to re­
cover stolen property and to check 
raids, guarding, however, against un­
necessary injury to the peaceful inhabit­
ants of Mexico.

T h e  G ro w th  o f  T a x a t io n  D u r in g  F i f t e e n  
T e a r s —A  S ta r t l in g  R e c o rd .

The New York Financial Bulletin 
gives, from every State government, 
official returns showing the taxation, 
debt and assessed valuation of taxable 
property of the respective States at the 
latest dates, and from like sources corre­
sponding figures for 1860, and from these 
facts we quote as follows:

From 1860 to 1875, inclusive, the pop­
ulation of the States increased from 
31,200,000 to 44,100,000, or 41.19 per 
cent. The assessed valuation of taxable 
property has risen from $12,547,900,000 
to $18,380,900,000, or at the rate ot 46.48 
per cent., or only 5.29 per cent, in excess 
of the ratio of gain in population; so 
that those who have maintained that 
valuation and not population is the true 
standard with which to compare taxation 
do not gain much by preferring that 
standard. Taxes for purely State ex­
penditures have grown from $27,200,000 
to $70,400,000, or at the rate of 158.44 
per cent.; and State debts have risen 
from $266,800,000 to $367,100,000, an 
increase of 37.99 per cent. It should be 
explained in reference to debts that the 
figures for 1875, so far as respects South­
ern States which have repudiated, in­
clude only the debt now recognized by 
the governments, and that Mississippi is 
charged in 1860 with the large debt 
Which that State has repudiated. To re­
capitulate:

Per cent
The population has increased 4119
The valuation on has increased 46.48
The taxe* have increased 158 44
The debt* have increased....... 37 9

Taxes have increased m nearly four 
fold the ratio of growth in population or 
valuation of taxable property. The States 
generally have yielded to the extravagant 
tendencies of the times and contributed 
an ample quota, along with the National 
Government and the counties and cities, 
toward enormously aggravating the pub­
lic burdens. It is gratifying to find, 
however, that the increase in the State 
debts falls below the rate of growth in 
population.

The ratio of increase in taxation and 
debt varies widely. Western and South­
ern and Southwestern States make by far 
the most favorable exhibit. In the 
Western States the percentage of in­
crease in taxation is 103.79, with an in­
crease of 163.84 per cent, in population; 
while the debts of that group of States 
show a reduction of 31.61 per cent. In 
the southern and southwestern division, 
there is an increase of 103 40 per cent, 
in taxes, with a decrease of 51.99 per 
cent, in the valuation (mainly owing to 
the emancipation .of slaves), and an in­
crease of 27.92 per cent, in population. 
Measured relatively with population and 
valuation, the Southern and Southwest­
ern States make a much less favorable 
showing than the West; but compare 
favorably with other sections. Their 
debts have been very largely augmented, 
the ratio being 83.08 per cent.; this per­
centage is likely to be materially dimin­
ished in some of the States to repudia- 
tory “ scaling” of bonded obligations.

By far the worst showing occurs in 
the New England group of States. The 
State taxes of that section have risen 
from $1,646,002 in 1860 to $10,456,377 in 
1875, and the debt from $8,645,853 to 
$46,476,898 ; the ratio of increase in the 
taxes being 535.26 per cent., and m the 
debt 437.56 per cent. Yet the increase 
of population in that section has been 
only 20.19 per cent., and tbe augmenta­
tion in valuation but 100.76 per cent. 
This is an astounding exhibit. It ap­
pears utterly inexplicable on any otner 
supposition than that New England, 
more than any other section of the 
Union, has yielded to the political ex­
travagances of the times. We are aware 
that New England contracted considera­
ble State debts for war purposes; and 
this may in some measure account for 
the enormous increase of 437.56 per 
cent, in State debts ; but this can only 
in small part account for the still larger 
increase of 535.26 in the State taxes.

The Middle States increased their 
State taxation from $6,647,875 in 1860 
to $19,165,804 in 1875, or at the rate of 
188.29 per cent.; while the valuation 
shows an increase of only 82.76 per 
cent., and the population a gam ot Dut 
31.45 per cent. The ueots of this sec­
tion have been reduced 2.69 per cent., 
New York and Pennsylvania having to­
gether paid off $18,300,000 of indebted­
ness. Here we have an increase of taxa­
tion out of all proportion to valuation or 
population, being in a double proportion 
to the former, and six-fold compared 
with the latter.

The Increased Cotton Yield.
It is well that tne people of the South 

should realize that the low prices of cot­
ton during this season are not caused as 
much by the large size of the particular 
crop now being marketed as by the steady 
yearly increase in the yield of the South 
m the past and the prospect of the con­
tinuance of that increase m the future. 
And while the consumption has also 
steadily increased, to the extent of using 
ail of the production, yet the price at 
which the raw staple has entered into 
consumption has been yearly becoming 
lower and lower, the result of the steadily 
increasing supply. The following sta­
tistics will show how regular the increase 
in the yield of the South has been since 
1822, and from them we may form some 
idea of what may be expected in the fu­
ture. The yields of 1875 and 1876 are 
of course only estimated, and the aggre 
gate yield of each decade is given as 
showing more clearly the average steady 
increase. It will be observed that the 
average weight of the bales has increased 
from about 300 pounds each in 1822 to 
about 480 pounds each in 1876. The 
yields of the five years from 1862 to 
1866 are omitted, as the south was too 
much disturbed to render statistics re­
liable :

Life in Silver Land.
The tourist, on first setting his foot 

down m this strange city, is struck by 
the startling phases of character which 
meet him on every hand. Every nation 
under the sun has its representative en­
tered here m the race for gold, and 
every situation in hfe may be encoun­
tered. With a gross population of fif­
teen thousand souls Virginia City sup 
ports no less than twenty gambling hells 
and two hundred saloons ; the cMnk of 
gold and silver resounds everywhere 
from early dawn till long after midnight. 
The mad puiRnit of wealth never halts, 
and the burning desii e to spend it when 
once it is secured knows no cessation. 
There aie men here with incomes of 
three hundred thousand dollars per 
month on the one hand, and shiv­
ering wretches without a farthing on the 
other.

The most startling illustration of the 
wonderful opportunities of the country 
has been the experience of what is popu­
larly known as the bonanza crowd, com­
posed of four men—John W. Mackay.
