Domestic harmony must be preserved 
when washing day comes, in order to 
insure fine weather, which is indispens­
able, as that ceremony is generally per­
formed out of doors.

A New Use for Musk.
At the late session of the Indiana In­

stitute of Homeopathy, at Indianopolis, 
Dr. Bray Fogle, of Louisville, read a re­
port upon the case of Miss Snead, of that 
city (the well-known correspondent, 
“ Miss Grundy.”) She had become ad­
dicted, through tho advice of her physi­
cians, to use stimulants, and to absorb­
ing an ounce of hydrate of chloral per 
-diem, and the doctor, being called in, 
cured her in ten days by large doses of 
musk, It was a most interesting esse, 
and evoked a spirited discussion.

Around the Farm.

Between hay and grass is a hard 
time for cattle. Corn is cheap and is 
well invested in good cattle.

As thebe is a surplus of horses in 
this country, a writer recommends tha$ 
arrangements be made to furnish the 
French meat market with fat horses.

Mb. O. Thompson, in the Rural 
World, states that" the hog product of 
Missouri is *6,000,000 anwnally, but that 
the cost of fencing against this same 
hog is $10,000,000 annually, being a 
loss on the hog of $4,000,000.

Mb. H o lbro o k , the originator of the 
Excelsior potato, has successfully used a 
composition in the cultivation of com 
that is made as follows: To one barrel 
of ground bone take three barrels of 
ashes and three pints of common salt. 
Mix well, saturate with water, and let it 
stand three weeks, and dry off with one 
barrel of plaster and one barrel of loam.

The different breeds of dogs exem­
plify the hereditary instincts. We see 
the rat terrier grubbing in the earth in 
search of vermin ; the untrained pointer 
often points when first taken to the 
field ; the shepherd dog shows a dis­
position to guard stock ; and the first 
instincts of hounds aie to trail—which 
verifies the old saying that a good hound 
is bred so.

Washington tells us that when he su­
perintended the care of his sheep the 
average weight of fleece was over five 
pounds, but after be had been absent 
from home for a few years the average 
weight was less than three pounds. 
Regularity in feeding sheep makes 
heavier fleeces and better wool than a 
feast on one day and a famine on another. 
A continual improvement should be 
taking place m the flock. At eveiy 
shearing time old sheep, and all that 
produce an infenor quality of wool, or a 
light fleece, should be culled out of the 
flock and put up to fatten.

I f  land is to  be pastured instead of 
having the crop gathered by the scythe 
or mower, it should be fed as it grows. 
It would not be profitable to mow a field 
every day; the harvest would be too 
small to pay for the labor, but cattle can 
gather the feed as it grows without 
much extra effort, while the grass will 
be in its very best condition. For the 
production t>f milk nothing has yet been 
found superior to the short, sweet, re­
cently-grown leaves of grass. If pas­
tures are understocked, or if they are 
turned into too late in the spring, the 
grass get* old and tough, and is rejected 
by the cattle unless they are very hungry.

Cows are not early risers. Unless 
disturbed they will he on a cold morn­
ing till the day gets well started; ap­
preciating the cheap warmth of a com­
fortable bed as much as the farmer him­
self. The horse is quite different, and 
bestirs himself nobody knows when. 
It is not often that we catch him nap­
ping, unless he is very tired.
He would look out every once 
in a while in the night, if he 
eould, and sec how the weather, 
goes. Last night, for the first time this 
winter, I  gave Ringbone the liberty of 
his box with an open east window twice 
as large as a horse collar. Rising at 
daybreak—for a wonder—I found the 
horse with its head out of that window, 
winking at the pleasant view, one might 
think, and calculating the charms of an 
early spring of grass like an old hay 
speculator.—Hartford Courani.

About the House.

'‘In polishing or washing door knobs 
or other articles projecting from a paint­
ed surface, protect the paint by slipping 
over the articles a piece of stout paste­
board or cloth, having a hole in the cen­
ter large enough to sHp it on.

Cleaning! Vessels.—All sorts of ves­
sels and utensils may be purified from 
long-retained smells of every kind in 
the easiest and most perfect manner, by 
rinsing them out well with charcoal pow­
der, after the grosser impurities have 
been scoured off with sand and potash.

Fig Pudding.—Half a pound of bread 
crumbs, half a pound figs, six ounces 
suet, six ounces brown sugar; mince the 
figs and suet nicely; a little salt, two 
eggs well beaten, nutmeg to taste ; boil 
in a mold four hours. Serve with wine 
sauce.

Fbench Jumbles.—One pound sugar, 
one-half pound butter, five eggs, flour 
enough to mix so as to roll out nicely ; 
flavor with two teaspoonfuls of vanilla ; 
before rolling the dough sprinkle the 
board with powdered sugar ; roll very 
thin and cut with biscuit-cutter.

Lemon Pie.—The juice and rind of 
one lemon grated into one cup of water, 
one cupful of loaf sugar, the yelks of 
two eggs, three tablespoonfuls flour. 
Frosting—Beat the whites of two eggs, 
add four tablespoonfuls white sugar, 
spread on tho pie, and bake lightly in 
the oven.

Porx and Beans, Boston Way.— 
Three pints of beans, soak over night, 
parboil until quite soft, not to break up; 
add salt and two tablespoonfuls of mo­
lasses, three-quarters of a pound of pork; 
scarify the pork, fill up with boiling 
water ; bake in an earthen pot in a good 
oven all day; keep adding boiling water; 
don’t allow them to become dry.

Citbon Cake.—Beat four eggs and 
add one pound and a quarter of sugar, 
three-quarters of a pound of butter, one 
and a half pounds of flour ; dissolve 
one teaspoonful of soda in a pint of 
milk, and add oqe teaspoon fill of lemon 
extract and half a nutmeg. Beat to­
gether, lastly adding one-half pound of 
citron, cut in thin pieces ; bake in a 
quick oven, not too hot.

A b e d  ink for marking clothes, which 
is not attacked by soap, alkalies or acids, 
is prepared as follows: Enough of finely- 
powdered cinmbar to form a moderate 
thick liquid is very intimately mixed 
with egg albumen previously diluted 
with an equal bulk of water and beaten

to a froth, and filtered through fine linen. 
Marks formed on cloth with this liquid 
by means of a quill are fixed after they 
have become dry by pressing the cloth 
on the other side with a hot iron. The 
ink will keep in well closed bottles for a 
long time without separation of the sus­
pended cinmbar. A black indelible ink 
is made of one and two-thirds parts of 
nitrate of silver in sixteen parts of dis 
tilled water and adding two parts of gum 
arabic and one third part of say-green.

A New Political Organization.
A political campaign organization 

called “ The National Reform League,” 
with headquarters in New York city, has 
been formed by gentlemen prominent in 
law and literature, but net much known 
in politics. Its inception dates from 
early April, and it already numbers 
about 100 members, distributed through 
thirty different States. The address of 
the executive committee to the country 
is dated New York, May 3, 1876, but it 
was finally approved at a meeting which 
was held in that city a few days ago. 
There were present Henry Randall 
Waite, editor of the International Re­
view, who has been specially active in 
organizing the League; Samuel C. An­
derson, of New Jersey, Gen. Franz Sigel, 
Kinahan Cornwallis, George Cary Eggle­
ston, and others. Resolutions were 
adopted designed to further the organ­
ization of branch “ national reform 
leagues” throughout the country, and 
an address of the executive committee 
to the people of the United States. It 
is signed by Henry Randall Waite, J. G. 
Holland, Franz Sigel, George H. Put­
nam, R. Heber Newton, George Cary 
Eggleston, and Kinahan Cornwallis, of 
New York; James Freeman Clarke, 
Henry T. Cheever, and Henry F. Bishop, 
of Massachusetts; M. S. Dudley, of 
Connectieut; Samuel C. Anderson, and 
R. W. Weeks, of New Jersey; John Sill, 
of Pennsylvania ; James D. Browne, of 
Virginia; R. Brinkerhoff and M. D. 
Harter, of Ohio, and John W. Hoyt, of 
Wisconsin. The address declares that 
“ the members of the National Reform 
League will stand pledged to the use of 
all legitimate means for securing the 
nomination and election to the Chief 
Magistracy of the nation, and to all 
minor offices, national, State and local, 
of men who shall worthily represent the 
people and the institutions of the Unit­
ed States.”

