A Pedestrian Failure.
Joseph Spencer, who has been lately 

attempting the feat of walking 3,000 
miles m sixty days at Cremorne Gar­
dens, Chelsea, England, has at last de­
cided to give up the attempt on the 
serious representation of Dr. Crisp, of 
Cnelsea. Notwithstanding the very un- 
favorabla state of the weather last week,- 
Spencer succeeded in covering an aver­
age of 50 miles up to Wednesday last, 
but only got over 12 J miles during that 
day. On Thursday, after walking 32’ 
miles, he felt so unwell as to require 
medical assistance. Feeling better on 
the following day he determined to re­
sume his journey. After walking 10 
miles he again felt so unwell as to be 
compelled to give up the attempt. The 
distance covered during the last 
week was 185 miles, making the total 
distance tiaversod during the 29 days 
that had elapsed since the start 1,326 
miles. Being thus 124 miles behind he 
felt that further exertion wouhj be un­
available, Spencer is fifty-seven years 
of age.

Around the Farm.

Newly planted trees should have as 
careful cultivation as com or potatoes.

An old New Englander once remarked 
to us when we advised him to pinch back 
his blackberry bushes, to keep them 
within bounds and make them bear bet­
ter, “ That’s so. I can remember when 
I lived down at Daitmoutb, that we al­
ways found the most blackberries on 
the bushes that the old cow had browsed 
down.-”

Seeing a piece about raiding canary 
j*eed in Maine, I thought I would tell 
you what I know about it. I sowed one 
cupful on the 4th day of June last to 
try it, and raised three quarts of good 
nice seed, gathering it the middle of 
September. I sowed it in one comer of j 
my garden, where the ground was rich.— , 
Maine Farmer. '

The number of swine in the country I 
has been very much reduced, within a 
few years, by the ravages of “ hog 
cholera” in the West and Southwest; 
therefore it behooves farmers to take 
good care of their breeding sows, give 
them warm, dry qnarteis, and save and 
rear all the pigs possible, for pork can 
hardly fail to bring paying prices for a 
few years to come.—Rural home.

The distance between the farmers and 
the fancy breeders of short-horn cattle 
is constantly widening. The farmers 
can’t and won’t pay the long prices 
asked for line-bred cattle of fashionable 
families; besides, and what is perhaps 
of more consequence, they can and do 
buy good cattle, thoroughbreds, at very 
moderate prices. The recent sales in 
Iowa demonstrate the ever-increasing 
demand in this direction.

A f a r m e r  in Maine says : For re­
moving the clusters of eggs of the tent 
caterpillar from trees, I have found 
notldng so convenient as a small piece of 
steel in the shape of a letter Y with the 
edges filed sharp and the shank driven 
into the end of a pole of suitable length 
for reaching the eggs from the ground. 
To use it, place the scissors hke points 
of the steel under the twig containing 
the eggs, and by giving the pole a twist 
m the hand the extremity of the twig is 
easily broken off and falls to the 
ground.

Bone spavin can be cured in all 
stages. Primary can be cured by a sim­
ple blister compound of bin iodide of 
mercury, two drachms ; lard, one ounce. 
Secondary, by a mild scarification of the 
enlarged osseous deposit, and then ap- 
applymg the former blister on the scan- 
fied pait. Purulent, by severely firing 
the deposit, and sprinkling the surface 
with bi-chlonde of mercury finely pow­
dered, which forms an intense inflam­
mation, and the said inflammation ab­
sorbs two-thirds of tho deposit, and 
destroys the entire lameness.

The veterinary suigeon of one of the 
chief railways of Pans has invented, for 
the use of its woikmg horses, a cheap 
and simple self irrigating machine for 
the feet in case of an inflammatory ail­
ment. A box contamg four cocks is 
placed on the animal’s back, by means 

a skeleton-sort of saddle ; an mdia- 
iber tube communicates between this 
and a vessel placed above the man- 

!r, containing a curative solution; 
from each cock m the box resting on 
the back of the animal is a tube descend­
ing to each fetlock, terminating m a 
kind of gaiter, inside of which is a per­
forated plate, so as to allow the solution, 
or simple cold water, to fall in a continu­
ous fine spray over the sprain, etc.

I  sent a yoke of oxen into the woods 
lumbering, and when they came home I 
found them alive with those big blue 
lice. I went to the village and bought 
a ten cent bar of soap and seventeen 
cents worth of carbolic acid in crystals ; 
cut up the soap fine, and put it on the 
stove until all disolved. Then I added 
just enough water to dissolve the acid, 
after which I  mixed thoroughly with the 
soap. I removed the soap from tho 
stove, to become hard, snd then took a 
piece, perhaps two inches square, dis 
solved m five or six quarts of warm 
water, and with a good sponge I washed 
those cattle from head along tne back lo 
tail. Two applications effectually 
cleaned them out.—Dor. Country Gen­
tleman.

ALout the House.
Dry bread can be utilized by placing 

it in the soup in which fresh beef has 
been boiled, for a few moments. Then 
dish up for tho table.

Egg spoons get tarnished by tho sul 
phur m the egg’s uniting with silver. 
This tarnish is a sulphuret of silver, and 
may be removed by rubbing with wet 
salt or ammonia.

Surprise Caxe.—One. oup sugar, one- 
half cup of flour, three eggs, three table­
spoonfuls melted butter, two tablespoon­
fuls sweet mdk, one and one half tea­
spoonfuls baking powder. Bake quick 
m patty tins.

In washing glass never use soap; wash 
off the dirt with clean warm water. 
After the glass is dry, rub a little paste 
of whiting and water m the center of 
each glass ; with another cloth rmse over 
the glass, then rub it with a dry elotli 
till it shines hke crystal.

H ousekeepers who do their own woik 
avoid much inconvenience 'Aiy always 
keeping one or two kinds of pastry in 
the house made rich enough to keep 
some time, so that if unexpected com­
pany finds them with a small stock of 
food (as it  is apt to m  warm weather), 
they will not have to cook every thing for 
a meal.

Squash P ie.—Season highly some 
neck-mutton chops and place them m a 
dish m layers with plenty of sliced apple 
(sweetened) and chopped onions ; cover 
with a good suet crust and bake. When 
done pour all the gravy out at the side, 
remove the fat and flavor witn mushroom 
catsup. Pour it back in the pie tnrough 
a hole in the center.

Children’s P udding.—Cut up a loaf 
of stale bread the day betore it is re­
quired, put to soak m a pan of cold 
water; when going to* mix squeeze the 
water thiough a colander; put the bread 
m a pan with two ounces of suet chopped 
fine, two tablespoonfuls of flour, some 
grated ginger an 1 a little mixed spice 
beat well up with a folk, mix half a 
pound of treacle (not golden syrup) with 
a Lttle warm milk, then shr all together 
and bo.l three hours m cloth, basin or 
mould. This will make a large pudding

much liked by children; it is cheap and 
wholesome.

Having found by experimenting a 
valuable recipe for exterminating bed­
bugs, I would like to give other house­
keepers the benefit of said discovery. 
Take common mercantile alcohol and add 
all the gum camphor it will dissolve; 
then wet the infested places with this 
liquid. It will not only kill the bugs, 
but will destroy the vitality of the eggs 
if they are once thoroughly saturated. 
This method saves time and vexation, is 
easy of application and is safe in hand­
ling. I once dropped kerosene on a 
bedbug and watched the result. After 
a brief pel iod of insensibility and appar­
ent death, it revived and seemed as live­
ly as ever.

A Story of the Connecticut State Prison.
Apropos of amelioration of discipline 

in the Connecticut State prison, during 
the past tiurty years, the story of Pool, 
of New Haven, sentenced for life for 
burning his store, is told once more. 
Another man on his deathbed confessed 
the crime, but Pool did not live to reap 
the fruits of the confession. Naturally 
of fine sensibilities and noble manhood, 
he became at last frenzied by cruel treat­
ment, and forfeited bis life. Pool was 
placed in the shoe «hop, and compelled 
to finish six pairs a day. Unused to 
work, it was with great pain he accom­
plished this task. But the greedy con- 

| tractors, not content, soon increased the 
burden to eight pairs. An expostula- 

j tion or a murmur only brought a blow. 
i An eye turned to heaven for help was 
j answered with the lash. No eVe could 
look up. With this task, Pool found his 
health failing, his mind going. His 
nerves were unbalanced by the least irri­
tation, The sweat poured from his 
brow, and for wiping it off he was repri­
manded and punished. Every keeper 
seemed watching with an evil eye and 
taunting him with threats and jeers. To 
add to his distress his task was increased 
to ten pairs. He demurred, protested, 
flew into a rage. That mght he was 
flogged, thrust into a dungeon without 
food, fhthout bed, and next day, with 
his back all raw and not a moment of 
sleep, with but a crust for his food, he 
was ordered to finish eleven pairs. Pool 
felt that the hour of his dissolution had 
come. Innocent of the crime alleged, 
yet having no hope of liberty on earth, 
he concealed a knife, and resolved to 
sell his life as dearly as he could. He 
did what he was able to do of the task 
that day, and even more, but the bell 
struck and the eleven pairs were not 
finished. With fiendish malignity the 
keepers ordered him to the dungeon to 
await the Warden. The Warden came, 
and, without listening to entreaty or 
hearing a word of explanation, ordered 
him to strip himself to the raw flesh 
again, place his hands against the wall, 
and receive the lashes on his already 
lacerated back. “ No, never!” said 
Pool. “ Take that!” and Warden Web­
ster fell dead. From that hour cats and 
shower baths, and brutalities in general, 
were at a discount in the institution. 
Brute force was found unprofitable. 
Contractors demanded coffee and whole­
some food and better treatment for the 
men, on the plea that they would do 
more work.

