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A very’iniportant psper has lately been 
read before the Society qf Arts fey Mr. 
Banff, Professor of GhenfiStry to the 
Boys! Academy, upon a method of pre­
serving iron from ruit by coating it with" 
its own magnetic oxide. The facts wMch 
Prof. Barff has brought forward, and the 
specimens wMch he has exhibited, are 
such as to justify the belief that his dis­
covery will prove to be one of enormous 
▼atoe, and that it will, indeed, render-all 
all kinds of iron-work, however much ex­
posed to weather or to corrosive vapors 
or liquids, practically indestructible and 
everbuiting.

When an iron surface is exposed to the 
action of water, or of'moist Mr, it speed­
ily besome* sovsred. by a film or jpo- 
toxide, or“ ferrous oxide, which -consists 
of 56 parts by weight of the metal to 16 
parts oL oxygen. The ferrous oxide 
continues to attract oxygen from the 
atmosphere, and is gradually con­
verted" into another compound, the 
sssquioxide, or feme oxide, which is 
compared" of twice 56 pkrts by weight 
of _i«m, and three times 16 parts by 
Weight of oxygen. The ferric oxide, in 
its turn, gives up some of its oxygen to 
ths ss yet unoxidizediron beneath it, and 
the ferrous oxide thus formed is gradu­
ally converted ihio, ferric oxids. by the 
aeceis bt sir through the- spemgjylaycrcf 
superficial rust which covers it. In this 
way-the-first formed film of rust exposes 
to the atmefrphere the surface wMch lies

iron, until the latter is completely 
corroded and worn through. Many^at- 
teWfrtghave faemtawiB-psmpoTijbn 
SutBUvS by "the ippHefctfoir dfrsofne kind 
of paint or varnish ; and these attempts 
have, of bourse, been-to Some partial 
extent successful. Such coatings, how­
ever, have no real adhesion to the metal 
•a  whioh they are placed, and are liable 
to aerie off or to -perish in a variety of 
ways. Even when the coating is gen­
erally aoKpd, the smallest flaw in its con­
tinuity will givri entrance to the enemy; 
for the rust from the exposed spot will 
spread laterally under the coating, and 
may be all the more dangerous and de­
structive from being partially concealed 
from view.

It manifest tin t the evils incidental 
to rusting are entirely due to the un­
stable character of the two oxides already 
mentioned, wMch are formed spontane­
ously under ordinary climatic conditions. 
There is, however, a third oxide wMch 
possesses characteristics of a totally Af­
ferent kind, and which is uniMflueuced, 
not only by moist air, but evtn by acids 
and other corrosive substances. "This is 
the magnetic or black oxide, wMch con­
sists of three times fifty-six parts by 
Weight of iron, and four times sixteen 
parts by weight of oxygen. Prof. Barff 
has discovefcpd that if any iron article is 
•spossd, at a-high temperature, to the 
action of superheated steam, it will be­
come covered by a film of this black 
oxide, of a thickness wMch is determined 
by the degree of temperature.and by the 
length of exposute. The oxidte is harder 
than the original iron, sad adheres to it 
even -more firmly than the -particles of 
irog adhere to each other, so that there 
is a gain not only in chemical, but also in 
mechanical resistance. If the operating 
chamber is heated only fo 500 'degrees 
Fahrenheit, and the exposure is con­
tinued for only five hours, a surface is 
obtained wMch will resist emery-paper 
for a considerable time, and which will 
not rust within doors, or after any mod­
erate degree of exposure to moisture. If 
the oxidizing process is conducted at 
1,200 degrees Fahrenheit, and continued 
for six or seven hours, the surface will 
reaist a rasp and will bear any amount of 
exposure to- weather. The oxidation 
does not affect the appearance of the sur­
face in any other way than by turning it 
black. A rough forging retains its rough­
ness, and a turned or polished surface 
its smoothness. If there should be any 
flaw in the coating, or if the black oxide 
is designedly removed from part of the 
surface, the common oxidation will occur 
where the iron is thus left unprotected. 
But such oxidation is strictly limited to 
the unprotected portion, and has not the 
smallest tendency either to spread later­
ally under the black oxide or to detach 
this from the subiacent parts.

Among the most valuable and impor­
tant of the probable applications of the 
invention will be the protection of steam 
boilers and of the plates of iron sMps; 
and Prof. Barff hopes that by certain 
arrangements it will he possible to 
operate. upon very large manufactured 
articles without its being necessary to 
provide a heating-chamber large enough 
to contain them. The applications seem 
almost without number. The process 
will be conducted at very small coat, and 
it will probably be employed, a t no dis­
tant time, for” iron goods of every de­
scription. Not only so, bnt it will extend 
the application! of iron itself to several 
purposes for which its liability to rust 
hitherto rendered it unsuitable. Copper 
vessels will no longer possess any advan­
tage* for cooking, and iron saucepans 
will no longer need to be tinned. Leaden 
pipes for the conveyance of water will in 
all probability be entirely superseded; 
and there can be no doubt that new uses 
for incorrodible iron will every day sug­
gest themselves.

Storiag Green Hay.
The usual method of making hay is 

expensive and liable to riska owing to. 
the changeable weather at the haying 
season. To escape the danger qf wet­
ting and spoiling,experiments have been 
made with grass cut and stored in one 
day, and after only two hours’exposure to 
the sun. In these experiments the grass 
was cut as soon as free from dew, was 
then turned over once with the teddiig- 
mactone, and, after drying for two 
hours, was hastily gathered snd re­
moved to a tight bam. The bam was 
plastered on the inside, and bad a tight 
floor and roof, and, as soon as the loads 
entered, the doors were closed and,the 
hay immediately packed into the mows. 
The bam waa then kept as nearly air­
tight as possible, till the hay was con­
sumed in the winter. By this method 
of quick gathering,, and the perfect ex­
clusion, of iain, Had the neayly, prqief t 
exclusion of sir, the nay was preserved 
sweet and in pyoellent condition, and 
was fonuAto be, jmora variable as food 
for eattle than hay made m the ordinary 
way. The chief pomts-of interest in this 
method of curing grass, axe the. quick' 
gathering shd ths use of tight htiuditigs 
for tiie. exclusion of moisture sad air. 
"The experiments made in this direction 
are reported to be very satisfactory, and 
the subject ebrnreends itself to the atten­
tion of farmers in the variable climates of 
some of our States, both on tire score of 
economy of time and labor and the im­
proved quality of the hay.—Scribner for 
April. jP

