Treatment of a Horse.
Three weeks sgo s gentleman of this 

city purchased a fine high-bred mare in 
Boston, and, as she Was being led to the 
depot in that city, she became frightened 
and started st full speed, coming in con­
tact first with a horse car and next with 
a doctor’s chaise, and fell with great 
violence upon the pavement, receiving a 
severe braise upon the top of the head, 
which would not heal A Prussian phy­
sician, well known for his love of the 
equine race, was consulted.

This 
was removed by » strong pair of dental 
forceps, and it waa found necessary to 
chip aff with * small chisel and ihallet 
other small points of injured bone, and 
also to remove, with a large file, the 
rough edges of the wound in order 
that it might readily heal. When 
the larger piece of the bone waa removed 
a small part of the brain came out also. 
What appears the most remarkable m 
this case, the animal made not the slight­
est resistance, but kept perfectly quiet, 
except a slight nod of the head when the 
chisel was struck. It appeared as if she 
thoroughly comprehended what was be­
ing donss for her relief. The animal is 
now recovering.—■Providence Journal,

A Suggestion to Grate PBUNBKS.y-4 
4- cqrrespondent of the Ohio Parmer 
gives as the result® of his experiments 
with grapevines that it is of the greatest 
advantage to prune them so as to have 
the main arms as long as possible. He 
bas trained some to a length of twenty- 
four feet, and purposes letting them 
grow longer. The advantages are that 
much less summer pruAEkg' iŝ . #equired 
when there is no timo' fSr it, they Ire 
more easily protected m winter, and 
they bear more and larger hunches than 
vines set closer together, cbVering the 
same extent of trellis.
( Oss pound Of cot* is equal as food to 
about three and three-quarters pounds 
of potatoes, or eight and one-half pounds 
of cabbage, ear to eleven and one-half 
pounds of white turnips. Analysis gives 
the nutritive value of com to be, com­
pared with that of oats, as 70 is to 60. 
Au average of several tables tAkewthe 
value of a given qttsirttty of oats to *ej 
resent 100, while the value of the si 
quantity of com would be 95, weight be* 
mg identical in each case. In practice, 
one bushel of com is equal to two of 
oats for fattening, but oats are altogeth­
er better for the growing animals than 
com.

In France a gentleman owned a grand 
country estate ; surrounding his mansion 
were orchards containing fruit trees of 
all kinds that could be acclimated, 
about three acres in plums, which were 
healthy-looking trees, blooming each 
spring, bnt none of the fruit coming to 
maturity. He became disgusted and 
turned the plum orchard into a chicken 
yard, leaving the trees for shade. To 
his profound astonishment the next sea­
son the trees were fairly breaking down 
with ripe, full-matured fruit The poul­
try had accomplished what man had ut­
terly failed in—successfully battling 
the cureulio.

Standing Wateb.—A very important 
work is to let off any water that accumu­
lates upon tiie surface. This requires 
constant attention, and the use of * hoe 
or a shovel. "Whether there is a crop in 
tile ground or not, it is equally necessary 
to do this thoroughly, else the soil 
is soaked and dries very slowly. The 
amount lost through water remaining 
upon fields would each year buy for 
every farmer who permits it a good 
paper and more books than he could 
well study in s year. Bara-yards, 
especially, should be freed from water; 
the wash from the roof should be car­
ried off before it has soaked through the 
manure,and dissolved out all the valua­
ble parts of i t —Canada Journal.

A b o u t th *  H q u m .

Cubbant P ie.—Four table-spoonfuls 
of currants, five of water, four of sugar, 
and one of flour, will make one pic; 
bake m two crusts.

Lemon Case.—Four cupfuls of flopr, 
three cupfuls of sugar, one cupful of 
butter, one enpful of milk, five eggs; 
season with lemon.

To Clean Collars and Wsistbands. 
—Grease the-soiled parts before wetting 
with any kind of fat or dripping; let 
them remain a few hours, or over night; 
wash with soap in hot water. They will 
become wonderfully clean.

Cocoanut Cake.—One cupful of but­
ter, two of sugar, four eggs, One tea­
spoonful of soda, two of cream tartar, in 
one cupful of milk; one grated cocoa- 
nut should be mixed with flour and the 
whites of the eggs beaten to a stiff froth. 
Flour enough should be us*d to make it 
as stiff as pound cake.

How to Paint Woodwobx.—In paint­
ing woodwork, a priming coat followed 
by a dark coat, such as chocolate or 
purple brown, and finished off with a 
coat of common varnish, is cheaper than, 
and as durable as, four coats of common 
color; it looks better, is more readily 
executed, and bears washing well.— 
Economist.

How to Pbisebve I ce.—During ill­
ness ice is generally needed in the sick­
room. The following method of pre­
serving it is highly recommended, and is 
oertainly worth trying: Cut a piece of flan­
nel about nine inches square, and secure 
it by ligature round the mouth of an 
ordinary tumbler, so as to leave a cup­
shaped depreseion of flannel, within the 
tumbler to about half its depth. In the 
flannel cup so constructed pieces of ice 
may be preserved many hours, all the 
longer if a piece of flannel from four to 
five inches square be used as a loose 
cover to the ice cups. Cheap flannel, 
with comparatively open meshes, is 
preferable, as the water easily drams 
through it and the iee is thus kept quite 
dry. When good flannel with close text­
ure is employed, a small hole must be 
made in the bottom of the flannel cup, 
otherwise it holds the water, and facili­
tates the melting of the iee. Placed in 
a cup of this kind, two ounces of ice bas 
been known to last for nme or ten hours.

His instructions 
were, when anyone approached, to say, 
“ Who comes there?” three times, and 
then shoot, i Before long he perceived 
a man approaching; he waited quietly 
till the man came very near, and then 
he suddenly brought his musket to his 
shoulder and shouted : “ Who comes 
here dree dimes ?” Bang !

The value of bone ̂ imported annually 
into England to be used for fertilizing 
the land is computed to be $10,- 
000,000. They are obtained from Rus­
sia, Germany, South America, and the 
United States. Throughout Great Brit­
ain bones are collected from every pos­
sible source of supply. So valuable are 
bones considered m Germany that a 
proverb there reads : “ One ton of bone 
dust saves the importation of ten tons of 
German oom.”

Dead dogs are really an odd kind of 
merchandise; yet there is a firm in San 
Francisco which purchases st 50 cents 
each the dogs slaughtered at the city 
pound. The skins are removed and sold 
to the tanners, the hair is disposed of to 
the plasterers, and then the carcasses 
are thrown into a great boiler, and there 
kept until the bones are separated from 
the flesh, and these are sold to the sugar 
refiners. The grease that rises to the 
surface is made into cod-liver oil—at least 
so it is stated.

F ishebmen in China are called fish 
catchers, and they make a living by draw­
ing fish with their hands from the richly 
stocked lakes and nvers in the north of 
the kingdom. The fish catcher wades 
or swims in water only deep enough to 
enable him to touch Ms feet at wilL He 
strikes the surface violently with Ms 
hands, scaring the fish to the bottom, 
then by keeping Ms feet moving he feels 
them m the mud, and dives and brings 
up Ms prey.

Accumulation of Specie.
It is estimated by a competent treas­

ury authority that the total amount of 
gold and silver in the Urnted Stale* at 
tMs time is $225,000,000. The increase 
during the fiscal year ending June 30 is 
supposed to have been not less than 
$45,000,000. The imports of gold and 
silver coin and bullion have about 
equaled the exports, and, as the balance 
of trade is becoming more and more pro­
nounced m favor of the United State*,’ its 
is believed that the accumulation of 
specie m this country Mill continue du­
ring the ensuing year at a more rapid 
rate than heretofore, so that when the 
time fixed for resumption comes around 
there will be an abundance of -the pre­
cious metals available. Dr. Lmderman, 
the Director of the Mint, expects to 
spend some time in California and Ne­
vada dming the summer investigating 
the capacity of the principal gold and 
sdver mines, m order to determine upon 
the supply of the precious metals winch 
the Government can count upon for 
coinage purposes. —New York Tribune.

