DECAPITATED BY DOZENS.

Sickening Scene, at a Chinese Court of 
Justice and riace ot Execution.

Man m the populous empires of the 
Onent is as a weed, De Quincey has said 
in eflect in a passage m his “ Confes­
sions,” and in China the disregard for 
human life, the callousness to human 
buffering, is notorious. This disregard 
and callousness have been incorporated 
into every section of the criminal code ot 
the country, and not even the gaining of 
a foothold by foreign civilization has 
bufteied to shame the mlers of the Flow­
ery Kingdom from their cruelty. The 
“ Fiench mixed couit,” at Shanghai, 
some of the members of which were pre­
sumably Europeans, has, according to a 
lecent number ot the Hong Kong Daily 
P i ess, passed sentence upon eight na­
tives convicted of taking part m a brutal 
and cowaidly attack upon the manager 
of a temperance hall, one Mr. Grimmer. 
Tlio seven male prisoners were sentenced 
to receive from fifty to a hundred blows 
each, one of them being also condemned 
to a month’s cangue—that is. to wear 
lound lus nock a huge wooden collar 
weighing thirty or forty pounds for the 
term named—wlnlc tlie woman was or­
dered “ tobe flogged on the lace with a 
&ti ip.” The punishments of the native 
tribunals are even more severe. At 
Foochow, according to the same paper, 
a man, boing convicted of kidnapping a 
female child, was sentenced to death, 
having the privilege of choosmg between 
decapitation and death by starvation. 
He chose the latter death, singular to 
say, and so was placed in a cage and 
publicly exhiDiieu, that the people might 
watch irom day to day the slow pi ogress 
of his giadual extinction. How long the 
unhappy wretch lingered it is not stated, 
but the report says that this horrible 
scene was to be witnessed “ thioughout 
the greatei part ot last week. ” It seems 
that the inhabitants of tlie foreign set­
tlement at Foochow are much scandal­
ized by these public punishments, and 
recently protested agamst the flogging ot 
a defaulting official m the open streets.

In this connection the following trans­
lation of a letter fiom a French, or rath- 
ei a Belgian, gentleman at Canton to a 
friend may be found of mteiest:

“ I was just ending my breakfast 
when L. entered suddenly and said:
‘ They will pass judgment to day at Nan- 
liai, probably also there will be an exe­
cution. Would you like to come.’

“ Not that executions in Canton aro 
rare, tor here they decapitate from 2,000 
to 2,500 (?) ciimmalsa year, to say noth- 
lug of those who die from the effects ot 
toituro or imprisonment. But, as a rule, 
those butcheries may be said to be off 
hand, so suddenly and irregularly do 
they take place. A European may have 
been here a dozen years and -yet not 
have an opportunity, unless he has un­
usual influence and puts himself to un­
usual pains, of seeing one. L. has lived 
here those fiiteen years, and, besides 
thoroughly knowing the city, is 
a sufficiently experienced linguist, 
and he thought lie was offering me an 
unusual treat when extending mo this 
invitation.

“At first, as you can imagine, I hardly 
thanked him lor his offer, but the desire 
of seeing nearly and m company with an 
experienced cicerone tlie workings ot 
that Chinese judicial system, of winch I 
had read accounts that I  deemed fantas­
tic, influenced me to accept. ‘ Let us 
go as far as the piison, anyway,’I said.

“ Nan liai, the larger of the prisons of 
Canton, is situated m the center of the 
Chinese city, at a considerable distance 
from the European quarter. Nothing 
more gloomy than the suiroundings ot 
this jail can bo imagined. Bound it 
swaim ragged, haggard, sallow men, 
with non rings round their necks, to 
padlocks in which are fastened chains 
riveted to iron balls or blocks ot stone, 
which they drag painfully over the soil 
as they pass through the throng begging 
ol the visitors 01 offenng small trinkets 
of their own manufacture for sale.

“ The piison is a heap ol rude build­
ings giouped aiound a large yard or 
ward, at the back of which is the door 
reserved for the passage of the man­
darins to the halls set apart for the ad­
ministration of justice. Such justice ! 
The court-room gives on the dungeons 
—cages wheie hundreds of piisoneis, 
heaped together pell mell, await their 
late, given over to hunger, famine, and 
vermin. There is no imprisonment here 
as a punishment, and oiton those who 
aie condemned to suffer death or stripes 
are left to depend on the public and 
scanty charity tor food. ‘ Let those who 
pity scoundrels feed them,’ says a 
maxim.

“ The aspect of these dens is at once 
pitiful and repugnant. Spectral faces 
flit behind the bars and fleshless fingers 
implore an alms; you can see dimly 
human forms writhing upon heaps of 
filth ; from the shadows come the clink­
ing of chains and an odor so n mseous t 
Tlie women’s ward is not different, there, 
too, I  am told, young girls, wives and 
mothers are frequently held as hostages 
till their fathers, husbands or sons have 
been arrested or have given themselves 
up.

“ In one cage I  was shown a woman of 
40 or thereabouts. ‘ She poisoned fier 
husband, and is to be cut while living 
into thirty-four pieces, ’ said L. ‘ That is 
a common punishment. She has been 
waiting death for three months. ’ He ac­
companied his explanation by gestures

sufficiently significant, but to nlucli the 
miserable wretch paid no attention. She 
merely throw out a skinny hand, into 
which we throw a feiv cash.

“ Facing the condemned cells is a room 
occupied by spies, placed here to baton 
to the conversation of the doomed men— 
not to elicit information that m ly change 
a sentence (tor the sentences aio irre­
vocable), but to find clues foi tracking 
out other criminals.

“ The court-room is a square hall 
traversed by two lows of pillars. On 
either side were soldiers, turnkeys and 
clerical attendants; behind a tapestried 
table four mandarins wealing peacocks’ 
plumes. Kneeling on the tiles before 
them, naked to tlie waist, n as a man, by 
whom stood a soldier armed with a stout 
bamboo.

“ The prisoner was undergoing exam­
ination. He had already received, we 
were told, forty blows, and his back was 
raw and bloody. He was nearly lipe for 
confession. I shall never forget the face 
of the mandarin who was conducting the 
examination, for never have I seen one 
so coldly cruel, with little oblique eyes, 
thin and tightlv-drawn lips, a sharp chin, 
a lowering forehead, a devflisii com­
pound of the cat and the hyena. Look­
ing upon lnm I recalled the Chinese 
proverb which says, “ Rather than fall 
into tlie mandarin’s hands, it is better to 
cast yourself headlong from a tower.’

“ ‘ So,’ said tlie Judge according to 
my fnena’sinterpreting, ‘you admit that 
you were present. YVho else was there 
at the same time? Was so-and-so 
not present as well? ’ ‘He was,’ said 
the prisoner. ‘And so-and-so?’ ‘Yes.’
‘ And who else?’ ‘I  saw no one else.’ 
‘There weie others. Try and recollect.’
‘ I cannot recollect, I  saw no one else.’

‘ ‘ The mandarin made a sign and the at­
tendant soldier seized the prisoner’s pig­
tail and brought the bamboo down fam­
ously on his bleeding back. ‘ Kill me ! 
kill me l ’ shrieked the wretch. • I saw 
no one else.’ ‘ You will not speak, theq?’ 
said the mandarin icily, with another 
gesture, m obedience to which another 
attendant stepped forward, bearing an 
armful of instruments of torture, pin­
cers to tear out teeth and fracture jaws, 
thumbscrews, rattans, mallets to break 
fingers, I  know not what

“ As he approached the prisoner this 
latter set himself to speak with a fright­
ful volubility—so rapidly, indeed, tluft 
L., comparatively expert interpreter 
though he was, could hardly follow him. 
The poor wretch confessed, gave names, 
grew incoherent, poured out a string of 
other names—at haphazard, and without 
the slightest idea ot what he was saying, 
I think.

“ Horror-stricken, I was about to leave 
the hall when there was a great stir m 
the audience chamber, and there entered, 
smiling, a tall and stout man of some 50 
years, wearing the insignia of a mandarin 
of the highest rank. The others left 
their chairs, tlie cat-faced inquisitor as­
sumed an affable air, and for five minutes 
there was a chm-chinnmg, a compliment­
ing, a bowing and scraping as ceremo­
nious as if we had been at Versailles in 
the time of Louis XIV. Aftei this ava­
lanche of politeness tlie mandarin, who 
had apparently only called m to take his 
leave of his colleagues, went out again 
by the door of honor, and they, taking 
on their passionless laces, returned to 
their work.

“ ‘H eisgom g to preside at the exe­
cution,’ said L ; ‘make haste.’ We 
found the court-yard thronged wi th yellow 
umfoimcd soldiers aimed with halberds 
and matchlocks, cavalicis on little coffec- 
colored ponies, parasols, banners, gongs, 
a rich sedan-chair earned by six coolies 
robed m red, all tho cortege of a great 
mandann, and in the middle, seated on 
the ground m baskets, with sullen coun 
tenances and heavily ironed, a dozen 
ragged men, the victims.

“ At each moment a new captive was 
brought up. One by one a police officer 
lugged them out ot the cell; each was 
seized and bound by tlie turnkeys and 
placed m the basket to be carried, de­
pending from a bamboo, by two bearers; 
a wooden tab tied round his neck gave 
his name and age, and a label pasted 
upon a stick announced the ciune for 
which he was to die, by order ol the 
Emperor.

“ It is some distance to the scone ol 
execution, and we limned into our chairs 
and set out. As we did so the bustle 
and horrid dm of the gongs announced 
that the procession was forming. So 
great an impression had the whole affau 
left on my mind—this revolting ‘ jus­
tice,’ the horrible apparatus, the culprits 
lugged away like sheep to the shambles, 
the masquerade upon the death-march— 
that as I  lioaid the unearthly racket and 
was borne swiftly through tlie crowd I 
almost felt myself m the place of one of 
the poor wietches m the hideous basket 
being jolted to the slaughter!

The execution ground is a small, tri­
angular space; on one side is a low wall, 
on another some wretched houses. The 
inhabitants—some potteis and a*carpen- 
ter—pay no taxes. Tney seemed to be 
miserably poor, and altogether mdiffer 
ent to the scene about to be enacted. 
They use the field to dry their pottery 
ware; indeed, as we arrived, an old 
Chinaman was hurriedly removing pots 
and jars from the center to make loom 
lor the executioner and his victims.

“ At first sight nothing could be more 
innocent and calm than this little ‘ pot­
ter’s field,’ but on looking along the wall 
—honor, what did one see ? A heap of 
skulls bleaching m the sun, some boxes 
and jars of quicklime m which might be 
seen scattered tufts of hair, and crosses 
from which depended bits of stiffened 
rope. ‘To those,’ said L., ‘ they tie 
prisoners who aie to be tortured. A 
canMwm mode ot punishment is to cut 
them to pieces while alive, beginning 
with tho eyelids, the nose and the bps, 
and then going on to the arms and legs. 
There is All-Fong, tho headsman, ho 
continued, indicating a thick set man, 
with trouseis rolled up and bearing a 
large saber. ‘ He is an important per­
sonage and loaves the heavy work to* his 
assistants. Decapitating is his specialty.’

“ At this moment the cortege entered 
the little field; the coolies, out ot breatli 
and sweating, deposited their lading on 
the ground; the executioners seized then- 
victims, led them to the middle of the 
space—there was barely room ; made 
them kneel one before tlie other m two 
lines, twenty-four prisoners m a ll; 
stretched out their necks by raising their 
pinioned arms; wrapped round their 
skulls the queues that had been loosened 
or disarranged—then waited !

