He is a 
merchant bachelor, about 45 years of 
age, and a very intelligent and pleasant 
gentleman. There seemed to be an affin­
ity between us, hence we very soon be­
came fast friends. We often dine to­
gether in a quiet way in his apartments, 
spending the time pleasantly, in intel­
lectual conversation.

I very soon discovered that he is a 
philosopher of the metaphysical sort, 
and having sat at the feet of the great 
masters myself—metaphorically—our
discourse often turns upon the specula­
tions of Plato, or the doctrines of Py­
thagoras. Plato is his ideal philoso­
pher; he worships him and discourses 
with great eloquence upon his beautiful 
doctrines.

“ But,” said he, as he concluded one

“ Deliberately taking her hand in 
mine, and looking her full ip her eyes, I 
said:

“ ‘ By all that is saered in earth or in 
the gardens of the Gods, I swear to be 
true to yon for time and eternity, and, if 
you should die first, I shall live true to 
your sweet memory till permitted to

“ Returning to my Northland home, I 
informed my parents of my good fortune, 
and at once set about preparations for 
my return to tne South to claim my bride.

“ The Wednesday’s mail always 
brought me a letter, but this week "it 
failed.

Tax Oppression in Turkey.

A Warning to Smokers.
A curious case of poisoning by nico­

tine has occurred m Turin. Giovanni 
Deloges, aged 17, visited that city in 
compliance with an invitation from his 
uncle.

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY.
What it Has Accomplished.

I know the Republican party has com­

mitted some errors and has its faults; I 
know that it has made blunders; what 
human organization has not ?

I know our 
friends talk largely about reform. It 
was m 1876 their platform had, in capi­
tal letters, the word “ Reform ” fifteen 
times, and, after the election was over, 
yon heard very little said with regard to 
reform. As Madame Roland Baid with 
regard to liberty, “ Oh, liberty ! what 
crimes have been committed in thy 
name!” well might have been said, 
“ Oh, reform, what criifies in thy name 
were committed on the ballot-box.” 
They reform in non-essentials, never in 
essentials; very much like the good old 
Irishman who was brought home drunk 
one night. The doctor, being called in. 
thought to scare him a little, and said, 
“ Patrick, if yon ever come home in 
that condition again, it will serve you as 
it did Dennis O’Leary down here.” 
“ How was that, d o c t o r “ Why. he 
was attempting to blow out the candle 
before going to bed and his breath be­
came ignited and he was blown into 
10,000 atoms, and they could not gather 
up enough of him to hold a wake 
over.” “ Is it true, doctor, what you 
tell me?” “ True as gospel.” “ He 
was blown up, for a fact, doctor ?” 
■‘Blown up, as I told you.” “ Bridget, 
wife, bring me the Bible. ” She brought 
it. “ In the name of the Most High, I 
solemnly swear—and, doctor, was he 
blowed up?” “ It blowed him up, in 
fact.” “ In the name of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary and the Most High, I, Pat­
rick O’Donnell, do solemnly swear— 
doctor, in fact did he blow nv ?” “ He 
did.” “ I solemnly swear in the pres­
ence of the Most High, and of the 
blessed Virgin Mary, that Patrick 
O’Donnell will never, never, so long as 
I live, again blow out a candle 
while I am drunk.” I fear that will be 
the case with the reformers.

I repel the imputation that the Re­
publican party has intentionally op­
pressed the labor or the industries oi 
your country and my country. The Re­
publican party was bom to promote the 
interests of humanity. If it had ambi­
tious designs, it might have united its 
fate and fortunes with the cavalier and 
chivalry and hot aristocracy of our 
Southern domain ; but the Republican 
party was bom for another purpose. In 
the interests of mankind, and the indus­
tries of mankind, it rolled back the tide 
of human servitude that sought to over­
whelm the lands that had been dedicated 
by the ordinance of 1788 to be free 
homes for free men ; by its energy and 
its determination and the resolute front 
presented to the cohorts of human bond­
age, it preserved the dignity of labor in 
this broad domain, and secured to the 
industrial classes freedom and free homes 
under the Homestead act, which the 
Democracy while in power had always 
persistently and forever refused to af­
ford.

Didn’t it strike a mountain of shackles 
from the limbs of five millions of 
laborers; emancipate and restore
to them the lost image of their 
God and elevate them to the dignity and 
character of manhood and freemen 
The Republican party turn about and 
oppress, by a cruel and wicked policy, 
the 5,000,000 of its wards that it had 
emancipated!

Oh. no; Dut, by its blows, 
dealt thick and fast, it secured to itself 
the ability, which is resolutely exercised, 
to incorporate into the fundamental law; 
finally, the glittering generalities of the 
Declaration and the actual results of the 
very truths therein set forth of| universal 
freedom to all mankind. Not content 
with that, they in the second incor­
porated that other and further provision 
whereby the denizen of the humblest 
cot was secure in all the rights of him 
who occupied the lordly palace, equality 
of rights before the law, so that to-day 
the laboring man, the industrial man, 
may invoke for the protection of that 
humble tenement the whole power of 
the nation, naval, military and civil, 
to the same extent and with like ef­
fect as he who controls his mill­
ions; and that was brought aoout as 
the second great work of the Repub­
lican party. Not only that; not content 
with that, in a third struggle forward m 
this great fight for humanity, lifting the 
humble from lower conditions to higher 
planes and higher places, it incorporated 
in your fundamental law that other pro­
vision, which clothes all mankind upon 
the continent of America in equal politi­
cal rights of freemen and citizens, so 
that now, no matter of what kindred, 
clime, race, tongue or nationality, who. 
ever has declared his intent and purpose 
to become a citizen of tho United States, 
or by birth is such, may, upon any land 
beneath the circle of God’s Bun, cry 
aloud that he is an American citizen, and 
that talismanic word is his protection 
and shield, and, if tyranny or despotism 
shall lay so much as a finger upon one 
hair of his head rudely, so soon as steam 
or sail can plow the intervening waters 
the thunders of the American navy res­
cue him from the heel or hand of violent 
oppression, and about him is thrown the 
flag of his country. What different mo­
tive could the Republican party have in 
achieving this change for mankind, not 
as a class, but as a race ? What motive 
could actuate it in exercising its power 
or policy to the d striment of the very 
classes its whole ie has been devoted to 
building up ?

Chronically Unhappy.
Inspection of many Democratic plat­

forms adopted since March last warrants 
the conclusion that the old distinction 
between parties still prevails. It was 
said years ago, with a good deal of 
truth, that the Democratic party differed 
from others mainly in having eyes m the 
back of its head. Unable to see any­
thing in front of itself, going through 
the world blindly, smashing itself 
against all sorts of obstacles, denied 
prescience of the tuture or comprehen­
sion of the present, the Democratic par­
ty existed as an ill-tempered, unavailing, 
stubborn and stupid protest against the 
past. Often its criticism of bygone 
events was sensible, oiten senseless; oc­
casionally it was right, but more often 
wrong, in regard to events of the pres­
ent or future; but its principal and dis­
tinguishing function in life was to find 
fault because the doings of yesterday 
had not been to its satisfaction. Chron­
ic opposition to everything new or use­
ful. or practical; chronic unhappiness 
about every step forward, and every ef­
fort for the improvement of the country 
or the race; these were the qualities 
which made the Democratic party well 
known as the brake on the car of human 
progress. At present Democracy is 
wretened because the Presidential elec­
tion was settled by legal and peaceful

means, and did not disgrace self-govern­
ment by anarchy or deluge the laud with 
blsod.

According to Democratic platforms, 
Mr. Hayes was not elected, and his in­
auguration was the monumental fraud 
of the country, and every Democrat 
ought to sit back on his haunches and 
howl about it for a century to come. On 
the whole, the American people have 
some practical common senBe, and they 
are not much inclined to waste time in 
asking whether this howl is with or with­
out reason. During the Presidential 
election, the Democratic managers did 
what they could, by fair means or foul, 
to secure a majority of electoral votes, 
and it is not now a matter of doubt that 
they secured some by most brutal, cruel, 
unlawful and revolutionary means. Yet 
there was grave doubts as to the result. 
Had the decision been left to the compe­
tent authority, no one believes that it 
would have been favorable to Demo­
cratic pretensions, and the Democrats 
therefore demanded an extraordinary 
and extra-constitutional tribunal for the 
settlement of the disputed questions. 
Some Republicans thought it wise to 
humor them; others objected that there 
would be as loud and as long a howl 
raised by Democrats if the disputed 
questions should be settled by any trib­
unal conceivable as if those questions 
should be settled by the Vice President 
of the Senate. The spirit of compro­
mise prevailed, however. The tribunal 
demanded by the Democrats was creat­
ed, and its decision is now undisputed 
in law or in fact. But Democratic con­
ventions solemnly call upon Democratic 
voters to lie back and howl because the 
decision of the tribunal of their own 
creating was not in their favor.

