• THE ROMANCE OF MRS. KELLY.

On Saturday afternoon, the 22d of 
September, 1877, when the clerks of the 
Patent Office swarmed out of that build­
ing after their day’s duties, a lady of 
handsome face and carriage, neatly 
dressed m black, took her way to the office 
of the Indian Commissioner and asked 
to be informed of the precise time when 
the Sioux delegation was to arrive. That 
evening, as the eastward-bound train 
rolled into the depot, she stood quietly 
among the crowd, and as the Indians 
appeared stepped forward and saluted 
one of them in a strangely outlandish 
tongue for one who seemed to represent 
so thoroughly the refined type of Ameri­
can civilization. An exclamation of sur­
prise and pleasure, a deep, quick gut­
tural note that called the whole band 
together, and Mrs. Fanny Kelly stood 
once more among the savages, who had 
once held her a prisoner, but now sur­
rounded her with an enthusiasm of de­
light akin to reverence. Let me tell her 
story:

It was the evening of the 12th of July, 
1861, five men, a lady, and a little girl 7 
years of age— Mrs. Kelly’s niece, com­
mitted to hdr by her dying sister—were 
camped on the prairie with a small emi­
grant train of wagons, near the Black 
Hills, on their way to Idaho from Kan­
sas. Behind them were other and larger 
trains, and they were on the broad trail 
from Fort Laramie, over which many 
others had passed in advance; but they 
had outstripped the others and were 
alone upon the vast plain. The Little 
Box Elder ran at their feet, its bluffs 
rising above them on the opposite side. 
There was no thought of fear, no sign of 
danger. The Indians were represented 
as friendly, and up to this time none had 
been seen. Quiet settled upon the little 
camp; the two colored men were busy 
in their culinary operations, Mr. Kelly 
had ridden off to select a suitable place 
for crossing the stream, when the oppo­
site bluffs were filled with painted faces, 
and some 200 warriors rushed down upon 

• the helpless emigrants. In a moment 
three of the men lay dead, one disap­
peared in the darkness, and Mrs. Kelly 
and the little Mary were left to realize 
the horrors of being captives among 
those savage men. “ Oh ! it seems a 
grand sight,” said this lady last Friday, 
when she witnessed the delegation in its 
interview with the President, “ to look 
upon twenty-five Indians in such a place 
as this, surrounded by the paraphernalia 
of power of this Government, but it 
makes me shudder to think how I, alone 
and unprotected by mortal power, have 
looked into those dusky faces when hun­
dreds and thousands were gathered to­
gether; sometimes with the war-pamt 
on in the fury of the war-dance; some­
times when defeated and retreating from 
my people and hurrying through arid 
wastes, over bowlders and across pre­
cipitous ravines, they cast sullen, scowl­
ing glances at their single white pris­
oner, and once—shall I ever forget it ?— 
when my doom was already sealed and 
the sen ce had gone forth that I must 
die bee,—loC I had been found attempting 
an escape.”

The scenes that followed their capture 
were of such a terrible nature that they 
can be but poorly portrayed. They 
were compelled to mount a horse that 
was led by an Indian, and to leave their 
plundered teams and their dead behind 
them. As they proceeded Mrs. Kelly 
thought of a plan to save hex little dar­
ling’s life. She began dropping bits of 
letters she had about her person, and, 
quietly directing the child’s attention to 
them, whispered to her to slide down 
from behind her, as they were on the 
same horse, follow the trail guided by 
the paper till she came back to the main 
trail, and there wait for the other wagons 
to arrive. This was done. Then the 
mental torture of thinking about the 
child alone on the prairie caused her to 
make a desperate venture to save herself 
also. As silently as possible she 
dropped from the horse, secreted her­
self for a moment in the tall grass, and 
then began her backward flight for Mary 
and freedom. She was soon missed, the 
alarm given, a circle formed, and gradu­
ally closed in, till the crouching prison­
er was retaken. Little Mary, however, 
had made her way further. In­
dians were sent swiftly back for her, 
but Mrs. Kelly knew not with what suc­
cess for months.

The brave little one had nearly 
reached the large trail, only a ravine in­
tercepting her path to it. Here she 
waited and hid till morning, when, as she 
looked forth her glad eyes met the forms 
of two or three soldiers approaching. 
Springing up with joyful haste she ran 
toward them, but even then the Indians 
who had been sent in pursuit came 
riding after, pusuing their ponies to the 
top of their speed. The soldiers hesi­
tated at sight of the Indians. The In­
dians came within bow-shot. With a 
last appealing glance to heaven and her 
arms outstretched toward the soldiers, 
the child ran toward them. On the 
edge of the ravine three cruel arrows 
overtook her and drank her life-blood. 
A moment later, with a swoop and a yell, 
the savages rode headlong back, and one 
had a scalp of long, fair hair hanging at 
his girdle.

Months later Mrs. Kelly saw that 
hair and recognized it. Although then 
enjoying a fair share of consideration at 
the hands of her captors, she fell to the
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earth in a dead swoon, and recovered 
only to find herself struggling in a de­
lirious fever, out of which, after many 
days, she slowly drifted back to reason 
and life.

Imagine, then, the terrors of this first 
night of her captivity. Her husband’s 
whereabouts she could not know, and 
where was the best-loved darling leit on 
the perilous trail ? What would her 
savage captors do with her? “ Never,” 
said she, as these scenes all came back 
with the Indians the other day, “ had I 
known the strong, innate love of life in 
the human breast till then. To contem­
plate the scene beforehand, one would 
think death were preferable at once, yet 
it was with me, as it is with the aged or 
the sick—life clings to life to the last.”

Perhaps death or insanity would have 
come, but, as a merciful although severe 
curative for inward torture, bodily suf­
ferings intervened. A weary waste of 
desert lay in the track of the returning 
warriors. Unused to privations, the 
captive bore the agony of thirst but 
poorly in comparison with the Indians. 
Obliged to ride one horse and lead an­
other, a vicious and stubborn brute, 
his sudden jerks backward frequently 
pulled her to the ground, when she was 
beaten for falling. Faint with thirst, 
she became bewildered in mind, and 
seemed careless of the commands of her 
masters, and was treated with propor­
tionately greater harshness. She was 
spared any further personal indignity 
than blows, yet she was compelled to 
witness the drunken orgies and hear the 
coarse and profane language of the In­
dians. In several notable instances she 
was made to stand face to face with 
death. During one of the rides through 
the wilderness, becoming utterly worn 
out with the trials she nad had with the 
two horses, she throw away a long and 
favorite pipe of an old chief. She was 
bound to a tree, a fire was kindled, and 
while they danced around it, flourishing 
knives and blazing brands in the air, one 
of their number caught a wild horse, and 
the sentence was that she should be 
bound to the horse, shot to death with 
arrows, and her body be left to be car­
ried by the horse in his wild flight. 
Trembling and waiting for the fatal 
moment to come, she bethought herself 
of some money which she had carried in 
her dress. Taking this out, a roll of 
bills, she offered it all to them if they 
would spare her life. Not knowing 
what it was, they gathered around her, 
asked her to explain the meaning of the 
figures and writing, and in their child­
ish curiosity their vengeance was for­
gotten. At another time an arrow aimed 
by an enraged Indian at her heart was 
at the last moment thrust aside by an­
other Indian who was friendly to her. 
And again, a squaw, becoming angry 
with her, would have taken her life with 
a knife but for the timely interference of 
others.

“ How is it possible,” she was asked, 
“ for you to cherish any feelings but 
bitter ones for these men ? ”

“ I meet them kindly because I feel 
kindly toward them. They treated me 
kindly toward the last. They grew to 
regard me with, absolute affection, so 
that they shed tears when they at last 
had to give me up as their captive. And 
not only so,” she added, with a twinkle 
of the eye, “ but I had a genuine lover 
among them. Jumping Bear would 
have risked his life any time to save 
mine, and even after I explained to him 
that one man must have one wife, and I
was already married, and it weald ofisatL. disappeared m the shadows, departingt.ho GrAot. ftnirit. Via a. <waa4. nvimo —LL.  f   __the Great Spirit and be a great crime 
sor me to marry anyone else, he acqui­
esced in an arrangement that he could 
not understand better than some married 
men in Washington do, who think it no 
harm to carry on a flirtation with single 
ladies. Jumping Bear is a much better 
Christian and gentleman than they are. 
And then I learned to pity these un­
taught savages. They found out I could 
teach them, and they were docile. They 
found out I could sing, and I could 
soothe them. Many is the time we have 
spent the whole evening in this way. I 
would sing and they would listen with­
out any weariness hour after hour. 
They found out I had a religion, a wor­
ship of the great spirit in my peculiar 
way, and they respected it. They ex­
pressed often the great sorrow they had 
that they had treated me so cruelly. 
Just the other day I received a letter 
from a friend at the Cheyenne Agency, 
in which he says the Indians there tell 
him over and over how their hearts hurt 
them that they treated me so badly, and 
they all wish I would come out there and 
teach them and govern them.

“ You may laugh, but they really do 
wish me to go out there and be their big 
chief. Not twenty-four hours ago one of 
their head men wept because I would 
not promise him to go back with them, 
and another because I declined, m a kind 
and respectful way, to go to the theater 
with him.”

“ But if they really had you back in 
their power would they not again lord it 
over yon and treat you harshly at 
times ?”

“ I do not have any idea they would. 
I really think the Indians have been, in 
many instances, treated unjustly and 
cruelly by the whites, and one reason 
you can’t believe an Indian is because 
the Indian has learned .that he cannot 
believe a white man.”

“ During your captivity did the females 
treat you kindly ?”

“ The females are like the males, sus­
picions, impassive, and skilled m the art of 
deceiving. Some of the women became 
very kind to me, sooner than the men. 
They are all disgustingly dirty in their 
habits; they are vain; they are human 
nature in a savage state; but they saved 
my life and treated me kindly when they 
could have killed me, and I shall always 
remember them gratefully for it. ”
_  During all this time of captivity Mr. 
ivelly, as may be supposed, was not idle. 
He organized private rescuing parties, 
and obtained assistance from the army 
in pursuing Indians. He paid hundreds 
of dollars to Indians, who promised to 
return with Mrs. Kelly, but never re­
turned. Not even were his messages or 
any news of him brought to her, or of 
her to him. At last he despaired, and 
was forced to the conclusion that she 
had been killed. On the plain, with 
arms outstretched to heaven, little Mary’s 
body was found, and, with grief added 
to grief, he thought this, too, must have 
been the fate of his wife. From the 
first hour of her captivity to the last she 
never let an opportunity to escape pass 
without trial. Three several times*she 
was out of the camp, but her flight was 
discovered too soon and her capture at 
once effected.

So many rewards had been offered for 
Mrs. Kelly, and such persistent efforts 
were constantly made for her recapture 
or the recapture of some white woman 
who was said to be held by the Indians 
that the Indians began to fear that they 
would hare to give her up. A council 
was called, and an old chief, by name 
Ottawa, the one who led the warriors 
when Mrs. Kelly was captured, made a 
characteristic speech to the assembled 
bands. Mrs. Kelly represents it as a 
more than ordinarily effective and rhet 
oncal one. He spoke of the power of 
the white man through his big guns that 
shoot so far, of his deceit and treachery 
to the Indian, and exhorted them to 
meet deceit with deceit and treachery 
with treachery.

