NATIONAL LEGISLATION.

Stoutland’s Pigeon-Roost.
The most timid and harmless animals 

become formidable and even terrible 
when congregated in great numbers. 
They take no notice whatever of man, 
and in their congregated capacity become 
his foe. A herd of buffaloes on the 
plains is a terror in its march; a drove oi 
rats in Northern Europe attacks all liv­
ing things that come in its way, and even 
a flock of pigeons, if big enough, be­
comes a great nuisance if not a danger. 
A pigeon-roost is a big thing, and they 
have a big pigeon-roost on the Auglaize 
river, near Dodson’s eamp-gronnd, Cam­
den county, Mo. It is an annual roost, 
and disturbs the quiet of the people of 
the section. The newspaper man finds 
it difficult to edit and print his paper m 
a pigeon-roost. Millions oi pigeons 
cover the trees, and sometimes break 
them down. There is a frightful con­
fusion of noises in this pigeon pande­
monium—the crashing of limbs, the 
roaring of multitudinous pigeons, and 
the cracking of shot-guns sweeping the 
birds down by hundreds anl thousands 
all night long. Nobody can sleep in 
such an uproar any more than they could 
amid the thunders of a ragmg battle. 
Besides this, there is a darkening of the 
air by the birds in their flight, which 
makes continual cloudy weather. But 
the people of this pigeon-roost are mak­
ing the best of the situati on. The pigeon 
has become a leading article of commerce 
in the countiy. Last year over 100,000 
pounds of pigeons were shipped from 
Stoutland, and the pigeon yield' this year 
promises to be as good. But everything 
else stops in the pigeon-roosting season 
except the newspaper.—St. Lows I!) 
publican.

The Geneva, Award.—Senator Ifer- 
nan, of New York, has introduced (by 
request) two bills to open a way for the 
distribution of the $6,000,000 of the 
Geneva award still remaining in the 
treasury. One allows elaimants to try 
their luck in the Court of Claims, 
and the other proposes to establish a 
special court for the adjudication of the 
claims.

Bounty Bill.—Senator Ingalls, of 
Kansas, has introduced a bill to equalize 
the bounties of soldiers who served in 
the late war for tbe Union. It is an ex­
act copy of the bill which passed the 
House of Representatives on the 20th 
of June, 1876, except that it proposes to 
strikeout of that bill the clause providing 
for the deductions of the bounty paid 
understate laws.

Confiscated Southern Estates.—Sen­
ator Withers, of Virginia, has introduced 
a bill for tbe relief of owners of property 
in the late Confederate States, which 
was sold under what is known as the 
“ Confiscation act.” The bill provides 
that the Government of the United States 
shall pay to the former owners of such 
property the amount of money roeeived 
for their land at tne sale, and receive in 
return a quit-claim conveyance of owner­
ship, which can be transferred to the 
purchaser.

An Additional Article of War.— 
Senator Plumb, ot Kansas, has introduced 
a bill to make an additional article of 
war. It provides that aDy officer in the 
army who shall be found guilty of gam­
bling or playing cards for money or oth­
er consideration, alter _ court-martial, 
shall be dismissed from the service. 
This bill is strictly in accord with the 
views of Judge Advocate Gen. Dunn, 
who in his last report makes a terrible 
showing of this unfortunate habit among 
officers of all grades. The theory of the 
objection to gambling is that it has a 
tendency to make the men forgetful ot 
their soldierly duty, and produces both 
recklessness and dissipation that de­
grades both man and officer. If snob a 
bill were to pass it is believed that scores 
of young officers who enter the army 
would be placed outside the pale of 
temptation, and that the morale bf the 
army would be thereby raised to a high­
er standard.

Savings Bond.—The billintrodued by 
Senator Wallace “ to authorize a long 
bond for the investment of savings,” di­
rects the Secretary of the Treasury to 
issue, in lieu of an equal amount of 4 
per cent, bonds, authorized by the act 
of July it, 1870, a sum not exceeding 
$100,000,000 United States coupon 
bonds, m denominations of $25, $50, and 
$100, m equal spins of each denomina­
tion, redeemable in com of the present 
standard value after sixty years from the 
date of their issue, and bearing interest 
payable semi-annually in such coin at 
the rate of 3.65 per cent, per annum. 
These bonds are to be exempt from all 
taxation. The remainder of the bill is 
as follows : “ The Secretary of the 
Treasury shall keep said bonds for sale 
at the different sub-treasuries of the 
United States, and shall dispose of the 
same at par and accrued interest for coin 
or for United States legal-tender noti s at 
the rate which they may then stand in 
the market, and such legal-tender notes 
shall be reissued, but their proceeds and 
the com received for such bonds shall be 
applied to the redemption of the out­
standing 5-20 bonds of the United 
States.”