Austria Preparing for War.
The Government here is preparing for 

the gravest eventualities. It knows that 
among the Bulgarians Panslavic agita­
tors are actively at work, and that soon 
the revolutionary flies may break out in 
the ravines of the Balkan. The false 
news of the abdication of the Czar Alex 
ander was received with the greatest joy 
by all the Austrian and Turkish Slaves ; 
the contradiction of it is not believed, 
and as the Czarowitz, without or with rea­
son, is regarded as the head of Panslav­
ism, the revolutionary fire increases 
among the Austrian Slaves. Almost 
daily fresh measures taken by the Ad­
ministration of War become known to 
the public, each one in itself insignifi­
cant, but altogether affording a proof 
that every preparation is being made for 
a rapid movement of the troops; and all 
the details of organization neceisary for 
an army in active service are being ar­
ranged, in case Austria should be com­
pelled at last to proceed to extremities. 
In the arsenals at Vienna and Pola work 
is carried on without in te rm ission . Both 
the Danube, monitors have been armed 
and will'go to Semlin, opposite Belgrade. 
The formation of a corps of messengers 
on horseback over 3,000 men strong 
fiom the cavalry regiments has been or­
dered, and it has been decided that the 
Austrian Landwehr and Hungarian Hon- 
veds shall be attached to the standing 
army, so that each regiment will be at 
least stronger by a battalion when it takes 
the field, and besides these sufficient 
troops remain in the depots and garri­
sons to man the fortresses. Austria, as 
I  have said, has not yet drawn the eftvord, 
but her hand is on the hilt.— Vienna 
Cor. London Standard.

An Act of Courtesy.
According to a well defined rule of 

etiquette, it is a lady’s place to bow first 
to a’ gentleman who has been presented 
to her. But many ladies wait for the 
first demonstration to come from the op­
posite sex. “ I  can’t take the initiative, 
and bow to a comparative strange gen­
tleman,” says Miss Precision. “ How 
embarrassed I  should be if he failed to 
recognize me!” If any number of 
women feel thus, the point of etiquette 
should be changed in order to save their 
sensibilities. In truth, however, the ob­
jection is not well made. There is not 
the smallest danger that any man, pre 
Burning him, of necessity, to be a gentle­
man, at least in respect to his observing 
the ordinary forms of courtesy, would 
refuse or hesitate to return tbe ac­
knowledgment of a woman, even though 
he might not have the remotest recollec­
tion of ever having seen her before, or 
though he were convinced she had con­
founded him with somebody else. And 
the fact that he had been recognized by a 
woman would be the strongest presump­
tive evidence that he had been presented 
to her. The truth is, women are so ac­
customed to men paying court to them, 
that they cannot reconcile themselves to 
making the first advances in anything—■ 
not even m every-day courtesy.

Tlie Home Doctor.
FOB SICK HEADACHE.

Two teaspoonfuls of finely powdered 
charcoal, drank in half a tumbler of 
water, will often give rehef to the head­
ache, when caused, as in most cases it is, 
by a superabundance of acid m the 
stomach.

BUBNS AND SCALDS.
For burns and scalds take the white of 

an egg and apply immediately as a plas­
ter, and the pam will cease almost m- 
Stantly. This receipt is nearly* always 
on hand in most families, and nothing 
can be found better.

TO BREAK UP CHILLS.
Take gum camphor, one ounce, fill a 

small flannel sack, and wear it on the 
breast. It may be pinned to the under­
clothing and worn next to the skin. The 
camphor soon evaporates, when the sack 
should be refilled, if necessary. I have 
cured chills with this when all ague rem­
edies would have no effect.
TO CUBE WHITE SWELLING OR SCROFULA.

Scrape common elder bark, bitter 
sweet, mullein leaves—equal parts. Boil 
together in a little water; then put in a 
little golden seal. Stew all in fresh but­
ter and mutton tallow, equal parts, until 
well done. Then strain and put back in 
pot, and put in beeswax and pme tar. 
Stew them all together. For use, spread 
on a cloth and apply as a poultice.

SWEET OIL FOB POISON.
A farmer writes to the College Cou 

rant : It is now over twenty years since 
I heard that sweet oil would cure the bite 
of a rattlesnake, not knowing that it 
would cure other kinds of poison. Prac­
tice and experience have taught me that 
it will cure poison of any kind, both on 
man and beast. The patient must take 
a spoonful of it internally, and bathe the 
wound for a cure. To cure a horse, it 
takes eight times as much as for a man. 
One of the most extreme cases of snake 
bite occurred eleven years ago. It had 
been of thirty days’ standing, and the 
patient had been given up by his physi­
cians. I gave him a spoonful of the oil, 
which effected a cure. It will cure bloat 
in cattle caused by fresh clover. It will 
cure the stings of bees, spiders, or other 
insects, and persons who have been poi­
soned by a low running vine called ivy. 

b a b ie s ’ b a t h s .
A physician says : “ For the ‘wind 

in the stomach ’ children are thought to 
have, for their tiresome crying, and for 
their restlessness and worrying at night 
with which they are afflicted, if the 
warm bath were resorted to oftener in­
stead of using soothing syrups and 
worse nostrums, it would be far better 
for the children.” In preparing warm 
baths for infants, great care should be 
taken not to have the water too hot. A 
lady remarks on this subject: “ When 
my child was sick one night the doctor 
ordered the hot bath. The lady who 
was with me got the water ready, and 
said it was all right. Just as she was 
gomg to put the child m I  said, ‘ Put 
yonr elbow into the water first.’ She 
did so and found it altogether too hot. 
In washing my babies I often find the 
water that is agreeable to my hands not 
so to my flesh that is kept covered with 
clothing, which leads me to thmk often­
times babies are tortured, and even in­
jured, by giving them a bath in water 
that is too hot.”

THE TREATMENT OF DIARRHCEA.
In a paper in Virchow’s Archiv, Dr. 

Hartsen observes that diarrhoea of all 
sorts goes along with an irritable state 
of the intestinal canal, and any increase 
of tms irritability is to be carefully 
avoided. He considers that the more 
usual astringents are, in addition, irri­
tants ; and he instances among them the 
salts of load, zinc, and bismuth. In all 
cases soothing means should first be 
adopted ; and of these, warm applica­
tions to the abdomen, in the form of 
bread poultices, or fomentations, aie 
perhaps the best. The chief medicine 
recommended is opium, which soothes, 
but, in large doses, interferes with di­
gestion. If the diarrhoea be so violent 
as to hinder the absorption of opium in­
troduced into the stomach, then mor­
phia should be injected subcutaneously. 
Of equal importance is the diet. If the 
person be strong, everythmg, both 
solid and fluid, snould be withheld; 
but, where this cannot be done, the food 
should be of the lightest and simplest. 
The author especially refers to rice and 
arrowroot as simple vegetable diets, 
while any animal food given should be 
free from fat. Milk should not be too 
much used, and in any case should he 
boiled.