BLAINE.

California Land Barons.
The possessions of those immense 

land proprietors, Messrs. Miller & Lux, 
extend a distance of sixty-eight miles, 
and this body is from five to forty miles 
wide. On the east side they have other 
smaller tracts. Henry Miller, who takes 
personal charge of the real estate of the 
firm, here and in other parts of the 
State, displays a wonderful executive 
ability, and furnishes employment to 
hundreds of men. He has what is known 
as the “ Home Ranch ” and the “ Canal 
Ranch,” besides several dairy ranches on 
this body of land. He keeps an army of 
carpenters, wagon-makers, fence-build­
ers, teamsters, farm hands, etc., not 
omitting detectives, and it is said he 
knows what all of them are about. This 
year the average of grain is not so large 
as m some former years, being only 
about 3 000 acres. There are on the 
premises 2,500 acres of alfalfa, from 
which last season three crops were taken 
and the fields twice pastured ; there are 
also 1,400 acres just sown the present 
season. We are informed by one of 
Miller’s men that there were two strmgs 
of fence on the land, each sixty-eight 
miles long, besides the various cross 
fences. To give some idea of the cattle 
belonging to this youug kingdom, we 
were informed that this year they brand­
ed 25,000 calves. Aside from owning a 
large interest in the San Joaquin and 
Kings River canal, which runs from the 
mouth of the Fresno slough to Los 
Banos creek, a distance of forty miles, 
Miller & Lux are also constructing a 
canal on tne east side of the San Joaquin, 
which is intended to take water from 
some of the numerous sloughs in that 
region and overflow their pasture-land m 
the dry season. The mouth of Salt, or 
St. Louis Camp slough, is fifteen miles 
above Hill’s Ferry, and five miles up the 
slough stands one ot Miller’s ware­
houses, which has a storage capacity of 
1,200 tons of wheat, and which is some 
twenty miles from his puncipal ware­
houses.—Stockton Newspaper.

A Centennial Suggestion.
A correspondent of a Chicago news­

paper, writing from Joliet, 111., makes a 
proposition fer doing honor to inde­
pendence day that seems appropriate 
and entitled to consideration of patriotic 
citizens. It is this: Plant a gun on 
Bunker Hill, as a starting point of a line 
of cannon ; from there to San Fran­
cisco, each within sure hading distance 
of its predecessor. At sunrise, on the 
Fourth, fire this cannon, or line of ar­
tillery stretching across the continent, 
starting at Boston and closing at the 
Golden Gate, and then repeat a like re­
turn salute, or round, of the same guns, 
bt ginning at the latter place, and closing 
at Bunker Hill.

There would be something grand and 
sublime (the correspondent says) in thu» 
ushering in this glorious day with such 
patriotic thunder, as it mingled with the 
mighty voice of two oceans, and went 
booming through the valleys, sending its 
echoes in successive peals fiom hill-top 
to hill top, and from shore to shore !

Five Hundred Liquor Venders Arrested 
in One Day.

Iu was a sweeping enforcement of the 
Sunday law that was undertaken yester­
day by the police of the city. Nearly 
500 dealers m liquors and lager beer 
were arrested at their places of business 
and taken to the courts, some of which 
were open all day, and one of them up 
to a late hour last night. There were 
300 cases brought before the Washing­
ton Flaco Police court alone. The vie 
tims were taken from establishments ot 
all classes, even from the Hotel Bruns­
wick and other places of the same grade. 
Some of the liquor dealers resorted to 
sundry devices to evade the law ; bat, 
in most instances, with poor success. 
The parties put under arrest were nearly 
all let out on bail, or discharged, 
through the day, or m tho course of the 
evening. Tho laid was carried out un­
der the orders of the Police Commis- 
sioneis.—N. Y. Sun.

His Fierce Arraignment of the House Ju ­
diciary Committee—An Unparalleled
Scene In the House of Representa­
tives*
Mr. Blaine rose to a question of privil­

ege, and made an address on the subject 
of tlje investigation into the Union Pa­
cific and Northern Pacific transactions in 
which his name had become involved. 
He read a resolution offered by Mr. Tar- 
box, on which inquiry as to the connec 
tion of the Union Pacific railroad with 
the bonds of the Little Rook and Fort 
Smith railroad was commenced.

The author of that resolution had at 
the time disclaimed any particular al­
lusion to him (Blaine), a disclaimer 
which he (Blaine) regarded at the time 
with some little incredulity. It soon 
became entirely obv.ous that the reso­
lution was solely and only aimed at him, 
and that the Union Pacific matter or any 
other incident to the investigation was 
secondary, insignificant, and unimpor­
tant, and' he did not complain of that. 
He was ready to meet it. The gentleman 
on whose statement the accusation rested 
(Mr. Harrison) had been the first man 
called, and had stated what he knew 
from rumor. Then Rollms, Morton, 
Millard, and T. A. Scott were examined, 
and their testimony was complete and 
conclusive in disproof of his (Blame’s) 
having had anythmg whatever to do 
with the transaction. He had expected 
to have an early report from tho com­
mittee, but it had been prolonged 
and prolonged and prolonged, and he 
had been somewhat surprised last week 
at being told that the committee would 
then turn to investigate transactions of 
thejNorthern Pacific Railroad Company 
on a newspaper report that there had 
been some effort on his part with 
a friend m Boston to procure for him 
some shares of that company (which 
effort had prov d abortive), he 
had asked the gentleman from Virginia, 
the Chairman of the sub committee 
(Hunton), under what authority he pro­
posed to make that investigation, and 
had been told that the authority was a 
resolution offered by Mr. Luttrell on the 
31st of January. Ho thought that that 
gentleman (Luttrell) would be surprised 
to find out that the first they did under 
that resolution was to bring its whole 
force to bear on a kttle transaction m 
Boston, which had proved never to be a 
Iransaotion at all. That investigation 
was begun, and three witnesses had tes­
tified just precisely as the circumstance# 
were. He had no sooner got through 
with that than m another part of ihe 
Capitol, without the slightest notice or 
warning to him, the committee on the 
real eitate pool had entered on an inves­
tigation specifically aimed at him ; so 
that there were three investigations go­
ing on at the same time, without any of 
them being completed. He understood 
that the gentleman from Virginia (Hun-, 
ton) proposed this morning still another 
inquiry about the Kansas Pacific Rail­
road Company, a transaction which was 
fifteen years old, even if it existed, and 
this was also aimed at him. Now he 
would say, and say it boldly, that under 
these general powers to investigate 
specific railroad companies the whole in­
quiry of the committees was aimed per­
sonally at him. Why did they not or­
ganize a committee to investigate James 
G. Blaine? He wanted to meet the 
thing squarely. He did not wish to stir 
up any blood on this question, but he 
would say that ever since a certain de­
bate took place in the House in January 
last it had been known that there were 
gentlemen here whose feelings had been 
exasperated against him, and it was to 
be remarked that while there were seven 
Democratic members of the Judiciary 
Committee, the Chairman of the com­
mittee (Knott) selected on that sub com­
mittee to which these matters had been 
referred two members from the South 
who had been in the rebel army.

Mr. Knott—One word.
Mr. Blaine—After a moment.

* Mr. Knott—Allow me a word now.
Mr. Blaine—Well, go on.
Mr. Knott—Tho matter of that rail­

road investigation was referred to the 
sub-committee before I ever heard your 
name mentioned in connection with it.
I had no act or part in inciting any in­
vestigation implicating you at all.