DestnastM* sT Birds >J ToHfrafh
* ' "  Wires. ~

It is the opinion of Dr. Elliott Cones 
.that in the United States many hundred 
thousands of bird* are yearly killed by 
telegraph wires. To show that this es­
timate is not extravagant, he cites Ms 
own observation while journeying from 
Denver,,,Col., to Cheyenne, Wy., the 
road for a considerable pari of the way, 
coinciding with the line of the telegraph! 
The most abundant birds of that region 
at the time (October) were homed larks 
sad Maecowfi’i  busting. “ Almost im­
mediately upon riding by the telegraph 
wise/’ writes Dr. Copes in the American 
Naturalist, “ I  noticed a dead lark; and 
as.LpStsed several Biaeeiin quick succes­
sion my attention wss aroused. The po­
sition of the dead birds enabled me to 
trace cause and effect before I  actually 
witnessed a case of the killing. The 
bodies lay in evsry instance nearly or 
directly beneath the wire. A crippled 
bird was occasionally seen fluttering 
along the road. Becoming interested in 
tiie matter, I  began to count, and desist­
ed only after actually counting lOO in the 
course of one hour’s leisurely riding— 
representing, perhaps, a distance of three 
miles.” During the hour he saw three 
birds strike the wire; of these one had 
a wing broken, and another was dyiiig in 
convulsions.—Popular Science Monthly 
for April.

The Collapse of Planets.
The whole planetary regions seem to 

be filled with collections of matter—star­
dust and meteorites, yhey are all revolv­
ing about the sun in ecoentric orbits, and 
are doubtless slowly circling towards it. 
The zodiacal light is supposed to be only 
sn immense aggregation of this material. 
Thus the thickening stratum ss these 
strange bodies draw near to tiie sun 
shows that they are all slowly gathering 
to that gmat center of attraction.

The evident effect of the fall of any of 
the planets into the sun would be the 
diffusion of Mghly-heated vapors far out 
into the spaces that surround it—prob­
ably far enough to reach tiie next outly- 
ing planet, and thereby to increase its 
retardation and hasten its fall into the 
mighty caldron. So one by one the 
planets dissolve and their elements fill 
the void of space. The expanding gases 
catch np the waves of radiant heat that 
have long been wandering from planets 
and suns; and the nebula is again seeth­
ing and surging with its mighty contend­
ing forces. Sun-system reaches ont to 
sun-system, and star-galaxy mingles with 
star-galaxy, till through all the abysmal 
depths matter is again “ without form 
and void, and darkness is upon the face 
of the deep.” Chaos has returned once 
mole, again to be breathed upon by the 
Omnipotent Spirit that reforms and re­
creates.— Popular Science Monthly for 
April.

Aalitaksla.
The special commission appointed by 

tbe Legislature of OMo to investigate the 
late Ash tabula diaarter has made its re­
port. The commission, after going into 
details showing the imperfections in the 
bridge, report the following s | their con­
clusions:

1. There were 80 to 100 lives lost by 
the failure of the bridge.

2. The bridge went down under an 
ordinary load by mason of defects ip its 
original construction.

3. The defect in tire original con­
struction of the bridge could nave been 
discovered at any time after its erection 
by s careful and analytical inspection, 
such as the importance of the structure 
demanded, and thus the sacrifice of life 
and property prevented. The truth is, 
the bridge wss liable to go down any 
time during tiie last ten or eleven years 
under a load that might at any time be 
brought upon it in tiie ordinary course 
of the company’s business, and it is 
most remarkable that the disaster did not 
sooner occur. It would be nsedless to 
say that an engineer Would be derelict in 
Ms duty who did not provide in Ms con­
struction of s bridge against wind, snow, 
ice, and the fibration of a rolling load. 
They are as much to be anticipated and 
provided against as the law of gravity,

TMs report is accompanied by a bill 
specifying how bridges of different spans 
shall be constructed.

Investigating the Grasshopper.
The President has appointed the fol­

lowing persons as members of the Grass­
hopper Commission : Prof. S. Y. Kiley, 
of St. Louis, known for his labors in 
economic entomology; Prof. A. S. Pack­
ard, Jr., of Salem, Mass., editor of the 
American Naturalist, who is to be 
Secretary of the commission; and Prof. 
Cyrus Thomas, of Carbondale, 111., State 
Entomologist. The commission will have 
its quarters at Washington, with a West­
ern offiee in St. Louis. Prof. Riley pro­
poses to take the area east of the moun­
tains and south of the fortieth parallel 
with British America. Prof. Thomas 
will take the country north of tiie fortieth 
parallel to the British American line, ex­
cepting Montana. Prof. Packard’s field 
will more particularly cover Montana 
Territory, Idaho and Utah. The two 
principal objects of the commission are, 
firsji, to ascertain what agency can be 
brought to bear in facilitating the de­
struction of the eggs of the insects ; sec­
ond, to discover where the locusts breed. 
It is known that Montana is one of the 
fields in wMch they breed largely, but in 
all probability the largest breeding 
ground is m British America. That 
country being difficult to explore, it is 
likely that the commission will try to se­
cure the co-operation of the British 
Government.

The aiidienue which, following Solo­

mon’s advice and Sir John Lubbock’s 
reputation, went to tiie Royal on the 27tb 
to consider the ways of the ant was vast, 
and they heard mush that would, per­
haps, have astonished Solomon, or toe 
Persian sage Shallish-herta, who- told 
man not to be conceited about Ms social 
superiority, but to “ observe the sover­
eignty of the bee and of the ant M their 
kind.” Sir John Lubbock ha* been 
known to fee devoting Ms attention to 
ants for the last three - years. He 
has clever assistants in his little 
daughter and her governess, who 
watch the proceedings in the ant-room 
during the day, and report progress 
if he has been absent. Living on a farm 
adjoining that of Charle* puipp, he has 
the benefit of *een«s»dtartkÂ  ‘with that 
great man (against whose Mgh name 
some forger recently aimed a blow in 
Carlyle’s name, wMch Carlyle has de­
nounced).

Sir John’s story last night was most 
extraordinary. He declared that though 
the ape ranks next man in form, the 
ant ranks next him in intellect, and if 
tfee ants should ever be able to make up 
by numbers for their deficiency of size 
they might be able to cope with man on 
no unequal-terms. There are 700' 
species's! adfcs, of whiklvthcTc *J* # 
in this «oiiat#7, *nd jfij Job* h«»
Ms researches -on twenty species, which 
we now sharer* of Ms hospitality.. For 
a liberal and a moral man, Sir John does 
not. seem to observe rigid principles with 
.these tiny creatures; he sets some a,s 
slaves, to others, and on ope occasion 
ggve ah ‘adtiobmpany of tidily so mucii 
drink that they were reduced to hopeless 
intoxication. On this last occasion the 
sober ants pitched five of the inebriates 
into the water, and took twenty-five into 
the nest to recover. But of a similar 
party of “ sttangers” (namely, mot be­
longing to their nest) the sober ants 
pitched twenty-five into the water, took 
five into the nest, but presently brought 
four qf these out and pitched them into 
the water too.