CROSSING THE DANUBE.
Graphic Account o i the Passage o f  the

R iver by the Russian Center—A B rill­
iant Exploit—Bravery and Adm irable
Discipline o f  the  Troops. ,

[War Cor. of j^ e ^ e w  York Herald.}
On Wednesday the first move in the 

descent into Bulgaria was made at Kal- 
arash. The bombardment of Widin, 
Nikopolis, Sistova, Rnstchuk, Turtoksu, 
and Silistria continued in a most furious 
manner. The scenes of destruction re­
ported frdm Bustchuk repeated them­
selves in every Turkish town assailed. 
The crossing at Nikopolis from Tunu- 
Magiirelb wks witnessed by the Czar, 
who sat on horseback bn the summit of 
Mount Gropavi. The Turks made a des­
perate resistance with every available 
man they could muster. Opposing the 
landing were ten Turkish battalions and 
eighteen field cannon. Savage fighting 
took place on the banks, and, in a little 
time, the corpse# were thickly strewn 
there. Still the Bussianas am* on. For 
every man killed ten were ready to take 
his placet’s

The Eighth Russian Gorps, under 
ccHumanaof dSSh. Radetsky, embarked 
behind the island of Vardin, opposite 
the mouth of the Jantra, some distance 
below the town of BipmMza. The Four­
teenth Division coFfereflihe embarkation 
with field artillery and sharpshoot­
er*. The Turkish force opposing 
this movement was soon rein­
forced from the neighboring towns 
of Bjela, Batin, Nowigrad, and other 
points, but they did not arrive m time to 
crash the first parties of Russians that 
landed, sod were met on the shore by an 
overwhelming force, wHch ijrov* them 
back by a tremendous muskefrv fire. 
Thentteuipts St" crwftn^T'fcSSfi^f^^he 
Russians at Rustchuk and Turtokai were 
unsuccessful These movements were 
evidently feints to occupy the attention 
of the Rustchuk, Turtokai and Silistria 
garrisons. The Russian Eighth Corps 
crossed st Sistova. Preparations for the. 
crossing st that point began in the 
swampy meadows below Simnitza, where 
the troop# were assembled on Tuesday 
evening at dusk. Silently and steadily 
bsttalion after battalion and battery after 
battery move# into its assigned petition, 
thrgrea*g|^p6®sitie care being t«knr-to 
avoid attracting attention. The most 
perlect order andt dfeciphjte prevailed, 
and every man acted as if the issue of 
the war depended on the manner in 
which he executed his individual duty. 
The point selected for the landing on the 
Bulgarian side was about two miles be­
low Sistova, where it had beenjprevious- 
ly ascertain* iftiy efficient Ru*n*n spies 
that the circumstances were favorable. 
The men tiept little that night, the 
ground being damp, and the morning 
was awaited with feverish anxiety. Not 
a sound was hoard but the tramp of men 
as they moved into their places, or the 
dull noise made by wagon or artillery 
wheels.

The orders were given in subdued 
tones, and as few lights a* possible were 
used. It was s night of deep suspense, 
and of eager hope for the soldiers who 
on the morrow were to be face to face 
with the hated Moslem. At dawn on 
Wednesday morning the order to move 
wss given. Every man fell into his 
place, and the work of crossing the river 
in the face of the enemy was begun. A 
number of boats had been collected, and 
mto these the first detachment Stepped 
after a few encouraging words from their 
officers. The boats were pnlled briskly 
out into the stream, and made straight 
for the Bulgarian shore, followed by the 
eager eyes of their comrades. The troops 
composing this advance were all picked 
men, and a finer or more soldierly set of 
fellows could not be seen. Their move­
ment was observed from the Bulgarian 
side, and s heavy fire was opened on the 
boats from the Turkish artillery. The 
boats pushed gallantly on, however, and, 
as they neared the other shore, the 
Turkish infantry commenced a vig­
orous fusilade. Detachment after 
detachment followed from the Russian 
side in boats, and. as they ran in 
towards the enemy’s position, they re­
turned the musketry fire with good effect. 
The Russian batteries, meanwhile, kept 
up a terrific cannonade iocover the land­
ing. As the boats dashed into the bank 
the men leaped ashore with a ringing 
cheer, and immediately formed a strong 
skirmish line to protect the landing. 
Boat after boat pushed in, and company 
after company disembarked, and soon a 
sufficient force was assembled to justify 
an attack on the nearest Turkish posi­
tion. The Turkish infantry were vigor­
ously charged, and, after a brief but 
desperate struggle, were driven from the 
landing-place at the point of the bayonet. 
By 7 o’clock a whole brigade was across, 
and tne movement was kept up without 
a moment’s interruption or delay. Every­
thing had been provided for with won­
derful foresight, and the orders of the 
commanders were executed with the 
greatest promptness and precision. At 
noon a whole division was over, and an­
other division ready to start at a mo­
ment’s notice on the Boumanian shore.

A body of Turkish infantry, 3,000 
strong, was pushed forward ami com­
menced an attack on the troops that had 
been landed. A short fight ensued, but 
the Turks were in a short time dnven 
back. The Bussians, following up their 
first victory, soon after took possession 
of the heights near Sistova and estab­
lished themselves firmly there, so as to 
protect the landing of the troops which 
followed them.

So successful has the movement across 
the river been at tMs point that the 
Turkish resistance hss been completely 
overcome, and the Russians oocupied 
Sistova on Thursday. As soon as that 
operation was completed, a bridge was 
thrown across the Danube, aud the 
whole Eighth Corps moved over to the 
Bulgarian side. ,

The Russians fought splendidly, and 
no one who" had an opportunity of wit­
nessing their magnificent work that day, 
when face to face with the Turks, could 
for a moment doubt tlieir superiority. 
The loss was comparatively light.

An Insane Mother’s Deed.
Mrs. Mary Y. Bumll, who shot her­

self, after killing her little daughter, at 
Sing Sing, on Saturday evening, was 
married m September, 1875, to her third 
husband, John Bumll. He is a wealthy 
real-estate dealer m Brooklyn. Since 
last fall, when her baby died, Mrs. Bur- 
nll had shown signs of insanity, and in 
September she wss placed in the Plat- 
bush Asylum. In four weeks she re­
turned, but a nurse was employed to 
watch her. In May her physician ree- 
commended change of air, and she was 
taken to Sing Smg. Her young daugh­
ter, Alma Haskins, aged 7 (a child by a 
former husband), accompanied her to 
the house of Edward Marsland, about 
two miles north of that city.

The circumstances of the tragedy as 
given by those who were present are as 
follows: Mrs. Bumll was sitting on 
Saturday evening with the members of 
Mr. Marsland’s family on the porch of 
the house. About 9 o’clock slie called 
Alma to her and told her to go with her 
to bed. A few moments after they re­
tired a sharp scream from the cMld was 
heard m the bedroom, but no further 
attention was paid to it than the remark 
that the child was being punished. In 
less than fifteen minutes Mrs. Bumll 
returned and engaged m animated eon- 
\ creation with those present. 'Die party 
breke up before 11 o’clock Soon after­
ward the report of a pistol wa« heard 
from Mrs. Buirill b loom. Several oi 
Mr. Maisland’s family drained m alarm 
to the room, and were met by a horrible 
spectacle. Upon the bed lay the mother

and child—the latter dead and cdld, the 
former barely alive. Before the physi­
cians arrived Mrs. Burrill had expired. 
She had shot herself m the heart and 
her child through the head. The scream 
must have been uttered by Alma when 
she saw the revolver close at her fere- 
head, and, coming at the same time, 
drowned the report of the pistol.—New 
York Tribune. ,

TREASURE OF ISLA’i .
A Ch«?st W hich H as Not Btem Opcmed for 

Your Huvdr^d paid r ifty  Years.