“ The mandann did not arrive. He 
had probably had some difficulty m mak­
ing his way through the ciowded streets, 
and, till ho reached the ground, nothing 
could be done. While waiting for him 
the headsman examined cntically the 
edge of his weapon and tightened his 
girdle, and the kneeling prisoners wcan- 
ly twisted their outstretched necks. Thus 
at least ten minutes passed. Imagine 
what thoughts must have coursed 
through the brains of those poor devils 
during these ten centimes of waiting, 
tlie mental torture superadded without 
motive and by sheer negligence to their 
physical punishment. There they were 
kneeling m a long line, each one behold­
ing before him the heads that should be 
lopped off ere his turn came. I scanned 
tlie yellow faces with some such thought 
as this, but I did not see upon them one 
impression, one indication of sentiment, 
one muscle move, one sign of fear. 
Everywhere was resignation, indifference 
or brutish unconsciousness. Two weie 
chewing the betel-root, or something of 
the sort.

“ At last the crowd opened and the 
mandarin’b sedan appeared. This was

the signal to begin. What then 
transpired I dare not write you. Its re­
membrance is like that of a nightmare. 
I have still before my ey°s the two exe­
cutioners swinging their reddened 
blades, heads rolling upon tho ground 
or remaining attached to the nocks by a 
lag of flesh, decapitated trunks sinking 
down all flecked with gore. I see Ah- 
Fong breaking off from his work to 
change his sword, tlie edge of which had 
become dulled; then I hear agam the 
steel clicking on tlie neck-bone, the 
thud of heads falling on the bncKy clay, 
the cry of admuation raised by the 
throng at each scientific blow !

“ In a few minutes all was done ; in 
the middle of tho yard, m a pool of 
bloody pure, laj twenty four lopped 
corpses, J u id  the attendants were plash­
ing about in it, carrying by the hair sev­
eral heads with fixed eyeballs, or drag­
ging behind them the bodies, hacked, 
ignoble, hideous. At this instant tlie 
headsman, w’lio had just noticed us, ap­
proached, and, presenting, still smoking 
with blood, the two swords with which 
tlie work had been done, offered to sell 
them to us for $5, as we might like to 
have them by way of souvenir !”

Mourning in France.
As regards mourning, the French are 

far more sensible than are we. The 
rules of bowed shutters, and of wool 
and crape habiliments of the hue of outer 
daikness, donned for an indefinite length 
of time, would appear absurd to this pe­
culiarly intelligent nation. Their rules 
on this head are extremely precise, each 
shade and style ot mourning being 
severely regulated. A widow must wear 
mourning for two years. She must wear 
black woolen stuffs, with collars, cuffs 
and veil of crape, for one year; she must 
not creper or tnzz her hair, and she must 
wear a cap m the house during that 
period. At the end ot one year she can 
wear black silk trimmed with black lace; 
this not very oppressive costume is de 
ngueur for six months. During the 
following six months, all shades of violet, 
gray and lilac, are permissible, after 
winch, her two years’ mourning having 
expired, she can dress as she pleases. 
The mourning for a parent or a child is 
to be worn for one year : six months of 
crape and bombazine, three months of 
black silk and lace, and three month* of- 
grays and purples. For a grand-parent 
the iiilo is six months, and for a bro­
ther or sister four months, the half 
of which period only is to be passed m 
black stuff and ci ape. In deep mourn­
ing it is not considered proper to wear 
kid gloves, cloth gloves being considered 
appropriate, nor is any ornament, even 
ot dulled jet or of Berlm iron admissi­
ble. When the head of a family dies, 
the servants are put m mourning as 
well as the relatives. Each servant re­
ceives fiom the heirs two complete toi­
lets, one for evciy-day wear and one for 
Sundays. Children under 12 years of 
age are never put m mourning. Ab­
stention fiom society or worldly pleas­
ures is marked by the duration of the 
deep mourning only ; that is to say, for 
one year after the death of a husband 
or a wife, six months after that of a 
child or paient, etc. It might seem, to 
our exaggoiated American notions ot 
mourning formalities, from the above 
rules that the French lacked affection 
as signally m all relations of life as they 
do m tlie mantal one. Such, however, 
is not the case. Tlie tie between paren 
and child is a peculiarly close and 
touching one among them. Not a lack 
of affection, but a plenitude of sense, 
lias dictated the French regulations as 
legards mourning.—Applctons’ Jour 
nal.

London.
The population of what is called Lon­

don for 1877 is estimated at 4,286,007, or 
nearly that of the State of New York, 
and fully as many as the two States of 
Illinois and Iowa. This is 1,000,000 
more than was given by the census of 
1871; a large part of the increase results 
from annexing suburbs to tlie metropol­
itan district. An exchange says :

“ The section embraced m the Regis­
trar’s tables, under tlie name of London, 
includes paits ol three counties, and 
compnses an area of 122 square miles. 
The city of London is itself only a 
small district in the metropolis, just as 
the “ old city ” of Philadelphia is but a 
small section of tlie consolidated city to­
day. Here tlie old dividing lines be­
tween the city and suirounding districts 
have been obliterated, and are only 
vaguely-lemembered by the present gen­
eration, but m tho metropolis of Lon­
don they are maintained through the ex­
istence of local governments lor the dis­
tricts, with special law’s and customs 
inherited from olden times. During 
1876,153,192 children were bom m Lon­
don, and 91,171 persons of all ages died, 
the annual birth-rate being nearly 
thirty six, and the annual death-rate 
not quite twenty-one and a half pei 
1,000. Tlie death-rate is very low for 
such a vast city, but great care is taken 
with the sanitary regulations to keep the 
public streets m good condition, and to 
carry off the sewage. Fourteen thou­
sand men, with 6,000 horses, are daily, 
or rather nightly, employed in cleaning 
the streets, and their labors aie supple­
mented by the work of ciossmg-sweepers 
and “ street-orderlies,” or boyb wno are 
employed during the day m collecting 
manure from the business streets. The 
streets of Lijiujon are cleaned by con- 
ti actors, the work being done at night, 
and tlie refuse which cannot bo utilized 
is carried m barges to the mouth ot the 
Thames and dlimpe^fiilo the sea. The 
outlying districts of London have in­
creased rapidly m population within the 
1 ist ten or twenty years, rapid transit, 
elevated and underground railways stim­
ulating the growth ofthe city m that di­
rection.”

A Bully’s Fate.
A fata] shooting affray occurred near 

Richmond a day or two since, which is 
m some respects quite peculiar. It ap­
pears that George Moody, a young son 
of Whit Moody, a largo propelty owner 
at Kingston, was set upon by one Tom 
Stivers, a big bully, who was discharged 
trom Gen. Custei’s command just before 
the death"df that brilliant but ill-fated 
soldier.

Stiveis abused the youth by pulling 
his cais and slapping his face. 
The boy boie this treatment for 
some time, and finally said, “ Tom, I 
don’t want to hurt yon, but I’ve had 
enough of this.” Stivers answered by’ 
ordering him out of the house. Young 
Moody said he was not going until he 
had transacted Ins business. Stivers 
instantly seized lnm and threw him 
against the wall of tho room and kicked 
lnm as lie fell. The boy instantly drew 
a small revolver and fired. The first 
shot struck Stivers ovei the left ear and 
passed thiough the hood, coming out on 
the other side. A second shot entered 
the chest and struck the lower part of 
tho heai t. As Stivers turned to fall 
Moody fired a third shot, which entered 
the back and lodged m the very center 
of the lieait. Any one of the shots would 
have pioduced death. Moody had lus 
examining trial and was acquitted.— 
Lexington (K y .) Piess.

THE MONTENEGRIN CAMPAIGN.
The Jiiave Mountaineers, Though Tempo­

rarily Defeated, are Neither Conqueieil
Noi Cast Down.

The Montenegrin campaign is over. 
The bravo mountaineers, after a desper­
ate resistance, were crushed between the 
ovei whelming numbers of the Turkish 
armies, led by two of the best Generals 
m the service, and composed of the very 
flower of the Turkish soldiery. But 
Montenegro is still free. Her warriors 
are still m their mountain fastnesses, 
upon the sides of which lie 15,000 Turk­
ish dead. Though driven back to their 
locks and ciags, they are still uncon­
quered, and their aneient enemy, through 
Hie demand of Austria on tho one hand 
ind the straits ol the armies in Bulgaria 
on tlie other, has withdrawn, and is now 
slowly pursuing its way to the south of 
the Balkans to co-operate with tlie forces 
of the quadnlateral.

In reviewing the campaign from the 
outbot it will be seen that the Montene­
grins, though defeated, have been of im­
mense service to the Russians. At the 
very beginning of the outbreak in Her­
zegovina, the Montenegrins were m arms 
against their old oppressor, and, down 
to the time when Servia entered the 
field, defeated the Turks m every engage­
ment. When Bosnia and Herzegovina 
were overrun and Servia sued for peace, 
Montenegro would accept no terms from 
the Turk because her claim for teintory 
was not allowed. She wanted the small 
strip of level territory to the north that 
once belonged to her. arable land tor ner 
crops, pasturage for her flocks, a chance 
to descend to tlie plains, instead of be­
ing cooped up on her bleak mountain 
crags. The Turk refused this demand, 
and the mountaineers refused to lay 
down their arms. When Russia declared 
war with Turkey, the Turk’s first effort 
was to crush Montenegro, so that she 
should not co-operate with the Russian 
right mug as it moved south to turn the 
Balkans, which was in the outset sup­
posed to be part of the Russian pro­
gramme of operations. The Turks sent 
up one army trom the south through Al­
bania, under Mehemet Pasha, and a sec­
ond down from the north through Bos­
nia, under Suleiman Pasha—in all, a 
force ofaabout 60,000 of the best soldiers 
of the Turkish army, under command of 
two of the best of their Generals. This 
powerful force the little Montenegrin 
army of 30,000 men has kept employed 
ever since the 1st of April, and what 
have the Turks accomplished ? Monte­
negro is still free. Fifteen thousand 
Turks have been killed and the remnant 
of 45,000 is now on a long tedious foot- 
marcli to the south of the Balkans, to 
relieve the forces of the quadrilateral, 
and to hold the mountain passes agamst 
tlie Russians if possible.

The Turks have made many blunders 
in this campaign, but none so monstrous 
as the diversion of 60,000 of their best 
troops to carry on this disastrous Mon­
tenegrin campaign.

It is apparent now that if the Russians 
aie successful during the present season 
in their Bulgarian campaign, it is owing to 
this detection of 60,000 ot tlie best troops 
m the Tuikish service, to waste their 
strength lor three months agamst the 
Montenegim mountam sides, and leave 
one-lointh of then- number under Mon­
tenegim soil. It the Turks are beaten 
m this campaign, they deserve it for 
their blunder. If tho Russians are suc­
cessful, the Montenegrins deserve to 
have the territory given to them which 
they have claimed of Turkey, both as a 
reward of gallantry and heroism, and as 
compensation for the great service they 
have rendered Russia.

The Suicide Mania.
John Andeison, a citizen of Doniphan 

county, Kan., attempted a smgulai sui­
cide. He took a pocket kmte and cut 
one side of lus neck, winch not produc­
ing death, he cut tho other side. This 
likewise failed, and, a stream being near 
by, he jumped m m bis trenzy. The 
water was too shallow. Ho then wont 
home, cut a clothes ime trom its posts, 
ascended a hay loft in a btable, fastened 
the rope to a beam m the roof and around 
his neck and jumped off, securing a fall 
of about five feet. His neck was not 
broken. The noise attracted two men 
passing who ascended the loft. One 
lilted the body by tho legs and the other 
cut the rope, ifn falling, Anderson’s 
head struck the comer of a beam on the 
floor and cracked his skull, from which 
it is teared he will die.

Henry Longfelder, a Cleveland saloon­
keeper, committed suicide by shooting 
himself twice in the month with a re\ol- 
ver. He first saturated different paits of 
lus room with coal oil, then set fire to it, 
and then shot himself, expecting, prob­
ably, to bum his body up m the flames. 
The firemen dragged ins body out ol the 
room before it was burned.

August Swapdollar, of Pittsburgh,was 
bitten by a dog, and one of his acquaint­
ances told him he would go mad The 
matter preyed so much on lus mind that 
he determined on suicide to escape the 
terrible fate his friend predicted for him 
He went into a stable and swallowed the 
contents of a vial of sulphate of mor­
phia, enough to kill fiity men, and died 
instantly.