Meanwhile the Republican party is 
paying attention, sometimes wisely and 
sometimes unwisely, to the living ques­
tions of the present and future. It is 
not always wise, but it is never and no­
where so incomparably stupid, so inex­
pressibly idiotic, so phenomenally con­
temptible and ridiculous, as to carry its 
eyes in the back of its head. It wastes 
no breath in growling about past defeats; 
its better elements waste none in boast­
ing about past victories. Especially, it 
is nowhare so absurd as to whine or howl 
about the unsatisfactory decision of a 
tribunal created at its own demand. The 
Democratic party has a monopoly of 
that extreme stupidity, and its place in 
American history is fixed once more by 
the contempt which practical men feel 
for its behavior. Business prays for re­
lief. Capital and labor struggle. Jus­
tice joins issue, foot to foot, with repudi­
ation. The whole land cries for meas­
ures of practical benefit to trade and in­
dustry. But the Democratic politician 
sits himself down and howls because a 
tribunal of his own creating did not de­
cide according to his wish.—New York 
Tribune.

Bearers at Work.
In almost any stream in the mountain­

ous parts of Wyoming Territory you may 
find more or less beavers and beaver 
dams. But Green river and tnis whole 
region, writes a member of Hayden’s 
surveying party, surpasses any place I 
know of as a resort for these animals, 
now so scarce east of the Mississippi. 
In the rocky canon higher up, this creek 
was thirty or forty yards across, nor 
would it have been much wider in the 
more open valley below had it not been 
impeded. But for a dozen miles the 
beavers had so dammed it and choked it 
with their houses that the water spread 
out to a mile or more in width, and hun­
dreds of dead or living trees, once far 
back from the margin, were standing 
equally far out in the water. Some of 
the dams measured 100 or more feet in 
length, and were built on a curve, with 
the hollow of the curve Hp stream, yet 
so substantially that they were standing 
the beating of the freshet with slight 
damage. All along the bank of the 
stream the hillside was bare of aspens, 
and their stumps, cut off close to the 
ground, showed what had destroyed them. 
Some of the stumps were of trees ten or 
twelve inches in diameter and seventy- 
five yards from the water, yet there was 
no doubt that these rodents had felled 
those trees, trimmed off the branches, 
peeled away the bark, and then dragged 
the log all the way to the water to put 
into a new dam or repair an old one. 
Indeed, we surprised some of them at 
work. Most of the dams were shorter 
than I have mentioned, and ran from one 
to another, so that there was a network 
of them supporting a growth of willows, 
and each inclosing a little basin of deep, 
still water, in which would rise like an 
island the domed top of their home. 
But the houses of many were under the 
bank, and of others beneath the dams, 
as we could see by the paths to them, 
which showed plainly through the water. 
Wherever the willows grew closely to 
the water’s edge fer some distance there 
would be roads through them at frequent 
intervals, the stems gnawed off, and the 
weeds trodden down smooth. “ Busy as 
a beaver” acquires a new force when we 
think how ceaselessly he must work to get 
his daily food, collect winter stores, keep 
his house in order, repair his dam, and 
guard against enemies. We saw none of 
the animals themselves. They are rarely 
seen by any one, being able to detect 
your approach by the jar of the ground, 
if not otherwise, and hide themselves.— 
Boston Herald.

Western vs. Eastern Newspapers.
The Detroit Free Press calls attention 

to a fact which has been quite generally 
observed of late—-the provincialism of 
the New York press. It gives the follow­
ing instances: Not one of the New York 
papers, except the Times, had a line 
about the Detroit regatta, one of the 
most important aquatic events that has 
happened for years, and the same papers 
devoted just eighteen lines to the recent 
brilliant and immense Knight Templar 
gathering at Cleveland. It has long 
been a matter of notoriety that the New 
York journals have fallen behind in the 
race for news with the leading papers of 
Chicago, St. Louis, Cincinnati, and some 
other Western cities. With the single 
exception of the New York Times, they 
are, compared to the Western papers, 
deficient in ability, enterprise, and in­
dustry. In American news there is no 
comparison to be made, while in foreign 
news none of them are superior, and 
some of them are behind. The cause of 
this decadence is to be found in the ab­
surd and preposterous notion that there 
is nothing worth knowing outside of 
New York city, and as there is very lit­
tle inside of it worth knowing, except the 
markets and shipping news, it is a mat­
ter of necessity that the papers should 
have little in them. This accounts for 
their absence from the stalls of the 
newsdealers, and the substitution of the 
more Watflrpri&j*g Western papers.

EDDYSTONE LIGHTHOUSE.
A Long Buttle with the Sea—John Srnes- 

ton’s Great Work to he Demolished.
For more than a hundred years, says 

the New York Tribune, one of the most 
interesting and conspicuous objects to 
the voyager hound up the English chan­
nel has been the famous lighthouse 
built by John. Smeaton, on the Eddy- 
stone rocks. Lifting its gray mass above 
the turbulent sea near the entrance to 
Plymouth sound, it has stood for a cent­
ury in the pathway oi the warld’s com­
merce, a monument of human genius 
and patience, a boast of man’s superior­
ity over the forces of nature. But na­
ture has conquered at last. The Eddy- 
stone lighthouse, so long regarded as 
one of tlie grandest triumphs of engi­
neering, must come down. At the re­
cent meeting of the British Association 
for the Advancement of Science, Mr. J. 
N. Douglass, Engineer to Trinity House, 
read a paper explaining the necessity for 
the demolition of this extraordinary 
work. The waves have beaten in vain 
against Smeaton’s masonry, but they 
have actually undermined the rock upon 
which it stands. Based “ on the solid 
rook” is no longer an expression of 
stability.

The Eddystone rocks, lying in one of 
the most frequented parts of the chan­
nel, and entirely covered at high water, 
were long ago regarded among the prin­
cipal dangers of the English coast. 
The difficulty of erecting a light upon 
them was only overcome after 
various trials and disasters. It is 
impossible to approach the spot 
except in the most favorable weather 
and at certain times of the tide, and 
owing to the exposed situation, near the 
entrance of the channel, in the full 
sweep of the Atlantic gales, the sea often 
rises here to extreme fury, and the 
waves dash over the lantern at the 
height of eighty-five feet. On several 
occasions they have broken the glass. 
The first lighthouse on the Eddystones 
was begun by HenrjlWinstanley in 1696, 
and finished in 1699. It was a sort of 
wooden pagoda, on a stone base. It 
stood only four yews, being swept away 
by a storm in 1703, and the builder and 
several workmen who had gone off to it 
for the purpose of making some repairs 
perished at the same time. No trace of 
the men was ever found, and not a frag­
ment of the building remained except a 
few Bcraps of iron. But Winstanley had 
demonstrated that a lighthouse could be 
built on this fearful ledge, and Rudyerd 
accordingly, who was not a professional 
engineer, but a silk-mercer, completed 
another, an ingenious structure of wood 
and iron, in 1709. The wood seems not 
to have answered very well, but the 
building lasted until 1755, when itjtook 
fire one December night in the lantern, 
and the keepers were driven from room 
to room till they reached the rock, 
whence (the weather being fortunately 
calm) they were taken off the next day.

Smeaton’s great work, which has since 
served as a type and model ior the finest 
lighthouses in the world, was begun in 
1756 and finished in 1759. He secured 
a magnificent foundation by leveling off 
the gneiss rook in horizontal steps, so 
that every course of masonry might rest 
upon a true horizontal bed, and, to pro­
tect the ground joints still more com­
pletely from the action of the sea, he 
caused the lower courses to be sunk at 
least three inches in the solid rock, as in 
a socket. All this cutting of the foun­
dation was done with chisel and hammer, 
lest blasting should loosen the rock. The 
materials used in the building were 
Portland stone and granite, laid in hy­
draulic cement. The blocks were a ton 
and two tons in weight, and carefully 
dovetailed together, every course being 
adjusted on a wooden platform before 
the stones were carried to the rock. The 
courses were furthermore connected by 
stone dowels, and the whole firmly 
clamped. To find the best and strong­
est shape for the edifice which had to be 
built upon this foundation Smeaton ap­
plied to nature. He imitated the trunk 
of a tree. The lighthouse tapers grace­
fully to the top, with a slightly concave 
outline, and its base spreads outward as 
if it were rooted in the rock. The upper 
part was originally of wood, but being 
burned in 1770 it was rebuilt of stone.

The enormous difficulties encountered 
in the execution of this work, the inge­
nuity and perseverance displayed in 
overcoming them, and the full particu­
lars of the plan—one of the most skillful 
combination of elements of stability, 
ever devised—are well described in 
Smeaton’s “ Narrative ;” and, in spite of 
the progress that has since been made 
in mechanics, the Eddystone lighthouse 
has never ceased to be the pride of every 
Englishman, and one of the marvels of 
engineering.