“ Meet them with equal cunning. Let 
us have two tongues as they have. Our 
knives are sharp and long; our bows are 
stout, and the fatal arrow flies far. It 
licks the blood of the pale-face; it sticks 
in his heart. Our arrows are strong 
with death, and many, like the birds that

rise up in clouds; they are stronger than 
the gnus of the pale-face, for they are 
without number. They have stolen our 
lands; let the lands bury them. They 
are wiseandlong headed; let their scalps 
grace onr lodges. Wo will come home 
bravely from battle. Our songs shall 
sound among the hills. The earth that 
drinks in the blood of the pale-face 
shall tremble beneath our war-dance. ”

It was then determined to gather to­
gether as many hostile Indians as it was 
possible to do, to send overtures to the 
commandant at Fort Sully for the resto­
ration of a white squaw, to appear on a 
certain day before the fort m full force, 
escort Mrs. Kelly inside the stockade, 
and, on a preconcerted signal, rush upon 
the garrison and massacre them.

In pursuance of this plan Mrs. Kelly 
was sent to the Blackfeet Indians, so 
that they could unite with the Sioux 
m dealing this blow. Meantime, while 
she was there, Man-Afraid-of-His- 
Horses, one of the delegation at present 
in Washington, rode into the camp of the 
Blackfeet splendidly mounted. He pre­
tended to take great interest in the cap­
tive, shook hands with her, saying she 
looked sad, and, after receiving much 
honor from the Blackfeet, took his de­
parture. She afterwards Jearned that 
the horse and equipments had been fur­
nished by Mr Kelly as a reward to Man- 
Afraid-of-His-Horses for the purpose of 
finding whether the white captive he had 
heard of was his wife, and the deceitful 
Indian had returned and reported that 
he had not been able to find any white 
captive among the Ogalallas. This was 
literally true, but he had found her 
among the Blackfeet. He is one of the 
few Indians for whom the lady has little 
sympathy.

“ He was always very much afraid of 
his own horses lest they should be 
stolen,” said she.

To save the garrison at Fort Sully 
was Mrs. Kelly’s one thought. Female 
ingenuity can find no surer way to ac­
complish a purpose than by using the 
devotion of a man that loves. Jumping 
Bear was her resource in this extreme 
hour, and she summoned that faithful 
man to her presence. She asked him if 
he would do her a favor, and his reply 
was, of course, m the affirmative. She 
told him that she had become very fond 
of Indian life, and believed she would 
never leave the Indians if she could be 
assured of Borne noble protection ; then, 
without waiting to hear all that Jumping 
Bear had to say, told him frankly that 
she wished to have one last message 
conveyed to her white friends. She 
wished to tell them that she had 
chosen to stay among the Indians, 
had, in fact, learned to love them, and 
wished to assure them that she wa3 con­
tented. Besides, she wished to tell them 
that the Indians were friendly to the 
whites, and they must not believe any­
thing to the contrary. In short, she 
wished him to take a letter to F'e com­
mandant at Fort Sully. But Jumping 
Bear thought there would be danger m 
this. She replied that he could easily 
get to the fort and back before the braves 
returned from hunting; that the squaws 
wished her to stay among them to teach 
them, and they desired him to go, and 
would not speak of his being absent; 
that her white husband would have done 
as little a thing for her as that with no 
hesitation, and now probably he was 
dead, and she would never find one as 
devoted to her again. Tins decided 
Jumping Bear. As the faithful Indian

at once cardris-mission, the faithless 
woman went with a heart trembling be­
tween hope and fear to her sleepless 
couch.

The end came with joy, and soon. Tiie 
letter was delivered and put the com­
mandant on his guard. Before Jumping 
Bear could bring back an answer two 
thousand Indians, with war in tlieir 
hearts but peace on their lips, appeared 
before Fort Sully. The garrison, tiro 
hundred m number, stood behind shot­
ted guns, and the commander requested 
twelve or fifteen Indians to approach 
first with their captive. They entered 
the walls of the fort. Straightway the 
gate was closed, the guns were run out, 
the garrison stood to arms, and the In­
dians saw they were foiled.

The captive was free. After a few 
weeks the husband eame and they were 
reunited in a home, happier than ever.

A few years later Mr. Kelly died, and 
Mrs. Kelly, removing to Washington, 
was in some measure rewarded for her 
services to the Government and her suf­
ferings during captivity by a handsome 
sum—$5,000—voted to her unanimously 
by Congress. Subsequently she received 
an appointment m the Patent Office, 
which she holds at the present time.

But the Indians still insist that she 
ought to return, and as their part of the 
compensation they will give her horses, 
honors and lands, and make her “Queen 
of the Sioux. ”—New York World.

A Lion and Leopard Fight.
The following story comes from Hun­

gary on the Danube. An encounter be­
tween animals so ill-matched in size and 
strength as the leopard and the lion, 
must rather be a slaughter than a fight; 
and so it proved m this case.

The Zoological Gardens at Presth have 
just been the scene of combat worthy 
of Nero or El-xgabulus. The cage ten­
anted by a lion and lioness happened 
to be next to that m which dwelt a fe­
male leopard, for wnom the captive 
queen of the forest entertained a special 
hatred. Probably she was jealous of 
the bright eyes and beautiful skin of her 
neighbor, and may possibly have sus­
pected her lord and master of casting a 
tender regard or two across the barrier 
which separated the decs.

Tne suspicion, brooded overin silence, 
became a devouring passion, and it rip­
ened into certainty at the precise mo­
ment when vengeance happened to be­
come possible. The keeper of the gar­
dens had inadvertently one day left 
hanging within the lion’s cage the chain 
which served to draw up the partition, 
and the lion was not long in seizing it 
and beginning to pull. Whether he was 
animated with a spirit of fickleness or 
by curiosity alone must remain iorever 
a secret.

But the result was that the partition 
flew np. and the road remained open 
from one cage to the other. Through it 
instantly rushed the lioness, breathing 
hatred and malice: but tlie lion had no 
sooner dropped the chain and prepared 
to follow in chase, than the portcullis 
fell and the passage was barred again. 
In the meantime, however, a struggle 
commenced between the two lady war­
riors such as has not been seen m Eu­
rope since the palmy days of the amphi­
theater.

The leopard, worsted at the first onset, 
attempted to take refuge from the foe by 
jumping and hanging to the top rails of 
the cage. It was all in vain, however. 
She was brought to bay again, and com­
pelled to fight face to face with the ter­
rible invader. For twenty long minutes 
the battle raged in royal style. The 
neck and shoulders of the lioness were 
deeply furrowed with red gashes. But 
her victim was overmatched, and at 
length thrown on her hack, when the 
coup de grace was given by the savage 
fangs of the vie or. Nothing remained, 
at the end of the encounter, of tlie pret­
ty spotted skin but a few torn and man­
gled shreds.

END OF THE INDIAN WAR.
T h e  C am p aigu  A g a in st  th e  N e*  P e rces— 

G en. M iles* B r i l l ia n t  h u t D e a r ly -P u r ­
ch a sed  V ictory.

After 257 years of incessant warfare 
with the Indians in every part of the 
United States, commenced by that gal­
lant and godly old Indian fighter, Miles 
Standish, and concluded by another 
Miles, equally gallant, and, for aught 
we know, equally godly, the end of In­
dian wars seems to be at hand. Unless 
every sign fails,, the limits of Indian 
wars on this continent by the people of 
the United States will be 1620 on the 
one hand and 1877 on the other. Dur­
ing the past two years, the most formid­
able conflicts have been with the Sioux 
under Sitting Bull and the Nez Perces 
under Chief Joseph. After the massacre 
of Custer’s command, in June, 1876, and 
Reno’s defense of himself, the Sioux 
were followed up and punished so se­
verely that Sitting Bull, with a portion 
of his command, finally fled over the 
border into Canada for protection,where 
he has already succeeded so well m pro­
voking the Canadians that they are 
ready to give him up. The rest of his 
warriors have already been corraled, 
Lame Deer having surrendered early in 
September with the last of the flock, 
thus entirely clearing the Black Hills 
and Big Horn country of all the hostile 
Sioux. The next tribe to engage the 
attention of the military authorities was 
the Ncz Perces, who, early m the sum­
mer, under their Chief Joseph, com­
menced an indiscriminate massacre of 
white settlers in Oregon. Their raids 
assumed at last such a desperate, and at 
the same time such a successful, charac­
ter that Gen. Howard at once com­
menced operations so as not only 
to protect the whites but to pre­
vent other hostile Indians from joining 
them. The first serious encounter 
with them was the attack made by Gen. 
Gibbon at Big Hole, which resulted so 
disastrously to the latter’s command. 
Twenty-nine officers and privates were 
killed and forty wounded. The Indians 
escaped and made their way north. 
Thoroughly organized pursuit was made 
to prevent their reaching the British 
possessions, which was evidently their 
destination. Four columns under Gen. 
Howard, Col. Sturges, Gen. Merritt and 
Gen. Miles, closely followed them. On 
the 28th of August Gen. Howard came 
up with them, but they escaped him. 
Meanwhile they had flanked Sturges, but 
he followed them so closely that he 
caught up with them on the Yellowstone, 
and on the 14th ult. had a desperate 
fight with them on Canon creek, in 
which he punished them severely, cap­
tured a large portion of their herds and 
stock, and drove them several miles. 
They succeeded, however, in escaping 
Sturges, and kept on their northerly 
course until the 30th ult., when Gen. 
Miles surprised them coming out of the 
Bear’s Paw mountains, in the extreme 
northern part of Montana and near the 
British frontier. A desperate battle en­
sued, lasting all day, in which twenty- 
three of Gen. Miles’ command were killed 
and forty-four wounded, the Indians 
losing seventeen killed, among them five 
of their chiefs. The battle was kept up 
for five days, the Indians fortifying their 
positions in deep ravines with well-con­
structed rifle-pits and fighting with the 
courage of desperation. Gen. MTes’ 
command not being strong enough to 
risk an open attack upon the Indian po­
sition, he invested it with the intention 
ot waiting until either Howard or Stur­
ges should come np. His investment 
was made so close that it commanded the 
Indians’ supply ol water. The Nex Per­
ces were bagged at last, and, as it was 
only a question of a few days at furthest 
how soon they would be attacked in 
their hole, Chief Joseph came out and 
surrendered to Gen. Miles. As Gen. 
Howard'did not come up until after the 
surrender, and Gen. Sturges had no 
part in the five days’ fight, the glory of 
the capture belongs to Gen. Miles. None 
the less are all the troops engaged in 
the pursuit deserving of credit. The 
chase has been a long one, from Oregon 
to Montana, over trackless wastes, across 
creeks and streams without number, over 
mountains and through ravines and 
canons. Onr troops have suffered severe­
ly, especially the Seventh Cavalry, 
Custer’s old regiment, which has lost 
fifteen of its commissioned officers, but 
we may assume now that there will be 
no further serious loss of life from In­
dian hostilities. With the corraling of 
the Sioux, the surrender of Sitting Bull, 
and the capture ot Chief Joseph and his 
Nez Perces, the backbone of the Indian 
war is broken, and there are no more 
hostiles on the war-path who cannot be 
easily handled. The future of the In­
dian question, therefore, now depends 
upon the civilizing, not the punishing, 
of the Indian. It is probable that the 
wild Indians will be first placed in reser­
vations upon the Missouri and kept there 
until they are sufficiently tamed and 
subdued to be introduced with safety in­
to the Indian Territory. To place them 
there now, with their savage disposi­
tions, would be like corraling a pack of 
wolves in a sheep-fold. Constant 
trouble, if not another war, would be 
the result. The future of the Indian is 
none the less interesting, now that the 
long conflict between savagery and civ­
ilization has come substantially to a 
close. To civilize him and change him 
from a beast of prey into a reading, 
working, law-abiding citizen, will be a 
problem requiring more anxiety, dili­
gence, and skill than it has taken to sub­
jugate him.