New Silver Bill—Senator Jones, of 
Nevada, has introduced a bill entitled 
“ An act to authorize the coinage of a 
dollar of 412 J grains standard silver, and 
for other purposes.” It is as follows:

Sfotiov 1. Be it enacted, etc.. That so soon 
as possible aftei the passage of this act theie 
shall be from time to tune coined at the mints 
of the United States, conformably m all re­
spects to law, a silver dollar, the standard 
weight of which shall be 412% grams troy, and 
the owner of silver bullion may deposit the 
same at any coinage mint or the Assay Oilice at 
New fork to be coined into dollars for his ben­
efit, upon the same terms and conditions as 
go'd bullion is deposited for coinage under ex­
i t in g  laws.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That said 
com shall be legal tender at its nominal value 
for all sums m payment of debt3 both public 
and pnvde, excepting such as under existing 
contracts are expressed to be otherwise pay­
able.

Sec. 3. And be it furfcl er enacted, That no 
charge shall be made for the coinage of stand­
ard silver bulhon into the dollars authorized 
by this act.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted. That all acts 
orpaits of acts inconsistent with the provisions 
of this act aie hereby repealed.

A Goloid Currency.—Senator Wal­
lace, of Pennsylvania, offers a bill pro­
viding for the coinage of money from a 
composition metal called “ goloid.” The 
preamble of the bill recites that an alloy 
of precious metal for commercial com 
teimed “ goloid” has been discovered, 
and was patented May 22,1877, by W. W. 
Hubbell, the inventor, consisting of 1 
pound of gold, 24 pounds of silver, and 
21 pounds of copper, constituting a unit 
ot value of both gold and silver, 258 
grains of which are equal in standard 
value to either a gold dollar or a silver 
dollar as prescribed by law. said metal 
possessing an advantage also in size, 
weight and density for commercial com 
in addition to that of a unit value, and 
composed of precious metal largely pro­
duced in the United States, and not cor­
rosive. The bill proposes to authorize 
and direct the Secretary ot the Treasury 
to cause to be coined at the mints of the 
Uirted States the sum of $400,000,000 
in the value of said com metal, 250,- 
000,000 pieces to be dollaiS, 200,000,000 
m halt dollars, and 200,000,000 
in quarters, each dollar to weigh 
258 grains, and the halves and 
quarters to be m exact proportion there­
to, and to be caused to be stamped there­
on suitable words and figures denoting 
their nature and value. Section 2 makes 
this com a legal tender m payment oi all 
debts, public and private, and declares 
that it shall be interchangeable with 
legal tender notes or lawful money, and 
receivable for all dues by the United 
States. Section 3 provides that the 
Secretary of the Treasury shall also 
cause to be reissued as lawful money 
$400,000,000 of legal-tender notes in 
place of the legal-tender notes now author­
ized, and shall keep $350,000,000 of the 
sam» out of the treasury in circulation. 
It also provides that this metal shall be 
supplied to the mints, and bonds of the 
United States,m denominations of $50 and 
$100, with coupons attached, bearing in 
terest at 4 percent., be issued to r.m not 
less than ten years, nor more that twenty 
yeais. Section 6 provides that the sub­
sidiary silver com now issued shall be re­
tired,and be exchangeable at the Treasury 
Department for the com authorized by 
this act.