Uucle William Worried.
Somebody has been telling a story 

about the way Uncle William Allen was 
outdone by “ a little pennyroyal bull.” 
Uncle William, on his morning walk, 
found the calf in his early corn, and he 
started in after the intruder. He 
“ shewed” at it, but the calf was un­
moved. Then he said something sky 
blue, but the calf was as calm as Uncle 
William Allen was the morning after the 
last election. Then, says the story, “he 
made a dash for the brute, who, seeing 
that ttys attack really meapt business, 
started off on a run, with a snort of d -  
fiance. Close upon his heels came Un­
cle William, now thoroughly waked up. 
For a time it was a lively race, but in 
the end the calf won, and exhausted and 
disgusted, the human gave up to the 
brute, and panting for breath, leaned up 
against a friendly fence rail for support. 
As soon as breath returned, Uncle Will­
iam thus addressed himself to a small 
colored servant who had been quietly 
enjoying the sport from his outlook in 
the shade: ‘ I  have served in the Assem­
bly of the nation as the pefcr of some of 
the greatest men the country ever pro 
duce l̂, and none of them in debate ever 
worried me so much as that double- 
blanked little pennyroyal bull.’ ”

Eyes and Cold Water.
The American Journal of Health and 

Medicine says : “ The aquatic furor has 
becon e so general that, for the simple 
reason that cold water is pure, natural 
product, it is claimed to be a universal 
and beneficial application. Arsenic is a 
pure, natural and simple product; so is 
prussic acid, as obtained from a peach 
kernel. A single drop of tobacco oil 
will kill a cat or dog in five minutes.

“ Many persons are daily ruining their 
eyes by opening them in cold water, 
mornings. Gold water will roughen the 
hands, and much more will it do so to 
the manifold more delicate covering of 
the eye ; or the eye will, in self-defense, 
become scaly in the manner of fish ; that 
is, the eoate of the eye will thicken, 
constituting a species of cataract, which 
must impair the sight. That water, cold 
and harsh aa it is, should be applied to 
tho eye for curative purposes in place of 
that warm, soft, lubricating fluid which 
nature manufactures just for that pur­
pose, indicates great thoughtlessness or 
gieat mental obliquity. Nothing 
stronger than lukewarm water should 
ever be applied to the eye, except by 
medical advice, and under special med­
ical supervision.”

Cold Aprils.
Since the beginning of the contury 

forty-four Aprils were quite free from 
frost, and even snow, which latter is a 
most uncommon phenomenon for that 
month m most temperate climates of 
Europe. The frosty Aprils occur in 
series, viz., 1806 and 1807, when nine 
hoar frosts were observod : 1808 and 
1809, with nme frosts also ; finally, our 
present senes, which began m 1873. 
As another instance of the severity of 
this winter, it may be mentioned that 
the sea from Kertch to Tmutaracan has 
been frozen over this year for tbe first 
time since 1068.

—From a Port Huron dispatch to the Detroit 
News: A well-concerted action on the part 
of our influential citizens, to seoure if possible 
the location of the Grand Trunk railway shops 
at Fort Gratiot is on foot, and telegrams show­
ing the disposition of the people to favor the 
location of these shops here, have been sent 
to manager Hickson, at Montreal, requesting 
him to defer a final decision m locating else­
where until such construction may be put on 
the law as will permit the Grand Trunk Com­
pany to erect smtable building* for the accom­
modation of their business here. The disposi­
tion of the railway company is to locate here, 
unless too many obstructions are advanced 
through the construction of the law by the 
military authorities here. The action of the 
Port Huron merchants m thanking the ladies 
of Sarnia for their patronage, through the 
press of that town, is beginning to arouse the 
customs officials on that side, as they say they 
do not get much dutiee from that source.

—In a street Wiffray at Millington, one day 
last week, Wm.

The knife entered 
the neck just forward of the jugular vein, 
and was driven through by the force of the 
blow, nearly severing the windpipe and inflict­
ing a terrible wound three inches downward. 
Medical aid was immediately summoned and 
the wounded man placed under tne most skill­
ful treatment. The doctors thmk he cannot 
possibly recover. The next day Jeffries went 
to Vassar and delivered lumaelf up to the au- 
thouties. saying that hs had atabhed a man, 
and showing the knife with which he per­
formed the deed. A difficulty had arisen from 
some poisoned cattle, and m trying to settle 
they got mto a dispute which resulted as above. 
Jeffries gave himself up to avoid the mob 
which threatened to hang him if they eould 
find him.

A special dispatch from Grand Bapids 
says “ There is great excitement m the city 
over the arrest of a prominent business man, 
Jeremiah W. Boynton, and one of his em­
ploye*, James Babe, for arson. Ths police 
authorities got a clue recently leading to the 
arrest of Babe, who made a full confession 
that he burned the Alaska flouring mills four 
years ago, having been employed to do ao by 
Boynton and his partner, Fayette McIntyre, 
who owned the mill. They received $10,000 
naurance. Babe also confessed to burning 
another building m the northern part of the 
county for which Boynton received $1,000 in 
surance. Babe declares that he was promised 
a handsome sum of money from Boynton for 
committing the crime, but never received any­
thing. He is now m jail. Boynton is the 
manager of the Grand Bapids and Seed’s Lake 
railway, and although a man of great business 
capacity he has not always had the confidence 
of his associates. Two ytars ago his store 
building and stock of good* were d̂ atroyed in 
a mysterious manner by fire, and it is now sur­
mised that he fired it.”

I mmense W ir e  R opes.-Commodore 
Shufeldt has ordered the proper au­
thorities of the Boston navy yard to 
make several five-inch steel wire haw­
sers. There will probably be the lar­
gest wire ropes ever made The Navy 
Department has use for immense haw­
sers to tow monitors and vessels in dis 
tress. They are put on board the 
men-of-war for use when required. 
The usual appliance is a 12 inch hemp 
rope, but it swells with wet, and gets 
very heavy by absorption of water 
The steel wire hawsers will be seven 
inches less in diameter,'much hghtei, 
non absorbent, more pliable and dur­
able, and in every respect better. 
This is a curious and, in fact, won­
derful advance in the application of 
steel anduron to commercial use. A 
hemp hawser, 12 inches thick, is a 
wounderful tiling in itself, but a cteel 
wire haw.er, five inches in thickness, 
better answering the same purpose, 
is something fruitful of th ught to 
the student in shipbuilding and rig­
ging —New Yovk Bulletin.

G e n e r a l .
In the Methodist general conference, m

The Senate, m executive session, 
confirmed the nominations.

The new Mayor of Chicago, Mr. Hoyna, has 
made some appointments as follows • Hon. B. 
P. Derrickson to be City Comptroller in place 
of S. S. Hayes, and Hon. Elliott Anthony as 
Corporation Counsel. Police Marshal Goodell, 
Building Inspector Bailey, and the entire Board 
of Health, with the exception of Dr. McYick- 
ar, the President, are removed.

P resident Grant is reported to have said to 
Gov. Kellogg that the latter displayed but little 
wisdom in asking for United States troops. 
Kellogg, the President said, had enough men 
and means at his own disposal to put down dis­
orders and maintain peace. He should be at 
his post instead of trying to complicate the 
Government with State affairs.

secretary Bobeson has wiitten a letter to 
the Chairman of the House Committee on Naval 
Affairs demanding for himself and every of­
ficer m his department against whom charges 
have been leveled a healing in open session of 
the committee.

Crimes a n d  cnmlnals.
A stage %as overhauled near Dallas, Tex., 

one day last week, by a band of robbers, who 
hailed the driver in the customary maimer. 
They secured $7,000 booty, took the best horses 
from the traces, shot their own, and started 
for the Indian Nation.

At Brooklyn, N. Y., one night last week, 
Henry L. Bull, President of Bull’s Patent Arms 
Manufacturing Company, cut the throat of 
William Hersey, a workman m his employ, who 
died m a few minutes. Bull states that hs 
killed Hersey in self-defense.