Mr. Blaine—Then the gentleman from 
Virginia (Hunton) insisted under the 
resolution, which was obviously on its 
face limitod to the $75,000 bond trans­
action with the Union Pacific Railroad 
Company, on going into all the affairs of 
the Little Rook and Fort Smith Railroad 
Company as incidental thereto, and pur­
sued it to such an extent that I had my­
self, through my colleague, Mr. Frye, 
to take an appeal to the full committee, 
and the full committee decided that 
the gentleman (Hunton) had no right to 
go into it. But when he came back he 
resumed the examination exactly m the 
same way until he was stopped by my 
colleague, Mr. Frye, acting not as my 
attomey, but as my friend ; and when 
finally the witness Mulligan eame here, 
loaded with information in regard to the 
Fort Smith railroad, the gentleman 
(Hunton) drew out what he knew had no 
reference whatsoever to the question 
under investigation, and th°n and there 
insisted on all my private memoranda 
being allowed to be exhibited by this 
man Mulligan, which had no more 
connection or relation with this 
investigation than with the north 
pole. The gentleman tried his best, 
also (until I believe that the idea 
has been abandoned), to capture and 
use and control my private correspond­
ence. This man bad selected out of a 
correspondence running over a great 
many years letters which he thought 
would be peculiarly damaging to me. 
He came here loaded with them; he came 
here for >a sensation; he came here 
primed; he came here on that particular 
errand. I was advised of it, and I ob­
tained these letters under circumstances 
which have been notoriously scattered 
throughout the United States and are 
known everywhere. I have them (hold­
ing up a package); I claim that I have 
the entire nght to these letters, not only 
by natural rignt, but on all precedents 
and pnnciples of law. Tne man who 
held them in his possession held them 
wrongfully, and the committee which at­
tempted to take these letters from this 
man for use against me proceeded wrong­
fully. It proceeded in the boldest and 
most defiant violation of the ordinary 
personal and private rights that belong 
to every American citizen. I am willing 
to meet the Judiciary Committee on that 
point. I wanted that committee to in­
troduce it. I wanted the gentleman 
from Kentucky (Knott) and the gentle 
man from Virginia (Hunton) to intro­
duce that question on the floor, and they 
did not do it.

Mr. Knott (m his seat)—Oh, no; you 
want to be made a martyr of.

Mr Bla ne—Yes, and you did not want 
it. There’s the difference. I will go a 
little further, and say that you did not 
dare to do it.

Mr. Knott—We will not talk about 
“ daring.”

Mr. Hamilton, of New Jersey—I rise 
to a question of order. Is tho gentle­
man’s language parliamentary ?

Mr. Blaine—Yes, entirely so.
The Speaker pro tern. (Oox m chair)— 

It is for the Chair to decide.
Mr. Blaine—I understand the Ju­

diciary Committee have abandoned that 
issue against me, but there has gone 
forth the idea or impression that because 
I would not permit that man, or any 
man, when I could prevent it, from 
holding as a menace over my head my 
private correspondence, there must be

something most deadly and destructive 
to my reputation. I would like any 
gentleman on this floor, and all of them 
are presumed to be men of affairs whose 
business has been varied and whose in­
tercourse has been Urge, to stand up 
here and say that he is willing and ready 
to have his private correspondence for 
the last ten or twelve years handed over 
and made public. Does it imply guilt ? 
Does it imply wiong-domg? Does it 
imply a sense of weakness that a man 
will protect his private correspondence ? 
No, sir; it is a man’s first instinct to do 
it, and it is a base outrage on any man 
to violate it. I have defied the power 
to take these letters from me. I do it 
still. I speak with all respect for this 
House. I know its powers, and I tiust 
that I respect them. But I say that 
this House has no more power to order 
what shall be done or not be done with 
my private correspondence than it has to 
order what I shall do with the nurture 
and admonition of my children ; not one 
particle more. But I am now to show 
the letters. [Holding thorn up in his 
hand.] I thank God Almighty that I 
am not ashamed to show them. There 
they are. There is the very original 
package. With some sense of humilia­
tion, with a mortification which I do not 
pretend to conceal, with a sense of out­
rage which I tnink any man m my posi­
tion would feel, I invite the confidence 
of 44,000,000 of people, and I will read 
these letters. [Applause, which the 
Speaker pro tem. endeavored to sup 
press.] Many of those letters have not 
the remotest bearing on tho subject, bat 
some of them will require a little ex­
planation. Some of them" may possibly 
involve humiliation, but I would a good 
deal rather take that than take the evil 
surmises and still more evil inferences 
that might be drawn if I did not act 
with this frankness.

Mr. Blaine thereupon proceeded to 
read and to make passing comments 
upon and explanations of various points 
in the several letters. The allusion to 
the Spencer rifle contract he explained 
by saying that in the summer of ’61 two 
years before he first came to Congress, 
he had been asked if he could not get an 
opportunity for the inventor of the 
Spencer repeating rifles to bring that 
new arm to the attention of the Secre 
tary of War. He eame on to Washing­
ton and had an interview with Secretary 
Cameron. Mr. Cameron had given or­
ders to have it tested by the Ordnance 
bureau. It had been thoroughly tested 
and the experiments weie so satisfactory 
that a preliminary order of 20,000 rifles 
was made. He had been paid not an ex­
travagant but a moderate fee for his ser­
vice, which he had just as much liberty 
to take as any lawyer or agent had to 
take a fee. Subsequently he had taken 
and paid for $10,000 worth of stock m 
the company. That was the whole his­
tory. There are the five letters. There 
are the whole of them, and here is Mul­
ligan’s memorandum. I keep it as a pro­
tection for myself to show identity of 
letters in every respect.

After the memorandum was read, Mr. 
Blaine said : “ Now I would be obliged 
for any gentleman, when he reads these 
letters, to see the obvious intent in 
which that memcrandum was made up.
I desire also to call attention to the fact 
that these were letters for which I 
was ready to commit suicide, and sun­
dry and divers other desperate things, 
m order to acquire them. I have one or 
two more observations to make. The 
specific charge which went to the com­
mittee was whether I was a party in in­
terest to the $64,000 transaction, and I 
submit that up to this time there has not 
been one particle of proof io convict me 
with it. These letters were picked out 
of a correspondence extending over fif­
teen years.”

The man Mulligan did his worst, his 
very worst. They were picked out of the 
most intimate business correspondence 
of my life. I ask yon, gentlemen, and 
I ask with some feeling, if any of you 
could stand a closer scrutiny, a more 
rigid investigation of your correspond­
ence. Now there is but one piece of 
testimony wanting; theie is but one 
thing to close the complete cnclo of 
testimony. There is one witness whom 
I cannot have, but to whom the Judi­
ciary Committee voted to send a cable 
dispatch—Josiah Caldwell. I ask the 
gentleman from Kentucky if that cable 
dispatch was sent ?

Mr. Knott—The gentlemen from Vir­
ginia (Hunton) and I have both endeav­
ored to get Mr. Caldwell’s address, and 
have not yet got it.

Mr. Blaine—Has the gentleman from 
Kentucky received a cable dispatch from 
Caldwell ?

Mr. Knott — I will explain that di­
rectly.

Mr. Blaine—I want a categorical an­
swer.

Mr. Knott—I have received a dispatch 
purporting to be from Caldwell. How 
did yon know I got it ?

Mr. Blaine (advancing down tho isle)— 
When did you get that dispatch ?

Mr. Knott—I want yon to answer my 
question fiist. 1

Mr. Blaine—I never heard of it till 
yesterday.

Mr. Knott—How did you hear it?
Mr. Blaine—I heard that you got a 

dispatch last Thursday morning from 
Josiah Caldwell exonerating .me com­
pletely and absolutely from, this charge, 
and [with great vehemence of manner] 
you have suppressed it. [Î oud applause 
and cheering on the Repuuliban side of 
the House, and in the galleries, which 
caused the Speaker pro tem. to lecture 
the galleries and xo direct the Door­
keeper to clear the floor of all unauthor­
ized persons.]

After some time spent in having order 
restored, Blaine again returned to the 
charge, and demanded of Knott an an­
swer to his question.

Mr. Knott [contemptuously]—I will 
answer when I get ready. Go on with 
your speech.

Mr. Blaine—I offer the following reso­
lution :

Resolved, That the Judiciary Com- 
lmittee be mstructedto report fortwith to 
the House, whether in acting under the 
resolution of the House of May 2, rela­
tive to the purchase by the Union Pacific 
Riilroad Company of seventy five land 
grant bonds by the Little Rock and Fort 
Smith Railroad Company, said commit­
tee has sent any telegram to one Josiah 
Caldwell, in Europe, and received a re­
ply thereto, and if so that the commit­
tee leport said telegram and reply, with 
date when said reply was received and 
reason why the same had been sup­
pressed, or whether the committee has 
heard from said Josiah Cal dwell m any 
other way, and what.