The ants know their comrades after 
long separation. Sir John separated one 
from Ms nest for a year, then brought 
him back, and with him a “ stranger ” of 
the same species, marking them with 
paint for recognition. The ants treated 
the stranger nefariously, but welcomed 
their long-lost brother and wiped the 
paint off him. There is a little yellow 
ant in England wMch regularly raises 
poultry; it stores up through winter the 
eggs of apMdes, which, being hatched 
in spring, give them a good supply of 
provisions. The differentiation of labor 
among theia ks refnjd'table, soms being 
devqjqped' info nqhfiepi, others of the 
same nest as laborers, and others as 
commissariat agents. Sir John found 
that two particular ants were invariably 
sent out to bring in food placed at the 
door, and when these were removed by 
him, two others were appointed who 
came just as invariably, and so on so 
often as the special officials were re­
moved.

The ants keep a more various stock of 
animals for their provisions than En­
glishmen do; ai|d there are two tiny 
creatures—an aphis and a. beetle—al­
ways found in their nests, but never 
eaten or used, apparently their cat and 
dog. Slavery prevails, and there is no 
anti-slavery society. But Sir John re­
marked the evil effects of the system. 
The most determined slaveholder is 
called “ Polyergus,” a queer misnomer, 
since the bloated creature doesn’t work 
at all By employing slaves (which are 
very black) tMs big red ant has lost' all 
cleverness, all strength, and even Ms 
mandibles; he is perhaps the only ani­
mal m nature that cannot even feed him­
self, bqt will die amid plenty unless Sir 
John sends m slaves every day to cram 
the food down his throat. It is the 
great middle class who hold no slaves 
who develop the marvelous intelligence 
and enterprise displayed'by ants.

Hhy DO Birds Migrate?
Inability to stand the cold of our win­

ters is generally supposed to be the 
reason of this migration, and" in many 
cases this is true. A humming-bird or a 
summer yellow-bird would die very soon 
if it should be exposed to a winter storm; 
but we often have very cold and stormy 
weather after our earlier spring birds 
have returned, yet they live through it 
without appearing to suffer very greatly. 
Birds are very well protected from the 
cold by their feathers and their warm 
blood, and the stray robins and black­
birds wMch occasionally winter with us 
do not have any difficulty in withstand­
ing the cold. Hence we must look for 
some other reasos for their migration. 
Most of our migratory land-birds feed 
upon insects, worms, and small fruit and 
seeds, and, as these cannot be obtained 
in t̂he winter, the birds must either 
move southward when tile Home supply 
begins to fail or starve. Lack of food, 
not cold, is the reason of their 
migration. Water-birds seem to be able 
to endure any amount of cold; 
a duck will swim contentedly for hours, 
entirely surrounded by ice, and not seem 
to mind the cold at all. Many of our 
common water-birds gre met with in 
summer far beyond the Arctic circle, so 
that inability to-stand tiie climate cannot 
be the reason why they leave us in the 
fall for the South. Marsh-birds, like 
the snipe, the coot, and the plover, and 
many of our water-birds, such as the 
wood-duck, feed upon the small animals 
and plants wMch they find ip shallow 
water, or in the mud; but as soon as-the 
frost oome* -all the shallow water is 
changed to ice, so that this supply of 
food is cut off, and the birds must go to 
a warmer country.

We c*n see, then, that bircta migrate 
from lack of food, and not on account of 
the cold weather, for those water-birds 
which, like "the gull, « e  able to catch 
fish in deep water, stay wifh'R* through 
the whole winter.—St. Nicholas for  
April.

Important Civil Rights Decision.
An important decision affecting rail­

way companies has just been rendered in 
the United States District Court at Balti­
more by Judge Giles. Harriet Culley 
and seventeen other negroes sued the 
Baltimore and Ohm Company to recover 
3560 damages each, lor compelling them 
to ride m a smoking car wMle returning 
on commutation tickets from a point on 
the Metropolitan branch. The suit was 
brought under the Supplemental Civil 
Rights bill, passed by Congress March 
1, 1875. Among many witnesses exam­
ined was President Garrett, who said that 
after the-Civil Rights bill was passed in- 
structfons wifre given to make fto distinc­
tion on account of color -With passengers 
on the road or its connectionsT While 
the defense in its testimony endeavored 
to show, but did not fully establish it, 
that no distinction had been made in the 
Culley case, yet counsel for defendant re­
lied on the unconstitutionality of the act 
of Congress. Judge Giles gave an elab­
orate opinion, reviewing all similar cases 
known to the law, and instructed the jury 
to return a verdict for the defendant, 
under the following ruling : The act of 
Congress of March 1, 1875, under which 
this action is brought, So far as it seeks 
to inflict penalties for the violation of 
any or Jill rights wMch belong fo citizens 
of a State and not citizens of the United 
States, as^speh, was thej^giercise of a 
power not authorized by tiny p̂rovision 
of the constitution of the United States, 
as the privilege to use for local travel 
any public conveyance is not a right aris­

ing under the con*titution of tiie United 
States. There can be no recovery of the 
penalty sued for in this ease, and the 
jury will render their verfict for the de­
fendant. A verdict in accordance with 
these instructions was rendered.

The most exciting episode of the past 

week-wss occasioned by the report of 
the joint committee of the House and 
Senate, which has had under investiga­
tion the alleged defalcations in the 
chemical laboratory of the State Uni- 
rterrity. The committee appointed for 
(his investigation was selected with 
great care, and composed of men whose 
ability and unbiased judgment could not 
be doubted. After a very thorough re­
search, requiring about two months of 
time, the committee have finally present­
ed their report, and it is a document 
which deserves to have great weight with 
the Legislature as well as with the people 
of the Stste. The report finds much fault 
with the manner in wMch ths 
Board of Regents have in tunes psst 
managed the affairs of the university, 
ind jaseents eonae„ very pertinent facts 
to sustain this charge. The reportioM* 
Dr. Douglass responsible for the defi­
ciency, amounting to something over 
$5,060. The Board of Regints, at a 
meeting Wednesday, we learn, decided 
to dismiss Mr. Douglass from the service 
of the institution.

A considerable lobby, in the interest 
of variops local bills, has been present for 
days past, snd serves to relieve the 
monotony to some extent. Most of the 
day Tbwsddftewr conBUfifod'in' fee dis­
cussion of a bill to provide a “ County 
Supermtondency of Schools.” The bill 
wss finally defeated, after a very warm 
contest.