Mr. Delaplame, tiie Charge d’ Affaires 
of the United States at Viama^urnislies 
to the Department of State the following 
interesting information concerning a re­
markable war resource of Turkey—the 
so-called “ Treasure of Islam:”

“ The Sheik-ul-Islam has recently sent 
a delegation of doctors of the law to the 
Sherif of Mecca, a direct- descendant of 
the Prophet, for the purpose of demand  ̂
mg funds to be applied in defense of the 
Islam faith. It is customary on these 
solemn occasion* fqr the Shenf to assem­
ble the College of the Elders charged 
with the guard of the Prophet’s tomb, 
which will decide upon the appropriate 
sum to be furnished to the Saltan from 
the treasure of Islam in order to aid him 
in the war*against Russia. This treas­
ure is formed from those annual offer­
ings of the pilgrims which are accumu­
lated m the Kasbah of Mecca. These 
sepulchers, which serve a* offertory 
chests, are placed within the court of 
tne mosque. Each pilgrim daily casts 
into one of these a coin as an offering, 
which constitutes the almfe prescribed by 
the Koran as one of the essential elements 
of the merit of the pilgrimage, wMch 
evcti^Mussulman should make, at least 
once in his lifetime, to the tomb of the 
Prophet. Accordingly every yesr about 
100,000 pilgrims come to Mecca, who so­
journ there a month; consequently a 
s«m qf at least 3,000,000 francs are annu­
ally received m the offertory chests. 
Every pilgrim deposits in fact an offer­
ing varying in amount according to his 
pesos, but whioh in ths arsaage Mty be 
estfrCat.-d as equivalent to 5- franss st 
lwt«t for every day, considering that 
were are rich Mussulmans whose offer­
ings kt%in, the amount of 100,000f ranee 
during their pilgrimage. It results here­
by that the chief ~%f Meows receives on 
the average the value of 15,000,000 francs 
in annual offerings. One of the offertory 
chests was opened during the period of 
the Russo-Turkish war in 1828. Several 
large sums were withdrawn, but it was 
afterward again closed. A second chest 
waa again opened in" 1854 during the 
Crimean war, bnt the third has not been 
opened since 1415, during a period of 
now 462 years. Inasmuch as the annual 
concourse of pilgrims has rarely fallen 
below 100,000, it is conjectured that 
with most liberal allowances the accumu­
lation of money m the last-named offer­
tory chest cannot be less than 250,000,000 
francs, and it is fully believed that the 
total amotint of the treasure of Islam 
wuli exceed 600,000,000 francs, and even 
attain a much higher sum.”

Many Bosoms With s Single Thought.
An amusing incident happened on a 

Kansas City paper the other day. Two 
brothers, named Hart, were arrested 
Bomewhero m the interior for obtaining 
goods under false pretenses. There was 
unusual commotion and mystery among 
the members of the editorud staff 
that evening, and each said unto the 
other, “ I’ve got a bully thing for to­
morrow’s paper—just you wait and see;” 
and, being asked what the bully thing 
was, declined to go into further particu­
lars just then. Next morning the mys­
tery was solved. There was an editorial 
note in the first column as follows:

“ The Hart Brothers were arrested
yesterday, a t -----, for defrauding their
creditors. They were evidently, as the 
poet says, ‘ Two Harts that best as 
one.’ ”

Half-way down the same page was an­
other editorial paragraph, as7 follows:

“ Two Harts that beat their creditors 
like one, or even more, were arrested 
yesterday, at ——. Let us hope that 
the righteous Judge will, in the words 
of Cicero, Soc et tuum. ”

Over on the second column there wa 
a display heading, in big black type: 
“ Two Harts That Beat Like One;” away 
down at the foot of the third column waa 
a little item, surreptitiously inserted by 
the advertising clerk, about two hearts 
that beat as one, and half way down the 
fourth was a letter from “ T. Y. Po,” the 
acknowledged witof the composing-room, 
addressed to the editor of the Kansas 
City Whangdoodle, and asking if that 
wasn’t a case of two hearts (Harts) that 
beat as one. The different authors of 
this exquisite witticism spent the mbrn- 
ing in paying visits of condolence to 
each other, and remarking with dispar­
aging sniffs, that it would only be in ac­
cordance with fraternal feeling and news­
paper etiquette to let another member of 
the staff know when one intended mak­
ing a dum fool of Himself in a specific 
direction.—Chicago Tribune.

Obituary—Robert Dale Owen.
Robert Dale Owen, of New Harmony, 

Ind., whose death occurred a few days 
ago, has been known for many years as 
an American author, but was, in fact, 
born in Glasgow, Scotland, being the 
son of Robert Owen, an English Social 
Reformer, whose place of nativity was 
North Wales. Robert Dale came to 
America m 1823, accompanied by Ms 
father, apd first became known as a 
writer while editing a weekly news­
paper, the Free Enquirer, started in 
New York by Mm, in 1828, and which 
lived three years. Since that time Ms 
home has been in New Harmony, from 
which place he was sent to the Indiana 
Legislature ns a Representative three 
terms, and twice to Congress, as a Dem­
ocrat;, seivmg from 1843 until 1847. Al­
ter this he devoted himself to writing, 
and issued numerous works, mostly 
upon subjects of reform, national and 
social. Becoming a believer m the 
phenomena of Spiritualism, Mr. Owen 
devoted the closing years of his life to 
that .subject np to two or three years 
since, when lie became insane, and was 
sent to a private asylum. Recovering 
after several months of confinement, he 
agaiu returned home, bnt abstained as 
much as possible  ̂ from dwelling upon 
the subject which is supposed to have 
caused his mental malady. His health 
broken, death soon followed.

Capital Punishment and Crime.
In a debate in the British House of 

Commons on the question of abolishing 
capitd punishment, Mr. Pease, of Dur­
ham, st itc.l that, during the last sixteen 
years, there had been sentenced to be 
hanged m England and Wales at least 
388 ciimmals. Of these 210 were hanged 
and 178 reprieved. The statistic# of 
capital crime show that the punishment 
of h ingmg does not act as a deterfent. 
The < i.mvs oi lioisy stealing and cattle 
st< aling -were not increased by the aboli­
tion of capital punishment for those of- 
tensib. In Tuscany there had been no 
hanging for fifty years, and yet Tuscany, 
■nitii one-twelfth of the population of 
Italy, was chargeable with only one- 
twentieth of the crime. In Holland 
there lnd been a very decided decrease 
m homicidal crimes since the abolition 
of capital punishment. Belgium aud 
Portugal told the same tale, and m Aus­
tria luim -ii life was as safe as it was be- 
lore she adopted her present lenient 
policy; and it they went to America they 
would find that m the States which had 
abolished capitil punishment murders 
and homicides had decreased.

As the 
value of the recipe can be easily ascer­
tained, and tlie experiment can do no 
damage, we commend it to all who are 
cultivating the tubers. Secretary Gil­
bert, of the Grand Rapids Gas Com­
pany, states that all who want such lime 
can have it at the gas works simply for 
taking it away.