Geoige Sherman, one of the oldest and 
most respectable citizens ot Newport, R. 
I., attempted suicide tlie other day. He 
left a note, stating that he was going to 
meet lus dear wile, and that lus family 
would rind his body m the cistern. When 
found a rope was tied around the body, 
but as it was tied to a wheelbarrow out­
side of the cistern, it did not lower him 
far enough to cover lus head, and he was 
rescued.

An Adroit Robbery.
A very bold and skillful robbery was 

committed in a New York broker’s office 
the other day. The sales clerk had just 
taken m a check for $3,000 on the 
Leather Manutacturers’Bank and $2,200 
in $100 bills, which he placed on the 
counter by lus side. The part of tlie 
counter wheie the sales clerk stands is 
partitioned off by an iron railing about 
three feet high, tho non work being 
wrought so closely that it would bo diffi­
cult lor a man to insert one finger be­
tween the rails. The clerk turned to 
transact some business with the bullion 
clerk, and a minute later noticed that 
the money was gone. A square piece of 
the iron mclosure had been cut off, leav­
ing a space just large enough to admit a 
hand. There was no clue to the thief. 
Word was sent to the bank to stop tho 
payment of tho check, and thus kmit the 
firm’s loss to $2,200 m greenbacks. An 
examination showed that tho piece had 
been cut or filed off. The thiel had car­
ried the piece off with him, and it is be­
lieved that tho iron work must hare been 
cut some time ago preparatory to some 
such robbery, and that the piece was put 
back m its place to be removed only 
when an opportunity should anse.

Mistaken for Highwaymen.
Senator Spencer, of Alabama, was tak­

en for a higliw’ayman wrhile he was jour­
neying to the Black Hills, late m June 
The treasury agent who left Deadwood 
m the Bismarck stage had been cautioned 
to take no risks, and if any suspicious 
persons apjioared on tlie road to “ get 
the drop on them. ” The messenger, the 
driver, and another man employed b\ 
the company all bad nfles close at hand) 
when lour horsemen weie espied gallop­
ing down a mountain toward the stage 
It was a lonely spot, and the messenger 
did not like the appearance ot the stran­
gers. As the four hoisemen drove up 
and leaped iiom their saddles, they were

covered by tlnee tiusty rifles. “ Stop1 
we are honest men t” shouted the stran­
gers. “ Throw lip your hands, then,” 
entd the messenger; and the squad of 
four slowly sipproached under cover of 
the rifles, and finally convinced the guai- 
dian of the national treasure that they 
ware not public plunderers, niglit-ndeis, 
murderers, but only Senator Spencer and 
triends.—New York Tribune.

A Man Lives Eighteen Hours with a 
Broken Neck.

A gentleman named Miller, 10Killing 
at the corner of Park and John streets, 
Second ward, and aged about 60 years, 
was engaged m picking cherries at Mr. 
Plohl's, near by, and while doing so a 
limb broke and he fell to the ground, a 
distance of only ten or twelve teet, strik­
ing on lus shoulders and the back of his 
head. This occurred about 10 o’clock 
in the morning. Miller was taken to his 
residence, and Dr. Whedon was called. 
When the doctor reached the house, and 
made personal examination, he found 
that Miller had suffered a dislocation of 
the nock at the base of the bram and at 
the upper part of the sjpme, Ho could 
hear and understand, but could not 
speak. Dr. Whedon, on further exam­
ination, found that when the man’s head 
and neck were pulled into the natural po­
sition he could not only understand and 
hear, but could talk as well. For about 
two hours tho nock remained in its dis­
located condition, and most of the time 
persons were employed in holding the 
head and neck m position, his mental 
iacultios being m their natural state. 
Doctors who visited the house during the 
afternoon declared that not in the his­
tory of the country has such a case over 
nappened before. A dressing consisting 
ot bandages and weights was applied to 
tho patient’s head to keep the neck ex­
tended. The injured man died about 4 
o’clock Sunday morning, and previous to 
his death he became paralyzed m bis 
right side. He lived eighteen hours 
with a broken neck!—Hyiatuse (N. Y.) 
Courier.

AMERICAN ARMS.
Ucinai kablo Super! m tyot tlie Munitions 

of War of tlie United States.
[New York Cor Chicago lim es ]

The past few years have developed a 
gieat trade in American munitions of 
war Our rifles weie first put into the 
hands of foieign troops at the close of 
the rebellion. The United States had 
on its hands two million stands of arsis,

. which were offered for sale to foreign 
governments, and many of the Asiatic 
levies of the Porte are armed with the 
guns of Union soldiers. The French 
Government took 800,000 muskets, and 
the balance are still m the United States 
arsenals. All except 50,000 of these 
arms weie muzzle-loaders, a style of 
weapon which, in the past few years, has 
been almost entirely superseded in tlie 
armies ol first-class powers by the im­
proved biceeh-loadmg rifle. Some time 
ago tho Tuikish Government gave the 
Winchester Arms Company a contract to 
furnish 600,000 rifles. The filling of 
this contract is now giving employment 
to 2,000 men a day at Providence, R. I. 
The Winchester Company has m the past 
two years sold over 100,000 rifles to 
other foreign governments, to say noth­
ing ot its sporting arms, of which it 
sends abroad about 2,000 a month. A 
large put of the Khedive’s army is 
armed with the Remington rifle Tins 
company has sent abroad about 1,000,000 
stands ot arms, of which Spam has 
taken 300,000; France, 200,000; Egypt, 
100,000, Mexico, Central America, and a 
number of smaller powers 50,000 each. 
Even tho Prussian needle-gun Jias been 
Americanized. The Prussian Govern­
ment, impressed with the value of 
Amencan improved methods ot manu­
facturing arms, introduced complete ma­
chinery trom the United States, and has 
established an Amencan arsenal at Berlin 
for the manufacture of the famous needle- 
gun. Tho machine-made weapon was 
found to be so much supenor to the old 
needle-gun m point of cheapness and fin­
ish that the Government has discarded its 
old stock, and the Prussian armies are 
now equipped with guns made l*y Amer­
ican machinery, under the supervision of 
Amencan skilled labor. Russia, within the 
past two years, has purchased 500 Gat- 
hug guns, the American mitraileuse, 
every gun equal m effectiveness to 100 
muskets. Thirty thousand of her troops 
aro equipped with nfles made on tlie 
Beidan pnnciple, at Colt’s manufactory, 
Hartford. Her armies also carry 200,000 
Smith & Wesson pistols, and orders for 
further supplies are now being filled.

American arms have won their way 
abro id, first by their comparative cheap­
ness. It is only another illustration of 
tlie inevitable displacement of hand­
made wares by the cheaper and more 
perfect pioducts of machinery.

Not less vigoious has been the growth 
of our trade m ammunition. A large 
part ol the cartridges m the ammunition 
stores of Russia wcio made at Bridge­
port, Ct. The Russian Government has 
purchased irom tins one manufactory, in 
the list five years, some 40,000,000 
cartudges. Early this spring Russia 
purchased 3,000 tons of Lake Superior 
copper, which was taken to Bridgeport 
and is now being turned mto cartridges. 
It is stated that the Russian Government, 
three months ago, made contracts with 
powder films of this country for 25,000 
barrels ol powder, and that some 5,000 
barrels have already been shipped. The 
Turks have been equally active m the 
purchase of our munitions of war. With­
in the past lour months tbr-c vessels, 
loaded with arms and ammunition, have 
sailed foi Constantinople. Other lor- 
eign powers are also becoming liberal 
patrons of American dealers in ammuni­
tion.

Failure of the Russian Campaign in 
Asia.

The Russian retreat to the Caucasus, 
bays tlie Chicago Times, is attributable 
to three causes. The discover} that the 
Ottoman forces m that quarter were 
greatly in excess of their supposed num­
ber ; tlie tear that Persia would supply 
an additional army, whose strength, com­
bined with that of the Turks m Asia 
Minor, would overmatch the columns of 
the Giand Duke, aud tho apprehension 
that, with the aid of the Turkish fleet at 
Batoum, the Russians would bo cut off 
from their base of supplies. From 
Persia, on the southeast, and Batoum, on 
tho northwest, a Turkish road might be 
cut which would leave the Russians at 
the mercy of their enemies on the plains 
of Aidalian, convenient victims for the 
guns of the relieved garrison of Kars. 
Tho retreat, therefore, was id spired by 
the plainest discretion. Grand Duke 
Michael could not have held the moun­
tain fastnesses and the and slopes east 
ot the Black sea with less than twice the 
force under his command; while still 
another division would have been re­
quired to maintain the siege of Kars. 
Theie have been no reports trom 
eitht r Constantinople or St. Petersburg, 
alleging th t the Russian guns made any 
impression of note upon the fortifica­
tions ot the historic citadel. Tho only 
method by which the invaders could 
have hoped to obtain possession of its 
w ills was by the slow process of cutting 
off supplies and letting starvation repeat 
tlie dismal experiments of 1829. The 
total abandonment of the Abiatic cam­
paign will give the Turks an opportuni­
ty iully to repair whatever slight damage 
has been done, to revictnal the fortress, 
and make ampler preparations for a re­
turn ol tlie enemy should the results of 
the recent advance south of the Danube 
require the Russians to throw another 
army below the Caucasus.

Robert Dale Given’s Insanity.
Dr. Orpheus Everts, superintendent 

of the insane asylum st Indianapolis, 
where Robert Dale Owen was confined 
w’lnle temporarily insane, expresses the 
opinion tlint the Katie King expose had 
nothing whatever to do with Mr. Owen’s 
insanity, which was purely the result of 
physical and mental overwork. He was 
not a monomaniac upon the subject of 
Spnitu ilism by any manner ot means, 
ana that theme occupied a minor place 
m Ins thoughts. Wlnlc at the asylum 
he was constantly projecting schemes 
for the benefit of tho institution, and 
once penned an elaborate challenge to 
Gov. Hendricks, proposing a horse-race, 
tlie loser to pay for a $15,000 piece of 
rii'liddphia statuary which should "be 
put m position in front ot the main en­
trance lo tlie asylum before the race was 
trotted. He also made arrangements for 
the presentation ol lus play, “ Poca­
hontas,’ and addre&bcd a communication 
to the Governor proposing that the State 
pay the salaries of Edwm Adams, Law­
rence Birrett, Davenport, and other 
gieat tors, wl o were expected to par 
tieqiate, aud whoso beivices w’eie too 
valuable to be given gratuitously. Tho 
prooe'eds ol these theatrical exhibitions, 
which woulel be enormous aud almost 
lievoinl computition, weio to be placed 
to the credit of the institution as an en­
dowment fund. He proposed to enact 
the part of John Smith, givmg tliemimu 
role s to the stars imported tor the occa­
sion.

French Cliiekens.
It is probable that few persons out of 

France arc aware of the extent of what 
may be termed tbe “ poultry industry” 
ot that country. According to statistics 
given by one of the French papeis, 
F ra m e  supports at tho present time no 
few ci than 40,000,000 hens, representing, 
at an eatimited avenge of 2 francs 50 
c ntirnes o.v li, 100,000,1300 fames ($20,- 
000,009) These 40,000,000 hens give 
butli annu'liy to 100,000,000 chickens,

of which it is found expedient to put 
aside 10,000,000 each year for product 
purposes. Accidents and disease again 
reduce the number of chickens destined 
for consumption to 80,000,000, which, 
putting their average value at 1 franc 50 
centimes ajueco, may be estimated as 
worth 120,000,000 francs ($21,000,000). 
To these figures must be added tlie further 
value duo to capons and fat pullets, 
which may be stated as 6,0(30,000 francs.

A COAL-MINE HORROR.
Particulars of the Disaster Near Sharon,

Pa., by Which hlx Men loose tlieir Lives
—Heartrending Scenes.