A Phenomenal Negro.
There is now in this city one of the 

most remarkable specimens of humanity 
that has been known to inhabit the earth 
since the days of Adam. He is coltied, 
and goes by the name of Dr. George 
Thomas, and seems to have literal 
control of his entire physical nature, 
being able, by the simple exercise of his 
will, as it were, to change at pleasure 
the location of the machinery of his 
body; beside which, he is possessed of 
muscle almost ihe consistency of iron, 
which he is capable of developing to a 
remarkable degree. For instance, he 
takes a solid bar of iron of about 
three inches in eireumference and some 
three or four feet in length, holding it 
in one hand, and bends it by striking it 
repeatedly across his disengaged arm, 
the blows being sufficiently vigorous to 
break the limb of any ordinary man, 
but which do not seem to have the 
slightest effect upon his own, the mus­
cles of which are as hard as the iron 
itself. He then straightens the bar in 
the same manner. He asks you to feel 
the pulse m his wrist, and it beats with 
the same regularity and power of that 
of an ordinary mortal; but, by a sud­
den but almost imperceptible movement 
of the muscle of the arm, the pulsation 
apparently ceases altogether, but is in 
reality removed irom its original posi­
tion. By th e exertion of the same 
power it is then restored at pleasure to 
its proper place. He can also remove 
bis ribs from his side to the abdominal 
region, where they can be distinctly 
felt, and return them to their proper 
place at will; while by the exercise of 
the same power the heart is changed 
from the left to the right side of the 
body. Two of our physicians, we learn, 
examined this remarkable specimen of 
humanity, and were astonished at the 
extraordinary developments which re­
sulted from a practical test of the won­
derful poweis of the man. One of the 
physicians was asked to place his ear to 
the region of the heart, and its beatings 
were regular and distinctly noted ; but 
suddenly there was an entire cessation 
of the throbbing, and on the instant his 
companion, who had his ear to the right 
side of the body, exclaimed that he 
could then detect the beating of his 
heart on that side.— Wilmington {N. C.)

HOW TO KILL DEER.
A Voting Texan Tell* of His First Attach 

of “ Buck JB CTCr.**
[From the San Antonio Herald.]

We give the following letter from an 
enthusiastic young Antonian, now visit­
ing the Western hills for the benefit of 
his health :

“ This morning I was sauntering along 
the banks of your romantic stream, and, 
in the absence of a gun, was enjoying a 
little hunt With my pistol and a hatchet 
which I had slung in my belt. Turning 
around in the stream I  saw a short dis­
tance in advance two deer standing in 
the edge of the stream. I quietly crept 
up, and, taking a careful aim, fired, 
wounding the largest of the two some­
where in the leg. At the crack of my 
old pistol the deer made a spring for 
deep water, and I, in the flush of excite­
ment (my first case of genuine “ buck 
fever ”), made a leap into the stream in 
pursuit of my prize. Strange as it may 
seem, I reached the plunging animal, 
grasped hold of the tail, and hung there 
for dear life. The deer, more frightened 
than hurt, now commenced a frantic 
voyage of discovery, trying to discover 
what style of rearing and plunging was 
best calculated to free itself from the 
firm grasp of my muscular hand. It 
swam into deep water and into shallow 
water, across the stream, up tne stream 
and down the stream, but to no purpose.
I could sometimes touch bottom, and 
sometimes couldn’t, but I held on all 
the same. The deer tried to kick me 
off, but, being in the water, the force of 
its kicking did not avail muoh.

“ After towing me ail over the stream, 
and down about a quarter f l ,a mile, the 
deer seemed to resolve on a new style of 
tactics. It every little while made a 
frantic effort to turn about andffight me 
with its front feet and horns, and I had 
to do some tall swimming around the' 
circle to prevent the accomplishment of 
its design. After it had tried this re­
peatedly, I struck an idea—that as soon 
as we struck bottom again, and where I 
thought I could get a footing, to court 
this tuming-around motion of the deei 
and kill the animal with my little hatch­
et. As we went sailing along through a 
deep channel I succeeded in getting my 
hatchet out of my belt, and we soon 
struck a bar, where we both found good 
footing. The deer had no sooner touched 
bottom than it made a turn on me again, 
and I, letting up on the tail, allowed it 
to turn and come for me, and, as it did 
so, I delivered a well-poised blow thal 
laid it out. You can well imagine what 
a blow it must have been when I had 
drank about three-fourths of a quart of 
fresh milk before starting on the expedi­
tion. After getting my breath a little, I 
dragged my fine prize ashore, and went 
back to change my clothes and get a 
team to take it home. I think that I 
justly claim the champion’s belt until 
some fellow actually catches a deer in 
his hat.”

Immigration Statistics.
The New York Times says: The rapid 

decline in immigration for the past three 
years, a decline that seems to grow more 
and more with every month, naturally 
attracts the attention of social scientists, 
political economists, and the great cap­
italists and companies employing the 
coarser forms of labor. This decline, 
furthermore, veiy seriously concerns the 
city of New York, for it is at this port 
that the country has received 5,604,073 
of the 7,946,092 aliens who have reached 
our shores since the spring of 1874, when 
we established our Board of Commis­
sioners of Emigration. New York city, 
therefore, has taken in more than 70 
per cent, of the people of other nations 
who have chosen the United States for 
their home.

It was not until 1819 that actual rec­
ords of arrivals were made, but since 
then it has been the duty of the Collect­
ors at seaports and on the land frontiers 
to make returns of the arrivals of aliens, 
with particulars about age, sex and na­
tionality. It is estimated that about 
250,000 immigrants came before 1819. 
After feat there was a gradual increase 
of threeto five or six thousand a year 
until 1832, when fee cholera in Europe 
brought 60,482, instead of 22,633, as in 
fee year before, and they brought fee 
cholera, too. The next year, 1833, the 
number fell from 60,482 to 45,374. 
Thenceforward (except a great decline in 
fee panic year of 1837) the increase was 
variable, until fee sum total in 1842 was 
104,565; then a falling off in 1843 of one- 
half, then a rise the next year of a third, 
and two years after that the Irish famine 
let loose the flood in earnest. In the 
five years, 1849-54 inclusive, 624.230 
Irish arrived at New York, and many 
thousands at other ports. The following 
table gives the whole number of alien 
emigrants arrived in the United States 
from the peace of 1783 to 1876 inclusive:

A Bare Escape.

—The new German Cathoiic Church 
at Adrian is to cost $25,000.

—The Flint and Pere Marquette Rail­
road Company have contracted for 20,000 
ties in Osceola county.

—The residence of A. MacNeil, at 
Alaska, was destroyed by fire lately. 
Loss, $1,000; insurance, $800.

— Robert Jamieson, of Fort Gratiot, 
aged 15, accidentally shot himself while 
hunting, and died almost instantly.

—Nobody has ever yet won fee De­
troit Gun Club medal three consecutive 
times, but several crack shots have held 
it twice. ,

—An “ expert” says feat 25,000 feet of 
standing timber has been destroyed by 
fire in the Michigammi and Paint rivers 
districts.

—The Benzie County Journal com 
plains that the deer are so plenty in that 
neighborhood that they are destroying 
the buckwheat.

—The corner-stone of a new Episco­
pal chapel was laid at Grand Rapids re­
cently. It is called “ Grace chapel,” 
and will cost $3,500.

—Mr. King, of Scofield, Monroe coun­
ty, has a sorghum mill and is doing an 
extensive business in the manufacture 
of sugar-cane sirup.

—The Michigan Christian Missionary 
Association held its annual convention in 
Grand Rapids last week. Seventy dele­
gates were present.

—Mr. Shabineau, of Monroe, whose 
child was killed by a hand-ear, has com­
menced suit for damages against the 
Lake Shore Railroad company.

—On the day of the Union Fair, at 
Grand Rapids, fully 5,000 persons were 
present. The total attendance during 
the fair was from 25,000 to 28,000 per­
sons.

—The Schoolcraft Grange has pro­
mulgated a resolution advising Michigan 
Patrons of Husbandry not to sell their 
wheat for a cent less than $1.50 per 
bushel.

—The religious sect known as the 
Disciples held a convention last week at 
Grand Rapids. Twenty or thirty dele­
gates from different parts of the State 
were in attendance.

—John Horn, Jr., rescued a colored 
man from drowning at the foot of Wood­
ward avenue, Detroit, last week. This 
makes 132 persons whom Mr. Horn has 
saved from drowning.

—The live-stock shipments through 
Port Huron, over the Grand Trunk rail­
way, for the year ending June 30, 1877, 
were as follows : Hogs, 282,793; cattle, 
101,208; horses, 1,008 ; sheep, 35,158.

—James W. Spaulding, a grocery 
merchant of Monroe, died suddenly last 
week from the effects of an overdose of 
laudanum, taken to obtain relief from 
rheumatism or neuralgia in one of his 
arms.

—Mr. A. 0. Smith, one of the at­
taches of the office of the Supervising 
Architect at Washington, has been de­
tailed to superintend the work of com­
pleting the Government building at Port 
Huron.

—Morenci authorities are having a 
series of drive-wells or reservoirs, for the 
use of the fire engine, sunk in various 
parts of that village, having already put 
in four, which have proved to be inex­
haustible.