Wood Fires.
We grant, as has recently been said, 

that an open fire is “incompetent to heat 
our houses;” but we believe it < an be 
made such an important factor in the 
culture of children that we have no hes­
itation in urging others to try it. In 
houses that are wholly warmed by fa> 
nace, the family circle is likely to become 
impaired. The children take their 
friends to their own rooms, and the 
mother rarely becomes intimately 
acquainted with their associates. 
Around a wood fire, all naturally come 
together; what interests one comes m a 
little while to interest all, and the chil­
dren learn to be open and free. The 
fire warms the heart as well as the body. 
A wood fire lit early in the evening, 
when the children are home from school 
is all that is necessary. When the boys 
get used to coming in from the cold and 
snow to find a cjieerful hickory fire blaz­
ing on the parlor hearth, with the room 
not too nicely furnished for them to use, 
they will not want to leave it tor any out- 
nde attractions. The moment the famil- 
sar whistle is heard m the evening, let 
fome kindling wood be tlirust under the 
logs. The pleasant sensation produced 
by a blazing fire, if repeated every day, 
winter alter winter, amounts to a great 
deal of happiness in a boy’s life-time, 
and will never be forgotten. It 
is difficult to over-estimate the 
value of this central gathering- 
place for the whole family. Wood fires 
are not dusty, and when used not for 
heat, but tor cheer, and only m 
tne evening, are not costly. The 
moderate heat of a furnace or stove is 
sufficient for the parlor by day, and but 
little wood in the fire-place is ijeeessary 
to make it comtortable at night. Indeed, 
the register often has to he turned off’, 
and the doors have to bo closed to keep 
the heat of the house from rushing into 
the parlor. The wood fire veutilates, 
and thus, not only are the feet kept 
warm, but the head remains cool. Half 
a cord of hickory wood lasts ns about <> 
month, and we use it on Sundays after

church, and on other days if we have 
friends to dinner, or the children are to 
be at home. In spring and fall an open 
fireplace is particularly useful. Every­
one knows how the furnace is disliked 
in moderate weather, but by using at 
such times the wood alone the desired 
heat is obtained and far more than the 
cost saved in the coal that would be 
burned to waste. If the fire-place is 
painted black there will be a good back­
ground for the red flame, and the brick­
work will not be made to look shabby 
by the smoke. Let it be a good hearty, 
blazing fire or none at all. Better to 
save in fine furniture or in rich desserts 
than put on logs sparingly. Brass and­
irons are the best, for they never wear 
out, and the labor in keeping them 
bright is much exaggerated. The wood 
should be sawed in but two pieces, so as 
to reach clear over both andirons. A 
lot of com-cobs will make a hot, quick 
blaze, just before the children go np to 
bed, and will make their slumber all the 
sweeter.—Scribner for October.

JEFF DAYIS AND THE HALLOWS.
Go t . Morton** P ro p o sitio n  to  T a k e  C harge  

o t th e  C o n fed era te  C h ie f—D id th e  W ar  
G o r ern o r  H a v e  a  S ou r-A p p le  T re e  ?

[From the Atlanta (Ga.) Constitution.]

A distinguished Northern statesman, 
in writing to Andy Johnson when Pres­
ident, and just after the bailing of Jef­
ferson Davis, referred to that distin­
guished state prisoner and congratulated 
Mr. Johnson on his happy “ riddance of 
his white elephant.”

It will be remembered that while Mr. 
Davis was in prison in Fortress Monroe 
he was a source of very gteat anxiety, 
not only to President Johnson, but to 
the Federal judiciary and to the leaders 
of the great Republican party. The 
manner m which to dispose of him was a 
constant question of debate with them, 
and it is certain that no two of them ful­
ly concurred in their estimate of what 
would be justice in his case. The Amer­
ican people looked anxiously to see how 
“ traitors were to be punished and trea­
son made odious,” and who were ready 
to be made responsible for the fate of 
Jefferson Davis. Europe looked on to 
see the end of “ the great rebel,” and 
to judge of our honor and magnanimity 
by this unparalleled occasion and its in­
cidents.

The war Governor appears upon the 
scene at this juncture and in this con­
nection. At this time he was Governor 
of Indiana, and not regarded as a man 
of such violent hates and desperately re­
vengeful character as he has been in the 
hght of his higher station and the influ­
ence of his greater power.

Among the papers of the late Presi­
dent, Andrew Johnson, are the originals 
of the following papers, which are true 
copies. The first is a telegram, as fol­
lows :

I ndianapolis, Nov. 14, 1865—10 30 a. ra. 
His Excellency, Andrew Johnson, President of the 

United S tates:
If there is no question of jurisdiction m the 

way, Davis can be indicted and tried in Indi­
ana, as the rebel army. 5,000 strong, under the 
command of Gen. Morgan, invaded the State.

The court and Grand Jury are now m ses­
sion, and if Dans will be sent here for trial, in 
case he is indicted, he will be tried. There will 
he no difficulty m getting a jnry that will do 
justice to the Government—and to Davis.

O. P. Morton, Governor of Indiana. 
To this startling proposition to shoul­

der “ the white elephant” and relieve 
the Government of all further anxiety on 
his account, President Johnson made 
the following cautious reply :

Washington, D. C.. Nov. 14, 1865. 
Gov. O. P. Morton, Indianapolis, Ind  :

Jurisdiction is one of the quesaonswhich has 
boon much m our way. The place of trial 
must he determined hereafter. If the eomt 
and jury find true bills against him it would 
not inter! ere with a trial at any other place. 
Bills have been found against him at some two 
or three places m Tennessee and in this Dis­
trict. Andrew J ohnson.

We do not know whether Morton went 
further in the matter, and had, or at­
tempted to have, bills of indictment pre­
ferred against Davis or not, but it is very 
apparent from the tone of his telegram, 
and particularly his last sentence, that 
he was anxious to get his hands upon 
Darns.

We once asked the ex-President what 
Morton meant by his telegram ?

“ I suppose,” replied Mr. Johnson, 
“ he thought I wanted Davis hung.” 

That Mr. Johnson did not want Davis 
hung, and the reason why he did not. we 
may make plain at another time.

Gen. Robert Toombs, reading this 
telegram, was of opinion that Morton 
was then fully informed as to Mr. John­
son’s intended pohey toward the South, 
and sympathized with it, and sent the 
telegram in the hope that Mr. Johnson, 
before the assembling of Congress in 
December, would accede to the propo­
sition and turn Davis over to the courts 
of Indiana, and thereby relieve himself 
of the “ white elephant” and Congres­
sional interference on his account. Gen. 
Toombs seemed to think that Morton, 
at that time would have quietly Jet the 
law take its course, whatever the result 
to Davis, and that result Gen. Toombs 
thought would have been acquittal.

The Hon. Alexander Stephens, upon 
the other hand, is of the opinion that the 
telegram was a plain business propo­
sition to get away with Davis by a quick 
and certain process, commonly called 
“ hanging bv the neck until you are 
dead, dead, dead!”

Other distinguished gentlemen, in­
cluding Postmaster General Key, lean 
to the one or other of these opinions. 
We leave it to Senator Morton’s biog­
raphers and the readers to judge what 
the true purport of the telegram was, 
but again we ask :

“ Did the war Governor have a sour- 
apple tree.”

Russian Thieves.
Thieves and policemen are the great 

pests of Russian towns, but especially 
policemen. A man who has resided 
some time in Russia even grows to doubt 
whether the notions ot meum and tuum 
are comprehended there as they are in 
other countries. If you pay a visit and 
leave a cloak on the seat of your car­
riage, that cloak is gone when you come 
out. If you walk out with a dog un­
chained, the dog vanishes round a street- 
corner. Shopkeepers are afraid to place 
articles of value in their windows. 
Householders are liable to have their 
horses and carriages stolen if they do 
not keep a sufficient number of stable- 
servants, and take care to see before go­
ing to bed that one at least of these me­
nials is sober. A man who goes out for 
a night-stroll unarmed may be set upon 
within sight of a droschky-stand and 
stripped ot every article he wears, in­
cluding shirt and small clothes. The 
droschky-dnvers will not give him a 
helping hand; they will rather start off 
altogether in a panic, lest they should 
be summoned to give evidence. As for 
the police, they hurry up afterward and 
make the despoiled man pay twice the 
value ot the things he has lost m fees 
for investigation. It is said that a per­
son influential enough to make himself 
unpleasant to the police gets back his 
lost property m no time—the police will 
even restore him the equivalent if they 
cannot recover the actual articles.— 
Pall Mall Gazette.

THE BLACK HILLS.
A  G loom y V iew  o f  A ffair*—S en sa tion *  

Suicide—In d ia n  C ru elties .

From an interesting letter in the Cin­
cinnati Enquirer from Deadwood City, 
Dakota, we make the following extracts :

I have met in Deadwood in one day at 
least three hundred men from the East 
who had not even a penny in their pock­
ets, nothing to pawn or sell, and whose 
only food waB that thrown to them by 
the hand ot charity, and charity doesn’t 
throw away much out here. None of 
them could get away, there was no work, 
it was starvation to remain, and their 
situation would have bothered old Di­
ogenes worse than the sneers of the 
boys did. I heard one of them say:

“ Twelve of us will agree to draw a 
loaded wagon to Bismarck if anyone 
will fodder us on the way; and we don’t 
ask for more than two meals per day, 
either !”

When a man offers to turn mule for 
less “ fodder” than mules get he wants 
to change locations pretty bad; and I 
was glad to hear that the offer shouted 
out by this man was accepted by a team­
ster who wanted to save his mules as 
much as possible.

On this same day, as I was resting in 
a camp on the outskirts of Deadwood, 
a jolly-faced man came along and asked 
for a job. He was told that every man 
was working for himself, and making 
mighty poor wages at that, when he re­
plied :

“ Gentlemen, I haven’t had one good 
meal in three weeks; I haven’t been able 
to get a day’s work; I’m dead broke; 
and the curtain is going to ring down on 
this tragedy right here and right now !”

He stepped around the fire, pulled a 
revolver from a miner’s belt, and then, 
retreating back a pace or two, he said:

“ Gentlemen, I ’m going to hell! I’ve 
starved around the Black Hills for three 
months, and if there is any bigger hell 
than this I’m envious to see i t ! Excuse 
me for wasting ammunition, but here I 
go—crack !”

He put the muzzle of the revolver to 
his forehead and never kicked after the 
report. No man rose up to restrain 
him. After a few minutes the owner of 
the revolver walked over and secured it, 
and, as he wiped a spot of blood, off the 
barrel, he growled out:

‘ ‘ Blast his eyes ! Why didn’t he jump 
over some cliff, or go out and let the In­
dians tickle him to death !”

H it is understood in the East that the 
Black Hills are clear of Indians that 
doesn’t prevent miners from losing their 
scalps almost daily. We have one of 
the strongest camps for miles around, 
but yet one man stands sentinel every 
night, onr rifles are always at hand, and 
there in no hour in the twenty-four when 
we feel safe. Indians fired into our 
camp only last week, and the sentinel 
fired upon sknlkers but a night or two 
since. The Hills are full of small bands 
and Indian scouts, and they never miss 
a chance to raise a scalp.