Illegal Sale of Postage-Stamps.— 
Senator Edmunds, of Vermont, has 
introduced a bill, prepared for him at 
the Postoffice Department, to prevent 
Postmasters from increasing their sala 
ries by the illegitimate sale of postage- 
stamps outside the limits of their office. 
This abuse has been extensively adver­
tised during the past summer, and Sena­
tor Edmunds’ bill, which is as follows, 
will probably become a law :

Section 1. That no Bo tmaster or Deputy 
Postma-tci or other poison intrusted by tht 
United S'ates, the Postofhee Department oi the 
Postmaster Geneial with postage-stamps oi 
J  unped eir, e’opes shall sell oi dispose ot tht 
-ame othci ,.i-e than in theicgulai com so oi
buna1 bu-TOi..s, at Jic ir lore value, and fo.

exceeding one thousand dollars, or by impris­

Sec. 3. That every Postmaster and Deputy 
Postmaster making a quarterly return, as re­
quired by law, shall make, subscribe and at­
tach thereto an oath or affirmation in the fol­
lowing form :

“ I  do solemnly swear for afhrm) that I  have 
not, since making my last quarterly return, 
disposed of any of the postage-Btamps or 
stamped envelopes m my charge for sale, other­
wise than m pursuance of law.”

THE BANNER OF THE PROPHET.

R a g in g  in  E u r o p e ?

Within the Mosque of St. Sophia at 
Constantinople lies a flag which, if un­
furled, would startle all Christendom, 
and com pel it to band together in a com­
mon struggle against Ielamism. Imper­
fect, and sometimes fanciful, accounts 
have been given of the flag, and many 
bad translations of the inscriptions on it. 
From the best source we gather some 
facts which are, at this time, very inter­
esting. This emblem of the power and 
sacred office of Mohammed is described 
to be of “ green silk, with large crescent 
on top of the staff, from which is sus­
pended a long plume of horse-hair (said 
to be the tail of the Prophet’s favorite 
Arab steed), while the folds of tbe flag 
exhibit the crescent and quotations from 
the Koran ” The accurate quotations 
are as follows : “ All who draw it [the 
sword j will be rewarded with temporal 
advantages ; every drop of their blood, 
every peril and hardship endured by 
them, will be registered on high as more 
meritorious than either fasting or pray­
ing. It thev tall in battle their sins will 
be at once blotted out, and thev will be 
transpoited to paradise, there to revel in 
eternal pleasures in the aims of black- 
eyed houns. But for the first heaven 
are reseived those of the faithful who die 
within sight of the green flag of the 
prophet.” Then follow the terrible and 
all-signincant words, the fearful war-cry 
against God and man : “ Then may no
man give or expect mercy!” This is 
supplemented by the motto: ‘ ‘ The gates 
ot paradise are under the shade of the 
swords.” The origin of the color is tra­
ditionally stated to be that the prophet 
one dav looking out upon verdant fields 
said that “ Nature is green, and green 
shall be my emblem, for it is everlast­
ing and universal.” He prophesied that 
when Islam should number a hundred 
millions the flag should stop theinvasion 
of the Northern races, and lrs followers 
now amount to one hundred and twenty 
millions. The Koran declai es that when 
it is unfurled the “ earth will shake, the 
mountains melt into dust, the seas blaze 
up m fire and the children’s hair grow 
white with anguish.” This is Oriental 
fustian, yet believed by teeming milbons 
to represent great and triumphant truths. 
Islam must bo m positive danger before 
the Sultan requires the Sheik-ul-Islam, 
or Mohammedan Pope, to bring the flag 
from its resting place and unfurl it be­
fore all Mohammedans. During the 
time that Catherine of Russia sought the 
ownership of Constantinople, the flag 
was brought to the light; but she failed, 
and it was not flaunted in the face of 
Christendom. If it should fly the Sultan 
is supposed to be its bearer, and for that 
reason it would be formally committed 
to his hands with all the ceremonious 
zeal of lx ligious fanaticism. Through­
out the Or roman empire proper, em­
bracing Tmkey iu Europe, Asia Minor, 
and Syria, and throughout Persia, the 
the countin s on the Euphrates and 
Tigris, Hmdoostan, Egypt, the Barbaiy 
States, and as tar as Zanzibar, eveiy 
Mohammedan would be called upon to 

I rally to its support under pain of the 
anatbi ma of the Prophet, and of expul­
sion from paiadise. The frightful car­
nage wlncli would result trom such a 
combination ol fanatics would be hor­
rible. ______