F ir e s  a n d  C a s u a lt ie s .
There was a collision on the Mississippi 

river, near Dubuque, Iowa, one night last week. 
The freight steamer Colossal was running on 
the wrong side of the river, and durmg a thun­
der storm struck a tug that was towing a raft, 
sending her to the bottom. Two men who 
were sleeping soundly at the time were 
drowned.

The steamer Pat Cleibume exploded her 
boiler near Shawneetown, 111., on the Ohio 
river, one night last week. Six persons were 
killed and a number of the crew and passen­
gers were badly scalded.

The boiler of a locomotive exploded a t Chi­
cago one day last week, badly scalding five 
men, none of whom are m jured  fatally, how­
ever. T he top of th e  boiler and steam  cap 
were carried a  distance of 700 feet, where they 
struck a derrick and cu t it  off about fifty feet 
from  the  base.

F our men were killed near Wilmington, Del., 
a few days ago, by an explosion at Dupout’s 
powder mill.

A dispatch from Gloucester, Mass., reports 
that duung the present year five fishing ves­
sels and forty-seven lives have been lost in the 
fisheries there.

X’olitlosil.
The platform adopted by the Iowa Demo­

crats favors the immediate repeal of the Be- 
sumption act of 1875. The delegates appointed 
are mostly for Tilden.

No instructions were given to the delegates 
chosen by the New Jersey Bepubhcan con­
vention, but a majority are supposed to be 
friends of Blame.

Wm. Allen is the favorite of the Ohio 
Demociaoy for the Presidency. The names of 
Thurman and Pendleton aroused but slight en­
thusiasm.

Senator Morton is the first choice of the 
Tennessee delegates to the Cincinnati conven­
tion.

Alabama’s delegation to Cincinnati are not 
instructed, but will work for Bristow.

The National Prohibitionists, m convention 
at Cleveland, nominated Gen. Green Clay 
Smith of Kentucky, for the Presidency, and 
G. T. Stewart, of Ohio, for Vice-president.

Blaine is the first choioe of the six Bepub- 
lican delegates from Delaware. Tho twenty- 
four from Kentucky are instructed to vote for 
Bustow first, last and all the time.

P eter Cooper, of New York, and Senator 
Newton Booth, of California, have been nom­
inated foi President and Vice-president re­
spectively by the National Independent or 
Greenback paity at the convention held in 
Indianapolis. Eesolutions were adopted de­
manding the ropeal of the Specie Eesnmption 
act of 1875. Mr. Cooper publicly declared 
that he would decline tho nomination, but 
hoped that ex Gov. Wm. Allen would be chosen 
instead.

The Kansas Democratic convention passed 
resolutions demanding tbo immediate repeal of 
the act pioviding for the resumption of specie 
payments. The delegates are instructed m 
favor of Hendncks.

J ohn Sherman, Jr., senior member of the 
banking film of Sherman & Grant, has been 
nominated as United States Marshal for New 
Mexico.

Senator Spencer, of Alabama, who was ac­
cused of securing his election by fraudulent 
means, has been acquitted by a Senate com­
mittee of inquiry.

New J ersey’s delegates to the Democratic 
National convention are instructed to vote for 
ex-Gov. Joel Parker as President of these 
United States. The platform declares for hard 
money.

K a l l r o a d  I n t e l l i g e n c e *

Nearly all the railroads m  the West and 
South will carry delegates and others to the 
Cincinnati com ention at one full fare for the 
round trip. Some few lines will charge an ad­
vance on these rates, hut none moie than one 
and one-Lalf full fares.

A plan for compelling the Pacific railroad 
companies to commence providing for the pay­
ment of their debts to the Government has 
been matured by the House Judiciary Commit­
tee. It contemplates, in the case of the Union 
Pacific, that $750,000 shall beset apart an­
nually for ten years, and $1,000,000 annually 
thereafter, until tho sinking fund thus created 
shall wipe out the bonds advanced to the com­
pany by the Government.

Tom ScoTr and h is friends having failed to  
secure Congiessional aid for the  Texas Pacific, 
have determ ined to  go to  work m  their own 
behalf, and are  now contracting for steel and 
iron rails to build 120 milss of the  Texas Pa­

cific railroad west of Fort Worth. The road is 
to be completed thus far m August.

F in a n c ia l  a n d  In d u str ia l.
The Governing Committee of tho New York 

Exchange have agreed to place Louisiana bonds 
on the call list of the exchange, from which 
they have been excluded for the paet twoyeare.

The dieplay of $3,000,000 worth of diamonde 
from Brazil will not be made at the Philadel­
phia Expoeition, as the Commissioner was in­
formed at the Custom-house that he would be 
required to give his personal bond for twice 
this sum before the valuables can be taken from 
the Custom-house to guarantee against then 
sale.

F orcx^n .
An id tianqml at Salomes. Six of tho ring­

leaders m the butchery of the Fieuch and Ger­
man consuls have been publicly oxecuted.

T he Mussulman inhabitants of Piedon, a 
small town in Bosnia attacked the Christian 
quarter, and butchered over 100, including 
women and children.

Secretary F ish  has received a telegram in­
forming mm that Matamoras, Mexico, has been 
evacuated by the insurgents, and is now under 
the caieof the American Consul.

E fports from Cuba bung particulars of 
various skumishes, resulting mostly in favor 
of the msuigents. Two hundred wounded 
Spanish soldier* are said to have been brought 
into Cardenas a shoit time since. It is said 
the Government is shortly to levy additional 
duties on sugar and leaf tobacco.

D iaz, the Mexican revolutionary leader, fled 
from Matamoras, and that city has been occu­
pied by the Government forces under Esco­
bedo.

The European powers have agreed upon a 
basis for the settlement of the vexed Turkish 
(or Eastern) question at least, for the present. 
By the new plan the Christians in Turkey are 
to be protected, and the revolting provinces 
are to have pretty much all the privileges they 
have contended for.

Two Austrian counts and a simple Herr 
with almost unpronounceable names have suc­
cessively refused the appointment of Ambas­
sador at Pans. The Herr expressed the opin­
ion that it was improper for Austria to main­
tain an embassy m a republic.

F our Greek sailors, who mutinied and mur­
dered the three officers of the British ship Len- 
nie, in the channel, some months since, weie 
executed at Newgate last week.

T hursday, May 18.—Senate.—Consideration 
of the articles of impeachment was resumed w ith 
Closed doors, but, without arriving at a decision 
upon the question of jurisdiction, the doors were 
reopened . .Morton submitted a resolution, which 
was adopted, instructing the committee now inves­
tigating the laet election m Mississippi to inquire 
into the recent alleged killing of people at Bayou 
Tunica, in that State 'House bill authorizing the 
appointment of receiveis of national banks and for 
other purposes was passed.

House.—George M, Adams, Chrh of the House, 
asked for an investigation into the charges made 
against him through the columns of a ccrtaia 
Chicago newspapei.

A resolution was adopted in­
structing the Appropriations Committee to inquire 
into the expediency of making a change in the 
present system of public printing Randall re­
ported to the House the Indian Appropriation bill. 
I t  appropriates $3,905,771, and provides for the 
transferof the Indian bureau to the IV ar depart­
ment.

F riday, May 19.—Senate.—The question of 
jurisdiction m the Belknap case was again debated
m secret session, without arriving at a decision__
Very little legislative busmess, and that of an unim­
portant character, was transacted.