The gentleman (Knott) intended to 
convey the idea that I had some illegiti­
mate knowledge of how that dispatch 
was obtained. I have had no communi­
cation with Josiah Caldwell, and no 
means of knowing from the telegraph 
office when it was received, but I tell 
the entlem&n from Kentucky that mur­
der will out, and that secrets will leak. I 
am prepared to state to this House that 
at 8 o’clock or thereabouts last Thurs­
day morning the gentleman from Ken­
tucky received and receipted for a mes­
sage* addressed to him from Josiah 
Caldwell, in London, entirely corrobo- 
latmg and sustaining the testimony of 
T. A. Scott, which Caldwell had just 
read m a New York newspaper, and en­
tirely exculpating me from the charges 
winch I am bound to believe from the 
suppiession of that dispatch the gentle­
man are anxious to fasten upon me.

this grant work to the cause of scieneo can 
hardly be overestimated, and we are glad it has 
fallen into such competent hands.

—The Grand Rapids Eagle has the following 
obituary notice “ Last Satuiday, Capt. Jede- 
diah Gray, of this city, died, aged seveDty-six.
Capt Gray was m the service of the Govern­
ment for twenty-five yoais, and served with 
distinction m the Florida war. He was also m 
the W.tervliet and the Pensacola arsenals sev­
eral years.

He located m this 
thirty-four jeare ago, and had a large acquaint­
ance here, being one of the most honored 
though quiet and unpretending, of our citizens.

Saginaw lay will be emptied quite early in the 
eo.eon, and Rifle river, the heaviest stocked, 
by July 15. It has been estimated that there 
will be at least two hundred and fifty million 
feet lese of lumbei and logs m the valley on 
Sept. 1 than there was one year previous.

—The freight earnings of the Michigan Ceil - 
tial railroad for the ton days ending May 31 
were $118,675 56. For tbfdSMne'-period m 1875 
they were $83,391.21, making an increase of

month of May,’ 1876, were -fill, 615.70. For 
the same period m 1875 they weie $248,181.55, 
making an increase of $143,131.11. The above 
exhibits show that the railroad war has greatly 
stimulated the business on the %bOve road, it 
having carried nearly twice as nyich fi eight 
during the month of May, 1870; as. during the 
same period m 1875. Though the rates this 
year are much lower, yft the net profits will 
be more than they were the year before on ac­
count of the larger amount of business done.

Up to the 
time of going to press we have not 
heard who is to succeed him. Hons 
Edwin D. Morgan of New York, Lot 
M. Morrill of Maine and Sfephen A. 
Hurlburt of Illinois are each named 
m connection with the appointment.

The reduction of pas.engers rates 
between Chicago and all points East 
has resulted in a great increase of the 
business on all the railways leading 
Eastward. It is evident that the 
movement is a profitable one to the 
companies, and demonstrates that a 
large amount of travel at low individ­
ual rates is more productive than less 
tray el and fares This fact will 
operate against any movement to 
restore the old passenger rates. Rail­
road companies, like individuals, are 
governed by self interest, and if low 
fares yield large dividends, it settles 
the question.

The w’Ords of Gen. Sherdlan. 
spoken at the recent reunion of the 
army oi the Potomac, will meet the 
approval of 09 out of every 100 men 
who woie the blue. They were as 
follows ‘I believe in charity; but I do 
not belie.e charity should all be on 
one side.

The Company 
claimed that Mr. Savage committed 
suicide, and the plaintiff that he was 
murdered. The company was beaten 
in the Superior Court and three times 
in the Supreme Court. The award is 
17,062,20 of which 2.062,20 in excess 
of the policy was for costs. The 
case has been pending for five years.

Rutkerford 15- Haj c*,
-  The Chicago Evemaar Journal fur­
nishes the following biography of the 
candidate for President of the United 
Slates.

Hon. Rutherford Birchard Hayes, 
the Governor of Ohio, and now the 
Republican nominee for President of 
the LTnited State-., was born in Dela­
ware, O., October 4, 1822, and grad­
uated at Ken von College, O , if) 
1842, and! at Cambridge Law School 
1845 For some yeais before the 
outbreak of the lebellion he was in 
successful practice of his profession 
as a lawyer in Cincinnati, and had 
filled the position of City Solicitor 
from 1858 to 1861. At the first-call 
for volunteers, he proffered his ser 
vices, and, June 7, 1861, was appoint­
ed Major of the Twei ty-third Oh o 
Regiment of infantry, of which Gen- 
ei il W. S. Rosecrans was Colonel 
and Stanley Mathews,now at the head 
of the Cincinnati bar,Lieutenant Col­
onel. General Rosecrans having been 
promoted,Major Hayes,in November, 
1861,became Lieutenant Colonel,and 
served with General Rosecrans in 
West Virginia during the sunnier and 
Fall of 1861,«id fin a time was Judge 
Advocate of the General’s staff. He 
took command of the Twenty-third 
Regiment 111 the Spring campaign in 
West Virginia,and m the Autumn 
campaign of 1862,under General Mc­
Clellan, till he was disabled by a 
wound which shattered ins arm at the 
battle ofSouth Mountain In thisbatt e 
his gallantry was veiy conspicuous. 
He made a bayonet assault on the 
enemy’s wToik=, and out of the 350 
men he took into the fight, he left 
200 on the field of battle, and was 
himself wounded. With his arm 
bioken and half-dressed, he returned 
to the fight, giving orders till he was 
borne away in a fainting condition. 
He was appointed Colonel of Seventy- 
ninth Ohio Regiment, but was pre­
vented from joining it by bis Sout1 * 
Mountain wound. Qn the 15th ot 
October, 1862, he was promoted to 
the Colonelcy of his own Twenty- 
third Regiment, and m December 
was placed in command of the first 
brigade of the Kanawha division 
and continued in that position until 
General Sheridan’s victory at Win­
chester in September, 1864, 
when he took command of the 
whole division aud led it through th? 
campaigning of that year.

In October, 1864, he was appointed 
Brigadier General for gallant and 
“meritorious services at the battles of 
“Winchester,Fisher’s Htll ana Cedar 
‘ Creek.” In these battles he had 
three horses shot under him, and was 
wounded four times.

Eiei before the war dosed he was 
elected to Congress from the second 
Cincinnati District, and in 1866 was 
re-electpd. At the Ohio Republican 
State Convention in 1867, he was 
nomina’ed for Governor, and was 
elected, resigning his seat in Con­
gress, when he entered upon the can­
vass #

It is seldom in our Amer'can pol­
itics, that a man of his type ot 
character and excessive modesty 
makes a figure in political life, for he 
would not lift his hard to promote 
his own political aggrandizement. 
That the Ohio delegation in the 
National Convention clung to him 
with such tenacious affection is evi­
dence that they know their man. 
Much against his will, be was last 
yerr enthusiastically selected by the 
Republican State Convention, and 
vigorously supported during a cam 
paign of unusual excitement, as the 
candidate for Governor against “Old 
Bill” Allen and his “rag baby.” He 
was regarded as the only Republican 
leader in the State who could cer­
tain y defeat Allen’s re election, and 
the result confirmed this opinion 
liases was elected by a majority of 
U544, notwithstanding that two 
jears before the Democratic majouty 
was over 17,000.

Of lateyears he has resided a consid­
erable portion cf the time in Fremont, 
Ohio, where he has had the care of 
the extensive estate of an aged uncle, 
Mr. Birchard from whom he takes 
his middle name, Mr. Birchard has 
recently given to the town of Fremont 
a iree library, and Governor Hayes 
has had the care of superintending 
the organization of it.