Tbe special order, consisting of 
several bills on the liquor ques­
tion, was reached, but postponed 
to a later day. The proMbi- 
tionists claim to be gaining ground and 
have some hope of pressing their bill to 
a successful issue.

The Governor sent to the House, 
Thursday morning, his second and third 
veto messages. They were on local bills, 
and the principal objection raised was 
that they were of that class known in 
Legislative parlance as “ late cMckens,” 
that is, they were originated after the ex­
piration of the fifty-day limit prescribed 
by the constitution, being constructed 
after the same manner as the b6y made 
a new knife out of an old one, by “ first 
{Hitting in a new blade and then putting 
on a new handle. ”

Of course this sort of legislation de­
served rebuke, slid the House meekly 
submitted to the chastisement. The 
members introducing these bills are 
mainly to be blamed for their passage, as 
in many instances their irregularity is 
not known to those voting for them, at­
tention not having been directed thereto 
—indeed, two of this class were approved 
by the Governor, without the least suspi­
cion of their illegitimate birth,

Astron­
omers would be able in a few days after 
it was discovered to determine its path 
and predict its downfall Upon the sun, 
precisely as Newton calculated the path 
of Ms comet, and prediqted ife pgf 
proach to the sun. I t would fee knowi 
for weeks then feat fee event wMch 
Newton contemplated as likely to cause

surface of our earth, was about to take 
place; abet, doubtless, fee minds of 
many hinfleiits *f *cie»oe'Woitid inr-dter- 
eised during that interval in determining 
whether Newton was right-or wrong. 
For my own part, I  have very little doubt 
that, though the change in fee sun’s con­
dition in consequence of the direct down­
fall upon Mi surface of a very large 
comet would be but temporary, and sa 
that sense slight—for what are a few 
weeks in the history of an orb which has 
already existed during thousands of mill­
ions of years ?—yet the effect upon the 
inhabitants of the earth would be by no 
means slight. I  do not think, however, 
that any students of science would re­
main, alter fee catastrophe, to estimate 
or record its effects.—Richard Proctor, 
in Belgravia.

Good-Humored Russians.
Every crowd has a physî gnomy anfi a 

character of its own, and after experience 
of as, Engliah or an Irish crowd qpe is 
rather pleased with a Russian one. Not 
that it is particularly clean or savory, but 
it is so extremely good-natured and well- 
behaved. There in veaty little pmaliing or 
elbowing. Every one is courteous to Ms 
neighbors, snd you sre sure not to see 
any acts of brutality or to incur any dan­
ger in mixing in it. Smiling, good-na­
tured faces are everywhere, no matter 
what fee rank of poaifaoh, for good humor 
is indeed the cMef Russian virtue. And 
then such a curious mixture of people in 
such s crowd!—merchants with long 
dark-blue or black caftans, reaching 
to their heels, and their -cravats tied 
tight around their throats, not showing 
a ahirt collar if they indeed have

wound about their heads so as to conceal 
their hair; shoemakers’ boys and ap­
prentices in what seems a dirty muslin 
dressing-gown; artisans in feeir blue 
working-blouses; the ordinary town 
peasant in Ms red shirt snd Mgn boots, 
and the muzhik fresh from fee country 
with coat of undyed homespun, cloths 
wound round his legs in lieu of stock­
ings and sandals made of plaited linden 
bark; here and there a student with 
dirty shirt and long hair and most foul 
finger-nails, evidently of the idea that 
neatness is incompatible with learning; 
there will probably be a priest or two, 
and a few soldiers.—Scribner for April.

Emperor William’s Eightieth Birthday.
The 80th birthday (March 22) of 

William, Emperor of Germany and King 
of Prussia, was celebrated at Berlin with 
great festivities. All nations of Europe 
were represented by special envoys to 
convey feeir congratulations and pay 
feeir respects to the octogenarian mon­
arch ; and, what wife fee attendance of 
the numerous German Princes with their 
families, Berlin was fairly overrun wife 
royalty and nobility. During fee day 
the city was profusely decorated, and in 
fee evening banquets and illuminations 
were in order. Emperor William, in 
spite of his full four-score years, seems 
to have been able to bear Ms part in the 
protracted festivities, receiving in per­
son, from 10 o’clock in fee morning until 
2 in the afternoon, the immense throng 
of Princes and dignitaries who paid their 
respects to the venerable and august, 
ruler of the most powerful nation of 
Europe. He has occupied the throne 
for nearly twenty years, having in 1858 
been appointed Regent upon fee retir­
ing of his brother, Frederick William 
IV., on account of mental aberration. 
By fee death of the latter without issue. 
Jan. 2, 1861, William became King of 
Prussia, and on fee 18th of January, 
1871, he was proclaimed Emperor of 
United Germany M fee palace of fee 
French Kings at Versailles.

The President and the Colored People.
A delegation of prominent colored 

men, says a Washington coriekpondent, 
“ called upon the President to tender 
their thanks for tiie appointment of 
Fred Douglass as Marshal of fee Dis­
trict of Columbia. The Chairman, in a 
brief address, explained the object of 
the visit and said the appointment was 
gratifying to the colored people, because 
by it he not only recognised their claims 
but struck a blow at the prejudice of 
caste, and they wished him success in 
Ms policy of reconciliation. The Presi 
dent said in reply that in appointing Mr. 
Dougl—s Ms object was to show to the 
country that it was Ms purpose to fully 
carry out the declaration of his in­
augural. The amendments to tire con­
stitution must be strictly adhered to and 
all citizens protected in their rights. He 
referred to the appointment of colored 
persons, and said that no discrimination 
must be made on account of color. 
Should any public officer having a posi­
tion to be bestowed make any -such dis­
crimination he should consider it suffi­
cient cause for Ms removal. In con­
clusion he referred to his policy of re­
conciliation and expressed his confidence 
in its success,”

Use Short Words.
Gov. Seymour finds enjoyment in con­

fining himself, ss far as possible, in Ms 
correspondence, to words of one or two 
syllables. He recommends tiiis as a 
profitable and entertaining practice to 
young writers, saying that in searching 
for short words the students will learn 
many new things about common words 
and their meaning. He also says that 
he has learned a great deal from fee 
simple forma of speech used by Ms In­
dian chief friends of the Oneida and 
Onondaga tribe*, and commends their 
style as a model of simplicity and ex­
pressiveness.

A tunnel  under Boston Common, to 
connect the Boston and Albany and fee 
Boston and Providenoe railroad tracks, 
with those of the Northern railroads is a 
pretty little Yankee project.