—A. C. Bigelow, of Hesperia, has a 
curious specimen of humanity m the 
shape of a child about 8 months old, 
with an enlarged head, which is by act­
ual measurement 28) inches in circum­
ference and 19 inches from the top of 
one ear to the top of the other over the 
head. The child weighs 31) pounds 
and is apparently very intelligent and 
healthy. The skull bone is undoubtedly 
split open nearly six inches on the top, 
as the head is as soft as flesh for that 
width on top, narrowing to a point in 
front and back. The poor child has to 
be turned in bed, as he has not the use 
of his small neck. He eats nothing bnt 
crackers and milk.

An Extraordinary Death.
William Ogden Jones, a wealthy gen­

tleman residing with his wife and two 
children at the comer of Broadway and 
Fifty-second street, died on Wednesday 
morning under extraordinary circum­
stances. Mr. Jones was 30 years oc age, 
and was the nephew of William B. Og­
den. He was engaged in no business, bnt 
had an income of $10,000 a year. Mr. 
Jones ha* for two years been addicted to 
an excessive use of liquors. Last Tues­
day morning, while intoxicated, he went 
into the bath-room, locked the door, and 
turned on the hot water after lying down 
in the bath-tub. He had been in the 
room about ten minutes when Ms family 
heard cries for assistance. They broke 
open the door and found him submerged 
in the water, having been unable to get 
out of the tub or turn off the stream of 
boiling water. He was rescued from Ms 
perilous situation, and lingered m great 
agony until the next day, when he ex­
pired. His family were very anxious to 
be spared the annoyance which would 
ensue if the manner of his taking-off 
were made public. They, therefore, 
gave out that he died of congestion of 
the longs. Some rumors of the real 
fact, however, reached the Coroner, and 
he insisted upon an investigation and 
elicited these facts. It has been ru­
mored that the deceased, in a drunken 
freak, resolved to commit suicide in tMs 
manner, but the fact undoubtedly is 
that he was too overcome with the stupor 
of drink to help himself, and so boiled 
to death.—New York World.

TMs is the image in Mr. Gladstone’s

It was 
that resistance which left Europe able to 
claim the enjoyment of her own liberty, 
and to develop her institutions and her

The women have a coarse che­
mise, with full sleeves, over .which is the 
national dress, the sarafane of bine or 
red cotton, without a bodice, and kept on 
the shoulder by a band. Those who are 
married have a hankerchief tied round 
the head. The girls wear their hair m 
one long plait down the back. The chil­
dren, m summer, have only a short shirt 
with open sleeves. In front of every 
house is a bench upon wMch the tenants 
and their visitors sit in the nummer to 
chat or perhaps to smg. The provincial 
towns are much alike throughout the

Gen. Grant dmed with the King of Belgium 
one day last week, after having been visited by 
the latter personage earlier m the day.

A correspondent of the New York Times 
has interviewed Gov.

The following is received from the scene of 
the Indian rising in Idaho, by way of Portland, 
Ore. “Col. Whipple and his command had an 
engagement with Looking-Glass band on the 
Clearwater to-day. Four Indians were killed 
and left on the field, many others were wound­
ed. The squaws and children took to the 
river, and several were drowned. Fighting 
was still gomg on when the courier left.

The Postmaster General has reeeiv ed a letter 
from E. W. Keyes, Postmaster of Madison, 
Wis., stating that foul of five members of the 
Republican State Executive Committee are 
Postmastcis, and inquiring whether their sig­
nature for a call for a State Convention will 
violate the spirit of the President’s order. The 
Postmaster General replied that, although he 
would prefer each official should interpret the 
Presidential order for himself, yet he is of 
opinion that to merely provide for the meeting 
of a convention, and to call it to order without 
attemptmg to contiol its organization or future 
action, would not he inconsistent with the 
spirit or purpose of the President’s instruc­
tions.

About one hundred members of the next 
House and numerous party leaders from vari­
ous parts of the country will be there.

The Washington Mepublican announces that 
Ben Wade has become reconciled to the Presi­
dent’s pohey, and will give him a hearty sup­
port.

C r i m e s  a n d . C r i m i n a l s .
In the chase of a party of desperadoes in 

Arkansas, Rev. Mr. Saunders, a mmister of the 
Presbyterian Church, was killed by one of the 
robbers, who, in turn, was riddled with buck­
shot by the preacher’s companions.

J ack Thompson (colored) was hung at La­
grange, Ga., last week, for killing two negro 
children, aged 8 and 2, last winter. He blew 
off the head of the oldest with a gun, crushed 
he head of the othei with a stick, and cut its 

throat from ear to ear with a case-knife.
The Keesville (N. Y.) National Bank was re­

cently robbed bymasKed burglars, who bound 
and gagged the watchman. The amount of prop­
erty carried off aggregated about $75,000, prin­
cipally special deposits.

Gatesby A. P. Jones, who commanded the 
Confederate ram Mernmac during her fight 
with theMomtoi, was recently shot and lulled 
by a man named Harral at Selma, Ala.

A specie tram from Chihuahua to San Anto­
nio was attacked by thirty-five white and Mex­
ican highwaymen, last week, on Teco creek, 
fifty miles from San Antonio, Texas. The tram 
was defended by twenty men, and the fighting 
was desperate, though the robbers were event­
ually driven off, with the loss of several killed 
and wounded.

T i i e  W a r  i n  t l x e  F a s t .
Dispatches from the Danube to the 4th of 

July state that a large Russian force is before 
Sihstria, and the city is threatened. The city 
btands at the foot of the hills of Ackbar, is 
semi-circular m form, and is defended by 
stoutly-constructed fortifications of solid ma­
sonry, strengthened by forts," one of which, 
Abd-ul-Mejid, occupies the hill commanding 
the town.

Reports from the armies in Asia Minor are 
conflicting, the Turks claiming to have defeat­
ed the invaders m a number of hard-fought 
battles, inflicting a loss of 10,000 men within a 
couple of weeks , also to hav e raised the siege 
of Kars and to have captured the garrison of 
Bayazid. All this is denied m detail by the 
Russians.

The correspondent of the New York Turei 
at Pera telegraphs, under date of July 4, that 
Mukhtar Pasha had advanced his position close 
to Kars. The hne of retreat of tho Russians 
is menaced by Falk Pasha, who has advanced 
to the northward of Bayazid. The en­
virons of Van now swarm with Kurds 
from the mountains to harass the retreating 
Russians. The Cossack cavalry have suffered 
awfully from the Constant attacks and 
surprises of these irregular allies of the Tniks. 
At Bajazid, recently captured from the Rus­
sians, the invaders fought desperately, and the 
Turks attacked with the fury of fanatics, and 
with victonous shouts of “ Allah1” The 
Turks have secured a large quantity of 
stores by this capture, as Bayazid formed the 
depot for a considerable portion of the Busman 
left, which was endeavoring to flank the Turk­
ish position.

Particulars of the Russian repulse in Asia 
Minor are being received. A dispatch from 
Berlin, dated July 6, is as follows “ Russian 
official intelligence thus explams the occurrence 
m the Asiatic theater of war. Gen. Louis Mel- 
lkoff had reached Araxes valley by way of Kars 
and Erzeroum. To prevent an attack m front 
and rear, Gen. Mehkoff, before proceeding 
further west, had to turn north and 
attack Zewin. The attempt failed, and 
Gen. Melik off fell back to Araxes valley, 
vhere he heard that the southern column, 
which was to have met him there previous to 
tne joint march on Erzeioum, was likewise de­
feated near Dehbaba, and hadietreated. Lieu­
tenant Geneial Tergukassoff is seemingly de­
termined to retrace his steps to the frontier 
and rescue Bayazid, while General Melikoff 
according to the latest intelligence, intended 
to take up a position in the Ai axes valley and 
hold the road to Kars against the victorious 
force from Zewin.”