About two weeks ago the Brookfield 

Coal Company completed a tunnel to 
their mmes. Previous to this tho com­
pany had hauled out their coal by mule- 
power. When the tunnel was m readi­
ness a small locomotive was introduced, 
but it did not work well with soft coal or 
coke, and anthracite coal was tried as an 
experiment. For three trips it proved 
successful. Then it was observable that 
the long tunnel was filling with sulphu­
ric gas. At the fourth trip the brake- 
men were overcome by the noxious gas, 
and fell to the ground, insensible. The 
engineer managed to get the locomotive 
out, and gave the alarm. A large num­
ber of men instantly mslicd m to rescue 
the miners. All were affected, and fell 
unconscious. This state of affairs con­
tinued until twenty-three men had 
entered the tunnel. Squads of four were 
then formed. They entered the tunnel, 
caught up a miner, and carried him out 
of the bank, and turned him over to the 
physicians present, who did all in their 
power to resuscitate the men. In this 
way the work went on tiU thirty uncon­
scious and six dead miners were brought 
out. Tlie excitement spread to the Cleve­
land shaft and Wood’s bank, adjoining. 
Eight men from these two mmes, labor­
ing under the impression that other min­
ers were in the tunnel, rushed in, and all 
succumbed to the deadly gas. Of these, 
five were shortly afterwards brought out 
insensible mmL the three others dead 
Among the first to enter the tunnel to 
save his comrades was John Jones, the 
mine boss. He had proceeded about a 
quarter of a mile when he tell, and an 
hour later was taken out dead. He was 
60 yeaisold, and leaves a wife and large 
family.

The scenes that took place as the dead 
and dying miners were being brought 
out were agonizing. Mothers and wives, 
sisters and brothers of the miners ran 
around distracted, crying and wringing 
their hands over the dead bodies of their 
de'ar ones. One woman lost her husband 
and two grown-up sons. Her gnef gave 
vent m shriek after shriek, as she alter­
nately embraced her dead. It was a 
scene that never could be forgotten. Tho 
excitement seized upon the crowd, and 
for the time many acted like lunatics. 
Grim, coal-black miners huddled together 
like so many sheep, completely pamc- 
stneken.

The engineer of the locomotive, after 
he had given the alarm, threw up his 
arms, staggered wildly, and, uttering 
incoherent words, became insensible.

A grief-stneken wife threw herself on 
the (lead body of her husband, rolling 
over with the corpse tightly clasped in 
her arms, all tlie time crying livstencally, 
and cursing God and every living human 
being.

Tnrce sisters surrounded the body of 
a beloved brother, and refused to allow 
the physicians to strip the body, to afford 
greater facility in their endeavors to 
revive tlie spark of life.

A majority of the sufferers were men 
with families, and their untimely death 
falls with double force upon their poor 
wives and children. The manner m 
which most of the victims encountered 
death, trying to save the lives of their 
imperiled comrades, speaks volumes m 
praise of the heroism of the miners.

Mhite-House Whitewash.
The following recipe, which is fre­

quently inquired after, is given for the 
famous whitewash with which the Pres­
idential mansion is adorned :

Take one-half bushel of nice unslackcd 
lime, slack it with boiling water; cover 
it during the process to keep in the 
steam. Strain the liepud through a flue 
sieve or strainer, and add to it a peck of 
salt, previously dissolved in warm water; 
three pounds of ground rice boiled to a 
thin paste; one-half pound Spanish whit­
ing and one’ pound of clean glue which 
has been previously dissolved by soak­
ing it well, and then hang it over a slow 
fire in a small kettle within a larger one 
filled with water. Add five gallons of 
hot water to tho mixture, stir it well and 
let it stand a few days covered from dust.
It should be put on hot, and for this 
purpose it can be kept in a kettle on a 
portable furnace. About a pint of this 
mixture will cover a yard upon the out­
side of a house, if properly applied. 
Fine or coarse brushes may be used ac­
cording to the neatness of the job re­
quired. It answers as well as oil paint 
tor wood, buck or stone, and is cheaper. 
It retains its brilliancy for many years. 
There is nothing of the kind that will 
compare with it, either for inside or out 
side work. Coloring matter may be 
added of any shade desirable except 
green, for which there is no material 
that can be used with lime. Spanish 
browsi will make reddish pink when 
stirred in, more or less deep according 
to quantity. A delicate tinge of tins is 
very pretty for inside walls. Finely 
pulverized common clay, well mixed 
with Spanish brown, makes a reddish 
stone color; yellow ochre stirred in 
makes a yellowish wash, but chrome 
goes further, and mikes a color general­
ly esteemed prettier. It is best to try 
experiments on a shingle and let it dry.

How Liquors Are Made.
At the recent meeting of the American 

Temperance Union in Cooper Institute, 
New York, Mr. Eh Johnson said : “Two 
years ago a prominent wine importer 
died m this city. Among his books no 
record of a single invoice of wine was 
found, but m his collar machinery for 
making it was discovered. There are 
beer factories which can make beer m 
fifteen minutes, without a particle of 
hops or malt. I had heard that drum 
mers of liquors no longer earned pound 
samples of liquors. They took a box of 
drugs instead, from which to manufact­
ure their wares For a long time I tried 
to obtain a similar box, but failed to do 
so. Finally, a young physician commit­
ted suicide, induced by use of poisonous 
bquor. Among his effects was found 
one of these sample cases.

Theie is a 
house m tins city that manufactures* 
these articles. This bottle of oil made 
by them contains material for twenty 
gallons of French brandy. They also 
issue this book of dnections,” which he 
showed, “ which specifies one hundred 
different oils lor manufacturing drinks. 
All are made of different parts of alcohol, 
water, sugar, taitanc acid and other del­
eterious ingredients, together with the 
essential oil The oil is the only change 
made m any of them. Tins bottle is 
guaranteed to make twenty gallons ol 
port wine. It is what physicians order 
lor sick people.”

A Disastrous Young Woman.
As an instance of what hot temper and 

rash action can accomplish to rum a life, 
an affair that lately occurred at Sharon, 
Pa., is one of the best illustrations. A 
young lady, Miss Kate McGilvery, was 
out driving alone, and desired to get 
ahead of a wagon. She called out to the 
driver to turn aside so that she could 
pass. He was a deaf, infirm old man 
named Bell, and at first did not hear 
what she said, but after a second or third 
call did as requested. Misunderstand­
ing Mr. Bell’s "delay, the young lady on 
her arrival at home, told her father that 
the old man had tried to frighten her 
horse. Mr. McGilvery started down 
town to find Mr. Bell. He met him in­
front of a store, and, without warning, 
knocked him through the window, cut­
ting Ins head badly, though not serious­
ly. Mr. Boll was removed to his resi­
dence, and his son Richard was so mad­
dened by his father’s condition that ho 
determined to punish lus assailant. He 
found him m front of the very stoie 
where tlie first assault was made, and, 
picking up a two-pound brass weight, 
hurled it at Mr. McGilvery’s head, fract­
uring the skull. Tlie wounded man 
(lied m a few hours, Miss Kate, the in­
nocent cause of all the trouble, has lost 
her reason, and is now a raving maniac.

Punishing Military Offenders in Turkey.
The battalions wore drawn up m col­

umns of companies along the slope out­
side then tents. The leport was made 
n the usual fashion, and then, just be- 
or e the sun disappeared over the snowy 
sierras toward Erzeroum, the imperial 
salute was lendered. The bands played 
a long-drawn-out, wading kind of air, 
the regimental bugles sounded a flour­
ish, the drums rolled, and simultaneously 
from the entire army bmst the cry, 
“ Long live my Padishah;” while the 
troops piesented arms. This ceremony 
was repeated throe times, and then tho 
offenders w’eio marched from tlieir bat­
talions to a point m front of the whole 
line. Each man placed lnmseli on his 
hands and knees, and by him stood a 
soldier holding a stout stick about ayaid 
long. On a bignal from the commanding 
officer the bands struck up a lively air, 
and the men with the sticks commenced 
belaboimg the culprits, keeping time to 
the music w ith tho greatest regularity. 
At a distance they had tlie appearance of 
men beating dust out of carpets. After 
each had l • eived about fifty blow s on 
tlie back the music etaseel, and the 
offenders letuinecl to the ranks.—Ar- 
uDunan Cot.

THE RAILROAD WAR
"Personal.

Ex-Gov. Samuel J. Tilden, Secretary of 
State Bigelow, and Cyrus W. Field sailed m 
the steamship Scythia for Europe last week. 
Tilden will return m October.

The mother of President Garrett, of the Bal­
timore and Ohio Railroad Company, died at 
Baltimore a few days since, aged 85.

Capt. Ceapo and his wife weie spoken on the 
26th ult.

Bavaed Taylor has accepted the misbion to 
Russia.

William M. Tweed has addressed a letter to 
the counsel to the corporation, allowing judg­
ment to be taken for the amount sought m all 
suits brought against him or m preparation, all 
his defenses having been disclosed to the At­
torney General.

G e n e r a l.
The WesternAssociated Press held its annual 

meeting at Detroit a few days since, which was 
very largely attended.

The sixth annual Synodical Confeience of 
the Evangehcal Lutherian Chuich of Amenca 
is being held at Fort Wayne, Ind. One thous­
and congregations, comprising about one-third 
of the Lutheran* in America, are represented 
mthi* body.

A late opinion of Attorney General Devens, 
reaffirms that given m 1876 by Attorney 
General Taft, that the executive department of 
the Government is authorized to pay only 10 
cents per 100 words for the first insertion of 
official advertisements, and 20 cents pel 100 
wold* for subsequent insertions.

The strike of the railroad employes of the 
Baltimore and Ohio railroad has turned into a 
not, and the Governor of West Virginia has 
called upon the President, who has sent the 
Second Artillery from Fortress Monroe to Mar- 
tmsburg to assist the authorities.

A teeeible not occurred m Baltimore on the 
20th of July, by which ten persons were kJlea 
and a largo number wounded. The not was a 
consequence of the strike of railioad employ! s 
on the Baltimore and Ohio railroad. Gov. Car- 
roll, of Maryland, learning of distuibances on 
the line of the railroad, ordered the military to 
Cumberland. The Fifth regiment, of Balti- 
moie, was sent m the afternoon of the 20th, 
but, not proving sufficient, three companies of 
the Sixth regiment of Maryland militia was or­
dered out about 6 or 7 o’clock in the evening. 
On their way to the Camden station they were 
assaulted by a mob, who threw sticks, stones and 
brickbats at the command, felling four of them 
to the ground. They then commenced filing 
on the mob, with the effect of lulling ten and 
wounding a gieat many—it is impossible to say 
how many, as a large number were taken to 
their homes on being wounded. The depot of 
th* Baltimore and Ohio at Camden station was 
fired and partially burned, the telegraph office 
gutted, and conaiderable damage done to 
property at the depot, which i* now m posses­
sion of the military, who were ordered to re- 
mam m the city. The Governor hat u»ued a 
proclamation, and the authorities of 

i'the railroad have informed the 
Postoffice Department of obstructions to 
the transpoitation of the mails. The 
strike of the employes of the Baltimore and 
Ohio railroad, m West Virginia, continues, and 
the only tiams that are being run aio under 
guard of United States troops. Theiehas yet 
been no collision between the strikers and the 
soldieis. In the meantime the stuke has ex­
tended to Newark, Ohio, and to the employes 
of the Pennsylvania road at Pittsburgh, and the 
load between the latter city and East Liberty 
is literally blockaded with abandoned fre’ght 
trams. The Lieutenant Governor of Penn­
sylvania has issued a proclamation of warning 
to the strikers, and ordered out the militia, 
and the Sheriff of the county has read the not 
act at Newark, Ohio, and has made a demand 
upon the Governor of Ohio foi military aid. 
The employes of the Ene road at Hornellsville 
are also on a strike. The stuke has now ex­
tended to the Erie railroad, no freight trains be­
ing allowed to pass Hornellsville either way.