—The Curtiss brothers, of Belden, 
Monroe county, have thirty acres of 
peppermint, which yield forty pounds of 
oil to the acre. At the <price at which 
the oil is selling their crop brings them 
about $100 an acre.

—Judge Green, in the Bay Circuit 
Court, has decided that officers in at­
tendance uppn a court, who may be 
summoned as witnesses, are not entitled 
to witness fees in addition to their regu­
lar fees for attendance.

—A boy named William Demeretz, 
employed on the tug Haight, at Bay 
City, was drowned in the Saginaw river 
the other day. He was caught in the 
coil of the tow-line and thrown over­
board. The body was recovered.

—A daughter of Mr. Harris, of Oak- 
field, Kent county, aged 6 years, acci­
dentally hung herself the other day 
while playing in tho woodshed. Her 
bonnet caught on a nail leaving her sus­
pended, and causing strangulation.

—A man was recently found dead on 
the Chicago and Lake Huron railroad, 
three miles oast of Lapeer. A portion 
of his head, both legs and one arm were 
found cut off by the train, which ran 
over him some time during the night; 
name unknown.

—Mrs. D. D. Davis, a wealthy widow, 
a pioneer settler of Allegan, and known 
throughout the State as a zealous aud 
liberal Baptist, died a few days since. 
She bequeathed her residence and farm­
house, that cost $20,000, to the Baptis's 
for a parsonage. She leaves no direct 
heirs.

—On Dr. W. B. Southard’s farm, 
three miles north of Kalamazoo, are 140 
stocks of Italian bees, from which 1,800 
pounds of honey have been taken this 
season, and the owner expects to take 
as muoh more before the season closes. 
He sows three acres of Alsike clover as 
special pasture for the bees.

Out of the Frying-Pan Into the Fire.
The Manchester (Eng ) papers tell of 

pretty rough experiences there on the 
part of the party of carpenters who emi­
grated thither from this city not long 
since, to work for Robert Neill & Son. 
According to the Examiner, some ten 
or fifteen had been either frightened out 
of their engagement or persuaded to 
abancon it by the striking joiners, who 
surrounded them immediately upon 
their arrival, and pleaded that, though 
of different nationalities, they were 
brother workmen, and should make 
common cause against a common enemy. 
The contracts under which the Ameri­
cans came to Manchester, it would ap­
pear, were signed before they knew that 
any difficulties existed in the trade 
there. As a guarantee of their perform­
ance of the contract, each of the men 
surrendered to Messrs. Neill & Sons a 
chest of tools varying in value from £10 
to £60, and these tools arc to be detained 
from them until they have paid their 
advanced passage money. If now they 
yield to the stokers’ persuasions, they 
will find themselves deprived of their 
tools, unable to get a job of work at 
their trade, and without a cent m their 
pockets, 3,000 miles Irom their homes 
and friends. On the other hand, if they 
go to work, they are hooted at in the 
streets and pointed out as Yankees who 
have come to England to take the bread 
out of the mouths of honest British 
workmen. Nor is this all. Two of 
them have been stopped by some men, 
who warned them to quit work or “ take 
the consequences as soon as the dark 
nights came on.” After this, it is pre­
sumed, we shall hear no more about 
emigration of skilled labor from this 
country. The condition of the artisan 
here, at the present moment, may not 
be as felicitous as it might be, but what 
is the use of his “ jumping from the fry­
ing-pan into the fire?”—New York 
Bulletin.

Tlxe War In tlie East.

The Turks are said to be quite satisfied with 
the gentlemen in command of the Russian 
forces. The London Times' correspondent at 
Constantinople telegraphs that orders have 
been issued to Turkish gunners not to direct 
their fire at Russian Generals lest they be killed 
or maimed, and thus have to be replaced.

Suleiman Pasha is fortifying his camp at 
Schipka pass, and apparently intends to winter 
there.

Gen. Todleben says the capture of Plevna 
can only be accomplished by siege operations.

A correspondent with the Turkish army 
telegraphs from Plevna that Osman Pasha’s 
losses from the Russian cannonade were ex­
ceedingly light, but on the day when he at­
tacked the redoubt at Loftcha road he lost 
3,000 men. There were then (Sept. 23) only 
1,900 wounded at Plevna.

General Foreign News.
Instructions have been received by the 

French Prefects to interdict the promulgation 
of Thiers’ posthumous address.

Earthquakes have again visited the South 
American coast, causing considerable damage.

The yellow fever is prevailing at Yera Cruz, 
Mexico, and is of a most violent type and very 
fatal.

The residence of a citizen named Gouzie, at 
St. Gregorie, Province of Quebec, caught fire 
the other night and his seven children and a 
serving woman perished, the wife and a male 
servant barely escaping from the fatal structure 
with their lives.

It is estimated that 750,000 persons have 
died from famine in India within a year.

The death of Cardinal Sixteriaro Sfarzo, of 

Naples, Italy, is announced. He was 67 years 
old, and was made Cardinal in 1846.

President Hayes has accepted an invitation 
to attend, with several members of his Cabinet, 
the agricultural fair at Frederick, Md., on 
Thursday, the 11th inst.

General.
A strike had been in progress on the Kansas 

Central Narrow-Gauge railroad at Circleville, 
when a Sheriff’s posse went to the scene of dis­
turbance and had a fight with the strikers, 
killing their leader.

The Washington authorities, after investi­
gating the Circumstances of the Patent Office 
fire, declare their belief that it was of incendi­
ary origin.

A detachment of 100 United States soldiers, 
under Lieut. Bullio, has crossed the Rio Grande 
in pursuit of the Mexican horse-thieves.

New York has been fixed upon as the head­
quarters of the Association of the Working­
men of the World.

The Sitting Bull Commission report that 
Chief Joseph is trying to escape to English ter­
ritory.

The triennial session of the General Conven­
tion of the Protestant Episcopal Church was 
commenced at Boston lately.

The Secretary of War will recommend that 
the army he increased to 40,000. and that the 
English battalion system be adopted.

Fires and Casualties.

At Santiago, Chili, nine houses were recently 
burned, and the convent and church of the 
Friars of the Merced damaged. Loss, over 
$100,000.

The schooner Ocean Wave, from New Or­
leans for Galveston, foundered off the latter 
port. All on board, eight in number, were 
lost.

The boiler of an engine attached to a freight 
train on the Louisville and Nashville railroad 
exploded last week, killing three men and sev­
eral race-horses that were on the train.

Several fine buildings burned at Providence, 
R. I., a few day» ago, inflicting a loss of about 
$1,000,000. Insured for half that amount.

The business portion of the village of Put­
nam, Ct., was destroyed by fire the other day. 
Loss, $200,000.

About $75,000 damage was done by fire to a 
building and stocks at Indianapolis the other 
day.

6. It declares its opposition to a longer continu­
ance of the national-bank currency, snd demands 
that the Government furnish its own notes m the 
place thereof.

7. It declares its unyielding opposition to a high 
protective tariff as vicious in principle, advancmg 
the interests of a few at the expense of the many.

8. It declares its opposition to the fostering of 
monopolies, and favors such legislative regulation 
of inter-State commerce as will prevent the pooling 
combinations of railway, express, telegraph, and 
freight companies from extorting exorbitant rates 
to make watered stock yield productive interest.

9. It declares in favor of such legislation as will 
equalize the pay of the soldiers m the late war, and 
its hostility to the system of technicalities used oy 
Government officials to prevent the payment to 
them of their honest dues.

10. It declares for a reduction of national and 
State expenses, and to that end demands the re­
formation and honest administration of the Rev­
enue laws, the abolition of sinecure offices, the re­
duction of large and unearned salaries to officers, 
and the discharge of all supernumerary office­
holders.

11. It declares its opposition to high and exorbit­
ant rates of interest, and demands the reduction of 
legal rates to 7 per cent., and no more.

12. It declares for the repeal of all laws exempt­
ing railroad lands and corporate stock' other than 
that held for religious and school purposes from 
taxation.

13. It declares for the maintenance of our free- 
school system, free to all without taint of secta­
rianism.

14. It declares its opposition to extraordinary and 
unusual sumptuary laws, but insists that the mi­
nority must acquiesce in the lawfully expressed will 
of the majority,

15. It demands that due regard be paid by our 
Government to the labor question, and to all just 
claims of the workingmen. It demands the en­
actment of stringent laws for the protection of 
labor and the collection of wages due workingmen. 
It demands the proper regulation of prison-labor 
laws, and for the protection of the health and 
lives of the operatives in manufacturing establish­
ments.

The Minnesota Republican State Convention, 
at St. Paul, the other day, approved the Presi­
dent’s Southern and civil-service policies, fa­
vored the early resumption of specie payments 
with the remonetization of silver. Gov. Pills- 
bury, Lieut. Gov. Wakefield, Secretary of 
State Irgens, and State Treasurer Pfaender were 
renominated by acclamation. Attorney General 
Wilson and Railroad Commissioner Marshall 
were also renominated.