Eight or ten weeks ago, while six of 
ns were out after roots and bark for 
medicinal purposes, we came across a 
fresh evidence of the hellish cruelty of 
these “ poor down-trodden and heart­
broken ” Indians. Three miles from our 
camp and half a mile from the Deadwood 
trail, we found what had once been a 
human being. Some miner, trying to 
reach our camp, or some one going into 
town from some camp unknown to us, 
had here been overhauled by perhaps a 
dozen savages. There had been no 
struggle, and there webe no empty shells 
to show that a shot had been fired. He 
was perhaps overhauled there after a 
long chase, or had suddenly encountered 
the Indians and been overpowered. As 
near as we could make out they had first 
sliced off his ears. These we found 
pinned to a tree. They had then held 
his feet on a rock, taking each in turn, 
and deliberately mashed them to a pulp 
with the heads of their hatchejs. The 
man’s suffering must have been awful, 
but the fiends had only commenced. His 
fingers were then broken one by one, 
his nose cut off, his front teeth smashed 
out, and it is merciful to hope life had 
fled by that time. As we viewed the 
body, the scalp was torn from the head, 
the throat cut, each arm unjointed at the 
shoulder, the legs unjointed at the 
knees, the bowels ripped open and the 
eyes dug out. Even savage cruelty 
could go no further. Some men would 
have lorwarded the mutilated remains 
to Washington, care of the Cabinet, as 
proof of the great moral work thus far 
wrought by the Peace Commission; but 
we didn’t—we buried them.

A Three-Legged Dog.
A farmer in this county owns a dog 

which has been deprived by some means 
of one of his hind legs, and the “ hairy 
continuation of his spinal vetehrss.” 
He performs long journeys on his three 
remaining legs with all the apparent 
ease of his brother canines, and seems 
to suffer in nowise by his missing mem­
bers, except when trying to walk a pole 
across a creek, and then he has some 
difficulty m keeping his balance.— 
Crawford {Mo.) Union.

The True Story of Mazeppa.
Nearly everybody is familiar with the 

romantic version of tlie life of Mazeppa. 
The starch is entirely taken out of it by 
a correspondent of the New York 
Times, who recently visited the Rou- 
manian city of Galatz, where the Uk­
raine hero was burie*::

“ In the Church of St. Mary is to be 
seen the tomb of Mazeppa, the famous 
hetman ot the Cossacks, immor­
talized by Byron. His adventures, 
sung by the bard, were in reality 
much more commonplace than as 
we have learned to know them. 
Mazeppa was a young Cossack of the 
Ukraine, who, having been ennobled by 
the Russians, declined to pay his taxes. 
For this the local Governor, Count 
Talboski, ordered him to be stripped 
naked bv his servants and tied to the 
back of his own horse, with his head -to 
the animal’s tail. The horse was then 
flogged, pistols were discharged close to 
his ears, and after being thus excited 
he was turned loose. The road lead­
ing to Mazeppa’s house was a 
bridle path leading through the woods, 
which were particularly fertile in thorn 
hushes and wild pear trees, and the in­
furiated beast, accustomed to follow 
this route before, dashed off as soon as 
he was at liberty, homeward, where his 
master arrived, very much the worse for 
his journey. He had, however, enough 
strength leit to call for the gate-keeper, 
who recognized his voice, and opened 
the door, to clo“e it again immediately, 
to keep out what he supposed to be Ma­
zeppa’s ghost. At last other servants, 
recovering from their fear, came to his 
assistance and put him to bed, where he 
remained some months between life and 
death from the injuries he had received. 
When he recovered he exiled himself 
voluntarily to Poland, and, joining him­
self to the fortunes of Charles XII., was 
mortally wounded atPultowa, and, dying 
at Barnitza, his body was brought to 
and buried at Galatz.”

There is no drop, 
but in every case, I am told, the poor 
wretch dies just as those we saw did— 
that is to say, instantaneously, and ap- 
paiently with little pain, being, in fact, 
choked instead of having the neck 
broken.

TWEED’S CONFESSION.
The Boss Thiel Makes m Clemn Breast of

It, and " Gives Away ” His Fellow-Con-
•pirators.
The New York herald devotes three 

pages to the confession .of Tweed, which 
is certainly one of the most remarkable 
documents ever published, and which 
the Herald alleges is perfectly genuine. 
The confession begins with the following 
statement: “ For years Mr. Tweed has 
borne a burden of mental and physical 
punishment which others, with equal 
justice, should have shared; and younger 
men than he might well have succumbed 
to it. Up to this time no arguments 
could induce him to break the silence 
which, from the first, he has kept. He 
is now an old man, is suffering from a 
disease which his imprisonment but ag­
gravates, and he sadly needs rest from 
the mental strain to which he has so 
long been subjected. From his former 
companions in crime he feels himself 
isolated.

“ Mr. Tweed says that the first com­
bination was a political one, and com­
menced when John T. Hoffman was 
Mayor of New York, and was composed 
of Charles G. Cornell (Street Commis­
sioner), John T. Hoffman (Mayor), Peter 
B. Sweeney, Matthew T. Brennan, and 
William M. Tweed. These gentlemen 
were in the habit of dining together in 
the City Hall, in the keeper’s room, and 
there promised fidelity and devotion to 
each other.”

Indnstry and Stupidity of the Bulga­
rians.

Headquarters life, dreary as it is here, 
is likely to become drearier when we 
move nearer Plevna. The villages in 
this immediate vicinity mav be de­
scribed briefly as rich and dirty. The 
farmers have hundreds of stacks of grain 
in their yards and scarcely any article 
of furniture in their houses. The Bul­
garians strike me as a people who sit 
down hut little. Such a piece of furni­
ture as a chair is almost unknown among 
them. The beds in some of the cot­
tages are made of baked earth, arranged 
in the form of a shelf near a huge win­
dow, through which cool breezes blow; 
but in winter there is nothing to do but 
to retreat to a kind of cellar. It is to be 
hoped that one result of the advance of 
the Russians will be to farther the civ­
ilization of the people in this section. 
They have many virtues but no graces. 
The women are industrious beyond 
praise. If they walk from one village 
to another they twirl their distaffs all 
the way, and when their household du­
ties are over and they are talking by 
the fountains or in the little groves they 
are all busily knitting. They are ava­
ricious here, and that which seems most 
to annoy them is that they should be 
asked to yield up some part of their 
store, although, let it be understood, 
they are always well paid for everything 
that is taken. Some of them do not 
comprehend the value of money, and 
look stupidly at it when it is put into 
their hands. They have never made 
any effort to assemble stores for the 
Russians or to aid them in any way other 
way than by showing them the roads 
and warning them of the approach of 
the enemy. Sometimes, in despair, one 
feels like comparing them to the water 
buffaloes. Those noble animals appear 
to resent any attempt to make them de­
cent or lively as an insult to their moral 
character.—Edward King’s Letter to 
the Boston Journal.

MICHIGAN ITEMS.
—Mrs. J. 0. Stetson, of Marshall, 

died last week from an overdose of 
morphine.

—Hie city census just completed shows 
that the city of Port Huron contain* a 
total population of 8,191.

—The Grand Bapids pail and tub fac­
tory has the capacity of turning out 
3,000 pails and 1,000 tubs per day.

—The firm of Wright & Wakeman, 
proprietors of the Fenton woolen-mill, 
have made an assignment to J. M. Bar- 
rows.

—Leonard Robinson, of Flint, has 
been sentenced at Lapeer to seven years 
in the State prison, for passing counter­
feit money.

—In Detroit an ice-wagon ran over 
Willie Hamlin, the 14-year-old son of a 
miller named Philo H. Hamlin, killing 
him instantly.

—Michigan millers might just as well 
learn to grind Clawson wheat, for the 
greater part of the crop now growing is 
of that variety.

—The Detroit elevators are over­
stocked with wheat, and don’t know what 
to do with the carloads coming in. More 
storage is needed.

—It is said that recent examination 
of graves in the old potter’s field at 
Battle Creek reveals the fact that body- 
snatching has been made a business 
there.

—It is reported that a farmer named 
Solomon Springer, living in Cheshire, 
while out hunting, by some means shot 
himself in the jaw, inflicting a mortal 
wound.

—The assessed valuation of Bay ooun-
ty, as reported by the committee of the 
Board of Supervisors, is: Real estate, 
$2,767,269; personal property, $343,075; 
total, $3,110,344.

—At Hastings recently a 4-year-old 
child of Henry Anderson upset a lamp, 
thereby setting fire to its clothes, and 
burning its body to a crisp. The child 
died in ten minutes.

—Lieut. Henry W. Romeyn, of the Sev­
enth Cavalry, who was wounded in Gen. 
Miles’ desperate fight with the Chief Jo­
seph’s band, is a Michigan man, hailing 
from Lenawee county.

—The failures in Michigan for the 
first nine months *f 1876 were 442, with 
liabilities of $8,927,399; for the corre­
sponding period this year failures 
were 257, with liabilities of $6,369,642.

—Joseph Wilkinson, a brakeman on 
the Detroit and Milwaukee railroad, was 
run over last week one mile west of 
Ada and taken to Lowell, where he 
died. Both legs were broken below the 
knee.

—The United States Minister at Vi­
enna has sent to our State University 
library a work consisting of eighteen 
volumes, which contains a complete his­
tory of the frigate Novara’s cruise around 
the world.

—The Lansing Bepublican says that 
the main porch at the east entrance of 
the new Capitol is nearly complete and 
adds greatly to the beauty of the build­
ing. It is expected that the dome will 
be fully inclosed before the blasts of 
winter begin.

—Albert Kinney was cleaning out a 
well on the farm of Carlton Glasser, in 
Metamora, a few days since, and the 
bucket had been filled and drawn to the 
top of the well, when the chain broke 
and the bucket fell, striking Kinney on 
the head. He died of his injuries.

—A youth named O. R. Clark, of 
Grand Rapids, aged 15, while out hunt­
ing with two companions, was accident­
ally shot by one of them, and so badly 
injured that he died within fifteen min­
utes. The Coroner’s jury returned a 
verdict exonerating his companion who 
shot him.

—The Texas cattle-plague, or ticks, is 
killing off more cattle in the vicinity of 
Grand Rapids, having broken out in 
other herds in the neighborhood where 
it first appeared some weeks ago. It is 
now more alarming than it was at first, 
and threatens to spread indefinitely in 
that vicinity, as it has in Northern Ohio.

—William Maloy and John H. Car- 
son started in a sajl-boat for Prentiss 
bay, on the north shore, recently, but 
were carried by a storm out into Lake 
Huron, where Carson died of exposure, 
and his companion was afterward picked
up, in an exhausted condition and taken 
to Rogers City. The men belonged in 
Cheboygan.

—While Mrs. D. C. Reed, of Kalama­
zoo, was sitting in a carriage in the 
street the other day, a lunatic leaped in, 
and, seizing the whip and reins, drove 
off at a break-neck speed. With rare 
presence of mind she pretended to have 
dropped something, and, while he gal­
lantly stopped and got out to get it, she 
drove off, leaving her unwelcome escort 
to pursue the journey on foot.

—The Derby block, at East Saginaw, 
owned and occupied by John Derby, 
wholesale and retail grocer, took fire the 
other night, but was extinguished, al­
though the stock was badly damaged by 
water. O. N. Hosner, glove-maker, who 
occupied rooms on the second floor, lost 
his entire stock. His loss is $3,000 ; 
insured for $2,000. Loss to Derby’s 
stock about $3,500 ; fully insured.

—Esther Coffeer, a resident of Grand 
Rapids, was recently convicted in the 
Supreme Court of arson in the first de­
gree, in setting fire to and burning an 
inhabited dwelling in the night time, and 
was sentenced to the State prison for 
life. There are hut two other females 
under sentence for life in the State 
prison, both for murder, and Mrs. 
Coffeer is the first that has been so sen­
tenced for many years.