Feeding the World.
The shipments of grain to Europe, on 

Saturday, by steamers alone, approached 
half a million bushels, and sailing ves­
sels during the week took much more. 
Contracts have been so heavy of late that 
seveial lines have sent for extra steam­
ers. Thus far this season the shipments 
have exceedc il those oi last year nearly 
40 per cent. The cron being by 25,000,- 
000 bushels greater than in any previous 
year m the history of the eountry, the 
demands of Europe can be readily sup­
plied. The increased facilities for send­
ing tresh meat to Europe has caused the 
shipments ot beef this year thus far to 
reach a value of $8,082,036, against only 
$1,755,101 for the same period last year, 
and of mutton $113,500, against none in 
1876. The live sheep sent m 1877 are 
valued at $61,110; in 1876 at nothing. 
Live cattle this year at $2,060,950; in 
1876 an insignificantly small quantity. 
The hulk of these have been sent trom 
New York, although Boston, Portland 
and Philadelphia have made contribu­
tions. The total shipments of butter 
from Jan. 1 last to Sept, 29 consisted of 
12,250,690 pounds, against only 5,919,- 
073 last year, and of elieese 89,650,350 
against 53,706,530.—Newark Adver­
tiser.

A Dog, a Man and a Mule.
A North Carolina wagoner sold his 

dog to a Laurens county man the other 
day for half a barrel of sorghum sirup. 
The dog, however, refused to be sold 
and took refuge under the wagon. The 
Laurens county man crawled after him 
with a piece of meat in one hand and a 
rope in the other. Although there were 
several spectators of the scene that en­
sued it is difficult to get at the facts. All 
agree that there was % scuffle under the 
wagon, accompanied by yelps and yells ; 
but no one is willing to affirm that the 
man had the dog or the dog had the 
man. Finally, the dog, as it wculd 
seem, brushed up against the hind legs 
of the off mule and then all was still. It 
is not certain what killed the dog. One 
of the spectators said he thought he 
heard a trace-chain rattle, but when he 
went around to examine the mule she 
was asleep. The man had lost his hat, 
his coat and the greater part of his 
trousers, and subsequent examination 
proved that the dog died with one ear 
and a handful of hair in his month.— 
Atlanta Constitution.

But people soon 
got tired of wondering at Klynch, as 
people in this busy world will get tired 
of wondering at anything, however 
startling, and, as a matter of course, his 
soul grew sad, until last Tuesday night, 
when his wife presented him with three 
bouncing boys. The new arrivals were 
more than Mr. Klynch expected, but he 
was none the less proud of them.

All of the children are fine healthy ba­
bies, and at last accounts were all doin 
well.

In bathing use your hands to 
apply the water, it is much better than 
a sponge; soften the water with borax, 
it is more invigorating than salt water.—

—Northville is going to have an opera 
house costing $8,000, $1,200 of which 
has already been subscribed by the citi 
zens.

—The people of Leslie talk of build­
ing a grist-mill, the power to be ob­
tained irom an artesian well one foot in 
diameter.

—A constant stream of sportsmen is 
now pouring into the north woods, and 
it is estimated that already 1,500hunters 
are at work.

—The ship-owners want a lighthouse 
on the Whale’s Back ledge, thirty-four 
miles north of Menominee, and twelve 
east of Cedar river.

—A Portland man went out to shoot 
a cat. The last seen oi the cat it was 
nibbling one of the awkward shooter’s 
fingers that he had shot off.

—Company I, United States Infantry, 
Captain Clark commanding, have taken 
up winter quarters at Fort Gratiot, alter 
an absence oi sixteen months.

—A petition is being numerously 
signed m Allegan asking Congress to 
appropriate $15,000 for a preliminary 
survey of the Michigan ship canal.

.—John Beaton was drowned in Tawas 
lake last week, while duck-hunting. 
The boat capsized. The body was found. 
He leaves a wife and two children.

—A sailor named Robert Abbey, aged 
35 years, fell ovepboard and was drowned 
at Saugatuck harbor one day last week. 
He has a father and four sisters in Saug­
atuck.

—M. V. Rork, who was expelled from 
the Michigan Methodist Conference tor 
heresy, is preaching still at Athens, Cal­
houn county, to a church membership 
of 400.

—The Fish Lake Hotel, at Fish Lake, 
Lapeer county, stands in an old Indian 
burying-ground. Stone implements and 
whole skeletons have recently been 
found there.

—J. T. Genrich, of Sutton’s Bay, Lee­
lanau county, and his son, were injured 
by a falling tree near Traverse City, 
recently. The father was severely and 
the boy fatally hurt.