House.—Morrison offered a resolution for an 
adjournment on the 12th of June, but it was not 
acted on ....T he  committee which has been inves­
tigating the affairs of the Freedman’s bank made 
a report, m which the management of that institu­
tion is arraigned in severe terms. I t  recom­
mends the indictment and punishment of Henry D 
Cooke, Lewis Clephane, Hallet Kfibourn and J. O. 
Evans The Naval Appropriation bill was under 
consideration The bill confirming to Missouri 
all the lands therein selected as swamp and over­
flowed land* was passed An effort was made to 
have inserted in  the Record a personal allusion of 
Singleton to Garfield on Wednesday in the debate, 
which had been stricken out at the instance of 
Lamar A motion of Randall to lay the matter on 
the table was carried.

Saturday, May 20.—Senate.—Morton, from 
the Committee on Privileges and Elections, sub­
mitted a r*por in the case of Spencer (Ala ), exon 
crating him from the charge of bribery in secur-ng 
his election to the Senate. The report was ordered 
printed . The Senate then went into secret ses­
sion on the question of jurisdiction in  the im­
peachment matter, and Boutwell spoke in opposi­
tion.

House.—Cate (Wis.) rose to a personal explana­
tion.

Representatives was tabled by a strict; party vote.

Tuesday, May 23 Sena te  — ConUmg, from  
the Committee on Foreign Relations, reported, 
with amendments, tbe House joint resolution sug­
gesting the intercession of the United States to 
secure the release of E. O’M. Condon, who is now 
confined m an English prison. Laid over After 
reports on a number of bills of an unimportant 
character, consideration of the articles of impeach­
ment was resumed with closed doors. No decision 
was reached.

House.—The House went into committee of the 
whole on the Naval Appropriation bill, the question 
being on the discontinuance of certain na\y  yards. 
After considerable debate a compromise was effect­
ed, whereby the sum of $85,000 was appropriated 
for the civil establishment of the various yards, 
and the Secretary of the Navy is directed to ap­
point a commission, consisting of the three highest 
officers of tk e navy, whose duty it shall be to re- 
port to the next session of Congress what navy 
yards can be dispensed with and abandoned.

OLD HICKORY.
R e m in isc e n c e , o f  P e rso n *  a n d  E v e n ts  

D u rin g  th e  T*vo T e rm i o f  G en . J a c k s o n ’s 
Presidency^
No man of this country or of any other 

ever possessed in a greater degree the 
confidence of 'the people, or excelled in 
personal popularity with the masses, 
than Andrew Jafckson, of Tennessee. 
Politicians were not always satisfied with 
him, not even those.who had largely par­
ticipated in the success of the party that 
twice elected him to the Presidential of­
fice; but the people were ever with him, 
and believed in his honest, devoted pa­
triotism, stood by him m every act in his 
administration of public affairs, when 
political leaders of the pat ty were alarmed 
if not disaffected at times by the bold, 
aggressive movements of the brave and 
mtiepid soldier. It is related of a Penn­
sylvania farmer, who having sold, in 
Philadelphia, a wagon load of products 
from his farm some twenty miles back in 
the country, was offered in payment the 
notes of the United Stab's bank, then at 
a premium of one per cent, over the 
State bank circulation, when to the sur­
prise of the purchaser he declined to 
take them in payment, simply saying that 
Gen. Jackson had said the bank was bad 
and conupt, and therefore he did not 
care to have anything to do with it.

A true and staunch friend, he never 
was known to abandon any one in whom 
he had placed confidence, or for whom 
he had any friendly feeling, although the 
whole world might go against his views 
and opinions. He was ever the defend 
er of the weak against the strong, and 
no man ever surpassed the old hero in 
his chivalric appreciation of woman, or 
in his disposition to protect and defend 
her at all times against any species of 
aggression or persecution. This noble 
disposition had been increased in him 
m consequence of the base and dastard­
ly attack that was made on his domestic 
life durmg the canvass for his first Pres­
idential term, and even upon the be­
loved partner of his joys and sorrows, 
whose hfe, it is beheved, was shortened 
by such attacks and persecutions.

This trait in his character for gal­
lant defense of woman was brought 
fully into action on the memor­
able embroilment in Washing­
ton society in 1831, in which the mem­
bers of his Cabinet and their families 
were principally and immediately inter­
ested. Reference is here made to the 
unpleasant condition of affairs immedi­
ately preceding the dissolution of the 
Cabinet in that year. The rupture that 
had taken place between Gen. Jackson 
and Mr. Calhoun, to which more partic­
ular allusion will be made further on, was 
soon followed by an event naturally to 
follow as a consequence—that of break­
ing up the President’s Cabinet. Sev­
eral members classed as the political 
friends of Mr. Calhoun could not be ex­
pected to remain as ministers to Gen. 
Jackson while adhering to that gentle­
man. This dissolution of the Cabinet, 
however, was hastened and more imme­
diately brought about by the embroil­
ment in high society referred to above. 
The main difficulty and source of these 
trouoles in society, as the General be­
lieved, arose from a wanton and unpro­
voked persecution on the part of the Cal 
houmtes, oi the family of his friend and 
favored minister, Gen. Eaton, then Sec­
retary of War, aimed as an indirect at­
tack on himself, and similar m < ffect to 
the dastardly war made on his own do­
mestic peace during his first candidacy 
for the Presidential office.

Mr. Samuel D. Ingham, the Secretary 
of the Treasury, visited the President at 
the suggestion of Col. R. M. Johnson, 
of Kentucky, the reputed slayer of Te- 
cumseh, to see if some harmonious com­
promise could not be made whereby he 
arid others could remain m position— 
for although friends and admirers of Mr. 
Calhoun, and therefore necessarily and 
to some extent disaffected toward Gen. 
Jackson, yet they seemed desirous, to 
use a modem phrase—to stick; but the 
President was far from being conciliated, 
and as Mr. Ingham reported back to Col. 
Johnson, he had become very violent, 
and, as he remarked under considerable 
excitement, that he would never again 
undertake such a mission, for the Presi­
dent was not only violent, but seemed to 
roar at him like a maddened lion. Col. 
Johnson said he would go to him and 
see if the lion would roar at him ; pos­
sibly the old hero had roared enough for 
that occasion, for he received the Col­
onel, for whom he had a high regard, 
with that impressive dignity that was 
never surpassed by any official in receiv­
ing those who approached him, especial­
ly under such extraordinary circum­
stances as then existed. Col. Johnson 
warmly deprecated the course affairs 
were taking—that they would lead to a 
breaking up of his Cabinet, and feared 
that the people of the country would be­
come alarmed and disaffected at so un­
usual an event. The President, in his 
determined manner, assured him that he 
need not entertain any apprehensions 
with regard to the reception of such an 
occurrence by the people, who would, 
in their accustomed common-sense way 
of lookmg at causes and effects, be but 
little concerned by the changes which 
might take place in his Cabinet.

The result was foreseen by Col. John 
son—the Cabmet was dissolved, and as 
foreseen by the President the people 
seemed to care but little about it. Mr. 
Van Buren, Secretary of State, and Gen. 
Eaton, Secretary of War, being the 
special, personal, and political fnends 
of Gen. Jackson, having tendered tHeir 
resignations, the balance of his Cabinet 
were, of course, necessitated to follow 
their example, thus terminating a coun­
cil to the President m which Mr. Cal 
houn had been largely represented, and 
which, consequently, could no longer 
be palatable to the President. Gen. 
Eaton and his family went to Florida, 
where he had been appointed Governor, 
and subsequently as Minister to Spain. 
Mr. Van Buren went as Minister to Eng­
land, and the rest of that famous Cab­
inet retired from public to private life, 
from whence they never afterward 
emerged.

In the election for President which 
took place in 1832, the successful ticket 
before tne people bore the name of the 
old hero of New Orleans for President, 
with that of Mr. Yan Buren for Vice-Presi­
dent, and their inauguration took place 
amid great party rejoicings on the 1th of 
March, 1833, being the second term of 
Gen. Jackson.