Messrs. Blame and Proctor Knott life in Wash­
ington will not De so monotonous as m 4 4 off 
years.” These gentlemen tried conclusions 
again in the Judiciary Committee room on the 
7th, and from tho published reports of the 
episode it must have been very exciting. Mr. 
Knott explained his reasons for not reading 
the Caldwell dispatch in the House. He 
wanted to be assured that it was genuine. 
Hsd a dispatch come from Caldwell saying 
that Mr. Blame was guilty, it would have been 
unjust to the latter to publish it. Here Mr. 
Blame interrupted by saying his belief was 
that such a dispatch would have got out 
pretty soon, when Mr. Knott disclaimed any 
intention of doing Mr. Blame any injustice, 
but still Mr. Blame reiterated. 441 mean to 
say that I don’t think yo*i would keep back a 
dispatch that would hurt me.” Knott became 
greatly excited. His white mustache grew a 
shade paler, Ins fiery cheeks took on a 
deeper glow. He clutched his oaken stick 
with a firmer grasp, and advanced threaten­
ingly toward Blame, who sat m a chair three 
feet from him. The friends of Mr. Blaine 
unconsciously gathered around him, 
and had Chairman Knott made another 
stop toward Blame, there would have been 
a personal encounter. Gen. Hunton, who 
is a man of remarkable composure, suc­
ceeded m enforcing order. When the sub­
committee adjourned, Knott, approaching 
Fryo, a member of the committee, and 
who has been in attendance as advisory 
fnend of Blame, said to him* “ Mr. Frye, 
your fnend Blaine is the god-damnedest scoun­
drel in America.” This remark, or its equiva­
lent, having already found its way into print, 
it should be added that Frye replied . “ You 
forget yourself, Mr. Knott.” 44jYe».” said 
Knott, 44I do,” and he thereupon withdrew the 
remark, and apologized for having made it. 
The following is a copy of the Caldwell tele­
gram:

London, ------ .
To Chairman House Judiciary Committee, Wash­

ington :
Have just read m New York papers Scott’s evi­

dence about our bond transaction, and can fully 
corroborate it. 1 never gave Blaine any Fort Smith 
railroad bonds, directly or otherwise. I have thre* 
foreign railway contracts on my hands, which make 
it impossible for me to leave without great pecunia­
ry loss, or would gladly voluntarily come home and 
so testify. Cair make affidavit to this effect, and 
mail it if desired. J osiam Caldwell.

In 1860, or thereabouts, one Godsxd Bailey, 
a clerk in the Interior department, became a 
defaulter to the amount of $870,000 belonging 
to the Indian trust fund. The war followed 
shortly after, and some of the Cabinet officers 
having resigned, the matter was not pressed ; 
but last wosk a civil suit was begun at Wash­
ington against Jacob Thompson, of Mississippi, 
who was Secretary of the Intenor at the time, 
to recover the amount embezzled, with in­
terest.

Douglas county, Mo., was visited by a tre­
mendous rain-storm a short time since, which 
flooded all the creeks and streams in the vicini­
ty. Thirteen lives were lost, and a number of 
mills and other buildings were swept away.

C r i m e s  a n a  C r i m i n a l s .
The Ohio nver steamer Kate Dickson was 

Iiooled at Louisville last week by two deck 
hands and tied up. The boat escaped to Cin­
cinnati, however, where the operation was re­
peated, when the claim was settled. The pa- 
peis m the Louisville suit were sent to United 
States Marshal Hamngton, at Covington, who 
overtook the steamer at Ripley, Ohi#, on her 
way to Pittsburgh. The Marshal endeavored 
to capture the boat, but was warned off by 
Capt. Taylor. At Mayeville, Ky., however, tbe 
Marshal was shot dead by Capt. Taylor while 
endeavoring to board the steamer. Taylor 
then appeared on the guards and was shot dead 
by the Harrington party.

In the United States court at Fargo, D. T., 
last week, John White, a soldier, was sentenced 
to ten years’ imprisonment for killing John B. 
Colby, at Fort Pembina, on the 16th of May, 
and William Bruguier to the same term for 
killing William McGee, an employe at the 
Standing Rock Indiaij Agency, last December. 
They would both have been convicted of mur­
der in tho second degree, and sentenced for 
life, if this giade had been provided for under 
the United States laws.

Burglars entered the residence of Rev. 
Henry Ward Beecher, at Brooklyn, one night 
last week, and carried off silverware value i at 
$1,000. They would have taken more had 

they not been frightened off while trying to 
open the safe.

f i r e s  smcL C a s u a i t l e a .
The postofiice and Senate hotel, with a 

number of stores and dwellings, were destroyed
by fire at Cayuga, Ont., one day last week. 
Loss, $70,000.

Five chiklien, the family of Frank Maille- 
aux, were burned to death onemght last week, 
by the destruction of their dwelling, some fif­
teen miles east of Windsor, Can.

H eavy rains and the melting of snow m the 
mountains of Switzerland have caused destruc­
tive floods. Tho whole canton of Thurgan is 
submerged, many bridges and houses carried 
away, and several persons drowned. At Frauen- 
feld, the capital of the canton, four inmates of 
a house were killed by falling walla.

W^rxmen excavating a cut on the Perkio- 
na$gsYalley branch of the Reading railroad 
wsiSr'oaved m upon, a few days ago, and 
William Welch was killed, and three others 
seriously injured.

an d  Industria l.
The Ohio Falla car works, at Jefferson, Ind., 

the largest establishment of the kind in the 
world, have been ordered to be sold under a 
foreclosure of a moitgage.

The failure of the large dry goods house of 
Cochrano, McLean of New York, is an­
nounce.}. Liabilities are $1,500,000. Members 
of the firm say they can pay all they owe, ana 
Im e $500,000 to spare.

During the past two weeks the arrivals of 
cars loaded with gram at Chicago averaged 1,- 
100 daily , the average load of each car was 340 
bushels.

The first annual tobacco fair was success­
fully inaugurated at Nashville, Tenn., last 
week, a number of buyers from Europe being 
present. Twelve hundred samples were in­
spected the first day, and $6 000 in premiums 
awarded.

R a i l r o a d  I n t o m g e n e e .
Passenger fare rates from New Yoik to 

Cnicago, via the Erie railroad, have been still 
further reduced—from $16 to $14,

A dispatch from San Francisco states that 
the Southern Pacific lailroad track has been 
extended to the summit of the Sierra Nevada 
Mountains, at Tehuchapa, end legular trains 
have begun to lun daily between Sm Francisco 
and Keene Station, 338 miles, or to within 
seventy-eight miles by stage of tbe Los Ange­
les division. The track is already laid fifty 
miles east of Los Angeles.

This summer will be one of cheap travel be­
tween the Ea*t and the West. All the great 
competing bnes have now reduced their pas­
senger rates.

England and the other 
powers have agreed not to exercieo undue 
pressure upon Turkey.

The Spanish Government m Cuba has made 
contracts with parties in Florida for cattle, 
paying $1 m gold per pound delivered m 
Nuevitas.

A London special says “ A pamphlet, is­
sued by Gen. IgnatiofF, the Russian Ambassa­
dor at Constantinople, has created a sensation. 
It proposes to split the Turkish Empire into five 
principalities, to be named, respectively, Bul­
garian, Albanian, Servian, Bosnian, and Greek.

Gibraltar has been supplied with provisions 
to support a garrison of 2,000 men for six 
weeks.

An exploring expedition left England for 
Northwest Africa last week. Its main object is 
to ascertain ths feasibility of admitting the 
waters of the Atlantic into a portion of the 
desert of Sahara.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

Wednesday, June 7.—Senate.—The resolu­
tion proposing a common unit of money and ac­
counts for the United States and Great Britain was 
passed.... The bill establishing Cheboygan, Mich, 
a port of delivery mssed The Senate then took 
up and passed the Legislative, Executive, and 
Judicial Appropriation bill. None of the House 
reductions were concurred in, the bill covering 
about the same amounts appropriated last jear 
....The Fortification bill was also taken up and 
passed.

House.—The House passed the bill removing the 
fortj-acre restriction upon the entry of public 
lands m Florida, Alabama, Louisiana, Arkansas, 
and Mississippi, and placing those lands under the* 
same regulations as the public domain in the West­
ern States. 1 he bill had already passed the Sen­
ate Crounse introduced a bill authorizing a rail 
road pontoon-bndge over the Missouri river at Ne­
braska City. Passed The Speaker asked and ob­
tained leave of absence for ten dajs, and appointed 
Cox (N. Y.) Speaker pro tern during his absence 
.. . Gannon, from the Committee on Postoflices and 
Post Beads, reported a bill providing a penalty for 
mailing obscene books, and prohibiting lottery cir­
culars passing through the mails. Passed.

Thursday, June 8.—Senate.—Tlie Senate re­
fused to consider a resolution allowing Pmchback 
pay and mileage as a Senator for the time m which 
hi* claim was pending Sherman called up tho 
bill to amend the laws relative to the legal-tender 
silver coin, and a general discussion ot the finance 
question ensusd. *

House.—’The Houss proceedings were enlivened 
by a wordy skirmish between Blaine and Tarbox, 
the latter defending himself against the change of 
the gentleman from Maine that ho was actuated 
by partisan malice m offering his resolu­
tion of investigation. Blaine replied by ac­
cusing Tarbox of stealing a copv of his 
speech on the currency, which was in type several 
weeks before its delivery, and offering to sell it to a 
newspaper man. Tarbox pronounced the charge 
false, but admitted that he had a copy. A bill to 
prevent straw bids m the mail service was passed. 
The bill to replace the iron-clad oath for jurors 
in United States courts was discuseed without ac­
tion.