The bill will probably pass the House 
without much opposition. And, while 
speaking Of elections, I  will mention 
that there are also several other bills be­
fore fee Legislature in reference thereto. 
One provides a punishment for pool- 
selling or betting on the result 
of elections; another prohibits the 
use of money by candidates for office 
for any other purpose than merely pay­
ing for the printing of tickets; but, 
if passed, would probably be evaded in 
many ways. Then there is a hill fof 
more stringent regulations relative to 
registration of voters, which has merit, 
and will'probably meet with due consid­
eration. It is thought that the bill 
known as “ Baker’s Caucus bill,” which 
passed the House last week, will be lolled 
in the Senate.

The Senate have had the “ Beard 
claim” under consideration, and much 
opposition is shown to it. It has hereto­
fore always passed the Senate with near­
ly unanimous vote, but last session was 
defeated in the House by a nearly equal­
ly divided vote.

An appropriation of $25,000 to build a 
new dormitory at the Agricultural Col­
lege (in place of one recently burned 
down) passed the Senate Wednesday, 
after some skirmishing.

Socially, Lansing has been rather dull 
during fee week, the only entertainments 
being a lecture on art, at the Opera 
House, and a hop at fee Light Guard 
armoiy.

As the time for “ town meeting” ap­
proached a resolution was offered and 
passed in fee Senate, adjourning 
from Friday until Tuesday evening 
next. The House wanted to adjourn one 
day earlier, and so amended the resolu­
tion. The Senate refused to concur in 
the" amendment)’ laid when the House 
had appointed a committee of conference, 
the Senate, being apprised of that fact, 
adjourned for the day very uncere­
moniously, *to prevent any action 
with reference thereto. This of course 
excited the intractable spirit of the 
“ boys ” down stairs, and, after some in­
dulgence in filibustering, they finally 
played a practical joke at their own ex­
pense by adjourning to 4:30 a. m. next. 
Just imagine the gray-bearded sagea 
of the Legislature crawling out of bed 
at that unseasonable hour to answer to 
roll-call. Of course some of them 
didn’t come, and a call ~of the House 
placed them “ under the ban ”—so to 
speak—and they are wanted by fee Ser- 
geant-at-Arms. They will probably re­
appear some time next week if their con­
stituents don’t capture them and send 
them to the insane asylum.

It must not "be presumed, from these 
occasional freaks, that the present Legis­
lature is annnefficient one. On tiie con­
trary it is admitted to possess quite as 
much ability as the average of Michigan 
Legislatures, as its work will show. No 
very bad laws have yet been enacted, and 
I  must say that the prospect now is that 
the session will not be more lengthy than 
that of 1875. Much hard work has been 
done of late, and the disposition is to 
push things as rapidly as consistent. A 
little fun, now and then, does not really 
retard actual business, and it is good 
medicine both for body and mind. The 
Legislature of 1875 lost four members 
by death during the session. This year 
not one death has occurred, nor even 
very serious illness.

Some favored discontinuing ths office alto­
gether, while Others desired to Adopt the New York 
system of one State Civil J&ngijieqr to look after 
railroads. Ths majority j  earned to favor the pres­
ent system, but with reduced salary. After devot­
ing the whole morning to general debate, the coin- 
mtttde An*lt? rose . At the afternootr session ths 
biM reducing the Railroad Commission***’ salary 
from $4,000 to $2,500 passed.

Secretary FUh’t Expenses.
Mr. Erirte will find it a re r, difficult 

task to maintain fee social aide of fee 
State Department wife more dignity than 
Hamilton Fish has done. It seems nec­
essary feat the Secretary of State should 
be both rich and a man of culture. The 
custom ha* grown up, and it certainly is 
a dignified and creditable one, feat fee 
Secretary of State must give frequent 
and elaborate entertainments to fete dip­
lomatic corps, and to any visiting stran­
gers of distinction from foreign coun­
tries. The Secretary of State is not only 
expected to manage ail difficult interna­
tional problems, but to be as well the ex­
ponent of national courtliness and hos­
pitality. He is supposed to be a genial, 
dignified, international good fellow, who 
pays all his bills. But it takes money to 
do it. Mr. Fish, in his private monetary 
masters, is laid to be very close, but he 
has been lavishly generous in his man­
agement of fee courtesies of the Govern­
ment. He has spent every year his en­
tire salary in house-rent. He has main­
tained a good establishment, aqdhas dis­
pensed fee hospitalities of fee nation in 
a style of which all of us may be proud. 
Add he has not taxed fee people for it, 
but has paid for it out of his own bank 
account. From fee best sources I  know 
that it has at times cost Mr. Fish $50,000 
a year to live in' this city and maintain 
fee dignity of fee State Department. 
His salary was $8,000.— Washington 
Cor. Troy Times.

The Turkish Army.
The Memorial Diplomatique of Jan. 

27, 1877, gives the most explicit state­
ment of fee situation of fee Turkish 
army that has yet been made, and prob­
ably the most reliable. From it we 
learn that the army of the Danube com­
prises 200,000 men, commanded by Ab- 
dul-Kenm Pasha, Generalissimo of the 
Turkish army, The corps of Serna and 
Bosnia, 100,000 strong, is commanded 
by Ali-Saib Pasha; fee corps of Albania, 
50,000 strong, by Dervish Pasha ; the 
corps of observation on the frontier of 
Greece, 25,000 strong, by Ahmed-Chuk- 
n  Pasha; the corps of Batouin, 40,000, 
by Hussein-Tahrin Pasha; the corps 
Erzeroum, 120,000 strong, by Samih- 
Pasha, and the corps of Bagdsd, 55,000 
strong, by Hussem-Fevzi Pasha. This 
would make a total of 590,000 Turkish 
troops in the field.

A Big Estate.
James Irvine is the fortunate owner of 

the San Joaquin and Lomas do Santiago 
ranches in Los Angeles county, con­
taining 95,000 acres, and of 12,000 acres 
in fee Santa Ana ranch adjoining. In 
other words, he owns 107,000 acres of as 
fertile soil as is to be found in Southern 
California, comprising mountains, val­
leys, coast-lme, and mesa lands. To 
give a better idea of tMs estate, we may 
say that it is twenty-two miles long by 
nine miles wide. It is all within Los 
Angeles county, and, being fee fairly- 
earned property of a pioneer settler, he 
is entitled to its full enjoyment—San 
Francisco Post.

licet-Root Crop in France.
The heet-root crop in France has 

fallen off disastrously in fee lasteeason. 
The roots have been for several years 
yielding a constantly-diminishing amount 
of sugar, and last summer only one- 
fourth the quantity obtained m the sea­
son of 1875 was realized. The average 
density of the beet-juice was this year 10 
per cent, lower than last year, while the 
quantity of sugar obtained from each 
hectolitre of juice was about 3.60 kilo­
grammes, as compared with3.88 in 1875. 
It is said that, whereas there were 438 
factories at work in 1875, there are at 
present only 184 in operation.