Suleiman Pasha has received orders to give 
up the attack upon the Montenegrins and 
march his forcqi to the Danube.

In the English House of Commons the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer stated as^the ob­
ject of sending the fleet to Besika bay that it 
would be a convenient situation for communi­
cating rapidly either with the embassy at Con­
stantinople or with the Government at home.

Dispatches from the seat of war state that 
this last campaign has proved the most disas­
trous to the Turks of any attempt they have 
ever made to overcome the Montenegrins. 
From the day that Suleiman Pash? and Ah Saib 
set out to effect a junction and crush Prince 
Naluta’s little band with their umted forces, it 
has been one grand carnage. Out of 15,000 
Bashi-Bazouks who enteied Montenegro with 
the Turkish army, fully 11,000 are now dead or 
missing. This is independent of the loss 
among the regular troops, who formed the bulk 
of the army.

A correspondent in Vienna says it as an­
nounced m that city from St. Petersburg that 
the cause of the dangerous position into which 
the Russian army m Armenia was lately thrown 
was chiefly the fact that Persia allowed a Turk­
ish corps from Lake Van to pass through Per­
sian territory. The corps was thus enabled to 
surprise the rear of the Russians at Bayazid, 
and to jeopardize the position of a gieat por­
tion of their army.

War notes It is announced in official and 
diplomatic circles at Vienna that Constantinople 
is under a reign of terror. Great crowds of 
desperate and lawless soldiery fill the public 
places. Bands of Circassians and Zebecs range 
at will about the city, robbing and murdering 
with impunity. The streets are given up to 
these outlaws after nightfall, and all the public 
resorts and respectable cafes are closed at sun 
down. An open i ebelhon, resulting m the mas­
sacre of every foreigner and Christian, is 
liable to occur at any moment.—It is 
said the English Government has in­
formation that the Russians intend to 
occupy Constantinople at all risks, unless the 
Turks anticipate that event by making peace on 
the Czar’s terms. The effect of this and other 
intelligence as to the Russian intentions has 
been to modify very considerably the view 
taken of the crisis by certain members of the 
Cabinet. It is reported that a poweiful 
reinforcement is to be sent to the squad­
ron m Besika bay.—The Turkish troops which 
were to have gainsoned tho Greek frontier 
have been ordered to jom the army m Bulgaria. 
—The Russians still continue to cross the Dan­
ube in laige numbers, and new battalions are 
daily burned forward from the north —The 
Czar is reported as expecting a declaiation of 
war fiom England within a month, and as being 
piepared to meet tho issue involved.

1 h e  Russian campaign in Awa Minor seem 
to have collapsed, and tho mvadeis appear glad 
to letnrn safely to Russian territoiy. On the 
6th of July they held only one position noith 
of Kars, and since they have retreated from 
that fortress. Among the Russian officers at 
the headquarters of the Danubian army the 
Asian campaign seems to be universally regard­
ed as a failure.

Till British Government has informed the 
Porte that the blockade of the Black sea is not 
binding, being ineffective

The Pan-Presbyterian Council adopted an 
address to the Queen, signed by 338 represents 
atives, commissioned by forty-nine Presbyterian 
churches in tw enty-five separate countries, and 
then adjourned.

COMMERCIAL NOTES.

The latest advices from tlie Sydney 
Exhibition show that the Australian 
market is overstocked, and goods are 
sacrificed, not bringing even first cost.

T h e  first shipment of pig-iron to Eu­
rope has been made, according to a Bal­
timore paper. Five tons have been sent 
from Pittsburgh to Antwerp. Is this 
the beginning of a new revolution ?

Tun trade of the United States with 
Russia during the calendar year of 1876 
was so small as to be positively absurd. 
The exports to Russia vrere only $9,- 
689,000, and $8,266,000 of that was raw 
cotton, and $650,000 more was petro­
leum. The imports were onlj $626,000.

Tub recent International Exhibition 
at Sydney, Australia, gave another op­
portunity, which of course was improved 
by Fairbanks & Co , who took a first 
prize as usual. Their exhibit of scales 
received the highest award possible, and 
the judges lecommend, fmtlicr, a spe­
cial medal oi merit for the excellence of 
the American weighing machines.

T h e  shipment of American apples to 
Europe, which was only begun m 1867, 
is now developing into a large business. 
From the middle of October up to this 
time almost every steamer leaving New 
York for Liverpool or London has ear­
ned shipments varying from 500 to
3.000 barrels. The extent of the busi­
ness can be judged from the fact thatthe 
sales of American apples at Liverpool 
alone reached over 90,000 ban-els m the 
month of December last.

T h e  total quantity of silk goods pro­
duced m the United States during the 
year 1876 is stated by the report to be 
1,281,860 pounds, valued at $26,593,103. 
These include all kinds and varieties of 
silk manufacture, whether m dresses, 
nbbons, undergarments, neckties and 
scarfs, sevvmg and embroidery silks, 
handkerchiefs or trimmings. The m- 
dustiy is rapidly growing, and bids fair, 
eventually, to make American silks an 
article for export.

The gradual growth of the business 
of the country is shown by the rise in 
imports at the port of New York, which 
were $28,761,000 for May, against $23,-
671.000 for the same month last year; 
the exports, exclusive of specie, were 
$22,886,000, against $21,576,000 in May, 
1876. The imports for eleven months, 
exclusive of specie, were $262,500,000 
against $277,966,000 for the same eleven 
months, 1875-6 ; the exports of merchan­
dise or eleven months $261,031,000, 
against $235,830,000.

Au&tiua is about engaging in the busi­
ness of exporting meat to England. One 
contract, covering 50,000 dead sheep and
4.000 dead oxen, has already been made. 
But there is room enough for a fair 
business for both countries. Four thou­
sand boxes of American butter, m re­
frigerators, reached London in the early 
part of June. This shipment was an ex­
periment by some enterprising Ameri­
can, and its success will be likely to open 
up a now era m the English market. 
Other American productions, it is 
thought, might also be profitably shipped 
to the mother country.

Description of Christ.
This was found in an ancient manu­

script, sent by Publius Lentulus, Presi­
dent of Judea, to the Senate of Rome:

“ There lives at this time m Judea a 
man of singular character, whose name 
is Jesus Christ. The baibanans esteem 
him as a prophet, but his followers 
adore him as the immediate offspring of 
the living God. He is endowed with 
such unparalleled virtue as to call back 
the dead from tbeir graves, and to heal 
ever) sort of disease with a word or touch. 
His person is tall and elegantly shaped, 
his aspect amiable and reverend. His 
hair flows m those beautiful shades 
w hich no united colors can match, fall­
ing m graceful curls below the ears, 
agreeably couching on his shoulders, 
and parting on the crown of his head, 
like the head-dress of the sect of the 
Nazantes. His forehead is smooth, and 
his cheeks without a spot, save that of a 
lovely red. His nose and month are 
formed with an exquisite symmetry, his 
beard is thick and suitable to the hair of 
lus head, reaching a little below his chin, 
and parted m the middle like a fork. 
His eyes are bright, clear and serene. 
He lebukes with majesty, counsels with 
persuasive language; his whole address, 
whether in word or deed, being elegant, 
grave, and strictly characteristic of so 
exalted a being. No man has ever seeu 
him laugh, but the whole world has fre­
quently beheld him weep, and, so per­
suasive are his tears, that the multitude 
cannot withhold theirs from joining with 
him. He is very modest, temperate and 
wise. In short, whatever this phenome­
non may be m the end, he seems to pre 
sent a man of excellent beauty and di­
vide perfection, every way surpassing 
the children of men.”