Gen. McDowell, of the Military Depaitment 
of the Pacific, telegraphs that the war with 
Chief Joseph is practically ended.

The Indian wai is ended, Chief Joseph hav­
ing retreated northward to tne Montana line.

Gen. E scobedo and staff weie airested by 
Cel. Price, commanding United States hoops 
at Rio Grande City, Texas, a few days ago. 
He was intending to cross the river into 
Mexico.

F in a n c ia l  a n d  in d u s tr ia l.
The Duectors of the Paterson (N. J ) Fue 

Insurance Company have resolved unanimous­
ly to close the concern, and a receiver has been 
appointed. An effort will be made to reinsure 
outstanding risks.

The  Commissioner of Savings Banks of 
Massachusetts has enjoined the Haveihill 
(Mass.) Savings Bank from doing further busi­
ness.

The Treasury Department has issued the 
fifty-second call loi the ledomption of 5-20 
bonds of’65. The call is foi $10,000,000 con­
sols of ’65, of which $7,000,000 aie coupon and 
$3,000,000 legistered bonds, principal and 
interest to be paid on and after tho 19th of 
October next. The mterebt will cease on that 
day.

A building firm at Manchester, Eng, has 
sent to this country for sovual hundred car­
penter*, guaranteeing permanent employment, 
and wages of 8%d an hour.

F ir e s  a n d  C a s u a lt ie s .
The schooner Dom Pedro was run down and 

sunk in Boston harbor one night labt week, by 
the United States levenue-cuttei Grant.

Recent fires At Owensboro, Ky., neaily all 
the business portion of the place was destioyod, 
logs $50,000 ?the shoe factory o f T. A.Coolidge, 
of Wert Marlboro, Mass., burned, loss 4>100,000, 
insurance $75,000 , a match and shoe-bl ickmg 
factory m Philadelphia was also burned, loss 
$40,000.

By a collision on the Pennsylvania railioad, 
the othei day, between the Philadelphia ex- 
piess and a mail tram, four tram men and one 
passenger weie killed, and ten or fifteen in­
jured.

X’o  1 it L-ul.
The Committee on National Affairs of the 

New Hampshire Legislatui e i ecently inti oduced 
majority and minority lepoits. The majonty 
repoit sets forth that Ilayes was elected Presi­
dent by the people, and so declared by the 
Electoral Commission, and that any mov ement 
to reopen the question would be both mischie­
vous and conti ary to public interests, etc., the 
minority report lccitesthe withdrawal of tioops 
from South Caiolina and Louisiana, and ap­
proves the President s com sc, etc. The ma- 
jouty repoit was adopted.

bv six load agents, who rol bed the five pas- 
sengeis of all valuables. The treasure box was 
rifled, but contained nothing of value to the 
robbers.

P eter H. Penweli, agid 87 veais, who mur- 
deied his wife some time ago, was hauged last 
week at Elm.ra, N. Y.

T i le  Wax' xix th e  E a s t .
A correspondent at Knstondji te'egraphs 

that a detachment of Cossacks occupied that 
town on the 13th, the Turks hamig evacu­
ated it.

A c o r r e s p o n d e n t  at Ibiail reports that on 
tho 17th the Tmkish position at Medpdiewas 
attacked by Gen Zimmeimans army, which 
crossed the marshes by three different routes. 
After a shoit resistance, the Tuiks precipitate­
ly retreated. The Tmks had 8 000 mtantiy, 
800 cavalry, and a batterv of artillciv, and 
their position was a formidable one. For some 
inexplicable reason they offeied no resistance 
worth speaking of, and their reheat was turned 
into a complete rout.

Dispatches from the sen of wai m tho East 
of the 19th state that 50,000 Russians are ad­
vancing from Nikopohs ’tow aid Widin to be­
siege the foi tress, and prevent the advance of 
the Turkish troops between Misch and Sophia. 
The Roumanians at Kalafat are resuming the 
bombardment of Widin, and will join in the 
siege. Abdul Kenm telegiaphs tlret he 
will cut off the retreat of the Russians 
who crossed the Balkans, and only wait* the 
arrival of Suleiman Pasha to begin the attack 
The Mussulman inhabitants of Adnanople are 
arriving at Constantinople en masse, and are 
provided by the Government with lodgings m 
schools. Twenty thousand regulars and 20,000 
volunteers have left Constantinople for Adnan 
ople.

Mockhtar Pasha telegiaphs from Rare, un­

der date of 17th mst., that the rcvietuahng 
and reorganization of the Kars gamson is com­
plete.

It wa* announced from London on the 20th 
that 40,000 Rus*ians were already south of tho 
Balkans, going by way of Halnkai pass, and 
that artillery was on the way. The effect of 
this movement on the Turks has been great 
Redif Pasha has been luccceded by Mahmoud, 
and preparations for the defense of Adrianople 
aro going on lapidly. A dispatch from Con­
stantinople says the Russians aro within three 
hours’ maich of Phihppopolis. A levy en masse 
has been ordered in thopiovince of Adrianople. 
Hobart Pasha hab sailed with two ironclads 
foi the Black sea, to supersede Hassam Pasha 
m command of the fleet.

Advices from Constantinople locate the 
Russian ai my at Phihppopolis and confionted 
by Suleiman Pasha with a band of undisci­
plined irregulars, made up of volunteers sent 
humedlj' from the capital. The expected 
Montenegrin forces are behind time. Adrian­
ople comes next, which will bring the Russians 
within 130 miles of Constantinople.

Thl intentions of England m regaid to the 
Eastern war have apparently changed, as new s 
fiom London is to the effect that three logi- 
monts have been embarked already for foreign 
service, and a corps of 40,000 Indian troops is 
on its way home.

G e n e r a l F o r e ig n  N e w s .
The insurrection in Japan still continues with 

varying fortune, tho rebels, however, gradually 
losing ground.

The lush rifle team won the Elcho shield at 
Wimbledon last week.

Solemn mass was chanted m Charlcbourg 
Street Church, Quebec, last week, and an im­
mense crowd of worsbipeis went m procession 
to the sacied edifice to mtcicedc for deliver 
ance from the potato-bug.

COMMERCIAL NOTES.

The Pittsburgh Gazette declares that 
the progress toward better times is ap­
parent. In the iron trade the volume of 
business has been equal to the average 
for the labt seven yeais.

The Iron World says “ the Bntish 
iron trade is m a worse condition than 
that of the United States. There are 
heavy failures constantly occurring, there 
is a rapid decline in wages, and the works 
advertised for sale are found occupying 
considerable space m many papers ol the 
kingdom.

Large purchases of cotton have been 
recently made m New York for the Rus­
sian Government, 20,000 or 30,000 bales 
having been taken since the beginning 
of the war. Tho interruption of the 
Black sea trade, and the consequent 
stoppage of supphds for the southern 
portion of die empire from India and 
Egypt, probably accounts for the in­
creased demand for the American staple.

F o r e ig n  papers believe that Euiope 
can take 2,000,000 head of cattle from 
the United States every year, the limit 
of cattle-rearing having been reached in 
many parts of Europe. Figure up your­
self what that would come to m the way 
of revenue to the United States at $75 a 
head. The impression abroad is that 
Americans aio not acting with reference 
to the expoit of beef as vigorously as 
they might.

The last quarterly repoit of tho com­
mercial agency of R. G. Dun & Co., 
lust issued, shows that the total failures 
m the United States and Canada for the 
first six months of 1877 were 5,390, a 
slight increase over tho number of fail­
ures duimg the corresponding period of 
1876. There is a marked decline, how­
ever, m die average amount ot liabili­
ties. The circular says “ the busmc&s 
of the countiy is improving, though very 
slowly. All the conditions appear to 
favor better times. There are many en­
couraging features in the outlook, the 
best ot which is tho excellent crop pios- 
pects throughout the country.”

The Public Punter has dcliveied the 
first annual report on the internal com­
merce of the Umted States. It siys, 
ampng other things, that the value of 
die railioads ot the Umted States is 
about twonty-tluee times the value of the 
shipping engaged m our foieign com­
merce, and that the value of internal com 
meico ib twenty-five times the value of 
oui foreign commeice ; that 87 per cent 
ot our giam slapped fiom the Wist to 
die soabord during the labt >‘ar was 
transported on lail lines, and over 20 
per cent of the internal commoicc of tho 
countiy is on railroads. Although the 
total amount of the contributions of the 
Government up to die close of the year 
1876 m aid of railroad construction 
amounted to $44,000,000, embracing land- 
giants and subsidies to die Pacific rail­
roads, yet this sum is only 3 pei cent, of 
the entire cost of die niiliuad system of 
the country.

An Arizona Shooting-Match.
A letter from Greenwood, Arizona 

Temtory, gives the following account of 
a characteristic Western affray, result­
ing m the death oi three men : ‘ ‘ Oil
Friday night Grant Blake and Johnny 
Bakci were killed. It seems that Johnny 
Baker got diunk, and swore lie would 
kill any man m Smith’s saloon. There 
was a Dr. Foster there, whom Johnny 
did not like. He kept flourishing the 
pistol over the doctor s head, saying lie 
was gaing to kill him. The doctor got 
up from the table, where ho was sitting, 
anti went up the street to his cibm and 
got a double-barreled shotgun Tic c imt 
back to the saloon to make Johuny beg 
his paidon ; so ho sajs. Grant Blake 
saw him go over to Smith’s saloon with 
the gun and lan altci him to take 
Johnny’s part. Airivmg there, Blake 
told the doctor and Johnny to put up 
their weapons. At this, the doctoi turned 
on him and shot Giant light through the 
bieast. Tho latter seeing tiio move­
ment of laismg the gun, had .dmost im­
mediately returned the fire, hitting the 
doetoi between the eyes. Alter shoot­
ing Giant the doct l turned on Johuny 
Baker, and firing the second baud oi 
Ins gun landed the charge m Johnny’s 
breast, killing him instantly. Johnny 
and the doctor tell at the sann time 
Giant turned aiound aftei being hit arid 
li.nl walked half-way across the strett to 
his saloon, when ho also diopptd Ilttj 
buued Grant and Johnny on S ihiri’.ij", 
the doctor is not expected to live.”

The Radish in Japan.
The one vegetable which selves all 

puiposes, and seems to be absolute ly in­
dispensable to every Japanese, whether 
high or low, is the radish. Tiny have 
developed it to gigantic pioportions, the 
roots often three leet long mid three 
inches m diameter. The color is always 
white. They cat it raw with w it ; they 
boil ai d serve it as we do turnips, they 
pickle it m brine, tops and ryots, and 
consume the result in vast quantities ; 
they dry the tops and roots and feed 
upon them, and, worst ol all, they hang 
Hum on poles m the fields to freeze and 
th iw all wmlti, and then consider the 
shriveled remains worth eatiDg.

The Indianapohs Journal of a recent 
date says : “ A business man of this 
city, connected with one ot the leading 
gram and commission houses, infoimed 
us that the orders and commissions re­
ceived yesterday by Ins house were the 
largest for a long time, and were of a 
character that indicated a healthy re­
vival of business. We have reason to 
believe that other houses aio having the 
same encouragmg experience. There is 
a general feeling of hopefulness m busi­
ness circles at pic sent, and a belief that 
the harvesting of the wheat eiop will be 
the beginning of better times find a gen­
eral revival oi trade.”

Conflict between the Militia 
and Strikers at Pitts­

burgh.

Frightful Scenes of Violence and 
Bloodshed.

Vast Destruction'.of Valuable Railroad 
Property—Nearly Fifty 

People Killed.