Thomas J. Keating was nominated for Comp­
troller of State by the Democrats of Maryland, 
in convention at Baltimore, last week. After 
reaffirming the national platform of 1876, res­
olutions were adopted affirming that Maryland 
Democrats find cause for congratulation and 
approval in the course pursued by President 
Hayes, even though his title to office comes 
from the decision of a tribunal not recognized 
by the constitution. They also condemn une­
quivocally the grant of loans, subsidies or the 
pledge of the public credit to private corportr 
lions, and insist that Democrats in Congress 
shall faithfully carry out the Democratic pokey 
of opposition to subsidies of all kinds.

The State Convention of the New York Re- 
^publicans was held at Rochester, on the 26th 
and 27th of September. The adoption of reso­
lutions was all that was accomplished on the 
first day, considerable diversity of opmion be­
ing developed. Senator Conkling was success­
ful m preventing the adoption of a resolution 
presented by George William Curtis, indorsing 
the administration of President Hayes. The 
platform is as follows :

First—The Republican* of New York, true to the 
achievements of an unequaled history, and faithful 
to the demands of an uncompleted mission, make 
the following declaration*: The office of the Gov­
ernment is to conserve order, peace, and safety, 
and to protect every citizen in the enjoyment of 
every right implied by the constitution and laws. 
Unity and fraternal relations m all States and sec­
tion*, and between all States and sections, is of the 
first and highest importance, and the Republican 
party of New York will heartily support eveiy 
measure authorized by law adapted to establishing 
and maintaining commercial and industrial pros­
perity and tranquillity, justice and obedience to law­
ful authority.

Second—The constitution ordains that the United 
States shall guarantee to every State m this Union a 
republican form of Government. The only republi­
can Government known to the constitution of any 
American State is a Government chosen by the peo­
ple. The question whether a case has arisen requir­
ing the President tg employ the military forces to 
protect State authority against domestic violence is 
by the constitution committed to his decision and to 
his responsibility. Taking no issue with any deci­
sion of this kind which has been made by the Na­
tional Executive in respect to the employment of 
troops, and expressing no opinion in regard to the 
methods and attendant proceedings employed m 
any instance, we chensh the hope that the action 
taken in relation to the Southern States will result 
m peace, tranquillity, and justice, and no act of the 
Republicans of New York conducive to its good 
effect shall be withheld.

Third—We insist on purity, frugality and effi­
ciency m every branch of the public service, nation­
al and State. To that end we hold these require­
ments practical and just:

1. No needless office, officer or public agent should 
exist.

2. Compensation for official service should be fair 
and just, but m no case excessive.

3. Fit men, and no others, should hold public 
trusts.

4. Every official, high or low, should be required 
at all times faithfully to perform his duty, and the 
whole of it.

5. No official or officeholder should be subject to 
political or partisan assessments, or to interference 
in any way with his political rights or action, and 
plain laws should forbid and punish all attempts to 
make or enforce such assessments, or to control or 
abridge m any respect absolute freedom m political 
action, which in this country belongs to all voters 
alike.

In connection with this subject we recur with 
satisfaction to that portion of the letter of accept­
ance of Mr. Hayes wherein he declares that found­
er* of our Government meant that the officer should 
be secure in his tenure as long as hi* personal char­
acter remamed untarnished and the performance of 
his duties satisfactory. ■*>

In furtherance of this view, we commend as 
worthy of consideration legislation making officers 
secure in a limited, fixed tenure, and subject to re­
moval only as officers under State laws are remova­
ble in this State, on charges, to be regularly and 
openly preferred and adjudged.

Fourth—We hold honest service or labor the best 
and highest exertion for American citizens, and 
those who labor for others, whether for the Govern­
ment or for private employers, are as ftiliy entitled 
as agy citizen can be to absolute freedom in all 
political, civil and religious affair*. They owe the 
full service they agree to render, and to their em­
ployer* they owe nothing more. The constitu­
tion of the United States and of the State of New

ing existing abuses ; and for slavish subservi­
ence to most corrupt and dangerous influences, 
and pledge the Republican party of the State 
to renewed and unyielding efforts for the 
correction of municipal abuses, and for econo­
my and reform in every branch of the ad­
ministration.

The following nominations were made on the 
second day : For Secretary of State, John C. 
Churchill; for Comptroller, Francis Sylvester; 
for State Treasurer, \Yilham L. Bostwick ; for 
Attorney General, Grenville Tremaine; for 
State Engineer, Howard Soule.

Gov. Phelps, of Missouri, has appointed 
Col. David H. Armstrong, of St. Louis, to fill 
the unexpired term of L. Y. Bogy in the United 
States Senate.

The National Republican, of Washington, 
has changed hands, and will be the organ of 
the Republicans opposed to the national ad­
ministration.

A full ticket for State officers has been put 
in the field by the Workingmen of Massachu­
setts, headed by the name of Wendell Phillips 
for Governor.

All the credentials of members of the House 
of Representatives have been received with tne 
exception of two, which are still in dispute. 
The roll, as made up, shows twelve Democratic 
majority.

A new Republican newspaper, the National 
Union, made appearance m Washington 
list week. It heartily supports the adminis­
tration.

It is asserted, in explanation of the indict­
ment of the members of the Louisiana Return­
ing Board, that the prosecution in nowise re­
flects upon the title of President Hayes, and is 
not aimed at him. The charge against the 
board is that they altered the returns of Vernon 
parish to the extent of changing 650 votes, 
which, however, had no effect on the result as 
finally declared.

The Democratic State Convention of Minne­
sota was in session in St. Paul, on the 2d inst., j 
nominating the following ticket: Governor, 
William L. Banning, of St. Paul, who was be­
fore nominated by the Greenback and Labor 
conventions; Lieutenant Governor, Dr. A. A. 
Ames, of Minneapolis; Attorney Geneial, John 
R. Jones, of Fillmore county; Secretary of 
State, P. T. Lindholm, of Goodhue county; 
Treasurer, John F. Meagher, of Blue Earth 
oountv, Railroad Commissioner, H. W. 
Hill, of Wmona county. The platform 
adopted presents the following points: De­
nouncing the frauds and crimes by which the 
inauguration of Tilden was prevented ; rejoic­
ing that Hayes found it necessary to adopt 
a Democratic policy of local self-government, 
and abandon the device for perpetuating the 
sectional divisions; accusing the Republican 
party of acting in the interest of capital 
agamst labor, in making the public debt paj- 
able in coin, m demonetizing silver, in pass­
ing the Resumption act, in collecting enor­
mous unnecessary revenues since 1865, and 
m protective and prohibitive tariff legis­
lation ; censuring the Republicans of Min­
nesota for electing to and continuing in Con­
gress notoriously high-tariff men; declaring 
gold and silver the only constitutional legal 
tender; that resumption should come as soon 
as the business interests of the country will* 
permit; that the demonetization of silver was a 
step backward, and demanding the restoration 
of the silvei dollar of full commercial value ; 
opposing the settlement of the railroad bonds 
without the sanction of the majority of the 
popular vote at a general election.

Senator Dorsey, of Arkansas, announces 
himself as a supporter of the administration.

BUSINESS INTERESTS.
Commercial and Trade Matters.

Norfolk expects to ship many oysters 
to Europe this winter at fair rates of re­
muneration.

Boston reports great activity in the
dry-goods trade, especially from the 
South and West.

Cincinnati reports that her fall trade 
will be vastly larger than it has been 
for several years past.

Wisconsin lumber manufacturers on 
the lake ports have commenced ship­
ping certain grades of lumber to Europe 
direct.

Importers and jobbers at New York 
report the fall trade uncommonly brisk. 
Southern merchants are buying more 
liberally than at any season since the 
war.

The Philadelphia Press notices the 
fact that American wall-papers are being 
exported to Italy; also American oil­
cloths to Italy and Germany. These or­
ders are part of the results of the Cen­
tennial Exposition.

The New York Herald asserts that it 
has carefully examined several hundred 
of its exchanges in all parts of the coun- 
try, and that in no case has it failed to 
discover indications of a revival of busi­
ness, improvement of prospects, and en­
largement of confidence.

A commercial agent who has recently 
returned to Chicago from a tour in the 
South, embracing visits to New Orleans 
Mobile, Charleston and all prominent 
cities in the South, reports that trade is 
slowly picking up in that section of the 
country. There are, he says, every­
where signs of coming business pros­
perity.

The total imports of merchandise at 
New York since Jan. 1, this year, were 
$237,835,921, against $208,816,969 for 
the corresponding period in 1876, and 
$245,848,718 in 1875. The total exports 
of produce were $192,081,220, against 
$185,544,953 in 1876, and $177,722,154 
in 1875. The total exports of specie 
were $29,222,076, against $39,908,852 in 
1876, and $62,226,172 in 1875.