—Ai the session of tlie Grand Lodge 
of Good Template of Michigan, held at 
Kalamazoo last week, the progress of 
the work throughout the world, as shown 
by the report oi the Grand Worthy Chief 
Templar, is encouraging. In this State 
there is a working membership of 
15,000; 41 lodges were chartered last 
year ; amount received from all sources 
during the year, $4,177,75; expendi­
ture*, $3,260,86.

Plevna, the Turkish stronghold in 
Bulgaria, and Kars, near the frontier 
of Turkish Armenia, are rep'rted to 
be now completely invested by the 
Russians. The downfall of both cities 
is but a question of time, if the Rus­
sian cordon remains unbroken, but it 
is probable that extraorFnarv efforts 
will be put forth by the Turks to re­
lieve the beleaguered cities.

The Russian arniy.inA-ua is report­
ed to be still putsuing the retreating 
forces of Ghazi Mukhtat Pasha, hav­
ing advanced to Khorassan, on the 
road to Erzeroum. The Turkish Gen­
eral has taken position at Koprikoi, 
some forty miles east of Erzeroum. 
In the latter a panic prevails, conse­
quent upon fears of a siege, for 
which the inhabitants are preparing.

The Cincinnati Inquirer says the 
only way Mr. Hayes can carry out 
his policy is to step into the Demo­
cratic ranks as Andrew Johnson did. 
The thankfulness with which the party 
of reform receives every secession 
from the “old” and “corrupt” Re­
publican organization passes conq re- 
hension. There is no danger, how­
ever, that this invitation will be ac­
cepted'.

Honors are piling up for Stanley, 
the African Explorer. The King of 
Italy has presented him, through the 
Italian Geographical Society, with a 
special gold medal,]and the Imperial 
Geogtaphical Society of Austria has 
passed a resolution highly extolling 
his efforts. Lucky man, this Stanlej ! 
If he had not gone to Africa he might 
still be a reporter on some New York 
paper at g ij a week. He has deserv­
ed a’l he gets, and more too.

A legal question of some impor­
tance has arisen in Pennsylvania 
touching the authority of the Grand 
Jmy of Allegheny to compel Gov­
ernor Hartranft, the Adjutant Gener­
al, Secretary of State, and several 
military officials of the State, to ap­
pear before it and testify regarding 
the Pittsburg riota. The Attorney 
General denies jurisdiction, but at­
tachments have been issued against 
the offi:ers. The spirit of Commun­
ism appears to be rife in Pennsylva­
nia.

Those Senators and Representa­
tives at Washington who cannot have 
their own way in the matter of of­
ficial appointments, because the Ad­
ministration has a will of its own, and 
now, it is reported, advocating a 
change ii the Cabinet which involves 
the removal of Secretanes Schurz and 
Evarts and Postmaster General Key. 
But the President’ friends say that he 
will neidier change his policy nor his 
Cabinet. The inference is that the 
malcontents will have nothing left to 
do but to submit. x

The President has once more inter­
preted his order to office holders. He 
says this time that it has been misun­
derstood. En passant, it may be ob­
served that this seems to be the great­
est trouble with the President’s acts 
—continual explanations being neces­
sary in order to enable the people to 
understand what they mean. How­
ever, this time the President says the 
famous order was not designed to de­
prive office holders of rights enjoyd 
in common with other citizens to take 
part in politics after nominations had 
been made, but was intended to keep 
the machine politician from excercis- 
ing his arts on conventions, it is to 
b* hoped that this is the last time Mr. 
Iliyes will have to explain this or­
der.

Speaker Randall has stabled his 
circus nags, on which lie rode into 
power, Hon, A. H. Stephens is feed­
ing them saw-dust mash and Throck­
morton is rubbing them down with 
hand-saws.

Detroit will have a city election 
next week, and there are four tickets 
i« the field—Republicans, Democrat­
ic.

Third Assistant Postmaster Gener­
al Hazen has completed the estimates 
of appropriations for the expenditure 
of his office the next fiscal year. They 
aggregate $905 000, as against $1 , 
150,000 appropriated for the present 
year, a decrease of $246,000 or about 
21 [ er cent.

The countrymen of New Jersey are 
reported as disliking Gen. McClellan 
because he is rmt a tesident of that 
State and has drawn money as a New 
York official. That seems a very 
good reason why he should not be 
Governor; but they ought to remem­
ber that, as a matter of common char­
ity, the General should be allowed, 
as a citizen, to do what he failed to 
do as a soldier—capture an} thing.

It is reported fromWashington that 
a peaceful arrangement with Mexico, 
as a prelude to a recognition of Diaz 
as President of that Republic, bids 
fair to be formally completed between 
the Mexican Government and Minis­
ter Foster. Matar’s retirement from 
Washington, as Mexican Minister, is 
not inconsistent with this, as the 
State Department could not nego­
tiate with him at all without recogniz­
ing the Diaz Government. Minister 
Foster, however, may forward a pro­
ject lor a treaty to which Diaz binds 
himself by sigmture, ancf then the re­
cognition of the de facto Mexican 
President may be at once accompan- 
plished, and the treaty sent to the 
Senate. The warlike talk in Texas 
indicates a local, not a national, 
view.

Our Washington Letter.

A Shocking Case.—In Pennsylva­
nia there is a man under sentence of 
death for poisoning his father,mother, 
brother, and sister. He is subject to 
ep leptic fits, and the doctors are div- 
iiedonthe question of his sanity. 
Therefore, as the dispatch says,“final 
action on his case is anxiously await­
ed.” We should think it might be. 
Here is a man with every evidence of 
being an incapable person under sen 
tence of death for the commission of 
an extraordinary and monstrous 
crime. On the face there is every 
evidence of his insanity, but because 
some of the examining, doctors have 
rheir doubts, it is possible that the 
unfortunate man will be hanged. 
Capital punishment is bad enough 
wfien the prisoner's guilt is undoubted 
and his nfental equ librium undisturb­
ed, but with si»ch a case as this it is 
shocking that there tbould be any 
hesitation.

W ashington, D C., Oct S t, 1877.
Jt does not appear to have been intended to 

make public the opinions expressed by several 
Republican members of Congress informally 
gathered at Secretary Shermans’ on Friday 
evening, but inadv crtently or otherwise, suffi­
cient has leaked out to arouse curiosity. While 
there was a general coincidence of view* as to 
the suicidal cha-actei of any attempt to undo 
what has been irrevocably accomplished in the 
Southern premises, the purpose to oppose any 
sacrifice of Republican principles to the unrea­
sonable demands of Bourbon democracy is said 
to hav e been practically unanimous, and the 
hostility to the spm tofthe  P iesiient’s civil 
service order,as gencially understood, wasquite 
a pronounced. But the President is reported 
to ha\ e said that it has been misunderstood, 
that it was the farthest from his intentions to 
attempt any abndgement ot the rights of citi­
zen-hip, but only to correct certain abuses that 
hal grown up among a class of officials in pos­
se slon ot the paity machinery, which practical­
ly nullified rights and privileges guaranteed by 
the lavs and Constitution to every American 
citLen.

The business that rendered the present con­
vening of Congress necessary is waiting Mr. 
RandaH’s designation of the Committees so ih it 
it may be properly referred, and it is intim ited 
that he has somewhat delayed their announce 
ment, hoping to ascertain more definitely

F urnishing T he  N ew  C apitol .—The 
governor, board of state auditors, and 
boaid of state buifdiug commissioneis 
held a joint meeting m tins city last 
week, commencing on Monday evening 
and continuing until Wednesday,—the 
business befoie them being the furnishing 
of the new capital, as piovuled by acts 
135 and 148 of thelg,ws of 1877. Repre­
sentatives from the piincipal manufac- 
tuers of gas fixtuies in N°w York and 
Philadelphia met with the commission, 
ana a plan was agieed on far the compe­
tition in furnishing this class of goods. 
An advertisement will be issued—prob­
ably at the next meeting of the commis­
sion—soliciting samples or chandeliers, 
brackets, etc , with sealed lists of prices 
of each, to be submitted in January. 
The commissioners w ill then compare the 
various samples, and, as requited by the 
act, make such collections as they shall 
consider for the best interest of the state 
In the mean time the secretary is prepar­
ing a schedule af the vaiions apartments 
in the building, showing the size of each 
and the pui pose far which it is to be 
used, and the raiiuus departments are 
prepaiing estimates of the furniture ana 
fixtures for tlieii several offices. All of 
the furmtuie in the old capital aud tem- 
poraiy state offices, which can be made 
use of, will be placed in the new com­
mittee rooms and basement offices or 
elsewhere, as deemed suitable; aud the 
principal offices and chambers will be 
newly furnished, in a style conesponding 
with t e ch.uactei of the building —Lan- 
sinq Republican.

The Post a or Stamp Sales Fund.— 
The bill intr*ducdd by Senator Edmunds, 
to prevent abuses in the sale of postage 
stamps and stamped envelopes, provides 
that no Postmastei or Deputy Posfmaster, 
or other person intrusted by the* United 
States, the Post Office Department, or 
the Postmaster General, with postage 
stamps or stamped envelopes, shall sell 
or dispose of the same otherwise than in 
the regular course of official business, 
at their face value, and for cash on de 
livery. It also provides that any post­
master or other petson who shall violate 
the proyisions of the preceding section 
shall be deemed guilty of embezzlement, 
and shall, on conviction thereof, he pun­
ished by a fine not exceeding $1,030, or 
by imprisonment not exceeding one year, 
or both said punishments, in the discre­
tion of the court. In conclusion, the 
bill requires the following affidavit to be 
subscribed and attached by postmasters 
and deputy postmasters to each of the 
regular quarterly returns: “I do solemn­
ly swear (or affirm) that I have not, since 
making my last quarterly return, disposed 
of any of the postage stamps or stamped 
envelopes in my charge tor sale, other­
wise than in pursuance of law.”

We were indeed ignoiaut of 
the tact that the columns of that Journal 
would be open for anybody to reply to 
what they consider an advertisement in 
disguise, and appearances seem to justify 
sur opinion. We also knew that the edi­
tor was partial and prejudiced, and furth­
ermore there is not a copy of his, paper 
coming to this locality, and tf he feels 
aggrieved because we did not answer his 
insinuations in his own piper, here are 
•ur simple reasons for not doing so- He 
has proved himself in the articles above l e- 
fei red to, to be not only inexcusably ig­
norant, but prejudiced and calumnious, 
lie his also forgotten the fellowmg in­
junction—if ' he ever knew it—“Thou 
shalt not bear false witness against thy 
neigh her.”

Mr. John Thomas and “Siatemaker” 
are not one and the same person, aud Mr. 
Thomas wasnot discharged from the em­
ploy of the company, but left of his owm 
freewill and aceoid. The assertions ot 
the Mining Journal to thecontnry not­
withstanding. The same Journal also 
disclaims any intention of casting reflec­
tions upon the character and ability of 
Mi-. Thomas, but takes good care not to 
mention upon whom he meant to cast 
them. We would consider those ai tides 
as .reflecting Upon every siatemaker in 
this locality only for the fact that we 
know the source from where they origi­
nate.