—Truman Kellogg, of Grand Rapids, 
has been United States Mail Agent on 
the D. & M. railroad for twenty years, 
the longest continuous period of any 
one holding a route agency in the State.

—The residence of John Dennis, at 
Lapeer, was burned the other night, to­
gether with all its contents, with the 
exception of a sewing machine. The 
loss is about $1,100, with an insurance 
of $500.

—E. W. Meddaugh, of Detroit, one 
of Michigan’s prominent lawyers and a 
member of the Constitutional Commis­
sion of 1873, has been elected a Vice 
President of the Liberal (religious) 
League of the United States.

—At the Brubaker settlement, Clare 
county, there resides a girl with feet 
fifteen and one-half inches long. The 
country about there is fortunately being 
rapidly cleared up, and she can get around 
without damaging the standiog timber 
much.

— The jaw of a mastodon has been 
found in a swamp in Lagrange, Cass 
county. It weighs sixty-ninU pounds, 
and is twenty-four inches wide, measured 
horizontally across the teeth. It has 
only two teeth, one on each side, weigh­
ing nearly seven pounds apiece.

—Battle Creek hopes to lives on $8,500 
the coming year, of which $2,400 goes 
to the fire department and $1,500 to 
streets and bridges, and there will be 
$16,958 to be paid on railroad-aid bonle 
and coupons maturing in February next 
—making a total of $25,458.

—The new Baptist church at Portland 
was dedicated Sunday, Rev. J. Donnelly, 
ot Ionia, officiating. Before dedication 
$4,000 was raised by subscription The 
new church is a fine, large brick build 
ing, lighted with gas, andhaseveiything 
needed for a church in any city.

—Rev. Frank Russell, of Kalamazoo, 
who lost so heavily by fire recently, his 
been made the recipient of a handsom 
donation, tendered by the citizens oi 
Kalamazoo without regard to religious 
preferences. The donation amounts 
to $1,000, of which half was cash.

—A terrible stabbing affray took place 
at Grand Rapids last week. Thomas 
Eder was stabbed ten times by Mary 
Wardall. The woman was also severely 
cut by Eder. The parries were t -ken to 
police headquarters in a v«_iy bad con­
dition. Alter their wounds were dressed 
they tore off the bandages. The orig.n 
of the fight is not known.

—A 4-year-old child of Mr. and Mvs 
Nicholas Lennon, living near Clare, is 
lost in the woods. Hundreds of men

have searched the woods for several days 
and nights, but cannot find tlie httle 
fellow. The mother became insane and 
wandered off in search of the lost one, 
and was also lost. When she was found 
she was almost famished and had be­
come a raving maniac.

—St. Mary’s lake, four miles north of 
Battle Creek, has fallen six feet in the 
past five years. Some years ago it was 
stocked with eels, and shortly afterward 
eels were found in the Battle Creek 
river, four miles distant from the lake, 
which has no outlet. It is supposed 
there is an underground connection be­
tween the lake and river, and that the 
former will be drained entirely in the 
course of a few years.

—The township of Eden, Mason 
county, has been divided, and a new one 
created with the name of Mitchell, in 
honor of John A. Mitchell, County Sur­
veyor. This township of Eden was for­
merly Indian Town. It became subject 
to homestead entry in the winter of 1875 
and ’76, and is now quite thickly popu­
lated and contains many good farms. 
The Indians sell out as fast as they are 
allowed by law to do so.

—The Detroit and Milwaukee railroad 
has just built a substantial bridge over 
Grand * river at Grand Rapids. The 
bridge is of the plate-girder, or English 
style, and is 620 feet long. It consists 
of five spans, each 100 feet long, and 
two spans—one at each end—each sixty 
feet long. The total cost of the bridge 
and improvement is about $40,000, of 
which $24,000 is the contract price due 
the Detroit Bridge Company.

—The new State Capitol is fast nearing 
completion. The plastering in most of 
the rooms and halls is finished, and 
apid progress is being made with the 

floors and inside casiDgs. The tin cov­
ering is being put on the dome, which 
completes the roofing of the building. 
The steps and porticos to the east, west 
and north entrances are completed, and 
give the building quite a finished appear­
ance. The total amount expended on 
the building up to October 1, is $1,042,- 
014.73. There is now every reason to 
expect that the new Capitol will be ready 
tor occupancy by July 1, 1878.