A great change had taken place m the 
political as well as personal relations of 
the distinguished leaders who had fig­
ured so prominently in the exciting 
movements of the previous four years. 
Mr. Clay had again been beaten, and the 
political fend between him and the Pres­
ident had increased in bitterness, assum­
ing constantly thereafter personal dis­
like and antipathy. Mr. Van Rnrenhad 
succeeded Mr. Calhoun to the Vice pres­
idency, and was now to preside over the 
Senate, ir which the-latter was to be sim­
ply a Senator; nor was this all of the dis­
comfiture of the ambitious South Caro­
linian. The strong ties of personal and 
pohtical friendship that had so long ex­
isted between him and Gen. Jackson had 
been suddenly and violently severed— 
never to be restored again. It had been 
discoveied to Gen. Jackson through the 
revelations of Wm. H. Crawford, of 
Georgia, who had been a member of Mr. 
Monroe’s Cabmet during the time that 
Gen. Jackson had control of military af­
fairs m Florida, that instead of Mr. Cal­
houn (also of Mr. Monroe’s Cabinet) 
having defended him against serious 
charges brought up in Cabinet for tran­
scending his powers and authority in 
Floiida, he was for strict investigation, 
and for such punishment as the extraor­
dinary circumstances demanded; and 
that it was Mr. John Quincy Adams who 
had on that critical occasion espoused 
his cause and defended him against any 
extreme proceedings on the part of the 
Government.

This discovery was a sad blow and a 
great surprise to Gen. Jackson, for he 
had been for a number of years firmly 
under the impression that it was to Mr. 
Calhoun that he was indebted for such 
friendly aid and defense at so critical a 
period, and the discovery, to a man of 
his temperament, having an extreme 
sensitiveness about everything that con­
cerned his military fame, naturally awak­
ened no ordinary indignation and resent­
ment. A correspondence ensued be­
tween him and Mr. Calhoun, which had 
no effect whatever m healing the breach 
in their friendshm; but, on the contrary, 
it only widened it, and the General, get 
ting mad, abruptly closed the corre­

spondence with the deprecatory address 
of Cmsar to Brutus, “ J3t tu Brute 

This unfortunate severance of the old 
ties of personal and pohtical friendship 
between the President and Mr. Calhoun 
was in every way disastrous and fatal 
to the latter. Mr. Van Buren succeeded 
to the place in the affections of the 
President that had but so lately been oc­
cupied by Mr. Calhoun, and in conse­
quence Mr. Van Buren was placed on 
the ticket in 1832 for the office of Vice 
President, with the clearly defined will 
and pleasure of the old hero that he 
should succeed him in the Presidency. 
This assertion of the influence and power 
of Gen. Jackson, based on his unequaled 
popularity with the people to nominate 
his successor, and to have him chosen 
by the people, will be fully sustained by 
the history of the times—and that not 
only did this great influence and the 
power of his name extend to his imme­
diate successor, but will apply also to 
the nomination and election of Mr. 
Polk in 1844.

These sudden and overwhelming re­
verses in Mr. Calhoun’s political and 
personal fortunes made him well nigh a 
deaperato man. Seeing that he was no 
longer in the line of “ safe precedents,” 
and that the aspiring son of New York 
had stepped in and jostled him from his 
ambitious path, where but a short while 
before he seemed so secure for the high 
prize m view, and that there remained 
no possible hope for him to regain his 
former happy footing, he in an evil hour 
resorted to his celebrated nullification 
doctrine.

There has scarcely been in the coun­
try greater excitement than that which 
arose from the discussions m the Senate 
on the tariff question during the session 
of 1832-’33. South Carolina, under the 
lead of her heretofore popular and dis­
tinguished son, Mr. Calhoun, had as­
sumed the fearful attitude of angry and 
almost belligerent opposition to the exe­
cution of the revenue laws, and at no 
time probably had there been graver ap­
prehensions for the future of the coun­
try than existed then. It was but the. 
dark, gloomy omen and forerunner of 
what was to follow afterward in 1861, and 
the dread and dismay which then op­
pressed the hearts of all patriots simply 
foreshadowed the honors that came upon 
the land from 1861 to 1865.

Gen. Jackson issued his famous proc 
tarnation warning the people of South 
Carolina against any disaffection
to the Government, or any at­
tempt to resist thq due execution of 
laws made by the high authority of Con­
gress, and followed this great address 
by sending troops to Charleston under 
the command of Gen. Scott to guaran­
tee and enforce, if need was, the execu­
tion of the revenue laws.

During this eminently critical period 
threatening the national peace, Mr. Cal­
houn arose in his place in the Senate 
and made the following alarming declara­
tion that South Carolina was in “ battle 
array,’’ready to resist the execution of 
the iniquitous revenue laws for the col­
lection of revenue under an unjust and 
unconstitutional tariff. Such was the 
dread and fearful impression made on 
the minds of Senators and the crowded 
audience that for a while the feeling was 
intensely oppressive and painful, for 
it was known that Gen. Jackson was in­
tently watching every movement on the 
part of the political leaders of South 
Carolina, and that had there been an 
overt act in the way of resistance, going 
so far as to the shedding of blood after 
such a speech, there was no knowing 
what dire results would have happened 
from the stern determination of the 
great and patriotic chief then at the 
head of public affairs, who it was well 
known would never compromise m any 
way for the violation of the laws of his 
country. It was at this momentous 
juncture, when Mr. Oalhoun had so 
startled and alarmed Senators and 
audience, that Mr. Clayton, of Delaware, 
hastily penciled a note to Mr. Clay, and 
sent it by a page of the Senate, in these 
exciting words : “ For God’s sake save 
him, or he is lost.”

Mr. Clayton well knew the inflexible 
and indomitable will and temper of An­
drew Jackson, and that had there been 
blood shed in resisting the revenue 
laws after this daringly bold and almost 
treasonable speech, that the fate of the 
South Carolina Senator was already de­
termined on, and that witlj such a man 
as Jackson m the Presidental chair there 
would be no compromise or vacillation 
in the discharge of his high and impera­
tive duties.

Mr. Clay did save him and his State 
from a very fearful predicament, and in 
his compromise measures at that time 
allayed and fully quieted the storm that 
seemed ready to burst over the Govern­
ment and the country.

Gen. Jackson’s firmness of character, 
his determination to submit to no wrong 
to the Government at home or abroad, 
made him feared and respected every­
where. Witness the action of France 
in settling up long delay arrears of debt 
to the United States when the old soldier 
and statesman had it intimated to the 
French Government through our minis 
ter at Versailles that the time had come 
for a settlement, and that no further de­
lay could be tolerated with proper re­
gard to our national honor.