Friday, June 9.—Senate.—The amended 
Postofiice Appropriation bill was passed It covers 
within a small fraction of $37,000,000, instead of 
$33,500,000, as provided in the House bill.

House.—The House passed the bill to pay the 
widow of President Polk $1,500 for ten mules, 
which wers taken off her plantation during the war 
by the Union army There was another exciting 
scene on the floor of the House, growing out of the 
Blaine investigation. That gentleman claimed the 
right to call up his motion to have the Caldwell dis­
patch priated with the evidence taken by the 
committee, but m ms absence, Hunton, of the 
Judiciary Committee, moved to lay Blaine’s motion 
on the table, thus obtaining control of the matter 
Blame entered the hall as the vote was being taken, 
and denounced the Speaker pro tern. (Cox) for a 
ruling which he charged was manifestly unjust to 
him After considerable wrangling and filibuster­
ing, the motion to table was carried—126 to 91.

Saturday, June 10.—Senate. — There was 
scarcely a quorum present at the opening of the 
session, aod before the close a quorum had dis­
appeared. No business of importance was trans­
acted.

House. — Two financial measures were passed 
by the House. The first was the Payne Silver 
bill, authorizing the issue of $10,000,000 addi­
tional silver coin. An effort was made to attach to 
the measure a provision repealing the Resumption 
act, but the motion failed, and the bill went through 
without division. It authorizes the Secretary of 
the Treasury to issue the silver coin in the treas­
ury to an amount not exceeding $10,000,000 in ex­
change for an equal amount of legal-tenders, the 
notes so received to be kept as a special deposit 
to be issued only for a like amount of frac­
tional currency, which shall be destroyed and 
credited to the sinking fund. The second bill 
which was passed is what is known as tho Randall 
bill, providing for the further issue of silver com. 
It provides that, in addition to the amount of sub­
sidiary coin authorized by law to be issued m re­
demption of fractional currency, it shall be lawful 
to manufacture at ths several mints, and issue 
through the treasury, such coin to the amount 
of $20 000,000. The siher bullion required 
for this purpose is to be purchased
from time to time at the market rate, with 
any money in the treasury not other­
wise appropriated, and the resulting coin may be 
issued in the ordinary disbursements of the treas­
ury, but no purihase of bullion shall be made 
when the market for the same shall be such as will 
not admit of the coinage without loss to the treas­
ury Bills wcie a’so passsd as follows: Provid­
ing that when Colorado is admitted as a State the 
laws of the United States shall have the 
same force as dsswhere, and that the State 
shall constitute one judicial district; amendatory 
of the Bankrupt law—the same measure that passed 
the Senate; reducing the number of the medical 
corps of the army... .  The bill prescribing the oath 
for jurors m United States courts was recommitted.
. The majority and minority reports of the elec­
tion committee on the Massachusetts contested 
election case were presented and ordered printed. 
The majority report favors the substitution of Ab­
bott, Democrat, for Frost, Republican and sitting 
member.... The Senate amendments to the Execu­
tive, Legislative, and Judicial Appropriation bill 
were non-concurred in . Ths special committee 
on Louisiana affairs was instructed to investigate 
the outrages alleged to have been recently commit­
ted m West Feliciana, La. < s

Monday, June 12 —Senate.—There no
quorum pressnt during a considerable portion of 
the day, and very little business was transacted.

House —The joint resolution to modify the treaty 
with China so as to restrict immigration was passed.

The Appropriation Committee reported the 
Army Appropriation bill some $10,000,000 less than 
the est mates, and with sections reducing the force of 
the army and the pay of officers Lord introduced 
a joint resolution recommending an additional 
amendment to the Constitution providing that 
officers of the United 8tates, such as assessors, 
postmasters, marshals, and collectors, ex­
cept collectors of customs shall be elect­
ed for a term of four years... The
committee on expenditures in the War depart­
ment made a report exonerating Speaker Kerr 
from the charge of accepting a bribe tor the ap­
pointment of a lieutenant in the army. The com­
mittee declare that they 44 have found no difficulty 
in reaching the conclusion that the charge, as made 
by Harney, as to the payment of ths amount of 
money as stated, or any other sum, to Mr. Kerr for 
the object ana purpose named, is unqualifiedly 
false,” and that “ Mr Ken* stands fully exoner­
ated from all implication in anywise affecting his 
personal or official integrity ” Speeches expressly e 
of confidence in the Speaker’s integrity were made 
by Danford, a Republican member of the commit­
tee, and Hurlbut and Garfield, and the House, by a 
unanimous ru n g  vote, confirmed the verdict and 
ordered it spread upon the records.

Tuesday, J udo 13.—Senate.—The Senate was 
not in session.

House.—The House passed the bill from the 
Military Committee authorizing the Secretary of 
War to detail ten additional army officers as in­
structors in the educational institutions The 
Military Ccmmttee reported back telegrams and 
other papers of the ffiihtary court of inquiry m Gen. 
Babcock’s case, and in accordance with the 
recommendation of the committee they were 
referred to the committee on wbiskv frauds. .. 
Holman reported back the Postoffice bill from the 
Appropriations Committee, with the recommenda­
tion that the H ouse non-concur in the Senate amend­
ments . ..  Hancock introduced a joint resolution di­
recting the Committee on Ways and Means to in­
quire into the propriety of relieving from taxation 
all domestic fermented beer* Mr. Roberts intro­
duced a bill to reduce the taxation on the circulation 
of State banks to an amount equal to that paid by 
National banks.

Silver Declining.
Silver continues to decline in London, 

*nd the lowest price ever known (52d 
per ounce) has been reached. This 
makes the sih cr tokens now coming out 
of the Treasury worth 82] cents to the 
dollar, and the proposed dollar of 
412 8 10 giams worth 88 cents gold. 
The value in gold of a United States 
note (legal tendei) for one dollar ranged 
during the week between 88J and 89 
cents. Sliver tokens are coming out of 
the sub Treasury here at the rate of $60,- 
000 to $75,000 per day. The silver 
halves are taken at 2 to 2J per cent, pre­
mium by bullion-dealers, to send to Cal­
ifornia, where they can be used at 95 to 
96 cents gold ; they are issued from the 
Treasury hero at less than 89 gold. The 
premium on other s all change ranges 
from J to 1J per cent.—New York 
Nation.

Thus it is there is something 
for all and each. “ Did you see the Women’s 
pavilion ?” said a fragile blonde to a two hun­
dred pound avoirdupois belle. “ Phew 1 bless 
me. knaw.

seemed to bear off the palm. There is a cot­
ton pavilion of foreign staples arranged in 
decidedly good taste which will be detailed in 
another letter.

THE BRITISH HEADQUARTERS.
The British Government ha* gone to very 

considerable expense m ejecting offices on the 
grounds for its Commissioners. One of tl o 
thi ee structures which have been erected for 
this purpose is rea’ly a very elaborate and or­
namental building. The entire group is built 
aftei the Elizabethan style of the sixteenth 
century, the best specimens of which may be 
found in Buckinghamshire. The largest of 
the three l* used as the office of the Commis­
sioners, while the other two contain rooms for 
the attendants, servants, etc. Tne larger 
house is elegantly furnished, and l y in itself, 
an extremely interesting exhibition It is built 
of tftn k and timber, covered on the outside 
with plaeter, and having tall chimneys, which 
givo it a very quamt appearance. One side of 
the building is almost entirely of glass, the 
panes not being more than four inches square 
The rooms aie all papered m cool greenish 
tints, after elaborate designs by William Morris, 
the celebrated upholsterer and poet of London. 
The floor is carpeted with rich Brussels m 
small patterns the chimney places are deco­
rated with tiles in antique designs, and on the 
mantels, which aie of van colored marble, aie 
v**es decoiated m rich and vivid colors. The 
furniture, though modem, is heavy and cov­
ered with lich dark stuff. On the whole, 
scarcely any more luxurious dwelling place 
could be devised, even with our modern com­
fort-producing inventions. Somehow it gives 
one a firmei belief in the reality of that roman­
tic period m English history—the Elizabethan 
era—to behold this admirable representation of 
the solid comfort and even splendor of the ave­
rage country gentleman of those days. It is 
a bit of the times of “ Good Queen Bess,” lift­
ed out of the dm past, and set down bodily be­
fore us. Col. Herbert Sandford, the British 
Executive Commissioner, and his coadjutor, 
Prof. Thomas F. Archer, F. B. 8. E , are ex­
tremely courteous and obliging, and have won 
highly favorable opinions from our people 
since they have been among u*. They have 
certainly done their work here in tho most ad­
mirable manner, and Great Britain will have 
every reason to be proud of the results of their 
labors.