Ha is pronounced a Bepubhcan, 
but of conservative views, and an eminently fair 
man. Judge Charles B. Lawrenca, of Illinois, 
He is widely known in the.West as a  distin­
guished jurist—a conservative Bepubhcan. 
Wayne McVeagh, of Pennsylvania. He is a 
son-in-law of Simon Cameron, but has little 
sympathy with that class of Republicans. Ex- 
Gov. John C. Brown, of Tennessee, was an old- 
line Whig, of special prominence in  his State, 
and is a man of distinguished ability.

Wade Hampton, one of the rival Governors 
of South Carolina, arrived in  Washington 
March 29, on invitation of the President, for 
the purpose of settling tha differences at pres­
ent existing m  South Carolina. Gov. Hampton 
and some fnends at once called on the Presi­
dent for consultation, sad atated that, owing 
to the absence of soma stable system of gov­
ernment, the agricultural interests of the State 
were nearly rained, business was paralyzed, 
and a  general distrust was manifested by all 
classes in conaaquence of th e  prevent unsettled 
condition, and claimed that there is an impera­
tive necessity for immediate action. The 
President, in reply, stated that i t  was his in­
tention to carry out the promise* of his in­
augural address, and tha t he wa* deeply anx­
ious to bring peace, prosperity and quiet to the 
distracted portions of the country, and that, 
too, in  a short time.

Secrhtart McCrary is credited with the as­
sertion that •* Southern matters will be in such 
shape by June a* to aatisfy every reasonable 
man m America.”

At the Cabinet meeting, on th s 2d, the Sec­
retary of War was instructed to issue an order 
withdrawing the troop* from the State House, 
a t Columbia, S. C. The new* of the determina­
tion of the Cabinet to withdraw the troops 
causes unbounded joy in South Carolina. Tele­
grams from v inous points in  the intenor of the 
State say th e  new* l* received with impromptu 
meetings, salutes of eannon, and other demon­
strations of popular rejoicing.

constitution and laws of ths Stats. I  feel aasured 
that no resort to yiolencs is contemplated in any 
quarter, but that, on th* contrary, the disputes in 
question era to he settled solely by auch peaceful 
remedies aa the constitution and lavra of the State 
provide.

Under these ciroumstances, and m this confi­
dence, I now deem it proper to take action m ac­
cordance with the principles announced when I en­
tered upon ths duties of the Presidency. You are 
therefore directed to see that th* proper orders arc 
issued for th* removal of and troop* from the State 
Houss to their previous place of encampment.

Advice* from Acapulcp, Mexico, say that on 
the 5th of March, by order of Gen. Jimmez, the 
United Statea Consul, John A. Butter, Jr., was 
seized on the atreet by twenty soldiers and put 
into prison, where he still is. I t  appears that a 
citizen of the United State*, Hervey Kastan, at 
tha t place, wa* ill-treated a t the time the 
late change of Government took place, and the 
Consul’* remonstrances and proteat* against the 
proceedings were the cause or pretext for his 
imprisonment.

The N ational Gazette, Berlin, says that the 
Khedive of Egypt ha* sent 2.000,000 cartridges 
to Turkey and promise* to send troops. The 
Bey of Toms has also contributed arms and a 
large sum of money.

Official announcem ent is made o f the feign­
ing of the protocol by the poweis.

A majority of the students of Glasgow Uni­
versity have aigned a declaration that they de­
sire Gladstone’s election to the Bectorship.

A Paris dispatch says that the Bank of 
France has advanced $100,000,000 to Bussia to 
enable the Government to redeem the debt in­
terest* dtie in April. Bussia assisted the Fronch 
in the same way when five milliards of francs 
wore being paid to Germany.

A special from Berlin says that Prince Bis­
marck has tendered his resignation of the Im­
perial Chancellorship. The reason is supposed 
to be his recent difference with Gen. Von 
Stosch. The resignation has not been accepted, 
but instead a leave of absence foi one year has 
been granted, of which Bismarck will avail 
himself. Herr Camphuser will succeed the 
Chancellor.

The Spanish General commanding in Cuba 
has promised pardon to every person in re­
bellion who surrender* before the first of next 
May, provided such person has not committed 
an extraordinary offenae. The alternative pre­
sented is tha t all prisoners taken after that 
date shall be shot, if the court-maitial so de­
cides and the commanding officer approves.

Advices from Bosma state that the Turks 
have perpetrated cruelties rivaling those m 
Bulgaria.

A dispatch from Constantinople to the Lon­
don Standard says : “  There is great uneasi­
ness here. Appearances are less pacific. I t  is 
almost certam that the Porte will enter a pro­
test against the protocol as soon a* it l* 
officially communicated.” A St. Petersburg 
dispatch to the same paper says a* peaceful 
solution of the present difficulties is not ex­
pected, despite the protocol.,

The Crlffi* for w hich Jdh tt D, L«e whs E xe- 
Cute<ki-Cold-Bloo<l*d S laughter of On* 
ltuiid i* ti and  F o rty  Em igrants.
Enriched by the earlier diacoverie* in 

the gold mine* of California, a party of 
Arkansaa miners returned in 1856 to 
their late homes with light heart# and 
full pockets to take back to the land of 
gold their household gods, wives, chil­
dren and friends. The story of their 
success inflamed the hearts of all their 
neighbors, and very soon a large party 
got ready and set out, liberally provided 
for the trip across the continent. The 
emigrant train must have numbered 
about 140 souls in all, and in property 
and money, borses, furniture and camp 
equipments was rich beyond all compari­
son with the emigrant trains then moving 
westward. The men were well armed 
for defense against roaming bands of In­
dians, and all cherished high hopes of a 
safe and comfortable journey and a pros­
perous future in their intended new 
home in the gold fields, Before they 
had proceeded very far into the Territory 
of Utah the Mormons became informed 
oi their approach, and, deeming this an 
excellent opportunity for revenge and 
plunder, called a conncil, at which it wa# 
determined to order out the Mormon 
militia, “ to follow and attack the accursed 
Gentiles, and let the arrows of theAhnighty 
drink their blood.” Meantime the Mor­
mons assured their unsuspecting victims 
by pretended friendly advice. They 
told them it was too late to cross the 
Sierra Nevada mountains by the old 
emigrant route. This was in the spring 
of 1857, and the emigrants were told their 
better way would be to go through 
Southern Utah and Nevada to Los 
Angeles. They proceeded as advised 
and passed unmolested for some day# 
through the settlements of the Latter 
Day Saints. About the fourth day after 
passing through Cedar City the emi­
grant band camped in a little valley well 
grassed and watered and sheltered by 
hills on either side. I t was a beautiful 
spot for a camp, and they admired it# 
natural advantages, looking upon that a# 
an earthly paradise which was so soon to 
be to them a field of frightful slaughter. 
While in camp at this point their first 
intimation of danger came in the form of 
what they beheved to be an Jhdian sur­
prise at the rear. The attack was sud­
den, but was met with the promptness 
that characterized the frontiersmen of 
that time. With great rapidity they 
packed their wagons in lines of breast­
works, behind which were gathered their 
women and children. They dug trenches 
and arranged matters so that water and 
some fuel could be procured without 
leaving the shelter thus provided. Then, 
with their old long rifles, they kept at 
bay the attacking party without loss be­
yond that sustained in the capture of 
their animals, which were run off at the 
first fire.