A Shrewd Young Tramp.
The tramp industry, like other in­

dustries, seems to flourish because it 
pays, as witness the two diaries of the 
systematic Master Frank Labelle, or 
Taylor, aged 17, originally of St. James 
parish, La., then of the wide, wide 
world, and now of the Albany Peniten­
tiary, where he will remain for six 
months. He is slight and effeminate in 
appearance, and his lay was to work 
lawyers’ offices, asking for $2.70 with 
which to get home to Maine. He wanted 
to get copying, and, as the lawyers usu­
ally had no copying, neither any $2 70, 
they would compromise by giving him a 
quarter or an order for a dinner, or 
something of the sort. He always asked 
for lus benefactor's address, nominally 
to return him tho sum, but really to en­
ter it m his diary, with the day of the 
month and the amount of the donation. 
This diary showed that, between Decem­
ber 7 and May 9, five months, he had 
received $449.05, and during the last 
week of that term $35.05. His best 
day’s work was at Galveston, March 15, 
when he took in $15.50. He says that 
Galveston and Houston are the best and 
most generous places he has met with. 
The names of his victims include rail­
road and steamboat officials, newspaper 
men, United States Senators, bankers, 
lawyers and the like.—New York 
World.
Recovered, After Losing Part of His 

Brain.
About a month ago a son of Mr. Geo. 

Franz, who hves about two miles inland 
from St. Helens, fell from a wagon, 
striking his head upon a sharp stump. 
The points of the stump penetrated the 
back part of his head to the brain, and 
part of the brain dropped out. The 
strangest part of the story is that the 
boy got up, took his horses to the stable 
and ted them betore feelmg moie pain 
than from an ordinary fall. In about an 
hour after the accident he became faint 
and seemed to bo dying. Dr. Stewart, a 
well-known physician, was sent for and 
came immediately. He examined the 
wound and found that a part of the 
brain was gone, and he himself removed 
a portion that protruded. He treated 
the bov a few days and succeeded in 
saving lus life. At last accounts he was 
able to walk about, and experiences no 
trouble, either mentally or physically, 
from the loss.—Santa Barbara (Cal.) 
Press.

The Electoral Commission Records.

They consequently now re­
main in the custody of the Secretary of 
the commission, who is considerably 
embarrassed with their possession.

GRASSHOPPERS.

B il lio n s  o f  T h e m  in  t h e  Y e llo w s to n e  C o u n ­
t r y —A n  Old Vet*s S to ry  • f  W h a t  H e  Saw .

[From the Chicago Times.]
Arthur Templeton, an emaciated, de­

bilitated, worn-out soldier, who has been 
tramping around after Indians for several 
years past, arrived in Chicago Saturday 
evening from Tongue river, with his dis­
charge papers in his pocket. Templeton 
says he was reluctant to give up soldier­
ing, which possessed a peculiar fasci­
nation for him ; but he was so broken 
down in health that his services were no 
longer of any account to Uncle Sam, and 
Ins discharge followed as a matter ol 
course. He was in the field all through 
tho campaign of last year, but partici­
pated m no fighting of any account, 
though he was at the scene of the Ouster 
massacre after its occurrence, and saw 
the fresh trenches m which the victims 
were laid by Reno’s command.

Mr. Templeton tells a grasshopper 
story which smacks, at first blush, of the 
incredible, but which must nevertheless 
be true, since a man who had served his 
country well, and been honorably dis­
charged, could hardly have acquired the 
habit of lying so soon after quitting the 
army. According to his account, the 
country south of the Yellowstone nver 
is literally black with young ’hoppers. 
Off on the eastern slope of the Big Horn 
mountains is where they swarm the 
thickest. A detachment of cavalry belong­
ing to Gen. Miles’ command recently 
traveled for three days through the ser­
ried ranks of the infesting army of in­
sects. The whole surface of the countiy 
looked like one huge grasshopper, so in­
numerable were the pests. They covered 
all the rocks; every tree, from the roots 
to the topmost branches, was black with 
them, clinging and banging together m 
solid masses; rivulets were choked and 
dammed by the writhing, struggling, 
half-drowned millions, while the air as 
high up as the eye could discern was 
swarming with them. Once m a while a 
brisk gust of wind would set them in 
motion, and, rising from the ground en 
masse, they would dash into the faces of 
horses and riders, completely blinding 
them for the time being. These sudden 
uprisings frightened the animals, and 
frequently set them dashing and cavort­
ing about in the wildest manner. Once 
the grasshoppers arose in such blinding 
and oppressive swarms that the horses 
plunged,, kicked, laid down and rolled 
over, and several riders were unseated 
from their saddles and went groping 
about in the animated darkness, but fort­
unately escaped contact with the flying 
hoofs of the scared and bewildered Dob­
bins. At night the soldiers slept on soft, 
crawling, downy-like beds of grasshop­
pers, with a thick, warm covering of the 
same, m place of the vermin-infesteh 
army blankets. Strange to say, these 
grasshoppers had not devoured every­
thing m the shape of vegetation, but dad 
spared much of the grass and foliage. 
They seemed to be fasting, or waiting 

the crops to mature in the States 
east of the Missouri. They were head­
ing for the Missouri river, though their 
progress was slow, and they seemed 
lather to be maintaining a masterly inac­
tivity, moving only when obliged to. It 
is the opinion of the officers m command 
of the detachment that, later m the 
season, this throng of insects will take 
to wmg and devastate the maturing 
crops in the Northwestern States. They 
must have something to subsist on, and 
there is not enough vegetation m the 
Yellowstone region to afford them one 
good meal, if they should all get hungry 
at once. ______

from the Tribune office to a gentleman 
in Hong Kong asking him for informa­
tion concerning the Chinese methods of 
destroying locusts. His answer, pub­
lished below, gives an- outline of the 
means employed, which may be operated 
efficaciously m the destruction of tho 
grasshoppers with which the Western 
countrv has been for years afflicted. So 
far tbe only remedy devised has involved 
time and tedious labor, and it is doubt­
ful if hauling a tarred iron drag over a 
field of ’hoppers will ever become gen­
eral so as to nd the country of the pest. 
Mr. Souza has kindly foi warded some 
chilly seeds, which the Tribune holds m 
trust for farmers, who will be supplied 
on demand, as far as they will go :

Hong Kong, China, May 23, 1877.
I  am m receipt of your letter of the 28th of 

March ultimo, requertmg me to »upply you 
with information regarding the method adopt­
ed by the Chmeie for the extermination of lo­
cust*. I am glad to be able to inform you that 
the Chinese, from time immemorial, have al- 
way* succeisfully destroyed these cursed ver­
min by means of nets thrown across their nce- 
field*. They also make large pyramids, at a 
distance of one h (a quarter of a mile) between 
each other, composed of All soits of inflamma­
ble rubbish, with a quantity of dry chillies 
sulphur, and »ome tar. On the approach of a 
c’oud of locubts the pyramids are all at once set 
on fire, and the dense smoke willing therefrom 
soon makes the locust* alter their course, and 
very often, after a *hort pause m the au, t a n  
backward and disappear, even against the cur­
rent of the wind, if not too strong.

In the Philippines, where the plague is very 
prevalent, the natives have constantly a regu­
lar depo»it of rubbish, dry leaves, etc., round 
their plantations, ready foi the first alarm of 
the approaching danger. They also fire rock­
ets at the cloud of locust* with good effect, and 
discharge fire-arms loaded with paddy. All 
locust* found in the fields are eagerly collected, 
cured and devoured by the natives, who con­
sider them a* one of the best delicacies. Under 
the name of langosta they are sold m all mar­
ket towns in tho Philippine*.

The law forbidding the de»truction of birds, 
and the periodical importation of large quan­
tities of Chinese martins, which subbist entirely 
on young locusts, have contributed a great deal 
to the destruction of the insect m the Philip­
pines.