The great railway strike had a most tragic 
culnmntiou at Pittsburgh, Pa , on Satuiday, 
July 21, an attack on the military sent from 
Philadelphia resulting in the killing and 
wounding of a large number of persons, 
many of them being innocent parties. From 
the voluminous accounts of the affair tele­
graphic! to the daily press we glean the fol­
lowing particulars Eighteen car-loads of mili­
tary aimed in Pittsburgh it 1 p. m, and 
soon after went to the ciost>ing of the Penn- 
svh <un& railioad at Twents -eighth street, 
wheie the round-house is located. The home 
muitia w as then on hand and thei e was not 
the slightest disoider. After the military had 
been placed m charge, Sheriff Fife came on 
the scene with a posse of fifty men to arrest 
the nngloadeis. The Black Hussars, of Phila­
delphia, were ordered to move the crowd from 
m fiont of the Sheriff, and the tiouble then be­
gan. The Fourteenth regiment, of Pitts­
burgh, was guarding the battery, and as the 
Sheriff advanced a volley of stones fell into the 
ranks. The older to fiie was now giten, and 
the Black Hussars began firing into the crowd 
of people on the hillside instead of at the men 
m front of them. The shots were returned 
fhom the hillside, and several vollejs followed. 
Fourteen men weie killed and sixteen wound­
ed, many of them innocent parties. The home 
militia did not fiie a gun, but dropped on their 
faces, and when they arose the crowd had be­
come panic-stricken and were fleeing. Two 
volleys aie said to have been fired after the le- 
treating people by the Philadelphia soldiers, 
one of whom was killed. Two members of the 
home military were killed, and one child w*s 
killed and two injured. It is claimed that the 
shooting was unjustifiable, and the members 
of the Fourteenth Pittsburgh regiment laid 
down their aims and returned to the city. 
There was intense excitement over what wa* 
legarded bj the strikers and then sympathizers 
as a ci uel and needless slaughter of innocent 
people, and by 8 o’clock in the evening a fear­
ful mob, numbering from 8,000 to 10,000, had 
assembled m the vicinity of the round-house, 
m which the 400 Philadelphia militia had taken 
refuge. A portion of the mob icturned to the 
central part of the citv, raided several gun- 
shops, gutted them of their arm* and ammuni­
tion, and returned to the lound-house. 
They passed down Fifth avenue, headed 
bv fife and drum, yelling, hooting and 
filing off guns, and creating the wildest 
excitement. At a later hour another mob vis­
ited the Great 'Western Gun Works and threat­
ened to clean it out. They wanted arms to re­
venge the death of the citizen* of the city. 
The police offered resistance, but it was confid­
es ed to be useless, and guns, pistols, etc., were 
furnished. The mob then broke into the arm- 
oiy and stole Knapp’s battery. Galhnger’s 
pawn-shop was next visited and gutted, and 
$3**0 woithof guns, etc., stolen. Brown’s ex­
tensive establishment on Wood street was next 
visited by 3,000 of the mob, and every gun and 
shootmg-iion available earned off.

Two oi tinee thousand of the mob were by 
this time supplied with arms, and tliev began 
to lay siege to the round-house. A large num­
ber of shots weie fired, the militia letiunmg 
the fire. An oil train neai bv was fired, and 
the flames raged with great finv The fiie was 
soon communicated to other trains, and the 
lurid glaie caused by the detraction of rail- 
wav piopetty lit up the entire city. A constant 
lusil ule was kept up all mght between besieged 
and besiegers rlhe latter daied not ventuie 
out after food or dunk. An effoi t was made to 
convey suppei to the nun, but it was destroyed 
in an instant bv the noteis, and all communi­
cation, telegraph and otherwise, with the nn- 
pioused fort was cut off.

The tioopswere suuoundod bvat least 10 000 
desperate men crying aloud foi their blood, 
and vowing that not one should escape alive. 
The excitement was terrible to behold. No 
such scone was ever witnessed m this coun­
try before. To add to the horror of 
tho scene, the lioters applied the torch 
to a laige oil tram, and tho light 
uoni ti t fiamcslit up the entire city. The fire 
communicated to other cais, and soon 200 oi 
300 of them weie reduced to ashes. Manv of 
those ti uns weie laden with valuable goods, 
and the loss fiom this soiuce is estimated at 
c'2 000,000 Manv of the cats burned weie 
Indcd willi gram and genejal meichandise. 
Thieves plied thelr vocation duimg the night 
with untiring industry. Trunks containing 
hue clothing, silks laces and other goods weie 
buistopcu and then contents appiopnated 
Flour, hain> fruit and otheL eatables wtie ear­
ned off in immense quantities. Scarcely a soul 
m the whole town slept duimg the night. Such 
excitement has never been known m this 
pari oi the country, and old army officers say 
that the howling crawd and the peculiarities ot 
the situation consjned to piesent an aspect 
ncvci uvaled by the honois cf war. The 
*tuetswcie filled with women wringing then 
hands m despair and shucking piteously foi 
then husbands, sons oi fathus, who werem 
the riot The crowd itself was largely com- 
] os( d ot women who. in then fienzied fear for 
tin n n latives, made the horrible night hideous 
with then 1 imentalions and wailings.

Among the killed outright bv the imhtia were 
a number of women ovei whooc bloodv bodies 
friends knelt m the veiv agony of despan 
sometimes calling upon them for a word and 
again mgmg the crowd to sec k double venge­
ance foi tho outiage, as thov terai it. The 
mangled bodies of children shot down while 
clinging to the garments of then crazed motli- 
ers maiked, too, the terrors of the night, and 
w i ought the ciowd to a pitch untamable and 
indesciibable.

It should not be mfened that the rioters 
were all laihoad menoi strikers. lion-workers, 
stevedoics, miners, thieves, thugs fiom Balti- 
snoio, and tramps fiom the surrounding 
country, poured m to swell the mob, generally 
leaving the fighting to railioad men and devot­
ing thou own attention to phuider.

The lulls overlooking the tiack and the now- 
famous round-house weie jammed with people, 
maddened by the excitement of the night and 
clamoimg foi vengeance for the friends they 
had lost under the murderous fire of the sol- 
dieiv Men with pallid, distorted faces rushed 
hitliei and thither their hands clenched and 
then teeth set. The strike was not thought of. 
A passionate hatred for the men who had op­
posed them, and a hellish desire to root out the 
soldiers, had taken possession of the original 
shikeis, and, legardless of any and all conse­
quences, they stiugglcd only to woik borne ter- 
nble damage to their opponents

Tins feeling was aided bv the disaffection 
ot the local militia, and the manifest sympa- 
thv on the part of citizens generally for the 
men who claim to have been interrupted by 
foreign intoi vention while fighting for their 
rights.

But to letuin to the <«icge of the round- 
home. The mob, at about 8 o’clock in the 
ovniing* commenced bring into the building. 
The militiamen returned the fire with fatal 
effect. At each volley fiom the besieged build­
ing some of the noteis fell, and a scream of 
i ge went up, and the anger of the crowd 
knew no bounds. A constant fusiladewas kept 
up between the mibba and a portion of the 
Înkers until far into the small horns of the 

morning.
The mam efforts of the crowd, howevei 

from midmeht Saturd ly until 5 o’clock Sundav 
moinipg, were dnected to filing the buildings 
and ears, but about half an houi later the mob 
which had been besieging the mihtaiy left for 
some unexplained reason This afforded the 
troops who weie m actual danger of being 
roistcd alive, an oppoi (.unity to emerge from 
the building a"d they succeeded in reaching 
Lit erly street m a very few moments. They 
qui< t)v fomud m line and marched up to 
lbnty-tlmd street, and thence to Pennsylvania 
avenue and Butlei street. Their objective 
point was the United States aisenal on Butler 
stieet, win re they expected to obtain 
"Jieltei. While tinning into Butler street, 
howevei, the leaders of the mob had dis­
covered then leheat and fully 1 000 
men fully armed and supplied with am­
munition, followed m pursuit. Some of the 
troops bred at the citizen̂ , either acadentaliv 
oi intentionilh, as they moved along and this 
addt d fury to the cry foi rev enge. When they 
reached the arsenal the commandant refused 
to admit them. He said he had but ten men, 
and would be powerless to hold the place if the 
mob should attack it. He consented to take 
care of the wounded, and they were according­
ly earned into the hospitals. The mam body 
of the troops continued their march out Butte 
street, a fusilade being kept up on them bv the 
mob as they moved forward. The shots fired 
killed one of the soldiers before they i cached the 
arsenal, and nearly opposite the cemeteiy gate, 
fully a mile above the arsenal, two others were 
killed and were left lying on the sidewalk 
Tliev continued their flight and ciossed over to 
the north side of the Alleghany river, on the 
Shaipsburg budge the mob following them as 
lapidly as possible After icaching tho north 
Mde the troops scattered, and in this way the 
mob was divided into very small bodies.

One man of the mob followed the Philadel 
phiane, took the gun of one of them, and, keep­
ing up the trad, shot and killed seven men.

It is said thirteen of the militiamen were 
killed during the retreat.

In the meantime the city was m a state of 
anarchy. Thousands wliohadnot joined in the 
pm oiut of the fleeing tioops gathered about the 
buri mg buildings and trains, and assisted in 
spieading the flames whcievei they had not 
been applied Bv 7 o’clock p m. the fire had 
extended fiom Milevale station to Twentieth 
street and enveloped hundreds of cais, 125 
locomotives, the extensive machine shops, two 
round houses, the depots and offices of the 
Union Transfer Company, blacksmith shops, 
store-homes, and numerous buildings making 
up the terminal facilities of this mammoth cor­
poration.

The torch was applied to the large Union De 
pot, and the building reduced to ashes. All 
the Pan-Handle trains m the yard and depot 
buildings, together with the budge over Wash 
mgton street, and the immense elevator at

the Union Depot, were next fired, and weie 
soon a mass of ashes. There were no fire en­
gines, no police, and no military to interfere 
and prevent this terrible work of destruction. 
The mob were m undisputed possession of 
everything, no one daring to interpose even a 
remonstrance, and quickly and 'thoroughly was 
the work of desolation planned and executed.

The total destiuction of the property of the 
Pennsylvania raihoad and freight left in its 
charge, and also that of the Pan-Handle rail­
road, including 125 locomotives, cannot be* 
less than $8,000,000. A low "estimate of the 
value of the locomotives at the present time 
would place them at $2,000,000, though thoy 
originally must have cost over $3,000,000.

The Onion Depot and hotel destroyed, owned 
by the Pennsylvania Itoilroad Company, cost m 
the neighborhood of $600,000. The gram ele­
vator cost ovei $1,000,000 and wasowned joint­
ly by the corporations of the Pennsy ivama Com­
pany, though ostensibly it wa* run under the 
title of another corporation. The freight- 
sheds of the Pan-Handle railroad weie very 
complete, and they weie filled with valuable 
freight, all of which was either stolen by the 
moo or destroyed by Ihe fire-demon The dis­
patcher’s office on Washmgton street was de­
stroyed, and m its wake followed seveial small 
dwellings located near the brick-yard.

On Sunday evening the citizens of Pittsburgh 
took decision to protect the city from tho total 
destruction which was threatened by the mob, 
and, oigamzing them*elves in large numbeis 
into a vigilance committee, proceeded to the 
scenes of arson and plunder, wheio they were 
successful m staying the hands of the thieves 
and incendiaries.

A compromise was effected by the Fort 
Wayne Railroad Gompany, whereby the lattei 
concede to the strikers the wages paid motions 
to the last reduction, the stnkeis theieupon re­
turned to their places and assisted m getting 
the rolling-stock in motion.

The loss of life during the thirty-six hours’ 
icign of lawlessness in Pittsburgh is unknown 
at this writing, but it will certainly reach 
forty, and perhaps fifty, killed outright. A 
large number weie wounded, some of whom 
cannot i ecover.

The situation at Pittsburgh on the morning 
of the 21th, as indicated by dispatches from 
that place, was as follow s “Military and volun­
teers were still moving about, and all was quiet 
on the streets. Accommodation passengci trains 
were running m a limited munbei on the Fort 
Wayne road. Local trams on the Pennsylvania 
railroad were running from Thirty-thud street. 
Through trams were inspected by the strikers 
and no military or arms allowed to pass.