In compliance with a requirement of 
the late Legislature of Kansas, returns 
have been made to the State Auditor 
showing that the railroad debt of sixty- 
six of the counties of the State amounts 
to $12,595,000. The returns from the 
other counties will increase this sum to 
about $15,000,000. The total taxable 
wealth of the State is $150,000,000.

BOLD BRIGANDS.
Particulars of the Robbery of a Union 

Pacific Train at JBig Springs Station, in 
Nebraska.

[Omaha Cor. Chicago Times.]
Two masked men, holding four revolv­

ers, walked into Station Agent Barn­
hart’s office a few minutes before train 
time, and one of them directed him to 
cut off all telegraph communication by 
tearing up his instruments. Barnhart 
endeavored to throw them off the track 
by only taking up his sounder, but the 
men bid him pull up the relay and 
hand it over, which he did. The man 
who gave the commands was a Captain, 
and Barnhart says he is a smart fellow, 
evidently a telegraph operator, as he 
seemed to understand what he was about. 
Barnhart, under cover of the revolvers 
and according to the Captain’s com­
mands, next hung out his red light to 
stop the express, which soon came up and 
stopped. Barnhart was rushed to the 
door of the express car by the four 
robbers, who made him knock for Ex­
press Messenger Miller, who opened the 
door a few inches, not thinking that any­
body was there beside Barnhart. The 
highwaymen then, by some means, 
shoved the door clear open, jumped in, 
and covered Messenger Miller with 
cooked revolvers. They took Miller’s 
revolvers away from him, bruised him 
about the head considerably, and then 
opened one safe, from which they ob­
tained the treasure boxes containing 
$60,000 in gold coin, which was a ship­
ment from California, and $458 in cur­
rency. They endeavored to make Miller 
open the through safe, which was a com­
bination lock and is not opened any­
where between the termini of the road, 
but as the messengers do not know the 
combination he could not comply with 
the demand, and they let him off after 
explaining. While this was going on in 
the express car the other part of the 
gang had captured the engineer and fire­
man and put out the fire in the engine, 
and the moment Conductor Patterson 
stepped on the platform to see what or­
ders were waiting for him, as indicated 
by tbe red-light signal to stop, he too 
was corralled, being covered by cocked 
revolvers, and ordered to throw up his 
hands. Patterson says there were from 
ten to fifteen of them. After plundering 
the express ear, the robbers went into 
the passenger coaches and began 
robbing the passengers, securing about 
half a dozen gold watches and near­
ly $500 in cash and some railroad tick­
ets. L. Morris, a passenger, lost a gold 
watch, $430 in money, and a ticket to 
Chicago. The robbers, no doubt, in­
tended to plunder every passenger on 
the train, but a freight train was seen 
approaching from the rear, and this 
frightened them. Conductor Patterson 
was conducted by a guard past the 
sleeping-coaches, a short distance up the 
track, so that he could flag the ap­
proaching train to prevent a collision. 
The guard then left him and joined the 
main body, who then retreated from the 
cars. They had no horses in sight, but 
had them concealed some little distance 
off They soon made their disappear­
ance as mysteriously as they had ap­
peared, going north, as was shortly af- 
tesward learned. Conductor Patterson 
sent the freight engine out at once to 
give the alarm at the next station, and, 
as soon as the fire was up in his own 
engine, resumed his trip. Superintend­
ent Clark telegraphed everywhere, and 
offered $10,000 reward for the capture 
of the highwaymen and money, or a 
proportionate amount for either. Sheriff 
McCrary, of Sidney, and Sheriff Brad­
ley, of North Platte, were sent out with 
a large force of mounted men. Sheriff 
Bradley seems to have got on the trail, 
as it is said that he found two revolvers 
and one empty coin-box ten miles north 
of Big Springs. It is suspected that 
these men are the same who have been 
robbing the coaches of the Black Hills 
stage line. It is, as yet, a mystery how 
the robbers opened the door of the ex­
press ear, as it is so arranged as to open 
only six inches when the machinery is 
all right. It is also barred with boiler 
iron, and a messenger, if on tbe lookout 
for such an emergency as this, could 
hold the fort against a dozem or more 
men.

Newton Barkalow, of this city, was 
one of the passengers, and states that 
the robbers pounded Miller, the express 
agent, with revolvers when he told them 
that he did not know the combination of 
the through sate, cutting his upper lip 
in two and badly bruising him on the 
head. When the other party corralled 
Conductor Patterson they robbed him of 
his money and watch, but he got his 
watch back again, as it dropped out of 
the flour-sack into which they dumped 
everything. There were thirteen in the 
gang, and six of them went into the pas­
senger coaches and ordered everybody 
to hold up their hands, which they did. 
They went through the passengers sys­
tematically, collecting $1,300, according 
to the figures of Conductor Kelly, who 
brought the train from Grand Island. 
Besides this they gobbled watches, jew­
elry, etc. One man they searched three 
times, but he managed to conceal $400 
in large bills between his fingers. One 
of the colored porters who got out on 
the platform was taken into custody and 
put with Conductor Patterson. lAndy 
Biley, of this city, had a close call. 
When the train t̂opped he stepped out 
on the platform with ex-Councilman 
Cummings, formerly of Omaha, but 
now of Sidney. The robbers ordered 
them to get inside. Cummings did so, 
but Biley did not understand, and 
started to get down off the car when 
they fired two shots at him, one ball 
skinning the left side of his left hand 
and the other bullet going between his 
fingers, scraping them slightly. Both 
balls lodged in the door-casing. They 
then took his two watches and $27. The 
robbers tried to "get into the sleeping- 
car, but the door was too securely bolted 
for them. They did not plunder the 
ladies, and to a couple of cripples they 
refunded what they had taken. A com 
pany of soldiers left Sidney in pursuit.

Crimes and Criminals.
Six indictments for murder and twenty fira 

for being accessory to murder have been found 
by tbe Kemper County (Miss.) Grand Jury 
against those who took part in the Chisholm 
massacre.

It is reported from Whiteshali, Madison 
county, Ky., that the Hon. Cassius M. Clay had 
quite recently killed a negro named Henry 
White. The Coroner’s jury found that the 
shooting was done in self-defense.

A large forgery ha3 just been discovered 
in New York, perpetrated by a broker named 
William C. Gilman. Over $200,000 in forged 
scrip of the Atlantic Mutual Insurance Com­
pany had been hypothecated by the expert 
forger.

An embezzlement of $150,000 has been dis­
covered in tbe Pacific mills, Lawrence, Mass., 
and George R. Waterman, a clerk of the cor­
poration, is reported as the defaulter.

Political.
The Wisconsin Democratic State Convention 

whs held at Fond du Lac the other day, and 
was presided over by James G. Jenkins. The 
following ticket was nominated: For Gov­
ernor, James A. Mallory, of Milwaukee ; Lieu­
tenant Governor, h.

2. Declares its firm belief that the will of the peo­
ple waa defeated in the late Presidential election by 
fraud and chicane under the protection of the Fed­
eral military, and through the ballot-box will express 
its condemnation of the act and tbe actore.

3. It declares for the freedom of the ballot, un­
awed by the bayonet, and insists that military in­
terference m regulating and controlling an election 
le subversive of the hrst principles of a free Govern­
ment.

A. It declares ite opposition to subsidies, and m 
favor of the preservation of the public lands for the 
use of actual settlers.

5. It declares its hostility to the financial policy 
of the Republican party, withdrawing capital from 
taxation, increasing the burden of the public debt 
by declaring currency bonds payable m gold, de­
monetizing silver m the interest of the creditor and 
at the expense of the debtor, and attempting to force 
resumption when it will bring rum upon the general 
business interests of the country, and demands in­
stead that the property protected by the Govern­
ment pay it* just proportion of the expenses of the 
Government, that silver be remonetized, and the 
present Resumption act be repealed, and resumption 
be postponed until the financial condition of the 
country will permit it.

York and the laws establish equal rights for all 
citizens and all voters, and we deprecate as un­
warrantable and hurtful all attempts by employ­
ers, whether representmg capital or political 
power, to encroach upon or coerce others m the 
enjoyment of any of tne rights or the exercise of 
any duties of citizenship. In the State of Hew 
York the whole number of national office-holders, 
including clerks and subordinates of every degree, 
is 7,165. This is one national olhcisl or subordi­
nate to 152 voters. Of State, county and town 
officials there are m this State 133,513. This is one 
State, county or town official to every eight and a 
half voters. When the potential functions of local 
officers are taken into account, their nearneas to the 
citizen, and their power over his property, taxes and 
mterest, their relative influence becomes even 
greater than numbers indicate. The exclusion of 
public servant* from political action would disfran­
chise a great body of our fellow-citizens. The laws 
mean no such exclusion, and we deny aa an imputa­
tion upon the people of New York that they are or 
have been dominated by the nation’s subordinate 
officials, and we can conceive of no condition of 
affairs short of the extmction of manhood and pa­
triotism m which a Postmaster or clerk could sub­
due to his partisan will 150 other electors, or exert 
any other influence beyond such as his character 
might give him.