He displays considerable effrontery in 
the following words: “We were dis­
posed to be charitable towards those who 
originally opened the quarry and ascribe 
their mistakes to natural errors of judg­
ment.” The gentleman that wrote that 
Quotation, did he live in any of the 
countnes where wai is raging at the pres­
ent time, would be apt to And himself 
transformed into a brass pounder through 
the process of confiscation, superinduced 
by the amount of brass on his face. We 
will only quot his own woids to demon­
strate how incapable he is of judging 
where to locate these mistakes, or what 
to ascribe them to, for instance, “We 
may be inexcusably ignorant in regard to 
slate-quanies and tlie mode of woikiug 
them.” “It is probable that its (Mai- 
quette Journal) editor may have been mis­
taken in some of tli* particular men­
tioned by that gentleman in thefHancock 
Journal" “Oar remarks in reference to 
the difference inchiractei and formation 
of the Huron Bay slate beds and those 
of Wales were based on hear-say and 
wl.at we had re id, and not upon personal 
knowledge.” “We may hive uninten­
tionally done him (Mr. Thomas) injus­
tice.”

We are not in tlie least disposed to be 
charitable towaids this individual for 
coming out to acknowledge that which 
he could no longer conceal, for certainly 
it reuuires but a very small amount of 
brains for anybo ly that will take the 
trouble to read hn aiticlcs to discover 
that he is inexcusably ignorant in regard 
to slate aud slatem iking.

In contra-distinction to liis hum >Ic con­
fession we find the following bombast in 
the same columns- “But we apprehend 
that the shareholders will hold us justified 
in refusing to take lessons fiom any ot 
their former superintendents.” He is 
certaiuly a wonderful man, charitable 
with that which he does not possess, and 
with becoming modesty refusing that 
which is not offered to him. Neverthe 
less wre are inclined to believe that the 
shareholders would hold him justified in 
refusing to take anything from their pres­
ent superintendents, although he would 
do well, before he undertakes to wiite 
any more editorials reguding slates, to 
take lessons from anybody that he might 
chance to meet, able aud willing! to in­
struct him. The slatemakers in this 
place are experienced men, undei stand 
their business and keep within due 
bounds towards all men, and if that edi­
tor wishes to prop up ignoiant and in­
competent superintendents, he ffiould do 
so without casting reflections upon any ot 
us. But should he teel inclined to come 
out again on the same line of attack, we 
will consider it our duty to treat him in 
the same manner as the preacher treated 
Ephraim when he took foi liis text these 
words: “Ephraim is a cake not lurued,” 
By turning 1dm firstly, “back side be­
fore,” secondly. ‘ upside down,” and 
thirdly, “inside out.” We do not wish to 
put the editorial gentlemen through all 
these gymnastic movements at present, 
for the simple reason that we would have 
to make disclosures that would effect the 
interests of gentlemen interested in the 
Huron Bay Slate and Iron Company who 
are entirely innocent of any participation 
in the supercilious articles in the Mining 
Journal. We would certainly not wish 
to meet thataigumentative gentleman on 
his favorite grounds, and although he has 
invaded our province, he has y et to learn 
that our resources iu the shape of materi­
al evidence to our assertions aud'to dis­
prove what he ̂ asserts are as solid and 
exhaustible as the slate rock of Huron 
Bay.

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T H E  J N T E W S .
r h e  Wax' In tlxe E ast.

According to Russian official bulletins, 
Mukhtar Pasha was decisively defeated on the 
15th, and the Turkish army utterly destroyed 
as a fighting body. A Russian division 
turned Mukhtar’s right, and Gen. Heyman, 
with 10,000 infantry, carried Olva-Tope, the 
kov of the Turkish position, by assault, cutting 
the Turkish army in two. The center and 
left wing, under Mukhtar himself, retreated 
upon Ka-s, pursued by Gen. Heyman and 
harassed m flank by Gen. Lazareff, but suc­
ceeded in gaining the cover of the fortifica­
tions after a fearful rout, during which the 
Turks lost a great number in killed and 
wounded, several thousand prisoners, and 
four guns. Three divisions, constituting 
the Turkish right, had meantime been sur­
rounded and attacked, and driven from their 
fortified camp with great loss. Finally a rem­
nant of this portion of Mukhtar’s army sur­
rendered with thirty-two guns and a great 
quantity of material. Among the persons 
captured are seven Pashas. Mukhtar Pasha is 
at Kars. The Russian losses are stated to be 
relatively light.

The bombardment of Plevna has recom­
menced along the whole line, and a decisive ac­
tion is imminent. It is stated that Osman 
Pasha’s communications with Sophia have 
been cut.

As additional particulars are received of 
the battle of Oct. 15 the magnitude of the 
Russian victory and the disastrous extent of 
the Turkish defeat become apparent. It is 
now estimated that the Russians captured 
thirty-two battalions of infantry, four biigades 
of artillery, 100 officers and 2,000 horses, be­
sides an enormous quantity of military stores 
and provisions. The Turkish loss from all 
sources is stated by the Russians to be 16,000 
men.

The Russians in Armenia are rapidly taking
vantage of their recent success. An Erze- 

roum dispatch reports that the investment of
ars has already begun, and the Russians are 

also said to have occupied Prenek, a strategic 
point in that vicimty. Mukhtar’g defeat has 
necessitated a change in the entire Turkish 
scheme of operations in Asia Minor, the aux­
iliary force under command of Ismail Pasha 
having been at once removed to a safer position 
on the heights of Zar, as Roon as information 
of the disaster of last week reached that com­
mander. Infantry reinforcements to the 
number of 10,000 have been added to the 
forces before Plevna, and everything point! 
to the early renewal of active operations there.

The Russian losses since the beginning of 
the war in killed and wounded, up to Oct. 11, 
are stated by a Russian journal to be 50,434.

A Russian official dispatch reports that in 
one of their assaults on the 19th the Rou­
manians entered and occupied the second 
Gravitza redoubt before Plevna, but during 
the evening the. redoubt was recaptured by 
the Turks. A telegram dated Poeredin, the 
20th, says the Roumanians captured the re­
doubt on the 19th after three vigorous as­
saults, but during the night the Turks, col­
lecting all their forces, recaptured it after a 
most sanguinary contest.

Suleiman P asha telegraphs that the Rus­
sians have incorporated 18,000 Bulgarians into 
their army, and that he expects to be attacked. 
He has intrenched himself so as to cover Rust- 
chuk.

Aarif Pasha, the new Turkish Ambassador 
to Pans, is instructed to state immediately on 
his arrival the terms on which Turkey would 
make peace if the powers wish to mediate.

In consequence of Mukhtar Pasha’s disaster, 
all the troops m Constantinople have been sent 
hastily to Trebizond. Achmet Eyoub Pasha 
has gone to take command at Erzeioum.

The attack made by the Roumanians on the 
second Gravitza redoubt at Plevna on the 18th 
is said to have been of a very desperate char­
acter. The assailants m the first attempt were 
dnven back with heavy loss before reaching 
the work. In the second assault the Rou­
manian force, consisting of two battalions, 
succeeded in reaching the Turkish trenches, 
where a fearful hand-to-hand encounter en­
sued. which lasted for an hour. At the end 
of that time the assailants, becoming hard 
pressed, were obliged to retire with a loss in 
killed and wounded of more than half of their 
number.

A correspondent at Biela reports that the 
Czarowitch is pushing toward Rasgrad, leaving 
one corps m front of Rustchuk.

Russia has ordered the mobilization of all 
the Cossacks not yet in active service. These 
will amount to ninety-one regiments.

G eneral F o re ig n  News.
The lost “ needle ” has been recovered near 

the coast of Spain.
It is stated that the French Cabinet will not 

resign owing to the result of the recent elec­
tions.

An idea of the mode of warfare conducted by 
the Spanish Bashi-Bazouks m Cuba is afforded 
by a Havana dispatch, which recites that a 
Spanish column recently “ surprised” a party of 
insurgents numbering thirty, of whom fifteen 
were killed outright, and “ the rest wounded.” 
Among the killed wore Senor Machido, Presi­
dent of the Cuban Chambers, and Senor Lar- 
rua, insurgent Secretary of War.

A Spanish column near Holquin has capt­
ured the President of the Cuban republic, Sec­
retary of the Cuban Chambers, and several 
other members of that body.

P e r s o n a l ,

Gen. Grant is still in England, but will prob­
ably soon take a trip to France, now that the 
elections are over.

It is decided to appoint John Baxter, of 
Knoxville, Tenn., Judge of the Sixth Circuit 
Court of the United States, in place of Judge 
Emmons, deceased. This circuit embraces 
Ohio, Michigan, Kentucky and Tennessee.

Senator Blaine has been suddenly called 
home by a serious accident to his daughter. He 
s paired with Senator Kernan.

Mrs. Gilman, the wife of the New York 
insurance-scrip forger, is hopelessly insane, and 
has been taken to an asylum.

Gen. Grant has arrived in France, where he 
is being entertained in a splendid maimer.

G eneral.
The Triennial National Council of the Con- 

regational Churches in the United States met 
at Detroit last week, with more than 250 dele­
gates in attendance. Ex-Gov. William B. 
Washburn, of Massachusetts, was elected Mod­
erator.

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers 
of the United States met at Boston a few days 
ago, with 140 delegates present.

The 100th anniversary of Burgoyne’s sur­
render was celebrated at Schuylerville, N. Y., 
on the 17th, on which occasion orations were 
delivered* by the Hon. Horatio Seymour and 
George Willum Curtis. A vast concourse of 
people were present.

The bee-keepers of the United States were 
in annual session at New York last week.'

The National Hide and Leather Dealers 
held an interesting meeting at New York last 
week.

The eleventh anniversary of the organization 
of the Grand Army of the Republic was cele­
brated on the grounds of the International 
Exhibition, at Philadelphia, on the 18th. Gov. 
Hartranft and Gen. McClellan occupied prdtu- 
ment places. There were in the line, besides 
the home posts, delegations from Pittsburgh, 
Altoona and Allegheny City.

Susan B. Anthoni has been elected to the 
office of constable m Moosemen’s distuct m 
Colorado.

Orders have been issued to stop the coinage 
of trade dollars at the United State mints for 
private depositors. D.rectoi Lmderman is of 
the opinion that the profit of this coinage, if it 
is continued, should go into the treasury, and 
not into the pockets of private persons.

A long and tedious fight between Gov. 
Hartranft and the Grand Juij, wherein the 
point at issue was the liability of the Gov­
ernor to appear and testify relative to the July 
riots, has been decided against the authorities, 
and they are mstiiicted to appear forthwith.

Court.

Fix-os and  C asualties.
The steamer Olga has arrived at Falmouth, 

Eng., and reports that she was compelled to 
abandon the Cleopatra obelisk off Cape Fmeos- 
terre, during a tremendous gale. The 
crew on the craft which contained the 
obelisk were transferred to the Olga, but not 
until the Olga had lost her second mate and 
five hands in her endeavor to rescue them.

A collision at sea caused the sinking of the 
steamer Knapton Hall, of London, with the 
loss of twelve lives.

The Oswego Falls (N. Y.) woolen mills were 
partially burned the other day. Loss, $400,- 
000 ; fully insured.

A disastrous fire broke out on the 20th inst. 
m Portland, a suburb of the city of St. John. 
It was first discovered in Acadia stieet, and 
was of incendiary origin, according to the be­
lief of best judges. Over 200 houses, occupied 
mostly by w orking people, have been destroyed, 
and over 3,000 persons are rendered homeless. 
The burnt district extends from Acadia street 
to Portland, along Chase street and back to 
Acadia, then to Main. Both sides of Chappell 
street are in mins. Among the buildings de­
stroyed are tne Methodist Church and Tem­
perance Hall. G. A. Baxter, a ship carpenter, 
was burned to death. The loss by the fire is 
estimated at over $300,000, with insurance of 
about $80,000

The steamer George Appo’.d, cotton-laden, 
took fire off Savannah,|Ga., recently. The ves­
sel was scuttled.