London Newspapers.
The London Teh gt aph pnuts ebmt

265,000 copies daily, while the Tunes 
pnuts less than one-qu. rter as m ay, or
60,000. In companng ties differt me, it 
must he understood that the loimei sol's 
for one penny—nearly two ceuts— 
arid the latter for three pence—or nearly 
six cents. In this instance the number 
of copies printed is no test as to the 
number of readers. Despite the dif­
ference of the number of copies printed, 
the Times is read by mure peojfle than 
the Telegraph *

The masses do not buy the Times out­
right, on account of itstxpense. Nearly 
all newsdealers m the Kmgdom rent the 
limes ab mt their respective neighbor­
hoods to be read at the rate of two cents 
an hour. A dealer will take, say, ten 
copies, each of which will be rented to 
from six to ten people each day. Many 
of the London newsdealers after renting 
their Times till evening, then ship them 
to smaller country newsdealers, who 
dispose of them at a reduced price. In 
this way a single copy of the Times will 
be read and paid for by ten or fiiteen 
people each day: and, estimating read­
ers upon this basis, it will be concluded 
that the Tim es*really has the larger act- 
til al circulation.—London Cor. Chicago 
Times.

—Outside of the Times and Daily 
Telegraph, probably the wealthiest 
newspaper proprietor in London is Mr. 
Cox, sergeant-at-law. He owns the 
Law Times, the Queen, and the Field. 
The Queen is a ladiesbpaper of a very 
superior kind, of the size of Harper’s 
Weekly. Its chief articles are on social 
subjects, well written, and the illustra­
tions and general make-up of the paper 
leave nothing to be desired. Each num­
ber has about twelve closely-printed 
pages of advertisements. The Field 
started as a competitor with Bell’s Life, 
which it has sent a long way down hill. 
It is now, with the exception of the 
Times, the greatest real estate adver­
tiser in the United Kingdom, besides 
having the greatest share of all in sport­
ing advertisements. It is the same 
size as the Queen, and often has twenty 
closely-printed pages of advertisements. 
These papers are all issued weekly, and 
must produce an immense income. 
Their prices are sixpence—124 cents 
each.—New York Sun. \

A Revolting Crime.
The trial of four persons for murder 

in England, in allowing the wife of one 
of them to die of starvation* and neglect, 
has resulted in the conviction, of all 
four. In this extraordinary case, Louis 
Staunton, an artist, his brother Patrick, 
Mrs. Patrick Stanntcdi, and her sister, 
Alice Rhodes, were the parties accused. 
The murdered woman, Mrs. Louis 
Staunton, was somewhat underwitted, 
prospective heir to £4,000, and in posses­
sion of £1,800. Her mother endeavored 
to prevent her marriage, and asked the 
Chancery Court to be appointed her 
guardian, but the court deemed her 
compos mentis. Her mother made her 
one visit alter her marriage, but was 
never permitted to see her again. She 
was secluded and kept in confinement m 
the family of Patrick Staunton, while 
her husband lived with ilice Rhodes as 
his wile. A child was born to Mrs. 
Staunton, was sent to a nospital to die, 
and its mother was reduced in the same 
week to the point of death, when she 
was removed to another town. This, of 
course, resulted m her death, when tne 
burial authorities found her remains m 
a veiv emaciated and neglecteu condi­
tion. It was a necessary peculiarity of 
such a case that there would be very 
little direct evidence, and that guilt 
woull have to bemteiredirom ti e moral 
probabilities. Trie only evidence was 
that oi a servant girl a- to tlie neglect 
and abuse t< i woidi Ifrs St hit n » 
subject at Patrick Sta n ton’s, ml as to 
tbe existence o, a letter Id m Louis to 
the Rhodes gnl, ixyresbing liw if ‘ti n 
for her, and a dtsur to have “ Harriet 
out of the way ” Tne htler had been 
destroyed, and the testimony or the 
servant as to its contents w is the only 
evidence of its exist* nee. The circum­
stances of the marriage, the seclusion of 
the murdered woman, the amoui of her 
husband with Alice Rhodes, and the re­
moval and neglect ot Mrs. Staunton at a 
time when such removal put her liie m 
peril, were the duel grounds of the 
conviction. Baron Hawkins summed up 
severely against the prisoners, and, in 
passing sentence, said lie had no uoubt 
the iniant was murdered also. The jury 
recommended the two women to mercy. 
All the parties were comparatively young, 
and the murdered woman wc s well-con­
nected. Altogether, it was a very re­
volting crime.