With the people of the District of 
Columbia, where he lived as President 
for eight years, he was greatlv respected 
and, beloved. They soon learned to 
knoiw his inflexible justice and his fixed 
rule ot action with regard to all transac­
tions between the officers and employes 
of the Government "and the people of 
the District. He would not allow any 
long continued indebtedness on the pari 
of officials who were receiving their 
monthly pay from the Government, and 
who on account of being in the receipt 
of such Government pay had received 
credit for any kind of supplies or ac­
commodations. Knowing this, he was 
very frequently appealed to by creditors 
against their delinquent customers, and 
they never failed to secure a liquidation 
of the indebtedness, or so secured as 
to guarantee a speedy payment. One 
of these applications to the Gen­
eral, and which created much 
amusement at the time, was that 
of a lady who kept a boarding-house, 
and with whom a young man from Ten 
nessee, a clerk in one of the depart­
ments, and of a family for whom the 
President had a warm regard and friend­
ship, had boarded for several months 
without paymg his board bill, and with 
little apparent likelihood that he intend­
ed paying it very soon, and for which she 
was greatly in want. The General list­
ened to her complaint very patiently, 
and with his usual kindness and courtesy 
to tho fair sex, and when she had told 
him her story he advised her to get the 
gentleman’s note for what he owed her. 
At this the poor lady’s heart sank, and 
she said, “ General, what good will his 
note do me ? He will care as little about 
paying a note as the open account I  have 
handed him so frequently”—but her 
heart grew something lighter when the 
President told her to get the note and 
bring it to him—for sfie saw that there 
might be something in it. She -frent 
home and very readily got the required 
note, as the gentleman said he was very 
willing to give it, and would include the 
interest, as she should not lose the in­
terest as long as he owed her hereafter. 
Smiling at the liberality of her debtor, 
she returned to the President and sub­
mitted to him the document, wondermg 
what would be the next move toward 
getting her money. To her extreme 
surprise the President took up a pen 
from his office table and wrote on the 
back of the note his own great name— 
Andrew Jackson. Almost overcome by 
grateful surprise she arose to take her 
leave, when the President said to her : 
“ Madam, you will please take the note 
to the cashier of the Bank of the Metrop­
olis with my request that he will dis­
count it at once, and that he will please 
to give timely notice of maturity to the 
maker of the note.” Timely notice was 
given, and it is needless to add that the 
note was paid promptly when it became 
due, without taking advantage even of 
the usual three days’ grace.

Great injustice has been done to the 
character and fame of Gen. Jackson in 
the estimate made of him, mostly by 
his pohtical opponents, especially in 
charging him with tyranny in the exer­
cise of an almost ferocious will in his 
great public career. Nothing was ever 
more unfounded.

Col. Thomas Benton, who of all men 
of their times knew him best from many 
j ears’ acquaintance, and who, from hav­
ing been in deadly feud with him at an

early period of their lives in Tennessee, 
became, after he attained to the Presi­
dential office, his warmest and most de­
voted friend, writes in the following 
interesting manner of him in his “ Thirty 
Years View,” published after Gen. Jack­
son’s death:

“HI* temper ws* placsble, ss well as irrr»*- 
cible. and hi* reconciliation* were cordial and 
sincere. Of that my own c»*e wa* a signal in­
stance. After a deadly feud I became hi* con­
fidential adviser, was offered the highest mark* 
of hi* favor and received from hi* dying bed a 
message o f»'ond*hip, dictated when life was 
departing, and when he would have to pause 
for breath. There wa* a deep vein of piety in 
him unaffectedly ahowmg itself in lua rever­
ence for divine worship, rsapect for minister* 
of the gospel, their hospitable reception m hi* 
house, and constant encouragement of all tho 
rnoua tendencies of Mr*. Jackson. And when 
they both afterward became member* of a 
church it was ths natnral and regular re«ult of 
their early and cherished feelmga. He was 
gentle in his house, and alive to the tendereet 
emotions , and of thi* I can give an instance, 
greatly in contrast with hi* supposed charac­
ter, and worth more than a long discourse in 
showing what that character really was. I ar­
rived at hi* house one wet, chilly evening m 
February, and came upon him m the twilight, 
sitting alone before the fire, a child and a lamb 
between his knee*. He started a little, called 
a aervant to remove the two innocants to an­
other room, and explained to me how it wa*. 
The child had cried became the lamb was out 
in the cold, and begged him to bring it in, 
which he had done to please th* child hi* 
adopted son, then not two years old. The 
ferocious man doe* not do that1 and though 
Gen. Jackson had hi* passion* and his violence, 
they ware for men sad his en*mie» who 
stood np against him, and not for women and 
children, or the weak and the helples*, for all 
of whom hi* feelings ware those of protection 
and support.”

The great old patriot is gone from 
earth to heaven, and there never can 
scarcely be a name connected with 
the history of this country that will be 
more prized or held in higher estima­
tion than that of Andrew Jackson.

True man—staunch friend, and true 
patriot—he loved his country and its in 
stitutions, and was, all through a long 
and eventful hfe, devoted to its honor 
and best • ; ects. He loved the peo­
ple, and always felt that they would 
stand by him in all his political acts, be­
cause they beheved that he would ever 
serve them truly and faithfully.

In conclusion, it may be safely said 
that there never existed a public charac­
ter who through life acted more thor­
oughly on the principle inculcated in 
the solemn and impressive adjuration of 
the great churchman and statesman, 
Cardinal Wolsey, to his friend and fol­
lower, Cromwell: “ Be just and fear 
not. Let all the ends thou aim’st at be 
thy country’s, thy God’s and truth’s.”— 
The lit public.

How to (jet Rid of a Cold.
Few unimportant maladies are more 

disagreeable than a cold in the head, and 
how to get rid of it is a problem not al­
ways easy of practical solution. Some 
people resort to “ sudorifics and lying 
in bed,” others to large and frequent 
doses of quinine, and others to persist­
ent and resolute dippings of their heads 
in cold water—the colder the better. 
But Dr. Ferrier, in to-day’s Lancet, rec­
ommends a novel cure, which hq has 
tried with excellent effect in three eases 
—his own and those of two other per­
sons. The local symptoms of cold in the 
head—namely, watery eyes, running 
nose, sneezing, and nasal speech—are, as 
Dr. Ferrier says, the chief source of an­
noyance a“<l discomfort. Local treat­
ment, therefore, seems to him to be the 
most rational. In the catarrh of alcohol­
ism, and in more chronic forms of gas­
tric catarrh, bismuth alone or in combi­
nation with morphia acts almost like a 
specific. Dr. Ferrier came to the con­
clusion then that in nasal catarrh—i. e., 
cold in the head—the same drug by it­
self or with others would prove effica­
cious. On a certain evening recently, 
Dr. Ferrier says, “ I began to suffer 
with the symptoms of cold in the head 
—irritation of the nostrils, sneezing, wa­
tering of the eyes, and commencing flow 
of the mucous secretion. Having some 
trisnitrate of bismuth at hand, I  took 
repeated pinches of it in the form of 
snuff, inhaling it strongly so as to carry 
it well irto the interior of the 
nostrils. Iu a short time 
the tickling in the nostrils and 
sneezing ceased, and next morning all 
traces of coryza had completely disap­
peared.” Dr. Ferrier adds: “ The 
formula which I  find on the whole the 
the most suitable combination of the in­
gredients of the snuff is as follows: 
Hydrochlorate of morphia, two grains; 
acacia powder, two drachms; trisnitrate 
of bismuth, six drachms. As this is 
neither an errhine nor a sternntatory, 
but rather the opposite, it may be 
termed an anti-errhine or anti-stemuta- 
tory powder. Of this powder one- 
quarter to one-half may be taken as 
snuff in the course of twenty-four hours. 
The inhalations ought to be commenced 
as soon as the symptoms of coryza begin 
to show themselves, and should be used 
frequently at first, so as to keep the 
interior of the nostrils constantly well 
coated. Each time the nostrils are 
cleared another pinch should be taken. 
It may be taken m the ordinary manner 
from between the thumb and forefinger, 
but a much more efficacious and less 
wasteful method is to use a small gutter 
of paper, or a ‘ snuff spoon,’ placing it 
just within the nostril and sniffing up 
forcibly so, as to carry it well within. 
Some of the snnff usually finds way into 
the pharynx, and acts as a good topi­
cal application, should there be also 
pharyngeal catarrh. Tne powder causes 
scarcely any perceptible sensation. A 
slight smarting may occur if the mucus 
membrane is much irritated and in­
flamed, but it rapidly disappears. After 
a few sniffs of the powder a perceptible 
amelioration ot the symptoms ensues, 
and in thq course of a few hours, the 
powder being inhaled from time to time, 
all the symptoms may have entirely dis­
appeared.” This is worth knowing and 
remembering in the present season of 
hot sun and cold winds.—Ball Mall Ga­
zette. __________________