WIIX, THE EXPOSITION PAY ?
Yes1 as soon as the agricultural interests are 

attended to, the farmeis of the Middle States 
will come en masse, and from the Western 
State* they will flock to the grandest fair the 
world has ever seen. Many will come from 
the South. The general impression prevailing 
throughout the country', that railroad fares 
will he reduced, is holding many back, 
the gieat rush from the South 
will begin in July, and continue 
throughout the summer and fall. In the city 
of Philadelphia, but few of the citizens attend 
regularly, as, like all thmgs near home, the 
many will postpone, and then they are aware 
of the unfinished condition of the work and 
await its completion. But from the 15th of 
June to the close of the Exhibition, I feel ae- 
sured that paying assemblages will be m order, 
and that the attendance will be sufficient to 
amply compensate, w dollars and cents, the 
proprietors’ interests for their outlay. I  be­
lieve the Exhibition will not alone be remunera­
tive from a financial stand-point, but will pay 
a thousand-fold in its teachings, m the vaned 
fields of utility and ornament.

Shoemakor was unani­
mously elected to a position he has cieditably 
filled m the past.

Scourged by lire.
Early summer has again brought to 

Quebec the scourge of a sudden and 
serious conflagration. It was on the 
28th of May, 1845, that the first groat 
lire swept 1,500 houses away fiom tho 
suburb of St. Roch, and ju*t a month 
later that 1,300 houses wore destioyed m 
that of St. Jean, conflagrations dosenbed 
so graphically bv Elliot Warburton m 
his “ Hoclielaga.” June 14, 1846, came 
the burning of tho theater in which 
nearly fifty persons weie roasted lo 
death oi suffocated. None of thefbos 
since then have resulted m as great de­
struction of property or life, though in 
1862 and agarn in 1886 the flames swept 
away several hundred houses. The fire 
of the 30th ult. destroyed 1,000 houses, 
and rendered several thousand people 
homeless. Quebec, as did Chicago be­
fore her residents had learned more 
wisdom, piesents all the essentials for a 
grand conflagration in her inflammable 
wooden houses closely packed, her defi­

cient water supply and inadequate force 
of firemen, and her situation in a very 
cave of Eolus. Nothing is wanted but 
the careless smoker, or the boy addicted 
to fire-crackers, or the crazy stove-leg, 
to lay a suburb in ashes. And as these 
thmgs have always been in Quebec, so 
doubtless they will also continue to be 
until the people learn the necessity of 
employing some cheaper and less in­
flammable substance than pine boards in 
the construction of their dwellings.

The Dethronement of the Sultan.
The important news comes from Tui- 

key that a revolution has broken out m 
Constantinople, resulting in the de­
throning of Abdul Aziz, the Sultan. His 
successor, Mohammed Murad Effendi, 
the presumptive heir, son of the last 
Sultan, Abdul Medjid, succeeds him 
under the Turkish law of succession, 
which gives the throne to the oldest 
male member of the family of Othman, 
sprung from the Imperial harem, nvhicii 
is considered a permanent State institu­
tion. The late Sultan, who was second 
son of Mahmoud, II., was bom Februa­
ry 8, 1830, and is ten years older than 
his successor. He succeeded to the 
throne June 25, 1861, and at the outset 
of his career promised to bo a model 
ruler—for a Turk, He was lavish in 
the announcement of reforms he intend­
ed making, and made good his promises 
for a time by dismissing the corrupt 
Mimster of Finance, reducing the civil 
list, abolishing the seraglio, declaring 
that he would not indulge in polygamy, 
and inaugurating many measures in the 
inteicats of the public welfare. In order 
to avail himself of tho benefit of Euro­
pean civilization he traveled through 
France, England, and Austria in 1867, 
and on his return allowed foreigners to 
hold real estate, establishing public high 
schools and scientific institutions, and 
ordered the Supreme court to draw up 
a civil code. Among the important po 
lltical events of his career were the 
recognition of the independence of Italy, 
the negotiation of commercial treaties 
with England and France, the suppres­
sion of rebellions in Montenegro and 
Crete, the signing of the treaty deneu 
tralizmg the Black Sea, and the acknowl­
edgment of the accession to the Rouma­
nian throne of Prince Charles of Hohen- 
zollern. The promises of the earlier 
years of liis reign, however, were not 
fulfilled. The seraglio wa3 re-estab­
lished. Corruptions of every descrip­
tion crept into his administration. He 
squandered the money loaned Turkey 
by England to repair the losses occa­
sioned by the Crimean war in the most 
reckless profligacy, and has reduced 
Turkey to bankruptcy. Tha crowning 
misery of his career has come in the up­
rising of the Sclavic Christians against 
long continued misrule and tyranny, ar­
bitrary and onerous taxation, unjust dis­
criminations, and persecutions of the 
most cruel description.

It is as yet somewhat premature to 
speculate upon the effects that tins 
change will have upon the relations be­
tween the Turks and the great powers. 
It is safe to assume that it will hardly 
result in mitigating the asperities of the 
Mussulmans to the Christians from a re­
ligious point of view. The late Sultan 
had always been distasteful to the ortho­
dox Mussulmans, their hatred of him 
commencing when he made his Euro­
pean tour, and the Softas, a very power­
ful and fanatical sect, have for some 
time been plotting for his abdication 
and inciting the people to revolution.-— 
Chicago Tribune.

Fenianism Revived.
A new Irish movement, led by 

O’Donovan Rossa and the Irish World, 
has gained more headway than is sus 
pected by the uninterested portion of 
the public. Of course it takes the form 
thus far of raising money from Irish­
men. Rossa has gone to California to 
agi ate, and the Irish World, which has 
a large circulation throughout the 
United States, week'y calls for contribu­
tions for what is described aft “ a skir­
mishing fund.” The professed intention 
is to use the money m secret operations 
against England. “ By skirmishing,” 
says one appeal, “ those connected with 
and controlling the movement mean war. 
But war of a certain kind, war in accord­
ance with tlie plans and designs best 
calculated to effect theii purpose. Their 
purpose is England’s overthrow and 
Ireland’s liberation. To accomplish this 
they intend to harrass England by every 
means within their reach ; to stiike her 
m every vulnerable pomt; to use every 
available means to bring about her de­
cadence and rum. These blows will be 
dealt by bodies of men, by single indi­
viduals, or in any other way that cir­
cumstances or occasion may command. 
As Dr. Barrow says, it makes no differ­
ence whether yeu strike your enemy 
straight down or slantingly, provided 
you kill. This tbe skirmishers thor­
oughly understand. Blow shall follow 
blow m various ways, and without cessa­
tion ; where least expected, and where 
they cannot be met; and each attack 
will be so planned and directed as to 
preclude the possibility of failure. It is 
a species of movement, local in its ac­
tion, swift, sudden and almost personal 
m its manifestations.” Then follow two 
columns of language calculated to incite 
Irish hearts, and a sketch of Rossa, who 
is to handle the fund. The acknowledg­
ments m the same paper of receipts 
show that persons are to be found who 
have confidence m the enterprise.—New 
York Sun.

An Eccentric Editor.
Some personal reminiscences of Mr. 

Bloss, the well-known editor of the Cin­
cinnati Ngnuirer, are furnished by that 
paper. At the time of the sad accident 
which lesulted in his death, Mr. Bloss 
had been connected with the Enquirer 
twenty-four years. During the last few 
years of his sei vice he was a privileged 
character, and could write as much or as 
httle as he chose. His uncompromising 
honesty and independence often placed 
him m a position of antagonism to the 
policy of the paper, and the responsible 
editors were frequently obliged to cross 
out what he had written after it had 
been put in type. He has been known 
to wnle an editorial in direct opposition 
to one that had appered m the Enquirer 
a few hours before. Productions of this 
sort, of course, never saw the light of 
day. Before his matter uad been put in 
type none of his editorial associates 
could read it. There were just four com­
positors in the office—known as Bloss’ 
compositois—who could decipher his 
manuscript. Three of them have been 
workmg for tho Enquirer over twenty 
years, and the fouith eighteen years. 
He was a man of large information, in­
tense vanity, lovable disposition, un­
wearied industry, and convivia jhabits, 
without dignity or balance of mind. He 
never traveled, and was nevei easy away 
from his desk. Once when he had been 
almost ordered away for a vacation he 
returned at the expiration of three days, 
and, complaining of loneliness, was 
allowed to resume his work. Bloss was 
not more than five feet six inches m 
height, and scarcely ever reached 120 
pounds in weight. He was forty-nme 
years of age.