For five days ihe assault was kept up 
and the defense sustained without any 
definite result being arrived at. All this 
time the appearances indicated that the 
attacking party were savages. They 
were dressed and painted like’ Indians, 
and imitated their ways so well as to 
completely deceive the emigrants. But, 
while there were probably a few Indians 
among the lot, the majority of those who 
harassed the unfortunate travelers were 
members of the Utah militia, headed by 
Maj. John D. Lee. While the siege 
lasted some of these fiend* amused them­
selves by pitching quoits and indulging 
in other pastimes when temporarily re­
lieved from duty. At last, finding the 
work too Blow, Lee sent word back that 
his fight had not been wholly successful. 
On receiving this information Lieut. Col. 
Isaac C. Haight, of the militia, ordered 
out reinforcements, with instructions to 
thoBe going to Lee’s assistance that “ all 
but the little children of the party were 
to be killed.” Haight at this time had 
just returned from “ military headquar­
ters ” at Parowan, where a military coun­
cil had been held, and he was but giving 
utterance to the decrees of the “ ohurch” 
devoting the company to destruction. 
When the reinforcements joined Lee he 
massed all the troops near a little spring, 
and made them a speech, telling them 
“ his orders from headquarters were to 
kill all blit the little children.” Then at 
the head of his command he approached 
the emigrant camp, mos£ of his mock 
Indians having meanwhile discarded 
paint and feathers. As he advanced he 
sent out a flag of truce, to the great joy 
of the emigrants, who dressed a" pretty 
young girl of their party all m white, 
and placed her outside ill air defejusu*. 
to show that they, too, were disposed 
to be friendly. -Then.̂  followed 
a parley, and Lee told the emigrant# the 
hills were alive wi% Indians. He ad­
vised them to leave their in M l WiWsas- 
ure erf
plunder and not blood, and his men 
would protect them back to the hgjormon 
settlements. The emigrants at first ob­
jected, but finally, confientetj,. and 
marched out of their fortificationq. w t̂î  
out the least apprehension of danger 
from their professed frieodar .--Not.**. 
Indian was in sight at this tima.
Lee’s order the men were separated from 
the women and children, the latter goisg 
to the front. Half a mile the devoted 
band had scarcely gone from their camp 
when, at the monster Lee’s ttunmana; 
they were shot dead, every one except 
the seventeen little children of the party, 
whose lives the “ council ** had- ordered 
should be spared. One "hundred and 
twenty men, women, and, children were 
slain in cold blood. Before the women 
of the party had alb been kiUed. one 
young girl ia reported to have rushed 
from the crowd toward Lee. She first 
threw Ipreelf on her-fa*e l*ofore him and 
begged him to let her live. She then 
rose up and, twining her arms about his- 
neck, cried to him. to spare her; that she 
was going to California to join her lover, 
who anxiously awaited her there, and to 
whom she was to be married on her ar­
rival. He repaid her Confidence by 
dragging her aside with vile intent, and 
because she resisted him and tried to de­
fend herself with a knife she chanced to 
have in her possession he shot her 
through the head.

Por years alter the perpetration of this 
daring enme the property of the mur­
dered emigrants was openly used by thar 
murderers, and the fate of the missing 
ones for some time remained a mystery, 
their death being laid at the door of the 
savages. Some Indians did participate 
in the massacre, but they waited for ihe 
white savages to set them an example in 
human butchery, only rushing from their 
ambush to surround the emigrants when, 
by Lee’s order, the first shots had been 
fired. After the massacre the bodies of 
the murdered emigrants were left on the 
open prairie to be devoured by the 
wolves. So closely was the secret of 
this terrible deed guarded that not even 
in the northern Mormon settlements was 
it known for a long time that any white 
men had participated in the slaughter. 
The first authentic tidings of the fate of 
the emigrants reached the outside world 
through Mr. William H. Rogers, a Gov­
ernment Agent, who heard something of 
it while crossing the plains in charge of 
a treasure-tram in 1857. The next year 
he was appointed Indian Agent in Utah, 
and was ordered to rescue the children 
whom it was believed the Mormons had 
saved from the savages.

With the impudence of brigands the 
“ Latter-Day Saints” demanded a ran­
som for their release. Mr. Rogers re­
fused the demand, and gathered the chil­
dren together. To his amazement one 
of the children, then about 8 years old, 
told him one day that it was not Indians, 
but white men, that killed their parents. 
With a company of cavalry he went to 
the Mountain Meadows, where a hor­
rible sight met his gaze. The skeletons 
of 120 men, women and children were 
spread upon the field, the flesh tom from 
the bones by hungry wolves, and bullet 
holes through the heads of most of the 
victims. A large quantity of hair from 
the heads of the women was gathered 
up from the sage bushes, and all the re­
mains were given a Christian bunal. A 
few days afterward two Mormons called 
on Mr. Rogers, and, telling him “ their 
hearts were pressed with grief,” said 
they would give him a true history of 
the Mountain Meadow massacre if he 
would spare their own lives. He told 
them to proceed, and then they related 
to him the story told above, naming 
Lee as the leader. Some blooded stock, 
wagons, carnages and other prop­
erty owned by the emigrants, they 
said, had been takdn to the Mormon 
tithing establishment and sold at pubhc 
auction for the benefit of the “ church.”

Brigham Young, it ia aaid, kapt one of 
the carnage* and a piano for his cragi 
use. In the Mormon version* of the 
story erf ths massacre it m s made to a] 
pear that the emigrants provoked 
the Mormon settlers and the Indiana in 
their progress through Utah. The Mor­
mons aaid their destruction was charge­
able to the Indians altogether, and that 
they were attacked because they had 
poisoned a spring atf which cattle drank 
and died, and that Indiana ate the flesh 
of these animals and died also. But 
this ha# peen pronounced absolutely un­
true by those who have investigated the 
matter, and it waa well established both 
before and at the time of Lee’s trial that 
the murder qf the unsuspecting em­
igrants was but the execution of a well- 
laid plan ordered by the Mormon Coun­
cil, and that Lee not only executed but 
exceeded his sanguinary orders. With 
his own hand he killed wounded women 
and children lringhelpleas after the first 
volley. He snot a man down who held 
•  child in his arms and who knew and 
recognized him through hi* disguise.