Dry chfihe* may be obtained m any quantity 
from India at about 20 lupees a picul of 1338 
pounds. I send you herewith some seeds, 
which, if planted m the beginning of summer, 
will bear fruit in three month*. The smoke of 
the chilly will kill any insect.

As you will *ee m the accompanying number 
of the China Mail, I hay e ventilated the sub­
ject, and any further information obtained will 
be at once imparted to yon. Thanking you for 
the opportunity granted to me to be useful to 
yon, and with kind regai ds to our mutual

Galveston.
The great fire which recently de­

stroyed a portion of the business part of 
Galveston, Texas, turns attention to a 
city where enterprise has placed large 
commercial interests, notwithstanding it 
seems to have a most dangerous loca­
tion. Galveston is on the eastern ex­
tremity of Galveston island—a low strip 
of land only a mile wide at the city. It 
is separated from the mam-land by a 
navigable channel two miles wide. In 
ordinary weather this channel is safe for 
stopping; but when large tidal waves 
roll m, as they often do, almost certain 
destruction overtakes vessels that have 
not escaped into the bay. Great dam­
age has been done during equinoctial 
stoims, as was the case m 1867 and 
1875. The city is partially built upon 
piles, as the island at that point is only 
seven feet above the sea-level. There 
are no wells, the city depending for its 
water supply upon cisterns erected on 
scaffolds. Yet Galveston is an impor­
tant commercial city, exporting large 
quantities of cotton, wool, hides, etc. 
The coast trade is extensive; and the 
island, notwithstanding its exposed 
situation, produces excellent tropical 
fruits.

Flora Temple in Her Old Age.
A letter writer who attended there- 

oent sale of yearlings at Chestnut Hill 
farm, near Philadelphia, says there was 
one box stall m tho stable that was 
passed carelessly by while the yeailmgs 
were being exhibited, until a gentleman 
casually remarked, “ what have you got 
m there ?” The groom opened the door 
and the visitois saw a poor-looking, 
decrepit old mare with every bone in 
her body standing out as if the flesh 
was gradually wearing away, and eyes 
sunken and bleared, all that was left cf 
the once-famous Flora Temple, tlie 
queen of tho trotting turf. Flora came 
to Mr. Welch’s in October, 1864, and 
since that time has had three foals. The 
old mare is now 32 years of age and will 
soon pass away.

The Fifty-DolUr Coin.
It appears that the new $50 gold coin, 

which is to be struck from a die now m 
course of preparation by the officers of 
the Mint, will not be the first com of 
that value struck m the Umted Stati s. 
In 1851 $50 gold corns were issued at the 
Assay Office m San Francisco. It is 
” ’id that mdlions oi dollars of this de­

nomination were coined and went into 
use, but that they gradually disap­
peared, for the reason that they were 
intrinsically woith more than $50 in gold 
by reason of the silver they contained in 
excess of the standard. They came to 
be used for mechanical purposes, or they 
were sent to the Mint for recoinage. 
Washington Cor. New 1 ork Tribune.

Ancient War Relics.
Rehcs of the war periods eighteen 

centuries ago begm to figure in the oper­
ations of the present war. The Turks, 
who were forced smith from the north­
ern extremity of the Dobrudsclia by the 
Russians who crossed at Galatz and Ib- 
rail, have made their stand along the 
line of Trajan’s wall, which crosses the 
Dobrudsclia just south of the railroad 
from Tchernavod t to Kostenje. The old 
wall was built by Trajan during his nu­
merous wars that leu to the final subju­
gation of the warlike Dacians and Scyth­
ians. The great Roman Emperor fought 
all over the Wallaehian and Moldavian 
territory, spanned the Danube with a 
colossal bridge, besides capturing the 
very territory m Asia Minor for which 
the Russians and Turks are now con­
tending. Trajan built three walls—one 
in Spam, one intended to run from the 
Rhine to tho Danube, and the third 
across the Dobrudscha, between the 
points we have indicated, to prevent the 
mcursions of tlie Scythians across the 
Danube down into the rich country of the 
present Roumeha At present, the wall 
consists of a double, and sometimes 
triple, hne of caith ramparts, from ten 
to nineteen feet m height, bounded on 
the north side by a marshy valley, which 
answeis the purpose of a fosse. This 
same wall was the Turkish hne of de­
fense against the Russian invaders m 
1854, and the scene of two Russian de­
feats before they were able to cross it.

The aeat of war in Asia is not only 
memorable for Trajan’s victories, but 
also as the line of Zenophon’s famous 
retreat with his 10.000. After the vic­
tory of the Greeks at Uunaxa, near Bag­
dad, and their desertion by their allies, 
instead of retracing their steps by the 
route they had entered Asia Minor, they 
marched along th 1 Tigris to a point cor­
responding with tlie present town of 
Mousli, m Aimema, northwest of Lake 
Van, made a nr >uitous route through 
Armenia until they were well up to the 
Caucasus, then, retracing their steps, 
passed down between Kars and Bayazid, 
across tlie mountain passes where the 
Russians are now operating, until they 
reached Erzeroum. From this point a 
guide took them to a mountain from 
which the Euxme was visible, and the 
end of their wanderings was at hand.

A Remarkable Case.
One of the most singular cases in the 

annals of criminal law has just been 
decided by Judge Bingham of the Com­
mon Pleas Court ot Columbus, Ohio. 
Some years ago Mrs. Sarah M. Victor 
was convi ted in the Court of Cuyahoga 
county, Ohio, of murder m the first de­
gree, having poisoned her brother, and 
waa sentenced to be hanged. The sen­
tence was commuted by the Governor to 
imprisonment lor life. Smce that Mu)* - 
Mrs. Victor lias been confined in the 
Ohio penitentiary. The prisoner grew 
tired of liie under such circumstances, 
and spent the hours, many of them in 
solitary confinement, m constant weep- 
iug. In January, 1876, she made an ap­
plication to the courts to have the origi­
nal sentence earned out, on the ground 
that she had not consented to the com­
mutation. Tlie c.oe was without paral­
lel in history, and presented itself to the 
court m the shape of a very knetty prob­
lem. Judge Bingham, after having the 
matter under advisement for eighteen 
months, rendered an opinion, holding 
that Mrs. Victor is, m law, an escaped 
pnsoner after conviction, and issued an 
order to the Sheriff for her delivery to 
the authonties of Cuyahoga county to 
await action by the court of said county.

Attorney General Little, a legal ad­
viser of the Warden of the penitentiary, 
subsequently made an application to the 
Supreme Court for leave to file a petition 
m error, which was granted, and a stay 
of vacation of Judge Bingham’s decision 
was ordered until the case can be finally 
heard. Mrs. Victor will accordingly r e ­
main m the penitentiary for the present. 
The opinion of hign legal talent is to the 
effect that Judge Bingham’s order will 
not be sustained by the Supreme Court. 
The <;ase excites gieat interest in Ohio.

Russian Generals.
The enumeration of the Russian Gen­

erals m the following extract from South­
ey’s humorous poem, “ The March to 
Moscow,” may again be read and pro­
voke a smde. Many of the same names 
that figured m Bonaparte’s disastrous 
campaign of 1812 are once more made 
familiar to us by the dispatches from the 
East:

St. Petersburg and Moscow.
Between St. Petersburg and Moscow 

there exists an antagonism of long stand­
ing. Ever since its foundation St. Pe- 
teisbuig has s liven to be a European 
city, and to adopt all the products of 
West European civilization. Moscow, 
on the contiary, stiives to be distinctive­
ly Russian, and affects to look down on 
her younger rival as a half-caste parvenu.