“Yesterday afternoon Maj. Moiton visited 
the stnkeis who held the guns captmed from 
Hutchinson’s Battery at Twenty-eighth street. 
He made a »peech to the strikers, which was so 
pacificatory in its tone that the men resolved 
to vield at once, and the guns were turned over 
to Maj. Morton.

“Tire stnkersthemselves assisted m hauling 
the gunsto th** old City Hall, and, as they passed 
through the streets they were greeted with 
cheeis. The guns were subsequently spiked at 
Market street.

“ The Philadelphia military were at Freepoit, 
where the tram was lying, awaiting orders. A 
telegram was sent to them requesting them to 
return to the city, and guaranteeing them pro­
tection. Detachments of the same regiments 
to which the troops m the citv on Saturday be­
longed reached Blairsville section this morning, 
having been held at different points along the 
road. It is haidly probable that they will be 
ordered to the city.

“ Weighmaster Henderson, of the Pennsyl­
vania railroad, leport* that fifteen wounded 
and dead Philadelphia soldieis not included in 
those already mentioned were burned m the 
round-house Saturday night.

“ As to any plan looking to any compromise 
between the Fort Wayne men and thoir em­
ployes, it is stated that all hopes m that direc­
tion aie ended. We learn that the lailroad au­
thorities have distinctly informed the stnkeis 
that there will be no compromise whatever. It 
is also stated that when this became known all 
the passenger engineer* and firemen quit their 
engines. As a result, no trams of any kind 
will go out this evening on the Pennsylvania 
railroad,. Theie is no possible hope of a com­
promise. The officials declare that such shall 
not take place, though not a wheel should turn 
on theu entne road also, that if this com­
munity can got along without the Pennsyl­
vania railroad the latter can get along without 
the stnkers ”

The morning of the 25th at Pittsburgh found 
everything quiet once more, with the city m 
the hands of the police, the military and the 
citizens’ committee®, who weie leinforced by 
seveial hundred “ veterans ” of the late war. 
the Grand Army of the Bepubhe and other or­
ganizations. Tiams had not commenced run­
ning, with the exception of mail tiams More 
recent estimates concerning the amount of rail­
road piopeity destroyed by the rioters at Pitts­
burgh on Saturday and Sunday fix its value 
at about $10,000,000.

THE STRIKE ELSEWHERE.
From the dispatches of the 22d of July we 

glean the following At Cumberland, Md., the 
Baltimore and Ohio road was still blockaded, 
the stnkeis having everything their own way 
Freight cars were bioken open by the mob, and 
a large quantity of provisions and other things 
were earned away. Women and children, with 
bags and baskets, assisted m the dopiedations. 
The authorities weie unable to guard the prop­
erty. At Baltimore there weie several collisions 
between the police and the rioters, resulting m 
a few broken heads. The Governor of Mary­
land called on the President foi mihtaiy assist­
ance, and the lattei issued Uie customary proc­
lamation commanding “all poisons engaged in 
or connected with said domestic violence and 
obstruction of the laws to disperse and retue 
peaceably to their lespcctive abodes” Neaily 
all tho tioops and marines at Fortress Momoe 
and Noi folk weie ordeied to proceed at once to 
Baltimore, and Gen. W. S Ilancoik was direct­
ed to go fiom New York and assume command 
of the forces.

The strike on tho Eno was spreading, and 
senous trouble was anticipated at Buffalo and 
otner places. The Pittsbmgh, Foit Wayne 
and Chicago tiam men inaugurated a strike at 
Fort Wayne, and resolutely declared that they 
would allow no tiams to move fiom that point 
At Vincennes freight trams were stopped on 
the Ohio and Mississippi road, and a general 
stuke was thought to be imminent all along 
the line. At Indianapolis hsnd-huls win 
posted, calling a public meeting of all “infavoi 
of ciiishmg the lailioad monopolv ”

Tho strikers began operations at Beading, 
Pa. They tore up the tiacks, burned the Leba­
non Valiev budge audanumberof fieight cais. 
At Buffalo and other points in New York the 
firemen and bistkcmen on the Lake Shore road 
stiuek, and all freight traffic was stopped The 
Goveinoi of New York issued a proclamation 
warning stnkers against acts of violence, and 
calling upon all good citizens to aid in suppi eas­
ing disorder. Several icgiments of New Yoik 
militia were called out and dispatched to Buf­
falo, Hornellsville. and other threatened points. 
Incendiary stnkers burned a tiam of thirty-five 
oil cans near Baltimore.

The! situation of the great railroad strike on 
the moral lg of July 24 was as follows,

The mob troubles at Baltimore have been ef­
fectually suppressed by the presence of armed 
forces of United States regulars and State 
militia, and 1,000 armed policemen, who aie 
patrolling the sticets.

In Pennsylvania, last night, the railroad 
strikers placed senous obstructions upon the 
track of the Lebanon Valley load prevented 
travel, burned freight trams, and destroyed a 
valuable budge, with the purpose,ltis thought, 
of hindering the passage ot the State militia.

The situation along the line of the Baltimore 
and Ohio railroad is unchanged from Satur­
day. The center of the excitement on that 
line at present seems to be at Cumbeiland, Md

The strike on the Western division of the 
Etieiailroad also continues and the situation 
is unchanged. The strike has extended to the 
eastern portion of the Lake Shore and Michi 
gan Southern railroad, the fieight trams on 
which have come to a stand-still, and to the 
New York Cential, the fi eight trams being 
held by the stnkeis at East Buffalo.

The lailioad employes at St. Louis have 
joined the general strike, involving the freight 
tiams ot the Ohio and Mississippi, the Vamla- 
ln, the Chicago and Alton, and othei lines ccn- 
teung at East St Louis. An attempt was made 
bv ihe Chicago and Alton Company to run out 
its freight tiams theie this inuuung, but the 
btnkcis mteiieied and held them. No violence 
1® icportcd.

The Union Pacific has been sav< d fiom a 
threatened stiike by a reconsideration of the 
order ieducing wages

A dispatch iiom Buffalo savs the Niagara 
division of the Eire shuck this morning.

The tram from Westfield, on the Lake Shore 
with a company ot militia belonging to the 
Lighlh Division, was stopped by the stnkers 
near Buffalo, N. Y. The mob entered the cars, 
md succeeded m forcing from some of the 
soldieis their muskets, when a general fight en­
sued with firing of guns on both sides and the 
throwing of stones by tne assailants Michael 
Lvons was fatally wounded, and five or six 
others were severely wounded. The Capramof 
the militia was quite seveiely mjmed The 
mill la company abandoned tlun aims to the 
strikers, scattered and fled The cai that was 
burned was u®cd by the stnkers to take the 
wounded to Buffalo. Uhcv pushed the car 
no nly two miles, and, aftei the wounded v\eic 
umioved, they set it on fire.

A meeting of the employes of the Cential 
and Hudson Bivei lailioad was held at Capitol 
Park, Albany. Besoluhons weie adopted de 
mandmg a general increase of 25 pci cert on 
the wages of the employes A committee was 
appointed to commuuicate withVandnbilt, and 
in case the demand is not Complied with they 
will stuke.

Tne strike at Indianapolis also has assumed 
formidable proportions, although no overt act 
has been committed, and no violence i* feared

The striking trainmen assembled at Foit 
Wayne and compelled the closing of the Pitts 
burgh, Foit Wayne and Chicago shops, cm 
ploying 1,000 men. The hackmtn and switch 
men on that division of the same road also re 
fused to work, and flocked to the city wbeic 
they joined the strikers.

Ihe lailioad stnLcis at Columbus, to the 
inunbei of 31*0, wont to the rolling mill and 
compelled the employes to suspend woik J liev

Several thousand persons assembled at Read 
mg, along the Beading railroad, this aftei tioon 
md stopped freight, coal and passenger train® 
only permitting mail tiams to proceed. 8 
o’clock on the evening of the 23d seven com 
paiaes of the Fourth legimcnt NitiOxiat Gmue 
of Pennsylvania aimed, and proceeded alone 
the railroad to Pennsylvania street \\ hile m a 
deep cut, extending two squares, from Walnutto 
Pennsylvania street, the soldiers were as ailec 
with stones, and immediately began filing, it n 
tlleged without oiders, doing bad woik amoiif 
he imu * nse coucoiu e ol people m the vi mi 
y, ainon0 whom weie many respectable chi

zens, as well as ladies and children. Tne 
troops fired dow u Seventh and up and down 
Pennsylvania street-. Five persons are known 
to be killed, from eighteen to twenty-five 
wounded, and seveial mortally wounded. 
Among the wounded are seven policemen, 
some seriously. Chief Cullen had a narrow 
escape, having been shot m th© breast, but a 
thick memorandum hook turned the ball. The 
police were stationed along the railroad tracks 
to preserve order, and leceived the full fire of 
the military. A number of the soldieis were 
knocked down bv the large stones thrown at 
them. Great exciU ment prevailed. The mob 
broke into the aimory of the Beading Bifles 
and captured all their arms, and sacked a gun 
store near by.

On the 25th, the position of affairs was de­
cidedly thiealenmg at a laige number of 
places, the strike having spiaad to most of the 
Illinois, Iown Missouri, Ohio and Indiana 
railroads, though little violence was reported. 
There were no trains running on the
Eabtern roads, and few passenger trains wore 
allowed to go through except those carrying 
the Umted Slates mails.

The freight men, yaid men and trackmen, 
employes of all the railroads centering in 
Chicago had struck, and the railroad business 
of that place was at a complete stand still. The 

; loads, however, expected to lemove the em­
bargo in a slioi l time On the morning of the 
24th, the Micln0ui Central employes quit 
work, and duimg the forenoon all the track­
men, switchmen and vaid woikmcn gcncially 
of every road centering in the city shuck. A 
mob composed of a few raihoad workmen and 
a few woikmgnu n of other bLanches of laboi, 
rcmfoiced bv laig< numbers of half-giown 
boys, the i matched around to a number ot 
manufactui ng est il Lsbments, enforcing the 
closing ot the same

At New York p< ool« were m a state of ex­
pectancy, but no outbreak had oecuired. The 
nnlitaiy were all in their armories, expecting 
to be called out at anv moment. At Buffalo, 
quiet was restoied, though no trains were run­
ning,

“Theie is a gieat principle involved m this 
matter,’ said \  mderbilt, “and we cannot af­
ford to ycld, and tlm country cannot affoid to 
have us yield.”

T R U iN ’S WALL.

The events now tianspiring m the 
neighborhood ot the Danube bring into 
curious promm >ncc the name of the Em­
peror Traj in, the buttresses of whose 
bridge, we believe, still stand on oppo­
site banks of the Danube, and whose 
famous wall seems to be the hue along 
which the tide of war is rapidly rolling. 
The bridge thrown over the Danube by 
this great monaich was, in some respects 
at least, the most lemarkable of all the 
structures th.it successive belligerents 
have erected for tho passage ot their 
troops. It was not a mere floating 
bridge, but a permanent structure,. car- 
ried on piers 150 feet high and 60 -feet 
wide, and it comprised twenty arches, 
extending altogether over a span of 4,770 
Roman feet. This giant structure, than 
which ancient lustoiy records nothing of 
the kind equal to it, seems to have been 
intended as a tortiessas well as a bridge. 
Standing 80 feet above the water, it is 
supposed to have alforded the command 
of the Danube navigation, a gamson 
posted on it being, of course, able to 
damage or destioy vessels passing under, 
while they would be above the reach of 
retaliation. It w as destroyed by Hadri­
an, and its pri cise locality has been the 
subject of some dispute. Rums, which 
evidently might have formed the but­
tresses of a bridge, occurring the line 
of an old Roman road, however, seem 
to leave little loom tor doubt. Trajan’s 
wall is another i< he of this terribly en- 
eigetic old Rom m. It is, strictly speak­
ing, a rampait of earth about 35 or 40 
miles long, and extends from Rassova, 
just at the bend iu the Danube, to the 
shoies ot the Black sea. Though only 
an eaithwoik, it ib a formidable line of 
defense. It ib fe or 10 feet high, with 
a fosse m fiont ot it, while the western 
portion is still Rut her fortified by deep 
Likes and the swampy valley of Iv ira-Su 
In additiou to all Uns, another rampart 
of a binnku el uaetcr lies justm theiear 
oi it. Tins ib huovm as the South wall, 
the space bohveuu tuo two lamparts be­
ing fiom 1,000 to 2,000 feet.