Fifth—Public faith, honest industry, and general 
prosperity demand a sound currency of com and 

paper convertible into com, and the already near 
approach to specie payments enforces the wisdom 
and duty of faithfully pursuing the necessary steps 
to full resumption within the time now fixed by 
law.

Sixth—We oppose any further land grants or sub­
sidies to corporations or monopohes, and hold that 
the pubiic domain should be reserved for the free 
homes of the industrious settlers.

Seventh—That we rt gard with alarm and disap­
prove the demand, coming from the promoters of 
various schemes that profuse appropriations and 
grants shall be made and the national credit used 
to carry on works of various kinds, local and 
sectional In character, and not of urgent national 
importance. We call upon the burdened tax­
payers of this State to watch and defeat all at­
tempts, however specious, to increase the public 
debt, or to obtain their money for remote and 
questionable purpoees, which, if feasible, appeal to 
State action and private enterprise. Such attempts 
are more indefensible when sustained by the votes 
of sectional minorities, adding to the burdens of 
the more heavily-taxed portions of onr country.

Fhgkth—We recognise equally the rights of prop­
erty, and manliness and dignity of labor, depre­
cating any resort to violence in the name of either. 
We insist at all times upon the supremacy of the 
law and maintenance of public order. The ad­
vancement of American industry and enterprise 
depends upon the harmonious co-operation of 
capital and labor, and the adfnatment of their ma­
terial relation, whether left to the reason of parties 
or effected by legislation, should be governed by a 
considerable regard for the rights of the one and 
for the just claims of tne other.

Shop, Mill and Labor Notes.
All the zinc works of LaSalle and 

Peru, 111., are now again in full blast.
The lumber mills at Clinton, Iowa, 

are idle, waiting for higher water and 
more logs.

There are nearly 1.000 men employed 
at the various stove manufactories of 
Cleveland.

Nearly 400,000 tons of iron ore have 
been received at the port of Cleveland 
this season up to date.

A raft containing 138,280 cubic feet, 
said to be the largest ever in those wa­
ters, passed through Lake Champlain 
the other day.

Keports from all over the country con­
cerning the iron trade are still gloomy 
enough, with but little to build a hope 
that it will soon be better.

By a recent invention buttons are fast­
ened upon cards by machinery instead of 
by hand, as heretofore. One machine 
will do the work of twenty skilled work­
ers.

Harvest Gleanings.
The Dallas Commercial estimates the 

wheat crop of Texas this year at 7,500,- 
000 bushels.

The harvest in Spain in wheat, fruit, 
and wine has been so magnificent that 
it is estimated that over half can be ex­
ported.

The 1872 crop of Wisconsin tobacco 
is now shedded, and has exceeded in 
quantity and quality the highest dreams 
of the growers.

The Omaha Herald publishes de­
tailed reports from all counties in Ne­
braska and Western Iowa, showing the 
condition of the com crop. It is gener­
ally conceded that the yield will be larger 
than in any previous year, averaging from 
fifty to seventy-five bushels per acre. 
Wheat averages twenty-two bushels, and 
the quality is better than last year. Bar­
ley ranges from twenty-five to fifty bush­
els, and oats fifty to seventy-five. Very 
little of the harvested crop is coming to 
market, the farmers being disposed to' 
hold for better prices. ’

The Baltimore and Ohio railroad 
’shops at Zanesville, O., have been or­
dered to start full time and force on 
freight cars.

A Wonderful Hunt.
Sol Kimball, of Warren county, saw 

from his breakfast-table a young buck 
grazing on the side of a ravine about 300 
yards from the house. He seized his 
rifle, and, without any other ammunition 
than the one ball therein contained, pro­
ceeded, by the aid of the garden fence, 
to slip up on the buck. He reached the 
ravine, and noiselessly made his way to 
within a good gunshot distance of the 
buck, which had then descended to the 
ravine. He fired, and, though a good 
marksman, missed his shot, but killed 
two deer that were grazing just beyond. 
As he went up the ravine to recover his 
game, he flushed a flock of wild turkeys, 
which by the way was his favorite game. 
He soon erected a ‘’blind,” and with his 
mouth yelped up a fine gobbler. It was 
not until he drew a “ bead ” on the 
trusty rifle that he was reminded that 
there was no load in it and that he had 
no ammunition along. By much perse- 
verence he finally got the gobbler within 
three feet of his “ blind, ” and, jumping 
out suddenly and at the same time mak­
ing a very hideous yell, so frightened 
his turkeyship as to prevent him from 
flying. Sol ran him down, caught him, 
and wrung off his head. After getting 
his two deer and the turkey-gobbler, he 
started home, and upon his way came 
upon a covey of partridges. He imitat­
ed by his voice a young partridge in dis­
tress, whereupon the entire flock, with 
ruffled feathers, made an attack upon 
him. He drew his ramrod from the rifle 
and took his time in killing each and 
every one of the covey as they ap­
proached him for battle. Hugh J. 
Jones, Esq., of Warren county will vouch 
for the foregoing facts.—Raleigh (N. 
C.) Observer.

Women Telegraphers.
In Berlin there are about 100 females 

employed in the telegraph office, and 
among them are to be found women of 
good standing in society. Those who 
enter are trained in the necessary theo­
retical and practical knowledge in a 
special school, established by the post- 
office authorities. The preliminary ex­
amination is higher in its requirements 
than in England, comprising English, 
French, geography, and the construction 
of German sentences. A three months’ 
course is required in the practising 
rooms, where the management of the 
apparatus is taught, and a practical ex­
amination is then passed. Lefctures up­
on physics and chemistry are then attend­
ed twice a week for five months, after 
which an appointment is given. Then

another written and verbal examination 
must be passed upon the internal man­
agement of the telegraph service, and the 
uses of the various portions of the ap- 
laratus. When all these trials have 
ieen successfully passed the candidate 
receives a permanent appointment. The 
service is iij great demand, and the work 
of the ladies is said to be highly sat­
isfactory.

ALL SOBTS.

The supply of lithographic stone is 
rapidly falling off. Over $10,000,000 
worth is consumed annually.

A pumpkin that measures over six 
feet in circumference, and weighs above 
200 pounds, is now growing on a farm 
in California.

Miss Carlotta Patti, sister of Ade­
lina Patti, is hopelessly ill with a compli­
cation of maladies arising from the dis­
eased hip-joint which caused her lame­
ness.

It is estimated that $400,000 have been 
paid this year by Oregon dealers in agri­
cultural implements for freight alone. 
One firm in Salem has paid $55,000 for 
the purpose.

Quinine is now so high in price in 
Europe that doctors are using instead 
the liquid solution of strychnine, and 
find it nearly as efficacious and much 
cheaper.

It is estimated that the counties of 
Madison, Montgomery, Clark, Scott, 
Bourbon, Payette and Woodford, Ky., 
will furnish this year 32,000 head of fat 
cattle, valued at $3,000,000.

One firm in New York, engaged in the 
manufacture of matches, consumes per 
annum 700,000 feet of white pine lum­
ber, 100,000 pounds of sulphur, and 150 
tons of straw board for boxes.

Boy—“ Well, nothing
about here; but the schoolmaster is down 
the hill yonder; you can pop him over.”

According to the reports of the En­
glish Agricultural Gazette, the wheat 
crop in file three kingdoms is consider­
ably below the average ; but it has been 
a good year for graziers and dairy far­
mers.

The bodies of the three Goodriches. 
lynched at New Castle, Ky., were buried 
in one grave at Pleasant Home, Owen 
county. A correspondent says the be­
lief is very strong that the two younger 
Goodriches were innocent of the crime 
for which the mob hanged them.

The Calvert Texan wants the 3,000 
convicts in the Texas penitentiary or­
ganized into a military corps like that 
commanded by Gen. Bosquet in the 
Crimean war, and turned loose upon 
Mexico. “ Sons of hell,” said Gen. 
Bosquet, at the battle of Inkermann, to 
his convict soldiers, “ you have no hon­
or ; you can make yourselves some by 
dying for your country.”

An artesian well, which has reached to 
a depth of 1377 feet, is being bored at 
Charleston, S. C. Thirteen hundred and 
seventy feet of piping have been in­
serted, and as fast as the depth is in­
creased more piping will be used, until 
a stratum is reached sufficiently hard to 
render this unnecessary. One small 
head of water has been reached but it 
was so small that it had to be shut off.

One of the tobacco warehouses of 
Paducah, Ky., has sold, since the begin­
ning of business in 1868, 79,648 hogs­
heads of tobacco. Its sales last year 
went over 14,000 hogsheads, and have 
reached already this season, on a short 
crop, 7,420 hogsheads, and will go to 
about 9,000 by the close of the season. 
This, it is claimeu, is the largest busi­
ness done by any one house in the world 
in the same time.