High Blantyre, a village a shoit distance 
from Glasgow, Scotland, wab the scene of a 
fearful mine explosion, which blotted from 
the roll of the living the names of some 400 
helpless creatures imprisoned m the bowels of 
the earth. The shock of the explosion is said 
to have been most calamitously effective, but 
one person lu the mine at the time escaping 
therefrom.

An old gun-barrei, which had been loaded 
by three sons of William Downey, of Pitts­
field, Mass., exploded, killing two of the boys 
and tearing off the hand of the other.

Four persons floating down the Mississippi 
in skiffs were drowned the other night near 
St. Louis. The steamer Grand Duke ran them 
down.

The auditorium of Wood's Museum, at Chi­
cago, was recently burned out, and the museum 
proper somewhat scorched. The less is m the 
vicinity of $50,000.

Tlxe Sittixis Hull Ooxixioll.
The United States Commission appointed to 

confer with Sitting Bull and his band in regard 
to a peaceful settlement of then grievances 
has failed to bring them to terms. The chief 
was implacable and bitter in his expressions, 
and disdainfully and abruptly refused to ac­
cept the oveitnres of the commission. ToMaj. 
Walsh, before the conference, he stated that, 
while he would consent to meet the commission, 
•‘he had no confidence m the President or in 
any of the subordinate American officials who 
were wont to resort to traps the Indians would 
scorn to employ, and whose word of honor was 
often given merely to deceive and betray. He 
hated the Americans because their general 
principle or spirit was had; because they made 
treaties but to break them ; because their Gov­
ernment aided dishonest officials to swindle and 
maltreat his people, and because their inten­
tion was to kill off the Indian by inhuman wars, 
starvation and pillage. His hatred of them no 
BOft words or pretty promises could remove. 
He would curse them while he lived, and hoped 
himself to be cursed if he died without 
striking back.” When the commission and 
the savages were brought together, Gen. 
Terry addressed the latter briefly, stating 
that the commission came with instructions to 
make a lasting peace, that the Great Father at 
Washington desired that all hostilities should 
cease, for the sake of the red man as well as 
the white, that in case of their return a free 
pardon would he given for all their past acts, 
and closed with an invocation to the Indians to 
come back, give up their arms and ammunition, 
and hvc peaceably on a reservation. Sitting 
Bull replied as follows:

“ For sixty-four years you have kept me and 
my people, and treated us bad. What have we 
done that you should want us ? We have done 
nothing. It is the people of your side that 
have started us to do ail these depredations. 
We could not gc anywhere else, so we took ref­
uge m this country of the British. It was on 
this side of the country that we learned to 
shoot, and that is the reason I came back to it 
again. Why do yon come here ? In the fii st 
place I did not give you the country; but yon 
followed me from one place to another, so I 
had to leave and come over to this country. I 
did not give you any country, hut you took it 
away from us. I was born and raised m this 
country, with the Red river half-breeds, and I 
intend to stop with them. I was raised hand-in- 
hand with Red river half-breeds, and we are 
going over to that part of the country, and that 
is the reason why I have come over here. 
[Shaking hands with the British officers, he 
proceeded'] That is the way I was raised in the 
hands of these people, and that is the way I 
intend to be with them. You have got ears to 
hear, and you have got eyes to see, and you 
see how I hve with these people. You see me. 
Here I am. If you think I am a fool, you are 
a bigger fool than I am. This house is a medi­
cine house. You come here to tell us lies, but 
we don’t want to hear them. I don’t wish any 
such language used to me, that is to tell me 
such lies m my great mother’s house. Don’t 
yon say two words more. Go back home 
where you came from. This country is mine, 
and I intend to stay here and to raise this 
country full of growD people. See, these people 
here were raised with them [again shaking 
hands with 'the British officers]. That is 
enough. See me shaking hands with tnese 
people. The part of the country you gave me 
you run me out of. I have now come here to 
stay with these people, and I intend to stay 
here. I wish you to go back and to take it easy 
going back. ’

Other chiefs followed in about the same 
strain. After all had spoken who desired, Gen. 
Terry asked the following questions: “Shall 
we say to the President that you refuse the 
offers that he has made to- you ? Arc we to 
understand from what you have said that you 
refuse those offers ?”

Sitting Bull, without rising from the floor, 
said in reply : “ I could tell you more, but that 
is all I have to tell you. If we told you moi e 
you would not pay any attention to it. That is 
all I have to say. This part of the country 
does not belong to your people. You belong 
to the other side. This side telongs to us.’’ 
Sitting Bull inquired whether the commission 
had anything more to say, and was told they 
had not. The Indians then filed slowly out of 
the room, and the farce was at an end.

GENIUS DIRT CHEAP.

T h e  T ruth  o f  H isto r y .
[From the New York World.]

A monument is erecting in Schoharie 
county to record the Virtues and exalted 
patriotism of David Williams, one of the 
three men who arrested Maj. Andre in 
the year 1780 as he was going to New 
York with papers from Gen. Benedict 
Arnold to Gen. Clinton, who Was then 
in command of the British forces. Prom 
that day to this Williams, Paulding and 
Van Wart have had the credit of acting 
solely from lofty motives; they spurned 
the offers of money which were made to 
them by Maj. Andre to permit him to 
escape; they loved their country more 
than gold, and yet there are stories told 
about them winch place their action in 
an entirely different light from tliis. It 
may be true that our historians may have 
not dealt justly With them, and that, like 
many other monuments which tell the 
glories of dead men, the monument 
which stands to their memory at Tarry- 
town and the one which is rising in 
Schoharie to David Williams do not ad­
here strictly to the truth. The word 
“ tramp ” has but lately coine into Use in 
America, but old men who hve in Scho­
harie county and know “ Dave Williams” 
by tradition, say that he at least of the 
three famous patriots was in effect neither 
more nor less than a tramp, and the story 
runs that his two companions in arms 
were as bad as he. This is very sad to 
think of, and if it be true we will not be 
inclined to think better of tramps there­
for, any more than onr appreciation of 
the moral and intellectual condition of 
geese is heightened by the remembrance 
that once by their cackling they saved 
the lofty city of Rome.

This new story of an ancient deed is 
that, as Paulding, Williams and Van 
Wart were one day sitting under a tree 
near Tarrytown, enjoying a game at 
cards, they saw a well-dressed gentleman 
riding along the road, and were struck 
with the happy thought that as the place 
was lonely it would be profitable to rob 
the solitary horseman. “They at once 
unhorsed him, took him into the woods 
and proceeded to plunder him. In his 
stockings they found, not the desired 
money, but important papers which they 
saw it would be to their interest to trans­
mit to Government. They did not, as 
they should have done, take their pris­
oner at once to a superior officer as one 
who had failed to give a satisfactory ac­
count of himself; it was only when they 
discovered that his watch and the money 
about him were of less value than their 
living prize would be should they turn 
him over to the authorities that they be­
came patriotic. According to this ac­
count, they were therefore mere free­
booters. Tneir inestimable services to 
the country had their source, so far as 
their authors are concerned, in sheer ras­
cality. Good came from their evil, it is 
true, but the moral quality of their ac­
tion is not such as to entitle them to 
monuments and praise.

A Tramp’s Terrible Rifle.
A tramp who arrived here a few days 

ago from the West gives his experience 
in dead-heading it over the Union Pa­
cific from Cheyenne to Green river, on 
the Jarrett & Palmer train, by climbing 
upon the roof of a coach. He says that 
from Cheyenne to Sherman he rather en­
joyed the ride, but that between Sher­
man and Green river his experience was 
one never to be forgotten. The rapid 
movement of the train and the rocking 
of tlie coach forced him to wind his arms 
and legs around a stovepipe and hang 
on for dear hie. His hat flew off early 
in the ordeal, and aftei the train left this 
city he was discovered by the engineer, 
who began throwing a heavy shower of 
cinders, but so rapid was the movement 
of the tram that the heaviest ones mere­
ly cut through his clothes like bullets, 
while the lighter sparks passed above 
him. His coat-tails flapped so hard that 
he realized that he must part with them, 
but he dared not loosen a hand to tuck 
them under him, and they were soon 
tom off to blow away. Although he 
managed to keep his face behind the pipe 
nearly all the time, he was frequently 
struck m the face by flying cinders, so 
that when he reached Green river his 
face and neck were very badly cut and 
scratched. So great was the poor tramp’s 
fear of being thrown off and killed that 
this, added to the terrible strain of hang­
ing to the pipe by main strength for so 
long a distance, and the intense suffer­
ing from the wounds inflicted by the 
cinders, caused his hair to turn gray, 
and when he climbed down at Green 
liver he looked like a man who had seen 
fitty instead of twenty-two summers.— 
Cheyenne Leader,

Analysis of Petroleum.
Anything in relation to petroleum is 

presumed to be interesting at the pres­
ent time, and for this reason it may not 
be out of place to notice that the chem­
ical constituents of rock oil are carbon 
and hydrogen, generally ninety parts 
carbon and ten paits hydrogen, by 
weight. The proportions form about an 
equal bulk, carbon being heavy while 
hydrogen is light and volatile. Origin­
ally, they both existed as gases, and by 
their union they foim protocarburet of 
hydrogen, which, being condensed,forms 
naphtha, or light volatile oil, and, after 
the escape of a portion of hydrogen, the 
product is heavy petroleum. By a fur­
ther escape of hydrogen, the product be­
comes more solid, as bitumen, pitch or 
asphaltum, the highest stages ot con­
densation being cannel, bituminous and 
anthracite coal. The diamond is the 
purest state ef solidified carbon, and is 
probably a crystalization of carbonic 
acid gas, unadulterated by hydrogen. 
Coal oil is artificially produced by con­
verging coal into gas, adding a proper 
equivalent of hydrogen and then con 
densing the gas. Iron, sulphuric acid 
and water, when placed in contact, give 
off hydrogen gas. Burning charcoal 
gives off carbonic acid gas. Mix these 
gases m proper proportion, subject them 
to heat under confinement, then allow 
the heated gas to escape through water, 
and the condensation will produce car­
bon oil on the surface of the water, but 
it will cost about ten dollars a gallon, 
even if you get through without an ex­
plosion.—Osceola Reveille.

The two men met, and in a 
friendly manner talked the matter over, 
and each felt that no one was to blame 
for the circumstances. The parties 
agreed, however, to leave the wife for a 
few days, and at an appointed hour and 
moment the three should meet and the 
wife should dfecide whose wife sue would 
be. The decision was to be final, and 
the man not received should leave the 
vicinity. With this arrangement each 
complied. The decisive moment, the 
important time arrived, and the woman 
decided that he who had been her first 
Uusband should be her last. The other 
procured his divorce and left for other 
pits.

A Murderous Tramp.
A tramp called at a house in Roxbury 

and ordered a cooked breakfast. When 
he had finished eating he asked the lady 
what he should pay.

He then 
opened Ms sachel as if to get some 
money, took out a pistol, and pointed it 
toward her, and asked her if she would 
take her pay that way.

Officer Wyant’s dog 
stopped the tramp’s progress, who shot 
at the dog but missed him. By this time 
the officer had got within six feet of the 
villain, who shot at him, the ball enter­
ing his right lung, and fatally wounding 
Mm .—Hartford (Ct.) Post.