Opium Eating.—-There are doubtless 
very few peisons aware of the number of 
opium eaters in our midst, but the num- 
ber stated by an in dividual whoW* some 
knowledge of the facts, is an alarming 
poi'poit'on, but probably not greater than 
that of other sections throughout the 
country. Only those cognizant of the 
large increase in the importation ot opium 
to this Country can estimate how exten­
sively it is used aa a stimulant by Ameri­
cans. There are institutions for the cure 
of inebriates—the time is niit far distant 
when hospitals jfJU be necessary for 
those addicted to taking morphia. The 
opium habit is more dangerous t« the 
constitution and more difficult to eradi­
cate than the use of intoxicating liquors, 
although it is not at bestial. Physicians 
are much to blame for the freedom with 
which morphia is used, and for the 
growth of the hamt of opium eating 
among those afflicted with chronic com­
plaints The little instrument carried 
about m the physician’s inside coat pock­
et—the hyperdermic syHuge—is t,oo often 
made use of. The temptation to use this 
great aleviator is strong. So in the most 
simple eases, a few minims of opium are 
injected into the arm and the patient is 
relieved. It is tiue, physicians would be 
criopled without this remedy, but it 
should be the. laid resert, not the first 
one The terrible effects of this poison 
on the human system should be fully un­
derstood. Thje dryfii^bf the blood—the 
destruotionof the mental powers—the 
marring of the coinplexion—the paralysis 
of the entire physique—all these conse­
quences of the habitual use of this drug 
are not as fearful as the slavery to the 
habit in which the opium taker is kept. 
He cannot neglect taking it without en­
during torture. The nervous system col­
lapses, and the delirium tremens sets in if 
the victim neglects his dose. The sys­
tem that has been constantly inflated can­
not sudddenly be left without stimulant. 
Only a ‘course of treatment will cure the 
taker. The strictest laws should be pass­
ed concerning the we of morphia by 
pliysiciansiimd sale of it by druggists. 
A hrifs ppfpqa'tion of the, profits pf drug 
stores is deiiiiedTrom the sale of opium 
in its various forms, and the excuse for 
this practice is, that if one druggist wiil 
not sell it another will. The law should 
rtep in.

* The Olympic Club.—A statement of 
the financial affairs of the Olympic Club 
made at an adjourned regular meeting 
held Monday evenag, indicates that the 
clnbis in a most healthy and prosper­
ous condition—in fact in better shape 
than at any time before since its organiza­
tion. While the membership is not as 
large as at some oU er periods of its exis­
tence the falling off is more than met by 
a reduction in cutront expenses. There 
is now about $103 cash in the treasury and 
not a cent of outstanding debt, besides a 
considerable amount due the club. It is 
the purpose to purchase a now billiard 
table and make some other changes ip the 
property of the club, which will tend to 
its adyantagG and continuation.

Tab Iron Trade on the Continent. 
—An important order tor iron barracks 
has just been given out by the Russian 
government, the centraets being awarded 
to the Belgian Colliery and Metallurgical 
Company. These barracks are intended 
as winter quarters for Russian troops 
now at the seat of war. Tne barracks 
will cost $26 33 per man sheltered. The 
John Coekenll Company lias also sold 
some boats built ot plates to the Russian 
government. Steel in the shape 
of debries and intended for steel 
foundijes and woiks, is to be 
admitted free into the German empire; 
the quantity oi steel to be admitted duty 
free, is to bear a due proportion to the 
productive force of the woiks for which 
it is imported. The exports from Bel­
gium Of rails and other descriptions of 
irons, are shown bjr an official return to 
have further declined in the first eight 
mouths of this ̂ ear, as compared with 
the correipondiug peuiod of 1876.