Slavery in Turkey.
Although the slavery of white women 

is nominally abolished in Turkey, it still 
exists by connivance and collusion. The 
great mart whence white slaves were 
formerly purchased, the regions of the 
Caucasus, is now interfered with by the 
advance of the Russians, and white 
slaves can no more be brought thenee in 
flocks. The present system is said to be 
as follows : The Turkish trader goes to 
the region where parents sell their daugh­
ters and women sell themselves. He 
takes to himself four wives, as a Ma­
hometan is allowed to do, and returns to 
Constantinople with his wives. In this 
guise—as wives—they pass unchallenged, 
while as slaves they would be contra­
band. He disposes of the lot, and then 
goes back, sometimes, it is said, as often 
as four times a year, for fresh lots, to be 
similarly disposed of. It does not re­
quire western civilization to teach how 
wholesale laws may be evaded, and how 
next to impossible it is, by the mere for­
mality of enacting a statute, to enforce a 
reform with which a debauched public 
opinion does not sympathise. A slave 
traffic like that referred to shocks every 
humane and virtuous instinct of a Chris­
tian community. Yet we should be 
charitable, for it is not long since slave­
ry was protected by law in our own 
country, and we still have the “ twin 
relic,” polygamy, in Utah, condemned 
by law, yet flourishing in spite of it.

English Pwlrstrlanism.
A twenty-four hours walking match 

came off at London, on the night of May 
9, for a puiso of $5,000, in which four­
teen English pedestrians participated. 
One, named Miles, completed 50 miles 
in 8 hours, 48 minutes, 28 seconds, said 
to be the fastest time on record. 
Vaughan, the winner of the match, com­
pleted 100 mijes in 18 hours, 51 minutes 
and 35 seconds, beating O’Leary’s time 
same distance 2 minutes, 5 seconds. 
Vaughan walked 120 miles in 23 hours 
and 45 minutes, and then retired, House, 
second, making 116 6-7 miles, and Cross­
land, third, making 113 5-7 miles.

An Unpledged Delegate.
“ My son,” said a Boston parent, as 

his eighteen-year-old offspring stood, 
carpet bag in hand, upon the threshold, 
“ you are going to the Centennial. 
Promise me that during your absence 
yon will shun bad company and keep 
your feet from the doors of alehouses 
and billiard saloons.” “ Father,” re­
plied the young man, with the memory 
of the last caucus floating through his 
mind, “ I cannot. I go uninstructed 
and unpledged.!’—Boston Transcript,

Centennial Jottings.----------
The regular hotels in Philadelphia 

reckon they can lodge 34,385 persons.
“ Old Abe,” the famous Wisconsin 

war eagle, is at the Centennial. He ac­
companied the Eighth Wisconsin regi­
ment during the war, and was shot and 
left for dead on the field at Corinth.

The Catholic Total Abstinence Union 
of Philadelphia have erected a fountain 
on the Centennial grounds. It will be 
dedicated with appropriate ceremonies 
on the Fourth of July next, when it will 
be completed.

Apropos of .the Centennial, Reuben 
Cross, in Philadelphia, repairing his 
house, found, a day or two since, imbed­
ded in the mortar, a Washington cent of 
1791, containing the head of G. W., 
with the inscription, “ Washington 
President, 1791.”

The Argo, which is said to be the 
largest steam pleasure yacht in the 
world, has arrived at Philadelphia with 
a party of English gentlemen. They 
have been voyaging to the West Indies 
and Mexico, and have now come to wit­
ness the Exhibition.

The public are cautioned against the 
purchase of spurious Centennial medals. 
The genuine medal is authorized by act 
of Congress, and was struck by the United 
States mint. To counterfeit it is made 
a crime punishable by a fine not exceed­
ing $1 ,000, and imprisonment not ex­
ceeding three years. '

Philadelphia is a proverbially tidy 
city, and it means to maintain it3 repu 
tation during the Exhibition. The 
Board oi Health will see to it that all the 
highways are swept during the next six 
months a stated number of times each 
day, while the streets near the Conten- 
nial grounds are to be kept in a specially 
presentable condition.

The aid of the Court of Common 
Pleas of Philadelphia has been invoked 
to limit by injunction the number of in­
flammable wooden structure* of a tem­
porary character in the vicinity of the 
Centennial grounds. One Ayralt, who 
had put up a wooden building for sta­
bling prize cattle, was ordered to remove 
it, and a similar injunction was issued in 
other eases.

Ahong tne revolutionary relics at the 
Centennial will be a miniature portrait 
of Gen. Washington worn by his wife 
up to the time of her death. At the 
back is a look of the hero’s hair, light 
brown sprinkled with gray. The min­
iature is owned by Mrs. Wilson Eyre, of 
Newport, B. I., a granddaughter of 
Mrs. Lear, the wife of Tobias Lear, 
Washington’s private secretary and 
friend.

An immense chandelier, twenty-four 
feet in length, having a spread of fourteen 
feet, and weighing 4,000 pounds, has 
been hung in the art gallery. It is 
manufactured of crystal and gilt in the 
renaissance style, of a special design, 
to accord with the interior design of the 
building. Twenty large four-light 
brackets, of a style to match this chan­
delier, are being put up here by the 
same firm.

The original Declaration of Inde­
pendence is on exhibition. Many of the 
signatures have been made almost illegi­
ble by the process of taking fac similes. 
Hancock’s name is dim, but distinct. 
The signatures of Jefferson, Franklin, 
Morris and others have entirely disap­
peared. The best preserved signatures 
are those of Sherman, Paine and Hop­
kins. It is thought that the lost signa­
tures might be restored by some chemi 
cal process.

A c o r r e s po n d e n t  advises : “ If you 
are absolutely limited to three er four 
days, you would better divide your 
time as follows : Devote the first day 
to taking a general look at the interiors 
of the six principal buildinge (in six or 
seven hours of hard tramping you can 
get through them all); then make up 
your mind what department you most 
want to see and devote the rest of your 
time to seeing it thoroughly, so as to 
take home some clear lasting impressions.

If your special bent 
is for machinery, or farm products and 
processes, or mineralogy, or chemistry, 
or ceramics, or whatever it may be, af­
ter a general glance of the Exhibition, to 
stick to the department that interests 
and benefits yon most.”

A Veteran Pedestrian.
Mr. George W. Dietz, the seventy- 

nine year old veteran, who left New 
Albany, Ind., to walk to the Philadel­
phia Centennial, passed through Cin­
cinnati the other day. The Cincinnati 
Gazette says: “ Mr. Dietz wears such 
a suit of clothes as a farmer would have 
on when a circus comes to town, or the 
plow horse trots around the half-mile 
track of a county fair. He carries a cane 
and a small ‘gripsack,’ his heavier bag­
gage being transported by railroad. He 
does not walk the track, bat seeks the 
ordinary roads, and spends his nights 
were he happens to be when the sun gets 
down.

He manifests an interest in the man who 
is wheeling a barrow full of Missouri 
minerals, the similarity of their under­
taking creating a bond of sympathy be­
tween them. As Mr. Dietz has no in­
cumbrances, the man with the wheel­
barrow will no doubt be left far behind 
in the Centennial walk.”

To test it thoroughly place half a 
pint in a clear bottle, with a few grains 
of lump sugar, and expose it, stoppered, 
to sunlight in a window. If, even after 
an exposure of eight or ten days, the 
water becomes turbid, it is a sure indi­
cation that the water has been contam­
inated by sewage of some kind ; if it re­
mains perfectly clear it is pure and safe.