How to (Jet Rfd of Flies.
The wftim, snltry season is rapidly 

coming on, and with it the advent of the 
troublesome house fly. Many and vari­
ous have been the devices to lid the 
household of this intolerable pest, but 
none have been successful. The Rev. 
George Mears Drought, writing from 
Ireland, says :

“ For three years I have lived in a 
town, and during that time my sittmg- 
loom has been fioe from flies, three or 
four only walking about my breakfast- 
table, wmle all my neighbors’ rooms 
wore ciowded. I often congratulated 
myself on my escape, but nevtr knew 
the reason of it until two days ago. I 
then had occasion to move my goods to 
another house, while 1 remained on for 
two days longer. Among other things 
moved were two boxes of geraniums and 
calceolancs, which, stood in my window, 
tho latter being always open to its full 
extent, top and bottom. Tho boxes 
were not gone half an hour bt fore my 
room was as full of flies’ as those around 
m<\ This, to me, is a new discovery, 
and perhaps it may serve to encourage 
others m that which is always a souice 
of pleasure, and which now proves also 
to be a source of comfort, viz., window 
gardening. ”

The estate of Charlotte Cushman is 
much scattered in this country and 
England.

BLOOD FOE BLOOD.

A South C arolina T r a p d y  Rnd its  Awful
Sequel—Lynching o f Six M urderer*.

THE CRIME.
[Abbeville (8. C ) Cor Charleston Courier.]
The victims, John D. Harmon, aged 

seventy-five, and his wife, Catherine A. 
Harmon, aged fifty, lived at Winter 
Seat, in Edgefield county, near the Ab 
boville line, and twenty miles from 
Greenwood. The murder was commit­
ted on iv odnesday night about 8 o’clock, 
it is supposed, in the front or sitting- 
room of Mr. Harmon’s residence, a two- 
story structure. The murder was first 
announced on Thursday morning by a 
negro man,_ Stephen Lake, who, accord­
ing to his own story, had gone, as was 
his custom, to get the crib keys. The 
alarm was mstantly given, and a runner 
was dispatched to Hie vaiious neighbors 
with the horrible intelligence. Eight 
or nine gentlemen repaired to the house 
and at once entered front door,
which was unloaked, aHRjy which, as 
was supposed, tire murderers effected an 
entrance.

The sight which met the gaze was 
most horrible. The room was filled with 
smoke and the odor of blood and burn­
ing kerosene. To the left of a center- 
table, on which were placed four lamps, 
a Bible, and a vase of roses, and upon 
which rested the bludgeon that had been 
used m the murder, lay the body of Mr. 
Harmon. The murdered man was lying 
on his back, with his head turned up, 
exposing to view the ghastly gash in his 
throat, which had been cut from ear to 
ear, with his right hand raised above his 
body, clutching a pencil, and with his 
left m the same position slightly nearer 
the wound—the pencil touching the left 
hand, but pointing directly to the wound. 
Between the knees of Mr. Harmon lay 
his hat, and near his feet his spectacles. 
About four feet from Mr. Harmon, near 
the fireplace and in the left-hand comer 
of the i i“, lay the body of his wife, 
with two gashes on her head, one on 
each temple, and her throat cut from ear 
to ear. She had fallen upon her front, 
with her face slightly turned toward her 
husband, and had apparently died with­
out a struggle. The floor was dyed with 
blood, the blood from Mrs. Harmon’s 
body passing across the room and under 
the person of her husband. The fire, 
which had been kindled by the assassins 
for the purpose of covering up the traces 
of their hideous crime, was still burning 
when the room was entered on Thursday 
morning. It had been kindled with a 
garment saturated with kerosene, and 
was slowly working its way. The oil had 
been procured from the store-room m a 
ten-gallon tin can, which was supposed 
to have contained about half a gallon of 
oil. The dwelling and store-house had 
been robbed of everything of value m 
clothing, money, jewelry, and provis­
ions, in the search for which tho fiends 
must have spent the greater poition of 
the night and just before daybreak set 
the kerosene on fire.

The inquest was adjourned from day 
to day, the excitement m the community 
running very high, and fresh develop­
ments constantly resulting as to the fear­
ful crime, culminating last Tuesday 
morning m the full confession of one of 
the murderers.

THE EXPIATION.
[From tlio Charleston News ]

Tlie s io of the lynching was at or 
near tlie residence of the murdered Har 
mens, a pomt about twenty five miles 
from Abbeville and thirty from Edge- 
field Court-house, The discovery of the 
dogwood club and tho confession of one 
of the murderers led to the immediate ar­
rest of five other men, and of three women 
who were likewise implicated, one the 
wife of Luke, and the other, Betsy Per­
rin, the Harmons’ cook. The exami­
nation by the Coroner’s jury, of which 
James Callison, a most prudent and re 
spected citizen, was foreman, conclusive­
ly demonstrated the guilt of all six of 
the men, all of whom, indood, confessed 
to having participated m the murder 
and robbery. The examination being 
concluded, the Coroner formally deliv 
ered the r>’ '• oners into the possession of 
Sheriff R ciiardson, who was present. 
He had no sooner received them into his 
custody than lie was approached by a 
party of men, who told him they would 
relieve him of any further trouble, and 
at once bound and blindfolded him. 
The prisoners were then immediately 
formed into line and shot to death. Up­
ward of five hundred people were pres­
ent, about fifty of these being colored. 
There was no excitement, and the whole 
proceedmg was conducted with the ut­
most deliberation, Tho reason assigned 
for shooting instead of hanging the men 
was that by this means the whole party 
might share in the execution, while 
hanging would have made a few of the 
party the more prominent as ringlead­
ers, which result it was desired to avoid. 
The lynchers openly acknowledged their 
participation in the affair afterward, and 
expressed their willingness to submit to 
the action of any authorized tribunal. 
The feeling among the colored people 
was as strong agamst the murderers as 
among the white people, and they even 
said tiiat if tlie whites did nothmg the 
colored people would take the law into 
their hands. One white man was sup­
posed to have been concerned in the 
murder, and would undoubtedly have 
shared the fate of the others, but no 
proof was found against him and Be was 
discharged, as was also another, an old 
colored man. The prisoners testified 
that the three women were present at 
the murder, but were not more directly 
concerned m it. The lynchers turned 
them loose, upon condition that they 
leave the country forthwith. They com­
plied at o*ce, and this accounts for their 
alleged disappearance. It is denied 
that they were violently disposed of. 
All the lynchers were from the counties 
of Abbeville and Edgefield. They 
listened quietly to remonstrances of 
some of tho older persons present, but 
said thpy t r o  fixed m their resolve. 
Nine tenths of thoso present, and at 
least an equal pioportion of the citi­
zens of the county, approved of the 
lynching.

World’s Fairs in General.
Excluding the wretched failure and 

partial swindle in New York, in 1853, 
which does not deseive to be classed m 
the same categorv, there have been five 
world’s fails worthy of the name, and 
the Philadelphia Exposition is the sixth. 
The first was m London, m 1851, for 
which the Giystal Palace at Sydenham 
was erected, which was permitted to re- 
mam, and has ever since been a popular 
resort, and the favorite location for 
monster concerts and great public cele­
brations. Pans followed with its Expo­
sition, m 1857. Then the London peo­
ple, m 1861, erected grander palaces m 
Hyde Paik and South Kensington gar­
dens to eclipse their French rivals. 
But Paris was not to be outdone, and 
the fourth attempt was the Exposition 
Umverselle of 1867. The fifth world’s 
fair was located m Vienna m 1873—a 
city that had long aspired to rival Paris 
in the gay attractions of a continental 
capital, and expected by means of its 
exhibition to fix upon itself tbe eyes of 
the civilized world, and render itself 
famous for its beauty and pleasures. Of 
all these exhibitions, though nono of 
them was profitable as a financial enter 
pnse, the only one that cm be ehaiac 
ter'zed as a di-.ippomtment and a fail 
uie was the Vienna Exhibition, which 
was loaded down with bad management, 
corrupt pncticei and tho inordinate 
reed of tho people.—New York World.

This individual is an Eng­
lishman who settled theie out of choice. 
Ho ‘ ’ can throw a lariat and discuss Car­
lyle with equel skill, and can decipher 
the glacial rnaiks on his own bowideis 
and ride a lefactory / urro with equal 
skill. This convinces Crinkle that “ the 
Daniel Boone business has not died out.” 
Twenty miles fi om Goloi ado Springs he 
found an English castle reproduced in 
logs, and occupied bj an educated Eng­
lish family of cattle herders. In the 
same region ho met a fellow m a white 
coiduroy suit, looking at firpt glance 
hke a dandy, and having a hang dog 
air. “ You see,” was the fellow’s ex­
planation of tes shamefacedness, “ I was 
all right till I got to Canon City, red I 
had these duds washed, and they come 
out white.