In  November, 1874, Lee wa# arrested, 
and was ftltfci after indicted for partici­
pation in tbit fearful crime. He had 
evaded pursuit for a long time, living 
with one of his eighteen wives, an En­
glish woman, among theNavajoe Indians, 
where his hut wss like hi arsenal. His 
first trial continued through part of July 
and August, 1875, and on the testimony 
then adduced (the jury failed to agree. 
During his trial his cell was searched, 
and elaborated preparations for an in­
tended escape were discovered. At this 
time one of him wives tried to see him, 
and, meeting with a refusal, she assaulted 
the jailer. In September, 1876, he vnw 
again tried, and the jury found him 
guilty of murder is  the first degree. 
Having, in that Territory, the right to 
choose whether he should be hanged, be­
headed or shot, he chose ihe latter form 
of execution.

How Bo Bird# Migrate!
Some birds fly only in the day-time; 

others, Such ss the fly-catchers, king­
fishers, whip-poor-wills sad night-hawks, 
do their traveling at night. Many jour­
ney alone or in paira, although moat 
uaite into flocks and travel in company. 
The migrations of the wild goose are es­
pecially intereatihg. -VThen th* time for 
migratioifiha& eame, the wild geese 
semble and spend some tuna in a lond 
and animated discussion of the journey. 
Then they all rise into ihe air and ar­
range themselves in two long lines, meet­
ing like ihe aides of tha letter V. The 
leader takes up his position, at the point 
where the lines meet, sod the birds be­
gin theik flight, the point of the V going 
first, so that the leader is in advance of 
all the restrrf the flock. He is always 
an old ganeer; only, a* this position is 
very fatiguing, one feader does not occu* 
py it very long, but, ss soon? as he be­
comes tired, falls back to ihe rear and 
aUamji another to take his place. Geese, 
while upon their migrations, fly very 
rapidly—according to some estimates, at 
the rate of 120 miles an hour, or two 
miles a minute. They generally rest by 
some pond or river a part of the night, 
but sometimes they fly all night as well 
as all day. In the day-time, when the 
weather is clear, they fly at a great 
height, often so fax up that they 
are invisible to us, and their loud 
clamor is the only sign we have that they 
are passing. At night, or in foggy 
weather, they fly much nearer the earth, 
and when the air is very foggy they often 
become lost, and settle to wait for the 
mists to clear away.
_ The distances traveled by different 
birds vary very much. The robin, red­
winged blackbird, and the like, go only 
fax enough to find warmth and food, and 
one or two warm days in early spring are 
enough to call them back, after which 
they often go south again. The red- 
winged blackbird is found during the 
whol§ winter as far north aa "Virginia, 
particularly near the sea-coast and in the 
vicinity of large rice and corn-fields.

Other birds travel much farther in 
their annual journeys. In the summer 
the humming-bird is found as for north 
as Hudsoh’s bay, but it spenda its win­
ters in those tropical, or almost tropical, 
regions where the flowers bloom the 
year through. As spring advance*, 4his 
bird travels northward from Mexico by 
short journey*, keeping pace with the 

■ repelling flowers, whiqh afford it an un­
failing supply of honey and insect food.

Many other birds also make their 
joqmey in short flights. This is the case 
-wi|h me , robin and' the bine-bird, al­
though each is able to fly a great dis­
tance without rest, for they axe said to 
virit Bermuda, about 300 miles from the 
nearest land-

The Religious Test in New Hampshire.
The State of New Hampshire has again 

rejected the amendment to the State 
constitution striking out the word “ Pro­
testant” as a qualification for office. A 
provision of that kind has always been ixi 
the constitution of that State. The orig­
inal constitution was adopted in 1784, 
was amended in 1792, and again in 1850. 
A State convention in 1876 was held to 
purpose amendments. The original 
constitution remains in force, but, ex­
cept the repeal of the property-qualifica­
tion of voters, has not been substantially 
changed. The constitution provides, as 
one of the qualifications for Governor, 
Senators, Bepresentatives, and Counsel­
ors, and perhaps other officers, that they 
shall be professors of the “ Protestant 
religion.” The convention of 1850 and 
the convention of 1876 both submitted 
amendments striking out this religious 
test, and it now appears that the people 
in 1877 have rejected the amendments, 
as they did in 1850. These amendments 
were adopted in the convention by an 
unanimous vote; all the newspapers and 
all the candidates advocated the amend­
ments. There was no public or avowed 
opposition before the election, and yet, 
according to the returns, the amend­
ments have been rejected, and, of 
course, by a secret vote. .

' Three-Cent Pieces.
There is no provision of law for the re- 

dompton or exchange of silver three-cent 
pieces; and they are a legal tender for 
not more than thirty cents in any one 
payment. The coinage of these pieces 
was first authorized by the act of March 
3, 1851, which required them to be com­
posed of three-fourths silver and one- 
fourth copper, The act of March 3, 
1853, changed tfie fineness to 900 part# 
silver and 100 parts copper.

Arctic ExpedltioR.
At the extra session of Congress, ssys 

s Wsafitngton dispstch, s rigorous effort 
will be msfie to get sn sppropristion for 
Gspt. Hosrgate’s Arctic, expedition. 
Cspt. Howgate is offered s suitable ves­
sel for the transportation of fifty men and 
their provisions, outfits and other neces­
sary material for s three-years’ stay to 
Lady Franklin bay for the sum of *18,- 
000. The vessel offered is s propeller of 
658 tons burden, topper fastened 
throughout, draws fourteen feet of water 
loaded, and under way imakes from ten 
to twelve knots per h$ur. She can be 
made ready for the expedition in ten 
days from the receipt of notice. The 
sum asked is high, eves when the- unu­
sual risks incoired in navigating the 
Arctic seas are taken ii^o consideration, 
A three years’ supply ot provisions will 
cost, st current wholesale rates, $27,000, 
and Hie amount neede4 for the purchase 
of buildings for the colony, boats, 
sledges, instruments, dogs, and Other es­
sentials, is estimated st *10,000, making 
sn aggregate of $55,000 for the expedi­
tion, exclusive of any compensation to 
be tendered the hardy adventurers who 
will consecrate themselves to the work of 
discovery.