Abandoned by the imperial family and 
the administration, she glories m her an­
cient monuments and her ancient spirit 
and boasts tha t she still holds thefirst place 
m the veneration and love of the Rus­
sian people. All Muscovites are more or 
less imbued with this Platonic hostility 
to the capital on the Neva, and love to 
reproach its inhabitants—the Ministers 
and other ofik ml dignitaries not excepted 
—with gross ignorance of Russia and the 
true Russian character; but when they 
come to discuss the present and future 
of their country, they are by no means 
unanimous.—London Eiammer.

Internal-Revenue Receipts.
The receipts of internal revenue for 

the fiscal year ending the 30th of June, 
reach $li9,000,000. Last year they 
were $117,000,000. The mcrease of 
$2,000,000 is largely owing to the break­
ing up of illicit distilling and to the 
more vigorous collection of the whisky 
tax. The estimate of icceipts for the 
present year was $120,000,000. This 
sum, the Commissioner thinks, would 
have been ex ceded by about $2,000,000 
if it had not been for the uncertainty oc­
casioned b the proposition of Congress 
to leduee tin tax on spirits. Themanu- 
facturi rs emtailed their production and 
withdiew fiom bond only »uch quanti­
ties as were actually required by the de­
mand. This pohev, pursued for two or 
thiee months, resulted in senous loss to 
the rviiiii'. -  Washington Cor. New 
Yoik Tribune.

AT WINDSOR CASTLE.
Gen. Grant’s Visit to Great Britain’s Queen

—A Royal Entertainment.
[London Cor. New York Herald.]

Upon the arrival of Gen. Grant and 
party at Windsor Castle, it was an­
nounced that her Majesty and Princess 
Beatrice were out driving in the Green 
Park. It was intimated then that the 
party had arrived somewhat before the 
time, as it was understood at the court, 
and consequently the Queen was not 
there to receive them. Gen. Grant did 
not express any disappointment, and 
seemed desirous of utilizing the time he 
would have to wait by examining the 
grand pile of buildings, especially the 
first fortress of tlie group, which was 
built by William the Conqueror.

After waiting a few minutes the party 
entered the celebrated Lancaster tower 
and repaired to the apartments where 
they were to await the return of the 
Queen. While so awaiting they amused 
themselves with descriptions of the lovely 
views from the windows of the tower.

As the Castle bell struck 8 a commo­
tion was observed among the guards be­
low, and m a few seconds the royal equip­
age was seen to enter the court-yard, and 
the Queen alighted. Her Ma j esty looked 
sunburned and somewhat ill-humored. 
At half-past 8 o’clock the Queen, sur­
rounded by the members of the house­
hold, received the Americans in the 
magnificent corridor at the door leading 
to her private apartments in the quad­
rangle. Dmner was served in the Oak 
room, according to custom, which re­
serves St. George’s Hall for state ban­
quets. The party was small, Decause 
etiquette requires that the Queen shall 
converse with every guest.

The introductions were made as fol­
lows : Mmister Pierrepont. advancing, 
introduced Gen. Grant; then Lord Der­
by stepped forward with Mrs. Grant. 
The Queen shook hands with them, 
while the ladies in waiting simply bowed.

This formality at an end, the gentle­
men led the way to the Oak room. The 
Queen sat at the head of the table. On 
her right were, respectively, Prince Leo­
pold, Princess Christian and Gen. Grant. 
On her left, Prince Christian, Princess 
Beatrice and Minister Pierrepont 
Then came the Duchess of Wellington, 
Lord Elphinstone and Mrs. Pierrepont, 
Lord Derby and Mrs. Grant, the Duch­
ess of Roxburgh and Lord Biddulph, | 
the Countess of Derby and Jesse Grant.

The enjoyment of the party was un­
constrained, the Queen taking a promi­
nent part in the lively conversation, dur­
ing which all kinds of topics were dis­
cussed—American and English, political 
and social.

After dinner the Queen’s party pro­
ceeded to the corridor for the purpose of 
enabhng the visitors to examine ft more 
closely. Here they met another party 
from the Octagon, and a lively conversa­
tion ensued, during which her Majesty 
talked with every person present. At 
about 10 o’clock her Majesty shook 
hands with her lady guests, bowed to 
the gentlemen, and retired, followed by 
Other members of the social family pres­
ent. The gaests then entered one of the 

cent ■drawing-room# along the 
I  front, where they were entertained 

by the Queen’s private band.

Cuba and Its Rebels.
While there are no indications of unity 

of purpose among the so-called Spanish 
party, there are signs among individuals 
that they would gladly make peace with 
the insurgents on almost any terms, if it 
were not for Spanish pride, as negotia­
tions must surely result to the disadvan­
tage of the Spaniards. The insurgents 
axe not averse to negotiating peace pro­
vided autonomy with a sufficient foreiem 
guarantee be conceded. Sensible Cu­
bans and some Spaniards say they know 
the dangers surrounding entire independ­
ence, and would prefer annexation to the 
United States. When Martinez Campos 
arrived, eight months ago, with 30,000 
men, the pacification of the island was 
again promised at the end of the winter 
campaign, but the advantages gamed by 
his assumption of the military command 
have been overbalanced by the disadvan­
tages. The state of the island is not bet­
ter than last year at this time, and the 
insurrection is strong as ever, the only 
visible advantage gained during the win­
ter campaign being less burning of plan­
tations. The treasury of the island is 
exhausted, and the daily publication of 
the situation of the treasury is suspend­
ed. Last year at this time gold stood at 
215, now it is 227. Very few Cubans 
have taken advantage of the amnesty de­
cree. They have no confidence in it. In 
general the state of affairs m the island 
is languid, prostrate and disheartening.

Nice Pets.
Two blaek eagles were recently caught 

in the mountains north of Santa Barbara, 
Gal. The sportsman waited until he saw 
the parent birds sailing down the valley, 
and then robbed the nest, which was 
thirty feet above ground, and was built 
of sticks as thick as a man’s wrist. With 
some difficulty he secured the young 
birds, then about three weeks old, and 
of the size of large chickens. He got 
down before the old birds returned. 
When the captives were six weeks old 
they could dispose of a jack-rabbit at a 
meal without indigestion. A coyote 
visited the house and destroyed all the 
chickens. The eagles were then placed 
in the chicken-pen, and on the next morn­
ing the coyote returned to get some 
more chicken. One of the eagles en­
gaged him in combat, and held him 
with its talons until the sportsman heard 
the outcries and shot the thief. The 
full-grown birds of this rare species 
measure eight feet from wing to wing, 
and are four feet high.
Registered Electors in tlie United King­

dom.
Sir C. Dilke has obtained his annual 

return, which was yesterday issued, 
showing the Parliamentary constituency 
m the Umted Kmgdom, with the total 
■number of electors on the register now 
in force. In England and Wales the 
number is 2,377,761, consisting of 850,- 
587 in counties, 1,514,716 in boroughs, 
and 12,458 in universities (4,734 Oxford, 
5,981 Cambridge, and 1,743 London). In 
Ireland the total number of electors is 
261,265, of which 173,919 are in counties, 
53,953 m boroughs, and 3,393 in Trinity 
College, Dublm; while in Scotland the 
number is 301,313, comprising 88,594 in 
counties, 202,852 in burghs, and 10,867 
in universities—3,928 Edinburgh, 1,550 
St. Andrew’s, 2,940 Glasgow, and 2,449 
Aberdeen. In the city of London the 
number is 22,497; Chelsea, 26,229; Fins­
bury, 41,196; Hackney, 4,681; Lambeth, 
45,343 (tne largest); Marylebone, 32,- 
679; Southwark. 21,631; and the Tower 
Hamlets, 38,063.