Strange Railway Accident.
Not long since an accident occurred to 

an expiess ti im on the Southeastern 
lnm, England. A passenger m the sec­
ond carnage from the engine states that 
all went well until they arrived within 
about five mile s ot Minster, when, the 
tiam traveling at exprebs speed of about 
foity miles an hour, the faintest shock 
was felt by those m the foremost car­
nages, a blight ci ihli heard, and stones 
and dust be gan to fly up aiound the car­
nage. On looking out of the window, 
lie saw that a hoise was being dragged 
along by the ongiue; its hindquarters 
were on the onound, the lnnd legs on 
either side of the front left wheel, and 
the rest of the body was held up by the 
engine, and being thrust forward m some 
stiange way. The tram was gradually 
brought to a staudbhll, and upon going 
to the engine lie found the body of a 
laige, powerful black cart horse with the 
left buJlei of the engine driven light into 
the body, and holding it up appaiently 
at the juncture of the lower nb of the 
spine. In this attitude the body had 
been earned by the engine for about a 
quarter ot a mile. It seems that a man 
was passing ovtr a level field crossing 
with a wagon and two horses, when sud­
denly round a sharp and closelv adjacent 
curve tlm exp loss tram swept upon them; 
he escaped, but the left buffer of the 
engine struck the shaft horse, impaled 
it, and earned it bodily off m the manner 
described—tne light buffer caught the 
other hoise on the flank, killed it in­
stantly, and threw it off the line; the 
comei ot tin1 w igon came m contact with 
the fust earn ige of the tram, broke one 
ot its panels, and was hiuled off the line. 
It was the opinion of the engine-driver 
that if the hoise, being lut so full by the 
engine, h id not been impaled and car­
ried hnwir t m the way desenbed, or if 
it li id iHopped tiom the buffer on to the 
line beioie t »e tiam had stopped, the 
engine would m all probability have been 
thrown off the tiack.

Concerning the Phenomena of Storms.

■which has extended through our great 
Northern cities, across the Atlantic, and 
has increased the value of lands m the 
adjacent counties many hundred fold.—

Destruction of 1 orests.
Moie and more attention seems to be 

given each year to tho denudation of 
the land by removing the iorests. That 
large mabses of trees have a salutary 
climatic influence is generally acknowl­
edged. In regions where forests are ex­
tensive tho severe extremes of heat and 
cold aie rarely experienced. The cli­
matic influences of trees seem to make 
themselves felt under exactly those con­
ditions where man most needs protec­
tion. In Northern Maine, whore for- 
meily there were immense and wide- 
extendiug forests of pine, spiuce and 
hemlock, which have now vanished be­
fore the ax of the rapacious lumber­
man, the winters were not so severe as 
these now experienced, while the sum­
mers had few of these long heating and 
prostrating periods wlneli are now of 
almost yeaily occurrence.

In Europe great care is now being 
given to the preservation ot old, and the 
creation of new tcrests. In Germany 
the question is taken up by the Govern­
ment, and there are laws relating to the 
destruction ot the trees and the growth 
of now forests. It has become neces- 
saiy to enact new laws m older to pre­
vent the almost total disappearance of 
woodland. In England vast forests are 
preserved as parts of tho estates of the 
nobility, and there will be little danger 
of tlieir disappearance as long as En­
glish wealth and pride remain as great 
and as strong as they are to-day. But 
sometimes an heir comes into possession 
of an incumbered estate—a condition 
brought on, perhaps, by his predecessors 
and perhaps by himself—and, to free this 
patrimony from vexations and pressing 
claims, he cuts down and sells the trees 
winch had been the growth of centuries, 
and had become the pride of his ances­
tors.

In France great anxiety is felt to pre­
serve the few forests which remain, and 
with characteristic zeal Frenchmen have 
studied the question of forest-growing, 
showing its influence on climate and soil. 
The changes produced by different kinds 
of trees have been studied and explained. 
Among the more interesting of these 
investigations are those relating to the 
pmo and larch trees, each of which is a 
great promoter of fertility in the soil. 
It is claimed that the pine will grow on, 
and, m fact, naturally selects inferior 
soils, and soon raises them to a higher 
grade of fertility. Loose, sandy soil 
they render stable; compact, clayey soil 
they pulverize, and by the desquamation 
of their leaves cover it with a thick mat, 
which furnishes fertilizing properties, 
and retains the fallen moisture. In fact, 
they will create from mineral soil good 
alluvial Jand. The French point with 
grief to tho almost desert wastes m the 
South of France, produced by the de­
struction of the forests, aud demand 
protection for those woodland tracts 
which still remain. It is affirmed that 
slioep and goats are as destructive to for­
est growth as the woodman’s ax, devour­
ing and exterminating every shoot which 
would in time replace the trees which 
might be cut down. Horses and cattle 
do not seem to bo endowed with those 
instincts which are so fatal to forest 
growth m the case of the other animals, 
and it is demanded that tho goats and 
sheep shall be excluded fiom woodland 
pasturage, and that, il any animals are 
allowed to browse upon the tender shoots, 
it shall be only cattle and horses.—£>an 
Francisco Bulletin.

To the elaborate researches of Mr. 

Redfield, of New York, who published, 
in 1831, the first of a senes of remark­
able papers on tho phenomena of storms, 
wo owe our first full acquaintance with 
tho ongui and progress of these torna­
does or hurncanes of which we have 
had such an abundance tins summer. 
Mr. Redfield’s initial proposition that 
the hurncane is a progressive vortical 
whirlwind has been fully sustained, as 
also Ins auxiliary preposition that the 
piogrtss of the voitox is m the line of a 
parabola, with tho curve making away 
from the equaioi—a consequence, it is 
believed, ot the i evolution of tho eaith 
upon its axis.

But while these are “ fixed facts,” con­
cerning the origin and cause compara­
tively little is positively known. It 
used to he common to attribute them to 
more occult forces, such as electricity, 
but the immense mechanical power 
stored up m the heat and vapor of moist 
air, as abundantly demonstiated by 
Espy, Peslin and Reye, is now believed 
sufficient to account for all the wonder­
ful exhibitions of force m the g) ratoiy 
hurncane. Whenever a lower stratum 
ot warm, moist air is rapidly elevated 
above the sea level, which may be by 
vanous causes, there at once occurs an 
influx of air from all sides, and the 
formation of the whnl commences. Its 
subsequent development depends upon 
tho supply of moist an, and the size of 
the original vacuum, and, once fairly 
whirling, it sets out upon its triumphal 
parabolic (and diabolic) tour.

The velocity ol the wind (which must 
not be confounded with the progress of 
the storm) in these hurncanes is very 
difficult to get at. Mr. Redfield ex­
plains that over and above the average 
velocity of the wind, come occasional 
gusts of extraordinary speed and power. 
It is these gusts winch do the mischief, 
and tluir velocity has rarely, if ever, 
been actually gauged. A velocity of 600 
miles per hour has been estimated for 
some of them, though they should be 
estimated by the second rather than the 
hour, for the spasmodic increase m the 
rapidity of tho whirl is of very brief 
duration. The velocity of one of these 
gusts m a Bntish hurncane was figured 
at 130 miles the hour, and our own 
signal corps have recorded as high a 
speed as ninety miles, without claiming 
to have measured the fiercer whirls. 
They are at least fast enough for all 
practical purposes when they break 
great trees like pipe-stems, and set 
houses, cattle and men flying over the 
countiy.

How Cheap Cigars are Made.
The room was low and long, with four 

windows on the north side. Neai one ol 
thebe win lows sat a woman about 40 
years old, bunching cigars from a pile of 
stnppmgs close by. At another window 
were two men finishing the cigais, and in 
the farther part of the loom were two 
beds and a table, wnth dishes on it. 
Wlnle the pretended dealci was talking 
with one of the men m regaid to the 
cheapness with which it was possible to 
manufacture cigars, the door opened, agd 
a ragged little gill enteied with a dirty 
canvas bag on her arm, the contents ol 
winch she emptied into a banel near the 
door. She then sat down and com­
menced to strip tobacco from the pile 
befoie mentioned. The min who did 
the talking was very loquacious, and 
stated that he could sell cigirs lor 
about $7 a thonsmd. He said that the 
wrappers used weie of Western tobacco, 
while the fillings were sometimes of 
“ much finer quality.” To illus­
trate this latter assertion lie showed 
the contents of tho bairei to which 
tho little gul had contributed. It 
was half filled with a miss of what 
might be called garbage, culled 
trom the streets, and consisting ol sciaps 
of brown paper, cabbage-leaves, and 
cigar-stumps, some ot wlncn were, no 
doubt, stumps of Havana cigars. The 
manufacturer then took his customei 
into another room opening from the staii- 
way, wheie theie was a kettle m a brick 
fireplace, and a plank on which were 
spread out tho gleanings from the barrel, 
assorted and sepaiatcd to dry. He 
showed how the burnt ends of stumps 
were cut oft and the remaindei unrolled , 
how dried cabbage leaves, boiled with 
tobacco stems anel sumach leaves, could 
bo conveuteel into “ very fine tobacco,” 
tnd closed his explanations by extolling 
the vntues of the tonka bean, valerian 
md ammonia, as flavoimg extiacts.— 
New York Tribune.

While two of tho wrestlers 
wore making guarded appro iches, anoth­
er couple were locked m an embrace that 
was as close as the oil on their skins 
would admit of; and two more, pione 
upon the ground, were still clasping each 
other like writhing seipents. Now and 
agam an attendant spuing foi ward to 
tinovv a few drops of water on one of tho 
couples, or with a dirty cloth to wipe 
the perspiration from thoir faces; and 
when the round was over an officer pre­
sented to the competitors a few piasteis 
in paper money with the compliments of 
tho CommanJcr-in-Chief.

Judge Lynch.
—Allen county, Ky., was recently tho 

scene of a terrible enmo. A Miss Bur­
ton was missed from her homo, and no 
tidings could be learned of her where­
abouts foi a week, when her dead body was 
found in a secluded spot not far from 
the residence of her brother-in-law, one 
George Stark, with two bullet-holes in 
hoi head and her body m an advanced 
stage of decomposition. Investigation 
pointed to a cnmmal intimacy between 
her and Stark, and to him as her mur­
derer. He was anested and placed un­
der guard. While his preliminary ex­
amination was in progress, a body of 
men, relatives and friends of the young 
lady, took Staik from his guards at 12 
o’clock a't night and hung him. There 
seems to have been a good chance for 
Ins acquittal, as there was a lack of posi­
tive proof against him Yet the citizens 
generally believe lnm guilty. Stark was 
ol good family, and stood well hereto­
fore. __________________

Silver Mines of Peru.
Pern contemplates an imitation n her 

silver mines ot the Sutro tunnel, which 
foi many yeais has been m the process 
of constiuotion for the drainage of Corn- 
stock lode, in Nevada. The famous silver 
mules of Ceno de Pasace, m Peru have, 
since tiieir tiist discovery, yielded silver 
estimated at $500,000,000 m value. This 
enoimous sum was realized in spite of 
the unfaithful working of crude systems 
that did not produce anything like the 
amount the ore was capable of yielding. 
The prelected tunnel, by chaining the 
mines, it is thought, will restore thoir 
value and enable the miners to reach the 
richest ores. Tfio project is the plan of 
Mi. Henry Meiggs, the famous American 
lailway builder ot Peril, and, it it is 
pushed with the vigor characterizing his 
Peruvian lailway construction, it is likely 
to bo successful.

English Dinners.