A Parliamentary paper on the Brit­
ish income tax shows that the total 
amount of mcome tax charged from the 
year ended the 5th of April, 1843 (the 
first year it was imposed), was £267,- 
731,528. It commenced at 7 pence in 
the pound, and realized £5,607,798; and 
last year it was 2 pence in the pound, 
and produced £4,032,402, or $20,000,000.

Edmund de Bothsohild is about to 
marry Mile. Adelaide de Bothschild, the 
daugliter of Baron Willy de Bothschild, 
of Frankfort. Edmund de Bothschild’s 
father, Baron James de Bothschild, mar­
ried his own niece, Bette, the daughter 
of Baron Solomon de Bothschild. Her 
brother’s daughter married Baron Willy 
de Bothsohild, and now her son is going 
to marry Baron Willy’s daughter. They 
seem to be getting considerably mixed.

Some recent observers m Utah give 
the impression that the Mormons make 
up a kind of “ poor white” population, 
without schools, comfort, civilization or 
wealth, while all the progressive forces 
in the territory, its public enterprises 
and its capital, are passing into Gentile 
hands. Brigham Young’s communistic 
enterprises have all failed, and he used 
to berate the faithful severely on their 
“ miserable” condition.

Db. W. B. Bartlett, of New Haven, 
treats in the September number of the 
Sanitarian of the causes of disease in 
country homes. The causes are bad air, 
impure water, improper food and cloth­
ing, unsuitable dwellings, and exhaust­
ing occupations. More attention is now 
given, Dr. Bartlett says, to healthful 
conditions of hfe in the city than in the 
country, although the country is more 
favorable to health if right conditions are 
observed.

Dr. Bussell is no longer the great 
war correspondent. The pre-eminence 
that was his belongs now to Archibald 
Forbes, of the London Neios, who, in 
enterprise as in the interest of his battle­
field pictures, took and maintained the 
start from the earliest hour of the war. 
He it was who conveyed to the Emperor 
his first knowledge of the exact condition 
of affairs at Schipka when the fight was 
fiercest in that woful pass, and his tele­
grams descriptive of the fearful encoun­
ter there were first to reach London.

Scarlet Fever Precautions.
Among the various State Boards of 

Health, those of Massachusetts and 
Michigan deserve special prominence for 
the character of their researches and 
their application of the principles of 
sanitary science. Quite lately the Mich­
igan board has issued a circular m refer­
ence to the restriction and prevention of 
scarlet fever, believing that by proper 
preeaution^epidemics of this kind can be 
easily prevented.

They set out with the proposition that 
scarlet fever is now believed to be one 
of the most contagious diseases, and re- 
vuires as careful treatment of the pa­
tient and of his excretions as in eases 
of small-pox, like which, also, it has a 
period of incubation ot from one to four­
teen days.

The first precaution is the isolation of 
the sick from the well, and the preven­
tion of contact with the patient. The 
room should be cleared from all un­
necessary clothing, carpets, or other 
substances in which the poison may lurk 
and be thence transferred elsewhere. 
The patient should use rags in place of 
handkerchiefs, so that they may be 
burned. Body and bed linen should be 
placed in vessels of water containing 
chloride of lime or similar substance. 
Discharges should be received in a solu­
tion of sulphate of iron or copper, and 
be afterward buried. Persons recover­
ing from this disease should be consid­
ered dangerous as long as there is any 
sealing of the skin, soreness of the eyes, 
etc. Many other precautions are in­
culcated, all of which are’ considered 
more or legs important,—Harper's 
Week g. 4 '

BOYD AGENTS.
Bravo Resistance to a Gang of Coach Rob­

bers—Perils of Stage Driving.
The Eureka (Nev.) Republican con­

tains the following thrilling account of 
an attempt te rob one of Wells, Fargo & 
Co.’s coaches, which was successfully re­
sisted by the messengers, one of whom 
—Brown—formerly ran in and out of 
this city. The stage, says the Republi­
can, that left Eureka for Tybo on Mon­
day afternoon, the 3d inst., containing 
Prof. T. Price, the mining expert, and 
J. M. Haskell as passengers, the driver, 
Jack Perry, and an employe of the stage 
company, was accosted about 9 o’clock 
at night as it had drawn up before the 
Willows station, forty miles south of 
Eureka, by three masked men, one of 
whom called upon Blair to surrender, 
saying: “ Eugene Blair, get off that 
stage and surrender.” Believing that 
the men in the station had got drunk, 
and that one of them was playing a bluff 
game, the demand was not immediately 
complied with; besides the night was so 
dark that the speaker could not be dis­
tinctly seen. The demand, however, 
was more peremptorily repeated, when 
Blair prepared to dismount, leaving the 
driver and Jimmy Brown on the seat. 
Blair had scarcely reached the ground 
with his trusty shot-gun, when he was 
greeted with a double discharge of shot­
guns, one from the rear of the stage and 
the other from the corner of the stable, 
both passing so near his head that the 
powder of one warmed his face. Blair 
returned the fire almost simultaneously, 
but, being partially blinded by the 
smoke, and not seeing his object plain­
ly, evidently without effect. The report 
of his gun had not died away before the 
cold muzzle of a gun was placed against 
his breast by one of the robbers, with the 
intention no doubt of making sure work 
of the brave messenger. Blair caught 
it and chucked it aside, and turned the 
robber, who was pulling the wrong trig­
ger, half round, when Brown, on the 
seat, watching his opportunity, raised 
his shot-gun as quick as a flash and gave 
the road agent the full contents of one 
barrel square in the back, and he fell 
over mortally wounded, loaded with 
eight buckshot. Almost simultaneously 
with this deadly shot, Blair had placed 
his shot-gun squarely against the fel­
low’s breast, and would have blown a 
hole through him as big as the moon had 
not his brave companion performed the 
service. Brown, after firing the shot, 
jumped from the stage, but had not fair­
ly reached the ground when he was shot 
in the calf of the left leg, inflicting a 
paintnl but not serious wound. The 
other two robbers then fired four more 
shots at the messengers at close range 
with shot-guns and revolvers, none of 
which, however, did any harm, though 
they came uncomfortably close, and dis­
appeared in the darkness. The firing 
haVing ceased, the passengers got out of 
the stage cautiously anc took a look at 
the wounded robber, who was writhing 
in mortal agony, and implored, begged 
and prayed to be killed. A noise at the 
station now attracted attention, and on 
proceeding thither it was found that the 
blacksmith and rancher, who were in 
charge of the place, had been bound se 
curely and threatened with instant death 
bv the robbers if they would give, any 
alarm on the approach of the stage. 
The robbers had come to the station 
about an hour previous, compelled the 
inmates to surrender, cooked a meal and 
ate it, unharnessed the horses that had 
been prepared for the incoming coach, 
and then proceeded to lay their plans of 
attack. A small fort was built with 
boards at the corner of the stable, and 
an old ax placed handy for the purpose 
of opening the treasure box. The 
wounded robber was taken into the sta­
tion, where all the parties remained dur­
ing the night.

Louis Napoleon.
Mr. Shaw, editor of the Oooperstown 

(N. Y.) Freeman!s Journal, corrects the 
statement of a Hartford paper that the 
late Emperor Louis Napoleon came to 
this country in 1834, and was a “ fast 
young man.” The truth is, he came 
here m 1836, after the Strasbourg affair, 
and remamed less than a year, being 
called to the death-bed of his mother in 
1837. “ He was not ‘ fast,’nor did he, 
while here, consort with men of that 
character. One of his most intimate 
friends was the Bev. Charles S. Stewart, 
chaplain in the United States army; 
another was James Watson Webb, the 
editor of the New York Courier and 
Fnquirer. He was then fully impressed 
with the belief, which he frequently 
avowed, that it was his destiny to be­
come Emperor of the French. Both of 
the gentlemen I have named visited him 
after he ascended the throne, and were 
handsomely entertained at his palace. I 
have good reason for believing that the 
course pursued by the Emperor in with­
drawing the French troops from Mexico, 
during onr civil war, was largely influ­
enced by Mr. Webb, then our Minister 
to Brazil. They had regularly corre­
sponded from the time the Prince left 
this country, and Mr. Webb went to 
Paris by the special invitation of the 
Emperor, and, after a free conference on 
the subject, brought home with him a 
private communication to Mr. Lincoln 
m relation to the Mexican occupation. 
The Emperor, recognizing the failure of 
his scheme, desired only to withdraw 
his troops without the appearance of 
coercion on the part of the United 
States. ”

of paper collars in his hand, and as two 
or three of his associates were very in­
quisitive as to what he meant to do with 
them he answered with considerable pom­
posity:

“ I shall appear in one of them this

You’ve alius looked as mean and ragged 
as any of us, and now all to once you be­
gin to prance around and wear col­

“ Yes, and all to once my sister is go­
ing to get married, and all to once the 
old lady has bought a. sewing machine 
and a big accordion on trust, and all to 
once dad has been on three Coroner’s 
Jurys and is fixing things to run for 
constable, and all to once I ’m going.to 
keep up my end of the family if it takes 
my last dollar, and that’s what ails me !”