Curious Judgment in Bengal.
A somewhat startling and rather curi­

ous judgment was recently delivered by 
a Sessions Judge m one of the Bengal 
districts. Four persons were brought 
betore him on a charge of murder, and 
were duly convicted; but m passing sen­
tence the Judge apparently found him­
self m a difficulty. “ There is no 
doubt,” said he, “ that all four are 
guilty of murder, and are, therefore, 
liable to be hanged; but I do not think 
it is necessary for four lives to be taken 
for one, but that one case of capital pun­
ishment will be enough for example!” 
Although, in addition to this, ne said 
further on that “ all four seem to have 
been equally active, ’ yet he concluded 
by sentencing the apparently oldest and 
strongest of the prisoners to death, and 
the other three to imprisonment for life. 
On an appeal to the High Court the sen­
tence was not confirmed. Yet such is 
the reading of the law by some of the 
Indian Judges.

Saving-Bank Failures in New York.
Eighteen savings banks failed in New 

York city between November, 1871, and 
September, 1877, and the affairs of none 
of them are yet wound up. The worst 
failure was that of the Third Avenue 
Bank, which will not pay more than 25 
per cent, on its deposits of $1,500,000; 
the other end of the line is represented 
by the Guardian, which has already paid 
95 cents on the dollar. The aggregate 
deposits of the eighteen banks were 
$9,000,000, and the number of depositors 
was 39,691.

Another batch of inventions was sold 
by auction yesterday at the rooms of 
George W. Keeler, Liberty and Nassau 
streets. There Was a good attendance, 
but only a few rights changed hands, the 
valuo placed on them by the inventors 
being In most instances greater than that 
accorded them by the public. Among 
the curious and useful articles offered 
Were the following: A sort of double 
pocket divided by a deceptive flap for 
the purpose of deluding pickpockets; an 
automatic, self-regulating windmill, war­
ranto! to keep out of the way of violent 
storms; a treadmill arrangement for sift­
ing the dirt from potatoes while harvest­
ing; a stair-carpet fastener that prevents 
the carpet from wear ; an improved 
clothes-line with a traveler-rope attach­
ment; an improved card and game table, 
with a little dial m each flap whereby 
each player is enabled to keep score for 
himself; a device to turn car awnings 
into “ advertising mediums;” an im­
proved egg-holder; an improved dish­
washer j a lounge capable of being “ con­
verted into several articles of household 
use;” an improved slop-pail; an “ im­
provement” which consists of attaching 
rollers to the chimes of barrels in order 
tb facilitate their removal from place to 
place; a portable wash-stand, with a 
tank and pump for filling the bowl; an 
atmospheric chum-dasher, warranted to 
churn in less than three minutes; a new 
device for fastening shoes by drawing an 
invisible string; an improvement m 
weather strips, in connection with which 
the owner offers “ $100 for every drop 
of water that can be forced through by a 
steam fire engine;” a tobacco pipe in two 
parts, hinged together at the bottom for 
convenience in cleaning; a kerosene- 
lamp trimmer; a new method of steering 
vessels; an improved spoon ; a machine 
to operate switches and signals from the 
locomotive or cais while in motion; an 
instrument for licking postage-stamps 
and the gummed surface of envelopes or 
labels, and tor cleaning and drying pens; 
a machine for putting out the car stove 
in case of a railroad accident, and an im­
proved air-tight “ individual vault or 
grave.” None of these, however, aroused 
much enthusiasm, except the potato- 
harvester and the dish-washer, which 
brought $200 and $35 respectively. An 
improved trotting sulky (Canada patent] 
went off at $100. A new combination 
lock sold for $650. One of several auto­
matic car-couplings offered brought $150. 
A cotton and corn planter, warranted to 
plant from eight to ten acres per day 
and do the work well, was sacrificed at 
$50. An apparatus for removing snow 
from railroads and a detective clock for 
steam boilers were passed. A new sten­
cil-cutting machine sold for $60, and a 
fire-escape, consisting ot a drum to be 
mounted on a root with a chain ladder 
which unwinds, for $1,000. A portable 
elevator that “ can be placed on a cellar 
stairway or other support and easily op­
erated by one or two persons ” went for 
$350. An improvement in lard presses 
to provide for readily moving the pressed 
cake ot meat scraps from which the oil 
or lard has been extracted, while m a 
cylinder and under a screw pressure, 
sold for $700. A machine for sharpen­
ing slate-pencils brought $1,000. A 
combined filter and refrigerator sold for 
$200. A machine for boring fence-posts 
reached $1,425. A bolt for locking both 
sashes by a single operation went at 
$425. The New York State right to a 
self locking and extension ladder netted 
$1,000. A saw with detachable teeth 
realized but $100. An improved over­
coat pocket for the protection of a lady’s 
hand while walking with a gentleman, 
brought $350; the inventor reserved the 
State of Pennsylvania. An improve­
ment in balancing piano keys sold for 
$700. An “ adjuster,” for opening 
blinds when the window is closed with­
out raising the sashes, went for the pal­
try sum of $90.

Bob Stewart’s Gratitude.
Probably the oddest genius who ever 

occupied a public position m Missouri 
was the late Robert M. Stewart. He 
lived in St. Joseph, where he rose m 
political power. The first President of 
the Hannibal and St. Joseph railroad, 
he'was called its lather. He was elected 
Governor in 1857.

When Doniphan’s expedition was or 
ganized to go through New Mexico and 
co-operate with the main United States 
army in 1847, Bob Stewart was a mem­
ber of a company raised in Buchanan 
county. Four days out his gun was ac­
cidentally discharged, the contents en­
tering one ©f his legs, shattering a bone 
and disabling him. One of the com­
pany, William Grover, was detailed to 
remain with Stewart. Grover watched 
over his friend with the care of a brother, 
and Stewart, not then dreaming of his 
futuie distinction, said: “ Bill, old 
fellow, I’ll pay you back some day. The 
time vill come.”

Ten years later, Bill Grover, the 
friend ol Stewart, was arrested as a par­
ticipant in a political crime, tried, con­
victed, and sentenced to the penitentiary 
for ten years. Not long after Ms convic­
tion, Stewart was nominated for Gov­
ernor. He saw his friend just before he 
was incarcerated, and said : “ Bill, the 
first thing I do alter I’m inaugurated 
will be to pardon yon out. And I ’m 
sure to be elected.”

Bob was elected and inaugurated. 
True to his word and the native instincts 
of gratitude, he went to the peniten­
tiary and inquired for Bill Grover. He 
was not there. He was one of a detail 
called out to dig a well in Jefferson 
City, and was then engaged in that 
work.

Off the Governor posted to the well 
in which Grover was at work. On 
reaching the place, he leaned over the 
well and cried out:

“ Bill, arc you there ?”
“ Who’s that?” asked a voice from the 

subterranean deeps below.
“ It’s me—Bob Stewart! Come up 

out o’ theie, d---- n you! I ’ve par­
doned you. ’

In a few minutes Grover uas hauled 
up out of the well. Then was exhibited 
the curious spectacle of the Governor of 
a grate State walking through the streets 
ol the capital arm-in arm with a striped- 
suit convict. He took his old friend up 
to a clothing store, rigged him out in a 
new suit, and made him a guest at the 
Governor’s mansion, aiterward provid­
ing for him a start in business.—St. 
Louis Times.

Oysters and Star Fish.
As the oyster culture is so impoitant 

a busiuess here, a few words about the 
oyster’s most dreaded and deadly foe, 
the star fish, will be appropriate, and 
we have gathered from authentic sources 
the following tolerably reliable iufoinn- 
tion on the subject : The star fish de­
stroys and devours the oyster eagerly. 
The star fish is well armed, having five 
ol those useiul members ; and, to make 
matters worse for the oyster, has au eye 
on the end of each arm. It is also fur­
nished with hundreds of small legs and 
feet. Its mouth is in the center of the 
body, and it moves slowly, but very 
“ sure,” when after prey. It can propel 
itself over rough surfaces and into all 
nooks and crevices, and is found gener­
ally upon rocks, near vrliich they iasten. 
If one ot his arms becomes broken in 
any way, as by getting it entangled in a 
crevice of a rock, or having it bitten off 
by a voracious fish, determined upon 
making havoc upon this particular star, 
the deficiency is soon remedied, as an­
other arm grows, which replaces the 
missing member. Some species of tlie 
star fi-li possess the power of demoral­
izing or breaking itself in pieces, and 
thus multiplying its kind, as each piece 
retains vitality and grows into a perfect 
specimen of its kind again. The star 
fish is a sociable animal. It generally 
travels in “ schools,” or mass-meetings, 
when, uoubtless, schemes for raids on 
the unsuspecting oyster are devised, 
ai.d nefarious information and ideas in­
terchanged. When he is hungry he 
gets outside of dinner by, as it were, 
turning himseli inside out, a novel pro­
cess, not to be recommended to the 
genus homo as a means of appeasing 
appetite. Ho turns his stomach out oi 
his mouth and envelops the morsel to 
be ingulfed. The star fish is set down 
by scientific men as a mere “ walking 
stomach,” being bucli a tremendous gor­
mandizer of sea-food. They are partic­

T h e  F o u r  P e r  C ents.

The want of immediate success in ne­
gotiating the new 4 per cents in Europe 
is admitted by the Syndicate, but claimed 
to be temporary only. European in­
vestors refuse to invest in so low-priced 
a security so long as there is even a re­
mote contingency that the European 
war may involve greater nations than the 
present combatants, and so create a 
great demand for capital and high rates 
of interest The 4] per cents, stand in 
the way of the 4 per cents. Many of the 
former are changing hands in London, 
and at so low a price as to prevent the 
sale of 4 per cents, at the figure put upon 
them. But the 4-i s will soon disappear. 
The New York Sun reports that people 
who subscribed for the 4 per cents, seem 
more anxious to sell out and forfeit their 
2 per cent, deposits than to pay in the 
remainder of their subscriptions. The 
cause of this is siid to be the increase of 
interest rates, call loans commanding 7 
per cent.

Judge Hill flying on the Bench.
At about 6 o’clock on Thursday even­

ing, wnile the Superior Couit was in 
session in Knoxville, Crawford county, 
Judge Barnard Hill, the presiding 
Judge,died on the bench. A criminal that 
had just been concluded, and the jury 
had returned a verdict of guilty. They 
neglected to give the value of the goods 
stolen, and Judge Hill told them that 
they had best retire and supply this part 
ot the verdict. They went and out, soon 
afterward an attorney looked up and saw 
Judee Hill’s head thrown back on his 
chair, a deathly pallor overspreading his 
countenance. Friends rushed to Mm, 
but, with an easy gasp, his spirit passed 
away, and he sat dead on the bench.—• 
Atlanta (Ga.) Constitution.

Fruit Culture.
Fruit culture m this country has at­

tained proportions hardly realized even 
by enthusiastic pomologists. According 
to recent official statements, the land 
devoted to this branch of industry ap­
proximately amounts to 4,500,000 acres. 
Pretty accurate calculations have assigned 
to it 112,000,000 apple trees, 28,000,000 
pear trees, 112.275,000 peach trees, and 
X41,260,000 grape vines. The total value 
ol the fruit crop throughout the country 
is set down at $138,216,700; an amount 
equal to half the value of the average 
wheat crop. To this sum apples con­
tribute $50,400,000; pears, $14,130,000; 
peaches, $56,135,000; grapes, $2,180,000; 
strawberries, $5,000,000; and other fruit 
$10,432,000.

A Furious Sort of a Man.
In Fritztown, Pa., lives a man who is 

insensible to the pam which usually at­
tends the stmg ot bees, wasps and hor­
nets. He can take the honey irom the 
beehives without either stupefying or 
destroying the beep. He destroys all 
the hornets’ and yellow-jackets’ nests 
that he can find, and, although frequent­
ly covered by the insects which have 
alighted upon Mm in swarms, he has 
never been known to flinch. On getting 
hold of a hornets’ nest, he empties it by 
shaking the hornets out of the aperture.