The Shir Canal Project.—The agita­
tion of thepiojectof constructing a ship 
canal across the State of Alichigan, from 
a point almost opposite Chicago to the 
point where the Detroit river empties in­
to Lake Erie, lias been levived. A State 
convention has been called of those in­
terested in or favorable t# the project, at 
Alleg'm, ou the 16th inst. The route 
pioposed by the ship canal is via the 
Kalamazoo river, which empties into 
Lake Alichigan and is already navigable 
for a portion of the distance. It is pro­
posed to memorialize Congress fora small 
appropriation to have a Government sur- 
vey.made. Such a connection between 
the upper and the lower lakes would be a 
great desideratum. It would save hun­
dreds of miles of navigation, and thus 
greatly facilitate the transportation ot 
Western produce to the seaboaid. Tf the 
projected improvement is practicable, as 
is claimed, it is worthy of the immediate 
attention of the national Government and 
the Northwestern States. The extension 
of such a system of ship canal naviga­
tion to the Alississippi river would, in the

A5f c.ffieial return of the Government gives 
the killed, wounded and missing on the Rus­
sian side from the commencement ot liostili- j 
ties to the 27th of Octoler at 01,942.

The loss of Russian officers at the capture of 
Duhnik, on the 24th ult.. was very severe, 
every brigade and regimental conunandei being 
either killed or wounded. The homhaidment 1 
of Plevna continues at intervals. Sihstiia. on 1 
the Danube, the northeastern forties! ot the 
famous Tuikish qiudiilateial, n tines fined 
with investment, but, on account of its strong 
defenses, its reduction will piove lo be an ex­
ceedingly difficult undertaking.

A Turkish force, nuinbeiiug between 3,000 
and 4,000 men, from south ol the Balkans, at- ' 
tacked the Russian foi ee at Mahien, south ol 
Elena. After thiee houis lighting, the Tmks 
letieated, leaving 100 dead and many wounded.

Tim investment of Plevna is complete. The 
Russians are dealing not only the Sofia load, I 
but all approaches fiom the Balkans, A Turk­
ish relieving army would have to fight its way 
to Plevna step by step.

The Russians in Armenia aie cailying eveiy- 
thing before them. Mukhtar has been dm en 
from one point to another, seircelv taking a 
new position before compelled to withdiaw and 
choose another to avoid capture.

The machine now in use cost more than 
$60,000, and while subsequent machines 
would cost very considerably less, as ap­
pliances and methods of construction 
become simplified, the cost would still be 
largely in excess of that of the ordinary 
steam-engine.

2. In manipulating each engine the
services would be required, not of an 
ordinary engineer, but of a man of ex­
ceptional scientific attainments, who 
would thoroughly understand the theory 
of its working, and would be prepared 
to act in sudden and dangerous emer- { 
gencies. (

3. The results obtained are altogether | 
uncertain. Before direct results arc sc- t 
cured, preliminary results must be se­
cured; that is, the condition of working i 
is
being in a condition to work, and neither 
state is wholly within the control of the j 
manipulator. Mr. Keely fiimself can i 
never predict with certainty the result | 
of an attempt to start the engine into 
motion; every manipulation that he 1 
makes partakes of the nature of an ex- , 
periment. The engine may or may not f 
respond to his attempt to start it. In ! 
short, it is beyond the power of his con­
trol; andallofjiis efforts to bring it under j 
his control—efforts constantly made dur- i 
ing a number of years—have been j 
futile.

4. Even admitting that he may over- 1 
come this difficulty, the results obtained j 
are so violent that the siiock and jar I 
upon the machinery tend rapidly to 1 
weaken it, and necessitate continual ex- 1 
pense for repairs.

5. I t  is impossible to produce the 
power in volume sufficiently great to run 
machinery with it uninterruptedly; actu­
ally, the time required for generating a 
g iven amount of power is greater than 
the time that same amount of poner 
will maintain the machinery m motion

A sixth disability, but of L r-x impor­
tance than either of the others, is found 
in the tact that tlie power is not applica­
ble to an existing lorm of steam engine.
To utilize it, a new term of engine must 
be devised, and one of much nicer con­
struction than even the finest ot those 

1 used in connection with steam; ttie ex­
treme subtility of the vapor requiring a 
closeness of jointing far beyonJ any­
thing yet accomplished in practical me­
chanics. Mr. Keely claims to have in­
vented such an engine, but, like the 
power that moves it, it seemed to be 
impracticable and valueless for any real 
work.
